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$10 m illion  bond election  set for May
Commissioners also approve purchase o f  new brush fire  truck

Crockett County voters will 
go to the polls in May to decide 
whether or not to build a new el­
ementary school.

The Crockett County Com­
missioners’ Court approved 
calling for a $10 million bond 
election Monday to build a new 
elementary school at the primary 
school’s existing site, as well 
as making improvements to the 
Heritage Building.

The bond is expected to be 
paid off in 5 years, said Superin­
tendent Abe Gott.

During the meeting, Gott 
presented details of the new 
two-story school, which would 
include the existing gymnasium 
and a new cafetorium, which 
would house the cafeteria and 
the main kitchen for the whole 
school district.

Pre-K, PPCD, kindergarten 
and first grade would be housed 
in their own “village” area on the 
first floor, along with the second 
grade.

The first floor will also 
house nurse’s office, library, 
counselor’s office, art, music and 
special programs classrooms.

Third, fourth and fifth 
grades would take up the second 
floor. Gott said third, fourth and 
fifth graders would only 
come onto the first floor very 
few times, such as for physical 
education and to eat during the 
day. Computer labs and science 
labs will also be located on the 
second floor.

Safety is also a major con­
cern for the new campus. After 
the school day begins, only one 
door will be accessible to the 
public.

When visitors walk in the 
main door, they will enter the 
office, check in and then be 
“buzzed” through to the class­
rooms, Gott said.

Separate drop-off points 
will be designed, along with 
separate playgrounds for the dif­
ferent grade levels.

During the meeting, Gott 
presented some rough drawings 
of what the school may look 
like. The drawings showed the 
school with flat roofs. Gott said 
the school board is pushing to 
have no flat roofs at all.

Gott said the board wants 
the two-story part to be pitched.

“You’re going to have a 
hard time getting people to vote

for this, if the roof is flat,” said 
Commissioner Randy Branch. 
“A person who can build a good 
flat roof can build a good pitched 
roof.”

The exterior of the building, 
which the school district’s design 
committee still has to work on, 
will fit into the area, Gott said. 
The design committee is made 
up of three school board mem­
bers, teachers and community 
members. The school board will 
approve the final design of the 
building.

“We’re going to look at ex­
terior designs , that will make it 
look like it belongs in Ozona,” 
Gott said.

Public meetings at every 
school campus, as well as other 
places, will be held before the 
May 10 election, Gott said.

Early voting for the electior ’ 
is April 28-May 6.
NEW BRUSH FIRE TRUCK

Commissioners approved 
the purehasing of a new brush 
fire truck for $ 150,507.52 for the 
Ozona Volunteer Fire Depart­
ment.

The truck is being purchased 
as an emergency budget amend­
ment due to the problems the de­
partment is currently having with

their three existing brush trucks,
, and also due to the extreme fire 
danger conditions.

The new, heavy-truck will 
consist of an International chas­
sis, an Allison automatic trans­
mission with a double overdrive 
and a steel pan built under the 
truck from the front bumper to 
the rear of the transmission to 
protect everything underneath 
the truck. The square-tank on the 
truck will hold 1,000 gallons of 
water.

A new communication 
system will also come with the 
truck. The system will also the 
driver of the truck to communi­
cate through a headset to the fire 
fighters on the back of the truck. 
The driver can also talk over the 
two-way radio to other fire per­
sonnel.

“There’s no motor noise. All 
you can hear is just voices. It’s a 
neat safety tool,” said Fire Chief 
Bob Falkner.

The specifications for the 
truck was complied by a com­
mittee from the fire department. 
Members of the department 
then voted on the truck before 
Falkner presented it to the com­
missioners.

Local man sentenced 
to three years in prison

An O/ona man received a 
three-year prison sentence dur­
ing a Monday hearing at the 
Crockett County Courthouse.

Kenny Vargas Tobar, 23, 
was sentenced by visiting Dis­
trict Judge Richard Alcala as 
part of a plea agreement for 
violating hi-S terms and condi­
tion of probation.

According to court docu­
ments, Tobar committed the 
offense of fraudulent use or

mation in Ozona on or about 
July 1,2005 to March 2007; for 
speeding 79 mph in a 65 mph 
zone on Interstate-10 on or 
about July 29, 2006; for speed­
ing 82 mph in a 65 mph zone on 
I-10 on or about Feb. 15,2007; 
no liability insurance in Crock­
ett County on or about Feb. 15, 
2007; speeding 40 mph in a 30 
mph zone in Ozona on or about 
June 11, 2007 and no liability 
insurance in Ozona on or about 
June 11,2007.

Tobar also committed a 
violation of his community su-

pervision by traveling outside 
of Crockett County to San An­
gelo without permission of the 
supervision officer, as well as 
not performing any community 
service hours and violating his 
curfew on July 29, 2006 when 
he was out past midnight at 
mile-marker 371 on 1-10, court 
documents state.

On the charge of fraudulent 
U.SC of pos.ses.sion of identifying 
information, Alcala sentenced 
Tobar to 540 days in jail.

Tobar pled guilty in court 
that on or about Sept. 1, 2005 
he used Daniel Munoz Moran’s 
name, date of birth and social 
security number to apply for a 
Bank of America credit card.

Jed Hruska, County Execu­
tive Director for the Crockett 
County Farm Service Agency 
(FSA) has announced that as 
of Feb. 29, 2008, the Crockett 
County FSA Office will be of­
ficially closed.

From this date forward, all 
FSA program services will be 
provided by the Reagan-Upton- 
Irion-Crockett County FSA 
Office unless a producer has 
elected to transfer their records 
to another county.

The Reagan-Upton-Irion- 
Crockett County FSA Office is 
located at 606 2nd Street in Big 
Lake and the phone number is 
(325) 884-3753 ext. 2.

On Nov. 16, 2007, Texas 
Farm Service Agency (FSA) 
received approval from then 
Acting Secretary of Agriculture 
Charles Conner to proceed with 
implementation of the second 
phase of a statewide restructur­
ing plan calling for closure of 11 
county offices in Texas includ­
ing the Crockett County FSA 
Office.

Other offices in the area 
that closed include:

• Sutton County, who will 
now receive services in Schle­
icher County (Eldorado).

• Kimble County, new head­
quarters will be Kerr County 
(Kerrville).

• Menard County, new 
headquarters will be Concho

County (Eden).
• Presidio/Jeff Davis Coun­

ty in Marfa, new headquarters 
will be Brewster County (Al­
pine).

“Improving how the Agen­
cy implements program deliv­
ery requires that we streamline 
and centralize delivery of ser­
vices. It is our goal to insure all 
of our offices are fully-staffed, 
better-equipped and operational 
five days a week,” said Hruska.

From the date of Secre­
tarial approval, Texas FSA had 
120 days in which to complete 
the administrative and strategic 
processes required to close a 
county office.

As part of this process, a 
letter was mailed to every pro­
ducer who conducts business 
with the Crockett County FSA 
Office -  this letter outlined the 
procedure by which producers 
could elect to transfer their re­
cords to a county of their choice 
if a county other than the newly 
designated default county of 
Reagan is more convenient.

“Although we recognize 
that change is never easy, Tex­
as FSA Management strongly 
believes that realigning the 
Agency will help us continue 
to provide our customers with 
the top-notch customer service 
to which they are entitled,” said 
Hruska. “FSA can only achieve 
this level of service through 
consolidation of our human, 
financial and technical resourc­
es,” Hruska said.

It doesn^t work, so give me my hour back
Many of you are probably 

suffering from a lack of energy 
this week as our bodies adjust to 
daylight savings time.

I have caught myself yawn­
ing these past afternoons, wish­
ing I could turn back that clock.

I was startled, however, 
when I read an article on the 
Internet about a study that 
Daylight Savings Time doesn’t 
save on energy costs.

According to the arti­
cle, a study conducted by the 
University of California stated 
that Daylight Savings Time costs 
consumers $3.19 in extra utility 
bills per year.

The study was made pos­
sible because of the peculiarities 
of the state of Indiana, which 
was only partially on DST until 
2006.

When the whole state finally 
went DST (to sync with the na­
tional business day), some com­
parisons vs. the prior method 
were made apparent. The study

calculated that the shift costs 
Indiana residents an extra $8.6 
million in electricity bills in to­
tal.

The study stated that while 
consumers were able to reduce 
their lighting bills, air-condi­
tioning units had to run more 
often because people were home 
on hot afternoons when they’d 
otherwise still be at the office. 
Heaters had to be run on cool 
mornings, too, when people got 
up and it was dark outside.

By the way, this isn’t the 
first time Daylight Savings Time 
has been attacked. The first was 
in 1976, three years after the en­
ergy-saving rationale went into 
effect. Then National Bureau of 
Standards found that there was 
no significant energy savings af­
ter the switch.

Also, the recent expansion 
of Daylight Savings Time to 
a few extra weeks was also re­
vealed to have saved no energy 
during its run.

Daylight Savings Time may 
also increase gasoline consump­
tion. U.S. gasoline demand grew 
and extra 1 percent during the 
new introduced time in March 
2007.

And yet here we are yawn­
ing, griping and wishing our 
government would stick to one 
time.

There are some benefits to 
Daylight Savings Time, experts 
say.

Health-wise, experts say 
while Daylight Savings Time al­
lows for more time outdoors, it 
can lead to more cases of skin 
cancer due to more exposure to 
the sun.

Retailers, sporting goods 
makers, and other businesses 
benefit from extra afternoon 
sunlight, as it induces customers 
to shop and to participate in out­
door afternoon sports.

On the other hand. Clock 
shifts correlate with decreased 
economic efficiency. In 2000 the

daylight-saving effect implied 
an estimated one-day loss of $31 
billion on U.S. stock exchanges.

In 1975, the U.S. Department 
of Transportation conservatively 
identified a 0.7 percent reduc­
tion in traffic fatalities during 
Daylight Savings Time, and esti­
mated the real reduction to be 1.5 
percent to 2 percent. However, 
in 1975 the speed limit was 80 
mph on Interstate-10.

For those of us who com­
mute, this means I do get some 
extra daylight to get home on, 
but I have to drive to work in the 
dark.

As I continue to yawn this 
afternoon (I’m definitely go­
ing to go to bed early tonight) 
I wish our state would have 
the common sense of Hawaii 
and Arizona to just not practice 
Daylight Savings Time, pick a 
time and stick with that one.

Until that time comes, if it 
ever does, our bodies will just 
have to continue to adjust.

Some women say that bulls 

are a lot like men; they’re only 
good for one thing and after 
they’re done doing that then 
what do you do with them?

While I don’t agree with 
that analogy I do think that bulls 
have a lot in common with Brit­
ish Royalty: other than their 
breeding they aren’t good for 
anything.

After the breeding season is 
over bulls are as worthless as a 
Christmas Tree on Dec. 26, an 
empty pinata, a pumpkin the day 
after Halloween and hard boiled 
eggs after Easter Sunday.

After bulls are pulled from 
the cows they require separate 
pastures and special treatment. 
They fight worse than Congress 
and do almost as much damage. 
In the off season they tear up 
fences, feeders, horses and cow­
boys.

To add insult to injury they 
require expensive extra feed to 
get back in shape.

On second thought, may­
be they are like men. They sit 
around eating and causing trou­
ble and the only time they show 
any interest at all in doing any­

thing other than sleeping, eating 
and tearing up stuff is during 
breeding season. My wife says 
it’s exactly like men during foot­
ball season.

Ever since man and woman 
first domesticated cattle they 
have tried to come up with cre­
ative ways to get rid of “the bull 
problem”.

They have run the bulls with 
the cows all year, leased bulls or 
sent them to a feedlot and let 
other people suffer the damages. .

, In a few extreme cases bullson?' . i ^  ,
drove some cattlemen so insane 
they sold their cows and started 
raising sheep.

It’s my belief that there sim­
ply have to be other solutions 
that stop short of smelling like a 
Southdown sheep at all times.

Some progressive cattlemen 
buy bulls in partnership with 
their neighbor and one uses the 
bulls for a Fall calving date and 
the other for a Spring calving 
season.

This gets the bulls off the 
premises at least for a little 
while. As a progressive cattle­
men I have been sharing my 
neighbors bulls for years. But he

keeps fixing the fences.
Technology has solved the 

bull problem for some ranchers.
Using artificial insemination 

can limit the number of bulls one 
requires but this doesn’t solve 
the problem entirely because 
a few cleanup bulls have to be 
kept around. (Kind of like Brit­
ney Spear’s husband.)

I suppose that some day 
embryo transfer might become 
commercially viable and the 
UPS driver will probably just 
deliver embryos and you’ll im­
plant them in your cows.

But for now it can cost up 
to $1,500 for each embryo calf 
and, I dofi’t know about you,‘btit 
that’s just a tad more-men© than •’ 
I usually get for my 550 pound 
calves.

I know some ranchers who 
have solved the bull problem by 
recycling them after every breed­
ing season.

But most of us can’t afford 
selling a bologna bull for $1,000 
and replacing him with one at 
$3,500.

I know one rancher who tries 
to buy young recycled bulls out 
of the slaughter run at the auction 
market and over tho years he has 
put together quite a collection of 
diseased, sterile and man-killing 
bulls.

One year my bull problem

was eliminated when a drunk 
driver crashed into my bull pas­
ture and killed a couple bulls in 
the process. I’d use this solution 
more often but I’d think the in­
surance company might get sus­
picious after awhile.

Perhaps the most creative 
way to handle the bull problem 
was explained to me by a pure­
bred bull producer.

He’d been trying to get a big 
rancher to come and buy bulls at 
his sale for years.

Finally he just loaned the 
cattleman a bull and said, “Try 
him and if you don’t like him 
bring him back. If you do like 
'Fiiifti you tah pay'mdMater.'  ̂ ‘
. Immediately after the'breed- 
ing season the rancher brought 
the bull back, said he didn’t 
like him but that he’d like to try 
again.

The breeder told him that at 
his next sale he could pick out 
another bull.

Prior to the auction the 
rancher changed his mind and 
said, “I don’t want the bull credit 
at your sale. Just give me back 
my money instead.”

“But you never paid for the 
bull in my upcoming sale!” said 
the purebred breeder.

“Well, why should I? I never 
used him,” replied the very cre­
ative cattleman.

March 4 Texas primaries 
draw record number of voters

AUSTIN - More than 4.2 
million people voted in the 
March 4 Texas primaries.

This was a record-breaking 
turnout, far surpassing the pre­
vious record of 2.7 million in 
1988.

The Republican primary, 
with its one person, one vote, no­
caucus method, quickly yielded 
a winner: U.S. Sen. John McCa­
in of Arizona with 51 percent of 
the vote to former Arkansas Gov. 
Mike Huckabee’s 38 percent.

McCain received 80 del­
egates to Huckabee’s 16 and 
Huckabee dropped out the race, 
as McCain had accumulated 
enough GOP state delegates to 
win the nomination.

U.S. Rep. Ron Paul ofClute, 
who got 5 percent of the Texas 
Republican vote, also ended his 
race for the presidential nomina­
tion.

The Democratic Party, on 
the other hand, revealed how 
engaging but messy democracy 
can be in actuating its “Texas

Two Step” primary election pro­
cess.

The state’s chief election 
official. Secretary of State Phil 
Wilson, on March 4 said his of­
fice received many calls from 
people confused over the Demo­
cratic Party’s process.

Democrats who cast ballots 
on March 4 or in early voting 
were allowed to participate in a 
post-election precinct caucus.

Caucus goers, according to 
party rules, proved they had vot­
ed as Democrats by showing the 
party stamp on their valid voter 
registration card.

Next, they signed their name 
and address on a sign-in sheet. 
Along with their name, they 
were asked, but not required, to 
declare in writing the presiden­
tial candidate of their choice.

Precinct chairs and secretar­
ies applied a formula to the can­
didate declarations to calculate 
the number of Clinton or Obama 
delegates and alternates who will 
attend county party conventions 
later in March.

U.S. Sen. Hillary Clinton 
of New York won the popular 
vote with 51 percent to Illinois 
U.S. Sen. Barack Obama’s 47 
percent. The precinct caucus 
delegate count wasn’t complete 
until March 7. Clinton won 65 
delegates to Obama’s 61.

Many thought winning Tex­

as was a do-or-die situation for 
Clinton, but she bolstered her 
bid for the Democratic presiden­
tial nomination by also winning 
Ohio.

The Area Agency on Ag­
ing is seeking local volunteers 
to become a part of their Foster 
Grandparent Program. Volun­
teers in the program receive a 
bi-monthly stipend for going 
to various sites in the Concho 
Valley and acting as mentors to 
children. The children are mostly 
special needs children or chil­
dren with exceptional needs that 
can use the extra attention.

Foster Grandparent also 
helps by offering emotional sup­
port to child victims of abuse and 
neglect, tutoring children with 
low literacy skills, mentoring 
troubled teenagers and young 
mothers, and caring for prema­
ture infants and children with 
physical disabilities and severe 
illnesses.

The local program requires 
that our volunteers work a mini­
mum of 20 hours a week, but 
may work up to 40 hours. Foster 
Grandparents are not substitute 
teachers, babysitters or custo­
dians. They are there to assist 
children, teachers and make the 
classroom more efficient.

A Foster Grandparent must 
be 60 years of age or older, meet 
income eligibility guidelines and

thrive on direct interaction with 
children and believe they can 
make a difference in their lives.

The Foster Grandparent 
Program also reimburses our 
volunteers for mileage to and 
from their work sites. Besides 
a bi-monthly check, volunteers 
receive a free, annual physical, 
paid vacation and sick days, paid 
holidays, paid training, along 
with paid meals at their site and 
trainings. Foster Grandparents 
receive one paid sick day and 
one paid vacation day for every 
80 hours they work.

The income volunteers re­
ceive will not affect any gov­
ernment benefits they receive, 
such as Social Security or Food 
Stamps. Volunteers also receive 
accident and liability insurance 
while on duty at no cost. There is 
pre-service training to help vol­
unteers understand the program 
and its rules and make sure they 
are comfortable with all its com­
ponents.

From the tiny world of the 
soil food web through larger and 
larger ecosystems, all the way to 
the greater whole of global cli­
mates.

After welcomes and intro­
ductions, Dr. Dick Richardson 
sets the stage for seeing climate 
change as an opportunity with a 
short talk entitled “Ecosystem 
Problems and Mistaken Iden­
tity.”

Professor and Director, 
School of Biological Sciences, 
Section of Integrative Biology, 
University of Texas -at Austin, 
Dr. Richardson holds a Ph.D. in 
crop and soil science, genetics, 
and experimental statistics.

We have many people tell­
ing us that we have PROB­

see this situation.

In fact, “problems” can be 
misidentified opportunities that 
have value and useful functions.

Do we tend to see our glass 
as half empty or half full?

We search for ways that the 
contents can do more for us than 
simply using it for one purpose. 
One way is to redefine a “prob­
lem” as an “opportunity.”

Another way is to see that 
a particular enterprise that has 
“costs” or “wastes” also has 
features that turn these negative 
aspects into positive reuse as 
“resources” that support produc­
tion in other enterprises. This is 
“stacking benefits” by creative 
management.

out the U.S., the issue of noxious 
or “problem” plants continues 
to grow, affecting thousands of 
acres of productive agricultural 
land. In Texas, one of the key 
species affecting ranchers, par­
ticularly limited resource ranch­
ers who are further compromised 
by limited profit margins, is cedar 
(redberry and liveberry juniper).

These ranchers then have in­
creased expenses trying to eradi­
cate cedar through burning, bull­
dozing, and/or herbicides. These 
treatments not only decrease 
profits, they lead to compro­
mised soil health, reduced reten­
tion of soil water and decreased 
biodiversity.

The “opportunity” - Ranch­
ers consider cedar, like other 
“problem” plants, to be in compe­
tition with more desirable forage 
species. Thus, many focus on re­
moving the problem plants rather 
than improving soil health.

Our project focused on im­
proving soil health, increasing 
the bulk of desirable forage spe­
cies, and reducing the establish­
ment of new cedar trees. It did 
not involve removing existing 
cedars.

On the West Ranch (Ozona),
; the research teani has selectedi a 
.test, area on .which we have asked 
the question, “Can planned graz­
ing improve soil health, increase 
forage production, and/or reduce 
the establishment of new cedars, 
when compared to an adjacent 
control area?”

Dr. Pat is a research fellow 
at University of Texas, Austin 
and has served as research team 
leader on this project. She will 
describe our research methods.

As part of the research, she 
has a most unique video to show 
us that includes live footage of 
the soil mesofauna creatures in­

teracting in their natural habitat.
Dr. Richard Teague will 

present the results of the experi­
ments in this project on the West 
Ranch, as well as other research 
he has been conducting on sev­
eral ranches to discover how 
land management affects water 
infiltration in the soil.

Richard is a research scien­
tist with Texas AgriLife Research 
(formerly known as Texas Ag­
ricultural Experiment Station). 
He has conducted extensive re­
search in the areas of developing 
sustainable rangeland manage­
ment strategies. His philosophy 
is that research and service must 
provide the linkage that enables 
managers to base decisions for 
sustainable land use on the prin­
ciples of ecosystem function.

Primary school accepting gifted and talented nominations
Ozona Primary School is 

now accepting nominations for 
its gifted and talented program 
for students with exceptional in­
tellectual abilities.

Gifted/talented students are 
those who show the potential to 
excel in any of the following ar­
eas: general intellectual ability, 
specific subject matter aptitude, 
creative and productive thinking 
ability, leadership ability, ability 
in the visual and performing arts, 
and psychomotor ability.

Gifted/talented education 
does not take the place of regular 
classroom instruction, but supple­
ments and provides time for stu­

dents to use their thinking and rea­
soning skills to a greater degree.

Identification of gifted/ 
talented students consists of 
two steps: (1) nomination and 
screening and (2) selection. In 
the nomination and screening 
phase, a student may be nomi­
nated for the program by his/ 
her parent or guardian, teacher, 
or another person. Once the stu­
dent is nominated, he/she will be 
two nationally-developed tests 
of higher level thinking skills to 
determine the student’s potential 
to succeed in the program.

After all data has been col­
lected on each child, a com­

mittee of educators will review 
this information and determine 
which students qualify for the 
program.

Anyone with a child attend­
ing grades Kindergarten through 
second and wishing to him/her is 
asked to go by Ozona Primary 
School principal’s office to re­
quest a nomination form.

These forms should be re­
turned to the school by Friday, 
March 14.

Students who were nomi­
nated in past years but did not 
qualify for the program may be 
nominated again if parents wish 
to do so.

Also during the court hear­
ing on Monday, trial dates were 
set by Alcala for Commissioner 
Alfredo Tobar and Timothy Joe 
Tobar.

Alfredo Tobar’s trial date 
is set for June 9, while Timothy 
Joe Tobar’s is for June 30.

On Feb. 23, 2007, a Crock­
ett County Grand Jury indicted 
Timothy Joe Tobar, 27, on two 
counts of aggravated assault and 
one count of intoxicated assault.

That same grand jury in­
dicted Alfredo Tobar, 50, on two 
counts of obstruction and two 
counts of unlawful restraint.

According to the indict­
ments, Alfredo Tobar allegedly 
restrained a teenager, Nick Per­
ez, without Perez’s consent.

The indictment also alleges 
that Alfredo Tobar recklessly 
exposed Perez to a substantial 
risk of serious bodily injury by 
keeping Perez at Tobar’s house.

The indictment states that 
Perez was injured and needed 
medical attention after being in­
volved in a car accident on July 
29, 2006.

A second indictment of un­
lawful restraint involved Lynd- 
sie Crawford. The indictment 
alleges she was also taken to 
Tobar’s house without her con­
sent.

A third indictment charges 
Alfredo Tobar with two counts 
of obstruction. The indictment 
alleges that Tobar allegedly 
did intentionally and knowing­
ly threaten to harm Perez and 
Crawford and prevent the two 
teenagers as serving as prospec­
tive witnesses.

Timothy Joe Tobar was the 
driver during the accident in 
which Perez and Crawford were 
injured.

According to the indict­
ments, Timothy Joe Tobar al­
legedly was intoxicated when 
the vehicle veered off the road 
and rolled causing Perez’s ribs 
to break and Crawford to cut 
her forehead. The indictments 
do not state where the accident 
occurred.

Three of the charges against 
Alfredo Tobar carry third-degree 
felonies, which is punishable up

" ’'“However, the department 
voted for the new truck to con­
tain a Class B foam system. This 
type of foam is used to extin­
guish oilfield fires.

Falkner said the department 
currently has a truck with the 
Class B foam system and has 
other equipment to extinguish 
oilfield fires.

BURN BAN LIFTED
Commissioners approved to 

not reinstate the burn ban, but to 
have a publie notice in The Ozo­
na Stockman so people under­
stand that there is still extreme 
wildfire danger.

County Judge Fred Deaton 
said that under the county’s burn 
ban, those wanting to eonduct a 
prescribed control bum have to 
obtain a permit from the Texas 
Commission on Environmental 
Quality.

. A commissioners’ court 
cannot grant local permits for 
control or prescribed burning, 
Deaton said.

As far as the bum ban, all it 
allows is a person to be charged 
and taken to Justice of the Peace 
court, Deaton said.

However, Crockett County 
has never find anyone for vio­
lating the bum ban, nor has any 
other counties, Deaton said.

“A lot of counties are not 
adopting a bum ban. I have not 
heard of very many permits is­
sued by TCEQ for anything. 
This is very complicated and it 
certainly is not something that is 
squared away,” Deaton said.

“A burn ban is just a public 
awareness that fire danger is ex­
isting right now,” said Commis­
sioner Pleas Childress III.

Governor Rick Perry has is­
sued a disaster declaration and 
asked for federal help in com­
bating grass fires. In his letter. 
Perry identified 184 counties, 
including Crockett County, pres­
ently threatened or impacted by 
wildfires.

FOR AN EMPLOYEE

Compensation for Nin-

fa Preddy in the amount ' ‘of

was approved by the commis­
sioners.

The compensation includes 
salary, personal time office and

Deaton said any payment 
for attorney’s fees would have be 
placed on the agenda at another 
meeting, and that employment 
decisions would have to made 
through the clerk’s office.

Preddy was placed on sus­
pension as Chief Deputy of the 
Crockett County Clerk’s Office, 
after being charged for alleg­
edly tampering with government 
documents. Preddy was found 
not guilty in Oetober 2007 by a 
Crockett County Jury.

The commissioners also ap­
proved amending the budget of 
the District and County Clerk. 

COURTHOUSE 
RENOVATIONS

Architect Henry Schmidt, of 
San Angelo, presented blueprints 
and an outline to be submitted to 
the Texas Historical Commis­
sion of the renovation work to 
be done on the Crockett County 
Courthouse.

The renovation project in­
cludes restoration to the roof, 
restoring the exterior entrance 
doors, second floor restrooms, 
second floor HVAC system, new 
courtroom sound system and 
new accessible entrance on the 
north side of the courthouse, if 
funds allow.

On the roof restoration, the 
architects plan on removing the 
existing cement asbestos shingle 
roof, repair the damaged roof 
deck, install new metal, tile roof­
ing over self-sealing weathertight 
underlayment, repair flashing, 
gutter and downspout systems 
and repair or replace damaged 
pressed tin at four comers of pa­
vilions and the clock tower.

Also on the roof, the deco­
rative aspects of the pressed tin 
and wood framed turrets will 
be replaced, along with missing 
wrought iron ridge decoration, 
missing stone chimneys, paint 
all new and existing pressed 
tin items and provide new roof 
hatch and attic safety ladder.

On the second floor, the cur­
rent restroom plumbing will be

Schmidt said he is hoping 
to have a permit from the THC 
within a month.

Tobar 
can remain in office until he is 
convicted, if he is convicted.
