Long-time resident Oscar Kost dies a t the age of 98 STATE RUNNER-UP

Crockett County lost a page 
of history this past weekend.

Oscar Kost, 98, died Satur­
day at San Angelo Community 
Hospital. Kost, who spent the 
last few years of his life at the 
Crockett County Care Center, 
was a man filled with the history 
of Ozona and Crockett County.

In 1933, Kost arrived in 
Ozona with only 35 cents in his 
pocket after hitchhiking from 
Oklahoma to San Angelo, and 
then riding a bus from San An­
gelo to Ozona via Sonora.

His first job was working 
for A.W. Jones at Jones Sad­
dlery, which was located on the 
south side of the park, according 
to his biography. His first Ozona 
was $10 a week, paying $8 of it 
for room and board.

‘’This is a good town,” he 
said in a 2005 Standard-Times 
article. ‘’The people are real 
nice. They help you, and they’re 
good to you.”

Kost eventually bought the

business in 1940 and changed it 
to Ozona Boot and Saddlery. He 
started selling Levis in his store 
and eventually western clothing. 
He sold the business in 1977 to 
Duane Childress.

Along with being a maker 
of boots, Kost was essential in 
bring cable television to Ozona.

The TV business might be 
called Kost’s second career, as 
he built, operated and managed 
the TV system for 31 Vi years.

Stories have been told of 
people seeing Kost shimmy up 
poles to fix equipment, even into 
his 80s.

Bond election Saturday
District officials 

open primary

During school, Dena Porter 
is use to seeing squirrels gather­
ing in the comer of the Pre-K 
hallway.

Teachers Connie Crenwel- 
ge and Stacey Mecke are often 
on cockroach patrol in the first 
grade addition, and when the 
rains hit everybody gets out the 
buckets.

At Saturday’s tour of the 
Ozona Primary School, dis­
trict officials, staff and teachers 
pointed out the problems of the 
school to the public.

Porter, a kindergarten 
teacher for 27 years in Ozona, 
said that teachers have no stor­
age for their teaching materi­
als, pointed out a second grade 
room that flooded last year and 
peeled away part of the Pre-K 
wall that will have water mn- 
ning down it when it rains. The 
water also comes in through the 
bottom of the school and on to 
the carpet, creating a “moldy” 
smell.

Local com m issioner w ill 
stand trial in  Fort Stockton

A  local commissioner will 
have his day in court next month, 
but the court will not be in Crock­
ett County.

During a hearing held Fri­
day at the Crockett County 
Courthouse, District Judge Dick 
Alcala granted a change of venue 
motion to move the trial of Com­
missioner Alfredo Tobar to Fort 
Stockton. The trial has been set 
for June 9.

The motion was granted 
based on the facts that Tobar, 50, 
is a county commissioner and 
public figure in Crockett County, 
the steps Tobar has taken to pres­
ent information regarding the 
case to the media and based on 
testimony from witnesses dur­
ing the hearing that stated To­
bar could not get a fair trial in 
Crockett County, Alcala stated in 
his motion.

The change of venue mo­
tion was filed by the 112th Ju­
dicial District Attorney’s office 
due a tremendous amount of pre­
trial publicity concerning Tobar’s 
case, including articles in The 
Ozona Stockman and at least one 
interview with KLST and KSAN 
television stations in San Angelo.

Tobar has also provided 
statements to the media and en­
couraged other persons to publish 
letters in support of him in The 
Ozona Stockman, the change of 
venue motion stated.

During the hearing, Tobar’s 
attorney J.W. Johnson said that 
people not showing up for jury

duty in Crockett County, and not 
being held accountable for it, 
was not reason enough to move 
the trial.

“He’s (Tobar) paid his taxes 
here, he’s paid his dues here, he’s 
paid all kinds of consequences 
to live here in Crockett County, 
Texas. In this instance, allow 
us to have a large jury panel. A 
point needs to made here,” John­
son said.

Johnson did not call any 
witnesses for the defense.

In her closing argument. 
District Attorney Laurie English 
said that the media coverage of 
Tobar’s case, along with testi­
mony in the hearing was enough 
to grant the change.

English also reminded the 
judge how difficult it was to seat 
a jury in the Ninfa Freddy trial 
that took place in October. Al­
cala was the judge that presided 
over the Freddy trial.

‘A History of 
Ozona

Editor’s note: Here is one o f the 
many columns Oscar Kost wrote 
for The Ozona Stockman. Oscar 
was a great person to Crockett 
County and will be missed.

Newspapers’
Miss Dodson 
paper to The

Claude Hudspeth made his­
tory for the newspaper business 
when he arrived in Ozona with a 
printing press.

It is said he came with equip­
ment on a barrow. He was a man 
to give the community the news.

Ozona’s first newspaper 
was The Ozona Kicker, now The 
Ozona Stockman.

This was in 1892 by Claude 
B. Hudspeth who became a 
rancher and was later elected to 
the United States Congress from 
his district. His ranch was 40 
miles south of Ozona in 1895.

Hudspeth sold the business 
to the Metcalf Brothers.

On Sept. 10,1903, Clemmie 
Dodson bought the paper.

Miss Dodson served her 
apprenticeship on the Uvalde 
News. She owned the Sonora 
Courier for a short time.

In 1906, 
bought a rival 
Kicker. There had been no oppo­
sition to Claude Hudspeth until 
that date. Miss Dodson became 
the wife of Will C. Easterling, 
a printer and editor. During the 
same year, she sold to publisher 
Hunt of Menard and he sold to 
Christian Myers, a graduate of 
Ozona High School.

F.L. Burchett bought the pa­
per from Myers and installed a 
flatbed press for printing the pa­
per. Financial difficulties fell on 
Mr. Burchett and G.L. Bunger 
and Judge Chas Davidson ac­
quired the paper.

Judge Davidson acquired 
Mr. Bunger’s interest in the pa­
per and associated with Tom 
Nolen. Finally, one Smith Jones 
became editor.

While Davidson and Smith 
were in charge of the paper, the 
name changed to The Ozona 
Stockman. The name change 
became effective on March 27, 
1914.

The Judge wanted to make

it a trade journal for the ranching 
industry.

It was sold Feb. 23, 1923 to 
R.J. Cooke, meat market opera­
tor in Ozona for many years.

The meat market and paper 
were on the south side of the square 
next to the bank in the Davidson 
Building. His son-in-law John H. 
Sawyer ran the paper.

On Sept. 15, 1924, mr. 
W. Evart White purchased the 
newspaper. Ruth, an Ozona na­
tive and Evart’s wife, helped and 
made the newspaper a success.

They published the paper 
for 46 years. Evart graduated 
from the University of Texas and 
worked for the Quero Record in 
Quero, Texas.

The meat market was in the 
front of the building, while the 
paper was in back. Mr. Cooke 
moved to the Pemer Building 
when completed.

When Evart got the paper, 
it was hand set. The first paper 
White put out, he had set at the 
Standard-Times in San Angelo.

The next paper was set with

an ancient linograph. Mr. White 
purchased a new linotype.

His first thing was to take 
advertising off the front page.

In July 1972, Mr. White sold 
the paper to Kitty Montgomery 
(Mrs. Tom Ed Montgomery).

In 1970, the paper produc­
tion changed to the offset method 
of printing. They took the paper 
to Big Spring for printing.

In April 1987, Scotty and 
Linda Moore purchased the pa­
per from Mrs. Montgomery.

Scotty purchased a three- 
section press and used it 10 
years. He then purchased a later 
model four section press.

He printed the paper and 
other surrounding town’s papers. 
Before that, they took the paper 
to San Angelo for printing.

They both worked hard and 
made a success of the paper.

They sold to Melissa and 
Pablo Pemer on Jan. 2, 2004. 
They are young and doing a 
good job.

Guns: You can buy barely 
used firearms for pennies on the 
dollar.

AUSTIN - Secretary of State 
Phil Wilson said he received in 
recent days many inquiries about 
a statewide proposition to pro­
vide school tax relief to elderly 
or disabled taxpayers.

Voters will find no such 
proposition on their May 10 bal­
lot.

“Information being circu­
lated across the state regard­
ing a constitutional amendment 
election to provide school prop­
erty tax relief is inaccurate,” said 
Wilson, the state’s chief elections 
officer. “Texans are heading to 
the polls to cast votes for many 
important initiatives and races, 
but there will not be a statewide 
proposition on the ballot.”

Early voting for the May 
10 elections began April 28 and 
ended May 6.

SENATORS HEAR 
REPORT ON YFZ 

Carey Cockerell, director of 
the Texas Department of Family 
and Protective Services, testified 
before a state Senate commit­
tee about the agency’s ongoing

investigation of the polygamist 
YFZ Ranch near Eldorado.

On April 30, Cockerell told 
the Senate Health and Human 
Service Committee that state 
investigators are still checking 
for evidence of various forms of 
child abuse that may have been 
committed at the 1,700-acre 
compound.

The focus had been on mi­
nor girls, but the agency turned 
some of its attention to minor 
boys.

The number of ranch chil­
dren in state custody and placed 
in foster care increased to 464 
when one of the girls delivered a 
healthy baby boy at a hospital in 
San Marcos on April 29.

Custody hearings for ranch 
children are to be completed in 
early June, Cockerell said.

LT. GOV. SUPPORTS
VOTER I.D. RULING
Lt. Gov. David Dewhurst 

on April 28 made public his sup­
port of the U.S. Supreme Court’s 
April 27 ruling in Crawford v. 
Marion County Election Board, 
upholding Indiana’s voter iden­
tification law.

The Indiana law requires 
citizens voting in person to pres­
ent government-issued photo 
identification at the poll. The 
main stated purpose of the law is 
to detect and deter voter fraud.

The ruling, Dewhurst said, 
“is a victory for democracy in our

nation and I’m pleased that the 
court agreed with the vast major­
ity of Texans who want to protect 
the sacred American principle of 
‘one person, one vote.’

“With this legal challenge 
now behind us, I look forward 
to passing a fair voter I.D. law in 
Texas next year that fully protects 
the voting rights of all U.S. citi­
zens registered to vote in Texas.” 

STATE LAWMAKER 
ARRESTED FOR DUI 
State Rep. Mike Krusee, R- 

Round Rock, was charged with 
drunken driving in north Austin 
on April 30.

Krusee, a House member 
since 1993, was booked into the 
Williamson County jail late in 
the evening and released on bail 
the next morning.

He is chairman of the House 
Transportation Committee and 
also is a member of the House 
Judiciary Committee.

DELISI NAMED 
TRANSPORTATION CHAIR 

Gov. Rick Perry appointed 
his former chief of staff, 3 5-year- 
old Deirdre Delisi of Austin, as 
chair of the Texas Transportation 
Commission, the five-member 
board that oversees the Texas 
Department of Transportation.

Former chair Ric William­
son died in office in January. 
Hope Andrade of Boeme serv ed 
as interim chair after William­
son’s death.

Perry also appointed Wil­
liam Meadows of Fort Worth to 
the commission.

Meadows was vice chair­
man of the North Texas Tollway 
Authority.

Delisi and Meadows are 
subject to confirmation by the 
Texas Legislature. If confirmed, 
their terms will expire Feb. 1, 
2013.

Oscar Floyd Kost
Oscar Floyd Kost was bom 

Nov. 22, 1909 in Elkton, Okla. 
to Glenn and Ruby Kirkendall 
Kost. In 1933 he moved to Ozo­
na with 35 cents in his pocket 
to begin working ar Jones Sad­
dlery. He purchased the shop in 
1940 and changed the name to 
Ozona Boot and Saddlery where 
he made boots, saddles and other 
tack for people all over West 
Texas. He continued to own and 
operate the shop until 1977.

In 1955 he and three other 
men formed the Ozona TV Sys­
tem bringing cable television 
to Ozona for the first time. He 
built, operated and managed the 
TV system for 31 years and con­
tinued to sell and install TV sat­
ellite dishes making numerous 
trips to ranches all over Crockett 
and surrounding counties until 
he was 81 years old.

He was an outstanding civic 
leader. His many activities in­
cluded being a charter member 
and first president of the Ozona 
Chamber of Commerce and a 
charter member of the Ozona Vol­
unteer Fire Department. He was a 
long time member and past mas­
ter of the Ozona Masonic Lodge 
No. 747 AF&AM receiving the 
60-year service award in 1998. 
He was a 32nd Degree Scottish 
Rite Mason, member of the Ozo­
na Lions Club, supporter of 4-H, 
FFA, rodeos and ropings for many 
years. He announced Ozona High 
School football games and was a 
member of the Crockett County 
Fair Association. He was a driv­
ing force in the organization and 
building of the Ozona Civic Cen­
ter and the Ozona Senior Center. 
Oscar kept every speaker PA sys­
tem in the town running, especial­
ly at the Civic Center.

He was historian and advi­
sor for The Ozona Stockman for 
many years until his death and 
authored many columns over the 
years. One of his last big endeav­
ors was compiling, writing and

publishing a history of rodeo in 
Crockett County. He also com­
piled and wrote the general his­
tory of Crockett County which 
has yet to be published.

He is preceded in death by 
his wife Luetta, son-in-law Dick 
Kirby, stepson Ron Beall and 
great-grandson Ryan Hall.

Survivors include his daugh­
ter Shirley Kirby; stepdaughter, 
Lou Nelle George and husband 
Jeff; granddaughters Karen Huff­
man and her husband Vince and 
daughter Hilary; Kristi Kirby, 
Katherine Nalbone and husband 
Tory and daughters Adrienne and 
Sarah; Emily Hall and husband 
Scott and daughter Mallory; Mel­
anie McVeigh and husband Todd 
and daughter Devon.

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OHS Computer Science Team takes second at state

The Ozona High School 
Computer Science Team finished 
off the 2007-2008 year with an­
other exciting competition at the 
State UlL Meet in Austin. The 
group had qualified to compete 
under the UIL Wild Card rules. A 
Wild Card team advances to state 
as the highest scoring second 
plac6 team in the four regions of 
Texas. After the regional com­
petition, the OHS team actually 
arrived in Austin ranked third, 
behind the teams from Wall and 
Refugio High Schools.

After a short coaches meet­

ing, the written portion of the 
state competition began last Fri­
day morning.

This portion of the com­
petition tests over specific and 
tricky questions concerning the 
Java programming language. 
The students have 45 minutes 
to complete a 40 question test. 
They earn six points for every 
correct answer, but have two 
points deducted for each incor­
rect answer. There is no penalty 
for a skipped question.

After a break for a quick 
lunch, the awards were present­
ed for the written portion of the 
contest. Puja Bhakta won sec­
ond place as an individual with a

score of 176 points. This was ac­
tually the same score as the first 
place winner, but to break the tie 
the officials looked at the per­
centage of questions answered 
correctly. When this was taken 
into consideration, she became 
the second place winner. Lane 
White was next for the OHS 
team, placing at eighth place. 
Close behind him was Ethan 
English at 11th place. Finally, 
making an outstanding showing 
for a first year computer science 
student. Heather Thompson 
placed 21st. The top three writ­
ten scores were added together 
for each team, giving Ozona a 
total team score of 462 points.

The OHS team was still in third 
place overall at this point, only 
30 points behind the leaders.

The teams were given about 
two hours to move to the UIL 
building on the other side of the 
University of Texas campus and 
set up their computer equipment 
for the second portion of the 
competition. The programming 
component lasts for two hours. 
During this time, the students 
are given twelve problems of 
varying difficulty.

For each correct program 
the students earn up to 60 points 
-  if the program runs perfectly 
the first time. If there is a prob­
lem with the program that has

In fact, mold can be seen on 
some of the classroom walls. In 
one Pre-K class, students can see 
right through the brick and onto 
the playground.

Wires and intercom systems 
often don’t work due to squir­
rels crawling into the ceiling and 
chewing, and the squirrels have 
become accustom to people that 
they don’t leave. Porter said.

“This has been a good 
school, but it’s time for some­
thing else, but that depends on 
the votes,” she said.

Election Day for the $10 
million school bond is Saturday, 
May 10.

Many students and teach­

ers have complained about be­
ing ill and believe it is due to the 
conditions of the primary school 
building.

As a charter member of the 
Ozona Volunteer Fire Depart­
ment, Kost was about to get off 
patrol on the morning of Mon­
day, June 28, 1954, when the 
flood crested.

“I had got off of patrol with 
the volunteer fire department at 
2 a.m. Around 6 a.m., they woke 
me up again and told me to get 
out of the house,” Kost said in a 
2004 Stockman article.

The flood of 1954 is con­
sidered one of the biggest events 
and the largest natural disaster in 
the county’s history. At least 15 
people died in the flood.

“At that time, Johnson Draw 
was a little channel that rushed 
through from hill to hill,” Kost 
said in the article. “The water was 
up to the ceiling in some homes.”

Kost was also active in the 
Masonic Lodge, Ozona Lions 
Club and was a charter member 
and first president of the Ozona 
Chamber of Commerce.

Kost could also be seen sup­
porting the 4-H, FFA, rodeo, rop- 
ings and announcing games for 
the Ozona Lions football team.

Kost also had his great stories. 
He was sneaky enough to take a 
photo of the actual Mona Lisa at 
the Louvre on a trip to Paris.

There were signs every­
where stating to not take photos.

As a historian and advisor 
for The Ozona Stockman, Kost 
wrote columns on the history 
and people of Crockett County.

“They never did pay me

Tobar’s trial stems from 
Feb. 23, 2007 when a CrocketC' 
County Grand Jury indicted him 
and his son Timothy Joe Tobar.

Alfredo Tobar was indicted 
on two counts of obstruction 
and two counts of unlawful re­
straint.

Timothy Joe Tobar, 27, was 
indicted on two counts of aggra­
vated assault and one count of 
intoxicated assault.

According to the indict­
ments, Alfredo Tobar allegedly 
restrained teenagers, Nick Perez 
and Lyndsie Crawford, without 
their consent after being in a car 
accident on July 29, 2006.

The indictments state the 
two teenagers were taken to To­
bar’s house where Tobar alleg­
edly threatened to harm Perez

and Crawford and keep the two 
Ueenagers from servifig as pro­
spective witnesses.

Timothy Joe Tobar was the 
driver during the accident in 
which Perez and Crawford were 
injured.

According to the indict­
ments, Timothy Joe Tobar al­
legedly was intoxicated when 
the vehicle veered off the road 
and rolled causing Perez’s ribs 
to break and Crawford to cut 
her forehead. The indictments 
do not state where the accident 
occurred.

Three of the charges against 
Alfredo Tobar carry third-degree 
felonies, which is punishable up 
to 10 years in prison and a fine 
not to exceed $10,000, accord­
ing to the Texas Penal Code.
