Recent rainfall
not enough

to end
wildfire risk

LUFKIN — Recent rainfall var-
ied widely last week in amounts and
locations across the state.

While some areas received sig-
nificant rainfall, other areas received
little or no- precipitation. State fire
officials caution that wildfires remain
an immediate threat in areas that re-
ceived little or no precipitation and a
potential threat even where rainfall
of one to two inches fell, like Crock-
ett County.

Any relief provided by recent
light rains and higher humidity is
likely to be very short term in na-
ture, said Rich Gray, mitigation and
prevention coordinator with Texas
Forest Service.

“Even a short period of dry,
windy weather will sap moisture from
dead grass and weeds and quickly
render this vegetation dry and fire-
prone,” said Gray, “and obviously,
vegetation in areas missed by rains
will stay at high risk of wildfires.”

Areas with heavy accumulations
of dead grass and weeds that re-
ceived significant precipitation will
get some immediate benefit from
the precipitation, but dangerous fire
conditions could return fairly quick-
ly if dry, windy weather prevails, ac-
cording to Tom Spencer, predictive
services department head for Texas
Forest Service.

“Significant rainfall W|ll lead
to vegetation green-up, but it could
take an extended period of time be-
fore new green vegetation will re-
duce the wildfire risk posed by the

School board to discuss employee,
parent complaints at tonight's meeting

The Crockett County CCSD
Board of Trustees will hear two
complaints at tonight's (July 9) regu-
lar meeting.

The meeting begins at 6:30 p.m.
at the Administration Building.

The first complaint on the agen-
da stems from Manley Holmes about
his recent reassignment from inter-
mediate school principal to head of
the district's alternative education
program.

Holmes spoke in open forum at
the June 5 board meeting about his
reassignment.

At the meeting, Holmes said he
was told his reassignment was in the
best interest of the district. Holmes
has one year left on his contract. He
is planning on retiring at the end of
the 2008-2009 school year.

"That was a pretty good lick,"
Holmes said at the June 5 meeting.
"I'm not too proud to be reassigned.
I don't deserve this. I can't imagine
why this is in the best interest of the
district."

The second complaint stems
from parent Jill Koerth who spoke
at the June 18 meeting about the
inconsistencies in the district's cell
phone policy.

At the June 18 meeting, Koerth
said after talking with several stu-
dents, mainly at the high school, she

found the policy is being inconsis-
tently enforced, which is confusing
to students and parents.

The inconsistency of the policy
has caused Koerth’s daughter a spot
on the varsity cheerleading squad,
due to her daughter being caught
with her cell phone three times and
then sent to in-school suspension.

Koerth also said no documenta-
tion has been made on students who
violate the policy.

The two complaints will be
heard by the in executive/closed ses-
sion.

Any action taken on either of
the complaints by the board will be
done in open session.

Also on the agenda, the board
will look at several bid proposals for
approval on cafeteria products and
student insurance for the 2008-2009
school year, as well as moving two
portable buildings from primary and
intermediate schools and on selling
a bus.

The board will also look to ad-
vertising to sell another bus and pur-
chasing a new bus.

Consideration of employing a
construction manager at risk for the
new elementary school is also on
the agenda, along with review of the
2008-2009 student handbook.

Reports from maintenance and
transportation, principals, directors,
financial, technology and the super-
intendent will also be given.

AUSTIN - About two-thirds
of the 10 million schoolchildren in
Texas are not up to physical fitness
standards, according to a study by a
private company and funded by $2.5
million in private donations.

The Texas Education Agency on
July 1 publicized preliminary results
after 2.6 million of the state's 3.4
million children in grades 3-12 were
tested.

Test results show elementary
school kids tend to be more fit than
older kids. Roughly one-third of
third-grade boys and girls tested in
the "Healthy Fitness Zone."

Testing revealed that an even
lower rate of middle school students
scored in the zone and that high
school students were less fit than
middle-schoolers.

The testing measures body com-
position, aerobic capacity, strength,
endurance and flexibility. Each stu-
dent must have a skin fold test and
attempt a one-mile run, curl-ups,

health officials in South Korea are

STEROID TESTING
RESULTS RELEASED

These are preliminary results,

Student-athletes in grades 9-12,
regardless of sport, gender or partici-
pation level are subject to screening.
The University Interscholastic League
said 40,000 to 50,000 student-athletes
will have been screened by the end of
the 2008-2009 school year.

The program costs the state $3

million to administer.
BRANCH NAMED

TO POWERFUL BOARD

Texas House Speaker Tom
Craddick on July 1 appointed state
Rep. Dan Branch, R-Dallas, to the
Legislative Budget Board.

Branch replaces state Rep. Fred
Hill, R-Richardson, who resigned
from the post. Hill, 68, is not seek-
ing reelection in the fall. Hill was
elected to the House in 1988 and is
the 13th most senior member of the
150-member chamber. Branch, 50,
elected to the Dist. 108 House seat in
2002, plans to seek a third two-year
term.

The 10-member Legislative
Budget Board was created by statute
in 1949. The board analyzes, devel-
ops and recommends appropriations
for all state governmental agencies
and provides the Texas Legislature
with a state budget at the beginning
of each regular legislative session.

Craddick and Lt. Gov. David
Dewhurst serve as joint chairs of
the board. Besides Branch, other
members include Senate Finance
Committee Chair Steve Ogden, R-
College Station; House Commit-
tee on Appropriations Chair Warren
Chism, R-Pampa; Sen. Robert Dun-
can, R- Lubbock; Rep. Jim Keffer,
R-Eastland; Sen. John Whitmire,

D-Houston; Sen. Judith Zaffirini, D-
Laredo; and Rep. Sylvester Turner,
D-Houston.

Meanwhile, on the subject of
budgets and budgeteers, Gov. Rick
Perry on July 2 named Mary Kath-
erine Stout as his director of budget,
planning and policy.

The Texas A&M graduate has
been serving as vice president of
policy and director for Texas Pub-
lic Policy Foundation's Center for
Health Care Policy.

The foundation is a non-profit,
non-partisan, research institute based
in Austin.

CRADDICK VS. DINGUS

IN NOVEMBER

Speaker Craddick will face an
opponent in the November general
election: Democrat Bill Dingus of
Midland, a recent former member of
the Midland city council.

Dingus resigned from the city
council on April 21 and announced
his candidacy for the seat occupied
by Craddick for the last 38 years.

The Republican Party of Texas
contested that Dingus was ineligible
to run because he was still serving
on the city council when he filed for
candidacy.

A Travis County state district
court ruled Dingus not in conflict
with the state's prohibition on dual
officeholding and eligible to run.

Property Tax Protest and
Appeal Procedures

The law gives property owners the right to protest actions
concerning their property tax appraisals. You may follow these
appeal procedures if you have a concern about:

e The market or special appraised value of your property

e The unequal appraisal of your property

e The inclusion of your property on the appraisal roll

e Any exemptions that may apply to you

e The qualification for an agricultural or timber appraisal

e The taxable status of your property

e The local governments which should be taxing your
property

e The ownership of the property

o The change of use of land receiving special appraisal

e Any action taken by the chief appraiser, appraisal
district or appraisal review board that applies to and adversely
affected you 3

Review by the Appraisal Review Board

If you can’t resolve your problem informally with the county
appraisal district (CAD) staff, you may have you case heard by
the appraisal review board (ARB).

The ARB is an independent board of citizens that reviews
problems with appraisals or other concerns listed above. It has
the power to order the CAD to make the necessary changes to
solve problems. If you file a written request for an ARB hearing
(called a notice of protest) before the deadline, the ARB will set
your case for a hearing. You’ll receive written notice of the
time, date and place of the hearing. [f necessary, you may
request a hearing in the evening, Saturday or Sunday. Prior to

Deadline for Filing Protests
With the ARB*

Usual Deadline
On or before May 31 (or 30 days after a notice of appraised
value was mailed to you, whichever is later).

Late protests are allowed if you miss the usual deadline for
good cause. Good cause is some reason beyond your control,
like a medical emergency. The ARB decides whether you have
good cause.

Late protests are due the day before the appraisal review board

approves records for the year. Contact your appraisal district
for more information.

Special Deadlines
For change of use (the appraisal district informed you that you
are losing agricultural appraisal because you changed the use

of your land), the deadline is before the 30™ day after the notice

of the determination was mailed to you.

*The deadline is postponed to the next business day if it falls on a weekend or holiday.

your hearing, you may ask to review the evidence the CAD will
use to uphold their determination. The CAD may ask you for a
copy of the evidence you plan to present. The hearing will be
informal. You or a designated agent may appear in person to
present evidence or you may send notarized evidence for the
ARB to review at your hearing. The CAD representative will
present evidence about your case. You may cross-examine the
CAD representative. The ARB will make its decision based on
the evidence presented. You can get a copy of a protest form
from the appraisal district office at 909 Avenue D, Ozona, TX,
(325) 392-2674.

NOTE: You shouldn’t try to contact ARB members outside of]
the hearing. The law requires ARB members to sign an affidavit
saying that they haven’t talked about your case before the ARB
-hears it.

Review by the District Court

After it decides your case, the ARB must send you a copy of its
order by certified mail. If you're not satisfied with the decision,
you have the right to appeal to district court. !f you choose to go
to court. you must start the process by filing a petition within 45
days of the date you receive the ARB’s order.

Tax Payment

If you appeal and your case is pending, you must pay the lesser
of the amount of taxes due on the portion of the taxable value
not in dispute or the amount of taxes due on the property under
the order from which the appeal is taken.

Who will take care of me?

Many people have a misinter-
pretation that when they can no lon-
ger take care of themselves physi-
cally (and mentally), that the gov-
ernment, specifically Medicare, will
take care of them. This simply is not
true. This above subject is just one
of many misinterpretations of our
Medicare and Medicaid system for
our growing population of the el-
derly. Questions such as: 1) What is
the difference between Medicare A
and Medicare B? 2) How do I know
if I have both Medicare A and Medi-
care B? 3) Will Medicare pay for
my stay in a nursing home? 4) What
is Community Medicaid vs. Nursing
Home Medicaid? 5) If I come into a
nursing home, can the government
take my home away? 6) What is As-
set Spend - Down? 7) Can I avoid
spending down my assets just to be
able to come into a long-term care
setting? 8) How can I qualify for
Medicaid (state welfare program in
all 50 states)? 9) Do I have the right
to participate in the Medicaid pro-
gram? 10) What is the Medicaid Es-
tate Recovery Act passed by legisla-
tion in March 2005? 11) What is a
SNF in relation to Medicare A & B?
12) How long do I have to stay in a
hospital in order to receive physical
therapy, speech therapy, etc, when I
am discharged? These are just a few
of the many questions that the gen-
eral public needs to have answers to.

I have been asked to write this

article for the local paper by my
board that I report to. I grant you
that my sole responsibility is to see
that our residents are taken care of
in the best manner possible with re-
gard to abiding by the state regula-
tions that are set forth by the state
of Texas. There is a reasonable
amount of knowledge that I have
pertaining to the above questions
and other questions dealing with
the financial mechanics of this very
complex industry.

I have an excellent resource
that is led by an attorney from
Abilene, Texas that would be more
than happy to assist you in any
questions that you might have. Just
give me a call at 392-2671 and
I would be happy to share their
names and 1-800 phone numbers.
Don't get caught with the unexpect-
ed happening to you or your family
without having some knowledge of
which direction to go.

There has recently been a great
deal of proposed legislation regard-
ing overhauling our nation's health
care system. The retooling of Medi-
care and Medicaid with an emphasis
on the purchase of long term care
insurance does have its merits. But
it also fails to address the dilemma
of Senior Citizens who either can-
not afford it or who don't medically
qualify for it. For those families and
individuals, Medicaid is the only
choice for financial assistance dur-
ing a long term care or nursing fa-
cility stay.

presence of large amounts of dead
grass and weeds,” said Spencer.
“Until widespread green-up, the
dead herbaceous fuels could still
pose a significant wildfire threat.”

Gray enumerated a variety of
human activities that can cause wild-
fires where grasses, weeds and other
fine-textured vegetation are present:

» Sparks generated by mobile
welding rigs when building fences,
towers or other structures

* Faulty spark arresters or muf-
flers on agricultural equipment and
off-road vehicles

* Mowers and bush hogs hitting
rocks or metal

» Careless travelers who flip
smoking materials out a window in-
stead of disposing of these properly
in the ashtray,

» Towed vehicles dragging met-
al or chains that bump the road caus-
ing sparks.

(3) planting or harvesting or agricultural crops; or (4) burns that are
conducted by an approved Prescribed Burning Association, Natural
Resource Conservation Service, the and/or Texas A&M Agricultural
Experiment Station, or prescribed burn manager certified under Sec-
tion 153.048, Natural Resources Code, and meet the standards of
Section 153.047, Natural Resources Code.

All burns shall be reported to the Crockett County Sheriff's
Office (325) 392-2661 and the Fire Chief (325) 392-2626 prior to
commencing, together with the name of the landowner, location
involved and expert to be on hand.

This Order does NOT prohibit outdoor cooking in a prop-
erly contained area which is attended at all times.

In accordance with the Local Government Code 352.081
(h), a violation of this Order is a Class C misdemeanor, punishable
