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Board tours primary school one more time

Asbestos removal to be completed before demolition can begin

School district officials knew
about the asbestos in the Ozona Pri-
mary School.

What they didn't know was that
there was no public place in Crock-
ett County to haul off the material
once the school is demolished.

In a called July 16 meeting,
the Crockett County CCSD Board
of Trustees and officials toured the
primary school with architects from
Douglas K. Architecture and em-
ployees of Waldrop Construction to
determine what would remain and
what is going to go when the build-
ing is demolished.

Superintendent Abe Gott said
he wanted the board on the tour so
they could see how the process was
going to work.

The demolition of the school is
part of the $10 million bond passed
by Crockett County voters in May
to build a new pre-k through fifth
grade elementary school.

During the tour, it was deter-
mined that the district will keep the
gymnasium and the first grade wing
which contains four classrooms.

However, Superintendent Abe
Gott said while those areas may be

used for storage right now, they will
have to be cleaned out as they will
undergo some renovation.

One of the key factors discussed
during the tour was what to do with
the material from the demolished
building.

Crockett County's public land-
fill is closed.

Transporting the material to San
Angelo, which is the most expensive
option as the district would have to
pay for fuel costs, was discussed.

If the material was transported
to San Angelo, then the material
would be divided up properly, Gott
said.

Another option was to find a lo-
cal landowner who has a big hole on
their property and wants to fill it up.

However, some  materials
wouldn't be able to fit this second
option, but it would be cost-effec-
tive, Gott said.

"We are hoping there is a land-
owner out there that has a hole," he
said.

The building also has some as-
bestos that will have to be removed.

Gott said a two-inch pipe con-
tains the hazardous material, along
with some slate tiles in a heating
closet.

"All of that will have to be tak-

AUSTIN - The Public Utility
Commission of Texas on July 17 ap-
proved a large-scale plan to transmit
a high quantity of wind-generated
power on new lines from West Texas
and the Panhandle to metropolitan
areas of the state.

The $5 billion plan would add
about $4 a month to residential elec-
tric bills. The PUC estimated that the
new lines will be in service within
four to five years.

SB 20, passed by the state Leg-
islature in 2005, directed the PUC to
select the most productive wind zones
in the state and devise such a plan.

TOLL MORATORIUM

GETS EXTENSION
U.S. Sen. Kay Bailey Hutchi-

son, R-Texas, announced July 10
that she secured her amendment to
a federal transportation spending bill
that would continue the current ban
on placing toll booths on interstate
highways in Texas through Septem-
ber 2009.

However, efforts to toll newly
constructed lanes or new highways
are not prohibited in Sen. Hutchi-
son's amendment.

The transportation spending
bill, S.3261, moves next to the full
Senate for consideration.

LAWMAKERS PROMOTE
PROPANE USE

Three powerful Texas House
committee chairs penned an open
letter to all state and local leaders,
seeking to promote the conversion of
vehicles to plentiful and clean burn-
ing propane fuel.

Among suggestions offered was
replacing retired fleet vehicles such
as school buses and garbage trucks
with ones fueled by propane or natu-
ral gas.

"Escalating gasoline and diesel
prices are threatening our national
economy and draining our personal
budgets," they wrote.

The letter, dated July 14, was
signed by Rep. Jim Keffer, R-
Eastland, chair of House Ways and
Means; Rep. Warren Chism, R-Pam-
pa, chair of House Appropriations;
and Rep. Rick Hardcastle, R-Vernon,
chair of House Energy Resources.

Asthma affects nearly 20 mil-
lion Americans, both young and old.
In both pediatric and adult-onset
cases, asthma symptoms can affect
your quality of life or restrict your
activity. However, with proper treat-
ment, individuals with asthma can
lead a healthy, normal life.

For both children and adults,
asthma is characterized by a swell-
ing of the airways leading to the
lungs, which makes it difficult to
breath. The airways may also create
an excess of thick mucus clogging
the airway passage or may become
constricted because of contracting
muscles. When those with asthma
experience a major flare up that in-
cludes extreme difficulty breathing
it is called an asthma attack. Asthma
is often accompanied by wheezing
and coughing, shortness of breath,
tightness in the chest and difficulty
sleeping.

Generally; asthma is associated
with allergies, but there are sev-
eral other factors that can lead to an

asthma diagnosis. For children, asth-
ma can be genetic if is prevalent in
the family history. If several family
members are diagnosed with asth-
ma, it is important to have children
examined by their physician even if
they are not showing signs or symp-
toms. Pollution, cleaning products
and other environmental and house-
hold irritants can cause asthma or
make the condition worse.
Adult-onset asthma may be
caused by environmental irritants, a
virus or illness, such as the flu, obesi-
ty or hormonal changes during preg-
nancy or menopause. Both children
and adults can experience exercise
induced asthma, a type of asthma in
which symptoms become worse due
to physical labor or exercise.
Diagnosis for asthma can be as
simple as a breathing test to check
lung capacity. A physician may also
order an allergy test or a chest X-ray
to check for additional diseases or
factors. Once tested, there are sev-
eral classifications which determine
the severity of the asthma diagnosis.
While there is no cure for asth-
ma, with proper medication and
precautions it can be controlled.

Asthma tips for children and adults

Depending on the severity of the
diagnosis, medications prescribed
by a physician may only be used
during a flare up or may require a
daily maintenance dosage. In severe
cases, without proper medication an
asthma attack can be life threaten-
ing. It is important to seek immedi-
ate treatment from a physician when
experiencing asthmatic symptoms
or asthmatic episodes.

Along with proper medication
there are several ways to improve qual-
ity of life, reduce symptoms and return
to normal activities, which include:

* Stop smoking or avoid ciga-

_ rette smoke by wearing a mask;

» Try walking, hiking or biking
rather than strenuous aerobic exer-
cise;

e Wear a scarf in cold weather;

* Avoid exercising in extreme
cold or dry weather; and

* Keep a clean home, free of
dust mites and pet dander.

If you are experiencing symp-
toms associated with asthma visit
your physician to discuss a person-
alized treatment plan.

been aggressively marketing
their services to residents in
those cities. Other cities may
also have experienced an influx
of these salespeople. DPS is
working with the alarm industry
trade associations to investigate
these claims.

AUSTIN — With gas prices
topping $4.00 per gallon, more
and more Texans are trading their
gas-guzzling SUVs and pickup
trucks for more fuel-efficient
motorcycles to save at the pump.

More motorcycles on the
road means more motorcyclists
may crash and ultimately die on
Texas roadways.

That’s why the Texas Depart-
ment of Transportation (TxDOT)
is launching a motorcycle safety
campaign encouraging drivers. to
take extra caution watching for

" motorcyclists on roadways.

Because they have less
physical protection than pas-
senger vehicle occupants, riders
are particularly vulnerable in a
crash.

Federal officials report that
per vehicle mile traveled, motor-
cyclists are about 35 times more
likely to die in a crash than pas-
senger vehicle occupants.

“Registered motorcycles are
at an all-time high in Texas,” said
Carlos Lopez, TxDOT’s traf-

fic operations director. “We’re -

reminding drivers to be on the
lookout for the nearly 400,000
motorcyclists on Texas road-
ways, especially at intersections
where many crashes happen.”

torcycle Roadriders Association .

have these safety tips for sharing
the road with motorcyclists:

* Look twice for motorcy- *

clists—at intersections, entering
highways and whenever turning
or changing lanes. The small
size of motorcycles often makes
them hard to see, and motorcy-
clists can get lost in blind spots.

* Always maintain a safe
following distance. Motorcycles
can stop more quickly than pas-
senger vehicles.

* When passing a motorcy-
clist, move to the other lane and
allow a full lane for the motor-
cycle. After doing so, avoid re-
entering the lane too quickly.

In 2006, 346 motorcyclists
were killed on Texas roads,
which is nearly 10 percent of all
fatalities.

Change the batteries once a year
and test them monthly.

8. Do not place blankets,
pillows or other soft items in a
baby’s crib.. Keep small items
such as toy parts, coins, buttons
and beads away from children
under age 3.

9. Keep poisonous items,
such as medicines and cleaners
locked away and out of reach of
children.

10. Don’t let children play
on stairs, furniture, balconies,
roofs, or in driveways, streets or
parking lots.

Shannon Medical Center
and Howard College recently
completed an agreement to al-
low the college’s San Angelo
campus to expand its health
education facilities on the
Shannon St. John’s Campus.

The agreement will al-
low HCSA to lease 16,000
square feet of space inside the
St. John’s facility, which is lo-
cated at 2018 Pulliam, creating
dedicated classrooms, labora-
tories and offices for its health
professions program.

“HCSA has been grow-
ing so rapidly that classroom
space has been at a premium,
even with the move to the West
Texas Training Center,” said
LeAnne Byrd, provost. “The
joint project with Shannon will
be a great solution to this issue
and allow our health profes-
sions programs to relocate to
the St. John’s facility.”

HCSA’s Health Profes-
sions program includes vo-
cational nursing, radiologic
technology, respiratory care,
surgical technology, emergen-
cy medical services, and nurse
aide training.

Construction is currently
underway to convert designat-
ed space on the facility’s first
floor into usable classrooms
and offices for each of the pro-
grams, along with adding a
student lounge and additional
restroom facilities.

The first phase of con-
struction will include reno-
vating the auditorium into a
lecture classroom, converting
the former lab area into a nurs-
ing skills laboratory and turn-
ing the former gift shop into
a student lounge. It will also

renovate areas for the surgi-

cal technology program which
held classes at the campus dur-
ing the last year.

Phase one is expected to
be complete by August for the
vocational nursing program to
move to the new campus and
begin classes August 25.

Currently, the nursing
program includes about 60 stu-
dents. Phase two will include
renovations for the radiology,
respiratory care, CNA, CPR
and EMT classes.

“HCSA has been fortu-
nate to have great support from
the medical community,” said
Dona Faulkner, campus dean
of workforce. “This will be
a unique opportunity for our
health professions students to
have classrooms in a working
hospital.”

The Shannon St. John’s
campus currently houses an
inpatient skilled nursing unit,
adult and geriatric behavioral
health units, outpatient dialy-
sis center, wound care and hy-
perbaric medicine, pulmonary
rehabilitation, diabetes educa-
tion, home health, occupation-
al medicine, a pharmaceutical
assistance program, Legacy
Health Plan offices and a cafe.

“We are very excited
to have Howard join us at
the St. John’s campus,” said
Bryan Horner, CEO of Shan-
non Medical Center. “It was
a mutual idea that came to-
gether because we had prime,
unused space to offer and have
enjoyed having Howard’s stu-
dents at the campus as they
have completed their clinical
rotations. There is a growing
need to recruit more individu-
als into the healthcare industry,
so we are happy to help facili-
tate the education of tomor-
row’s healthcare workers.”

AUSTIN - Soaring gas
prices are prompting many
energy-conscious motorists to
consider replacing what they’re
currently driving with more fuel-
efficient models. With millions
of cars and trucks expected to
change hands in the upcoming
moriths, the Texas Department
of Transportation launched its
Protect Your Title, Texas public
awareness outreach campaign

- today to remind consumers not

to overlook the paperwork side
of buying or selling a vehicle.

State law requires buyers
and sellers to provide specific in-
formation to TxDOT to keep ve-
hicle ownership records correct
and up to date. When a vehicle is
sold, traded in or given away, the
vehicle’s title must be reassigned
to its new owner.

According to state officials,
this is where things often go
wrong.

“A vehicle’s title lists who
officially owns it,” said Rebecca
Davio, director of TxDOT's Ve-
hicle Titles and Registration Di-
vision. “If the seller doesn’t let
us know when a vehicle is sold
or traded, he or she will continue
to show up in our records as the
owner, which means the indi-
vidual can be held responsible if
the new owner racks up parking
tickets, toll violations or even
more serious infractions.”

Speaking at TxDOT’s press
event to announce the agency’s
new outreach effort, Tom Frost
II1, senior executive vice presi-
dent of Frost Bank, warned mo-
torists not to make the same mis-
take he did when he traded in his
car two years ago.

“l assumed the dealership
was taking care of the paper-
work,” Frost said. “I didn’t know

it was my responsibility to file :
simple one-page piece of pape
that could have saved me tw«
years of stress and aggravatiot
because of things the new own:
er did in a vehicle that was stil.
titled in my name.”

That one-page piece of pa-
per, the Vehicle Transfer Notifi-
cation, is now as simple as a few
computer clicks. You can file the
transfer notification for free on-
line at www.txdot.gov. When you
submit the notification within 30
days of selling your vehicle, you
are protecting yourself from ac-
tions the new owner may com-
mit with the vehicle.

As an additional precaution,
sellers also should take advan-
tage of a new state law that al-
lows them to transfer the license
plates to another vehicle they
own. When the plates and wind-
shield registration sticker are
removed, it forces the buyer of
your car or truck to apply for a
new title and register the vehicle
in his or her name.

By law, buyers must re-title
a vehicle within 20 days of pur-
chase. Recurring penalties ap-
ply to procrastinators, beginning
with an initial $25 fine and $25
for every month that the buyer
fails to turn in an application for
a new title.

“The best advice I can give
to buyers and sellers who aren’t
sure what to do and what forms to
fill out is to go together to their lo-
cal county tax office to complete
the sale,” said Davio. “If that isn’t
possible, everything they need to
know and all the necessary forms
are on our Web site.”

Texas vehicle crime issues
emphasized throughout July

ARLINGTON, Texas - Ev-
ery five minutes, a car is stolen
in Texas, and every two minutes,
a vehicle is burglarized for con-
tents or parts.

Stolen vehicles are often
used to commit other crimes,
including theft, drug smuggling,’
human trafficking, domestic/in-
ternational terrorism, and count-
less other offenses.

In addition, vehicle burglary
incidents such as gas siphoning,
stealing personal identification
items, and theft of vehicle parts
containing valuable metals are
on the rise.

Now, more than ever, Texas
drivers must become actively in-
volved in vehicle crime preven-
tion by practicing “Lock, Take,
Hide:” lock vehicles, take keys,
hide belongings.

The Texas Auto Burglary
and Theft Prevention Author-
ity (ABTPA) will hlghhght this

philosophy throughout “Watch
Your Car Month” this July.

During “Watch Your Car
Month”, hundreds of law en-
forcement task force representa-
tives funded by ABTPA will be
working in their communities
reminding Texas drivers to take
extra precautions when leaving
their vehicles unattended. To
raise awareness about the role of
auto theft in secondary crimes,
ABTPA personnel will heavily
promote the “You Hold the Key”
campaign, which is designed to
remind all owners and operators
that vehicles should never be left
running while unattended, and
keys should not be left inside.

In 2007, approximately
94,000 vehicles were stolen in
Texas resulting in financial loss-
es well into the hundreds of mil-
lions. And in almost half of all
auto theft ‘incidents, keys were
left inside, which means the ve-
hicle owner was, in some cases,

an unwitting accomplice to more
heinous crimes.

Recent statistics from Texas
law enforcement agencies indi-
cate the top three locations from
which vehicles are stolen. are:
residences/homes (41.6 percent),
public parking lots/public garag-
es (28.7 percent), and roadways/
highways/alleys (12.2 percent),
which proves no area is truly
safe from vehicle crime activity.

“We can not stress enough
to Texas drivers that they ‘hold
the key’ to auto burglary and
theft prevention,” said Michelle
Lanham, program manager for
ABTPA’s Reduce Auto Theft in .+
Texas (RATT) task force in Ar-, |,
lington, Texas. “Being aware
of techniques to prevent these
crimes, such as utilizing visible
deterrents and anti-theft devices,
will help discourage thieves and
make neighborhoods safer.”

Susan Sampson, ABTPA

director, adds, ‘“Vehicles are
frequently stolen and burglar-
ized for the resale of their parts,
insurance fraud, identify theft,
and to commit gateway crimes.
Texas drivers must become edu-
cated about these problems and
solutions to avoid becoming vic-
tims.”

The ABTPA, an office of the
Texas Department of Transpor-
tation, was created by the Texas
Legislature in 1991 to fund pro-
grams to reduce vehicle thefts.
Since 1991, the vehicle theft rate
has been reduced by 59 percent

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USDA announces CRP permitted use for livestock feed needs

BIG LAKE, Texas — Jed W.
Hruska, Executive Director of US-
DA’s Farm Service Agency in Rea-
gan-Upton-Irion-Crockett counties
has announced that USDA has au-
thorized certain acreage enrolled
under the Conservation Reserve
Program (CRP) to be available for
hay and forage after the primary
nesting season ends for grass-nest-
ing birds.

"This action will provide much
needed feed and forage while main-
taining the conservation benefits
from the nation's premier conserva-
tion program," said Hruska. "Eli-
gible farmers and ranchers will be

able to plan for harvest of forage
after the end of the primary nesting
season this summer."

Prices for most field crops have
advanced to record or near record
levels in recent months, reflecting
strong demand, tight supplies and
competition for acres. The increased
demand for commodities and result-
ing higher prices has impacted the
livestock industry in particular.

More than 24 million acres of
land enrolled in CRP will be eligible
for this critical feed use program.
USDA estimates that this program
will make available up to 18 million
tons of forage worth $1.2 billion.

"In authorizing this critical use
of CRP acres for forage, USDA is
also taking strong measures to pre-
serve CRP's environmental ben-
efits," said Hruska.

Eligible land may not be hayed
or grazed until after the end of the
primary nesting season.

Also, some of the eligible land
or forage of the land must be re-
served for wildlife and any land that
is used under this authority must
have a conservation plan. In many
instances, the removal of some of
the grass cover will increase the

diversity of the stand and provide

long-term benefits for wildlife. Fur-

ther, the most environmentally-sen-
sitive land enrolled in CRP will not
be eligible. The land will be subject
to a site inspection to ensure com-
pliance with the conservation plan.
No rental payment reduction will be
assessed on contracts being utilized
for this critical use. However, a $75
fee will be charged to process the
required contract modification.
Signup for interested CRP par-
ticipants began June 2 at local Farm
Service Agency (FSA) offices. This
modification for critical feed use is
only for 2008. All forage use must
be completed no later than Nov. 10.
Under CRP, farmers and ranch-

ers enroll eligible land in 10- to 15-
year contracts with USDA's Com-
modity Credit Corporation (CCC).
FSA administers CRP on behalf of
CCC. Participants plant appropri-
ate cover such as grasses and trees
in crop fields and along streams.
These plantings help prevent soil
and nutrients from running into
regional waterways and affecting

.water quality. The long-term veg-

etative cover also improves wildlife
habitat and soil quality.

Hunter education classes filling up during summer

AUSTIN, Texas — The Texas
Parks and Wildlife Department is
encouraging hunters in need of cer-
tification to enroll soon as hunter
education courses are filling up
fast.

As hunting seasons draw clos-
er, demand for hunter education
classes is expected to increase.

"It would be much better to en-
roll early and avoid the rush right at
the beginning of hunting seasons,"
said Terry Erwin, Coordinator for
Hunter Education at TPWD. "Don’t
wait, because the number of avail-
able courses begins to taper off as
the hunting season grows closer."

Anyone born after Sept. 1, 1971
is required to take the Hunter Edu-
cation Training Course in order to
hunt in Texas and the minimum age
a hunter may be certified has been
lowered this year to 9 years of age.

Hunters who are at least 17
years of age and have not com-
pleted the hunter education course
can defer completion for one year.
Hunters who opted for "deferral"
last year must complete the hunter
education course to hunt legally this
year.

Hunter education courses are
conducted by certified volunteers
all year across the state of Texas.

This Order does NOT prohibit outdoor
burning activities related to public health and safety that are autho-
rized by the Texas Natural Resources Commission for: (1) firefighter
training; (2) public utility, natural gas pipeline or mining operations;
(3) planting or harvesting or agricultural crops; or (4) burns that are
conducted by an approved Prescribed Burning Association, Natural
Resource Conservation Service, the and/or Texas A&M Agricultural
Experiment Station, or prescribed burn manager certified under Sec-
tion 153.048, Natural Resources Code, and meet the standards of
Section 153.047, Natural Resources Code.

All burns shall be reported to the Crockett County Sheriff's
Office (325) 392-2661 and the Fire Chief (325) 392-2626 prior to
commencing, together with the name of the landowner, location
involved and expert to be on hand.

This Order does NOT prohibit outdoor cooking in a prop-
erly contained area which is attended at all times.

‘In accordance with the Local Government Code 352.081
(h), a violation of this Order is a Class C misdemeanor, punishable
by a fine not to exceed $500.
