There is a new sheriff in town.
Roy Glenn Sutton was swom- 

in as Crockett County Sheriff at 
12:01 a.m. Jan. 1 at the Crockett 
County Courthouse Annex.

Sutton takes over after defeat­
ing Shane Fenton in the March 2008 
primary. Sutton was unopposed in 
the November General Election.

A retired Supervisory Special 
Agent with the Department of State/ 
Immigration and Naturalization 
Service, Sutton has run for sheriff 
three times before.

Sutton said he continued for 
to run for office because "a change 
was needed."

On Monday, the new sheriff 
spent most of the day at the court­
house meeting with elected officials.

Along with Sutton, were the 
deputies of the sheriffs department, 
which includes new employees 
Chief Deputy Jimmy "Bo" Semmler 
and Deputy Clay Woods.

"We are very excited," Sutton
said.

Annual winter rabies 
bait drop to begin today

The Texas Department of State 
Health Services’ annual airdrop of 
vaccine baits, credited with turning 
the tide against the spread of rabies 
strains carried by coyotes and gray 
foxes, will begin today, Jan. 7.

Some 2.9 million baits will 
be dropped over parts of 41 Texas 
counties.

“Th*e purpose has been to cre­
ate and maintain zones of vaccinat­
ed coyotes in South Texas and gray 
foxes in West-Central Texas to pre­
vent the spread of rabies to other 
animals and humans and to even­
tually eliminate canine and gray 
fox rabies in Texas,” said DSHS 
veterinarian Ernest Oertli, director 
of the department’s Oral Rabies 
Vaccination Program. “No human 
cases of rabies in either area have 
occurred since the airdrops began,” 
he said.

Flights of five specially 
equipped airplanes will be from 
four airports. Scheduled start dates 
and locations are:

Jan. 7 - Zapata County Airport

near Zapata and Kimble County 
Airport in Junction

Jan. 12 - Pecos Municipal Air­
port and

Jan. 19 - Del Rio International 
Airport.

The 11 counties in the 2009 
South Texas vaccine distribution 
area are: Cameron, Dimmit, Hidal­
go, Jim Hogg, La Salle, Maverick, 
Starr, Webb, Willacy, Zapata and 
Zavala.

The 30 counties in the 2009 
West-Central Texas vaccine dis­
tribution area are: Concho, Crane, 
Culberson, Ector, Edwards, El 
Paso, Irion, JefT Davis, Kerr, Kim­
ble, Kinney, Loving, Mason, Mc­
Culloch, Menard, Midland, Pecos, 
Presidio, Real, Reeves, Regan, 
San Saba, Schleicher, Sutton, Ter­
rell, Tom Green, Upton, Val Verde, 
Ward and Winkler.

The number of animal cases 
of canine rabies in South Texas has 
declined from a high of 142 ani­
mal cases when the program began 
in 1995 to none through October 
2008.

The motion also included split­
ting the cost of an environmen­
tal impact study, which is around 
S2,000 total.

,\ Canadian feelancer, Craig 
Siherman. has eomplied the best 
ol' the best newspaper mistakes in 
his yearly report "The Year in Me­
dia l a rors and Correetions 2008" by 
Regret the Lrror.

The Valley News, distributed in 
Vermont and New Hampshire, won 
Typo ol' the Year in 2008 for mis­
spelling its own name on its front 
page, aeeording to the annual report.

On the front of the paper, “Val- 
le\ Newss" appeared. Here's the re­
sulting I'ditor's Note:

“Readers may ha\ e noticed that 
the Valley News misspelled its o\v‘n 
name on yesterday’s front page, 
(iixen that we routinely call on other 
insiiiulions to hold themselves ac­
countable for their mistakes, let us 
sa\ for the record: We sure feel silly” 

1 he New York Times misspelled

the Best Picture of the Year: A head­
line in some editions of The Arts on 
Monday with an article about the 
Academy Awards ceremony mis­
stated, in some copies, the title of the 
film that won best picture. It is, of 
course, “No Country for Old Men," 
not “Old Country for Old Men."

Only one Texas newspaper 
made Silverman's error report in 
2008 with this correction from the 
Austin American-Statesman:

"A story on Thursday's Page B1 
transposed the name of an Austin 
police officer w ith that of a man fac­
ing sexual assault charges. The story 
should have made clear that former 
motel manager Douglas Wayne Ward 
is the suspect in the case, and that po­
lice say they found photos of children 
on a computer seized from Ward."

Other funny and interesting cor­
rections from Silverman's report:

• Best Blotter Error from The 
Post-Standard in Syracuse, N.Y.: 
A police blotter listing in some edi­
tions of Neighbors on Thursday 
mistakenty listed charges against 
Mark- F. Campbell, 54, of Central 
Square. .The listing incorrectly said 
the Oswego County SheritFs Office

charged Campbell with aggravated 
driving while intoxicated, driving 
while intoxicated, third-degree ag­
gravated unlicensed operation of a 
motor vehicle and failure to keep 
right. Campbell faces no such charg­
es. Campbell appears in a Sheriff’s 
report that says on Dec. 26 his car 
was struck by a horse on county 
Route 4 in Palermo. The collision 
resulted in no tickets.

• Best Headline Error: The 
American Family Association's 
OneNewsNow site has a standard 
practice of using the word “homo­
sexual" instead of “gay.” They ev en 
set up a filter to automatically make 
the change. This didn’t serve ONN 
well when a sprinter named Tyson 
Gay made news at the U.S. Olympic 
track and field trials. He suddenly 
became Tyson Homosexual when 
the site's filter got a hold of an AP 
story: “Homosexual eases into 100 
final at Olympic trials.”

• Apology of the Year from 
Calgary Sun: Michael Platt’s edi­
torial on July 21, 2008 may have 
inadvertently left the impression 
that General Motors in some way 
supported neo-Nazis. That was not

the intention of the line in question 
and the Sun greatly regrets not be­
ing more clear in the story. The Sun 
apologizes to GM, its dealers and 
customers. General Motors has em­
ployees in six continents, 192 coun­
tries, 23 time zones, and works in 
more than 50 languages. GM strives 
to create a culture and a business 
environment based upon inclusion, 
mutual respect, responsibility, and 
understanding of all people.

• Correction of the Year: One 
of the year's most coveted awards 
goes to none other than Dav e Barry. 
Here's how the famous humor writ­
er chose to correct a misspelling he 
made in a column published by the 
Miami Herald: In yesterday's col­
umn about badminton, 1 misspelled 
the name of Guatemalan player 
Kevin Cordon. 1 apologize. In my 
defense, 1 want to note that in the 
same column 1 correctly spelled Pra- 
pawadee Jaroenrattanatarak, Poom- 
pat Sapkulchananart and Porntip 
Buranapraseatsuk. So by the time

Wimpy 
w as one of those anonymous people 
who live good, simple lives and are 
taken for granted by the rest of us.»

Wimpy was not what you’d 
call a “colorful character”. He was 
a bachelor who lived like a hermit 
and minded his own business. He 
camped out like a sheepherder in his 
old two bedroom shack and spent 
most of his time in a shop out back 
that he kept cleaner than his home. 
His best friends were his tools, many 
of them homemade. Wimpy had 
been a lifer mechanic in the Navy 
and when he retried he eked out a

living fixing things for folks, making 
branding irons and running a small 
herd of cows.

There’s hardly any record that 
Wimpy existed. He led a totally 
unremarkable life that never mer­
ited mention in his local newspaper. 
He’d never been an officer of Ro­
tary, never got  ̂arreste()'"5P'fetf ;̂iv'’ed̂  
a‘ DtJI and. never w?on‘ an'^award at 
tlVe^6hl'i?i\y"mffrThef'?’§'‘lih ktaefTc^' 
that he even got his name in the pa­
per when he was born. He had noth­
ing to advertise and he was not the 
type of person to write a letter to the 
editor. In his entire life Wimpy had 
never been first, best or diffierent in 
anything. Not once had he ever seen 
his name in the newspaper. And that 
bothered him. A lot.

Although Wimpy was in no way 
an egotistical man, just once before 
he died he wanted to be somebody;

just enough to be mentioned in the 
paper. He wanted some record that 
he tread upon this earth. Since he 
was well over 80 years old it was 
quite obvious that Wimpy was not 
marked for greatness so he’d have to 
find some other way to get his name 
in print. It just so happened that once! 
a w eek the owner of the local auction 
market ran an ad in the newspaper. 
Every Wednesday you could read 
who owned the high selling animals 
in each category in therepresentative 
sales column and you could also see 
the featured consignments for the 
following week’s auction.

Wimpy concluded that this was 
his only chance of getting his name 
in print, but there were two problems 
with the plan. First, Wimpy had a- 
very: smaU herd and only harvested 
an animal when he needed' some 
extra cash. It was more akin to fish­
ing than cattle raising. Wimpy never 
knew a week in advance when he’d 
be selling something, and even if he 
did it wouldn’t merit being featured 
in the advertisement of upcoming 
consignments. As for topping the 
sale, well, you could forget that. The 
only way Wimpy’s cattle would be 
mentioned is if they also mentioned 
the cheapest cattle.

Undeterred, Wimpy devised a

plan. He had a barren young cow that 
he figured he’d grain until she was 
hog fat. Surely she’d top the cull cow 
sale on a slow week with not many 
cattle consigned to the sale. Sadly, the 
coW was getting close to being ripe 
when Wimpy keeled over dead from 
a heart attack. The same edition of 
the newspaper that carried Wimpy’s 
short obituary also carried an adver­
tisement for the dispersal of his small 
herd. Wimpy finally made the paper!

Just as Wimpy had planned, when 
the barren cow sold the following week 
she was the high selling slaughter cow. 
Wimpy had gone 87 years without 
ever being mentioned in the newspa­
per and in the space of two weeks he’d 
made the paper three times!

Wimpy was not a church go«er so> 
he was not well known toJhe<preach- 
er who delivered his eulogy at a me­
morial service several weeks later. 
The only thing the preacher dug up 
was that Wimpy had “market top­
ping cattle”. At least one anyway!

The auction owner was sitting 
in the front pew and when he heard 
about Wimpy’s “market topping 
cattle” he whispered in his wife’s 
ear, “Poor Wimpy was just like Van 
Gogh, Lane Frost and Anna Nicole 
Smith. He didn’t become really fa­
mous until after he died.”

Craddick drops bid for 
4th term as speaker

AUSTIN — House Speaker 
Tom Craddick, R-Midland, aban­
doned his bid for a fourth term as 
speaker when it became clear that a 
challenger had secured enough vote 
pledges to win.

The official vote won’t be taken 
until Jan. 13, opening day for the 
81 St Texas Legislature.

According to his pledge list. 
Rep. Joe Straus, R-San Antonio, 
gained the support of more than 
80 House members, many of them 
Democrats.

On the other hand, many mem­
bers who had intended to vote for 
Craddick signaled their support for 
Rep. John Smithee, R-Amarillo.

Straus, a 49-year-old insurance 
executive, is a relative newcomer 
who has been a House member since 
the 2005 session. Smithee, 57, is 
an attorney. He began serving as a 
House member in 1985 and has been 
elected to 13 consecutive terms.

As of Jan. 1, the Texas Ethics

Commission, the state agency in 
charge of election filings, listed 13 
House members as candidates for 
speaker. Neither Straus nor Smithee 
was on that list.

Craddick’s three terms as speak­
er were contentious. While in control 
of the agenda, Craddick overcame 
budget shortfalls in the $10 billion 
range but the House steadily lost Re­
publican seats.

Craddick, the most senior mem­
ber of the House with more than 40 
years to his credit, withstood par­
liamentary challenges to his leader­
ship and walkouts by Democrats. He 
bucked party tradition by champi­
oning a tax on business profits that 
was designed to compensate for a 
statewide reduction in local property 
taxes.

PERRY NAMES 
DIVISION CHIEF

Gov. Rick Perry on Jan. 2 ap­
pointed Ellen Witt as director of his 
office’s Division of Disaster Recov­
ery and Renewal. Witt succeeds Bri­
an Newby at the post.

The division’s job is to sup­
port the Governor’s Commission for 
Disaster Recovery and Renewal, a 
public/private sector advisory panel 
that is guiding the state’s long-temi 
recovery and renewal efforts in the 
wake of the 2008 hurricane season.

The division works with local 
officials to help ensure communities 
are positioned to rebuild after future 
catastrophic events.

In other news. Gov. Perry ap­
pealed the Federal Emergency Man­
agement Agency’s decision to deny an 
extension of Hurricane Ike relief. No 
word yet on the status ofthe appeal.

In December, Perry asked for 18 
more months of 100 percent reim­
bursement of emergency protective 
measures, debris removal and other 
relief work related to the September 
hurricane.

PERRY HAS SERVED 
LONGEST

On Dec. 19, Gov. Perry became 
Texas’ longest-serving governor, 
with 2,919 consecutive days in of­
fice. That’s eight years. At the end 
of his current term in 2010, he will 
have served more than 10 years as 
Texas’ highest-ranking state official.

Perry was serving as lieutenant 
governor in 2000, and he succeeded 
George W. Bush as governor a month 
before Bush’s presidential inaugura­
tion.

ETHICS PROSECUTOR 
COMPLETES TERM

Ronnie Earle, Travis County district 
attorney and the state’s chief ethics 
prosecutor since 1977, completed 
his final term in office on Dec. 31.

Earle’s successor, his long-time first 
assistant Rosemary Lehmberg, was 
elected by popular vote in the gen­
eral election of 2008.

LAWMAKERS 
FILE MORE BILLS

Here are samples of a few of 
the hundreds of proposed new laws 
senators and representatives have 
filed in advance ofthe soon-to-begin 
legislative session.

• HB 438 by Eddie Lucio III, D- 
Rancho Viejo, would make it illegal 
for a motor vehicle operator to use 
a wireless communication device to 
read, write or send a text-based com­
munication while driving.

• SB 392 by Dan Patrick, R- 
Houston, would amend the election 
code by eliminating straight party 
voting for judicial offices, such as 
supreme court justices, courts of 
criminal appeals justices, district 
judges, criminal district judges, fam­
ily district judges, county court at 
law judges, county criminal court 
judges, county probate court judges 
and county justices of the peace.

Historical commission marks 
anniversary of new historic sites

AUSTIN, Texas — January 
marks the one-year annixersaiy of 
the transition of 18 historic sites 
from the Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department to the Texas Historical 
Commission (THC).

These sites, which tell the real 
stories of Texas, join the THC’s txx'o 
other historic properties, the Nation­
al Museum of the Pacific War and the 
Sam Rayburn House Museum.

The THC has made major 
strides in improvements includ­
ing the addition of 46 new posi­
tions, opening all sites six or seven 
days a week, purchasing 21 new 
vehicles and staff is currently in 
the process of creating new four- 
color visitors guides for all the sites.

The THC web site has been up­
dated to include a page for each his­
toric site and they are also featured 
on the agency’s homepage.

Project plans arc being devel­
oped to fund a number of restoration 
and infrastructure improvements at 
the sites starting in 2009.

In August 2008, approximately 
228 acres of land adjacent to Varn­
er-1 logg Plantation was acquired, 
reclaiming land that was previously 
part of the plantation and also pro­
tecting the area from encroaching 
development.

Two small city lots were also 
obtained adjacent to the Fulton Man­
sion, which will be utilized Ibr a fu­
ture visitor and education center.

A complete list of the acquired 
sites includes Acton Historic Site, 
Caddoan Mounds, Confederate Re­
union Grounds, Eisenhower Birth­
place, Fannin Battleground, Fort 
Griffin, Fort Lancaster, Fort McK- 
avett, Fulton Mansion, Landmark 
Inn, Levi Jordan Plantation, Magof­
fin Home, Sabine Pass Battleground, 
San Felipe, Starr Family Home, Sam 
Bell Maxey House and Varner-Hogg 
Plantation.

“We were in total surprise when 
we recei\ ed the check,” John Rob­

inson, assistant fire chief for the 
Volunteer Fire Department, 

said. “This money will definitely 
pprehase things we need. We 

are hoping some of it will go towards 
a down payment on a new tanker.” 

Texas Forest Service’s role in 
this reimbursement process is to 
verify fire reports and to distribute 
the payments to the fire departments. 
Expenses eligible for reimburse­
ment were reported and determined 
through the Texas Forest Service 
Fire Reporting System.

House Bill 15 provided for the 
recovery of fire department expens­
es that were not already covered by 
FEMA or TFS emergency grants. 
Some local fire departments received 
reimbursements from FEMA for the

a Presidential Emergency Dieclara- 
tion. In addition, fire departments 
that submitted eligible requests for

grants during the fire season received 
TFS Rural VFD Assistance Program 
emergency grants.

Delbert Robertson, firp, chief for 
the Clarendon Volunteer, Fire' De­
partment, said his department was 
very glad to get the reimbursement 
money.

“We had no idea this money was 
coming,” Robertson said. “We are 
going to use it to get a new pumper 
tanker to use on rural fires.”

Building Auditorium. 212 W. Se\- 
enth St., in McCamey.

The Public Utility Commission 
of Texas (PUC) in November 2008 
ordered LCRA Transmission Servic­
es Corporation (LCRA TSC) to add 
a second 138-kilovolt circuit to its 
existing structures on the North Mc­
Camey to West Yates transmission 
line between its North McCamey 
Substation and the future location of 
the new McCamey B Substation.

New easements only will be 
required at two specific locations, 
while the remainder of the transmis­
sion line will be installed on existing 
structures and easenients.

The rievy McCamey B Substa­
tion' will be constructed about 15 
miles south of the North McCamey 
Substation.

The e,xact location will be de­
termined after the PUC issues a final 
order to construct the McCamey B 
Substation to LCRA TSC or another 
transmission service provider. A de­
cision is expected in early 2009.

LCRA employees will share in­
formation with the public and answer 
questions about the project during 
the open house. , ‘ .

Exhibits describing the project 
and the PUC approval process will 
be explained.

The McCamey B to North Mc­
Camey project is one of several proj­
ects intended to allow for reliable and 
cost-effective delivery of power pro­
duced from wind generators located 
in areas of West Texas and the Pan­
handle called Competitive Renew­
able Energy Zones (CREZ) to areas

of high demand throughout the state. 
The CREZ effort, as approved by the 
PUC in summer 2008, will approxi­
mately triple Texas’ current level of 
wind generation capacity.

The transmission lines devel­
oped through CREZ also will in­
crease reliability of the Electric Re­
liability Commission of Texas grid 
and increase the transfer of w ind and 
other pow er into \ arious parts of the 
state.

LCRA Transmission Services 
Corporation was formed in 2000 
to separate LCRA's generation and 
transmission operations according to 
the rules established in Senate Bill 7 
in 1999.

The wholly owned nonprofit 
corporation today owns, operates and 
maintains more than 4,000 miles of 
transmission lines, 300 substations 
and a state-of-the-art system opera­
tions control center.

LCRA is a nonprofit conserva­
tion and reclamation district that pro­
vides energy, water and community 
serv ices to Texans.

Created by the Texas Legisla­
ture in 1934, LCRA has no taxing 
authority and operates solely on util­
ity revenues and service fees. LCRA 
supplies electricity to more than 1.1 
million Texans through more than 40 
wholesale customers.

LCRA also provides many other 
services to the region. These services 
include managing floods, protecting 
the quality of the lower Colorado Riv­
er and its tributaries, providing parks 
and recreational facilities, offering

economic development assistance, 
operating water and wastewater utili­
ties, and prov iding soil, energy and 
water conservation programs.

Texas starts testing horses 
for Gontagious Equine Metritis
Submitted by the
Texas Animal Health Commission

Texas is among 27 states trac­
ing and testing horses that may have 
been exposed to contagious equine 
metritis (CEM), a highly contagious 
disease that can be transmitted dur­
ing breeding or artificial insemina­
tion. CEM can cause temporary in­
fertility of horses.

The disease, not known to af­
fect humans, was first detected in 
the U.S. in 1978, then again in 1979. 
In both instances, the infection was 
eradicated.

In mid-December 2008, a CEM- 
infected quarter horse stallion was 
detected in Kentucky during routine 
testing for international semen ship­
ment.

The USDA and Kentucky ani­
mal health authorities quickly initi­
ated an epidemiological investiga­
tion, leading to the testing of more 
horses.
; To date, seven infected stallions 
have been detected: four in Ken­
tucky, and three in Indiana.
' The Indiana stallions had spent 
,part of the 2008 breeding season on 
the Kentucky premises where the 
initial CEM case was de;tected.

As of Jan. 2,2009, 78 potentially 
exposed horses (nine stallions and 69 
inares) in 27 states have been iden­

tified and located, and placed under 
hold order or quarantine by state ani­
mal health authorities, pending test 
results.

In Texas, veterinarians from the 
Texas Animal Health Commission 
(TAHC), the state regulatory agency 
for livestock health, have contacted 
the owners of 14 mares and a stallion 
with epidemiological links to the in­
fected horses.

Testing of the 15 horses in Texas 
will begin the week of Jan. 5. Cur­
rently, Texas has no known CEM in­
fection.

As the epidemiological investi­
gation widens, at least 250 additional 
horses are being traced in more than 
25 states.

Dr. Ellis, Texas assistant state 
veterinarian, stressed that CEM is 
spread by infected equine animals 
during breeding, not by casual con­
tact or shared boarding facilities. 
CEM is a venereal disease transmit­
ted by infected stallions either during 
natural service or through artificial 
insemination.

CEM-infected horses must be 
quarantined and treated with disin­
fectants and antibiotics over a pe­
riod of several weeks. Following a 
course of successful treatment and 
re-evaluation, the animals may be 
certified CEM-negative and released 
from quarantine.

(iray fox cases are down overall 
from an all-time high of 265 cases in 
1904 to 11 reported through October 
200S.

The specialized baits for coyotes 
are made of fish meal. The vanilla- 
lla\ored bait for gray foxes is made 
ol' dog-l'ood and molasses. Encased 
in each bait are 2 milliliters of oral 
rabies \ accine. “The vaccine cannot 
cause rabies in people or animals,” 
Ocrtli said.

Because baits contain a bio­
logical agent and are less likely to 
be eaten by wildlife if people touch 
them, baits should not be handled.

The brown baits, measuring 1 % 
by I '/i by >4 inches, are marked with 
a DSIIS toll-free number, 1-877- 
722-6725, people may call for infor­
mation.

“(letting pets vaccinated against 
rabies by a veterinarian as required 
by law is still essential to preventing 
the spread of rabies,” Oertli said. He 
added that a domestic animal’s ra­
bies vaccination can be safely given 
even if the animal recently ate an 
oral rabies vaccine bait.

AUSTIN, Texas -  Unfortunately 
traffic congestion, stressed drinking 
-water systems, overloaded waste- 
water treatment plants, and flooding 
events are all too common experi­
ences.

The Texas Section of the Ameri­
can Society of Civil Engineers 
(ASCE) Monday released its 2008 
Texas Infrastructure Report Card 
Update, which assigned the state’s 
infrastructure a cumulative grade of 
C- in 13 infrastructure areas -  roads 
and highways, bridges, transit, avia­
tion, schools, drinking water, waste- 
water, dams, solid waste, hazardous 
waste, navigable waterways, flood 
control and energy.

The purpose of the 2008 report 
card update is to help continue to 
raise public awareness of the im­
portance of a dependable and welE 
maintained infrastructure.

This infrastructure is essential 
for our public health, quality of life 
and serves as a foundation for eco­
nomic growth in the state. These 
three infrastructure areas were cho­
sen for re-evaluation to help pro­
vide background and support for 
the upcoming legislative session 
and due to the growing demand on 
our transportation infrastructure, the 
recent catastrophic bridge failures 
with the concerns these have raised 
and the significant threat to the gen­
eral public should a high hazard dam 
fail. Previous grades of the condition 
of Texas’s transit, aviation, schools, 
drinking water systems, wastewater, 
solid waste, hazardous waste, navi­
gable waterways, flood control and 
energy were used with the three up­
dated grades to calculate the 
cumulative grade of C-.

“The health, safety and welfare 
of our residents is tied directly to the 
condition and quality of our state’s in­
frastructure” said Ricky J. Bourque, 
P.E., president of the Texas Section 
of the American Society of Civil En­
gineers. "This dismal grade indicates 
the below average condition of many 
infrastructure systems in Texas. Not 
only is our infrastructure currently 
being under funded based on cur­
rent needs, but at present levels of 
investment we will eontinue to fall 
further and further behind unless we 
take action to close the funding gap.

If Texas wants to grow eeonomically 
and maintain our quality of life, in­
vestment into infrastrueture needs to 
be a higher priority.”

The 2008 update focused on 
three areas from the 2004 report 
card -  Texas’s roads and highways, 
bridges and dams in terms of condi­
tion and performance, capacity ver­
sus need, and funding versus need.

Road and Highways -  D 
(reduced from C- in 2004)
The Texas Transportation Com­

mission can fund less than 40 per­
cent of projects deemed worthy and 
cost-effective, and this situation is 
often a direct result of inequities in 
the re-distribution of Federal gaso­
line taxes to states where drivers log 
higher numbers of vehicle miles. The 
construction cost index increased by 
66 percent over the past five years. 
The 2009 Texas Legislature should 
work on addressing the current lack 
of funding to avoid further degrada­
tion of roads and highways in Texas.

Bridges - B-
(increased from C- in 2004)
Texas has 49,829 bridges. Of 

these, 11,336 are considered non­
sufficient: i.e. structurally deficient, 
functionally obsolete, or sub-stari- 
dard. The number of non-sufficient 
bridges is decreasing by an average 
of 218 bridges per year.

For the 5-year period between 
2001 and 2006, TxDOT has made 
significant progress in the improve­
ment of bridges and has made steady 
progress towards reaching its goal of 
having 80 percent of our bridges suf­
ficient by September 2011.

However, at current inventory 
levels, the state still needs to im­
prove 274 bridges per year to reach 
its goal. Recent large reductions in 
maintenance and replacement/reha- 
bilitation expenditures could easily 
disrupt progress and extended pe­
riods of budget cuts could reverse 
progress as many bridges continue 
to reach their 50-year design life. * 

TxDOT’s goal of 80 percent 
sufficient bridges still leaves ap­
proximately 10,000 non-sufficient 
bridges.
Dams -  D- (remains same as 2004)

Texas currently lists 7,478 non- 
federal dams including 888 high 
hazard (probable loss of life) and 
799 significant hazard dams (poten­
tial loss of life).

Most high hazard dams do not

have regular inspections or mainte­
nance and the estimated cost for re­
pairs, in 2003, exceeded $710 million.

The owners must provide all 
funding because there are no dedi­
cated State or Federal funds.

While some dam owners have 
been able to fund rehabilitation proj­
ects, the number of structures im­
proved each year represents only a 
very small percentage of the dams in 
Texas.

In 2007, the Texas Dam Safety 
program only received $590,601 
that was used primarily for inspec­
tions. In 2008 the program received 
$666,549. Although the Dam Safety 
Program has increased the number 
of annual inspections and new rules 
will be enacted in 2008, the program 
still lacks the funding needed to en­
sure the safe construction, mainte­
nance, repair, or removal of dams in 
the State of Texas.

Although the state has made 
significant investments many areas, 
most infrastructure areas are still in 
need of substantial investments for 
repairs, rehabilitation and expansion 
in order to provide quality service to 
the state’s growing population. Based 
on the 2004 report card and the 2008 
update, the greatest needs remain 
in schools, drinking water, dams(no 
change), navigable waterways, flood 
control and now road and highway 
infrastructure, which were assigned 
a poor grade of “D or below.”

The 2008 Texas Infrastructure 
Report Card Update follows the na­
tional 2005 Report Card for Ameri­
ca’s Infrastructure, which assigned 
our nation’s infrastructure a cumula­
tive grade of “D” for 15 infrastruc­
ture areas - aviation, bridges, dams, 
drinking water, energy, hazardous 
waste, nayigable waterways, pub­
lic parks and recreation, rail, roads, 
schools, security, solid waste, transit 
and wastewater.

The national assessment shows 
that our nation’s roads, bridges, 
drinking water systems, schools and 
other public works continue to de­
teriorate and Texas is no exception, 
suffering from aging infrastructure 
and the need for federal, state and 
local funds to bring the state’s infra­
structure to an adequate condition. 
ASCE stands ready to be a resource 
for Texas’ infrastructure needs.

Investment in our state’s infra­
structure at this critical time will pro­
vide short term economic benefits 
and help ensure a long term quality 
of life for all the residents of Texas.

While traveling in adjoining 

counties, you may have noticed 
signs, especially blue with white 
numbers, hanging from fences or 
gates in rural areas, denoting the 
resident's 911 Emergency Address.

Crockett County 911 emergen­
cy address signs are now available 
at a normal cost through the Crock­
ett Soil & Water Conservation Dis­
trict.

Since it is sometimes not pos­
sible for emergency staff, law en­
forcement. electric cooperatives and 
other services to be familiar with 
names of ever ranch or landowner 
in the county, having uniform signs 
at gates or home entrances may cut 
minutes from response time, per­
haps even saving a life.

"We feel that the sale of these 
signs will greatly enhance the 
safety and security of the landown­
ers we serve. Quick response to an 
emergency might help save a life or 
critical minutes gained in the event

of any tragedy," said Paul C. Pemer 
III, board chainnan.

The Board of Directors agreed 
that it would be beneficial if emer­
gency personnel were looking for 
uniform signs rather than each land- 
owner trying to build something on 
their own. As a promotional project 
for the SWCD any money that is 
earned goes back into local conser­
vation.

ORDER RESTRICTING 
OUTDOOR BURNING

The Commissioners' Court finds that circumstances 
present in all or part of the unincorporated area of the county 
create a public safety hazard that would be exacerbated by 
outdoor burning; and NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY 
ORDERED by the Commissioners' Court of Crockett County, 
Texas, that outdoor burning is restricted in Crockett County 
for 30 days from the date of adoption of this Order, unless the 
restrictions are tenninated earlier based on a determination 
made by the Texas Forest Service or this Court. This Order 
is adopted pursuant to Local Government Code 352.081, and 
other applicable statues. This Order does NOT prohibit out­
door burning activities related to public health and safety that 
are authorized by the Texas Natural Resources Commission 
for: (1) firefighter training; (2) public utility, natural gas pipe­
line or mining operations; (3) planting or harvesting or agri­
cultural crops; or (4) bums that are conducted by an approved 
Prescribed Burning Association, Natural Resource Conserva­
tion Service, the and/or Texas A&M Agricultural Experiment 
Station, or prescribed bum manager certified under Section 
153.048, Natural Resources Code, and meet the standards of 
Section 153.047, Natural Resources Code.

All bums shall be reported to the Crockett County 
Sheriffs Office (325) 392-2661 and the Fire Chief (325) 392- 
2626 prior to commencing, together with the name of the 
landowner, location involved and expert to be on hand.

This Order does NOT prohibit outdoor cooking in a 
properly contained area which is attended at all times.

In accordance with the Local Government Code 
352.081 (h), a violation of this Order is a Class C misdemean­
or, punishable by a fine not to exceed $500.
