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Graduates look to the future

Valedictorian 'voices his opinion'
during speech

His Valedictory address
started with a quote from
Thomas Jefferson and ended
with a standing ovation from
his fellow classmates.

During the Ozona High
School graduation ceremony
Friday at Lion Stadium, Ethan
Lamour English spoke on how
his class’s senior year has
been compared to a “roller-
coaster ride.”

English also stated how
“decisions made this year have
lowered the moral at Ozona
High School, but that the Class
of 2009 came together to find
success at Ozona High School.”

“In the last 17 to 18 years,
we have learned qualities and
developed character. We have
learned how to ask questions
and how to find the answers,”
he said. “While we are ended a
path in the growth of our edu-
cation, we are beginning an ad-
venture that is also a test com-
ing in ways unimaginable.”

English ended his speech
by reminding his classmates
to be strong in their faith.

“If you have a relationship

"with the Lord Jesus Christ,

that can carry you through
every situation you' face,” he
said.

He quoted Psalm 27, which
states “The Lord is my light
and my salvation-whom shall
I fear? The Lord is the strong-
hold of my life-of whom shall
I be afraid?”

“Success could mean one
more second of endurance,
one more phone call or one
more try,” English said.

After his speech, English
made a statement of how the
speech he gave was his origi-
nal Valedictorian speech that
was not approved by his prin-
cipal. He was told that the
sentence about the “decisions
made this year have lowered
moral at Ozona High School”
would harm the public’s per-
spective of English.

English said that this
speech was his opinion as a

“student at Ozona High School

and that it was the opinion of
most, if not all, of his fellow
students.

“This is how I felt about
myself and my classmates
due to the circumstances that
fell upon my class,” he said. “I
was taught to learn the truth,
to speak the truth and to do it

with absolute integrity.”

After the ceremony, Eng-
lish said that this statement
was not an attack on the ad-
ministration.

“I wanted to voice the per-
spective of the OHS students

to the community because we
tried it with our administra-
tion and we felt like we were
ignored. I was denied this op-
portunity, so I took the nec-
essary steps to see that my
rights were not denied and the

students' voices were heard,”
English said.

English also said that while
some decisions that were made
by local administration did
disappoint the students, but
there were more actions taken

by individuals not part of the
administration, such as the
UIL’s overreaction to postpon-
ing the UIL spring events due
to the HIN1 (swine flu) virus.

AUSTIN — Lawmakers spent
the last few days of the 140-
day 81st regular session of the
Texas Legislature maneuvering
to get their bills passed before
midnight, June 1.

House Democrats ate up
cnough of the clock with stall
tactics to prevent final passage
of the Republican-supported
“voter ID” bill that originated in
the state Senate.

Hundreds of other bills died
because of the slowdown, but
¢nd-of-session tactical slow-
downs are nothing new.

Also, to revive a floundering
bill, some members employed
the tactic of attaching the bill’s
language in the form of an
amendment to another piece of
“germane” legislation. Amend-
ments must be germane to
whatever legislation they are
attached. That is, they must
relate to the general subject of
the original proposition of a
bill.

Senators and House members
did accomplish their most im-
portant task. They put the fin-
ishing touches on and adopted
Senate Bill 1, the state budget

for 2010-2011.

STATE CAPITAL HIGHLIGHTS By Ed Sterling | Texas Press Assoclatlon

The budget, an estimated
$182 billion, gives the Texas
Department of Transportation
$17 billion with $6 billion of
that going for new road con-
struction.

Health and human services
increases 10 percent and in-
cludes funding to improve state
schools and centers operated
by the Texas Department of Ag-
ing and Disability Services.

“We’ve made a historical com-
mitment to assisting our citi-
zens with intellectual disabili-
ties,” said Sen. Steve Ogden,
chair of the budget-drafting
Senate Finance Committee.

“It is significant that we are
going, in this budget, to pro-
vide the funding necessary to
reform our state schools and
create many new alternatives,
thousands of alternatives, for
these most deserving citizens
to receive the help and the
treatment they need outside of
an institutional settlng," Ogden
said.

tional officers over the next two
years. :

eration in the final day of the
session, or call a special session
for a heavy makeover.
ACT AIDS WRONGFULLY
IMPRISONED

Gov. Perry on May 27 signed
into law HB 1736, the Tim Cole
Act, legislation increasing lump
sum compensation paid to vic-
tims of wrongful imprisonment
from $50,000 to $80,000 for
each year of imprisonment.

The bill also requires the state
to make monthly payments to
the exonerated individual for
life, and pay up to 120 hours
of tuition and fees at career
centers or state institutions of
higher education. Exonerees
also qualify for state-provided
services to ease re-entry and
reintegration into society.

I learned a lot about lawn and grass care while working in Bermuda grass research at the University. One of the most impor-
tant things is you start working or preparing for a beautiful yard way in advance, waiting till the last minute will take a lot more
effort, time and money and it will still not be as beautiful. Leaving the grass a little longer in the winter helps protect it and makes
for faster growth or recovery in the spring. Proper watering and fertilization in the late fall is important. Early spring watering
and fertilization and when and how short you cut the grass will help your yard stay greener longer and help it withstand those
hot summer days. Actually what is below ground or the root system can be more important than what you see above ground.

If you can’t molv%our problem informally with the county
appraisal district (CAD) staff, you may have your case heard by
the appraisal review board (ARB).

The ARB is an independent board of citizens that reviews prob-
lems with isals or other concems listed above. It has the
power to the CAD to make the necessary changes to solve
problems. If you file a written request for an ARB hearing (called
a notice of protest) before the deadline, the ARB will set your
case for a hearing. You’ll receive written notice of the time, date
and place of the hearing. Ifneo&ssary,l;'nou may request a hearing
in the evening, Saturday or Sunday. Prior to your hearing, you
may ask to review the evidence the CAD will use to uphold their
determination. The CAD may ask you for a copy of the evidence
you plan to present. The hearing will be informal. You or a desig-
nated agent may appear in person to t evidence or you may
send notarized evidence for the to review at your hearing.
The CAD representative will present evidence about your case.
You may cross-examine the CAD representative. The ARB will
make its decision based on the evidence presented. The CAD has
the burden of establishing the property’s value by a preponderance

of the evidence presented. In certain protests where the owner has
submitted an i nt appraisal before the hearing, the chief
appraiser has the burden of proving the property’s value by clear
and convincing evidence. You can get a copy of a protest form

Note: You shouldn’t try to contact ARB members outside of the
hearing. The law requires ARB members to sign an affidavit
saying that they haven’t talked about your case before the ARB
hears it.

Review by the District Court or an Arbitrator

After it decides your case, the ARB must send you a copy of its
order by certified mail. If you’re not satisfied with the decision,
you have the right to appeal. If you choose to go to court, you must
start the process by filing a petition within 45 days of the date you
receive the ARB’s order. As an altemative and within the same
time period, you may file a request for binding arbitration with the
county appraisal district in certain cases. ‘

Tax Payment

You must pay either the amount of taxes due on the portion of
the taxable value not in dispute or the amount of taxes due on the
property under the order from which the appeal is taken.
