OHS students listen to President's back-lo-school speech

Watching President Ba-
rack Obama’s back-to-school
address wasn’t what many of
the Ozona High School stu-
dents wanted to do Tuesday
morning.

However, Principal Ben-
ny Granger and many of the
high school teachers felt that
students should hear the
President’s message about
the importance of staying in
school and furthering their
education.

In Tamara McWilliams’
AP English class, students lis-
tened as Obama challenged
the nation's students to take
pride and ownership in their
education — and stick with it
even if they don't like every
class or must overcome tough
circumstances at home.

"Every single one of you
has something that you're
good at. Every single one of
you has something to offer,"
Obama told students at Wake-
field High School in suburban
Arlington, Va., and children
watching his speech on tele-
vision in schools across the

McWilliams said she felt
that it was important for stu-
dents to hear his speech, es-
pecially the students in her
class that are seniors and
close to reaching voting age.

You need
to make informed decisions,”
she said.

said that today’s students
could be the next inventors
of the iPhone, new medicine
and vaccines, senators or Su-
preme Court justice but that
these goals could not be ful-
filled without participating in
school.

"There is no excuse for
not trying" he said in the
speech.

He said students must be
individually responsible for
their education, and that it's
important to work hard, pay

attention in school and
complete assignments.

"Whatever you resolve
to do, I want you to com-
mit to it,” Obama said.
"The truth is, being suc-
cessful is hard. You won't
love every subject that
you study. You won't click
with every teacher that
you have."

"At the end of the day,
we can have the most ded-
icated teachers, the most
supportive parents and
the best schools in the
world, and none of it will
matter unless all of you
fulfill your responsibili-
ties," the president said.

At the end of his
speech, McWilliams asked if
their was anything the presi-
dent said in the last 20 min-
utes that they disagreed with,
found offensive or was out
of line. None of the students
made a comment.

“The great thing about
our country is that we don’t
have to agree with what he
(Obama) says or vote for him
again,” McWilliams said.

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Ever since I started working at
the Small Business Development
Center, I have had a lot of my
friends walk up to me and say,
“Hey Pedro, I have this great idea
for a business, but what’s the
first thing I should do?”

The fact of the matter is that
businesses come in all shapes
and sizes, yet the process of de-
ciding whether or not to start it
is very similar. Over my next few
articles, I will address this pro-
cess and walk you step by step
through starting your own busi-
ness.

The first step is to know what
you want to start. The idea can
come from various sources:

friends, family,
business part-
ners, custom-
ers, the inter-
net, or simply
by driving past
a similar busi-
ness in another
city. The main
idea is to do
something that

mately have to spend those long
hours trying to make sure the
business succeeds. If you do not
have some affinity for the busi-
ness, then the odds of it flour-
ishing are reduced.

The second step is to deter-
mine what you already have
to start the business. In other
words, what assets or resourc-
es do you possess that will help
start and sustain the business?
If you are planning to start a
hair salon, perhaps you have am-
ple experience within the in-
dustry, own your own groom-
ing equipment and have a base
of customers. If you are starting
a website design company, you

may already possess the neces-
sary training and equipment to
work on customer websites. By
determining your resources you
are effectively comparing your
strengths and assets to the func-
tions that the business requires.
The third step is to see where
the holes are. What are the items
that you lack to get the business
going? Most of the time individ-
uals only consider items such
as money, equipment, a location
and other tangible assets when
looking for holes. The truth of
the matter is that technical ex-
pertise and business knowledge
are very important as well. While

the technical process of deliver-
ing a service or good, they may
lack knowledge in the areas of
marketing, accounting, financial
planning or other management
oriented areas. Without these
items a business may get started,
but its success is not secure.

In order to compensate for
these areas of need, a person
must either learn the necessary
skills themselves or outsource
them via an accountant, attor-
ney, bookkeeper or another ex-
pert in the area of need. An alter-
native to outsourcing is engaging
in a partnership with other enti-
ties or individuals to provide you
with these expertise.

“RED SNAPPER FISHING
- RESULTS IN FINES

Red snapper reportedly is a
main target of charter boats,
and it is one of the most over-
fished resources in the Gulf
of Mexico. In 2003, a federal
moratorium was placed on
permits to limit access to the
fishery in an effort to maintain
sustainability of red snapper.

The National Oceanographic
and Atmospheric Administra-
tion's law enforcement arm

Department agents conducted
a yearlong undercover opera-
tion that resulted in more than
$100,000 in charges against
Texas-based owners and opera-
tors of seven charter boats.

Undercover agents and inves-
tigators documented violations
on each vessel for operating
without federal charter boat
moratorium permits.

Since this moratorium, the
only way to obtain a permit
was to purchase one from an
existing holder. This has raised
the value of the permits, which
are valued today between
$8,000 and $10,000 according
to NOAA authorities.

RRC GETS FUNDING
FOR PROPANE VEHICLES

Railroad Commissioner
Michael Williams on Aug. 26
hailed news that a grant to pay
for 882 clean-burning propane
fueled vehicles to be added
to fleets operating at schools,
state agencies and local gov-
ernment entities.

In May, the Railroad Com-

agency - applied for American_
Recovery and Reinvestment
Act funding through the U.S.
Department of Energy's Clean”
Cities grant program.

The Commission was award-
ed $12.6 million, with a
match of $37.7 mil-
lion from the grant
participants, for the
purchase of 245
propane school
buses and 637
light- and medi-
um-duty propane
trucks, vans and
cars. The total
project is
$50.4 mil-
lion.

celebration at the German Fm-
bassy when Konrad Adanauer
of Germany had died. Roy fol-
lowed the German example
and was praised later for han-
dling the event so well.

When the fishing party
finally returned to Conakry,
they discovered a long line of
Guineans streaming into the
embassy to sign a condolence
book, placed under a photo-
graph of President Kennedy
draped in black. The ambas-
sador nearly fainted when he
heard the news. The Guin-
eans, as well as most Africans,
revered President Kennedy
because he had been the first
world leader to recognize the
independence of the emerging
Aftican nations as they shed
colonial rule.

Despite all the hardships
experienced in Conakry, the
capital of Guinea, Roy was
able to travel around the re-
gion quite extensively. During
this time, he collected some
African artifacts, which are
on display in the glass case
at the library. Most of them
are old but a good mend, Lap
Ngo, was posted there with his

-wife, an embassy employee, in

the 1980s. Mr. Ngo is an artist
and enjoyed capturing life in

~Guinea on canvas. His paint-

ing of an African village with
the herdsmen bringing in the
cattle at dusk is on display.
Another  picture, ‘this time
carved in wood, is of a village
chief under an umbrella held
by his retainers. To be pro-
tected under an umbrella in
the hot African sun is a sign
of respect for the important
person being shaded.

Brief Explanatory Statements of Proposed

Constitutional Amendments
Special Election November 3, 2009

PROPOSITION 1

HJR 132 would amend the consti-
tution to authorize the legislature
to allow a municipality or a county
to issue bonds and notes to finance
the purchase of buffer areas or open
spaces adjacent to military instal-
lations. The buffer areas would be
used to prevent encroachment or to
construct roadways utilities, or other
infrastructure to protect or promote
the mission of the military instal-
lation. The municipality or county
may pledge increases in ad valorem
tax revenues for repayment of the
bonds or notes.

The proposed amendment would
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment au-
thorizing the financing, including
through tax increment financing,
of the acquisition by municipali-
ties and counties of buffer areas or
open spaces adjacent to a military
installation for the prevention of en-
croachment or for the construction
of roadways, utilities, or other infra-
structure to protect or promote the
mission of the military installation.”

PROPOSITION 2

HJR 36 would amend the constitu-
tion to authorize the legislature to
provide for the taxation of a resi-
dence homestead solely on the basis
of the property’s value as a residence
homestead, regardless of whether
the property may have a higher value
if it were used for other purposes.

The proposed amendment would ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amendment authoriz-
ing the legislature to provide for the
ad valorem taxation of a residence
homestead solely on the basis of
the property’s value as a residence
homestead.”

PROPOSITION 3

HJR 36 would amend the constitu-
tion to require the legislature to pro-
vide for the administration and en-
forcement of uniform standards and
procedures for appraisal of property
for ad valorem tax purposes.

The proposed amendment would ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amendment providing
for uniform standards and proce-
dures for the appraisal of property
for ad valorem tax purposes.”

PROPOSITION 4

HJR 14 would amend the constitu-
tion to establish the national research
university fund to provide a source
of funding that will enable emerging
research universities in this state to
develop into major research univer-
sities. The amendment would re-
quire the legislature to dedicate state
revenue to the fund and to transfer
the balance of the existing higher ed-
ucation fund to the national research
university fund. This amendment
would further require the legislature
to establish the criteria by which a
state university may become eligible
to receive and use distributions from
the fund.

The proposed amendment would ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amendment establish-
ing the national research university
fund to enable emerging research
universities in this state to achieve
national prominence as major re-
search universities and transferring
the balance of the higher education
fund to the national research univer-
sity fund.”

PROPOSITION 5

HJR 36 would amend the constitu-
tion to authorize the legislature to
allow for a single appraisal review
board for two or more adjoining ap-
praisal entities that elect to provide
for consolidated reviews of tax ap-
praisals.

The proposed amendment would ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amendment autho-
rizing the legislature to authorize a
single board of equalization for two
or more adjoining appraisal entities
that elect to provide for consolidated
equalizations.”

PROPOSITION 6

HJR 116 would amend the constitu-

tion to authorize the Veterans’ Land
Board to issue general obligation
bonds, subject to certain constitu-
tional limits, for the purpose of sell-
ing land and providing home or land
mortgage loans to veterans of the
state.

The proposed amendment would ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amendment authoriz-
ing the Veterans’ Land Board to issue
general obligation bonds in amounts
equal to or less than amounts previ-
ously authorized.”

PROPOSITION 7

HJR 127 would amend the constitu-
tion to allow an officer or enlisted
member of the Texas State Guard or
other state militia or military force to
hold other civil offices.

The proposed amendment would ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amendment to allow
an officer or enlisted member of the
Texas State Guard or other state mi-
litia or military force to hold other
civil offices.”

PROPOSITION 8

HJR 7 would amend the constitution
to authorize the state to contribute
money, property, and other resources
for the establishment, maintenance,
and operation of veterans’ hospitals
in this state.

The proposed amendment would ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amendment authoriz-
ing the state to contribute money,
property, and other resources for the
establishment, maintenance, and op-
eration of veterans hospitals in this
state.”

PROPOSITION 9

HJR 102 would define what is a
state-owned public beach. The pub-
lic, individually and collectively,
would have an unrestricted right
to use and a right of ingress to and
egress from a public beach. The
amendment would authorize the leg-
islature to enact laws to protect these
rights.

The proposed amendment would ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amendment to protect
the right of the public, individually
and collectively, to access and use

the public beaches bordering the sea-
ward shore of the Gulf of Mexico.”

PROPOSITION 10

HJR 85 would amend the constitu-
tion to authorize the legislature to
provide that members of the govern-
ing board of an emergency services
district may serve terms not to ex-
ceed four years.

The proposed amendment would ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amendment to provide
that elected members of the govern-
ing boards of emergency services
districts may serve terms not to ex-
ceed four years.”

PROPOSITION 11

HJR 14 would amend the
constitution to provide that the tak-
ing of private property for public use
(“eminent domain’) is authorized
only if it is for the ownership, use,
and enjoyment of the property by the
State, its political subdivisions, the
public at large, or by entities granted
the power of eminent domain, or
for the removal of urban blight. The
amendment would prohibit the tak-
ing of private property for transfer
to a private entity for the purpose
of economic development or to in-
crease tax revenues. The amend-
ment would also limit the legisla-
ture’s authority to grant the power of
eminent domain in the future unless
it is approved by a two-thirds vote
of all the members elected to each
house.

The proposed amendment would
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment to
prohibit the taking, damaging, or
destroying of private property for
public use unless the action is for the
ownership, use, and enjoyment of
the property by the State, a political
subdivision of the State, the public at
large, or entities granted the power
of eminent domain under law or for
the elimination of urban blight on a
particular parcel of property, but not
for certain economic development
or enhancement of tax revenue pur-
poses, and to limit the legislature ’s
authority to grant the power of emi-
nent domain to an entity.”
