School board should sponsor
state texthook committee

~ Ithough there has
been widespread
condemnation of the
Texas State Board of
Education for re-writ-
ing history and subjecting

Texans to a host of ridicule, =

ultimately it is your school
board, the Crockett Coun-
ty CCSD that has the respon-
sibility under the Texas Ed-
ucation Code (Section 31) to
decide our children’s instruc-
tional materials.

The Texas Association of
School Boards (TASB) is ac-
cepting resolutions to guide
the policy for our 1235
school boards for its upcom-
ing September Annual Meet-
ing. Aside from local text
selection, the boards could
form, their own statewide
textbook selection commit-
tee choosing members who
both have the requisite grad-
uate degree in the relevant
field and who assert they
have no political agenda. So
far only one district has ad-
dressed this, but perhaps the
Crockett County CCSD will
CO-SpoNsor us.

Our district, which did
take action, is not part of a
large metro, minority or “lib-
eral” area. Aransas County
ISD, approximately 450 miles
East of Ozona, serves 26,500
mostly conservative and Re-
publican constituents. “Mak-
ing waves” in this reserved
coastal community is gener-
ally done by dolphins that
swim by our inlets and peli-
cans splashing for fish.

As a parent, attorney, and
school board member, I intro-
duced the following: “TASB
strongly condemns The Tex-
as State Board of Education
for injecting politics, whether
it be liberal or conservative,
Democrat or Republican, into
curriculum selection. Utiliz-
ing recognized experts, the
SBOE should adopt a formal
and politically neutral curric-
ulum selection process.”

Board member Bill Rive-
ra stated the most common
objection to my resolution.
“There will always be politics,
you can’t stop it”. This awoke
my 17-year-old son Huey,
who during the indolent days
between his May graduation
and his start at the University
of Texas is often still asleep
at board meeting time. Huey
explained that it’s not just

some pol-
itics, but a
wholesale re-
vision.

04 A Crash Course

I should be pushing up daisies in some
bone orchard right now after having flown
on hundreds of flights piloted by auction-
eers, cattle buyers, stocker operators and
feedlot owners. I'd be’in good company
because there have been enough coun-
try western singers, auctioneers, rodeo
announcers and cowboys die in airplane
crashes that you could put together an im-
pressive Plane Crash Cowboy Hall of Fame.

If you've never flown in a small plane, all
pilots are supposed to go over a checklist
before they take off. (The guys I flew with
were too busy bidding on cattle to go over
a checklist.) If you're ever a passenger on
Cowboy Airlines here’s a 13 point checklist
that you as a passenger should go over,
even if your pilot doesn’t.

#1 Count the Props- There should be at
least one, but two is better. If your coffin-
on-wheels has no props it is either missing
one, and therefore should not be flown,
or it is a jet. If it’s a jet immediately hire a
pilot. At least one, but two is better.

#2 Count the wheels-There should be at
least three, preferably two of which are filled
with air. I prefer the wheels not retract, al-

though this will slow you down.at least your;

cowboy pilot won’t have to remember to put
the wheels down prior to landing.

#3 Go to the bathroom- Don’t drink a
Big Gulp or a 32 ounce soda before taking
off in a plane where the only restroom is
the cup your soda came in. The pilot isn’t
going to land just cause you have to tinkle.

I learned this the hard
way and by the time we
landed my eyes were
permanently crossed and
I've walked funny ever
since.

#4 Take note of where
the plane is parked- If
you've ever been to a
big casino in Vegas you

the front door to send

: rollers gamble there. It’s

the same at airports: the
pilot/gambler’s good rigs are parked up
close. If you have to walk more than a mile
out to your airplane, or it is hidden behind
a bunch of wrecked Forest Service bomb-
ers, just say you forgot something back at
the car, leave, and don’t come back.

#5 Make sure the radio works- It should
NOT be tuned to Golden Oldies or a coun-
try.station. And Rush Limbaugh won’t be
muich help in ¢ase of emergericy. :

#6 File;a-flight plan:-You .should at least;
let someone know where you are headed
so that they’ll be able to find the wreckage
and have a body for your funeral.

#7 Ask questions- Due to liability is-
sues, manufacturers did not make small
airplanes for many years, so don’t be
surprised if the plane you are in is 30 years

-

old. But if the names Orville or Wilbur are
carved into the dashboard get out and

_ walk. RUN if the combined age of the pilot

and the plane is over 100 years. Also, ask
your estimated time of arrival. If the pilot
says, “I'll have you on the ground in two
hours,” ask him or her to be more specific.

#8 Ask to see the maintenance records
of the airplane- If the pilot says, “What’s
that?” I'd advise you take the train.

-+ #9 Pack a'lunch- Just like on airplanes
- “with names like United painted on their

sides, there is no service in small planes ei-

« ther. The food you bring along could come
“in handy if the rescue party can’t find you.

Assuming, of course, you survive the crash.

#10 Check the gas- From personal experi-
ence just let me say that banging on the
gas gauges does not put more fuel in the
tanks when you need it. :

#11 Take something to puke in- You are
not going to want to ruin your felt Stetson,
and straw hats leak, so pack a big five gal-
lon trash bag to bury your head in.

#12 Take a “CRASH” course in learning
to fly- Okay, so that’s not a good choice of
words. But you should have the pilot téa¢h

Governor protests EPA’s disapproval of Texas® clean air plan

AUSTIN — The U.S Environ-
mental Protection Agency on
June 30 announced its final dis-
approval of the flexible permit
program the Texas Commission
on Environmental Quality had
submitted two weeks earlier for
inclusion in its clean-air plan.

The EPA said Texas’ pro-
gram, which has been in effect
for 16 years, does not meet
several national Clean Air Act
requirements meant to protect
public health and thre environ-
ment. That is because it allows
companies to avoid certain
federal clean air requirements
by lumping emissions from
multiple units at a plant under
a single “cap” rather than set-
ting specific emission limits for
individual pollution sources.
Individual pollution sources
can be defined as each separate
smokestack.

The EPA said its decision will
force some 125 refineries and
petrochemical plants to invest
millions of dollars to get new
permits, but the decision did not
come as.a surprise to Texas or
the industries. EPA regional direc-
tor Al Armendariz for months
warned that he would disapprove

the permits if Texas did not com-
ply with the Clean Air Act.

Gov. Rick Perry called the
EPA’s action “irresponsible and
heavy-handed” because it “not
only undermines Texas’ suc-
cessful clean air programs, but
threatens thousands of Texas
jobs, families, businesses and
communities throughout our
state. It will also likely curtail
energy supplies and increase
gasoline prices nationwide.”

GREENS MAY CERTIFY
CANDIDATES

The Texas Supreme Court on
July 2 ruled the Green Party of
Texas may certify candidates
for the November general elec-
tion ballot.

The Texas Democratic
Party filed a lawsuit to stop
the certification of Green Party
candidates, alleging “secretly-
funded petitions gathered for
the Green Party by an out of
state non-profit corporation

.constituted an illegal corporate

contribution.” Official filings
show the Green Party received
$532,000 in corporate money.

She
will be with a team of oth-
er teachers and missionar-
ies with TeachOverseas. They
will travel as a team and live
together as team e

TeachOverseas is a unique
interdenominational minis-

mer and year-long programs
teaching conversational Eng-
lish.

Each year, the organiza-
tion trains and ‘'sends hun-
dreds of Christians to teach
in: China, Czech Republic,
Hungary, Kazakhstan, Kyr-
gyzstan, North Africa, Russia,
Slovakia and Vietnam.

“I really liked that it is
Christian-based, but not de-
nominational. I like that you
go with a team and not by
yourself, so does my mom. I
like that they handle a lot of
the paperwork to make sure
everything is completed cor-
rectly and on time. I just re-

erbated by outdoor burning; and NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS
HEREBY ORDERED by the Commissioners' Court of Crockett
County, Texas, that outdoor burning is restricted in Crock-
ett County for 30 days from the date of adoption of this
Order, unless the restrictions are terminated earlier based
on a determination made by the Texas Forest Service or
this Court. This Order is adopted pursuant to Local Govern-
ment Code 352.081, and other applicable statues. This Or-
der does NOT prohibit outdoor burning activities related to
public health and safety that are authorized by the Texas
Natural Resources Commission for: (1) firefighter training;
(2) public utility, natural gas pipeline or mining operations;
(3) planting or harvesting or agricultural crops; or (4) burns
that are conducted by an approved Prescribed Burning As-
sociation, Natural Resource Conservation Service, the and/
or Texas A&M Agricultural Experiment Station, or prescribed
burn manager certified under Section 153.048, Natural Re-
sources Code, and meet the standards of Section 153.047,
Natural Resources Code.

All burns shall be reported to the Crockett County
Sheriff's Office (325) 392-2661 and the Fire Chief (325) 392-
2626 prior to commencing, together with the name of the
landowner, location involved and expert to be on hand.

This Order does NOT prohibit outdoor cooking in a
properly contained area which is attended at all times.

In accordance with the Local Government Code
352.081 (h), a violation of this Order is a Class C misde-
meanor, punishable by a fine not to exceed $500.
