Editor's note: This is the first
of three stories on the political
map of Texas going into the No-
vember elections — a collabora-
tive reporting effort between The
Texas Tribune and the El Paso
Times.

Both campaigns are guard-
ed about their strategy. Both say
they are reaching out to voters in
all parts of the state. But politi-
cal scientists and analysts share
more targeted strategies for each
candidate's path to victory.

Those analysts say White
would need to boost voter-turn-
out among minorities, mini-
mize his losses irr large Repub-
lican-dominated suburbs and
maintain margins of at least 70
percent of the vote along the
border for a chance to beat Per-
ry. He might also have to exploit
possible dissatisfaction with a
nearly 10-year governor during

a year that has led to the oust-
ing of some incumbent politi-
cians across the country.

A University of Texas/Tex-
as Tribune poll in May showed
that 39 percent of voters sur-
veyed were not satisfied with
Perry's job performance and
another 16 percent neither ap-
proved nor disapproved of his
leadership.

AUSTIN — Out-of-work
Texans will have until Nov. 27
to qualify for unemployment
benefits, the Texas Workforce
Commission reported July 23.

This is thanks to passage of
the Unemployment Compensa-
tion Extension Act of 2010 by
Congress on July 22. President
Obama signed the act into law
without delay.

About 150,000 Texans had
exhausted their unemployment
benefits, the Texas Workforce
Commission said.

According to the U.S. Depart-
ment of Labor, the federal
government’s basic extended
benefits program provides up
to 13 additional weeks of ben-
efits when a state is experienc-
ing high unemployment.

The national unemployment
rate was 9.5 percent for the
month of June. Texas' unem-
ployment rate was 8.2 percent
that month.

MILESTONE ARREST IS MADE
Texas Attorney General Greg
Abbott announced that as of
July 13, his office’s Fugitive
and Cyber Crimes units had
combined for more than 2,000

arrests in the last seven years.

“Thanks to the hard work
and perseverance of these
dedicated peace officers, more
than 2,000 criminals have
been taken off the streets and
held accountable for their un-
lawful conduct,” Abbott said
on July 22.

moderate Republican women in
East Texas.

Democrats are hoping to at-
tract Republicans who did not
vote for Perry in past elections.
They will try to target voters
who preferred independent can-
didate Carole Keeton Strayhorn
in 2006 or U.S. Sen. Kay Bailey
Hutchison this year during the
Republican primary.

Hewitt says moderate Re-
publican women are important
because they are more willing to
switch parties than men if they
are not satisfied.

“He has to flip some moderate
Republican women to win. End of
story,” he says. “If he just gets the
typical Democrat vote and they
get the typical Republican vote, he
loses, no doubt about it.”

Hewitt says the strategy to
oust Perry is not far-fetched af-
ter drops in housing values, in-
creases in unemployment, a
projected budget shortfall and a
rise in college tuition costs.

“Moderate Republicans are
going to say 'why not? Could
it get any worse? Why not give
him a shot?” Hewitt says.

The state's leading Republi-

. cans say that will not happen.

__ Chris  Turner, -a Republi-
~ can strategist, equates the 2008
presidential election to his par-
ty'simost difficult year since the
Watergate scandal. But Turn-
er notes.that Democrats still
lost in Texas despite a “highly
charismatic” presidential can-
didate, a Republican base that
was turned off and divided and
an influx of minority voters re-
locating to the state from Loui-
siana after Hurricane Katrina.

“It was basically the per-
fect storm for Democrats, and
Republicans still won by 10
points statewide on average,”
Turner says. “You can't predict
the weather tomorrow, and you
can't predict the stock market
five minutes from now, but it's
pretty safe to assume that 2010
is going to be a better year for
Republicans than 2008.”

Perry, who successfully po-
. sitioned himself as a Washing-
ton; D:C:;outsider-in-a-primary
election "against Hutchison and
insurgent candidate Debra Med-
ina, has an easier campaign task
before him as he seeks to win
reelection to an unprecedented
third four-year term.

Strategists say he needs to
keep Republican margins steady
in growing suburban areas, min-
imize his losses along the border
without stirring up too much in-
terest in the race and find a way
to secure Republicans in East
Texas where he has traditional-
ly been weaker.

The governor has already
begun efforts that seem to sig-
nal moves in that direction.

He continues to hammer
away at the anti-Washington
sentiment that helped him de-
feat Hutchison, this time in an
attempt to tie White to any dis-
appointment voters may have
with Democratic incumbents on
. the national stage.

Perry is also playing a bal-
ancing act between Latinos and
Tea Party voters over the hot
button issue of immigration.

Neither group is a sure lock for
the Republican Party. Latinos in
Texas tend to vote Democrat-
ic and rally around causes that
they perceive as discriminato-
ry. Tea Party activists, many who
support Arizona's new immigra-
tion law, may not vote for a Dem-
ocrat but could steer support to
a third candidate or stay home.

NOT YET BLUE
On average, statewide Dem-
ocrats only carried 33 counties
in 2008, down from 76 in 1998,
according to an analysis of elec-

tion returns by the El'Paso Times

and The Texas Tribune.

The Times and the Tri-
bune examined vote margins
for Democrats and Republicans
in contested statewide races.
Candidates who ran unopposed
or faced nominal challenges
from third parties were exclud-
ed from the analysis to avoid
skewed margins.

But it doesn't matter how
many counties are won. What's
more important is how many
votes each party received in
those counties.

It may seem, from looking
at election maps, that the Dem-
ocrats are losing ground, but
they simply consolidated their
support in populous urban ar-
eas. In 1998, the statewide Dem-
ocratic ticket prevailed in less-
populous counties in West
Texas and East Texas, for exam-

ple, but lost in Dallas and Harris

counties. That trend changed in
2008 when Democrats won Har-
ris and Dallas counties but lost
in smaller counties in West Tex-
as and East Texas.

Put another way, Democrats
won counties in 1998 that ac-
counted for roughly 20 percent
of the statewide vote. The coun-
ties they won in 2008 represent-
ed nearly 45 percent of the vote
across Texas. Still, they lost state-
wide both times.

Turner: says no one can
question that the opposing par-
ty is making gains of two, three
and four percent in urban coun-
ties. But he says Democrats are
lying to themselves if they think
they can win the state's highest
office this year.

“I have a fun test ‘We go
around to a rural district [and]
pop into a Wal-Mart, and I'll stroll
down to the ammo aisle,” Turner
says. “If all the .38 caliber and .45
caliber ammo is gone, then that
is a district the Republican is go-
ing to win. Frankly, if you go to
East and West Texas, the shelves
are empty.”

Former Texas Governor Mark
White beat a Republican incum-
bent in 1982 to serve as gover-
nor from 1983 to 1987. That year
Democrats swept the statewide
ballot, taking a U.S. Senate seat
and winning races for lieutenant
governor, attorney general and
comptroller, among others.

But Mark White argues that
the ruling party does not matter
if a candidate runs a good cam-
paign. “I don't think anybody had
more of an uphill battle than I
did,” he says. Political pundits
“never gave me a chance to win
in any of my elections.”

Mark White says that Tex-
ans are more worried about the
gubernatorial candidate's plan
for the future than what party

he represents. He believes that
is where Bill White will stand out
against Perry. “Had we just run
on the basis of T'm a Democrat
and he's a Republican,' then I'm
not certain I would have succeed-
ed,” Mark White says of his 1982
win against then-Gov. Bill Clem-
ents.

Mark White lost a reelection
bid to Clements in 1986 and tried
to stage a comeback in 1990, but
Ann Richards won the nomina-
tion in the Democratic primary
election that year. Richards lat-
er beat Republican Clayton Wil-
liams in the general election.

Democrats have been trying
to reclaim the seat since Rich-
ards lost to George W. Bush in
1994. williams says that will be
difficult but doesn’t think it is
impossible. He says Richards
only made it to the governor's
mansion because she ran a bet-
ter campaign than he did.

“I kept telling jokes and get-
ting- myself in trouble. I think
Texas was even Republican
then,” says the Midland oilman
and banker. “My excuse is I've
never been in politics before
and I was a little naive.”

In ‘one instance during his
campaign, Williams compared
the weather to rape, saying, “if
it's inevitable, just relax and en-
joy it." He also fumbled the race

.after refusing to shake hands
with Richards during an event
in Dallas and admitting that he

had not paid taxes in 1986.
' Williams says the rise of the
Tea Party and Sarah Palin are in-

~dications that White will strug-

gle “in this election. He prais-
es Perry's job performance but
concedes that White is a “good
candidate.”

“He has been a good man,”
Williams said. “I proved I don't
know anything about politics,
but if you take the tide right
now, I don't see it changing. He
is swimming upstream.”

BATTLEGROUND AREAS
Twenty-five of the state's
counties make up about 70 per-
cent of the vote in a typical elec-
tion, an analysis of statewide
voting figures shows.
The . state's largest urban

i éounties ‘— Harris (Houston),

Dallas, Tarrant (Fort Worth),
Bexar (San Antonio), and Trav-
is (Austin) — provide the most
votes for both parties. Strate-
gists say that means the coun-
ties cannot be ignored, but they
may not necessarily determine
who wins the election.

Suburban counties outside
of Dallas and Houston could
play a larger role in deciding
which candidate will be the
state's next governor. “If you
drew an 80-mile circle around
the Metroplex and an 80-mile
circle around Houston — not
the cities but everybody else —
that is the group of people who
will decide this election,” Hewitt
says. “That and East Texas.”

At least five suburban coun-
ties — Collin, Denton, William-
son, Fort Bend and Montgomery
— will be receiving much atten-
tion from both candidates in the
coming months. Perry will work
to maintain the Republican hold
on the counties. White will try to
narrow the margins to make the
election more competitive. The

Democrat does not have to win
those Republican strongholds,
strategists say, he simply needs
to minimize his losses.

Voting tallies for all con-
tested statewide races assessed
by the Times and the Tribune
show that 10 years ago, three
out of four votes in Collin Coun-
ty went to the Republican Par-
ty. By 2008, the Republican Par-
ty received about 64 percent of
votes cast in all statewide con-
tested races there.

People with larger incomes
and higher levels of education
are more likely to turn out at
the polls, and voters who fit the
description are more likely to be
Anglo. Collin has an estimated
population of about 792,000, of
which 66 percent is Anglo. The
median household income is
$81,875. In Denton, the Republi-
can advantage fell from 72 per-
cent in 1998 to 63 percent a de-
cade later. About 68 percent of
Denton's population of 659,000
people is Anglo. The median
household income is $73,678,
according to 2008 estimates by
the Census bureau.

Those statistics should be of
concern to White, who in a UT/
Texas Tribune poll only drew
about 25 percent support from
Anglos, compared w1th Perry's
55 percent.

Richard Murray, a political
science professor at the Univer-
sity of Houston, says White has
to do a better job of appealing
to Anglo voters, who are expect-
ed to make up about 72 percent
of the total tally in November.

“Even though he is probably
going to do OK with the Hispan-
ics who vote and he likely will
get a very good percentage of the
African-American vote, he is not
anywhere near where he needs
to be with Anglos,” Murray says.

The Democratic Party will
also look to gain ground in Fort
Bend and Montgomery counties
near Houston and in Williamson
County outside of Austin. Wil-
liamson and Fort Bend counties
have each seen the migration
of more minorities from Austin
and Houston. Both are consid-
ered key battleground counties.

President Barack: .Obama

“came up nearly 5,000 votes short

in Fort Bend County in 2008, and
an analysis of the county shows
that statewide Republican candi-
dates in other races also main-
tained a slight overall edge.

Montgomery is the least
competitive of the five grow-
ing suburban counties. Repub-
licans on average landed about
three out of every four votes
in 2006 and 2008. Still, White
may be able to draw a few extra
votes there because of his time
as mayor of Houston.

“He may get 32 percent in-
stead of 22 percent, but there
are virtually no minority vot-
ers,” Murray says.

Murray says the suburban
vote will have a major impact
on the election, but rural voters
in East Texas cannot be ignored.
He also said the border will be
significant for its turnout. El
Paso and other border counties
make up about eight percent of

~ the overall vote, he says.

Voters along the border
primarily cast Democratic bal-
lots but often show up in lower

numbers than other parts of the
state.’ That means Perry must
try to'minimize his loss in coun-
ties like El Paso, but he does not
have to spend as much money
in those areas.

“He doesn't want to stir
things up too much from El Paso
to Brownsville,” Murray says.
“He will engage in the border re-
gion because he doesn't want
to lose 75 or 80 percent, but he
doesn't want to stir a whole lot
of interest. If he turns out four
voters, hell, three of them may
be voting against him.”

EAST AND WEST

Aside from the El Paso, most
of West Texas is losing popula-
tion and votes solidly Republi-
can. Strategists for each party
say more resources and atten-
tion should be focused on East
Texas where voters are consid-
ered more moderate.

They plan to start with vot-
ers who may have cast ballots
for Strayhorn or Hutchison.

«(Strayhorn, a former Repub-
lican state.comptroller, ran as an
independent candidate against
Perry in a six-person election
for governor. She came in third
with nearly 797,000 votes, most
of which  expectedly were si-
phoned away from Perry. Some
Democratic strategists will go
as far as’to say that those Stray-
horn voters are the only ones
that.will decide the election.

Others are more cautious.
Murray’ says Repubhcans have

been wmnmg in East Texas and

win again this election. But,
he says, the margin matters.

“Obama did terribly there.
You've obviously got to do
much better than the presiden-

‘tial'Democrat,” Murray says.

THE MINORITY VOTE

White will also have to con-
tinue reaching out to a Demo-
cratic base that includes Latino
and black voters. The problem
is that minorities vote in lower
numbers, strategists say. Lati-
nos make up about 36 percent
of the voting age population but
only 11 to 15 percent typically
vote. Some polit_ical consultants

Jjargue:that i increasing Latino vot-

enjtunowt is tooridifficult and
that White's money and time
would be better spent trying to
convert Republican voters.

Cuauhtémoc “Temo”
Figueroa, a political consultant
who served as the National La-
tino Vote Director for the 2008
Obama campaign, disagrees. He
says White should be trying to
tap all of the first-time or infre-
quent voters who turned out in
the presidential election to in-
crease Latino voter turnout. “If
you look back at the Obama
model there wasn't a rock left
unturned,” Figeroa says. “Every-
one was asked because he un-
derstood that all of the Demo-
cratic establishment was with
someone else. By default, the
campaign had to go and search
for every vote. It's a good mod-
el. It's a scrappy model.

“If you have been on the
outside - looking in like Demo-
crats have in a state like Tex-
as, you don't have the luxury to
push your base aside or assume
certain things about your base,”
Figueroa says.

Ozona when a group of
men approached -carrying
semiautomatic weapons. He
descended and left on foot,
so they stole his pickup,
which had yet to be found
at the writing of the e-mail.

Sheriff Sutton spoke
with the man who was
named. He was told there
was no confrontation and
no stolen pickup. Accord-
ing to him, the incident nev-
er occurred.

"He had heard the same
rumor and was upset that
they were using his name,"
Sutton said.

The sheriff also contact-

ed Kinder Morgan and was
told they had not lost any
vehicles.

"That’s as far as I can go

because that is all that was

mentioned. There hasn’t
been anybody contact us
and report a stolen vehicle;"
Sutton said.

The Border Patrol and
ICE received the same in-
formation as Sutton. Sutton
spoke with contacts at each
agency, and they also have
no evidence of the incident.

Sutton wouldn’t say for
certain that the incident did
not occur, but he said he has
not been able to prove it has
happened. He couldn’t think
of a reason why the victim
wouldn’t report the crime to
the authorities if it did occur.

"It’s a rumor until some-
one can show me there is

‘I'some’“fact-to it “‘he “said;

"I don’t know how it start-
ed, or who started it, but I
have not been able to find
any justification for the ru-
mor that is going around.
I have' checked with every-
body and talked with all the
federal and state agencies."

Sutton said one possi-
ble explanation for some-
one making up this story,
if it were in fact made up,
is to draw attention to the
area and perhaps get more
law enforcement working
the border.

Border Patrol and INS, so he
knows about drug smug-
glers. The backpackers rare-
ly carry anything other than
cell phones. They don’t car-
ry guns and shoot it out
with the Border Patrol.

"Most of them don't
want to bring attention to
themselves. They stay off.
the beaten paths," he said.

Sutton hasn’t received
any confirmed reports of
backpackers carrying assault
weapons, or weapons of any
kind, as many rumors say is
the case. The e-mail in ques-
tion _goes on to state that
many smugglers have been
found armed, and it advises
caution. Sutton just has not
seen this supposed trend of
armed smugglers.

Sutton adds that smug-
glers ‘and illegal aliens will
on steal a vehicle on occa-
sion,: but it is only to get
from point A to point B.

"They’re not dumb.

-They know the longer they

drive that vehicle, the better
chance there is of them get-
ting caught. When they steal
one from a ranch, they’ll
drive it into town, or to the
edge of town, then they pull
it over and park it."

Since Sutton has been
sheriff there has been one
ranch vehicle stolen in his
county. Three illegals got
tired of walking, found a
feed truck with the keys in
it, and took off. The truck
had expired tags and in-
spection sticker, so it was

soon,.pulled over and the

men arrested...

Crockett County has only
the sparsely populated Val
Verde County between it and
Mexico, so it receives some
smuggling and illegal alien
traffic. Sutton said things
have been quiet for about a
month now, likely due to the
Rio Grande running bank-
full. A full river always slows
or stops traffic. ;

Sutton isn’t too con-
cerned with the Mexican vi-
olence spilling over into the
United States.

"They’re smuggling
drugs every day into this
country, with impunity in
certain areas. Why should
they mess it up?

"They consider them-
selves businessmen. All
they would do is bring a
lot of heat down on them-
selves," he said.

He can’t see the cartels
wanting to start a shooting
war with the United States.
If the United States decid-
ed to send troops to Mexico
and put a certain end to the .
drug trade, it could be done
easily, he said.

"They don’t want that
kind of heat. I think they’re
just going to keep fighting
amongst themselves over
there," Sutton said.

However, he also believes
that if anyone in the United
States, for instance a rancher,
somehow disrupts a smug-
gling operation, then there
is a possibility that person
would become a target, so he
advised caution in that case.
