One of the unofficial man-
tras of breast cancer fight-
ers and survivors is “Everyone
knows someone.” Whether it’s
a mother, aunt, friend, neph-
ew, co-worker, child or teach-
er, chances are there are far
fewer than six degrees of sep-
aration between every living
American and breast cancer.

More than 192,000 Amer-
icans will learn they have
breast cancer this year alone.
More than 40,000 people will
die from it. Literally millions
(an estimated 2.5 million) of
women are alive today who
either have or had breast
cancer. Even for those who
have successfully battled this
disease and are now living
cancer-free (and the number
doing so is increasing every
day), the fear and the reality
of it never really go away.

Attorney General seeks halt to home foreclosures in Texas

AUSTIN — The Texas At-
torney General’s office on Oct.
5 called for a halt on all fore-
closures, sales of properties
previously foreclosed upon and
evictions of persons residing
in previously foreclosed upon
properties.

Loan-servicing companies
were asked to review their pro-
cesses, including whether em-
ployees or agents “robo-signed”
affidavits and other documents
recorded in the state before
proceeding with foreclosures.

Suspension notices were sent
to 30 loan-servicing companies
doing business in Texas in an ef-
fort to determine the full harm
Texas homeowners may have
suffered or could suffer as a re-
sult of these business practices.

On Oct. 6, the attorney gen-
eral’s office reached an agree-
ment with Wells Fargo & Co. to
provide $5 million in relief to
more than 200 Texas homeown-
ers who had “payment option”
adjustable rate mortgage loans
with the bank. :

Management Agency on Oct.

8 denied Gov. Rick Perry’s re-
quest for a major disaster dec-
laration as a result of Tropical
Storm Hermine, which barreled
through Texas Sept. 8-10. The
state may appeal.

If granted, the governor’s
request would have brought
about $7 million in federal aid
to 13 of the worst-hit counties.

FEMA said storm damage was
not severe enough to warrant
federal aid.

Discussions on the condi-
tions of school facilities and
maintenance: began Monday

. night during a called workshop

of the Crockett County CCSD
Board of Trustees.

This meeting was the first
in a. series of workshops to
look at the shape of some of
the school district’s proper-

- ties, as well as to get “refo-

cused view” of what the actual
conditions are of the facilities
and priorities, said Superinten-
dent Chris duBois.

The superintendent pre-
sented ideas from the May
2010 district-wide site-based
planning meeting. Some of the
items that school district em-
ployees, students, communi-
ty members and school board
members complied during that
meeting mclude renovations
to the high school, becoming
more ‘environmentally friend-
ly; 'community computer ac-
cess, more parking, a new con-
cession 'stand and security and
alarm systems for the district.

“We have to have an idea
of how to attack things, and
eventually have a plan of ac-
tion,” duBois said.

During Monday’s meeting,
roofing needs and the condi-
tion of the track-at Lion Stadi-

derson said he was concerned
about what damage the water
has done to the building.

“The internal gutter is what
is leaking right now, which is a re-
ally bad feature,” Shultz said. “It’s
a canal in your roof and doesn’t
belong on a school roof.”

Board Vice President Laurie
Hale said she feels like an im-
mediate decision can’t be made

with new members coming on

after the Nov. 2 elections.

“Whether new or not that
facility needs to be brought

up to speed. That isn't a 21st
century facility,” duBois said
about the high school. “No-
body is asking anyone to make
a decision right now, but we're
going to collect all the best in-
formation we can. There is a
genuine flavor here that there
is time to do something with
the high school.”

The board asked for Shultz
to bring back bids on the cost

of a temporary fix for the roof;’

until a long-range plan for the
building is put in place.

The condition of the track:

at Lion Stadium was also dis-
cussed.

The track was resurfaced
10 years ago. It was recoated
5 years ago. Areas of the track
have some holes and one part

lifts up.
Wally Freytag , of Beynon
Sports Surfaces, presented

some options to the board.
To just make repairs and
recoat the track, cost would

be around $75,000. However;

Freytag said if this is done the
base will still be 10-11 years
and can get brittle, which of:
ten causes complaints from
athletes about shin splints and
hurt ankles.

To replace the entire sur-
face, costs can range from
$130,000 to $175,000.

'With a new surface, there
is a five-year warranty, Freytag
said. With a recoating there is
no warranty.

“Right now it’s almost to
the point we may not be able
to host a meet,” said Athletic
Director Ray Brown. “You are
going to have to patch it to
host a meet.”

Brown also suggested relo-
cating the pole vault pit to the
south end by the high jump area.

Shannon Medical Center for the
last quarter of 2010 and the
first three quarters of 2011 as
part of the affiliation agreement
between Shannon and the Fami-
ly Health Center of Ozona.

This expenditureis $173,476
lower than what the county has
been paying. The agreement also
includes a provision that Shan-
non will start paying rent to the
county on Nov. 1.

Shannon has been receiving

payments quarterly from the.

county. The payments are then
sent to the state where the mon-
ey gains interest and then cir-
cles back around to Shannon.

This approval means only .

one payment per year will be
made to Shannon.

The rent Shannon will pay
the county is estimated to be
about $10 a square-foot. The ul-
timate goal is to have a total sav-
ings of rent plus the $173,476
equal around $250,000, said

County Auditor Sandy Stokes.
With the $250,000 savings,

the county will establish a re-

serve fund to be used for up-
grading or renovating the Fami-
ly Health Center of Ozona.

Revisions to Texas Cattle Trichomoniasis
Regulations adopted; effective November 2010

Changes to Texas' cattle

trichomoniasis (or “trich”) reg-
ulations were adopted Oct. 5,
by the 13 governor-appointed
leaders of the Texas Animal
Health Commission (TAHC)
and will become effective in
November. '

Dr. Andy Schwartz, TAHC
assistant state veterinarian
and epidemiologist, discussed
the program and outlined rule
changes for board members of
the Independent Cattlemen's
Association of Texas (ICA).

Cattle trichomoniasis, a
venereal disease of cattle, can
cause cows to abort very early
in their pregnancy and be slow
to re-breed. Cows, given sexual
rest, may clear the disease, but
infected bulls become lifetime
carriers and transmitters of the
“trich” organism. To protect
against the spread of the dis-
ease, testing regulations went
into effect in January 2010 for
Texas breeding bulls undergo-
ing a change of possession,
about nine months after rules
were imposed for breeding
bulls entering the state.

Schwartz said that several
rule changes were in the works,
in response to recommenda-
tions from the yearly industry-
led review of Texas trichomo-
niasis program.

One adopted rule change
will extend the validity of the

negative cattle trichomoniasis

test from the current 30 days
to a more lenient 60 days, pro-
vided the bulls are not com-
mingled with heifers or cows
during the 60 days.

“The industry commlttee i

members wanted this change
to provide ranchers additional
time to sell or move tested
bulls,” said Bill Hyman, ICA
executive director and a mem-
ber of the review team. “Also,
under the revised regulations,
the current 30-day 'virgin cer-
tificate' is extended to 60 days
for young bulls that are exempt

- from testing prior.to. change of,
possession.~ Furthermore, the’

virgin certificate will convey
to the new owner, who may re-
sell the young bull as a virgin
within the 60-day time frame,
provided the animal has not
been commingled with female
cattle.”

Schwartz said that, under
the revised Texas regulations,
a negative trichomoniasis test

still will be required within the‘

previous 30 days when non-
virgin bulls, or bulls older than
24 months of age, are imported
into Texas from other states.
However, once the animals ar-
rive in Texas, the negative test
would be valid for the remain-
der of the 60-day test window,
provided the bulls are main-
tained away from female cattle
during that time.

The revised . regulations
also exempt ' out-of-state
breeding bulls from an entry
trichomoniasis test, if they
come from Certified Semen
Service (CSS) artificial insemi-
nation facilities, where they
are isolated from female cattle.
The bulls must be accompa-
nied by documentation, with
an original signature by the
veterinarian or manager of the
facility.

Another of the revised

regulations will allow untest- '

ed, non-virgin Texas bulls to
be sold and moved to a feed-
lot prior to slaughter. Under
previous rules, untested, non-
virgin bulls were allowed to be
sold only for direct movement
to slaughter, or for movement
under a TAHC-issued hold or-
der to a site away from female
cattle, where the bull was to be
tested for the disease. Bulls
that test negative for cattle
trichomoniasis are
from: the~hold order and al-
lowed to move freely and be
commingled with female cattle.

Testing for the disease
peaked in March and April
2010, when samples from

5000 bulls in Texas were

shipped or delivered to the
Texas. Veterinary Medical Diag-
nostic Laboratory (TVMDL), the
state's official trichomoniasis
testing laboratory. About 3 %
percent of these bulls were in-
fected with the disease. i

Schwartz said that the

TAHC has begun notifying
fence-line neighbors when an
infected bull is detected. The
neighbors are encouraged,
but not required, to have their
bulls tested. Bulls that are con-
firmed to have cattle trichomo-

niasis ‘must be sent to slaugh-

ters to' prevent”tie’ §predd 6f
infection.
