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Honking helicopter passes
deputy before landing

It was a typical Satur-
day evening in Ozona.

People were barbecuing
in their backyard, a dance
was taking place at the
Fair Park Convention Cen-
ter and cars were traveling
down Interstate-10.

For Crockett Coun-
ty Sheriff’s Deputy Samuel
Longoria, he was just per-
forming another routine
traffic stop when a small,
white helicopter zoomed
past his head and gave a
honk.

Longoria said earlier in
the evening he had received
a call that a helicopter was
flying low around town.

After checking with
Ozona Airport Manager
Charles McCleary who said
he had heard a helicopter
but hadn’t seen one, Longo-
ria went on about his shift.

Around 6:30 p.m. Jan.
22, Longoria was making a
routine traffic stop when
the helicopter came honk-
ing by heading east and
eventually landing in the
draw behind Ozona Ele-
mentary School.

When Longoria arrived,
he saw the helicopter’s pi-
lot coming from the back-
yard of a residence.

Richard Zane White-
sides, 21, of Colorado City,
was arrested and charged

with flying while intoxicat-
ed, a class B misdemeanor,
and unlawful carrying of a
weapon, a class A misde-
meanor.

Whitesides is out on
$5,000 bond for the weap-
ons charge and $2,000
bond for the FWI.

A passenger, Anthony
Tell Churchill was issued
a citation by Longoria for
public intoxication.

Witnesses Anthony

Gonzales and his sister
Jazveth Gonzales both said
that two men came out of
the helicopter and began
asking their family and
neighbors if anybody had
any “weed.”

Both also said the
two men appeared to be
“drunk.”

Longoria said beer bot-
tles and a firearm were
found inside the helicop-
ter.

The Texas Department
of Public Safety and the
sheriff’s office both report-
ed receiving several phone
calls about the helicopter
before it landed.

The 1989 Robinson He-
licopter is registered to a
Dusty Childress.

The Crockett Coun-
ty Sheriff's Office and the
Texas Department of Pub-
lic Safety both responded
to the incident.
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Family argument
turns 1nto shooting

An Ozona man has been
arrested for allegedly shoot-
ing his brother during a fam-
ily argument last week.

Benjamin Diaz Leal, 62,
of Ozona was arrested and
charged with aggravated as-
sault with a deadly weapon
against a family member.

Leal’sbailissetat $30,000.
As of press time Monday, he
was awaiting transport from
Crockett County to the Upton
County Jail in Rankin.

The charge is a first-de-
gree felony, punishable up to
99 years in prison and a fine
not to exceed $10,000.

At around 12:30 p.m. on
Jan. 21, Benjamin Leal alleg-
edly shot his brother Isaac
Leal after the two had been in
an argument inside the house
at 1709 Leal St., according to
Chief Deputy Bo Semmler.

When law enforcement
officials arrived on scene,
they found Isaac Leal sitting
on the sofa at his sister’s
house, according to an arrest

affidavit by Deputy Rupert
Pena.

The affidavit stated Sgt.
Samuel Longoria located
Benjamin Leal as he was ex-
iting his trailer house.

Benjamin Leal stated that
he shot Isaac Leal, the affida-
vit said.

Semmler said Isaac Leal
was shot in the thigh. The
bullet came out the other
side of Isaac Leal’s leg and
that Isaac Leal’s head was
beaten with the butt of the
gun used to shoot him.

“He was awake and co-
herent and told us who hand
done it,” Semmler said of
Isaac Leal when they arrived
at the scene.

Crockett County Sheriff’s
Officials recovered the weap-
on, slut and empty shell cas-
ing at the scene.

Isaac Leal was trans-
ferred to Shannon Medical
Center by Crockett County
EMS. He is recovering from
his injuries, Semmler said.

Texas Ranger Kenny Wad-
sworth assisted in the inves-
tigation.

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Purse strings: bill gives too much leeway on spending

Editor's note: The following ed-
itorial is being reprinted with
permission from the Longview
News-Journal.

In today’s environment of lean-
er budgets and increased taxes,
it is important for elected offi-
cials to remember whose mon-
ey is resting in their coffers and
every penny must be accounted
for and all spending justified.

While voters chose to elect in-
dividuals to oversee the running
of the city, county, school and
state, it is the hired administra-
tors who take care of the day-in

and day-out business of keeping
the wheels turning and services
available. While elected officials
place their faith in hired admin-
istrators to conduct business
properly, voters do not intend
to simply open the purse strings
and allow tax dollars to flow un-
controlled and unaccounted.

A bill filed by State Rep. An-
gie Chen Button, R-Richardson,
aims to unlock the bank and
give governmental bodies great-

ly increased authority to spend
public funds without public
oversight.

House Bill 679 allows a gov-
erning body to grant authori-
ty to an official or employee re-
sponsible for purchasing or for
administering a contract to ap-
prove a change order that in-
volves an increase or decrease of
$50,000 or less. That is a signif-
icant increase from the present
$25,000 threshold which all gov-
ernmental entities must adhere
to before seeking approval from
the elected governing body.

Button claims the increase is

needed to offset rising costs of
conducting regular business,
due to inflation. Government
lobbyists have used that argu-
ment of adjusting for inflation
for a couple of sessions and will
most likely sing the same song
this session.

While voters go about their ev-
eryday lives trusting city, county
and school officials to conduct
the people’s business in the best
and most honest manner possi-
ble - and the majority of them do
- voters do want someone to be
held accountable when it comes
to spending tax dollars.

House Bill 679 could give non-
elected administrators broad-
er latitude where tax dollars are
concerned and take elected of-
ficials out of the picture, thus
leaving voters with little or no
say in how their money is spent.
In effect, government purchas-
ers could avoid any public scruti-
ny, including in some cases, even
elected officials, because the
purchase would then be lumped
in with other invoice, which too
often become part of a consent
agenda item, and quickly ap-
proved by elected officials with-
out discussion or review.

The bill also has the poten-
tial to open the door to possi-
ble preferential treatment and/
punishment of outspoken busi-
ness owners with zoning is-
sues or other political issues
with the administrator of a lo-
cal governing entity where local
purchases of goods or services
is concerned.

Rep. Button should reconsid-
er HB 679, so elected officials
- those people hired directly by
the people’s vote - are left with
the responsibility of authoriz-
ing major purchases with tax
dollars.

If you did manage to find a cow the wild
things were as approachable as a super
model. After you kicked the cow off the
mountain you had to sweet talk your horse
into climbing back up and it was so steep
that you rode with your feet out of the
stirrups so you could jump off more easily
when your horse fell over a cliff. I assure
you that I am aware of the Texas school of

We tried everything to gather those cat-
tle. We used a dog but it was such a hard
job he committed suicide by running under
the tires of the hay truck rather than run
any more ridges. We tried trapping, brib-
ing, and even burning those mossy horns
off the mountain.

It would have been so much easier if
we could’ve just called tech support back
at headquarters, had some teenage com-
puter genius consult his computer and tell
us where the cows were. That way if we
showed up at the corrals with the four of
us each pushing only one cow apiece, like I
remember happening, we would have had
a good excuse when the foreman asked in
a smart-aleck manner, “Did you think the
cows were just going to follow you in?”

In reply we could have said it was “com-
puter error.”

Alas, I don’t think the time will come
during my lifetime when we’ll use drones
to gather cattle because on far too many
western ranches the information super-
highway is still a narrow cow trail with a
mountain on one side and a 300 foot fall to
your death on the other. You're still going
to have to “back-up” your computer with a
crazy cowboy mounted on one courageous
caballo.

With mauguration now history, 1t’s down to business

STATE CAPITAL HIGHLIGHTS By Ed Sterling | Texas Press Association

AUSTIN — Governor Rick
Perry spoke of Texas with suit-
able pomp and glowing terms
at his inauguration on Jan. 18,
and afterwards sat down to a
barbecue meal served on the
Capitol grounds for an esti-
mated 14,000 well-wishers and
officials.

San Antonio businessman Red
McCombs saved the state some
cash by sponsoring the catered
meal, offered free of charge
to those who reserved tickets
online, via the inaugural com-
mittee’s web site.

Perry, who in his speech
referred to the 21st century as
“The Texas Century,” enters
his third consecutive four-year
term as governor. Perry moved
from the role of lieutenant gov-
ernor to governor in December
2000, when then-Gov. George
W. Bush resigned to pursue the
presidency.

Perry’s name turns up as a
potential Republican candidate
for president in 2012, but the
governor has not signaled inter-
est in seeking the presidency.

PROPOSED CUTS COMMAND

One sentence out of Gov.
Perry’s inaugural speech: “We
must continue investing in
our people, developing young
minds, grooming and attracting
the best and brightest in the
fields of science and medicine,
and giving individuals the tools
and the freedom to prosper.”

Perry did infer in the same
speech, however, that seri-
ous belt-tightening would be
needed.

A day after Perry said those
words on the south steps of the
Capitol, the Legislative Budget
Board offered up House Bill 1,
the general appropriations bill
for 2012-2013.

The 900-plus page state
budget bill, as currently writ-
ten, suggests cuts that could be
made on a path to a balanced
budget that would compen-
sate for a $27 billion revenue
shortfall.

Some of those suggested cuts
are 100,000 public education
jobs and four community col-
leges, including Odessa College.

Suggestions like that are

Rep. Jim Keffer, R-Eastland, im-
mediately called the proposed

closure of his district’s Ranger

College “the height of irrespon-
sibility.”

And then, Rep. Jim Pitts,
R-Waxahachie, who chairs the
House Appropriations Commit-
tee and serves on the 10-mem-
ber Legislative Budget Board,
had this to say:

“I appreciate the concerns of
my colleagues regarding the
elimination of state funding for
four community colleges. The
points that have been raised are
valid and deserve a full review.
Over the coming days and
months, other such concerns
will be identified.

“As I said on the House floor,
I am committed to thoroughly
examining this and other is-
sues to determine whether the
priorities provided for in this
initial budget proposal are ap-
propriate, and ensuring that we
protect essential services while
staying true to our core mis-
sions. Through the process, we
will make adjustments as deter-

So, the budget bill truly is
a starting point, and maybe
lawmakers will find a way
to keep education cuts to a
minimum. After all, it’s been
said many times and in many
places by many state lawmak-
ers and other top officials that
education is the key to
our state’s economic
progress and future
in general.

Virtual Dementia Tour Thursday
at the 0zona Methodist Church

There are approximately
35 million Americans age 65
and older, a number that is
projected to more than dou-
ble by 2030.

The number of those age
85 and older has increased
30 fold over the twentieth
century. Currently one in 10
Americans are over 65 and
half of those over 85 are af-
fected by dementia.

Dementia is the overrid-
ing diagnosis for cognitive
impairments in older adults.

It refers to a global loss
of cognitive and intellec-
tual functioning, caused by
damage to the brain that is
severe enough to interfere
with social and occupational
performance.

There are several differ-
ent types of cognitive dis-
abilities that fall under this
diagnosis. Alzheimer’s Dis-
ease (AD) is the largest cat-
egory.

Caring for those with

dementia requires empathy,
patience and special care,
but how can people be em-
pathetic when they have
never experienced demen-
tia?

It is the only area of
care-giving that has no abil-
ity to identify with the vic-
tim’s plight.

Most people can experi-
ence what it would be like
to be confined to a wheel-
chair, have vision problems,
arthritis, etc. But a person
caring for someone with de-
mentia has no idea what it
might feel like.

Yet, decisions for and
about them are made by
others who try, but cannot
understand what the person
copes with.

Lessening the chasm
between us and our elders
with dementia gives us a
greater chance of meeting
their needs. Research has
demonstrated that caregiv-

ers of cognitive impaired

patients overestimate the
patients’ functional per-
formance in telling time,

counting currency, making
change, brushing teeth and
using eating utensils.

This misunderstanding
of ability can result in anger
on the part of the caregiver
and frustration on the part
of the patient.

The Virtual Dementia
Tour (VDT) allows you to
experience the world of de-
mentia for about 10 min-
utes.

It can be a very emo-
tional yet beneficial time es-
pecially for those with loved
ones who have dementia.

This VDT will be offered
at the Ozona United Method-
ist Church on Thursday, Jan.
27, from 2:30 until 5:30 p.m.

and facilities functions,
student management,
school or community rela-
tions, professional growth
and development, student
achievement indicators and
campus performance ob-
jectives and board relations
are also used to evaluate
the superintendent.

Last vyear, the board
unanimously approved a
one year extension as well.

OZONA ELEMENTARY
SCHOOL PAID OFF
During the Jan. 19 reg-
ular meeting, the board
unanimously voted to pay
off the 2008 $10 million
bond for Ozona Elementary
School.

budget amendment to the
U.S. Constitution as emer-
gency items for the 2011
legislative session. This
means the Legislature can
start working on accompa-
nying legislation immedi-
ately instead of waiting un-
til 60 days after the session
begins.

On Jan. 14, State Rep.
Harvey Hilderbran, R-Ker-
rville, filed House Bill 250,
which would require voters
to show photo identifica-
tion before casting a ballot.

“Fiscal discipline, bal-
anced budgets and the in-
tegrity of the ballot box are
critical to the people of Tex-
as,” Perry said in a press re-
lease. “Under this emer-
gency declaration, Texas
lawmakers will be able to
address these priority is-
sues more quickly.”

Sen. Robert Duncan, R-
Lubbock, will lead the State
Senate's efforts to move the
controversial  legislation,
which failed in the 2007
and 2009 sessions.

"Voters and our constit-
uents want this change,"
Duncan said in a San Ange-
lo Standard-Times article.
"Polls show that not just
Republicans but Democrats
as well. The public general-
ly overwhelmingly supports
requiring people to identi-
fy themselves to protect the
integrity of the ballot box."

On Jan. 20, Lt. Gov. Da-
vid Dewhurst, who pre-
sides over the Senate, an-
nounced that the Senate
will take up voter ID early
this week, and that Duncan
would chair the committee
that will oversee the legis-
lation, Senate Bill 14.

Perry previously an-
nounced two other emer-
gency items for the 82nd
Legislative Session - pro-
tecting private property
rights/addressing eminent
domain issues, and abol-
ishing sanctuary cities in
Texas.

Also last week, the Tex-
as House released their
budget proposal, which in-
cludes major cuts to educa-
tion and closing of four ju-
nior colleges, one of them
being Odessa College.

to mind in describing what
the House's proposed state
budget would do to school
districts across Senate Dis-
trict 19,” said State Sen.
Carlos Uresti, D-San Anto-
nio. “The proposed cuts for
education not only threat-
en the state's future, they
would strain the local econ-
omies of small towns across
West Texas. From Bandera
to Van Horn, Kermit to Ea-
gle Pass Pecos to Presidio,
and all the communities in
between, local school dis-
tricts provide jobs and gen-
erate other economic ac-
tivity that spreads out like
rings in a pond.”

Uresti also comment-
ed that the House’s budget
would cut border security,
prisons, environmental pro-
tection, and doctors, nurs-
ing homes, hospitals and
other health care providers
who receive Medicaid reim-
bursements.

“A higher education de-
gree would simply be im-
possible for many children
in SD 19, where the per
capita income barely ex-
ceeds $12,000. For many,
the chance for a better life
would be out of reach,” Ur-
esti said. “This budget is
also bad news if you have
neighbors or family mem-
bers who live in nursing
homes or suffer with men-
tal or physical disabilities,
since Medicaid fees would
be slashed by 10 percent.
Child abuse prevention pro-
grams are on the chopping
block as well.”

The Texas Senate re-
leased its proposed 2012-
2013 state budget Monday,
which includes $6,599,656
toward Odessa College.

Along with OC, Frank
Phillips College in Borger,
had funding continued in the
Senate plan. Ranger College
and Brazosport College in
Lake Jackson were also fund-
ed by the Senate, after being
left in the cold in the House.

Carlos Uresti

According to an arti-
cle in the Texas Tribune,
the Senate's version of a
starting state budget is, at
$158.7 billion, $2.3 billion
bigger than the House's,
but still would chop overall
state spending by $28.8 bil-
lion, or 15.4 percent, from
current levels.

The upper chamber's
initial budget proposal in-
cludes a total of $69.8 bil-
lion for public and higher
education; the House ver-
sion provides $67.7 billion
for education.

The Senate would leave
public schools $9.3 billion
short of what they're due
under current education
funding formulas, about
$500 million better off than
the schools would do under
the House plan, the Tribune
article stated.

Like the House, the Sen-
ate would cut more than
$254 million from special
item funding for state col-
leges and universities and
$431 million from student
financial aid programs (f
the money becomes avail-
able, they'd add back $50
million of that financial aid,
for a total cut of $381 mil-
lion).

They'd cut the state's
contributions to state em-
ployee and teacher pen-
sion programs, and like the
House, they don't tap into
the state's $9.4 billion Rainy

Day fund. But the Senate in-
cluded $140 million more
for higher education health
insurance premiums, and
about $300 more for the
Texas Higher Education Co-
ordinating Board than the
House did.

They do similar things
in health and human servic-
es, cutting provider reim-
bursement rates by anoth-
er 10 percent on top of cuts
already made and without
taking into account fed-
eral stimulus funds used
in the current budget that
won't be available for the
next budget. But the Senate
made different assumptions
about federal matching
funds for those programs;
they think the state will get
$1 billion more in so-called
FMAP funds than the House
assumed.

The Senate would cut
8,167 state employees from
the budget, where the House
cut 9,610.

Finally, the House left
about $169 million in the
Public  Utility Commis-
sion's System Benefit Fund,;
the Senate used most of
that money elsewhere, and
would leave a balance of
$4.4 million in the fund.

The House and Senate
will have to approve their
respective budgets, and
then differences would be
worked out in conference
committee.

Gov. Perry last week said he
wants a law passed that re-
quires a sonogram of a woman’s
embryo or fetus, so the image
could be viewed before abor-
tion procedures would ensue.

Other emergency items the
governor has said he wants
addressed: stricter voter iden-
tification requirements, a bal-
anced state budget, and lawsuit
reform. By lawsuit reform, a
governor’s office news release
said he means:

- Creating an early dismissal
option for frivolous lawsuits;

- Ensuring victims of frivo-
lous lawsuits do not bear the
financial burden of defending
themselves through the cre-
ation of a “loser pays” system,;

- Ensuring new laws cannot
create causes of action unless

expressly established by the
Legislature; and

Setting up expedited tri-
als and limited discovery for
lawsuits with claims between
$10,000 and $100,000.

STATE’S EMPLOYMENT
RATE IMPROVES

Texas’ total nonfarm employ-
ment increased by 20,000 jobs
in December, the Texas Work-
force Commission announced
Jan. 21.

Texas has gained 230,800
jobs since 2009, but today, the
state’s unemployment rate re-
mains at 8.3 percent.

In contrast, the U.S. Depart-
ment of Labor tabulated the
national unemployment rate at
9.4 percent for the month.

Currently, the Texas Work-
force Commission estimates
the number of Texans working
at 12.2 million.

ORDER RESTRICTING
OUTDOOR BURNING

The Commissioners' Court finds that circum-
stances present in all or part of the unincorporated area
of the county create a public safety hazard that would be
exacerbated by outdoor burning; and NOW, THEREFORE,
IT IS HEREBY ORDERED by the Commissioners' Court of
Crockett County, Texas, that outdoor burning is restricted
in Crockett County for 30 days from the date of adoption
of this Order, unless the restrictions are terminated ear-
lier based on a determination made by the Texas Forest
Service or this Court. This Order is adopted pursuant to
Local Government Code 352.081, and other applicable
statues. This Order does NOT prohibit outdoor burning
activities related to public health and safety that are
authorized by the Texas Natural Resources Commission
for: (1) firefighter training; (2) public utility, natural gas
pipeline or mining operations; (3) planting or harvesting
or agricultural crops; or (4) burns that are conducted by
an approved Prescribed Burning Association, Natural Re-
source Conservation Service, the and/or Texas A&M Agri-
cultural Experiment Station, or prescribed burn manager
certified under Section 153.048, Natural Resources Code,
and meet the standards of Section 153.047, Natural Re-

All burns shall be reported to the Crockett County
Sheriff's Office (325) 392-2661 and the Fire Chief (325)
392-2626 prior to commencing, together with the name
of the landowner, location involved and expert to be on

This Order does NOT prohibit outdoor cooking in

a properly contained area which is attended at all times.

In accordance with the Local Government Code

352.081 (h), a violation of this Order is a Class C misde-
meanor, punishable by a fine not to exceed $500.
