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Wind saves Barnhart as local, area
firefighters battle massive blaze

The gusty winds Sunday
afternoon only helped fire-
fighters for one moment.

With winds blowing and
flames nearing, residents of
Barnhart quickly prepared to
evacuate their community.

As the fear of flames
grew near, winds shifted
causing residents of the
small community to breathe
a small sigh of relief.

Ozona, Barnhart and
other area fire departments
battled massive grass fires
Sunday and Monday with
many firefighters and
emergency officials work-
ing around the clock.

The fires, located north
of Ozona around U.S. High-
way 190 and State Highway
163, consumed an estimat-
ed 6,000-7,000 acres.

According to the Texas
Forest Service, around 40
homes were saved in Barn-
hart.

“We had close to 100
firefighters out there," said
Lou Morrow, Ozona Fire
Dispatcher, in a San An-
gelo Standard-Times arti-
cle. "Units from Barnhart,
Big Lake, Sheffield, Sterling
City, Glasscock, and oth-
er places I'd never heard of
came out to help us."

The fires started around
2 p.m. Sunday and quickly
spread due to low humid-
ity, high winds and unsea-
sonal high temperatures.

Fire Chief Bob Falkner
said the fires were first
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called and reported as start-
ing off the roadway and sus-
picious in nature.

“The fire continued going
into two more ranches and
was out of control due to the
high winds,” Falkner said.

By Sunday night, flames
had jumped across State
Highway 163 several times
and prompted the Irion
County Sheriff’s Department
to put Barnhart residents
on alert for possible evacu-
ation. At the main intersec-
tion in Barnhart, Irion Coun-
ty Sheriff's vehicles blocked
the southbound road.

Smoke traveled through
parts of Sutton County and
on into the Rocksprings area.

“It was moving fast,
and got within five miles of
us, before the wind turned
south and saved us," said

Barnhart Fire Chief Jim-
my Baker, in the Standard-
Times article.

The fire departments
left the scene around 3 a.m.
Monday, after they felt the
fires were under control,
Falkner said.

Around 5:40 a.m. Mon-
day, firefighters were back
on scene due to breakouts.

“This fire was brought
under control with the help
of the Crockett County
blades, but other fires were
breaking out along the burn
area as the wind continued
to blow,” Falkner said.

At 8 a.m. Monday, Big
Lake and Barnhart firefight-
ers responded to another
large breakout west of 163.

Ozona Firefighter John
L. Henderson assisted those
on the ground with an aer-

ial view from his plane
Monday afternoon as fire-
fighters knocked out “hot
spots.”

Firefighters from Ozo-
na, Barnhart, Brady, Shef-
field, Iraan, Eldorado, Glass-
cock County, Sterling City,
Mertzon, and Big Lake all
responded.

Along with firefighters,
Texas Energy, the Crockett
County Road Department,
Irion County and the Texas
Forest Service all respond-
ed with equipment to help.
Bulldozers and other heavy
equipment were brought in
to move ground around and
keep the fire contained.

Treto’s Tire Service also
responded to change flat
tires.

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Board supports duBois, Sims resigns

After three hours in closed
session, the Crockett Coun-
ty CCSD Board of Trustees is-
sued a statement in support of
Superintendent Chris duBois.

The special called Feb. 23
meeting included an agenda
item of the board meeting in
closed session for personnel
matters involving superin-
tendent evaluation.

When the board recon-
vened in open session, Pres-
ident Ray Don Myers issued
the following statement: “The
board expresses its support
for Mr. duBois, especially in
view of the difficult decisions
the district is facing.”

Thatwas the only statement
issued by the board following
the closed session. Board mem-
ber Dwight Childress was ab-
sent from the meeting.

After the statement was
read, Myers then read a let-
ter from Dr. Marcus Sims.
The letter stated that Sims is
resigning from the board ef-
fective with the March 2011
regular meeting.

In the letter, Sims stated
that his resignation was due
to increasing time constraints
and the workload at the Fam-
ily Health Center of Ozona.

The clinic is working to
going full electronic with their
records, which is requiring a
lot more time, Sims said. “To
be an effective board mem-
ber, you have to study and you
have to do your homework. I
don’t have the time to do it.
It would be better for some-
one else that has the time to
serve the district,” Sims said.
“I pass along my best wishes
to the dedicated teachers and
students in the district.”

Sims has been on the
board for 15 years.

“The district express-
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es the appreciation for the
time you have spent on the
board,” Myers said to Sims.

According to the Texas
Education Code, if a vacancy
occurs, the school board may
appoint someone to serve
the remainder of the vacant
trustee’s term, call a special
election to fill that seat or do
nothing and wait until the
next regular election.

Sims’ term expires in
2012. He has represented
the At-Large District, which
means all Crockett County
voters can vote for this seat.

The board will hold a joint
budget planning workshop
with the District Site-Based De-
cision-Making Committee at
6:30 p.m. on Monday, March 7,
at Ozona Elementary School.

The next regular school
board meeting will be 6:30
p-m. March 23 at the Admin-
istration Building.

Crockett County's

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Traditionally, the Texas Leg-
islature's 140-day regular ses-
sions get off to a slow start, be-
cause the state Constitution says
we can't pass bills in the first
60 days. Less than 50 days in,
the Senate has passed bills on
Voter ID, eminent domain, and
sonograms for pregnant wom-
en, and a resolution calling for
a balanced federal budget. Floor
debate is expected soon on so-
called sanctuary cities.

How is that possible with the
constitutional bar on early ac-
tion? The governor declared them
emergencies, giving them a head
start on the legislative track.
Many of us in the Legislature be-

lieve there are far
more pressing is-
sues, and some
numbers released
in February bear
that out.

The Legislative
Study Group re-
cently released
its latest "Texas
on the Brink" re-
port, which looks
at how Texas
ranks with other
states on taxes,
education and
health care. The
numbers aren't good.

We linger at the bottom on:

Some other numbers were re-
leased in the session's seventh
week that have great implica-
tions for Texas. According to
new Census figures, parts of
Texas experienced explosive
growth over the last decade, fu-
eled by increases in the Hispanic
population. Latinos now make
up 38 percent of the state’s 25.1
million people.

Most of the growth tracked

along 1-35, from the Rio Grande
Valley, to San Antonio and Aus-
tin, and up to Dallas-Fort Worth.
At the same time, many rural
counties in Texas lost population.

These demographic changes
present challenges for drawing
new political boundaries in the
redistricting process, but that's
only the beginning.

Since most of the population
gain was among a group that
historically enjoys less oppor-
tunity than others, the numbers
and rankings reflected in the
"Brink" report could get a lot
worse.

All of these numbers add up
to a bleak outlook for Texas if
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we continue down the same
path. Hopefully, budget writ-
ers in the House and Senate will
realize that as they attempt to
close a $27 billion shortfall.

Here are some other numbers
to watch. March 11 is the 60th
day of the session; the consti-
tutional prohibition on pass-
ing bills will be gone, and both
houses can get down to work
on the priorities that are really
important for Texas' future,
like children, seniors, teachers,
and small business owners.

With the 82nd Texas Legis-
lature in full swing, several bills
have been filed to no long require
public notices in newspapers.

An effort by the Texas As-
sociation of School Boards
and the Texas Association of
School Administrators is caus-
ing the biggest threat to news-
papers to allow school dis-
tricts to satisfy public notice
requirements by posting them
on their website.

House Bill 1688 by Linda
Harper-Brown does just that.

Senate Bill 468 filed by Flor-
ence Shapio is supposed to re-
lieve school districts of the
costs of “unfunded mandates.”

Also, House Bill 1833 filed
by Mark Shelton, R-Fort Worth,
would change language in the
Texas Education Code making
a notice of a public meeting to
discuss a school’s budget and
proposed tax rate optional.

Public notices come in all
forms. They are notices of
meetings, hearings, elections,
bid proposals for construction
or materials and for liquor li-
censes. Foreclosures, probates
and estate auctions are notices
that are also published.

While the Texas Legislature
is facing a $27 billion budget
deficit this session, eliminating
public notices in newspapers
will not save the state a great
amount of money.

The amount of money most
governments spend on public
notices is much less than what
is spent on items like travel or
office supplies. In 2010, Crock-
ett County CCSD spent around
$4,300 with The Ozona Stock-
man. This amount includes
advertising, office supplies,
printing and public notices. In
contract, CCCCSD has more
than $200,000 budgeted for
supplies and materials.

The money spent on public
notices is a small price for keep-
ing taxpayers informed of the
activities of their government.

In Texas, newspapers are re-
quired to charge their lowest
classified advertising rate for
publishing public notices. Pub-
lic notices are not a huge mon-
ey maker for newspapers, in-
cluding The Ozona Stockman,
but there is a cost for printing,
distributing and formatting
the notices.

Newspapers, because of the
reach of the print and Inter-
net editions, are the best way

has developed a
website that provides a search-
able database for public notic-
es that appear in Texas news-
papers.

Computers are also not a
household item for 67 percent
of Texans. Local libraries pro-
vide public computer access,
including the Crockett County
Public Library.

The legislation’s flaws be-
come more apparent with the
realization that many people
still don’t use or don’t have ac-
cess to the Internet, especial-
ly the poor, the elderly, minori-
ties and the disabled.

While many Texans cannot
afford a home computer, we
have seen local readers scrape
pennies, nickels and dimes for
their local newspaper.

Newspaper public notices,
print and online, provides a
third-party system to verify that
information about governments’
activities is reaching as many
taxpayers as possible. Publish-
ers are required to provide an
affidavit that the information
was published for the required
time period, which would not
happen with an Internet site.

Also, the public knows that
the newspaper is its source for
legal notices and moving them
to a government or government-
contracted site would inevitably
result in the public knowing less
about the activities of its nation-
al, state, county, city and school
governments.

Notices could easily be hid-
den on these websites.

Think about it. How many
times have you read a news-
paper in the past week? How
many times did you visit the
website of Crockett County or
CCCCSD? Did you know that
these websites existed?

Newspapers provide an ob-
jective, trusted source for pub-
lic notice advertising.

Texas taxpayers have the right
to be informed about the activ-
ities of their governing bodies,
whether it is on the state, coun-
ty or school board level.

While budget cuts are go-
ing to have to be made, we ask
that public notices remain in
newspapers. Passage of these
bills would be a step backward
for open government.

Sold! Sorta

I've helped sell at auction a $10,000 bottle
of wine, a million dollar house, a $350,000
cow and a four dollar sheep. At auctions I've
worked we've sold everything from a tractor
that didn’t run to a race horse that did. We
sold a llama that spit all over my tuxedo and
an ostrich that pecked on me because the
dumb birds like bright and shiny objects. I've
helped sell modern art that you couldn’t tell
which way was up and a VW hippie bus that
you didn’t know if it was coming or going.
In other words, when it comes to auctions
I thought I'd seen about everything there
was to see. But that was before my curiosity
compelled me to attend a ranch real estate
auction conducted by a big city auction firm.

My rancher friends had been trying for a
few years to sell a couple ranches that didn’t
bring in enough net proceeds to pay the
property taxes. So my friend came up with
the idea of exposing the picturesque ranches
by offering them for sale on E bay. Sure
enough, they got a lot of attention, including
that of a huge real estate auction firm that
has sold buildings and land in every state of
the Union and six foreign countries. But be-
fore the firm would even consider selling the
ranches my pals had to pay them $180,000
which was not refundable. They’d get anoth-
er $420,000 when the deal was done. That’s
mighty good work if you can get it!

On sale day we all gathered at a beauti-
ful resort where a piano player serenaded
everyone with Brahms and Beethoven and
a banquet room was full of 17 millionaires
and a big bunch of cowboys dining on finger

food. The auctioneer was
witty, personable and had
the chant of a student
after his first day of auc-
tion school. But he was

as persuasive as a pair of
Chihuahua spurs with four
inch rowels. He announced
that at the end of the pro-
ceedings the two ranches
would have new owners

IT'S THE and that it was an “abso-
PITTS Iute auction.” Sort of!
First the auctioneer had
everyone participate in
LEE PITTS a practice auction which

turned out to be very
much like the real auction.

Then we had the actual sale. The auction
consisted of two neighboring ranches and
first he sold “choice” in which the winning
bidder could take his pick of the two. Then
he “sold” the other ranch by the acre, and
then he “sold” the two ranches as one. I used
quotation marks because even though real
bidders bid a lot of real money nothing had
actually “sold” yet for the auctioneer then
announced that there would be a ten minute
recess while the piano player played more
pretty music. After the time-out anyone
could then reopen the auction by bidding 5
percent more than the earlier “winning” bids.

This guy was more creative than my ac-
countant!

Sure enough, after further consideration
someone wanted to pay too much for an

unprofitable cow ranch, so the whole process
was repeated. I swear, we've sold 100 head
bull sales in less time that it took to sell
those two parcels! One person then “bought”
one ranch, another bidder “bought” the other
and then both of them lost their new ranches
when yet another person “bought” both
ranches. I put parentheses around “bought”
because the ranches still weren’t sold be-
cause they had to survive a 30 day escrow
where the whole thing could fall apart. By
now, the cowboys in attendance were really
shaking their heads and wondering, “Is this
any way to run an auction?”

Can you imagine if we sold cattle this way?

A cow and her calf would enter the sale
ring and the “buyers” could take their pick
of the cow or the calf. Then the other would
be sold. And then the two of them resold
as a pair. There’d be a ten minute recess
as classical music would reverberate in the
auction barn and the cow buyers would dine
on free finger food. Then the whole auction
would be repeated. But the pair of cattle still
wouldn’t be sold because there’d be a 30 day
escrow in which the cow, the calf, or both,
could die. And who would pay the feed bill
during that period? And there’s no way the
consignor would pay the 10% commission
the real estate firm charged. I guarantee
there’d be a fist fight between cow buyers,
pretty music or not, and just like the real
estate auction, the cowboys in the crowd
would be wondering what the heck had just
happened?

Task force to deliver mput on unfunded mandates

AUSTIN -- Gov. Rick Perry on
Feb. 25 announced the forma-

tion of the Task Force on Un-
funded Mandates, a bipartisan
panel of one former and eight
current Texas public officials.

The panel’s mission, Perry
said, is to list “burdensome
unfunded mandates that have
been passed down from the
state to local governments,
such as cities, counties and
school districts.”

Perry wants the list, and rec-
ommendations “on how to best
alleviate these burdens on local
entities,” on his desk this March.

Meanwhile, the state Senate
Finance and House Appro-
priations committees continued
with their work of exploring
ways to cut the 2012-2013 state
budget enough to make it bal-
ance. That means stripping off
somewhere between $8 billion
and $27 billion in state services.

To address state finances in
the long term, the Texas Senate
adopted a proposed state consti-
tutional amendment on Feb. 23,
the subtext of which indicates a
sentiment that some portion of
the Lone Star State’s budget woes
originate in Washington, D.C.

Senate Joint Resolution 1 urg-
es Congress to propose and sub-
mit to the states for ratification a
federal balanced budget amend-
ment to the U.S. Constitution.
Authored by Senate Pro-Tempore
Steve Ogden, R-Bryan, chair of the
upper chamber’s powerful Finance
Committee, SJR 1 has moved to
the House for consideration.

Its adoption by the Senate
drew applause from Gov. Perry,
who said he now looks forward
to “working with members of
the Texas House who share
the goal of a federal balanced
budget amendment to put the
U.S. back on the path to fiscal
responsibility.”

One such federal program
that is often named in con-
junction with “out-of-control
federal spending” is Medicaid,
the health coverage program
for poorer Americans that more
than 4 million Texans rely upon.

SPEAKER WEIGHS IN
ON MEDICAID
House Speaker Joe Straus,
R-San Antonio, on Feb. 22, said,
“Medicaid is an unsustainable

federal program that continues
to eat up more of our state bud-
get, crowding out other priori-
ties. State spending on Medicaid
has doubled in the last 10 years
and current spending now ac-
counts for 18.7 percent of the
general revenue-related 2010-
2011 Texas budget.”

“Like most states, Texas is
faced with the challenge of
maintaining this critical safety
net with limited taxpayer dol-

lars,” Straus said. voting.

JOINT SESSION

Texas Supreme Court Chief
Justice Wallace Jefferson on
Feb. 24 addressed a joint ses-
sion of the Texas House and
Senate, including members of
the state judiciary. Jefferson,
now in his seventh year as chief
justice, asked the assembly for
four things in the course of his
address:

1. Increased access to legal
services for poorer and even
middle class Texans. “The com-
bination of increased poverty
rates, reduced interest rates on

wide budget crisis threatens to
leave Texas’ neediest commu-
nities without basic access to
justice,” he said.

2. $20 million dollars from
general revenue for basic civil
legal services.

3. Non-partisan elec-
tion of judges in
Texas, and if that
can’t be done, elimi-
nate straight-ticket

send the people
a constitutional
amendment that
would allow
judges
to be
selected
on their
merit.”

Ralph Winifred (Bud) Mei-
necke Jr., 81, died in Ozona
on Thursday, Feb. 24, 2011.
He was born Nov. 18, 1929 in
Ozona, son of Ralph W. Mei-
necke Sr. and Coralie Kittle
Meinecke.

After graduating from
Ozona High School in 1947,
Bud worked at South Tex-
as Lumber Company be-
fore being drafted into the
Army where he served from
1951-1953. He came home
to Ozona and worked for
the highway department a
short time before joining his
mother, Coralie, at Crockett
County Abstract Company,
and also as a partner in Mei-
necke Insurance Agency.

Working at Crockett
County Abstract Company
was a family affair for Bud.
He worked with his mother
from 1956 to 1963; his sister,
Daphne June (Dilly) Dock-
ery from 1963 to 1994; and
his niece, Shannon Dockery
Hunnicutt from 1996 to his
retirement in January 2011.

Funeral services were
held at the Ozona United
Methodist Church on Satur-
day, Feb. 26, 2011, with buri-
al at Cedar Hill Cemetery.

For over 55 years, Bud
was instrumental in uphold-
ing the tradition of excellent
service that so many land
owners, oil and gas profes-
sionals, and real estate pro-
fessionals have come to ex-
pect from Crockett County
Abstract Company.

He maintained the title
plant, prepared Abstracts of
Title, and as an Escrow Of-
ficer, closed many home and
land deals on property in
and around Ozona. Nobody
knows Crockett County like
Bud did. He knew family his-
tory and the history of the
land in Crockett County like
the back of his hand. In his
office, he was surrounded
by files and documents. But
go in and ask for something,
and chances are, he could
put his fingers on it in a
matter of seconds.

Bud was always active
in community affairs. He

received special recognition
for 30 years of service to the
American Cancer Society,
and was a longtime mem-
ber of the Ozona Lions Club.
He was a lifelong member of
the Ozona United Methodist
Church. In his younger days,
he enjoyed golf and bowling.
He was a loyal supporter of
Ozona High School athlet-
ics, and enjoyed many years
of traveling to football and
basketball games, and track
and tennis meets. He was
known far and wide simply
as Uncle Bud. He was a lov-
ing son, brother, uncle and
friend.

SAN ANGELO - USDA Ru-
ral Development Texas State
Director, Paco Valentin, high-
lighted USDA's commitment
to improvements in rural edu-
cation systems by presenting a
ceremonial check last week to
Region XV Education Service
Center to assist with upgraded
broadband capabilities.

The funding will be pro-
vided through the USDA Rural
Development Distance Learn-
ing and Telemedicine Grant
Program.

"Students in the most ru-
ral communities may not
have access to museums, sci-
ence programs or various oth-
er educational resources," said
Valentin. "Distance learning
opens the door to new oppor-
tunities for these students to
make connections and access
current resources from within
their own schools. USDA Rural
Development Distance Learn-
ing and Grants are powerful
tools for providing expand-

ed educational opportunities
which otherwise may be un-
available."

The $415,453 grant will be
used to connect 43 schools, en-
compassing 19 school districts
throughout Runnels, Brown,
McCulloch, Coke, Tom Green,
Coleman, Val Verde, Crockett,
Concho, Irion, Kimble, Mason,
and Menard counties.

The funds will be used to
purchase distance learning
equipment to create new learn-
ing opportunities for students
and increase training opportu-
nities for educators.

With this new technolo-
gy, the curriculum will now in-
clude the ability for students
to attend virtual K-12 courses
as well as college level course.

Educators will have access
to the new equipment to keep
accurate with online training
programs.

Distance education will
give rural school students the
same opportunities as larger,
more urban schools.

This will enhance the
quality of education in rural

schools and allow these stu-
dents to become more com-
petitive in the job market.

The Distance Learning and
Telemedicine (DLT) Grant Pro-
gram provides access to ed-
ucation, training and health
care resources in rural areas.

Funding is contingent
upon the recipient meeting the
conditions of the grant agree-
ment.

These funds are part of
USDA's annual budget and are
not part of the American Re-
covery and Reinvestment Act.

County Judge Fred Deaton
and two commissioners as-
sisted, as well as several lo-
cal businesses and individuals
sent food and water to the vol-
unteers.

One Ozona firefighter re-
ceived minor injuries and was
treated at the Family Health
Center of Ozona. No other in-
juries were reported and no
structures were damaged.

“The Ozona Fire Depart-
ment wishes to say thanks to
the response from local cit-
izens who brought water
and juice and food to scene,”
Falkner said.

Due to the dry weather,
wildfires blazed throughout
West Texas and the Panhandle
Sunday and Monday.

On Sunday, the Texas For-
est Service responded to 21
fires for 120,854 acres, in-
cluding large fires in Mitchell,
Howard, Potter, Randall, Mot-
ley, Andrews, Martin, Haskell,
Scurry, Eastland, Midland and
Crockett counties.

Around 7,000 acres burned
in Howard and Mitchell coun-
ties. The forest service stated
that this fire started in How-
ard County and burned close

to two other fires in Mitchell
County. The fires have burned
around Big Spring and Colora-
do City.

Twelve homes were de-
stroyed and three damaged. A
nursing home in Colorado City
was evacuated, the forest ser-
vice stated.

The largest fires were in
Potter and Motley counties in
the Panhandle.

Around 30,000 acres
burned from a fire that started
on the northeast side of Am-
arillo. Thirty homes were de-
stroyed.

Near Matador in Motley
County, 40,000 acres burned
and two homes were destroyed.
The entire town of Matador
was evacuated.

The Texas Forest Service
advises for all residents to obey
outdoor burning bans. Don’t
burn trash or debris when con-
ditions are dry or windy. Crock-
ett County is currently under a
burn ban.

The Texas and Southwest-
ern Cattle Raisers Association
issued a press release Mon-
day strongly encouraging all
ranchers whose cattle were on
burned pasture to have their
cattle inspected by a veterinar-
ian for burns and other trauma
from fires.

ORDER RESTRICTING
OUTDOOR BURNING

The Commissioners' Court finds that circumstances
present in all or part of the unincorporated area of the
county create a public safety hazard that would be ex-
acerbated by outdoor burning; and NOW, THEREFORE,
IT IS HEREBY ORDERED by the Commissioners' Court
of Crockett County, Texas, that outdoor burning is re-
stricted in Crockett County for 30 days from the date
of adoption of this Order, unless the restrictions are
terminated earlier based on a determination made by
the Texas Forest Service or this Court. This Order is ad-
opted pursuant to Local Government Code 352.081,
and other applicable statues. This Order does NOT pro-
hibit outdoor burning activities related to public health
and safety that are authorized by the Texas Natural Re-
sources Commission for: (1) firefighter training; (2) pub-
lic utility, natural gas pipeline or mining operations; (3)
planting or harvesting or agricultural crops; or (4) burns
that are conducted by an approved Prescribed Burning
Association, Natural Resource Conservation Service,
the and/or Texas A&M Agricultural Experiment Station,
or prescribed burn manager certified under Section
153.048, Natural Resources Code, and meet the stan-
dards of Section 153.047, Natural Resources Code.

All burns shall be reported to the Crockett County
Sheriff's Office (325) 392-2661 and the Fire Chief (325)
392-2626 prior to commencing, together with the name
of the landowner, location involved and expert to be on
hand.

This Order does NOT prohibit outdoor cooking in a
properly contained area which is attended at all times.

In accordance with the Local Government Code
352.081 (h), a violation of this Order is a Class C misde-
meanor, punishable by a fine not to exceed $500.
