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Jieaion Cole 
fire at 175,000
in two counties

For a moment last week, 
it seemed as if the whole 
world was in flames.

Smoke blowing through 
Ozona, people fighting to 
save their houses and the 
fire kept coming.

As local firefighters and 
volunteers fought back fa­
tigue, it seemed there was 
no end in sight. Then, the 
winds changed.

A north wind, little bit 
of rain and cooler temper­
atures finally brought sig­
nificant containment to the 
Deaton Cole Fire that had 
ravaged more than 175,000 
acres over two counties.

“This fire has really driv­
en since it started last Mon­
day (April 25) afternoon,” 
said Texas Forest Service Of­
ficial Dwight Dold on Mon­
day. “We got a lot accom­
plished today. We should be 
on the downhill slope.”

The fire has now reached 
65 percent containment and 
national and state forest ser­
vice officials, as well as U.S. 
National Guard, are hoping 
for full containment in the 
next few days.

Modular Airborne Fire 
Fighting System support was 
requested early Monday af­
ternoon.

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School board 
approves 
funding 

for projects

A chance to make repairs 
to school district facilities, 
including the track at Lion 
Stadium, was approved last 
week.

During the regular meet­
ing of the Crockett Coun­
ty CCSD School Board, the 
board unanimously ap­
proved a resolution autho­
rizing around $3.4 million 
funding from the Qualified 
School Construction Bond 
(QSCB) program.

While the name is mis­
leading, the QSCB is not a 
traditional school bond, but 
instead a low-interest loan 
program through the feder­
al government stimulus pro­
gram.

Ed King, vice president 
of the Texas Education Facili­
ties Fund, spoke to the board 
about the program during a fa­
cilities workshop prior to the 
regular meeting on April 27.

The loan would be for 15 
years. Interest rates would 
probably not be higher than 
1.25 percent. King said.

In his presentation. King 
showed the board that to­
tal interest cost at 1.25 per­
cent for 15 years would 
be $514,484 compared to 
$2,104,085 on standard 15- 
year loan at 4.75 percent.

Iraan ISD and Comstock 
ISD have received funds 
from the program. Around 
125 school districts are on a 
waiting list waiting to be ap­
proved for funds.

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No settlement 
in county court case

At an April 26 special 
meeting, Crockett Coun­
ty Commissioners met for 
what was suppose to be 
discussion and action on a 
court case settlement and 
agreement.

However, County At­
torney Jody Upham in­
formed the commission­
ers that the case between 
the county and Nikki Hob­
son will have to continue.

Upham said that after 
Crockett County Sheriff’s 
Deputies performed a writ 
of execution, she received 
a call from Hobson about

settling the case.
A writ of execution is a 

90-day court order grant­
ed in an attempt to satis­
fy a monetary judgment. 
A court typically orders a 
sheriff or deputy to take 
possession of property 
owned by the person who 
owes money. The proper­
ty will often then be sold 
in a sheriffs sale for $.10 
on the dollar the proceeds 
placed toward what the 
person owes.

In this case, Hobson 
owes more than $9,700 
due to not completing her 
contract with the Crockett

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Officials should not bypass public forum by messaging
It’s becoming harder than ever 

to see public ctffiaals during regu­
lar meetings, since they often are 
hidden behind laptop computers 
or crouched over mobile phones, 
hammering away at the keys.

There are only two possibih- 
ties for such busywork during 
public meetings. Either the of­
ficials are conducting official 
business, or they’re not.

If they’re not, then they’re not 
doing their job, which is to pay 
attention and be active partici­
pants in the meetings. If they 
are conducting official business, 
then they are breciking the law.

Tho.se are the concerns be­
hind House Bill 2977, filed^by

Rep. Todd Hunter, R-Corpus 
Christi. The bill would restrict 
texting during open meetings.
It needs to pass.

Advances in technology have 
made communications easier 
than ever. Mobile phones with 
Internet access and texting ca­
pabilities allow people to send 
and receive messages anywhere. 
Elected officials are among the 
many people who have found it 
convenient to make such commu­
nications, even during meetings.

The trouble is, people have 
little way of knowing if the of­

ficials are using their devices to 
communicate with each other 
during the meetings, either to 
comment on the proceedings or 
to collude on votes.

Such actions violate the very 
intent of open meetings, which 
is to keep the public informed 
of all actions and deliberations, 
and to give them an opportu­
nity to respond.

Many officials say they need 
the devices to inform them­
selves better about the issues 
that are being addressed in the 
meetings. Traditionally, staff

prepares background informa­
tion on each agenda item for 
the officials. Historically the 
information has been printed 
out and given in a packet to 
each member. Officials have 
said that the electronic devices 
— $l,000-$2,000 laptops for 
each person and at least $100 in 
monthly Internet fees — saves 
them pioney by not requiring 
all that expensive paper, which 
costs about $2 a ream. If you’re 
spending taxpayers’ money, this 
logic m ^es sense.

Some officials have been hon­
est about their use of the de­
vices. Austin officials admitted 
communicating with each other

during meetings. They started 
using their own mobile phones, 
saying that since they were 
personal devices they were not 
subject to public review — even 
though their actions still consti­
tuted official business.

State Sen. Eddie Lucio Jr., D- 
Brownsville, told The Houston 
Chronicle that he might be han­
dling family emergencies, com­
munications from constituents, 
or just reading the Gospel of 
the Day. Such actions are better 
done outside of a public meet­
ing. One would expect that most 
officials would deal with a fami­
ly emergency by first leaving the 
chamber in order to take care of

the business at hand.
HB 2977 would allow the use 

of the devices for “administra­
tive or ministerial information 
or that is sent in relation to 
an emergency situation.” Such 
Ccises most likely would involve 
the entire board, and be part of 
the public proceedings.

Public business must be 
conducted publicly. Covert 
collusion through private com­
munication devices should be 
restricted, and this is why the 
bill should pass.

Senate fin ds  w ays to shore state b u d g e t b e fo re  m o v in g  ahead
AUSTIN - Big biUs continue to 

rumble around the state Capitol 
with less than a month remain­
ing until May 30, the last day of 
the regular 82nd session of the 
Texas Legislature.

The full House and the Senate 
Finance Committee have passed 
versions of the state budget, 
but last week there was not 
enough collective will in the 
Senate to bring the matter up 
for floor debate: too much dis­
agreement on the particulars. 
We’ll have to wait a little longer 
to see a state budget both 
houses consider fit for delivery 
to the governor.

In their current forms, the 
House version cuts spending 
by $23 billion while the Senate 
Finance Committee’s version, 
which pulls $3 billion from the 
state’s Rainy Day Fund, cuts 
$ 17 billion.

Meanwhile, the Senate ap­
proved SB 1811 by Robert Dun­
can, R-Lubbock, to pump $4 
billion in non-tax revenue into 
the 2012-2013 state budget. 
Duncan’s bill would make use 
of accounting strategies, such 
as moving the state’s final pay­
ment of the fiscal year to the

Permanent School Fund (more 
than $2 billion) from August 
into September, the first month 
of fiscal year 2011-2012. It 
would also move up the collec­
tion of the state’s franchise tax 
a month early in 2013 to bring 
in about $800 million, the Sen­
ate Media Office reported.

Another key piece of budget 
legislation was passed by the 
Senate: SB 23 by Jane Nelson, 
R-Flower Mound. Nelson’s bill 
would save about a half billion 
dollars in health care costs over 
the next biennium by moving 
Medicaid prescriptions into 
managed care and increasing 
managed care for Medicaid 
patients in South Texas.

TXDOT BILL 
RETURNS TO SENATE

In the raft of “sunset” bills 
that determine the fate of state 
agencies, the House set aside 
its own version of the Texas 
Department of Transportation 
sunset bill, then took up the 
Senate version, SB 1420 by Juan 
“Chuy” Hinojosa, D-McAllen, 
and passed it with 78 amend­

ments.
The bill now goes back to the 

Senate to see if that body will 
concur in all those amendments. 
It probably won’t, and the bill, 
which shifts more road-building 
projects into private hands and 
allows the creation of more toll 
roads, will be assigned to a con­
ference committee.

HOUSE PASSES 
REDISTRICTING BILL

A big piece of legislation the 
House passed was HB 150 by 
Burt Solomons, R-Carrollton - 
the redrawing of House district 
boundaries.

The bill is structured to help 
Republicans hold on to power 
for the next 10 years, even 
though 2010 U.S. Census data 
show most of the state’s 4 mil­
lion population gain in the last 
decade was overwhelmingly 
Hispanic. Hispanic Texans do 
not vote as a bloc but history 
shows a majority favoring 
Democratic candidates.

House Speaker Joe Straus, 
R-San Antonio, thanked Solo­
mons, who chairs the body’s

Redistricting Committee, and 
House members in general “for 
their commitment in passing 
a map that is fair, legal, and 
that reflects the demographic 
changes that our state has 
experienced over the past 
decade.”

Solomons, during 
House floor debate, 
told members who 
challenged his map, 
that he used current 
Census data to 
draw the lines 
and that the 
state constitution 
requires him to 
use that data as 
the basis for 
redrawing 
district 
bound­
aries.

Walker showed the board 
the variety of foods and 
presentations that could be 
available to the district in­
cluding fun bags for ele­
mentary students, self-ser­
vice foods like personal 
pizzas and hamburgers for 
middle and high schools 
and more offerings of fresh 
fruits and vegetables.

Walker or someone from 
his staff will be at the district 
to help start the program, 
which begins this month.

Cost for the consult­
ing will be around $2,400 a 
month. The district has con­
trol over the type of food 
and programs and can with­
draw anytime, duBois said.

Walker said his service 
is used with school districts 
all over the state, including 
Comstock, Terrell County 
and Christoval, where Ozo­
na school officials saw first­
hand a crowded cafeteri^^ 
and students eager to eat.

“We’re not talking about 
a huge investment. The idea 
is to start generating some 
revenue,” duBois said. “The 
main thing I’m interested in 
is elevating the experience 
and getting our kids to eat 
in school. We’ve taken some 
steps, but we can take it to 
the next level.”

TxDOT launches new motorcycle 
safety campaign aimed at drivers

AUSTIN— In prepara­
tion for Motorcycle Safe­
ty Awareness Month begin­
ning May 1, the Texas De­
partment of Transporta­
tion (TxDOT) has launched 
a statewide Share the Road 
motorcycle safety and pub­
lic awareness campaign 
(www.looklearnlive.org) to 
urge motorists to look twice 
for motorcycles at intersec­
tions and when changing 
lanes, the two* places where 
serious motorcycle colli­
sions commonly occur.

Motorcyclists are dying 
in record numbers. In 2009, 
434 motorcyclists were 
lolled, accounting for 14 
percent of the state’s traffic 
deaths. Researchers point 
to the fact that the num­
ber of motorcycles on Tex­
as roadways has more than 
doubled to 424,218 in the 
last decade. Because motor­
cycles have a much smaller 
profile than other vehicles, 
it can be difficult for driv­
ers to judge the speed and 
distance of an approach­

ing motorcycle. As a result, 
drivers involved in crashes 
with motorcycles say they 
never saw the motorcyclist 
and were unable to react in 
time to prevent the crash.

“We know that 66 percent 
of motorcycle crashes result 
in death or serious injury for 
the motorcyclist,” said Carol 
Rawson, TxDOT’s Traffic Op­
erations Director. “As more 
and more people turn to mo­
torcycles for affordable trans­
portation and recreation, it’s 
more important than ever to 
remind drivers to look twice 
for motorcycles.”

“Seeing them is saving 
them ” is the theme of Tx­
DOT’s new campaign, which 
uses TV and radio commer­
cials and billboards to drive 
home the new safety mes­
sage. TxDOT offers these 
tips on how to better see 
and accommodate motorcy­
clists on the road:

• Do a Double Take: 
Look twice for motorcyclists 
at intersections, where they 
may be making a left turn.

as well as on the highway, 
where a motorcyclist may 
be changing lanes. Clearly 
signal your intentions.

• Be Respectful: Remem­
ber, a motorcycle is a vehi­
cle with all of the rights and 
privileges of any vehicle on 
the roadway.

• Give Them Space: Don't 
follow a motorcycle too close­
ly. A motorcyclist's riding pat­
terns are different from vehi­
cle patterns, and reactions 
may vary for the same road 
or weather conditions. Allow 
a full lane of travel space be­
tween your car or truck and a 
motorcycle.

• Anticipate Next Steps: 
Obstructions that you do 
not notice could prove to 
be deadly for a motorcy­
clist. Give motorcyclists 
plenty of space to react and 
make the road a safe place 
for you and others, no mat­
ter what form of transpor­
tation they use.

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C-130S from the 302nd 
Airlift Wing of the Air Force Re­
serves from Colorado Springs, 
Colo, and the 146th Air Wing 
of the California Air Nation­
al Guard, Port Hueneme, Calif, 
completed 13 air drops of ap­
proximately 39,000 gallons of 
retardant.

Yesterday afternoon the 
MAFFS completed four air 
drops of approximately 12,000 
gallons of retardant.

“Crockett County is in good 
shape. We look pretty well con­
tained for our area,” said Coun­
ty Judge Fred Deaton. “I think 
maybe, if the weather holds, 
we will get more containment 
every day.”

The fire started the after­
noon of April 2 5 on the Deaton, 
Carson and West ranches in Val 
Verde County. Ozona firefight­
ers responded until Val Verde 
and Texas Forest Service offi­
cials arrived on scene.

Ozona then left the scene 
and was called out multiple 
times during the week on re­
kindle calls for the Pierce-Sut- 
ton fire off of Pandale Road, 
which as burned more than 
40,000 acres.

By Friday, the Deaton 
Cole blaze came knocking and 
Jumped into Crockett County 
with a vengeance.

The Acton Ranch off of 
Farm-to-Market Road 1973 
quickly became threatened 
as firefighters battled a fierce 
south wind with gusts up to 40 
mph. Local ranchers and vol­
unteers brought sprayers and 
equipment.

Crockett County respond­
ed with heavy equipment and

dSeistroyiiig people’s homes.
“I cannot tell you all of the 

people who had sprayers and 
hre trucks helping. Wind burn, 
sunburn, ash and smoke inha­
lation are bad for all of us. Ask 
me about my fire singed fore­
head. We are all exhausted. My 
family and I are not about to 
abandon our home and our 
livestock and our land, and 
many others are not either,” 
said Shelly Childress, whose 
family live on a ranch off of 
County Road 107, which was 
also involved in the Pierce-Sut- 
ton fire.

Smoke blowing into Ozona 
had residents worried that the 
town would have to be evacu­
ated. Judge Deaton issued an 
alert on the county’s reverse 
9-1-1 system informing every­
one that the town was safe but 
that smoke may continue for 
the next three or four days.

Another grass fire on the 
Worthington Ranch north of 
Ozona on County Road 205 also 
started Friday night, but mutu­
al aid from area departments 
in Mertzon, Big Lake, Barnhart, 
the Texas Forest Service, heavy 
equipment from area counties 
and Texas Energy quickly con­
tained the blaze.

Crews from Southwest 
Electric and Rio Grande Elec­
tric Co-ops also worked areas 
trying to restore electricity and 
replace burned down poles.

“No matter how many dif­
ferent pictures I see, they just 
do not compare to the feel­
ing of being right in the mid­
dle of it replacing poles and 
have the thing turn back into 
the line and burn more down,” 
said Justin Moran with South­
west Electric Co-op. “We are 
slowly making progress. When 
we first got the call Monday, I 
just took for granted that the 
fire department would put it 
out, and here we are going on 
almost a week of it.”

By Saturday, some contain­
ment was being made, but the 
threat to homes was not over. 
Late that afternoon, south 
State Highway 163 was closed 
due to the blaze jumping the 
road and onto a division near 
County Road 102.

Immediately, firefighters 
swarmed onto the area and be­
gan protecting homes.

“The smoke was very thick 
at the house and thicker to­
ward the south. It was way too 
close for my comfort,” said Su­
san Kenley Cassaro, daughter 
of Crockett County Fire Mar­
shal Steve Kenley.

Some residents prepared

for evacuations, just in case.
“We loaded up and left 

out, dogs and a few goats in 
the back of my Tahoe,” said 
Jeanine Pittman. “We did see 
some fire trucks go past, but 
it was too dark to read where 
they were from. Wherever they 
came from, they looked like 
angels.”

All homes, along with 
many others were spared in 
the blaze. Only hunting camps 
and trailers were lost in the 
blaze. No injuries were report- 
'ed in the fire.

Pittman’s daughter, Ab- 
bie Hubbard, immediately an­
nounced her relief.

“They say our house is 
looking okay so far and hope­
fully will stay that way. Love 
our firefighters,” Hubbard 
said.

Dold said an east wind 
helped the firefighters contain 
the breakout Saturday night.

By Sunday, cooler tempera­
tures and a north wind allowed 
the fire to blow back into it­
self and everybody a chance to 
breathe for a little bit.

Dold said one reason for 
the fire to grow so large was 
due to structure protection.

“Sometimes we have to let 
fire burn when there is nothing 
but natural vegetation in order 
to save structures,” he said.

The forest service’s first 
priority is life safety, followed 
by people’s homes and live­
stock and then get the fire out, 
Dold said.

Even though the cooler 
weather and .03 inches of rain 
occurred this week, Crockett 
County remains under a burn 
bank, which can only be lifted 
by the commissioners’ court.

‘Tve never thought, of

to a crisp over the last couple 
of weeks and I've seen a large 
portion of the destruction. It 
will be years before the land, 
the animals and especially the 
ranchers recover from this aw­
ful and life shattering event,” 
said Amanda Carson Green, 
whose family owns the Caron 
Sleepy Hallow Ranch in Val 
Verde County where the fire 
first started.

The Texas Forest Service 
estimates more than $2 mil­
lion acres have burned in Tex­
as this year.

Ozona firefighters re­
sponded to 50 calls in April, 
with 34 of those being wild­
fires.

Estimated property dam­
age with the Pierce-Sutton fire 
is around $1 million, Deaton 
said. The county is still work­
ing on an estimate for the 
Deaton Cole fire.

“Last year was an extreme­
ly wet year all over the state, 
which caused a lot of brush 
and vegetation to grow. This 
year we are extremely dry. It 
was the driest March in Dallas 
since 1895,” Dold said.

Officials with the Nation­
al Oceanic and Atmospheric 
Administration say this is the 
worst drought to hit Texas in 
45 years, and predicts condi­
tions will continue over weeks 
to one to three months.

"This really is a historical 
climate event affecting our re­
gion," said David Brown, di­
rector of climate services for 
NOAA’s Southern Region, char­
acterizing the conditions as 
"extreme and exceptional."

More than half the state is 
experiencing either "extreme" 
drought, expected to occur ev­
ery 20 to 50 years, or an "excep­
tional" drought seen every 50 
to 100 years, ScientificAmeri- 
can.com reported.

Meteorologists say the 
drought conditions have been 
driven by a strong La Nina 
weather pattern that emerged 
last summer, with colder than 
normal conditions in the equa­
torial eastern central Pacific 
Ocean that has wide-ranging 
effects, including dry winter 
conditions in the southeastern 
United States.

The Rock House fire in 
Fort Davis is being called the 
largest in Texas history. The 
fire has burned 313,323 acres, 
95 percent contained. Forty- 
one homes and two commer­
cial structures were destroyed 
in the Fort Davis area in the ini­
tial burning period.

GAMING LEGISLATION 
HASN’T MOVED

This session, like many 
previous sessions, bills have 
been filed to legalize casino 
and other forms of gambling. 
Perhaps the main arguments 
for passing gambling or “gam­
ing” legislation are (1) to create 
new revenue streams at a time 
when state needs it; and (2) to 
create an in-state option for 
the thousands of Texans who 
travel to other states that offer 
legalized gambling venues.
