School board 
race down 

to two

	 Ozona Schools kept a two-star 
rating in the Texas Comptroller’s 
Office report last week that com-
pares school spending to student 
achievement.
	 Crockett County CCSD was 
once again given a two out of five-
star rating on the Financial Allo-
cation Study for Texas, or FAST. 
The 2011 ratings released last 
week updated the 2010 FAST 
and assigned new rankings to 
1,237 school districts and charter 
schools, using the most recent ed-
ucational data. 
	 In the new report, 46 school 
districts receive the highest rat-
ing of five stars, compared to 43 
districts that achieved the top 
ranking in the original study. Five 
stars mean the district’s spend-
ing is very low compared to peer 
districts, and students’ academic 
performance is very high in com-
parison with the rest of the state. 
	 “Today, many Texas school dis-
tricts face the challenge of educat-
ing more students with less fund-
ing,” said Texas Comptroller Susan 
Combs in a press release. “FAST is 
an online tool they can use to com-
pare their performance with sim-
ilar districts. Users can compare 
districts using a variety of indica-
tors such as dropout rates, trans-
portation spending, state account-
ability ratings or math scores.”
	 No school districts in Region 
15 Education Service, which in-
cludes San Angelo, Ozona and 
other area districts, received a 
five-star rating. Wall ISD and Ma-
son ISD were the only two dis-
tricts to come close at four and a

AUSTIN — Top state officials 
reacted negatively to a U.S. En-
vironmental Protection Agency 
rule finalized July 6.

The “Cross State Pollu-
tion Rule” requires 27 states 
including Texas to improve air 
quality, beginning Jan. 1, by 
reducing power plant emis-
sions that contribute to ozone 
and/or fine particle pollution 
in downwind states.

On Sept. 12, Dallas-based 
Luminant Energy announced 
the need to close facilities to 
comply with “CSAPR” would 
cause the loss of some 500 
jobs. The same day, Gov. Rick 
Perry, Lt. Gov. David Dewhurst 
and House Speaker Joe Straus 
posted press statements.

Perry: “As expected, the only 
results of this rule will be put-
ting Texans out of work and 
creating hardships for them 
and their families, while put-
ting the reliability of Texas’ 
grid in jeopardy. In the decade 
of the 2000’s Texas reduced 
ozone emissions by 27 percent 
— more than any other state 
— and reduced (sulfur dioxide) 
emissions by 32 percent and 
(nitrogen oxide) emissions by 

58 percent, all while remain-
ing the nation’s leading energy 
producer and protecting jobs.”

Dewhurst: “The EPA has put 
a target on our back — hast-
ily imposing punitive new 
regulations on an unreasonable 
timeline — despite the fact 
that Texas has improved air 
quality and reduced emissions 
substantially more than the 
national average.”

Straus: “This is the wrong 
policy at the worst possible 
time, and I fully support the 
State’s petition requesting the 
EPA to reconsider its adoption 
of the CSAPR.”

Texas has filed legal papers 
petitioning for reconsideration 
and a stay of CSAPR and Lu-
minant Energy has filed a legal 
challenge to the rule.

Meanwhile, on Sept. 15, 
Texas Commission on Envi-
ronmental Quality Chairman 
Bryan Shaw, in a congressional 
hearing on CSAPR, said, “Under 
average conditions, the poten-
tial generation loss in Texas 
caused by this rule will have 
real impacts to real people.  

Should Texas face another 
sweltering summer like this 
past one, there is every reason 
to worry about loss of life.”

JOBLESS RATE RISES 
TO 8.5 PERCENT

The Lone Star State’s season-
ally adjusted unemployment 
rate was 8.5 percent in August.

According to U.S. Depart-
ment of Labor figures re-
leased by the Texas Workforce 
Commission on Sept. 16, the 
unemployment rate for August 
climbed 0.1 percent from the 
8.4 percent rate posted for the 
month of July. The percent-
age change reflects the loss of 
1,300 nonfarm jobs.

The national unemployment 
rate was 9.1 percent for August.

MORE TAKE COLLEGE 
ENTRANCE EXAM

The number of college-
bound minority students who 
take the SAT college admis-
sions test is on the increase.

College Board, the testing 
entity, on Sept. 14 released 
data that show the number of 

Hispanic students in Texas pub-
lic schools who took the SAT 
between the 2006-2007 school 
year and the 2010-2011 school 
year increased by 57.7 percent.

Over the same five-year 
period, the number of African-
American SAT examinees in 
the public schools in-
creased 43.4 percent, 
while the number 
of Asian examinees 
in Texas increased 
23.4 percent.  

The number of 
all Texas public 
school students 
taking the test 
increased by 
21.6 percent 
during 
this pe-
riod.

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Four Letter Words

Officials, power company warn of job losses over pollution rule

It’s been my experience that people who 
make their living battling mother nature on 
a daily basis tend to use more four letter 
words than your average priest, funeral 
director or kindergarten teacher. Roust-
abouts, loggers, truckers and welders use 
cursing to relieve the tension caused by 
sudden surprises. The exception to this 
rule are old time cowboys who don’t cuss 
much. (I’m talking real cowboys, not the 
genus and species of the drugstore variety.) 
Of course, there are exceptions to every 
rule and once I did meet an old Nevada 
cowpoke who could cuss in paragraphs.

Proper and polite cowboys tend to de-
velop their own private cuss words that 
allow them to vent their anger while not 
scorching the grass around them. If they 
catch their finger in a dally, or get assigned 
tractor duty, they express their aggravation 
by saying things like darn, sugar and fudge! 
I know one old timer who can make the 
word “pumpernickel” sound as vile as any 
word uttered by a mule-skinner. 	

I admit that I have to work hard at not 
cussing. It’s a terrible habit, and it’s my 
worst fault, but I spent too many years 
working in the oilfields, and taking too 
much inorganic chemistry in college, not 
to cuss. Either one of which would make 
a Methodist minister cuss like a sailor. I 
also spent too many years in the front cab 
of my father’s Peterbuilt. Don’t get me 
wrong, my long-haul-truck-driving father 
never cussed in front of me, but it didn’t 

take me long to acquire 
a teamster’s vocabulary 
at the truck stops we 
patronized. These days I 
have, for the most part, 
cleaned up my potty 
mouth and I try to limit 
my occasional cuss word 
to  men and cows. I never 
cuss in front of women, 
kids and horses, all of 
whom are sensitive about 
such things.

My role model for 
cleansing my vocabulary 
is a grand old lady I’ve 
known for years. I was 

immediately attracted to Mary because, like 
me, she never trusted anyone who wore 
gloves, put their cigarette in a plastic hold-
er to smoke it, or any snob who paid more 
than $10 for his last haircut. Mary was 
as down to earth as crabgrass and after 
her husband died she lived simply off the 
income of 50 cows. Not well, mind you, but 
she lived. Like a lot of ranchers Mary could 
have sold her picturesque place in the 
foothills to a developer for many millions 
and lived out her remaining days going on 
cruises with what she called “ROMEO’s”. 
(Rich old mean eating alone.)

Mary’s cowherd reflected her own per-
sonality: they were the gentlest bovines 
who ever chewed cud. Mary had invited a 
few of us over to help preg check those 

cows and this year when we arrived we saw 
a new twist: on a card table beside the chute 
were laid out fifty ear tags. It seems Mary 
had read about the premium that age and 
sourced calves are bringing at auction, only 
instead of Angus Source ear tags or from 
some other breed or ID company, Mary had 
written in beautiful calligraphy the names of 
her cows on pale blue ear tags. Mary’s cows 
would never wear a bar code, but they did 
sport some interesting names. There was 
Abstract who had strange markings, Edsel 
who was definitely out of style, and Frisbee 
who was hard to catch.

It’s safe to say that no one in attendance 
that day had ever heard Mary cuss. But 
when the old rope on the squeeze chute 
broke when a big old brute pulled back on 
it, he fell backwards right on Mary’s table 
and her pretty ear tags, vaccine guns, medi-
cine and some delicious brownies were 
thrown high and wide. Mary took one look 
at the destruction and said “S-H-I-,” and 
the world stopped for a brief moment as 
everyone held their collective breath... “N-
O-L-A,” Mary concluded. Instead of a four 
letter word Mary uttered one of her private 
cuss words, the name of a shoe polish we 
used before we all started wearing Nikes 
and Reeboks.

Where newspapers thrive

We've been hear-
ing a lot of de-
pressing news 
in recent years 
about the dire 

financial prospects for big 
daily newspapers, including 
the one you're now holding. 
Or watching. Or, in the ar-
got of the digital age, "expe-
riencing."

But at the risk of sounding 
like I'm whistling past the 
graveyard, I'd like to point 
out that there are thousands 
of newspapers that are not 
just surviving but thriv-
ing. Some 8,000 weekly pa-
pers still hit the front porch-
es and mailboxes in small 
towns across America ev-
ery week and, for some rea-
son, they've been left out of 
the conversation. So a cou-
ple of years ago, I decided to 
head back to my roots, both 
geographic and professional 
(my first job was at a week-
ly), to see how those com-
munity papers were faring. 
And what I found was both 
surprising and inspiring.

At a time when main-
stream news media are 
hemorrhaging and doom-
sayers are predicting the 
death of journalism (at least 
as we've known it), take 
heart: The free press is alive 
and well in small towns 
across America, thanks to 
the editors of thousands of 
weeklies who, for very little 
money and a fair amount 
of aggravation, keep on tell-
ing it like it is. Sometimes 
they tell it gently, in code 
only the locals understand. 
After all, they have to live 
there too. But they also tell 
it with courage, standing up 
to powerful bullies — from 
coal company thugs in Ken-
tucky to corrupt politicians 
in the Texas Panhandle.

"If we discover a politi-
cal official misusing taxpay-
er funds," an editor in Dove 
Creek, Colo., told me, "we 
wouldn't hesitate to nail 
him to a stump."

You might be thinking 
that attitude would be fun-
damental for anyone who 
claims to be a journalist. The 
Los Angeles Times certain-
ly nailed those officials in 
Bell to the proverbial stump 
in its award-winning expose 
of municipal corruption. 
But just imagine how much 
more difficult that job would 
have been if those Times re-
porters lived next door to 
the officials they were writ-
ing about — or, as some-
times happens in a small 
town, if they had been relat-
ed to one of them. Practicing 
journalism with gusto comes 
with a price tag in a small 
community — from being 
shunned in the checkout line 
at the grocery store to losing 
a major advertiser.

Of course, most of these 

newspapers are not un-
covering major scandals 
on a regular basis. That's 
not what keeps them sell-
ing at such a good clip; it's 
the steady stream of news 
that readers can only get 
from that publication — 
the births, deaths, crimes, 
sports and local shenan-
igans that only matter to 
the 5,000 or so souls in 
their circulation area. It's 
more than a little ironic that 
small-town papers have 
been thriving by practicing 
what the mainstream media 
are now preaching. "Hyper-
localism," "citizen journal-
ism," "advocacy journalism" 
— these are some of the lat-
est buzzwords of the pro-
fession. But the concepts, 
without the fancy names, 
have been around for ages 
in small-town newspapers.

The "holy trinity" of week-
ly papers consists of high 
school sports (where even 
losing teams benefit from 
positive spin), obituar-
ies (where there's no need 
to speak ill of the dead be-
cause everyone in town al-
ready knows if the deceased 
was a jerk) and the police 
blotter. The latter can be 
addictive, even to outsid-
ers. These items, often lift-
ed intact from the dispas-
sionate log of the sheriff's 
dispatcher, are the haikus 
of Main Street: "Caller states 
that there is a 9-year-old 
boy out mowing the lawn 
next door and feels that is 
endangering the child in do-
ing so when the mother is 
perfectly capable of doing 
it herself." Or: "Man calls to 
report wife went missing 3 
months ago."

The business models of 
these small-town papers are 
just as intriguing as the lo-
cal news. In 2010, the Na-
tional Newspaper Assn. 
provided some heartening 
survey statistics: More than 
three-quarters of respon-
dents said they read most 
or all of a local newspaper 
every week. And a full 94 
percent said they paid for 
their papers.

And what of the Internet 
threat? Many of these small-
town editors have learned a 
lesson from watching their 
big-city counterparts: Don't 
give it away. Many week-
lies, from the Canadian Re-
cord in the Texas Panhan-
dle to the Concrete Herald 
in Washington's Cascade 
Mountains, are charging for 
their Web content, and, be-
cause readers can't get that 
news anywhere else, they're 
willing to pay.

While de-
ployed in Iraq, from Septem-
ber 2008 to April 2009, Ogle 
performed fixed base, quick 
reaction force and convoy se-
curity operations, where he

Ogle was also deployed 
to Afghanistan where he 
served as a squad leader and 
was responsible for perim-
eter security for the aviation 
facility on Camp Dwyer. 

He also participated in 
Talisman Sabre 2007, which 
involved 26,000 US and 
Australian troops.

Ozona author signing books 
at Davy Crockett Festival

There’s no fancy cover art 
or elaborate hardback design.

Just a simple photograph on 
the front with stories typed up 
on the author’s home computer. 

For nine years, Mary Hill-
man, now Mary Klepper, 
worked as curator of the 
Crockett County Museum. 
During that time, Mary kept 
readers of The Ozona Stock-
man informed of the history 
of Crockett County. 

Now, Mary has turned some 
of these articles into a book 
titled “Museum Notes.” At the 
upcoming Oct. 1 Davy Crockett 
Festival the museum will have 
the books for sale with Mary on 
hand from 11 a.m. to 2 p.m. for 
book signings. 

“My husband ate peanut 
butter and jelly sandwiches 
for a month,” Mary said. 

Mary had help from her 
husband Keith Klepper in 
completing the book. Mary 
and Keith married recently 
married in June. 

However, the inspiration 
for the book came from retired 
District Judge Brock Jones and 
his wife Camille who encour-
aged her to put the collection 
of writings together. 

“He still is my friend. 
If not for him, I most likely 
would not have done so,” 
Mary said of Jones. 

The book contains columns 
written in 1995 and 1996 to give 
the readers some facts about 
Ozona and current events con-
cerning Ozona that they may 
not have known before. 

Articles include infor-
mation about the museum, 
how Crockett County got its 
name, David Crockett, the 
courthouse and its clock, the 
Crockett County Jail and sher-
iff facts, the Hotel Ozona, the 
Masonic Lodge, the courthouse 
annex and livestock popular in 
Crockett County. There’s even 
an article about limestone.  

Mary said she enjoyed her 
nine years at the museum, es-
pecially all of the people who 
visited. 

During one tour, Mary 
said she had to explain the 
county’s history to 40 Italians 
and only two of them spoke 
English. 

“We made it through it. It 
was wonderful,” she said. 

Tours featuring local 
school children were her favor-
ite. She said she always tried to 
“emphasize the history.”

“I loved it. I loved every 
minute of it,” she said.

Mary also includes a sto-

ry about her life as well and 
how she came to Ozona from 
Michigan.

“It felt so strange to not 
know anyone around town 
except the couple we were 
staying with – who eventu-
ally moved away. But soon the 
faces at the drugstore, church 
and grocery store became fa-
miliar – we knew somebody! 
I’ve heard it said ‘A stranger 
is just a friend we haven’t 
met yet’ and I know it’s true,” 
Mary wrote in her book. “I’m 
proud to call Ozona my sec-
ond hometown!” 

“Museum Notes” is avail-
able for $10 a book at the 
Crockett County Museum and 
the Village Drug. Mary said 
anyone that can’t make it to 
the book signing at the Oct. 1 
festival can bring their copies 
by her house and she will sign 
them.

half stars. In fact, the only 
five-star district in West Tex-
as was Wylie ISD near Abilene. 
	 “Because the FAST rating 
system includes financial and 
performance data across sev-
eral school years we expect 
that it will be a few more 	
FAST cycles before CCCCSD 
will improve in ratings. Since 
the financial components of 
the rating come from two to 
three years prior, our ratings 
will continue to reflect for sev-
eral more years that we spend 
more than other districts for 
similar academic performance 
because between about 2001-
2002 and 2008-2009, while 
CCCCSD enrollment declined 
by over 150 students, our 
staffing actually increased sub-
stantially. We can’t undo those 
years of accelerated staffing 
and expenditures. We just have 
to ride out a few cycles of in-
flated expenditure to see im-
provement in the ratio of cost 
to performance,” said CCCCSD 
Superintendent Chris duBois. 
	 The 2009 Texas Legis-
lature mandated the comp-
troller to create a method to 
fairly compare the state’s di-
verse school districts. When 
comparing district and cam-
pus spending, the FAST meth-
odology groups districts and 
campuses into sets of “fiscal 
peers” that operates in similar 
cost environments, including 
factors such as regional wag-
es, district size and student 
characteristics.
	 Based on the FAST formu-
la, school districts and cam-
puses receive ratings from 
one to five stars, with half-
star increments. A district that 
achieves the highest rating of 
five stars ranks among the top 
20 percent of all Texas school 
districts in academic progress, 
while keeping spending among 
the lowest 20 percent of fiscal-
ly comparable districts. 
	 The 2011 FAST ratings 
now incorporate Texas Edu-
cation Agency data from the 
2009-10 school year. In addi-
tion, the updated Web report-
ing tool includes 2009-10 data 
from TEA’s 2009-2010 AEIS re-
port as well as 2011 account-
ability ratings. 
	 The Comptroller’s office 
found CCCCSD to have com-
posite academic progress at a 
45, which is a percentile rank-
ing of combined math and 
reading progress. 
	 Ozona had a “very high” 
spending rating. The rating 
compares districts against up 
to 40 “peer” districts of sim-
ilar size, serving similar stu-
dents in similar cost environ-
ments.
	 Other area two-star dis-
tricts included Ballinger ISD, 
Coleman ISD, Junction ISD, 
San Angelo ISD, San Saba ISD 
and Sonora ISD.
	 Since 2009, CCCCSD has 
made a “significant effort” 
to control “position creep” 
and scale back staffing with-
out harming performance and 
programming, duBois said.
	 This spring, the district 
offered a voluntary incentive 
program for employees. The 

$84,000 incentive payments 
yielded roughly $650,000 in re-
curring payroll savings, which 
two to three years from now 
this savings should help the 
district’s FAST rating improve 
dramatically, duBois said. 
	 “We are now over 20 per-
sonnel units smaller than we 
were when I arrived in 2009, 
all the while increasing ser-
vices and programming. I be-
lieve we are headed for much 
better FAST Ratings and finan-
cial health for the district. Ad-
ditionally, we are putting more 
of our eggs in baskets that in-
crease our capacity and set the 
table for improved academ-
ic performance. For lack of a 
better phrase, we have con-
tinued to get what we have al-
ways gotten because we have 
continued to do what we have 
always done,” he said. “It is so 
easy for schools to get com-
fortable with particular models 
of service and delivery that de-
velop into comfort zones un-
til there is strong enough rea-
son to change. The last two 
years, we have challenged our-
selves to carefully examine 
practice, spending and staffing 
to achieve more, faster. There 
have been, and will continue to 
be growing pains, but we have 
already made some significant 
breakthroughs in service and 
instructional delivery that par-
ents, students and staff can be 
really proud of.”
	 As a district, Ozona is not 
where they want to be, but is 
continuing to monitor perfor-
mance and continually adjust 
resources with support and 
not “pointing fingers,” duBois 
said. 
	 “I am very proud of where 
we are trying to get, but there 
is a tipping point between 
controlled, deliberate im-
provement and change just to 
look like you are doing some-
thing. We’re trying to ensure 
quality and sustainability in 
our improvement efforts, and 
not just stress everyone out to 
make it look like we’re work-
ing hard,” he said. “This is a 
tough time for educators and 
school children, but we’re not 
whiners, we’ll get it done.”
	 In addition to ratings for 
all Texas public school dis-
tricts, campuses and charter 
schools, the FAST website at 
http://www.FASTEXAS.org of-
fers examples of “Smart Prac-
tices” employed by school 
districts to achieve greater ef-
ficiency and enhance student 
performance. Smart Practic-
es can be emulated by oth-
er districts, and they are also 
intended to spark new solu-
tions to the cost of delivering 
a quality education.
	 “As always, Crockett Coun-
ty parents and citizens are wel-
comed at school. I encourage 
anyone that has interest or 
questions to contact us and we 
will do everything we can to 
share information and explain 
our efforts. I have really en-
joyed my time serving here so 
far, but FAST is just one area 
of concern for me. We need the 
full awareness of the commu-
nity if we also want support, so 
please call or come by to find 
out more about your schools,” 
duBois said. 

Proposition Number 1 
(SJR 14)

SJR 14 would amend the consti-
tution to authorize the legislature 
to provide the surviving spouse of 
a 100 percent or totally disabled 
veteran with an exemption from 
ad valorem taxation of all or part 
of the market value of the surviv-
ing spouse’s residence homestead 
as long as the surviving spouse 
has not remarried, the property 
was the residence homestead of 
the surviving spouse when the 
qualifying veteran died, and the 
property remains the residence 
homestead of the surviving 
spouse.

The proposed amendment would 
appear on the ballot as follows:  
“The constitutional amendment 
authorizing the legislature to 
provide for an exemption from 
ad valorem taxation of all or part 
of the market value of the resi-
dence homestead of the surviving 
spouse of a 100 percent or totally 
disabled veteran.”

Proposition Number 2 
(SJR 4)

SJR 4 would amend the constitu-
tion to authorize the Texas Water 
Development Board to issue ad-
ditional general obligation bonds 
on a continuing basis for one or 
more accounts of the Texas Water 
Development Fund II, with the 
restriction that the total amount 
of bonds outstanding at any time 
does not exceed $6 billion.

The proposed amendment would 
appear on the ballot as follows:  
“The constitutional amendment 
providing for the issuance of ad-
ditional general obligation bonds 
by the Texas Water Development 
Board in an amount not to exceed 
$6 billion at any time outstand-
ing.”

Proposition Number 3 
(SJR 50)

SJR 50 would amend the constitu-
tion to authorize the Texas Higher 
Education Coordinating Board or 
its successors to issue and sell 
general obligation bonds on a 
continuing basis for the purpose 
of financing educational loans for 

students, subject to certain con-
stitutional restrictions, including 
a restriction as to the maximum 
principal amount of bonds out-
standing at any one time.

The proposed amendment would 
appear on the ballot as follows:  
“The constitutional amendment 
providing for the issuance of gen-
eral obligation bonds of the State 
of Texas to finance educational 
loans to students.”

Proposition Number 4 
(HJR 63)

HJR 63 would amend the consti-
tution to authorize the legislature 
to permit a county to issue bonds 
or notes to finance the develop-
ment or redevelopment of an 
unproductive, underdeveloped, 
or blighted area within the coun-
ty, and to pledge increases in ad 
valorem tax revenues imposed on 
property in the area by the county 
for repayment of such bonds or 
notes.  The amendment does not 
provide independent authority for 
increasing ad valorem tax rates.

The proposed amendment would 
appear on the ballot as follows:  
“The constitutional amendment 
authorizing the legislature to 
permit a county to issue bonds 
or notes to finance the develop-
ment or redevelopment of an un-
productive, underdeveloped, or 
blighted area and to pledge for 
repayment of the bonds or notes 
increases in ad valorem taxes im-
posed by the county on property 
in the area.  The amendment does 
not provide authority for increas-
ing ad valorem tax rates.”

Proposition Number 5 
(SJR 26)

SJR 26 would amend the con-
stitution to authorize the legisla-
ture to allow cities and counties 
to enter into interlocal contracts 
with other cities and counties 
without having to assess an ad 
valorem tax and set aside a speci-
fied amount of funds for the pay-
ment of costs under the interlocal 
contract.

The proposed amendment would 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
“The constitutional amendment 

authorizing the legislature to al-
low cities or counties to enter into 
interlocal contracts with other cit-
ies or counties without the impo-
sition of a tax or the provision of 
a sinking fund.”

Proposition Number 6 
(HJR 109)

HJR 109 would amend the con-
stitution to increase the amount 
of principal that is available for 
withdrawal from the permanent 
school fund each year and would 
also clarify certain references 
to that fund in the constitution.  
Increased access to the princi-
pal of the state public education 
trust fund would be based upon 
HJR 109 granting the author-
ity to consider alternative market 
calculations when determining 
the amount of principal that is 
available for distribution to the 
available school fund.  HJR 109 
would also provide authority to 
distribute to the available school 
fund annual revenue from school 
fund land or other properties up 
to $300 million per year.

The proposed amendment would 
appear on the ballot as follows:  
“The constitutional amendment 
clarifying references to the per-
manent school fund, allowing the 
General Land Office to distribute 
revenue from permanent school 
fund land or other properties to 
the available school fund to pro-
vide additional funding for pub-
lic education, and providing for 
an increase in the market value 
of the permanent school fund for 
the purpose of allowing increased 
distributions from the available 
school fund.”

Proposition Number 7 
(SJR 28)

SJR 28 would amend the consti-
tution by adding El Paso County 
to the list of counties authorized 
to create conservation and recla-
mation districts to develop parks 
and recreational facilities fi-
nanced by taxes.

The proposed amendment would 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
“The constitutional amendment 
authorizing the legislature to 
permit conservation and reclama-
tion districts in El Paso County 
to issue bonds supported by ad 
valorem taxes to fund the devel-
opment and maintenance of parks 
and recreational facilities.”

Proposition Number 8 
(SJR 16)

SJR 16 would amend the consti-
tution by requiring the legislature 
to provide for taxation of open 
space land devoted to water stew-
ardship purposes on the basis of 
its productive capacity.

The proposed amendment would 
appear on the ballot as follows:  
“The constitutional amendment 
providing for the appraisal for ad 
valorem tax purposes of open-
space land devoted to water-stew-
ardship purposes on the basis of 
its productive capacity.”

Proposition Number 9 
(SJR 9)

SJR 9 would amend the constitu-
tion to authorize the governor, on 
the written recommendation and 
advice of the Board of Pardons 
and Paroles, to grant a pardon, 
reprieve, or commutation of pun-
ishment to a person who success-
fully completes a term of deferred 
adjudication community supervi-
sion.

The proposed amendment would 
appear on the ballot as follows:  
“The constitutional amendment 
authorizing the governor to grant 
a pardon to a person who success-
fully completes a term of deferred 
adjudication community supervi-
sion.”

Proposition Number 10 
(SJR 37)

SJR 37 would amend the consti-
tution by extending the length of 
the unexpired term that causes 
the automatic resignation of cer-
tain local elected officeholders 
if they announce candidacy or 
become candidates for another 
office from one year to one year 
and 30 days.

The proposed amendment would 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
“The constitutional amendment 
to change the length of the unex-
pired term that causes the auto-
matic resignation of certain elect-
ed county or district officeholders 
if they become candidates for an-
other office.”

Meanwhile, some big-city 
journalists are finding a new 
life at smaller papers. Af-
ter Denver's Rocky Moun-
tain News folded, the paper's 
Washington correspondent, 
M.E. Sprengelmeyer, decid-
ed to buy a paper in the small 
town of Santa Rosa, N.M. He 
brought along a photogra-
pher and a political cartoonist 
as well. The result — a paper 
that is already winning awards 
and an editor who is exhaust-
ed but happy to be making a 
living in a beautiful place. "In 

Santa Rosa," he says, "the fu-
ture of print is print."

I wouldn't be so bold as to 
predict the future, not in a me-
dia landscape that is constant-
ly shifting. But when we engage 
in these discussions about how 
to "monetize" journalism, it's 
refreshing to remember a dif-
ferent kind of bottom line, one 
that lives in the hearts of week-
ly newspaper editors and re-
porters who keep churning out 
news for the corniest of rea-
sons — because their readers 
depend on it.

BURN BANS IN NEARLY 
ALL COUNTIES

Texas Forest Service keeps 
track on burn bans in effect 
across Texas and only a few 
counties did not have estab-
lished burn bans in effect.

As of Sept. 18 those coun-
ties included: Hidalgo, Wil-
lacy, Jefferson and Orange. 
In addition, the northeast 
quadrant of Jack County 
was marked as not having a 

burn ban in effect.
Of seven uncontained fires 

in Texas on Sept. 17, the 
Bastrop County Complex, at 
34,068 acres, was 90 percent 
contained. The forest ser-
vice reported 1,554 homes 
have been destroyed in the 
Bastrop fire and the related 
Union Chapel Fire and two 
civilians were found dead as 
search crews went through 
the charred subdivisions.

OUTDOOR BURNING

The Commissioners' Court finds that circumstances pres-
ent in all or part of the unincorporated area of the county cre-
ate a public safety hazard that would be exacerbated by out-
door burning; and NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED 
by the Commissioners' Court of Crockett County, Texas, that 
outdoor burning is restricted in Crockett County for 30 days 
from the date of adoption of this Order, unless the restrictions 
are terminated earlier based on a determination made by the 
Texas Forest Service or this Court. This Order is adopted pursu-
ant to Local Government Code 352.081, and other applicable 
statues. This Order does NOT prohibit outdoor burning activi-
ties related to public health and safety that are authorized by 
the Texas Natural Resources Commission for: (1) firefighter 
training; (2) public utility, natural gas pipeline or mining op-
