Additional funds to help pre-
serve Crockett County’s History 
were approved Monday during the 
regular meeting of the Crockett 
County Commissioners’ Court. 

The commissioners’ gave 
unanimous approval to the Crock-
ett County Historical Commission 
for $3,000 from the 2011 budget 

for the purpose of writing a new 
Crockett County History Book. 

This year, the commission has 
refurbished an office in the Crock-
ett County Museum and has a part-
time person to help write informa-
tion for the new book, said Bob 
Childress, commission president. 

Crockett County’s first history 
book covers 200 years ending in 
1976. 

“A lot of people were left out 

of that book. Lots of events have 
happened since that book,” Chil-
dress said. “Once we get this book 
written, we can support ourselves. 
Our request is fairly minimal to 
get this book going.”

The 2012 county budget al-
ready has $3,000 budgeted for 
the commission. These additional 
funds will come out of the 2011 
budget. 

“I think the preservation of 

Crockett County history is very 
important,” said Commissioner 
Randy Branch. 

Childress also said the com-
missioners need to appoint some-
one to write their history for the 
new book.

The commissioners approved 
continuation of the burn ban. 

Also, the Texas Governor’s 
Office has granted County Judge 
Fred Deaton’s request to ban fire-
works in Crockett County through 
Jan. 2. 

This means no fireworks will 
be sold during the New Year’s hol-
iday. 
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AUSTIN — Ongoing disagree-
ments over the legality of 2010 
Census-based redistricting 
maps drawn by Texas law-
makers state earlier this year 
continued last week.

The U.S. Supreme Court on 
Dec. 9 issued a stay of the filing 
period for candidates in the 
2012 state Senate, state House 
of Representatives and the 
U.S. House of Representatives 
elections. The stay extends the 
Dec. 15 filing deadline, pending 
further order of the court.

On Jan. 9, the high court 
will hear oral arguments from 
Texas Attorney General Greg 
Abbott, who is acting on behalf 
of the State of Texas, and the 
other interested parties in three 
redistricting lawsuits.

Abbott asked for the interven-
tion to prevent a set of maps 
redrawn by a San Antonio-
based, three-judge U.S. District 
Court panel from taking effect.

During the 82nd session of the 
Texas Legislature, a number of 
Democratic lawmakers warned 
that the state House and Senate 
maps and the U.S. Congressional 
maps would not satisfy the U.S. 
Voting Rights Act of 1965, a fed-

eral law that holds states with a 
history of racial discrimination 
to additional scrutiny.

On votes reflecting Repub-
lican majorities in the state 
House and Senate, the maps 
were passed and signed into 
law by Gov. Rick Perry in mid-
June. In the summer, after 
required preclearance of the 
maps under the Voting Rights 
Act was denied by the U.S. 
Department of Justice, a series 
of federal court pleadings and 
appeals was set in motion.

Voters generally want the fair-
est set of maps possible, and 
the court wrangling is meant to 
address those interests. Mean-
while, the amount of time is 
shrinking during which voters 
can learn about candidates and 
make informed choices before 
the party primaries.

PANEL TO STUDY 
EMPLOYMENT ISSUES

Lt. Gov. David Dewhurst, who 
presides over the state Sen-
ate, on Dec. 7 issued interim 
charges to the body’s Economic 
Development Committee.

The committee, chaired by 
Sen. Mike Jackson, R-Pasadena, 
is charged with evaluating the 
state’s return-to-work programs 
for the unemployed, evaluating 
the financing mechanism for 
the Unemployment Compensa-
tion Trust Fund, and review-
ing the implementation of SB 
1048, legislation relating to the 
fostering of public-private part-
nerships for qualified public 
infrastructure projects costing 
up to $50 million.

MAGAZINE: 
TEXAS TOPS ON JOBS

The governor’s office reacted 
on Dec. 7 to Forbes magazine’s 
rating of Texas as the “Best 
State for Jobs” in a five-year 
forecast.

“Texas’ tax climate, pro-busi-
ness climate and economic devel-
opment incentives were noted as 
reasons to relocate or expand a 
business in the Lone Star State,” 
the governor’s office noted.

SALES TAX REVENUE UP 
AGAIN

Texas Comptroller Susan 

Combs announced Dec. 7 
that state sales tax revenue in 
November was $2.07 billion, 
up 12.2 percent compared to 
November 2010, and that state 
sales tax revenue has now 
increased for 20 consecutive 
months.

For the sake of com-
parison, here is a 
list of comptroller-
issued state sales tax 
revenue estimates 
for five previous 
Novembers: 2010, 
$1.84 billion; 
2009, $1.70 bil-

Forget everything. The can-
didate announcements, the re-
locations, the decisions not to 
run again, the who vs. who vs. 
who and the campaign finance. 
Poof!

With a one-paragraph or-
der on Friday night, the U.S. Su-
preme Court froze the Texas 
congressional and legislative 
elections and replaced pre-hol-
iday candidate filings, politick-
ing and fundraising with uncer-
tainty and chaos.

For now, there are no new 
legislative districts in Texas, 
no new congressional districts. 
None of the maps has been de-
clared illegal, but no maps for 
House, Senate and congressio-
nal districts are in effect either. 
What the Legislature drew ear-
lier this year remains mired in 
court, awaiting preclearance 
under the Voting Rights Act 
from a panel of three feder-
al judges in Washington. Maps 
drawn by a separate panel of 
judges in San Antonio — drawn 
because time was running out 
and the legislative maps hadn't 
been approved, or even heard 
by the D.C. court — were tem-
porarily blocked Friday evening 
by the U.S. Supreme Court.

The proceedings could de-
lay some or all of the state's 
primaries. The state has sug-
gested splitting those elec-
tions, keeping the presiden-
tial, State Board of Education 
and other statewide primaries 
in place and moving congres-
sional and legislative primaries 
to a later date; lawyers on the 
other side suggest that if any 
of the spring elections are de-
layed, all of them should be de-
layed. While the state's Republi-
can leadership wants to freeze 
candidate filings and elec-
tion preparations in place, law-
yers on the other side say they 
should proceed on schedule 
until and unless the Supreme 
Court actually does something 
that would make March prima-
ries impossible.

Republicans, distressed by 
the San Antonio court's maps, 
hailed the Supreme Court's or-
der as a victory. Their hope is 
that the lines drawn by legisla-
tors — or something close to 
them — will be used in next 
year's elections. Those are the 
maps being defended by the 
state's attorney general. Demo-
crats and minority groups have 
been fighting those maps, say-
ing they don’t fairly reflect the 
state's growth over the last 10 
years, 89 percent of which oc-
curred in Texas' Hispanic and 
African-American populations.

The San Antonio court's 

maps have more seats where 
minority voters could deter-
mine a race's outcome than the 
Legislature's map. But the maps 
would likely lead to fewer Re-
publicans than the plans drawn 
by lawmakers, especially in 
the Texas House. Either set of 
maps, however, would result in 
strong Republican majorities in 
the Texas congressional delega-
tion, in the state Senate and in 
the state House.

The geographical chang-
es in both sets of maps made 
enemies of allies: Take, for ex-
ample, state Rep. Joaquin Cas-
tro, D-San Antonio, who filed 
against U.S. Rep. Lloyd Doggett, 
D-Austin, because they both 
wanted to represent a newly 
drawn Central Texas district. 
Castro moved to another race 
when U.S. Rep. Charlie Gonza-
lez, D-San Antonio, announced 
plans to retire. And Doggett's 
existing district mutated again, 
so he didn't have to relocate. 
What the Legislature drew as a 
Republican district stretching 
from Hays County all the way 
to Tarrant County, the courts 
drew as a Democratic district 
centered in Travis County. That 
put a handful of candidates 
out of business who could now 
come back if the maps change 
again. 

Hours before the Supreme 
Court hit the brakes, Victoria 
Republican Geanie Morrison an-
nounced she wouldn't seek an 
eighth term in the Texas House. 

She had been drawn into a dis-
trict also occupied by Rep. 
Todd Hunter, R-Corpus Chris-
ti. Among other things, she 
said in her announcement, she 
thought redistricting had made 
the race unappealing.

Rep. Aaron Peña of Edin-
burg switched parties last year, 
becoming a Republican. The 
Legislature's map protected 
him. The court-drawn map left 
him with a district he was un-
likely to win, and he announced 
his decision not to seek an-
other term. Now, the maps 
could change again. Other in-
cumbents, like state Reps. Ken 
Legler, R-Pasadena, and Dee 
Margo, R-El Paso, are watching 
the courts decide their politi-
cal fates. Both got winnable dis-
tricts out of the Legislature and 
districts from the courts that 
would be difficult to defend. 
Other candidates across the 
state — in both parties — find 
themselves in the same uncer-
tain situation.

It's clear what happens 
next in the Supreme Court: Jus-
tices have asked lawyers for 
briefs and counter-briefs, and 
set a Jan. 9 date for a hearing.

Less clear is what happens 
in the lower courts. The San 
Antonio court, procedurally, 
is waiting for the federal judg-
es in the Washington district 
court to pre-clear the Legisla-
ture's maps or to ask for some 
repairs to those maps to bring 
them into compliance with the 

Voting Rights Act. That Wash-
ington panel hasn't set a trial 
date, and has a telephone con-
ference with the lawyers and 
parties scheduled for later to-
day. The San Antonio court still 
has jurisdiction over the elec-
tion dates, according to some 
of the lawyers, and could ad-
just filing and primary election 
deadlines to accommodate the 
legal timetables. That court an-
nounced over the weekend that 
it will hold hearings on the fil-
ing and election schedules on 
Tuesday.

The high court needed only 
six sentences to toss the Texas 
primaries into disarray:

"The applications for stay 
presented to Justice Scalia and 
by him referred to the Court 
are granted, and it is ordered 
that the orders issued by the 
United States District Court for 
the Western District of Texas 
on November 23, 2011, in case 
Nos. 5:11-CV-360, and 5:11-
CV-788, and the order of No-
vember 26, 2011, in case No. 
5:11-CV-360, are hereby stayed 
pending further order of the 
Court. In addition, the applica-
tions for stay are treated as ju-
risdictional statements, and in 
each case probable jurisdiction 
is noted. The cases are consol-
idated and a total of one hour 
is allotted for oral argument. 
The briefs of appellants and 
appellees, not to exceed 15,000

words, are to be filed simul-
taneously with the Clerk and 
served upon opposing counsel 
on or before 2 p.m., Wednes-
day, December 21, 2011. Reply 
briefs, not to exceed 15,000 
words, are to be filed simul-
taneously with the Clerk and 
served upon opposing coun-
sel on or before 2 p.m., Tues-
day, January 3, 2012. The cas-
es are set for oral argument 
on Monday, January 9, 2012, 
at 1 p.m."

Candidates started filing 
for office on Nov. 28. Some 
made plans to move their 
homes from hostile to friend-
ly political territory so that 
they could either stay in of-
fice or win their way in. That 
filing period for congressio-
nal and legislative candidates 
is still technically in place and 
continues through Thursday, 
Dec. 15.

The Texas primaries are 
set for March 6. Even with-
out the legal rumpus, the cal-
endar is tight. It takes time to 
print up ballots, program vot-
ing machines, to redraw pre-
cinct lines all over Texas to re-
flect population growth in the 
state, to get everything ready 
for voting that will begin on 
Feb. 21. And federal and state 
law has been changed to allow 
more time to get voter regis-
tration and ballot materials in-
to the hands of voters outside 
the country. The filing dead-
line was moved back to mid-
December from early January 
this year, and the primary run-
offs were pushed from April 
to May for the same reason.

Those deadlines, and the 
fact that no trial date had 
been set for pre-clearance of 
the lawmaker-drawn maps, 
prompted the San Antonio 
court to start drawing maps.

While it's not clear what's 
next, it is obvious that it will 
be difficult to hold March 6 
primaries for the congressio-
nal delegation and the Leg-
islature if new maps have to 
be drawn or major revisions 
must be made after the Su-
preme Court hears the case 
next month. The cases don't 
involve other races on the Tex-
as ballot. Local judicial and 
county elections at the bot-
tom of the ballot, and state-
wide and State Board of Ed-
ucation elections at the top 
could proceed in spite of the 

legal storms.
But that raises potential 

problems. Local political pre-
cinct lines need to be redrawn 
before the primary to accom-
modate population chang-
es and new lines in maps that 
are legal, such as those drawn 
for the SBOE and for various 
county commissioners courts 
around the state. They'd have 
to be redrawn again when 
congressional and legislative 
maps are approved sometime 
next year. It's a logistical mess 
for election officials. Two elec-
tions would have to be held, 
doubling the cost of the pri-
maries.

Texas can't move any of 
the primary elections without 
federal approval. Changing 
dates without a court order re-
quires federal pre-clearance 
under the Voting Rights Act.

The political parties are 
waiting for instructions from 
state election officials, who 
are waiting for word from the 
attorney general. The state's 
top lawyer will start the week 
by asking the courts for guid-
ance. Attorney General Greg 
Abbott will ask the courts to 
lift the deadlines for congres-
sional and legislative filings 
and to let the other primaries 
proceed as planned. Lawyers 
for the Texas Democratic Par-
ty and for some of the minor-
ities who sued the state over 
the Legislature's maps say the 
elections should be left alone 
until the courts settle on a 
map. If that turns out to be 
the map drawn by the San An-
tonio court, there's no reason 
to delay the primary, they ar-
gue. If it's not, all of the pri-
maries could be postponed 
and held on a single date.

"Let's give the election a 
chance to go ahead until we 
know something different," 
said Chad Dunn, an attorney 
for the Democratic Party. "If 
there are major adjustments 
to the maps, then we can ad-
just the dates." 

In earlier pleadings, Ab-
bott suggested moving the leg-
islative and congressional pri-
maries to the next uniform 
election date — May 22. That's 
when the state will be hold-
ing runoffs for the March pri-
maries (using different local 
precinct lines); runoffs for the 
legislative and congressional 
primaries could then be held 
later in the summer. He'll get 
a fight there; lawyers on the 
other side say all of the state's 
primaries should be held on a 

single election date.
At the moment, candi-

date filings are frozen at the 
GOP. Since there aren't any 
maps, they can't accept appli-
cations to run, and the mon-
ey that comes with it, accord-
ing to Chris Elam, a spokes-
man for the Republican Par-
ty of Texas. Dunn, the attor-
ney for the Texas Democrat-
ic Party, said they'll continue 
to accept applications, since 
the courts haven't done any-
thing to the filing dates. "Our 
position is that you file for the 
place where you live," he said.

Steve Maxwell, the chair-
man of Tarrant County's Dem-
ocratic Party, sent an email 
to his members this weekend 
saying filing will stop for now 
and adding that the court's ac-
tion raises unanswered ques-
tions about drawing for bal-
lot order, for the March 6 pri-
maries and for Senate district 
conventions. 

"This decision will result 
in a great deal of unnecessary 
confusion, waste of taxpay-
er money and risks additional 
disenfranchisement of voters," 
he wrote.

A split primary could af-
fect turnout, and won't hap-
pen without a legal fight. Pres-
idential elections draw more 
voters to the polls, in both 
parties. Putting the presiden-
tial primary in March and oth-
er races in May could mean 
fewer voters will decide the 
party nominees for Congress 
and the statehouse.

"I think you'll see an effort 
made by the state to move the 
primaries," said Gerry Hebert, 
one of several attorneys who 
sued the state over the Legis-
lature's maps.

If that happens, it should 
happen to primaries for pres-
ident, U.S. Senate and every-
thing else, he said: "If you 
move them back, you should 
move everything back. It's dif-
ficult to get everyone to show 
up once, let alone twice."

food, and soccer,” she said. 
“I’m worried about gaining 
weight.”

Aliyah is being spon-
sored by the San Angelo Ro-
tary Club.

More than 80 
countries and over 8,000 
students each year partici-
pate in the program, which 
is administered at the re-
gional level by Rotary dis-
tricts and at the local level 
by Rotary clubs.  

To be selected for the 
program, Aliyah had to go 
through several interviews 
with the San Angelo club 
and then with the district 
clubs. 

“I was impressed by all 
of her activities,” Brame 
said. 

Aliyah is involved in 
cheerleading, band and one 
act play. She also played 
sports in middle school. 

“I was impressed with 
her persistence, her eager-
ness,” Brame said. “I liked 
her demeanor, her style and 
maturity. I think she will 
represent our club well.”

For a year, Aliyah will 
also be attending school in 
the country. She also will be 
taking a tour of Europe be-
fore school starts talking to 
people and students about 
Rotary. 

After her year abroad, 
Aliyah will then be a Rotary 
Ambassador and have more 
world traveling opportuni-
ties speaking about Rotary. 

A student from the 
country Aliyah will be going 
to will come to West Texas 
and be located within the 
San Angelo district. Aliyah 
said most likely in Del Rio. 

“I’m really excited about 
it,” she said. “Rotary wants 
you to be involved in activi-
ties and part of the commu-
nity.”

“It gives the student an 
opportunity to learn about 
a new culture. They learn a 

new language, the customs. 
In retrospect, it gives the 
student a whole new per-
spective,” Brame added. 

For Aliyah’s mother, 
the decision of allowing her 
daughter to spend a year 
overseas was not an easy 
one. 

“At first, I was like ‘no, 
she’s too young.’ After we 
talked and did more re-
search, I knew this was the 
only way I would be able to 
give her the opportunity to 
see something besides Ozo-
na,” Emily said. “It’s going 
to take a lot of self-disci-
pline and self-control.”

Aliyah’s mother also 
knew by sending her daugh-
ter, it would help her with 
her future plans and help 
her fill a void she’s had 
since moving to Ozona five 
years ago from San Angelo. 

“She had to leave a lot of 
things behind,” Emily said. 

Aliyah said she wants 
to enter the military when 
she graduates high school. 
Her plans are either the U.S. 
Navy or U.S. Marine Corps. 

Before she departs for 
another country, Aliyah will 
have to attend three orien-
tation sessions including a 
weekend without any fam-
ily. The only trip away from 
her family Aliyah has taken 
was a school trip to Wash-
ington D.C. 

“I know it’s going to 
be a hard adjustment. The 
people I’ll miss the most is 
my family and friends. I’ll 
also miss Poco Taco,” she 

said. 
“I’m really proud for her 

and excited. I know it will be 
a good experience, but I will 
miss her,” Morgan added. 

Students that take part 
in the program come back 
with a new outlook on the 
world, Emily said. 

“The kid you put on the 
plane is not the kid that 
comes to you,” Emily said. 

The expenses for the 
trip total around $5,150 to 
cover expenses. Typically, 
participants and their par-
ents cover the round-trip 
airfare, health and accident 
insurance, travel docu-
ments, clothing and other 
necessities, spending mon-
ey, emergency funds and 
ancillary travel and tours. 

Aliyah has to raise half 
the money for the expenses. 
Emily said her family is cov-
ering the other half. 

She plans on sending 
out donation letters and 
having several fund-raisers, 
as well as working to earn 
the money. 

“The program is awe-
some. Families often send 
multiple children,” Emily 
said. 

“I’m ready to pick up 
and leave,” Aliyah added.

10 PROCESSING CENTERS 
TO CLOSE

Postmaster General Pat-
rick Donohoe in a Dec. 5 
news release said 252 U.S. 
Postal Service mail process-
ing centers will be closed as 
part of a $3 billion-by-2015 
cost-cutting plan to keep the 
Postal Service in business.

According to the Federal 
Register, processing centers 
targeted for closure are in 
Abilene, Austin, Beaumont, 
Bryan, Dallas, Tyler, Lufkin, 
McAllen and two in Waco.

Next-day service is a thing 
of the past, and postal cus-

tomers should expect the 
closures to result in mail 
pieces taking a minimum of 
two days to reach their des-
tination, Donohoe said in a 
PBS-TV interview last week. 
The processing center clo-
sures may take effect begin-
ning in March.

ORDER RESTRICTING 
OUTDOOR BURNING

The Commissioners' Court finds that circumstances pres-
ent in all or part of the unincorporated area of the county cre-
ate a public safety hazard that would be exacerbated by out-
door burning; and NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED 
by the Commissioners' Court of Crockett County, Texas, that 
outdoor burning is restricted in Crockett County for 30 days 
from the date of adoption of this Order, unless the restrictions 
are terminated earlier based on a determination made by the 
Texas Forest Service or this Court. This Order is adopted pursu-
ant to Local Government Code 352.081, and other applicable 
statues. This Order does NOT prohibit outdoor burning activi-
ties related to public health and safety that are authorized by 
the Texas Natural Resources Commission for: (1) firefighter 
training; (2) public utility, natural gas pipeline or mining op-
erations; (3) planting or harvesting or agricultural crops; or (4) 
burns that are conducted by an approved Prescribed Burning 
Association, Natural Resource Conservation Service, the and/
or Texas A&M Agricultural Experiment Station, or prescribed 
burn manager certified under Section 153.048, Natural Re-
sources Code, and meet the standards of Section 153.047, 
Natural Resources Code.

All burns shall be reported to the Crockett County Sher-
iff's Office (325) 392-2661 and the Fire Chief (325) 392-2626 
prior to commencing, together with the name of the land-
owner, location involved and expert to be on hand. This Order 
does NOT prohibit outdoor cooking in a properly contained 
area which is attended at all times. In accordance with the Lo-
cal Government Code 352.081 (h), a violation of this Order is 
a Class C misdemeanor, punishable by a fine not to exceed 
$500.
