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A high school under one 
roof bringing a combination 
of modern and historic was 
the concept presented to 
the Crockett County CCSD 
School Board last week. 

With a majority of the 
campus under one roof, 
the new Ozona High School 
would combine the existing 
main building and Heritage 
Building while adding new and modern features. 

The board is aiming for a May 2012 bond election. No dollar amounts 
or specific designs or square-footage was presented, just general de-
signs and renderings as to what OHS could become. 

"This is the jewel. As an architect you asked me to come up with 
what your dream might look like. Tonight is just concepts. My interpre-
tation of what you’ve been talking about. This is not the night to talk 
about the color of walls or the types of door handles. Just the beginning 
of the conversation, the beginning of the process," said Larry Harvey, of 
Chapman Harvey Architects in Lubbock. 

The transformation of OHS was presented in five phases through a 
set of designs prepared by Harvey. 

The first phase would connect the main and Heritage buildings by 
constructing new structures in the grassy area between the two exist-
ing buildings. These new buildings would replace the current band hall 
and library, as well as house additional classroom space and the school 
administration offices. 

Harvey said during this phase the two main buildings could still be 
used while the new ones are being constructed. 

In phase two, Harvey recommended closing off Avenue D during 
regular school hours, and making use of that space with a new band 
practice field, parking area and landscaping. 

Emergency vehicles would be allowed through, and the area would 
also be used for event overflow parking. 

The front door of the campus would change and face Avenue D, in-
stead of State Highway 163. An opening from State Highway 163 by the 
current OHS Cafeteria would be created for vehicles entering the cam-
pus. The back of the buildings facing Avenue E would not have entries.

"There is no longer street parking for the students. All students have 
to park on campus," Harvey said.

In the first two install-
ments of this series, we have 
examined first why there is 
a need to continue a capital 
improvements program in 
Crockett County schools, 
and second, why bonded 
debt is the best use of tax-
payer resources to make 
any significant capital im-
provements, and certainly 
school facilities.

This installment is 
aimed at outlining some of 
the determinations your 
School Board will be mak-
ing in order to address the 
scope of any proposed bond 
proposal in the near future, 
and how much debt is ap-
propriate to assume.

In previous articles we 
established that since In-
terest & Sinking tax col-
lections used to pay down 
bonded indebtedness by 
property wealthy school 
districts such as CCCCSD 
are not subject to equaliza-
tion payments, or recapture 
- that financing capital im-
provements of any eligible 
kind is best done by issuing 
bonds and assuming debt 
on the I&S side of the bud-

get. Capital improvements 
are not just buildings, how-
ever. Other capital projects 
include large-value mainte-
nance or replacements such 
as roofing or heating and 
air conditioning, plumbing 
and mechanical systems. 
Other common capital ex-
penditures made by any 
institution include telecom-
munications infrastructure 
including data networks; 
energy infrastructure (light-
ing, appliances, etc.); ex-
tracurricular and athletic 
facilities; vehicles and main-
tenance equipment; and big-
ticket, durable instructional 
equipment such as band in-
struments and trades-based 
machinery and technology.

District Site-Based Deci-
sion Making Teams the last 
several years have consis-
tently identified moderniz-
ing or replacing OHS as our 
primary remaining facilities 
concern. The first conceptu-
alizations of such a modern-
ization were presented to 
the board this month.

The U.S. Supreme Court on 
Jan. 20 struck down the interim 
redistricting plans for the state 
of Texas authored by a three-
judge panel of the San Anto-
nio-based U.S. District Court, 
Western District of Texas.

Last year, the panel was 
tasked with drawing state 
House, Senate and congres-
sional district boundaries after 
the 82nd Texas Legislature’s en-
acted redistricting plans failed 
to be pre-cleared by D.C. Circuit 
Court. Texas’ maps must earn 
preclearance as required under 
Section 5 of the U.S. Voting 
Rights Act, a law meant to 
cure a list of states and other 
jurisdictions from their his-
torical record of discriminatory 
practices in election processes. 
Texas gained four congressio-
nal seats largely due to a huge 
increase in the Hispanic popula-
tion, as tabulated in the 2010 
U.S. Census.

On Jan. 20, the U.S. Supreme 
Court directed the U.S. District 
Court in San Antonio to fol-
low the Texas Legislature’s 
intent but did not elaborate on 
a methodology to use moving 
forward. 

Texas Attorney General Greg 
Abbott reacted, saying, “The 
(U.S. Supreme) Court made clear 
in a strongly worded opinion 
that the district court must give 
deference to elected leaders of 
this state, and it's clear by the 
Supreme Court ruling that the 
district court abandoned these 
guiding principles.” 

In any case, a new set of 
redistricting plans, once drawn, 
must be submitted for preclear-
ance. Meanwhile, the San Anto-
nio District Court, in response 
to the U.S. Supreme Court 
striking down the court-drawn 
interim redistricting maps, set 
a scheduling order calling for a 
hearing on Feb. 1.

But Abbott’s office filed a 
motion to reconsider because, 
Abbott said, the court's sched-
ule appears to delay when 
Texas primary elections could 
take place. 

The primaries are currently 
set for April 3. 

Abbott’s office said it wants 
all legal matters settled in time 
for new maps to be issued by 
the end of this month.

PERRY ENDS PRESIDENTIAL 
BID

Gov. Rick Perry on Jan. 19 
publicly announced the deci-
sion he made to end his presi-
dential campaign.

Perry, who was polling in sin-
gle digits in South Carolina two 
days before that state’s Jan. 21 
Republican primary, immediate-
ly endorsed rival Newt Gingrich, 
an author, political consultant 
and former speaker of the U.S. 
House of Representatives (Janu-
ary 1995-January 1999).

With Perry’s departure, 
the GOP field of presidential 
aspirants is reduced to four: 
Gingrich, U.S. Rep. Ron Paul of 
Texas, former Massachusetts 
Gov. Mitt Romney and former 
U.S. Sen. Rick Santorum of 
Pennsylvania.

While Perry outperformed the 
field on fundraising, his perfor-
mance in live, televised debates 
proved to be his weak suit. The 
Paint Creek native is in the sec-
ond year of his third four-year 
term as governor. So far, he 
has served more than 11 years 
as Texas’ chief executive. 

JOBLESS RATE DROPS 
IN DECEMBER

The Texas Workforce Com-
mission on Jan. 20 reported 
Texas’ seasonally adjusted un-
employment rate fell to 7.8 per-
cent in December, down from 
8.1 percent in November and 
down from 8.3 percent 
in December 2010. 

Also in its monthly 
report, the agency 
stated the civilian 
labor force grew 
by more than 
17,000 in De-
cember, and now 
stands at more 
than 12.3 mil-
lion Texans.

Beginning next year, you will 
likely be a part of the family 
known as Senate District 19.

While the redistricting pro-
cess is still playing out in court, 
it is certain that the size and 
shape of the district will change 
from its current configuration. 
And regardless of any court-
ordered modifications for the 
state map in general, we know 

pretty much 
how District 
19 is going to 
look.

Four  coun-
ties will join 
the district — 
Atascosa, Dim-
mit, Frio and 
Zavala; while 
sadly, ten oth-
ers will go 
their separate 
ways — Ban-
dera, Culber-
son, El Paso, 
Hudspeth, Jeff 
Davis, Loving, Presidio, Sutton, 

Ward, and Winkler.
What is currently the largest 

legislative district in the nation, 
at more than 50,000 square 
miles, will "skinny down" to just 
35,000 square miles. It won't 
even be the largest Senate dis-
trict in Texas, but it will be the 
third largest and still bigger than 
11 states and 124 countries.

I view these changes with 
mixed emotions. On the one 
hand, it is disappointing that 
my district will no longer in-
clude Guadalupe Peak, the 
highest point in Texas; historic 
Fort Davis and the McDonald 
Observatory, the arts commu-

nity of Marfa and the famed 
Marfa Lights, Roy Orbison's 
hometown of Wink, the Sonora 
Caverns; and Bandera, the Cow-
boy Capitol of the world.

But with the addition of these 
new counties, I'll represent my 
boyhood home of Lytle, where I 
learned to fish and ride horses.  
I'll help oversee the develop-
ment of the Eagle Ford Shale, 
with the economic promise it 
brings to the region, and proud-
ly represent Pearsall, Carrizo 
Springs and Crystal City, the 
Spinach Capitol of the World.

District 19 will add a few new 
precincts in Bexar County, and 

keep 12 other counties — Brew-
ster, Crockett, Edwards, Kinney, 
Maverick, Medina, Pecos, Real, 
Reeves, Terrell, Uvalde, and Val 
Verde — just where they are.

One rule of redistricting is 
that districts contain communi-
ties of "common interest." In 
terms of the ethics and virtues 
of the people, that requirement 
was certainly fulfilled in the 
creation of the new district. 

But the common interests 
don't end there. Outside of San 
Antonio, the district is rural, 
dotted with medium-sized 
towns and smaller communi-
ties. Families make their livings 

through agriculture, oil and gas 
production, small businesses, 
and local school districts.

This means that the new Dis-
trict 19, while still vast in its 
territory, will remain largely 
compact in terms of the issues 
that are most important to its 
constituents — public educa-
tion, health care, child protec-
tion, economic development 
and job creation, and water.

Those are the issues I'll be 
fighting for the most in the 
next session of the Legislature.

Community newspapers 
need to toot their horns

E
very week peo-
ple spend 75 cents 
for an issue of The 
Ozona Stockman. 
While 75 cents 

may not seem like a lot of 
money, that small, hand-
ful of change buys an aw-
ful lot of information. 

This past weekend I at-
tended the annual Texas 
Press Association Midwin-
ter Convention in Dallas. 
I always enjoy these con-
ventions as I get to talk 
and visit with some of my 
newspaper friends. 

During this year’s con-
vention, the subject of 
keeping public notices 
once again was discussed. 

Our association is gear-
ing up for next year’s Tex-
as Legislative session as 
we believe yanking public 
notices from newspapers 
will once again be an issue. 

For those that read the 
Stockman, you may have 
noticed some ads ask-
ing questions and stating 
the importance of keep-
ing public notices in news-
papers. 

Community newspapers 
are not good at “tooting 
our own horn.” Well, that 
is going to have to change 
if we are going to contin-
ue to hang on to notic-
es that inform the pub-
lic about what is going on 
their town. 

For those that spent 
their 75 cents last week, 
the Stockman had notic-
es about a public meeting 
on special education at 
Ozona Elementary School, 
a notice informing citi-
zens that under a new law 
county appraisal districts 
may now communicate 
through email with prop-
erty owners and a bid no-
tice for an addition to the 
courthouse annex. 

One of the most impor-
tant notices was from 
the Crockett County Wa-
ter Control District stat-
ing no outdoor watering 
until further notice due 
to maintenance of storage 
tanks. 

On top of these notic-
es are the pages filled 
with news, opinions, local 
sports and features that 
people have come to de-
pend on every week in the 
Stockman. 

When you compile all 
that information, that’s 

a bargain 
for only 75 
cents. 

Keep-
ing pub-
lic notices 
in newspa-
pers is not 
about try-
ing to make 
money. It’s 
about pub-
lic trans-
parency. 

My friend 
Laurie Ez-

zell Brown, publisher of 
The Canadian Record in 
Canadian, Texas, puts it 
best: “Public notice is too 
often viewed as the me-
dia’s cause. It probably is, 
but only because we are 
the ones the public — by 
its own default — has sent 
to do the job.”

Organizations like the 
Texas Association of 
Counties, the Texas Mu-
nicipal League and the 
Texas Association of 
School Boards and School 
Administrators will tell 
you that placing pub-
lic notices on county, city 
and school district web-
sites will save the taxpay-
ers’ money. 

The amount of money 
most governments spend 
on public notices is much 
less than what is spent on 
items like travel or office 
supplies. In fact, in most 
government budgets it is 
less than one percent. 

Texas taxpayers have the 
right to be informed about 
the activities of their gov-
erning bodies, whether it 
is on the state, county or 
school board level.

As the election year con-
tinues and items for next 
year’s state legislative ses-
sion start being filed, we 
urge the public to write, 
call, email, Facebook and 
Twitter about the impor-
tance of keeping public 
notices in newspapers. 

We also ask our fellow 
newspapers to join us in 
touting how community 
newspapers play a viable 
role in keeping the public 
informed with these no-
tices. 

Now, that’s worth 75 
cents a week.

I rarely pass up 
an old used bookstore. You 
never know just what you 
might find."
	 Books seem to find De-
aton. He said he doesn't 
choose a category in which 
to browse.
	 He also usually reads 
the best-sellers or Oprah se-
lections. However, he does 
enjoy movie adaptations. 
	 "I read work and relax-
ation both. My job requires 
that I read and comprehend 
legal and financial materi-
als," Deaton said. 
	 Growing up, Deaton was 
allowed to buy two com-
ic books to read over the 
weekend. This evolved into 
paperback westerns and 
then to Texas history. 
	 "Out in the country, we 
did not have television re-
ception. Heck, we did not 
have electricity, only gas 
lights," Deaton said. "This 
helped strengthen my read-
ing skills. I give my moth-
er credit for my ability to 
read technical material to-
day with confidence."
	 Deaton said his favorite 
book of all time is the "King 
James Bible" with the books 
of Proverbs and Ecclesiastes 
being the ones he most en-
joys. 
	 "This book holds all the 
answers to life," he said. 
	 Deaton said he rarely 
reads series books, and en-
joys short stories for eve-
nings. 
	 "I usually have one or 
more stand alone books go-
ing at all times," he said.
	 When it comes to tech-
nology and reading, Deaton 
said he is a book collector 
and prefers a book "that I 

can put on a shelf in which I 
can go back and visit."
	 Deaton's wife Mary 
Anne enjoys her Kindle 
reader. 
	 "It seems like only yes-
terday that buying books 
on Amazon was the eas-
iest, fastest way to order 
books. Now, technology 
has brought the bookstore 
instantly into the reader's 
hands," he said. 
	 Deaton said he recent-
ly read "Sharps Rifles and 
Spanish Mules" by Wayne R. 
Austerman. 
	 "I like the fact that it 
is a true history of the San 
Antonio-El Paso Mail Route 
along the old government 
trail through Crockett 
County. This early mail line 
is related in scholarly detail 
laced with high adventure 
and peppered with action," 
he said. 
	 His current read is 
"Fighting with the Scream-
ing Eagles, with the 101st 
Airborne from Normandy to 
Bastogne" by Robert Bowen. 
	 This book is by an actu-
al member of a glider regi-
ment "is a brutal insight" 
into the battlefields of 
World War II, Deaton said. 
	 "We have a wonderful 
public library here in our 
town with a courteous, help-
ful and professional staff. I 
enjoy going to our local li-
brary to research a topic or 
just browse the racks," Dea-
ton said.

centers under one roof on 
one side of the street. Any 
such project will take ap-
proximately 5-6 years to 
complete. 
	 During that span of time, 
there are certainly going to 
be other capital issues to 
plan for, including heating 
and air conditioning re-
placements, transportation 
fleet replacements, roofing 
concerns, housing and ath-
letic maintenance costs. 
	 Any Bond proposal 
should take these capital 
needs into consideration 
also. Your Board will need 
to decide how much debt is 
necessary and manageable, 
and for how long.

The CCCCSD Board has 
historically requested bond 
payment schedules to in-
clude early pay-off provi-
sions to capitalize on favor-
able changes in ad-valorem 
values, should they occur. 
We followed exactly this 
plan in retiring the 2008 
bond debt in 2011. 

]It may not be reason-
able to expect to quickly re-
tire the amount of bonded 
debt it will take to modern-
ize OHS and to plan for oth-
er necessary capital proj-
ects during the bond term, 
but Financial Advisors will 
be instructed to include at-
tention to early bond calls 
again if voters authorize an 
issue at some point. 

The balance between is-
suing an adequate amount 
of bond value to cover de-
sired improvements and 
keeping taxation levels 
manageable at the same 
time is a responsibility your 
Board does not take lightly. 

In Crockett County, we 
rely on county government 
for infrastructure, safety & 
security and community en-
hancements such as paved 
roads, parks and ball fields. 

Of course, it takes tax 
dollars to provide these 
services and amenities, 
and county commissioners 
must carefully decide on 
how and when debt should 
be assumed to keep up with 
their operations as well. 

The taxpayers of Crock-
ett County should trust that 
both of these taxing entities 
are managing resources to 
the best advantage of the 
community, and so we must 
communicate and cooper-
ate with each other. 

For CCCCSD, our sta-
tus as a property-wealthy 
district that pays recapture 
on Maintenance and Opera-
tions collections places ex-
tra strong pressure on your 
school board to consider 
bonded debt as the best ap-
proach for capital needs. 

Using fund balances or 
budgeting maintenance and 
operations dollars to tackle 
capital needs just doesn’t 
make good sense on the 
school side.

So how much bonded 
debt makes sense? Your 
board will balance the wis-
dom in completing virtually 
all capital improvements 
with I&S dollars with the de-
sire to manage any tax bur-
den in a manner that retires 
the debt at lowest cost at 
the lowest collection rates 
over the scheduled term. 

We will certainly be sen-
sitive to the fact that tax-
payers also have county op-
erations to support. 

The total amount of any 
proposed bond issue will 
perhaps not be so much a 
question of how much in to-
tal – but how much tax bur-
den to manage over time ef-
ficiently and effectively. 

In any case, bonded 
debt is far, far less costly 
to taxpayers than school 
tax recapture collections. 
Our financial advisors will 
structure any issued debt 
to capitalize on flexibil-
ity in market and valuation 
conditions, and to keep to-
tal borrowing costs as low 
throughout as possible. 

Please continue to mon-
itor deliberations about 
capital improvements in 
CCCCSD closely. 

We will soon release a 
schedule of site visits and 
public meetings to solicit 
input and answer questions.

"From a school safety 
standpoint, we can control 
access," added Superinten-
dent Chris duBois. 

Harvey said this phase 
could be done concurrently 
with phase one. 

In phase three, stu-
dents and school person-
nel would move out of the 
main and Heritage build-
ings and into the new struc-
tures and current buildings 
across Avenue D. The main 
and Heritage would then be 
renovated. 

The cafeteria and din-
ing hall would move to the 
main building. The auditori-
um and stage would also be 
renovated allowing the dis-
trict the host one-act play 
competitions. 

In the Heritage Building, 
the district administration 
offices and school board 
room would move into 
the building. The building 
would also become a show-
case with historic plaques, 
awards and photos. 

The existing cafeteria 
would be transformed to 
house art and wood shop 
classes. The ag shop would 
also be renovated as well. 

Harvey said phase one 
would have to be complet-
ed before phase three could 
start. 

When phase four starts, 
the instructional functions 
of OHS are done. 

The existing band hall, 
wood shop, home econom-
ics, library and administra-
tion buildings would all be 
cleaned out, removing his-
torical plaques and items, 
and then demolished. 

The final phase would 
then involve the construc-
tion of a new event center 
next to the Davidson Gym 
where those Buildings were 
demolished in phase four. 

"We are envisioning a 
first class, top quality com-
petition basketball gym," 
Harvey said. 

The new center would 
seat 800 to 1,000 people 
and allow the district to 
have simultaneous basket-
ball games, such as tourna-
ments, in one facility. 

There would also be ad-
ditional parking to the west 
of the new center. 

Total completion for 
the project is estimated to 
take five to six years. 

An idea about having 
a green roof with plants 
on top of the new library 
with adjacent science class-
rooms was also discussed, 
along with modernizing his-
torical structures. 

"You hired me to push 
the envelope and think out-
side the box," Harvey said.

duBois said he has met 
with financial advisors and 
they told him May provides 

the best opportunity to sell 
bonds and close bonds, 
than waiting for the Novem-
ber election. 

"There are a lot of dis-
cussion points. This is to-
tally different than what I 
talked about," duBois said 
of the concept. "This ap-
proach preserves every an-
chor element of those his-
torical buildings."

The next step is to pres-
ent the board with more 
specific details, square-
footage, and graphics and 
cost estimates on the OHS 
concept at their February 
board meeting. 

duBois said the district 
is also working at forming 
an advisory committee by 
the first of February. 

"Let's go with it. I like 
the idea. It's a plan for our 
students," said Board Presi-
dent Ray Don Myers. 

Larry Waldrop, of Wal-
drop Construction, was 
also present at the meeting. 
Waldrop Construction built 
the new Ozona Elementary 
School. 

Waldrop said he will be 
on hand, at no cost to the 
district, to help with accu-
rate footage, costs and bud-
gets. 

"Our immediate goal 
is something that will help 
you sell a bond," Waldrop 
said.

"You have a very, very 
nice elementary school 
now. It’s something the 
community should be 
proud of, and I know you 
are. Our goal with the high 
school is to continue that 
pride, and the kids can 
look forward to coming 
into something as nice or 
nicer," added Harvey. 

 
FIELD HOUSE ADDITION

Harvey presented plans 
for the new OHS Field House 
addition. 

The addition would ex-
tend the north side of the 
field house 61 feet, which 
would allow for girls' ath-
letic facilities and locker 
rooms. 

The weight room and 
training room would be 
shared by all athletes, but 
the rest of the facility would 
be equally divided between 
girls and boys. 

Cost for the project is 
estimated at $350,000 and 
will be funding through the 
federal Qualified School 
Construction Bond. 

Board member Roland 
DeHoyos said additional toi-
lets are needed in the public 
restrooms on the east side 
of the building. These rest-
rooms are used mainly dur-
ing games and events. 

Currently, there is only 
one toilet in each restroom 

due to both restrooms be-
ing handicapped accessible. 

"If we’re going to do it, 
do it now," DeHoyos said. 

Harvey said they could 
reevaluate and look at ex-
tending the restrooms, but 
they would have to meet 
handicap standards. 

"We can see what it 
costs when the bids come 
in. You are not committed 
until you see the cost. We 
can set up to approve the 
proposal with or without 
the addition. Setting up as 
an alternate leaves your op-
tions open," Harvey said. 

Advertising for bids 
is expected to start at the 
first of February. If things 
go well, work on the project 
would start early April and 
is estimate to be finished by 
August.

OMS SCHOOL 
IMPROVEMENT UPDATE

Ozona Middle School 
Principal Tammy McWil-
liams gave the board an 
update on how the school’s 
improvement plan. OMS has 
to have a plan due to being 
rated academically unac-
ceptable last year. 

McWilliams presented 
the board with a list of cur-
riculum, lesson plans, doc-
umentation and meetings 
that teachers, students, 
staff and parents have been 
working on this year. 

A progress report will 
be sent to the Texas Edu-
cation Agency at the end 
of this month, McWilliams 
said. 

The campus is concen-
trating on students setting 
goals in each core-curricu-
lum class with their teach-
ers, focusing on doing well 
on practice STAAR tests 
and competing in UIL math 
and science meets. 

Around 40 students 
participated in the math 

and science meets this fall, 
and McWilliams said she ex-
pects that many competing 
this spring. 

“We are compiling data 
on each student. The data is 
sent to the state. The data 
shows how students are do-
ing on benchmark tests. The 
tests are really hard. The 
level of rigor of what these 
kids is use to and what they 
have now is so different. 
Every department our stu-
dents are getting better,” 
McWilliams said. 

The extra work placed 
on the teachers is getting 
better as well, McWilliams 
said. 

Teachers met before the 
Christmas holiday during 
three work days planning 
ahead for the spring semes-
ter, she said. 

“The work has become 
easier for the teachers. It’s 
part of our vocabulary. 
They are really, really doing 
so much better in feeling 
like they have a handle on 
it and feeling like our kids 
are being more successful,” 
McWilliams said. 

BOARD APPROVES AUDIT
The board reviewed and 

unanimously approved the 
district’s financial audit. 

The audit represents 
where the district stood on 
Aug. 31, 2011. 

duBois said the district 
has an accurate and clean 
audit. Anyone that would 
like a copy of the audit can 
pick one up at the Adminis-
tration Building.

The board will hold a 

special meeting on Feb. 8 
for the annual superinten-
dent evaluation. The next 
regular meeting will be Feb.

receives 56,140 acre feet of 
recharge. When the precipita-
tion drops to 90 percent, the 
recharge drops to 13,474. Any 
lower than that and the re-
charge drops to zero, accord-
ing to the study. 
	 The study also states that 
Crockett and Val Verde coun-
ties are most vulnerable to 
drought. 
	 “Get a good well inventory 
and find and know where the 
groundwater is coming from,” 
Green said. 
	 While Crockett County’s 
groundwater gets recharged 
from local rains, it also receives 
recharge from groundwater 
flowing from other counties. 
	 “In these dry conditions 
we’re not getting any recharge, 
but it doesn’t mean we are go-
ing to blow away,” said Com-
missioner Pleas Childress. 
	 “I feel a little bit more at 
ease on our water situation,” 
added Commissioner Randy 
Branch. “I think it was money 
well spent.”
	 The study also presented 
information involving hydrau-
lic fracturing, or “fracking,” 
and its impact. Hydraulic frac-
turing involves shooting water, 
sand and additives deep into 
the earth to retrieve oil or gas.
	 The study stated that in 
2008 water used was less than 
100 acre feet of water. This 
year, the projected use will in-
crease to 675 acre feet of water. 
	 Approximately five million 
gallons are used per well on av-
erage during “fracking.”
	 “They inject approximately 
five to six thousand barrels per 
day,” he said. 
	 Green said the life of an in-
jection well is unsure. He also 
said there are possible me-
chanical failures of disposal 
wells, such as tubing leaks that 
is common in existing and old-
er wells. 
	 Commissioner Frank Tam-
bunga said he does not under-
stand the few regulations oil 
and gas companies have when 
drilling wells to where oil and 
gas companies are held more 
accountable. 
	 As an employee at Ozona 
National Bank, he said finan-
cial institutions receive many 

changing regulations every 
year that they have to con-
stantly make arrangements to 
remain in compliance. 
	 “Why can’t the regulators 
for the oil and gas companies 
enforce the regulations? This 
would resolve most of our is-
sues. I feel that each company 
drilling a well should report 
the amount of fresh water it 
is using per well,” Tambunga 
said. “What I understood from 
this meeting is that some com-
panies do not report this. We 
all do not like government tell-
ing us what to do, but it is lack 
of enforcing, such as what oil 
and gas companies get away 
with, that forces our govern-
ment to get involved. Basically, 
what I feel about all this is that 
the entity which makes our 
county can very much break 
our county unless all of us  the 
landowners, oil and gas com-
panies and the community 
work together to solve our wa-
ter problem.”
	 Branch also said that he 
wished the oil companies 
would find a better way to 
“frack” instead of using water.
	 “All of the information is 
out there, we just have to know 
where to go get it,” Branch said. 
	 Information on the water 
usage and the oil and gas rig 
data came from local confer-
ences and from the website 
www.fracfocus.org. 
	 Green recommends that 
the groundwater district and 
county monitor oil and gas de-
velopment in Crockett County, 
such as the number of well rigs 
active and the locations of all 
water/disposal wells. 
	 “The information present-
ed to us raised present and fu-
ture concerns among our citi-
zens and landowners. Though 
there is not an immediate 
threat it proved to me that 
concerns raised will be diffi-
cult for anyone to ignore,” said 
Commissioner Eligio Martinez. 
	 County Judge Fred Deaton 
said the survey was a “starting 
point” for the county. 
	 “I believe it was a base-
line survey of where we are. I 
think that’s what our goal was 
to establish a starting point,” 
Deaton said. “We will be get-
ting a better idea at the end 
of next year. Each year we will 
add more information and see 
where we are on this.”
