The candidates running
for Crockett County Sheriff,
Ron Hawthorne, Bob Rodri-
guez, Paul Stroope and in-
cumbent Roy Glenn Sutton,
each spoke in detail about
the issue of a new jail for
Crockett County.

Sutton said on average
the county pays $13,000 a
month to house and trans-
port prisoners to Upton
County. Upton County depu-
ties transport the prisoners.

He said that Crockett
County is going to have to
make a decision build a jail

New jail a hot topic at candidate forum

or continue to put inmates in
other facilities.

The current jail has now
become a holding facility
where prisoners are held for
72 hours in Crockett Coun-
ty. This is because of the jail
becoming out of compliance
with the Texas Jail Commis-
sion Standards.

Sutton mentioned the old
intermediate school build-
ing, which could house law
enforcement and emergency
personnel, such as the fire
department and ambulance
services.

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Challenges ahead
in CCCCSD budget

Once again, Crockett
County CCSD will be tighten-
ing its budget belt.

CCCCSD Superintendent
Chris duBois gave the fourth
and final part on his series of
School Finance public meet-
ings on May 2.

In the first three meet-
ings on March 26, April 9 and
April 23, duBois spoke about
the different revenue sourc-
es that brings money into
the district, broke down the
district’'s budget and talk-
ed about the process of how
they begin to build it each
year and discussed some of
the regulations schools dis-
tricts have to follow, the dis-
trict’s annual audit and some
of the state rating systems
for school finance.

During this last session,
duBois went over challeng-

Fourth in a four-part series

es facing the district’s 2012-
2013 budget and beyond.

The biggest issue fac-
ing the district is the loss of
$490,232 in federal and state
cuts. duBois also said Crock-
ett County appraisal values
did drop some this past year.
duBois presented some ideas
to increase district revenue,
including the rental increase
approved earlier this school
year on district-owned hous-
ing that generated $40,000
more in revenue. He also said
the district doesn’t charge
fees to use their facilities.

Another area the district
and school board will be ex-
ploring is a tax ratification
election.

The maximum amount a
school district can tax right now
is $1.04 per $100 valuation.

Truth about Postal Reform

ow that US Senate

has passed a hill,

S 1789, to reform

the ailing US Postal

Service, critics are
trying to disable the bill on
its way to the House of Rep-
resentatives. Business Week
recently catalogued unhappy
stakeholders, including post-
al unions, postal manage-
ment and some Republicans
who wrongly think the bill
burdens taxpayers.

Rep. Darrell Issa, R-CA,
whose own bill awaits ac-
tion in the House, blast-
ed "special interests." But
Business Week says, "Con-
sidering how many people
are unhappy with the bill, it
isn’t clear which special in-
terests Issa is referring to."

If you consider that sur-
vival of the service means
maintaining the circulato-
ry system for a $1.1 trillion
mailing industry - or in oth-
er words, making sure cash,
greeting cards, packages
and newspapers and mag-
azines arrive on time, the
Senate bill is good medicine.

Issa's bill would let USPS
immediately end Saturday
mail, close half the mail pro-
cessing centers and thou-
sands of post offices, and
put a new board of political
appointees in charge. The
new board would be expect-
ed to trim workers' benefits
and maybe wages, and di-
rect the Postmaster General
to favor profit over service.

At the other extreme
might be Sen. Bernie Sand-
ers, I-VT, who wanted to
keep everything open. La-
bor unions backing him say
that USPS will heal as the
economy heals. Then there
is the White House's notion:
to raise postage rates.

For Sens. Susan Collins,
R-ME, and Joe Lieberman,
I-CT, neither extreme is
suited to long-term surviv-
al of USPS.

To many experts, Issa's
approach is likely to fright-
en away businesses that
mail. The Lieberman-Collins
bill agrees that USPS needs
a more flexible, less cost-
ly workforce. It keeps mail
flowing through today's
network while cost-cutting
is underway. For example,
they would end Saturday
mail delivery in two years,
but only if USPS has taken
other big steps toward fi-
nancial viability.

They would allow the
closing of postal plants
now, if USPS takes pre-
serves local mail delivery
speed.

Consider:

--The Postal Service's
plant-closing plan is based
on a desire to amass more
mail at automated urban
centers, where costly ma-
chines sit idle much of

the day. To optimize ma-
chines, USPS would haul
mail much farther. But the
hauling would slow the
mailstream, particularly in
small towns and rural ar-
eas that are far from mail
plants and create a set of
second-class citizens who
get and send mail more
slowly than urban dwellers.
It will also hamper small-
er communities' quests for
economic development.

- Many Americans say
they wouldn't miss Satur-
day mail. But USPS builds
its system around senders,
not receivers. Who would
be hurt by a 5-day delivery
regime? Anyone who de-
pends on timely mail deliv-
ery. Shutting down the sys-
tem two days a week—three
when Monday holidays oc-
cur—would create delay, ac-
cording to the Postal Reg-
ulatory Commission. Then
there are those who need
prescriptions delivered
when they are at home;
small-town citizens who get
the newspaper by mail and
businesses needing 6-day
cash flows.

- Closing small post of-
fices seems a no-brainer
to city dwellers who spot
those one-room POs at the
roadside on the way to the
beach. Surely not all are
needed. But rather than
closing them entirely, USPS
could have circuit-rider
postmasters to open them a
few hours a day. That is af-
fordable if worker benefits
are brought into line with
the private sector. For those
communities, a circuit rider
could continue their links
to the world.

- The Congressional Bud-
get Office says the Senate
bill would cost $33.6 bil-
lion, adding to the federal
deficit. But postage payers,
not taxpayers, carry that
burden. Taxpayers face a li-
ability as the funder-of-last
resort only if postage reve-
nues dry up - which is more
likely to happen if the mail
slows to a crawl.

Finally, members of Con-
gress may differ on how
they see USPS. Is it a cor-
poration? Is it a govern-
ment agency responsible
for binding the nation to-
gether?

Fact: it is a Government-
Sponsored Enterprise or
GSE, more like Fannie Mae
than like IBM or the De-
fense Department. It has
to use business tools, but
carry out a public mission.
And it has enormous power
in the marketplace.

Merits trial ordered in case pitting state, health care providers

AUSTIN — Three movements
occurred last week in a legal
battle over whether the state of
Texas will allow health services
to be rendered by Planned Par-
enthood affiliate clinics under
the federal and state funded
Women’s Health Program.

- On April 30, Austin U.S. Dis-
trict Judge Lee Yeakel granted an
injunction requested by the clin-
ics to prevent the state from stop-
ping them from serving enrollees
— low-income women who do
not have health insurance.

- Later on April 30, U.S. Fifth
Circuit Court of Appeals Judge
Jerry Smith granted the state’s
request for a stay of the district
court’s injunction.

- And on May 4, a three-judge
panel of the New Orleans-based
Fifth Circuit lifted Judge Smith’s
stay of the injunction until a
trial on merits can be heard.

So, now, the stay of the
injunction is in effect, meaning
the state Department of Health
and Human Services may not
enforce its rule banning affili-
ates of abortion providers from
the Women’s Health Program.

The Fifth Circuit panel’s order
requires a lower court trial to

be on the next available regular
oral argument docket.

Plaintiffs assert that the
state, in preventing them from
rendering services to enrollees,
violates the U.S. Constitution’s
First Amendment (freedom of
speech and association) and
Fourteenth Amendment (equal
protection under the laws).

What triggered this recent
series of legal maneuvers was
a March 14 state Department
of Health and Human Services
administrative rule that set an
April 30 deadline for clinics of-
fering Women’s Health Program
services to “certify compliance”
- meaning, have no connection
with any facility that performs
legal abortions.

NEW LICENSING
REQUIREMENTS

New proof of residency
requirements to obtain Texas
driver licenses or identification
cards took effect on May 7.

In announcement last week,
the Texas Department of Public
Safety said first-time appli-
cants, in addition to standard

application requirements, will
be required to present two
acceptable documents contain-
ing the applicant’s name and
address to establish proof of
residency in the state of Texas.

To meet the residency re-
quirement for an original iden-
tification card or driver license,
an applicant must:

- Reside in Texas for at least
30 days prior to application;
and

- Present two acceptable
documents establishing proof
of residency, one of which must
demonstrate the applicant has
lived in Texas at least 30 days.

Test to screen for SCID

The Texas Department of
State Health Services on May 3
announced it is adding severe
combined immunodeficiency,
SCID, to the list of diseases
that all newborns in Texas are
screened for at birth.

The DSHS laboratory plans
to begin screening for SCID
in September using the same
newborn screening specimens
already collected to test for 28
other rare disorders.

Blood to be tested is drawn
by a heel stick within 48 hours
of birth and again at one to two
weeks of age, the agency said.

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Congressman talks flying, economicissues while traveling through district

Francisco “Quico” Can-
seco is use to traveling, in-
cluding flying.

However, after and inci-
dent last month the Texas
Congressman is calling the

Transportation Security
Administration “an agency
gone wild.”

According to an article
in the San Antonio Express-
News, Canseco claimed that
he was singled out - twice -
for security scans at the San
Antonio airport last month
by federal screeners who
were “overzealous” in frisk-
ing the congressman.

Canseco, R-San Anto-
nio, accused the TSA of as-
sault, which prompted one

of the TSA
screeners
to

claim the
congress-
man as-
saulted
him
when his
hand was
brushed
away brusquely during a
pat down.

An airport spokeswom-
an said San Antonio Police
were called in to referee the
incidents that occurred on
April 16 and April 22. No
formal charges were filed.

“l think what I expe-
rienced is what an over-
whelming majority of Amer-
ican people experience. It
was very undignified,” Can-

seco said last week during a
phone interview. “The TSA
has given itself too much
power and too much con-
trol. It has cost the taxpayer
enormous amount of mon-
ey and time and expense.
There are many, many bet-
ter ways handling security.
This is nonsensical. I will
work very, very hard to
change the system of how
we control and securitize
our airways.”

Canseco has spent the
last two weeks visiting his
district, which includes
Crockett County. He most
recent visits include stops in
Fort Hancock, Van Horn, Al-
pine and Pecos. His last visit
to Ozona was in February.

“There are a lot of is-
sues out there. I've not run

across anybody that likes
the health care bill,” he
said. “The communities I've
visited with do not like the
overregulation of the feder-
al government. The regula-
tions are impeding the abil-
ity to create jobs and grow
this economy.”

Recently, Canseco spoke
in favor of the Department
of Labor withdrawing its
proposed rule to limit agri-
cultural work of youth un-
der 16 years of age.

Canseco said he didn’t
know why the rule was first
proposed.

“I imagine the labor de-
partment centered on labor
control. This is not good
for the farm and ranch in-
dustry. It’s an intrusion
into our rule life. They did

At the May 3 meeting,
Blake Powell and Sara Leon, at-
torneys for Powell & Leon LLP
of Austin, presented some in-
formation that explained the
relationship a common school
district has with the coun-
ty. Powell and Leon represent
CCCCSD.

“It’s a real challenge. There
are no current rules available
or laws for common school dis-
tricts. It’s a cumbersome entity
for lawyers to deal with,” Pow-
ell said.

CCCCSD is one of six com-
mon school districts in the
state. Unlike an independent
school district, a common
school district is governed by
an elected school board that is
simultaneously subject to the
control of the county commis-
sioners’ court.

Other common school dis-
tricts include, Kenedy County
Wide Common School District,
Ramirez Common School Dis-
trict, Terlingua Common School
District, Doss Consolidated Com-
mon School District and Guthrie
Common School District.

The rest of Texas school
districts operate as indepen-
dent school district, which
means they are separate from
any other forms of local gov-
ernment.

“We never did opt out to
change any of this as it has gone
along. We learned this type of
government as we grew up,”
said County Judge Fred Deaton.

While the laws for inde-
pendent school districts also
apply to common school dis-
tricts, Powell said common
school districts are lacking in
legislature representation.

An example of this was
a bill passed during the last
Texas Legislative session lim-
its common school districts to
when they can hold elections.
Common school districts can
now only hold elections in No-
vember, simultaneously with
the county, in even numbered
years. In odd numbered years,
it can hold a May election.

This makes it difficult for a
common school district to call
for bond elections and moves
school board elections in con-
junction with local, state and

national elections.

“There is no person, no or-
ganization and no committee
that meets with the legislature
to educate them about com-
mon school districts. Many of
our legislators aren’t famil-
iar with a common school dis-
trict,” Powell said.

One thing the county and
school district do meet togeth-
er on each year is the school
district’s tax rate. The school
board certifies the tax rate,
and then it is sent to the coun-
ty commissioners for approv-
al. The law states that the com-
missioners shall approve the
certified tax rate as long as it
is within the legal tax rate and
the school board followed the
proper procedure.

“You all have a symbiotic
relationship,” Leon said.

A big questioned raised
was on property, particular-
ly the old intermediate school
building. Discussions were
made on the county using the
building, which belongs to the
school district.

This was the first public
meeting that this proposal was
discussed. However, school of-
ficials and county officials said
they have discussed the idea
individually and with the Ozo-
na Volunteer Fire Department
due to one idea is housing the
department in the building.

“Ninety percent of fire
calls are on Interstate-10. It
would be a good use for the
taxpayers,” said Dwight Chil-
dress, school board member.

Deaton also said the build-
ing could be used for office
space.

According to their re-
search, Leon said this issue
is subject to general property
laws. The entity that holds the
title to the land is the owner of
the property.

A county or school district
may donate or sell for less than
fair market value a designated
parcel of land or an interest in
real property to another polit-
ical subdivision if it used in a
way that benefits the public, ac-
cording to the Texas Tax Code.
If the building is no longer used
for public use, then it reverts
back to the school district.

Leon said the county and
school district could enter into
an inter-local agreement for

the property.

“There are a lot of discus-
sions on this building. Obvi-
ously we are talking big, pos-
sible uses. There is a lot to still
think about as we go forward,”
duBois said.

Discussions about bonds
and bond elections were also
discussed. According to the
Texas Education Code, the
county commissioners’ court,
on behalf of the common
school district under its juris-
diction, may issue general ob-
ligation bonds and may levy
annual ad valorem taxes suffi-
cient to pay the principle and
interest on such bonds.

Although common school
district bond elections are con-
ducted on behalf of a school,
it is the county who orders the
elections.

Powell and Leon both stat-
ed to the county and school of-
ficials examples of other school
districts that are on a rotating
bond schedule to help replace
equipment and vehicles, with-
out having to pay recapture
money to the state. Bond mon-
ey is not subject to recapture.

“You need to think of ev-
ery way to keep your money
here,” Leon said.

“There’s a lack of aware-
ness of the power of a bond.
In a recapture world, $1 bot-
tle of water costs our taxpay-
ers $2.50,” duBois said.

If a common school dis-
trict wants to become inde-
pendent, it takes a petition re-
questing an election and then
the county judge ordering the
election.

Powell said if Crockett
County is to remain a common
school district, then local offi-
cials need to make their issues
known to the Texas Legislature.

“The current law leaving
common school districts fur-
ther and further behind. Over
time there will be changes in
the laws that make operating a
common school district more a
cumbersome process,” he said.
duBois said the commissioners’
court and school board should
have more meetings regularly
throughout the year to touch
base on needs and issues.

“I think we’ve all certain-
ly learned a lot here. Our coun-
ty is a little more unique. We
all are incorporated togeth-

er,” said County Commission-
er Pleas Childress.

The school board also met
on May 2.

During that meeting, the
board authorized the school
administration to solicit pro-
posals for the sale of the por-
table buildings at Ozona Mid-
dle School.

duBois said he has been ap-
proached by a local company in
need of office space. The school
district paid $210,000 for the
buildings that were used to
house Pre-K and kindergarten
during the construction of the
new elementary school.

After an hour-long execu-
tive session, the board approved
the resignations of Elizabeth
Clark, Nikki Harrison and Ubal-
do Elguea, as well as the hiring
of a Ozona Middle School teach-
ers Taylor Baker, of Eldorado,
Amanda Abernathy, of Freder-
icksburg and Lisa James Harm-
sen of Irion County.

The next regular school
board meeting will be 6:30
p.m. May 16 at the Administra-
tion Building.

the right move. They should
go a little farther and state
how ignorant they were
about it,” he said.

The Congressman also
discussed H.R. 9, also known
as the Small Business Tax
Cut Act. Canseco, a member
of the House Financial Servic-
es Committee, co-sponsored
the act which will know go to
the U.S. Senate.

The act will allow small
businesses to deduct 20
percent of their income
from taxes.

“This reduces taxes on
small businesses and al-
lows them to keep more of
their hard-earned money,”
he said.

In visiting with West

Texans, Canseco said peo-
ple are still worried about
the economy.

“I's  extremely slug-
gish. There’s an enormous
amount of uncertainty.
There are an enormous
amount of regulations hold-
ing back job creation. This
is going to be a very diffi-
cult summer,” he said.

Canseco is seeking re-
election and is running un-
opposed in the Republican
primary.

Three people are vying
to be the Democratic can-
didate: Ciro D. Rodriguez,
John M. Bustamante and
Pete P. Gallego.

Each year the Commissioner’s Court designates the use of our tax
dollars in the budgets for all county departments. The Sheriff's budget
is intended to pay employee salaries, benefits and everything else as-
sociated with providing law enforcement services in Crockett County.
The management of the budget is the responsibility of the Sheriff.

An open record request for employee salaries and overtime records
was submitted to the county. It was discovered that the Sheriff spent
$90,306 in overtime pay for deputies in 2009. That year the chief dep-
uty was paid $24,223 in overtime which is 26.8% of all overtime paid
in 2009. In 2010 the Sheriff spent $112,466 in overtime and the chief
deputy collected $30,744 in overtime or 27.3% of all overtime paid.

In 2009 the chief deputy was paid a total of $71,114 and in 2010 he
was paid $84,942. He left the sheriff’s office in early 2011 but in two
years he was paid over $156,000. The sheriff earned about $85,000

for the same two years. In two years the chief deputy, sacked away
almost $55,000 in overtime. Who was managing the budget and the
very well paid chief deputy?

The sheriff also added an administrative assistant to his staff. In 2010
that person made $36,560 which included $3,499 in overtime pay.
In 2011 the same administrative assistant earned $51,662 including
$13,861 in overtime pay. That's a $15,102 salary increase in one year.

Budget expenditures and work assignments should be managed to
prevent anyone from taking advantage of their position. If elected

He also said a modular jail,
meeting state standards, could
be placed in the back of the
building where the playground
once stood.

“That place is big enough
for law enforcement under one
roof,” he said. “It takes a lot of
money to build a big jail and
staff it. You the voters have
to handle it. Get in touch with
your commissioners and tell
them what you want.”

Hawthorne said a “store
front” sheriff’s office could
work if the county does not
want the expense of building
a new jail. The office could be
located in a building on the
square and would allow the
public better access to talking
to law enforcement.

The current sheriff’s office is
located behind the First Baptist
Church and the entrance is not
easily accessible to the public.

“We need something. A
store front sheriff’s office is
something that could be done,”
he said.

Rodriguez said that tem-
porary fixes were not the an-
swer for the jail issue.

While the intermediate
school property is great, it may
not be allowed due to the build-
ing being in a floodplain, he said.

“I want a jail. We need
a jail. You all have to build a

jail,” Rodriguez said. “Tempo-

rary fixes will put us deeper
and deeper in the hole.”

Stroope also said that he
doesn’t believe prisoners can
be housed in a floodplain, that
the roof of the school build-
ing leaks and law enforcement
would be cut off when it floods.

He said that the county
needs to find and area for a jail
where there is plenty of room.

All four candidates were
in agreement that the coun-
ty should look into building an
animal control facility. Animals
that need to be euthanized are
being taken to Sonora and then
Crockett County Sheriff’s Dep-
uties have to pick up the ani-
mals to dispose of them.

“Animal Control is a
nightmare,” Hawthorne said.
“We need an expert on crit-
ters, a full-time person that is
trained.”

On staffing and personnel
of the sheriff’s office, all four
candidates said they would
hire local people as if they met
the requirements, but that it
was hard to find qualified indi-
viduals in Crockett County.

Hawthorne said he would
like to staff the sheriff’s office

with at least two deputies on
duty 24 hours a day, every day.
He said he would like to see 12-
13 deputies in the office.

“There are not enough
deputies. I know some of our
ranchers would like to see a pa-
trol car on their county roads,”
he said.

Hawthorne said local ap-
plicants are to be considered
above all else, if the person
meets the requirements.

“With a town our size you
sometime have to hire the left-
overs. Rookies in other cit-
ies can start out making more
money,” he said.

Sutton said his budget,
which is decided by the commis-
sioners’ court, hasn't changed
since he took office in 2008.

“We are not growing in
people in Crockett County that
want our job,” Sutton said.
“ wish people were beating
down doors to be a deputy. We
hire with what we have based
on what we know and what
we’re told.”

Stroope said he has seen
deputies living in travel trailers
in Ozona because of the lack of
available housing.

“They don’t know the peo-
ple, the citizens they are deal-
ing with,” he said.

Stroope spoke about hav-
ing a volunteer reserve pro-
gram. He also said the deputies
pay was an issue the commis-
sioners needed to address.

“Keep the money here so the
deputies are known,” he said.

Rodriguez said if people
are available and trained from
Crockett County, he would hire
them.

“They are not always avail-
able. I want to put the best possi-
ble officers on the street,” he said.

In working with other lo-
cal emergency officials, all four
candidates also said that was
essential in keeping the public
safe.

Rodriguez said he has al-
ready contacted and talked
with many of the emergency
officials.

“I've already started tak-
ing down one of the fences
that has been broken,” he said.
“We need to work together as a
whole.”

Stroope works with emer-
gency officials, such as the fire
department and EMS, through
his towing service. He said it’s
important the sheriff’s office
work with the firefighters and
EMS to help them in emergen-
Cy situations.

Sutton said his office is
open for use by the Texas De-
partment of Public Safety and
the Texas Rangers. He also said

a deputy responds when there
are accidents and fires.

“We have a good relation-
ship. We have had some rough
spots in the road, but we have
no problems,” Sutton said.

Hawthorne also said if the
sheriff’s office and emergency
officials don’t work together
then someone could get hurt.

“I'm not going work with-
out them. It takes everyone,”
he said.

In closing, Hawthorne said
the sheriff’s office is held to
a performance standard, and
that the office can’t have a set
of standards for one person
and another set for others.

“We are working for you,”
he said.

Sutton said he would con-
tinue to provide the best law
enforcement he can for the cit-
izens of Crockett County.

“I'm well aware the train
doesn’t run smooth all the
time,” he said.

Rodriguez said he has in-
tegrity and nothing to be
ashamed of as a law enforce-
ment officer.

“I've done my job and I will
continue to do my job to the
best of my ability,” he said.

Stroope said the sheriff’s
office could greatly improve if it
better informed the community.

“If you are not informed
through the sheriff’s office all
you can do is criticize. You
need to keep citizens informed
at all times,” he said.

112th DISTRICT ATTORNEY

The candidates running
for 112th District Attorney, in-
cumbent Laurie English and
James Jepson, spoke issues
and what can be done in prose-
cuting criminals.

The 112th Judicial District
covers Crockett, Reagan, Pecos,
Sutton and Upton counties.

English said she tries to
maintain a good relationship
with all law enforcement in all of
the counties, and makes herself
and her staff accessible to them.

“We try to maintain open
communications. If they need
to they can call me at 3 a.m. We
maintain good relations with
law enforcement,” she said.

Prior to becoming a law-
yer, Jepson said he worked as
a peace officer, including being
a deputy in Reagan County. He
said he tries to have good re-
lationships with law enforce-
ment officials.

“The majority of the police
know and support me in this
election,” he said.

English also explained her
role in establishing the Profes-
sional Prosecutor’s Act for the
112th District Attorney’s of-
fice. This law prohibits the dis-
trict attorneys whose offices
are part of the act from having
any type of private practice.

“I saw conflicts of interest
being created and I felt like that
needed to be elevated,” she said.

In keeping communities
safe, English said she has taken
all cases brought to her office.

“We are very aggressive in
that our cases are pursued. We
take every case seriously,” she
said.

The 112th District Attor-
ney’s Office currently has offic-
es in Ozona and Fort Stockton.
Jepson, who is currently a prac-
ticing attorney in Fort Stock-
ton and McCamey, said he does
plan on keeping both offices.

He also said that he is
running for district attorney
because he feels like some
changes are needed in the
prosecutor’s office.

Jepson said when he worked
as an assistant district attorney
from 1992-1996, he prosecuted
130 crimes and lost three.

“We need fairness and jus-
tice for all citizens,” he said.
“'m a firm believer when it
comes to violent criminals
you don’t give deferred pro-
bation like the current district
attorney does. You look at the
facts and the evidence and you
screen those things before you
throw them on the grand jury.”

English said that deferred
adjudication is an important
tool for a prosecutor. Deferred
Adjudication is a type of pro-
bation. A defendant is placed
on probation for a certain pe-
riod of time. If the probation
is successfully completed, the
case is "dismissed."

Since being elected in
2005, English said she has
prosecuted 36 trials and of
those 36, seven were acquit-
ted and there was one mistri-
al, which leaves 28 convictions.
She also said she has prosecut-
ed 29 bench trials and of those
only two were acquittals leav-
ing 27 convictions.

“We need to set the record
straight on all this misinforma-
tion and get back to the busi-
ness of prosecution,” she said.
“Currently we have and we will
continue to have a district at-
torney that prosecutes with in-
tegrity. Mr. Jepson is mislead-
ing you this evening. You need
someone that is honest with
you and will tell you the truth.
I'm that candidate.”
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duBois said if Crockett
County voters approve, the
district could increase the
tax rate to $1.06 and raise
$400,000 more for the dis-
trict. Also, that money is
not subject to recapture by
the state.

Cost for the aver-
age homeowner would be
around $9 a year, duBois
said.

“My job is to give you
the best advice for the con-
dition we are in. It’s not
in our best interest to pay
more money in recapture
that we have to,” he said.
“As citizens we all have
the responsibility to edu-
cate children. We're not be-
ing wasteful. We have to be
good stewards.”

Other funding chang-
es include money for text-
books and technology has
been reduced, health care
insurance costs have in-
creased six percent, utili-
ty costs increasing and fuel
and food costs increasing.

Right now, the district
fully pays for all employees
health insurance, a cost du-
Bois said he will do all that
he can to keep that.

“I’'s a peace of mind
factor. It helps us recruit,”
he said. “We can’t get car-
ried away in this business.
We have to keep in mind all
those things we have to do.”

Managing requirements
to improve Ozona Middle
School, the district’s ac-
ademically  unacceptable
campus, and improving spe-
cial education programs,
along with continuing prog-
ress toward a full pre-k
through fifth bilingual pro-
gram, maintenance of effort
and program compliance
requirements and manag-
ing staff and student ratios
are continuing challenges
for the district.

Cost and staff reduc-
tions with the Region 15 Ed-
ucation Service Center also
impacts Ozona Schools. du-
Bois said the service center
provides workshops, train-

ing and services that are af-
fordable to the district.

Keeping facilities,
equipment and transpor-
tation maintained and up-
graded is another challenge.
The field house at Lion Sta-
dium, modernizing Ozona
High School, new route and
charter buses and maintain-
ing the level of food service
created continue to chal-
lenge the district.

“We have done a lot in
the last three years. I'm re-
ally proud of the level of ef-
fort we’ve thrown the last
three years. Now we have to
stay on top of that,” he said.
“There’s great stuff going
on in this district that you
won’t see in too many other
places.”

duBois said the dis-
trict will continue to prog-
ress toward academic per-
formance goals, strengthen
services and support for
students and families, im-
prove post-graduate op-
tions for students and im-
prove access to technology
and programming.

He also mentioned ar-
eas in the district that are
firm commitments, such as
providing modern and well-
equipped learning spaces
and resources, strong com-
pensation and benefits for
employees, supportive en-
vironment for students and
staff and high quality pro-
gramming and experiences
in instruction and extracur-
ricular activities including
fine arts.

“We still have a pretty
comprehensive program of
electives and fine arts. Our
job is to help students as-
pire to whatever they want
to be and teach them to
work consistently with an
honest effort. That’s sports,
that’s band, that’s student
council, it’s all an integral
part of our district,” duBois
said.

Other firm commit-
ments include a home liai-
son, full day pre-k for all
four year olds, professional
development to assist lan-
guage development, high
quality nutritional service

and the district paying for
student accident insurance.
duBois said the insurance
costs the district $22,000
but it covers all school-re-
lated activities and families
never have a bill if they stay
in the insurance network.

He also said the full
time pre-k will be around
as long as the school can af-
ford the program.

“Students are staying a
home because parents can’t
afford daycare. They may
night receive reading sup-
port. There could be devel-
opmental delays. Every four
year-old in Ozona can come
to our school. We can afford
to do it,” he said.

On the other end, some
items are negotiable and
may be cut.

These include food ser-
vice consulting, everyone
pitching in to help and an in-
crease in internal capacity.

All coaches and duBois
are licensed to drive buses,
maintenance staff are be-
coming certified to fix heat-
ing and air conditioning
units and in pest control to
keep the district from con-
tracting out and teachers’
aides are helping students
instead of grading papers.

“We exist for the child.
They were hungry and ex-
cited to. They feel more con-
nected to the kids,” he said.

duBois said he doesn’t
see a major staff reduction
like the district offered last
year, but everyone will have
to pitch in with more frugal
budgets.

He also said personnel
slots will be examined each
time one becomes empty.

“Everyone is asked to do
a little bit more. I'm the su-
perintendent that picks up
trash after ball games. I'll
scrub a toilet if I have to,”
he said. “I'm proud of our
folks. They are adjusting
and it’s not easy.”

Labor costs and practic-
es, energy management and
facility use, prioritizing ef-
forts toward equipment pur-

chasing and increasing pre-
ventative maintenance are
some key strategies the dis-
trict is looking toward using.

“We want to make sure
we are being frugal and
that we need every per-
sonnel slot. We have very,
very conscious people on
our board looking over our
should and your adminis-
trations from the ground
up,” duBois said. “My goal
this year is to change as lit-
tle for everybody as we can.
If you talk to people in the
trenches their job is harder
but so is mine. We're in this
together. I'm proud of what
we offer to the taxpayers of
Crockett County.”

Consider, for example, its
new Every Door Direct Mail
program, which directly com-
petes with many private busi-
nesses. Members of Congress
who mistakenly see postal re-
form as an exercise in deregu-
lating a company may actual-
ly unleash a powerful federal
agency, while those who look
to raising postage so generous
worker benefits can continue
could pull the plug on the eco-
nomic engine that keeps jobs
alive.

It isn't compromise that is
needed, but a clear-eyed vision
based on a full understand-
ing of the needs of all who the
Postal Service serves.

ing it. Their approach deserves
considerably more respect
than it is getting.
