	 Spinning Star Energy is 
working on a Smart Wind 
Ranch project will be the 
world's most advanced 
wind energy technology 
project, as well as the sec-
ond largest wind energy

AUSTIN — Before and after 
the passage of Senate Bill 14 by 
the Texas Legislature in 2011, 
the new voter identification 
legislation was labeled discrimi-
natory by its opponents (Demo-
crats) but a necessary tool to 
prevent fraud by its supporters 
(Republicans).

Now, nearly a year since Gov. 
Rick Perry put his signature on 
the “voter I.D.” law, it is still 
pitching and rolling in waves of 
court action.

In March, the U.S. Department 
of Justice rendered the law 
unenforceable, freeing voters in 
the May 29 Texas Primary Elec-
tion from having to present at 
the polls an extra government-
issued form of personal identi-
fication in addition their voter 
registration card.

On May 8, the Office the 
Texas Attorney General posted 
a news release suggesting the 
Justice Department is engaged 
in “an ongoing effort to prevent 
Texas from enforcing its Voter 
ID law during the November 
election” and that the fed-
eral agency has made “endless 
discovery requests seeking 
millions of records that have 

nothing to do with this case.” A 
spokesman for the Texas Attor-
ney General said that, however, 
the plan is to continue to seek 
“quick resolution.”

Meanwhile, on May 11, the 
Justice Department announced 
plans to monitor the May 12 
municipal elections in Dallas, 
Galveston and Jasper counties 
to ensure compliance with the 
Voting Rights Act of 1965. The 
Justice Department explained 
that under the Voting Rights 
Act, which prohibits discrimina-
tion in the election process on 
the basis of race, color or mem-
bership in a minority language 
group, it may send observers to 
monitor polling place activities.

Next on the horizon is Texas’ 
Primary Election Day, May 29. 
Early voting for it began Mon-
day, May 14, and will continue 
through May 25.

Secretary of State Esperanza 
“Hope” Andrade, the state’s 
chief elections officer, in a May 
11 news release, addressed pos-
sible misunderstandings related 
to the state’s aforementioned 
battle with the federal govern-

ment over the legality of Texas’ 
voter ID law.

She said photo identification 
as required by the legislation 
will not be required in early 
voting or on Election Day and 
encouraged “all Texas voters to 
take full advantage of the ease 
and flexibility of early voting.”

In lieu of a voter registration 
card, Andrade said, a voter may 
present at least one of the fol-
lowing:

- Their Texas Department of 
Public Safety-issued driver’s 
license or personal identifica-
tion card

- A similar document, even 
if expired, issued by another 
state;

- A form of identification that 
contains your photograph and 
establishes your identity;

- A birth certificate or other 
document confirming birth that 
is admissible in a court of law 
and establishes the person’s 
identity;

- United States citizenship 
papers;

- United States passport;
- Official mail addressed to 

you by a governmental entity; 
or

- A copy of a current utility 
bill, bank statement, govern-
ment check, paycheck, or other 
government document that 
shows your name and address.

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Voter ID law remains on hold pending legal action
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Why my ag teacher thought it would be a 
good idea to assign a man-killing steer to a 
skinny freshman still puzzles me. After he 
saw his mistake he went to teach in Thailand 
and didn’t come back until he was sure that 
steer was deader than disco.

I called the maniacal steer Abe, with apolo-
gies to our great President, and his “coming 
out” party was a pre-fair show day where 
he arrived with his head and one leg pok-
ing through the roof of my Grandpa’s horse 
trailer. So it was only natural that he’d be a 
little excited as four grown men extricated 
him from the trailer. It didn’t surprise any-
one who knew Abe intimately that we spent 
the rest of the day chasing the steer through 
the south side of our community. After that, 
word spread throughout the county for 
people to lock up their kids and pets as a 
black devil was coming to the fair.

I spent the first few days of the fair staying 
as far away from Abe as possible. During 
that time my buddies and I passed the time 
playing Blind Man's Bluff with a cane that a 
friend used to show his hog. I'd put on a pair 
of sunglasses and walk down the midway 
pretending to be blind, swinging that cane 
and clobbering every other fairgoer in the 
shins. Then we'd stand in front of a booth or 
food stand and my friends would describe 
to me what I'd be seeing if I could only see. 

I know it would be 
politically incorrect nowadays and I promise 
I’ll never to do it again.

When showmanship day 
came, for some reason 
Abe mellowed out for the 
first and only time in his 
life. I know what you’re 
thinking, I swear I didn't 
give him any drugs.

Abe exploded 
like a rocket across the arena, dragging the 
showman with him. It didn’t seem to slow 
Abe down one bit as he kept yelling, "Whoa' 
whoa, whoa!"

Her delicate son wouldn't have weighed 100 
pounds if he was holding a big bag of taters, 
so after a brief ringside conference it was 
decided that the small fry would just answer 
questions for the judge while Abe stayed 
triple-tied to the fence.

Thanks to my deranged steer I thought I 
had the round robin won but much to my 
surprise the judges said the winner was the 
wimpy hog showman who never even took 
a turn at Abe’s halter! Initially I couldn't un-
derstand the judge’s decision, but I could see 
more clearly when, on my way out of the ring 
the hog showmanship judge said to me with 
a smirk, "I'm glad to see you regained your 
eyesight in time for the round robin."
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Manage work stress by getting things done
Several weeks ago, I began a 

five process journey through 
the book by David Allen, “Get-
ting Things Done.”

The first process focused on 
the mind. Remember the “mind 
like water” reference?  Let me 
review Allen’s theory:

“Imaging throwing a peb-
ble into a still pond.  How does 
the water respond?  The an-
swer is, totally appropriately to 
the force and mass of the in-
put; then it returns to calm.  It 
doesn’t overreact or underre-
act.  Anything that causes you 
to overreact or underreact can 
control you.”  

The sec-
ond process is 
Managing Ac-
tion.  Author 
David Allen 
states, “The 
key to manag-
ing all of your 
“stuff” is man-
aging your ac-
tions.”  Allen 
defines “stuff” 
as “anything 
you have al-
lowed into 
your psy-
chological or 
physical world that doesn’t be-

long where it is but for which 
you haven’t yet determined the 
desired outcome and the next 
action step…as long as it’s still 
“stuff,” it’s not controllable.”

Allen states, “Things rarely get 
stuck because of lack of time.  
They get stuck because the do-
ing of them has not been de-
fined.”  In defining, most time 
management systems work 
from the top down.  Allen chal-
lenges that by suggesting we get 
in control of “what’s in your in-
basket and on your mind right 
now.”  He continues, “You’ll be 
better equipped to undertake 
higher-focused thinking when 

your tools for handling the re-
sulting actions for implemen-
tation are part of your ongoing 
operational style.”

He supports this bottom 
up process with this analogy, 
“There are more meaningful 
things to think about than your 
in-basket, but if your manage-
ment of that level is not as effi-
cient as it could be, it’s like try-
ing to swim in baggy clothing.”    

Management of stuff can be 
divided in to horizontal and 
vertical action.  Horizontal ac-
tion can be described as if you 
are slowly rotating, viewing ev-
erything.  You scan your envi-

ronment at 350 degrees, “see-
ing” all the different things that 
are happening in a 24 hour pe-
riod.  The thoughts track at first 
by category, work then person-
al life.  With more practice the 
tracks begin to blur and your 
horizontal view includes it all at 
the same time.  

To add to this process, there 
is also vertical management.  
When your mind settles on one 
of the things you noticed on the 
horizontal scan, you then begin 
to create the vertical support.  
For example, you see the phone 
and it reminds you to call a cus-
tomer.  The vertical part of that 

phone call deals with the pur-
pose of the call, if they answer 
the phone what are you going to 
say and if the call goes to voice 
mail, will you leave a message 
or just your name and number.  
This is the vertical part.

I accept the challenge of man-
aging stress which David Allen 
presents and look forward to 
the next article where we learn 
how to manage workflow.

During the past weeks, 
The Ozona Stockman 
profiled the local con-
tested races that Crock-
ett County voters will 
decide on May 29. Ear-
ly voting started Monday 
and runs through May 25 
at the courthouse annex.

This is a critical time 
for voters. Locally, voters 
will be deciding which 
candidate should be our 
local sheriff and district 
attorney. 

Local races are where 
a person’s vote is really 
counted. 

Information is the key 
in determining one’s 
vote. Not only has our 
paper published infor-
mation about the local 
candidates, we also cov-
ered the local candidate 
forum held earlier this 
month. I have also seen 
these candidates visiting 
with voters. 

Many voters often have 
questions about their 
right to vote. 

If a voter does not have 
their voter registration 
card, they can still vote 
by using their drivers’ li-
cense or personal iden-
tification card issued by 
the Texas Department 
of Public Safety; a form 
of identification contain-
ing the voters’ photo-
graph; a birth certificate; 
U.S. citizenship papers; 
U.S. passport; official 
mail address to the vot-
er, by name, from a gov-
ernmental entity; copy 
of a current utility bill, 
bank statement, govern-
ment check, paycheck, or 
other government docu-
ment that shows the vot-
ers’ name and address or 
any other form of iden-
tification prescribed by 
the secretary of state. 

As a voter, people have 
the right to cast their 
vote in secret and free 
from intimidation. Once 
the ballots are turned in, 
no one looks at them un-
til they are ready to be 
counted, and most bal-
lots are run through a 
computer to be counted.

Voters 
also have 
the right:

The 
right to 
a ballot 
with writ-
ten in-
structions 
on how to 
cast the 
ballot.

The 
right to 
receive 
up to two 

more ballots if a mistake 
is made while marking 
the ballot. 

The right to ask the poll-
ing place official for instruc-
tions on how to cast the 
ballot, but not for sugges-
tions on who to vote for. 

The right to bring an 
interpreter to assist you 
as you qualify to vote if 
you do not understand 
the English language. 

The right to assistance 
while casting your ballot 
if you cannot write, see 
the ballot or understand 
the language in which it 
is written. 

The right to bring writ-
ten materials into the vot-
ing booth to assist you as 
you cast the ballot. 

The right to vote at any 
early voting location in 
the county for elections 
conducted county-wide.

The right to report a 
possible voting rights 
abuse to the Secretary 
of State or to your local 
election official. 

The right to cast a pro-
visional ballot if your 
name does not appear on 
the list of registered vot-
ers, or you do not have 
proper identification. 

The right to file an ad-
ministrative complaint 
with the Secretary of 
State concerning viola-
tions of federal and state 
voting procedures.

93, who passed away on May 11, 2012, were held Monday, 
May 14, 2012, at Junction Cemetery with the Rev. Jim Barker 
officiating. Charles Hagood will give the eulogy. 

Pallbearers were Bill McMillan, Bobby Murr, Hayden 
Woodard, Delbert Roberts, Art Mudge and Larry Brooks. 
Honorary pallbearers are John Cashman, Jimmy Bannowsky, 
Gene Simon, Ronald Sutton, Will Roe and Jimmy Jones.

Mary was born on June 10, 1918. Her parents were both 
descendants of early Texas settlers. Her father, Hardy H. 
Farmer, was the grandson of Alexander Farmer, a Scotsman 
who immigrated to Texas in 1828 and became an associate 
of Stephen F. Austin.  Alexander Farmer served as one of 
a group of bodyguards for Austin during the tense period 
before the Texas Rebellion and fought with Sam Houston 
at San Jacinto. Mary's mother, Irene Hodges was the great-
granddaughter of Esther Berry, who settled in Texas with her 
family as one of the earliest settlers in the DeWitt Colony in 
1825.  Esther's second husband Dolphin Floyd was a member 
of the "Immortal 32" of Gonzales and died in the Battle of the 
Alamo on his 32nd birthday.  Both the Hodges and Farmer 
families moved to Kimble County in the 1870's and estab-
lished ranches.  Mary was very proud of her pioneer heritage.

Kimble County suffered a very severe drought around 
1917. The Farmer family decided to move most of their cattle 
herd to greener country to try to save them and found pas-
turage in East Texas near the Big Thicket. Hundreds of cattle 
and dozens of horses were driven to Menard and loaded on 
the train, accompanied by several ranch hands. Hardy and 
Irene Farmer moved to Kountze, Texas, to tend the livestock. 
Mary was born in Beaumont during their three year stay.

She graduated from Junction High School in 1936 and 
attended Mary Hardin Baylor University in Belton, graduat-
ing with a degree in journalism in 1940. For approximately 
50 years, Mary ranched cattle, sheep and goats on the fami-
ly ranch. She, along with family members, operated her part 
of the Farmer Ranch until her retirement in the mid-1990s.

Her son, Hardy Murr preceded her in death in 1990. She 
is survived by a daughter, Dixie Murr Kaye and husband, 
Tommy; daughter-in-law, Jane Stevenson Chandler and hus-
band, Fred of Ozona. Grandchildren include Scott Davis, Su-
san Davis, Andrew Murr and wife Lacey of Junction; and Ra-
chel Bean and husband Ryan of Ozona. Great-grandchildren 
include Claire Bean, Coke Murr and Wyatt Bean.

Mary always thought of herself as a rancher. She shared 
many of the pastimes of her father, including riding horses 
and fly fishing, and she derived special pleasure in observ-
ing the wonders of nature around her.  She loved ranch life 
and animals and missed them greatly when she retired to 
Junction, although her friendliness and cheerful attitude 
made her many new friends in town. She enjoyed tending to 
others’ needs, and later in life, walking and was a diligent 
foe of trash and litter. 

The family gratefully acknowledges the tender care of 
her grandson, Andy and his wife, Lacey, who made it pos-
sible for her to remain at home these past few years.

Sorrell attends homeland security training
Emergency responder 

Lorelei Sorrell, from Pecos 
County Emergency Medical 
Services, recently completed 
training offered by the Cen-
ter for Domestic Prepared-
ness (CDP) in Anniston, Ala. 

The CDP is operated by 
the United States Depart-
ment of Homeland Security's 
Federal Emergency Manage-
ment Agency and is the only 
federally-chartered Weapons 
of Mass Destruction training 
facility in the nation. 

"They put us through life 
scenarios with bombings on 
a school bus to terrorist at-
tacks in large buildings with 
chemical warfare agents. We 
had to triage the patients 
and run them through the 
decontamination process 
while wearing Level B PPE 
hazmat suit," Sorrell said. 

The CDP develops and 
delivers advanced training 
for emergency response pro-
viders, emergency managers, 
and other government of-
ficials from state, local, and 
tribal governments. The CDP 
offers more than 50 training 
courses focusing on incident 
management, mass casualty 
response, and emergency 
response to a catastrophic 
natural disaster or terrorist 
act. Training at the CDP cam-
pus is federally funded at no 
cost to state, local, and tribal 
emergency response profes-
sionals or their agency. 

Resident training at the 
CDP includes healthcare and 
public health courses at the 
Noble Training Facility, the 
nation's only hospital dedi-
cated to training healthcare 
professionals in disaster 
preparedness and response. 

A number of resident 
training courses culminate at 
the CDP's Chemical, Ordnance, 
Biological and Radiological 
Training Facility (COBRA). The 
COBRA is the nation's only 
facility featuring civilian train-
ing exercises in a true toxic 

environment using chemical 
agents. The advanced hands-
on training enables respond-
ers to effectively prevent, re-
spond to, and recover from 
real-world incidents involving 
acts of terrorism and other 
hazardous materials. 

Responders participating 
in CDP training gain critical 
skills and confidence to re-
spond effectively to local inci-
dents or potential WMD events.

	 The Project will inte-
grate innovative higher pro-
ductivity wind turbine tech-
nology, a state-of-the-art 
electrical design capability 
and an energy storage sys-
tem to flow renewable elec-
tricity to the highest priced 
grid / market on a real-time 
basis, the website stated. 
	 Firms from Chinese 
and United States have in-
vested in the project, Shar-
ma said. What was present-
ed Monday is the first part 
of the project that Spin-
ning Star Energy is aiming 
to have completed by the 
end of the year. 
	 Project partners list-
ed on the company’s web-
site are the United States 
Renewable Energy Group, 
LLC, SPG (Shenyang Power 
Group), United Steelwork-
ers Union, A-Power Ener-
gy Generation Systems Ltd. 
and Cielo Wind Power, LP. 
The company has qualified 
for a federal subsidy that 
requires the project to be 
finished by the end of 2012, 
Sharma said. 
	 “The timeline is tight. 
It’s not that it cannot be 
done. We are moving for-
ward very positively,” she 
said. 
	 County Judge Fred Dea-
ton said the tax abatement 
states that Crockett Coun-
ty will receive $750 per 
megawatt hour for the first 
20 wind turbines and then 
$550 per megawatt hour 
for the rest. Total will be 
around $78,000 per year. 
	 The last wind energy tax 
abatement Crockett Coun-

ty entered was in 2000 for 
the Southwest Mesa Wind 
Project. In 11 years, the val-
ue on the 88 turbines in 
that project has dropped 
from around $58 million 
to around $17 million, said 
Rhonda Shaw, Crockett 
County Tax Assessor-Col-
lector. However, it is still 
one of the major taxpayers 
in the county. 
	 Shaw said if the county 
enters into the agreement 
with Spinning Star Energy, 
it could possibly lower the 
county’s tax rate. 
	 “It’s going to take a lit-
tle bit of time to work this 
out,” Deaton said. “This 
is the taxpayers’ money 
we are responsible for. We 
need to cover our bases and 
do what is reasonable and 
prudent.”
	 The commissioners, 
along with Carmichael and 
Spinning Star Energy offi-
cials will meet again at 2 
p.m. today, May 16, in the 
courthouse annex for a spe-
cial called meeting to dis-
cuss and possibly take ac-
tion on the wind energy tax 
abatement with Spinning 
Star Energy. 
	 Spinning Star Energy 
officials will also meet with 
the CCCCSD School Board 
at their regular meeting 
tonight (May 16) at 6:30 
p.m. in the Administration 
Building. 
	 Both meetings are open 
to the public. 

LIVESTOCK IN TOWN
	 Commissioner Eligio 
Martinez said he has re-
ceived three difference 
complaints involving the 
smell and care of people 
having livestock in town. 
	 He said he has tried to 
get the owners to clean up 
the areas by having County 
Attorney Jody Upham send 
letters, but the people re-
fuse to clean up. 
	 “We need prove it’s 
a public nuisance and a 
health hazard,” he said.

	 Commissioner Frank 
Tambunga said once the 
county decides on an ani-
mal control plan, some of 
these problems may be re-
solved. 
	 Martinez said he would 
like a state inspector to 
come to Crockett County 
and look at the areas. He 
also said people should be 
fined for not taking care of 
the animals or the animals’ 
living area. 
	 Deaton said fines are a 
Class C misdemeanor. 
	 Childress said he 
wouldn’t mind having a 
state inspector come in and 
set some parameters. 
	 Martinez also said he 
would be bringing up the is-
sue to the state legislature 
during their next session. 
	 “Somebody needs to go 
out there a make sure they 
are in compliance,” Marti-
nez said.

prices and more reliance on 
oil from hostile dictators like 
Hugo Chavez in Venezuela.”

The Dunes Sagebrush Lizard, 
measuring 2.5 to 3.0 inches 
from snout to vent, is found in 
Texas’ Andrews, Gaines, Yoa-
kum, Cochran, Winkler, Ward 
and Crane counties, and in 
southeastern New Mexico.
