A second primary
election season has be-
gun in Texas.

For Crockett Coun-
ty voters, ballots will be
cast to decide the next
sheriff.

The runoff election

for the Democrat and
Republican Primaries is
July 31. Early voting is
set for July 23-27.

That gives candi-
dates Ron Hawthorne
and Robert “Bob” Ro-
driguez two months to
continue to share their
campaign messages and
keep voters interested.

In the May 29 Dem-
ocratic Primary, Rodri-
guez led the race with

492 votes, which was
44 percent of the vot-
ing total. Hawthorne
had 307 votes, which

RON HAWTHORNE

was 27 percent of the
voting total.

Incumbent Sher-
iff Roy Glenn Sutton
received 163 votes,
15 percent, and Paul
Stroope received 155
votes, 14 percent.

Rodriguez carried
early voting with 241
votes. Hawthorne had
172, Stroope 144 and
Sutton 91 in early vot-
ing.

In Primary Election
Day voting, Rodriguez
won three out of the
four precincts. In pre-
cinct 1 he had 78 votes,
precinct 2 65, precinct
3 37 and precinct 4 71.

Hawthorne was sec-
ond in all but one of the
precincts. In precinct 1,
he had 27, precinct 2
47, precinct 3 47 and
precinct 4 14.

Sutton had 13 votes
in precinct 1, 22 in pre-
cinct 2, 24 in precinct 3
and 13 precinct 4.

Stroope had 0 votes
in precinct 1, 4 in pre-
cinct 2, 4 precinct 3 and
3 in precinct 4.

“I'm encouraged
that I made the runoff.
I'm excited that I made
it,” Hawthorne said. “The
only thing that I know to
do is to deliver my mes-
sage to people that we
need a sheriff’s office that
is more user-friendly and
accessible to people. I'm
still the candidate with
the most education, most
training and most experi-
ence. All T really know to
do is keep doing what I've
been doing.”

Rodriguez said he
hopes to get as many
Crockett County citizens
and voters informed about
his candidacy.

“For those of you who
voted for Paul Stroope and
current Sheriff Roy Glenn
Sutton, I ask that you al-
low me to earn your vote.

It will be less hassle dealing
with someone you know. The
business plan will probably be
less scrutinized as it would be
if you approach a lender. Cred-

it score will not be as big an is-
sue nor collateral be required.
Another big advantage is low
or no interest on the loan. The
terms of each loan may vary
based on the relationship and
situation, but it is highly un-
likely that someone close to
you will demand a high interest
rate for a small business loan.
Now borrowing from friends
and family can be a tricky prop-
osition. It can not only compli-
cate personal relationships, but
can irreparably damage them.
Make sure both parties ap-
proach this professionally, with
all pitfalls discussed and for-

mal arrangements in place.

With these types of loans, an
entrepreneur might get unsolic-
ited advice about your business
from family and friends. They
may even act as if they are part
owners of the business. You
may have to remind them that
the loan has not brought them
a stake in your business. How-
ever, you must remember that
if the investment is treated as
equity, rather than a loan, they
technically do own part of your
business.

Consult with an accountant
about potential tax implica-
tions of the loan before final-

izing the loan. If it is a large
enough amount, you may be
taxed on the amount of interest
paid. There could be other is-
sues so a professional can help
guide you and your small busi-
ness in regard to additional tax
liabilities.

American Energy Production

hether hit-
ting the road
to take a fam-
ily vacation or
simply run-
ning the air conditioner to
help beat back the heat,
American family budgets
across the nation are be-
ing squeezed by high ener-
gy prices. The strain fam-
ily budgets were already
under because of the lack-
luster performance of the
economy and the continued
high rate of unemployment.
American families are left
with a reduced ability to
spend on their priorities
like buying a home, sending
their kids to college, or sav-
ing up the money needed to
start a small business.
Simple economics tells us
that if we want to decrease
the price of energy, we need
to increase its supply. As
a nation, we have been
blessed with the means to
produce more American en-
ergy and do just that. We
have plentiful reserves of
crude oil, natural gas, coal,
and other fuels. We have a
landscape that allows us to
produce solar, wind, hydro-
power, and geothermal ener-
gy. We also have allies, like
Canada, that have vast re-
serves of energy and are try-
ing to get it to the market-
place in the United States.
Unfortunately, there are
many roadblocks put into
place by the federal govern-
ment that prevent us from
taking advantage of these
energy resources we have
and producing more ener-
gy. There are vast areas
of the nation with plenti-
ful, known reserves of en-
ergy - like Arctic Alaska
and deepwater areas off the
U.S. coast - that have been
placed off-limits to ener-
gy exploration and produc-
tion in federal law. In other
instances, like on federally-
owned land onshore, while
energy production is al-
lowed the cost of comply-
ing with voluminous feder-
al regulations and obtaining
the necessary permits dis-
courage it. Or, in the case
of the Keystone XL pipe-
line - which is designed to
bring crude oil from Cana-
da to market in the United
States - the Obama Admin-
istration has has repeated-
ly said no when it comes to
the construction of the Key-
stone Pipeline, which would
create an estimated 20,000
jobs in America, despite the
fact that the Keystone XL
pipeline has fulfilled all en-
vironmental requirements
and was found in the State
Department’s final analysis
to have no significant im-
pact on the environment.
The American people
understand that produc-

ing more
Ameri-
can en-
ergy will
help low-
er ener-

_ gy prices.
Unfortu-
Q nately,
Washing-
ton just
doesn’t
seem to
getit. To
overcome
Washing-
ton, it will
take the voice of the Amer-
ican people penetrating
through the thick marble
walls in our nation’s cap-
itol. To help Washington
get the message, I co-host-
ed an event with Congress-
man Conaway in the Perm-
ian Basin last week as part
of the House Energy Action
Team’s (HEAT) "2012 Amer-
ican Energy and Jobs Tour.”
This event, which included
a visit to an oil drilling rig
site and a hydraulic fractur-
ing site in the Permian Ba-
sin, was held to draw at-
tention to the vast energy
resources our nation pos-
sesses. This event also in-
cluded a roundtable, at-
tended both by energy
producers AND energy con-
sumers which overwhelm-
ingly told me and several
other congressmen in atten-
dance how important it is
for more American energy
to be produced and for the
federal government to stop
being a hindrance.

It is ironic that the Obama
Administration - one of the
hurdles in Washington pre-
venting greater production
of American energy - under-
stands that a greater sup-
ply of energy in the market
means a decrease in costs
for Americans. This under-
standing is illustrated by
their repeated attempts to
withdrawal oil from the Stra-
tegic Petroleum Reserve to
help lower energy prices. It's
confusing then when this ad-
ministration implements pol-
icies that discourage and
in some cases inhibit more
American energy production.

For too long, America has
failed to take advantage of
the energy resources we
posses. This has left Amer-
ican families paying the
price in the form of high-
er energy costs and limit-
ed opportunities. The time
has come to begin putting
in place policies that will re-
sult in the greater produc-
tion of American energy
and stop making American
families pay the heavy price
for Washington’s inaction.

Turnout low I primaries, runotis set for July 31

STATE CAPITAL HIGHLIGHTS By Ed Sterling | Texas Press Association

AUSTIN — About 1.5 million
ballots were cast for Republi-
can Party candidates and about
600,000 ballots were cast for
Democratic candidates in the
2012 Texas Primary Election,
in early voting and on Election
Day, May 29.

Figures released by the Texas
Secretary of State show those
numbers work out to about 11
percent of the state’s registered
voters voting Republican and
4.5 percent voting Democrat.

Mitt Romney, the prospective
Republican nominee for presi-
dent, received a runoff-proof 69
percent of the vote in a field of
eight candidates. U.S. Rep. Ron
Paul, R-Texas, garnered slightly
less than 12 percent of the vote
and was Romney’s closest chal-
lenger. In the Democratic pri-
mary, President Barack Obama
received 88 percent of the vote
in a field of four candidates.

Texas voters will have op-
portunity to cast ballots again
in the party primary runoff
election scheduled for July 31.
Early voting will begin July 23
and end July 27.

Lt. Gov. David Dewhurst and
former state Solicitor General

Ted Cruz will face each other
again to see who will be the
Republican Party’s nominee
for the seat currently occupied
by retiring U.S. Sen. Kay Bailey
Hutchison, R-Dallas. Whichever
candidate wins that contest will
face in the Nov. 6 general elec-
tion the winner of the Demo-
cratic Party’s runoff, a contest
pitting former state Rep. Paul
Sadler of Henderson and retired
public school teacher Grady
Yarbrough of San Antonio.

In another high-profile
race, longtime U.S. Rep. Lloyd
Doggett of Austin, running
for the new, oddly shaped
U.S. House District 35 that
stretches from Austin to San
Antonio, won with 73 percent
of the Democratic primary vote
in a field of three candidates.
Doggett will face Republican
Susan Narvaiz, a business-
woman and former mayor of
San Marcos, who with nearly
52 percent of the vote won her
party’s nomination in a field of
three candidates.

Some incumbents lost to their
opponents in the primaries, for

example:

- Dist. 16 U.S. Rep. Silvestre
Reyes, D-El Paso, got 44.34 per-
cent of the vote but lost to en-
trepreneur and civic leader Beto
O’Rourke, also of El Paso, who
won with a no-runoff-necessary
50.47 percent.

- Dist. 6 State Rep. Leo Ber-
man, R-Tyler, lost to business-
man Matt Schaefer, also of
Tyler.

- Dist. 9 State Rep. Wayne
Christian, R-Center, lost to
radio show host and former
Marshall mayor Chris Paddie of
Marshall.

- Dist. 15 State Rep. Rob
Eissler, R-The Woodlands, lost
to pastor and businessman
Steve Toth, also of The Wood-
lands.

- Dist. 57 State Rep. Marva
Beck, R-Centerville, lost to busi-
nessman Trent Ashby of Lufkin.

- Dist. 98 State Rep. Vicki
Truitt, R-Southlake, lost to busi-
nessman Giovanni Capriglione,
also of Southlake.

- Dist. 3 State Board of Educa-
tion member Michael Soto,
D-San Antonio, lost to social

worker Marisa B. Perez, also of
San Antonio.

- Dist. 14 State Board of
Education member Gail Lowe,
R-Lampasas, lost to retired edu-
cator Sue Melton of Waco.

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USDA commemorates 150th anniversary

Last month, the United
States Department of Agri-
culture (USDA) commemo-
rated the 150th anniversary
of its founding in 1862,
when President Abraham
Lincoln signed into law an
act of Congress establish-
ing the United States De-
partment of Agriculture.
President Lincoln estab-
lished the USDA because he
recognized the potential of
America’s farmers to find
new ways to cultivate the
land with advances in re-
search and technology, al-
lowing them to provide a
safe, ample food supply for
our nation and the world.

In one of President Lin-
coln’s only speeches on ag-
riculture at the Wisconsin
State Agricultural Society in
1859, he said, “...no other
human occupation opens so
wide a field for the profit-
able and agreeable combina-
tion of labor with cultivated
thought, as agriculture.”
Two vyears later, in what
would be his final annual
message to the Congress,
Lincoln called USDA “The
People’s Department.” At
that time, the population of
the United States was about
31.4 million, and about half
of all Americans lived on
farms. Today, with a popu-
lation of almost 313 million
people, 2.1 million farms are
operating in the US.

Over the past 150 years,
USDA'’s work with food sci-
ence, agriculture, economic
development, science and
research, natural resource
conservation, community
development and alterna-
tive energy sources fulfills
Lincoln’s vision “to touch
the lives of every Ameri-
can, every day.” The suc-
cess of the agency can be

shown daily as Americans
benefit from the safety, se-
curity and maintenance of
our food and water supply,
land and forest resources,
advancing school systems,
and continually evolving
rural communities. Twenty
million Americans are em-
ployed through our food,
fuel and fiber industries,
and almost 1 million jobs
have been created through
agricultural exports. USDA
maintains a strong farm
safety net to help keep
American agriculture secure
from the market and weath-
er, and is leading the way on
renewable energy projects,
implementing funding for
energy-saving technologies
to farms, ranches and busi-
nesses.

In Texas, the mission of
the USDA is upheld through
the work of the Farm Ser-
vice Agency (FSA), Natural
Resources Conservation
Service (NRCS) and Rural
Development (RD).

“The USDA- Natural Re-
sources Service (NRCS) in
Texas continues its com-
mitment and work in pro-
tecting Texas' natural re-
sources by working one on
one with private landown-
ers to resolve their natural
resource issues,” said Sal-
vador Salinas, NRCS Texas

state conservationist. “In
a state where more than 90
percent of the land is pri-
vately owned, our farmers
and ranchers are the lead-
ing stewards of the land
and water, and USDA sup-
ports their work through
technical assistance and
conservation programs -
applying the most effec-
tive programs in the best
places to achieve the best
possible result. The NRCS
mission remains Helping
People Help the Land, as we
celebrate this historic anni-
versary."

Throughout Texas, Ru-
ral Development provided
over $1.55 billion in fund-
ing to recipients in 2011
through programs designed
to improve the economic
stability of rural communi-
ties, businesses, residents,
farmers and ranchers and
improve the quality of life
in rural areas. Rural Devel-
opment administers and
manages housing, business
and community infrastruc-
ture and facility programs
through a national network
of state and local offices.

“We are pleased to be
an agency within the USDA
that has provided assistance
to the heart of America; our
rural communities, farmers
and residents, for 150 years,”
said Rural Development Tex-
as State Director Paco Val-
entin.

publican nomination.

Rodriguez, a former U.S.
representative, and Gallego, a
Democratic state House rep-
resentative from Alpine, won
the most votes in the Demo-
cratic primary on May 29.

The Democratic primary
saw Rodriguez perform bet-
ter in San Antonio and the
eastern reaches of the expan-
sive 23rd Congressional Dis-
trict, which runs 500 miles to
El Paso, according to an arti-
cle from the San Antonio Ex-
press-News.

Rodriguez served in Con-
gress for 12 years and lost to
Canseco in 2010.

“Elections are important.
They are not popularity con-
tests about our past; they are
about charting our future. I've
met so many folks over the
last few months who want our
future to be better. I will car-
ry their dreams, thoughts and
prayers with me through the
runoff and on to the gener-
al election. Round Two of this
election started today,” Gallego
said on his Facebook page.

Gallego preformed stron-
ger in the western portion
of the district, where he has
served for more than 20
years as a state House repre-
sentative, the Express-News
article stated.

Unofficial results showed
regional and lopsided totals
that gave Rodriguez 46 percent
of the vote, followed by Gallego
with 41 percent and San Anto-
nio patent lawyer John Busta-
mante with 14 percent.

Rodriguez expects to win
over the Bustamante voters
in the runoff, said campaign
manager D'mitri Kosub.

Gallego has hired polit-
ical consultant Jeff Rotkoff
of Austin to manage the cam-
paign for the primary runoff,
the article stated.

“We have the tools in the
toolbox to have an effective
turnout operation,” Rotkoff
said in the article.

Rotkoff will be the third
manager of the Gallego cam-
paign since he announced
Sept., 1, 2011 that he would
seek the Democratic nomina-
tion in the 23rd Congressional
District, which spans 500 miles
from San Antonio to El Paso
and includes Crockett County.

The Rodriguez campaign
said the low turnout expect-
ed in the runoff favors their
grassroots approach, the ar-
ticle stated.

“That plays to our strong
suit,” Kosub said.

A national environmen-
tal group spent in the closing
weeks more than $200,000 to
attack Rodriguez for a 2009
vote in Congress against the
Democrat-backed cap-and-
trade bill.

Gallego also enjoyed the
support of the Democratic
establishment in San Antonio
going into the primary.

Other runoff races on the
Democratic Primary ballot in
Crockett County include: for-
mer State Rep. Paul Sadler and
educator Grady Yarbrough
for U.S. Senate and Yvonne
Rodriguez and Marcus Lizar-
raga for Justice, 8th Court of
Appeals District, Place 2.

On the Republican side,
the contest that will grab the
most headlines is the battle
between Lt. Gov. David De-
whurst and former Solicitor
General Ted Cruz to replace
U.S. Sen. Kay Bailey Hutchison.

Although the rivals don’t
have the luxury of focusing
on November, they do have
something that most other
runoff participants lack: am-
ple financial resources.

Because of that, said
Craig Murphy, a political con-
sultant with Republican strat-
egist group Murphy Turner,
Cruz and Dewhurst probably
wouldn’t need to dramatical-
ly change strategy from the
primary — unlike most other
runoff races.

“They will probably both
be broad and buy statewide
[media spots],” he said. “They
are probably going to do every-
thing they did last time. They
are not going to cut corners.”

Other runoff races on the
Republican Primary ballot
in Crockett County include:
Warren Chisum and Christi
Craddick for Railroad Com-
missioner; Greg Parker and
Barry Smitherman for Rail-
road Commissioner, Unex-
pired Term and David Medina

and John Devine for Justice,
Supreme Court, Place 4.

Murphy and political con-
sultant Jeff Crosby agreed
however, that campaigns
with fewer financial resourc-
es — including some state-
wide contests — mean a
more focused target area, de-
pending on what locals may
turn out for.

“For the other less-known
races [like] the Railroad Com-
mission, they have to” tar-
get areas, Murphy said. “They
have to spend precious re-
sources, and they don’t want
to spend it where there won’t
be a turnout, so the wise ones
will use those, even a sher-
iff’s race, if it’s a place where
people really care.”

In most cases with run-
offs, however, Murphy said
the rules are different than
with the primary elections.
“It’s totally different from
the primary,” he said. "The
old rule is if you can get the
people that came out to vote
for you the first time back
out, you win."

The anomaly this time
around, according to Crosby,
is a runoff election at the end
of July.

“The scheduling stuff,
everything is all topsy-tur-
vy in terms of the dates,” he
said. “It has a negative effect
on turnout, so sitting here
on May 30 trying to estimate
turnout for a July 31 runoff,
something that’s never hap-
pened around here, is going
to be a roll of the dice.”

Tuesday’s primary elec-
tion witnessed the second-
lowest voter turnout in a
presidential election year
since 1992, according to the
Texas secretary of state’s of-
fice. About 15.5 percent of
registered voters turned out
to cast a ballot this year, com-
pared with 33.2 percent in
2008, when the Democratic
presidential contest between
Barack Obama and Hillary
Rodham Clinton was still un-
decided and John McCain
was on the verge of clinch-
ing the GOP nomination. The
only presidential-year prima-
ry with a lower turnout than
Tuesday’s was 2004, when
12.4 percent of registered
voters cast ballots.

In Crockett County, 47
percent of registered voters
cast ballots. There was 1,186
ballots cast in the Democratic
Primary and 13 in the Repub-
lican Primary. Crockett Coun-
ty has 2,549 registered voters.

Registered voters who vot-
ed in the Primary can vote in
the same Party Runoff Election.

If a registered voter did
not vote in the Primary they
may vote in either party’s
Runoff Election.

Eligible Texans who are
not registered to vote must
register by July 2 to vote in
the July 31 Runoff Election.

This approval was not

for an agreement, just an
inclination by the school
board that they are will-
ing to move forward in dis-
cussions with Spinning Star
Energy LLC, said Superin-
tendent Chris duBois.
The board also unanimous-
ly approved new legal and
local policies for the dis-
trict in order to continue
discussions with Spinning
Star Energy LLC. These pol-
icies outline procedures
used if the district wants
to enter into a Chapter 313
agreement.

“This is drafted with re-
spect for protections for
school districts, covers our
processes and conditions
whether we can enter into
such agreements,” duBois
said.

duBois said the dis-
trict’s attorneys had ap-
proved the policies before
the meeting.

Spinning Star Officials
were not in attendance at
the school board meeting.

In a Chapter 313 agree-
ment with Spinning Star En-
ergy, the benefits for a tax
abatement agreement in-
clude an increase tax base
if Crockett County voters
pass a school bond.

When a district has a
bond, there are two taxes.
The bond tax is called in-
terest and sinking. With
wind energy tax abatement,
the amount of I&S tax rate
can be lower for Crockett
County taxpayers.

There are also advan-
tages for the district’s reg-
ular maintenance and op-
eration tax rate. With the
wind energy tax abatement,
the company will pay full
tax until 2015.

Starting in 2015, prop-
erty value above a $20 mil-
lion cap is abated for eight

years. Spinning Star Energy
will then make in-lieu pay-
ments of $100 per student
to the district each vyear.
These payments will not be
subject to recapture.

“There really is not a
down side to the school
district. The rules are pret-
ty defined for us. There is
not a lot of room to negoti-
ate,” duBois said.

On May 29, the Crock-
ett County Commissioners’
Court made a tax abate-
ment offer to Spinning Star
Energy LLC for 60 percent
abatement for the first five
years and 40 percent abate-
ment for the final five years
of the 10-year agreement.

Spinning Star Energy
officials had to visit with
their board about the offer
before a decision could be
made.

A public hearing to dis-
cuss a reinvestment zone
will be held at 1:30 p.m.
Thursday, June 7, in the
district courtroom of the
Crockett County Court-
house. If approved, both
the county and school dis-
trict could use the rein-
vestment zone for their
agreements if negotiations
continue.
