	 Janet Pullen, the coun-
ty’s rabies control officer, and 
Sheriff Bob Rodriguez spoke 
over the weekend about Ro-
driguez’s office supervising 
animal control. 
	 “I think it can be a really 
good arrangement. I told him 
I thought he and I working to-
gether could make it easy for 
us. There are a lot of decisions 
to make. Any way you slice 
it you are writing tickets and 
you are trying to keep people 
safe,” Pullen said. 
	 The county has budgeted 
funds for a full-time and part-
time animal control positions and 
for a new animal control facility. 
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Dealing with the flu:
The Family Health Center of Ozona highly recommends the following three actions that has been set forth by the 

Centers for Disease Control: 
Vaccinate - A yearly flu vaccine is the first and most important step in preventing flu virus.
Stop Germs - Cover your nose and mouth when you sneeze or cough. Wash your hands often with soap and water, 

or use alcohol based hand rub. Avoid touching your eyes, mouth and nose.  Try to avoid close contact with sick people, 
and likewise while sick, limit close contact with others. If you have fever and flu like symptoms, stay home for at least 24 
hours after your fever is gone.  If your child is exhibiting flu like symptoms and fever, do not send them to school. 

Antiviral Drugs - Antiviral drugs, such as Tamiflu can make the illness milder and shorten the time that you are 
sick.  They can also prevent serious flu complications, like pneumonia.

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AUSTIN — The 83rd session 
of the Texas Legislature was 
called to order in the House 
and Senate on Jan. 8.

State Rep. Joe Straus, R-San 
Antonio, was elected speaker 
of the House, setting in mo-
tion his third consecutive 
term as leader of the chamber 
and his fifth two-year term as 
a state representative. State 
Rep. John Zerwas, R-Simon-
ton, nominated Straus, and 
was followed with seconding 
speeches given by Reps. Jason 
Isaac, R-Dripping Springs; 
Rene Oliveira, D-Brownsville; 
Patricia Harless, R-Spring; 
Senfronia Thompson, D-Hous-
ton, and John Otto, R-Dayton.

After the vote, Straus was 
administered the oath of of-
fice by Texas Supreme Court 
Chief Justice Wallace Jef-
ferson, and then he spoke. 
Straus acknowledged the 
change in composition of the 
body, calling it “the largest 
class of new members in 40 

years.” Forty-three of the 150 
members of the House are 
freshmen, while 96 are Re-
publicans and 54 are Demo-
crats.

“Texas does not face a fiscal 
cliff, but we do face a demo-
graphic cliff,” Straus said. 
“Our rapid growth requires 
a steadfast commitment to 
the core responsibilities of 
government, such as a qual-
ity education, a reliable water 
supply, a healthy transporta-
tion system, and an honest 
state budget.” About educa-
tion, Straus said, “Our priori-
ties should begin where our 
future does: in public edu-
cation. More than 5 million 
children are enrolled in our 
public schools, which is more 
than the total population of 
29 states. More than three 
million of them are deemed 
economically disadvantaged, 
and almost one million of 

them speak limited English. 
The education of all our stu-
dents will determine whether 
Texas is a land of prosperity 
or lost opportunities.”

Last session, the Legislature 
cut more than $5 billion from 
the education budget.

Meanwhile, in the East Wing 
of the Capitol, the Senate, pre-
sided over by Lt. Gov. David 
Dewhurst, convened. Sen. Let-
icia Van de Putte, D-San Anto-
nio, was elected president pro 
tempore, chosen by her peers 
to step in and preside when-
ever the lieutenant governor 
is away. She served Texas as a 
House member from 1990 to 
1999 and has been a member 
of the Senate since 1999.

Gov. Rick Perry addressed 
the body, focusing his com-
ments on fiscal conservatism 
with a reminder that the Leg-
islature pulled the state out 
of a multi-billion-dollar deficit 

last session.
“We chose the responsible 

path, the fiscally conserva-
tive path, and that 
path has led us here 
today,” Perry said. 
“We sat down, sepa-
rated our wants 
from our needs, 
prioritized, and 
tightened our 
belts, wherever 
necessary, and 
wherever pos-
sible.

Americans love wrecks. This explains 
the popularity of demolition derbies, the 
Three Stooges, Professional Bull Rid-
ers, NASCAR and Hollywood marriages. 
It also explains why we drive slowly by 
automobile crashes. We’re disappointed 
if there isn’t a medivac chopper involved, 
or at least two ambulances and the “Jaws 
of Live.” 		

If it weren’t for wrecks humor colum-
nists, cowboy poets and rodeo photog-
raphers would have to find honest work. 
But there is one catch to our fondness for 
wrecks: we enjoy them all right, just as 
long as they’re happening to someone else.

In the auction business we too have our 
share of wrecks. When auctioneers and 
ring men use the term it can refer to a 
sale that’s so bad no one will get paid, or 
the word can refer to disastrous events 
that occur during a sale. A typical auc-
tion wreck was the time we had a horse 
sale at an auction market and one of the 
consignors decided to ride his horse into 
the auction ring rather than lead it in, like 
everyone else was doing. I guess his vision 
was clouded by the whiskey he’d been 
drinking and the big feather in the ridicu-
lous cowboy hat he was wearing because 
as he rode into the ring his head clobbered 
a metal pipe overhead. It knocked him out 
cold and held up the sale as the ring men 
drug his body out of there and dunked 
him in a water trough to revive him. 

Then there was the time at a horse 
sale when a trainer was showing off and 

decided to stand up on 
his saddle and twirl his 
twine like Will Rogers. 
But something spooked 
the horse, it crow-
hopped and the rider 
came crashing down 
and did the splits with 
his crotch bearing the 
full brunt of the saddle 
horn. All the guys in the 
crowd let out a collec-
tive “OOOWWWW” but 
the women seemed to 
really enjoy the show.

My favorite all-time 
wreck happened just recently at an auc-
tion we were doing for a private school 
for rich kids. One of the lots was one of 
those tiny two seater cars you see on the 
road now days that would fit in the trunk 
of any pre 1980’s Cadillac and looks like 
it would be totaled if it hit a good sized 
bug. We often see this at charity auc-
tions, where a dealer will offer a car to a 
charity and they get to keep everything 
over his cost. If the car doesn’t reach the 
floor price the car doesn’t sell, the char-
ity gets no money and no one knows it. 
If the car sells the car dealer gets some 
favorable publicity, the buyer gets a good 
deal and the charity makes a couple hun-
dred bucks. But they’d have made more 
profit selling a $200 dollar cake!

Mr. Big Shot thought he was 
safe in bidding $16,500 because it was 
under the floor price of $17,000 but 
much to his chagrin we went ahead and 
sold him the car. Boy was he surprised!

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Keep public notices 
in newspapers

Editor's note: The following editorial 
was reprinted with permission from the 
Lake Country Sun in Graford, Texas. 

With the Tex-
as Legisla-
ture in ses-
sion, there 
are already 

hundreds of bills filed 
for consideration.

Among them are crimi-
nal sanctions for texting 
while driving, a proposal 
to make “sexting” a mis-
demeanor and so many 
others it’s hard to wrap 
one’s mind around all 
the ways legislators can 
come up with something 
so they can tell constitu-
ents, “See what I did?”

Of course, some will 
be consolidated and oth-
ers will likely never see 
the light of day. Not all 
proposed laws are bad, 
but some have been filed 
with little consideration 
of “unintended conse-
quences.”

One that crops up al-
most every legislative 
session is a bill that 
would allow governmen-
tal entities to post public 
notices on their websites. 
If this somehow passes 
muster and becomes law, 
folks right here at home 
will have to look at each 
and every state govern-
ment website to find out 
if there is anything that 
affects us. 

Freshman Rep. Jona-
than Stickland, R-Hurst, 
filed that bill that would 
give governmental bod-
ies the option of posting 
their public notices on 
their own government-
controlled websites in-
stead of printing them in 
newspapers.

Anyone who has vis-
ited Texas government 
websites — Texas Com-
mission on Environmen-
tal Quality or the Tex-
as Railroad Commission 
to name two — under-
stands how difficult it is 
to navigate these sites. 
Links are often buried 
among dozens of such, 

many with titles unrelat-
ed to anything for which 
a person might seek. 

On the other hand, 
links that could have the 
information in fact do 
not. 

Search engines are 
nearly impossible to use 
because every time a par-
ticular searched word is 
found, it pops up in the 
results. Sometimes there 
are pages and pages and 
pages of results.

The bottom line is, 
there is no standardized 
website design. Each en-
tity has been allowed 
to design its own to ad-
dress whatever that body 
does with no thought to 
standardization. Most 
folks don’t have the 
time or patience to sort 
through these websites 
looking for information. 

Governmental bodies 
claim it will save money, 
but a Texas Press Asso-
ciation-led survey found 
that the average cost to 
governmental entities 
was less than 1 percent 
of budgets. 

People who use com-
puters forget there are 
literally thousands of 
folks who don’t. For 
whatever reason — lack 
of skills, lack of service, 
lack of money to pur-
chase a computer or too 
little disposable income 
to pay for Internet ser-
vice — a lot of people 
don’t have Internet ac-
cess.

It’s a bad idea and TPA 
— including The Ozona 
Stockman — continues 
to fight for the right of 
the public to know what 
these agencies are doing 
that will affect our daily 
lives, property, children 
and tax dollars.

Call legislators, let 
them know — it’s a bad 
idea, forget it. Don’t 
know who the legislators 
are? They’re listed on the 
Internet.

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	 People infected with the 
flu may be able to infect oth-
ers before they even have 
symptoms, and then be able 
to infect others 5-7 days af-
ter becoming sick.  
	 Young children who are 
very ill, and those with weak-
ened immune systems, may 
be able to infect others for an 
even longer period of time.  
	 “Therefore, if you or a 
family member shows signs 
of the flu such as sudden on-
set of fever, ‘aching,’ cough-
ing and sore throat, we en-
courage you to seek medical 
care as soon as possible,” 
said Family Health Center 
Nurse Susan Bilano. 
	 The Family Health Cen-
ter of Ozona recommends 
following the Center for Dis-
ease Controls actions in deal-
ing with the flu:
	 •Vaccinate - A yearly flu 
vaccine is the first and most 
important step in preventing 
flu virus.
	 •Stop Germs - Cover your 
nose and mouth when you 
sneeze or cough. Wash your 
hands often with soap and 
water, or use alcohol based 
hand rub. Avoid touching 
your eyes, mouth and nose. 
Try to avoid close contact 
with sick people, and likewise 
while sick, limit close contact 
with others. If you have fever 
and flu like symptoms, stay 
home for at least 24 hours af-
ter your fever is gone. If your 
child is exhibiting flu like 
symptoms and fever, do not 
send them to school. 
	 •Antiviral Drugs - Anti-
viral drugs, such as Tamif-
lu can make the illness mild-
er and shorten the time that 
you are sick. They can also 
prevent serious flu complica-
tions, like pneumonia. 
	 “The best thing people 
can do to protect themselves 
is to get a dose of flu vaccine 
now. There is plenty of vac-
cine available,” Lakey said. 
	 Each season’s vaccine pro-
vides protection against three 
strains of flu. Researchers 
with the U.S. Centers for Dis-
ease Control and Prevention 
say this year’s vaccine is well 
matched with the strains now 
circulating. While the number 
of flu cases in Texas is high, 
DSHS has no indication that 
cases have been more severe 
than usual this season.
	 DSHS recommends vac-
cination for everyone six 
months old and older. It’s es-
pecially important for those in 
high-risk groups like children, 
people 65 and older, preg-
nant women and people with 
chronic health conditions. 
	 People in those groups are 
more likely to experience seri-
ous or life-threatening compli-
cations from flu such as bacte-
rial pneumonia, ear and sinus 
infections, dehydration and 
worsening of chronic condi-
tions like congestive heart fail-

ure, asthma or diabetes.
	 Flu symptoms usually 
start abruptly and include 
fever, body aches, chills, a 
dry cough, sore throat, run-
ny nose and extreme fatigue 
and can last a week or longer. 
There is an adequate supply 
of antiviral medications that 
can help lessen the severity 
and duration of the flu when 
started within 48 hours after 
symptoms appear.
	 The Family Health Center 
of Ozona currently has flu vac-
cine on hand and is ready vac-
cinate anyone in the commu-
nity who wishes to receive it. 
	 It is important to note 
however, that you are not im-
mediately protected against 
the flu as soon as you receive 
the vaccine. It takes up to two 
weeks for the body to gain 
protection after getting vac-
cinated, Bilano said.  
	 Any adult wishing to re-
ceive flu vaccine, it is best to 
take advantage of our eve-
ning flu clinic hours. 
	 Designated hours are 6-7 
p.m. Monday through Friday 
and weekends 9 a.m.-6 p.m.  
	 “By coming in through 
the Urgent Care area during 
these times, you will not be 
exposed to a wait in our front 
lobby with sick people,” Bi-
lano said. 
	 For children, the clin-
ic will only vaccinate them 
while there a provider is on 
the premises in the event 
that they should have a reac-
tion to the vaccine.  
	 Therefore, children will 
be vaccinated Monday thru 
Friday 9 a.m.-5 p.m. Noti-
fy the receptionist that only 
a flu shot is needed, and the 
adult and child will then be 
moved out of the lobby and 
into a less populated area to 
wait for the nurse.

said. “This isn’t a football 
game.

	 Gallego has been ap-
pointed to the House Armed 
Services Committee, an as-
signment important to Dis-
trict 23, with four major mil-
itary installations, Laughlin 
AFB near Del Rio and Fort 
Bliss in El Paso. Gallego’s dis-
trict spans from El Paso to 
San Antonio.
	 Local citizen Ninfa Pred-
dy told Gallego how her son-
in-law has to pay for his mili-
tary uniforms. 
	 Crockett County Justice 
of the Peace Evelyn Lozano 
said that her father struggles 
to receive veterans benefits 
because he did not fight in 
combat.  
	 “My district also has a 
large community of veter-
ans,” he said. “Our kids have 
challenges that they come 
back with. We need to make 
a commitment and we owe 
them.”
	 He has also been as-
signed to the House Agricul-
ture Committee. Agriculture 
represents more than $33 
billion annually to the Tex-
as economy, making it one of 
the largest industries in the 
state, according to the Texas 
Almanac.
	 Agriculture accounts for 
more than 40,440 jobs alone 
in Gallego's congressional 
district. 
	 Gallego said agriculture 
also include rural develop-
ment. 
	 “We need to strength-
en the economy in our rural 
areas. I could not have done 
this without a lot of help 
from the rural parts of West 
Texas. I tend to make the 
most of it,” he said. 
	 The issue of border se-
curity and gun control was 

addressed by County Judge 
Fred Deaton. 
	 “People around here 
feel like they need to pro-
tect themselves, especially 
our ranchers,” Deaton said. 
“People are concerned. This 
is West Texas. This is not 
Connecticut. I might need to 
shoot a rattlesnake before 
it bites my child.

	 Gallego said he knows 
through his West Texas back-
ground how important it is 
to own a gun, but that there 
is room for improvement in 
background checks and per-
son-to-person gun sales. 
	 “I don’t think the feder-
al government should come 
in and pay for security for 
our schools. Those decisions 
need to be made on the local 
level,” Gallego said. 
	 At the freshmen orien-
tation for new congressmen, 
Gallego said he learned the 
world is a rough place, the 
country has challenges, every-
body is mad at everybody else, 
he is suppose to fix it and the 
country has no money. 
	 “I’m trying really hard 
to not be different. I want to 
be the same guy that was a 
member of the state legisla-
ture. We all want our coun-
try to be stronger,” he said. “I 
have a first name and it’s not 
congressman.”

	 Busher yelled to warn 
John Sepulveda and then 
saw Sherrer’s truck hit John 
Sepulveda. 
	 Sherrer never hit the 
brakes and drove at a high 
rate of speed
	 Busher stated he immedi-
ately called 9-1-1. 
	 Sherrer put the truck in 
park and get out screaming 
and crying “I’m sorry, I didn’t 
mean to,” Busher stated. 
	 Busher stated he has known 
Sherrer for about three months 
and that they have been room-
mates for two months. 
	 “I know Wes has a terrible 
temper and can be set off very 
easily. But his temper doesn’t 
usually last long and then he’s 
apologizing for it later. In the 

case of him and John, I thought 
this would be the case, every-
one thought that. But it wasn’t 
the case. I didn’t think Wes 
was capable of doing some-
thing like this, I wouldn’t have 
had him around my wife and 
baby if I had thought he was,” 
Busher stated. 
	 The affidavit also had a 
short statement from Sher-
rer. In his statement, Sherrer 
describes the incident and 
states that he did not want to 
fight John Sepulveda. 
	 Sherrer stated that when 
John Sepulveda walked away 
he accelerated his pickup and 
struck John Sepulveda. 
	 Sherrer also stated that 
he felt it when he ran over 
John Sepulveda and that he 
did not know what he had 
struck the man.

predicted for us at the time, 
that approach helped our 
economy improve more quick-
ly, and more profoundly, than 
many had expected.”

Then Perry cautioned the 
Senate not to look at the state’s 
new, healthier, revenue esti-
mate and be tempted to spend 
freely.

COMBS ESTIMATES 
REVENUE

Here’s what Gov. Perry was 
cautioning about, and what law-
makers are looking to as the po-
tential fix for a lot of problems.

Texas Comptroller Susan 
Combs on Jan. 7 released the 
state’s biennial revenue esti-
mate, projecting $101.4 billion 
available for general-purpose 
spending during the state’s 
2014-15 fiscal biennium.

“Texas experienced a very 
strong rebound from a severe 
recession,” Combs said in pre-
pared remarks.

“The state’s robust economic 
recovery led to better-than-ex-
pected revenue collections in 
major taxes such as the sales 
tax, oil and natural gas produc-
tion taxes and motor vehicle 
sales taxes. The outlook for both 
the economy and state revenue 
is for continuing expansion as 
the fast-growth of the economic 
recovery gives way to moderate, 
sustained growth.”

Combs said about $3.6 bil-
lion would be set aside for fu-
ture transfers to the $8 billion 
Rainy Day Fund.

The Texas economy, in in-
flation-adjusted terms, is pro-
jected to increase by 3.4 per-
cent in fiscal 2013, another 
3.4 percent in fiscal 2014 and 
3.9 percent in fiscal 2015. The 
state’s unemployment rate, 
which reached 8.2 percent dur-
ing the recession, is expected 
to continue slowly dropping 
and average 6 percent during 
2015, Combs said.

BILLS ADDRESS 
WATER ISSUES

State Rep. Allan Ritter, R-Ned-
erland, chairman of the House 
Natural Resources Committee, 
on Jan. 10 filed H.B. 4 and H.B. 
11, legislation “designed to 
help ensure Texas will meet its 
future water needs,” he said. 
To pay for what the bills pro-
pose, “I would make a one-time 
allocation of $2 billion from 
the state’s Economic Stabiliza-
tion Fund, often referred to as 
the Rainy Day Fund, to capital-
ize a new, dedicated revolving 
fund for use in financing wa-
ter projects in the State Water 
Plan,” Ritter said.

“It is vital for the future of 
Texas that a dedicated source 
of revenue be established for 
funding the State Water Plan," 
Ritter added. “Our economy de-
pends on it, our communities 
depend on it, and ultimately, 
our daily lives depend on it.”

The commissioners approved 
advertising for the position. 
	 “We are prepared to start 
spending out of this budget. 
We’ve had times our animal 
control was not working. We 
have not done a good job past 
couple of years. The main thing 
I’m concerned with is rabies 
control. From a safety issue the 
job has to be done,” said Coun-
ty Judge Fred Deaton. 
	 Commissioner Eligio Mar-
tinez said he would like to see 
animal control become its own 
department. 
	 “It’s always been my opin-
ion the animal control officer 
would be hired by the commis-
sioners’ court and answer to us. 
Right now it should be its own 
department,” Martinez said. 
	 Rodriguez said he does 
not have a problem helping. 
	 “Eventually, I would like to 
have it as a department by it-
self. It’s our responsibility and 
duty to help. We need to get 
this going,” Rodriguez said. 
	 “We’ve hashed this out so 
many times,” added Commis-
sioner Frank Tambunga. “All 
we need is somebody to do it. 
We have to get it started first 
and see how this works.”
	 Deadline for applications 
for the animal control position 
is Jan. 25 and applications can 
be picked up at the county au-
ditor’s office.
	 The commissioners also dis-
cussed building an animal con-
trol facility. Plans and photos of 
the Big Lake and Junction facility 
were looked at and discussed. 
	 Deaton said by the Feb. 11 
commissioners’ court meeting 
they need to be ready to adver-
tise for bids. 

PUBLIC NOTICES
	 Ozona Stockman Editor 
and Publisher Melissa Perner 
presented the commissioners 
with information about a bill 
that has been filed in the state 
legislature wanting to take the 
requirement of public notices 
being printed in the newspa-
per and placing them solely on 
governmental websites. 
	 Each of the commission-
ers and Deaton signed letters to 
State Rep. Harvey Hilderbran, R-
Kerrville, and State Senator Car-
los Uresti, D-San Antonio, ex-
pressing their support of keeping 
public notices in newspapers and 
against House Bill 335. 

SOFTBALL FIELD
	 CCCCSD Athletic Director 
Ray Brown asked the commis-
sioners for help in rebuilding 
the OHS Softball Field. 
	 The field is located on 
county property and is shared 
by the school and the county. 
	 At the December school 
board meeting, the board au-
thorized Brown to contract 
with Texas Multi-Chem, of Ker-
rville, to rebuild the field. The 
field suffered severe damage 
due to heavy rains in October. 
	 Estimate cost to rebuild 
the field is around $15,000. 
Brown said $9,000 of the cost 
is just materials. 
	 “We budget for routine 
maintenance but this goes be-
yond that,” Brown said. 
	 The high school uses the 
field January-May and then it’s 
used by little league squads and 
the public during the summer. 
	 “The level and the number 
of activities that use that field 
in the summer have grown,” 
Brown said. “At some point 
and time there does need to be 
some collaboration.”
	 Tambunga made a mo-
tion for the county to help pay 
$7,911, half of the estimated 

total cost. 
	 The motion failed by a 2-3 
vote with Commissioners Ran-
dy Branch and Pleas Childress 
and Deaton voting against. 
	 “If we don’t do this now 
then a community member 
will come ask us. Every time 
the school comes to us for as-
sistance, we always help them 
out. Today is nothing different. 
Either way the taxpayers are 
going to win,” Tambunga said. 
	 Branch, Childress and Dea-
ton all said they do want to help 
the school, but they want to see 
the school’s budget and discuss 
more on how the county and 
school can work together. 
	 “I just need to see it on pa-
per,” Branch said. “Tax money 
is tax money either way it’s go-
ing to have to be done and tax-
payers are going to have to pay 
for it, ultimately.”
	 County Road Supervisor 
Jeffrey Stuart said in the past 
the school has taken care of 
100 percent of the mainte-
nance of the field, while the 
county has paid all utilities. 
	 “We need to budget more 
money toward in order to help 
them,” Stuart said. “I’m building 
a pretty expensive restroom out 
there that’s going to be used by 
the school and they are not help-
ing. If you want to take money 
out of my budget, I can find it.”
	 Brown said the school 
board has already approved 
the project and Texas Multi-
Chem will start working on the 
field next week. He also said he 
would ask Texas Multi-Chem 
about the drainage problem. 
The commissioners, Stuart and 
school board member Roland 
DeHoyos also discussed possi-
bilities of moving the field. 
	 “I don’t think we can give 
an answer right now. We don’t 
know how much they want us 
to pay. I would like to revisit the 
agreements. I don’t have a prob-
lem helping,” Martinez said. 
	 “I would like to try and find a 
fix for it,” Deaton added. “I would 
like to see everybody come to-
gether on this. We can reimburse 
them later. It’s very hard to make 
a vote until I see the budgets on 
both parts of this.”
	 The commissioners said 
the item will be placed on their 
next meeting agenda.
