Olympian inspires Ozona students

It's not often that a leg-
endary Olympic gold medal-
ist decides to speak at your
hometown high school.

It is also not often that a
man nearing 75 years of age
can capture the attention of
a whole auditorium of teen-
agers with stories about his
childhood and mid-20s.

Yet just he as had nearly
half a century ago at the 1964
Olympic Games in Japan, run-
ner Billy Mills defied all expec-
tations again at last week’s as-
sembly by performing both
seemingly impossible acts
with ease.

Becoming the only Amer-
ican to ever win a gold med-
al in the 10,000-meters didn’t

This thing we now call "the
sequester” is a manufactured
monster.

Partisan gridlock got in the
way of good public policy. On
March 1, sequestration took ef-
fect.

According to the non-partisan
Congressional Budget Office,
sequestration would cut eco-
nomic growth in 2013 by one-
third. A report from the House
Committee on Appropriations
projected a loss of 2.14 million
jobs, nearly half of which would
come from small businesses.

A 2012 George Mason Uni-

versity study
estimated that
Texas could

Ironically, sequestration - a
congressionally-mandated
act - is now one of the biggest
threats to border security and
hindrance to our ongoing trade
and commerce.

The 23rd Congressional Dis-
trict runs 800 miles of the Texas-
Mexico border. It includes five
Ports of Entry. Security at these
vital ports would be affected - as
would trade and commerce.

According to the White
House, Border protection of-

ficials will be forced to slash
$754 million from their budget.
U.S. Customs and Border Pro-
tection (CBP) will not be able to
maintain current staffing levels
of 21,775 Customs Officers and
21,370 Border Patrol Agents. In
the near term, CBP may need to
furlough CBP Officers and Bor-
der Patrol Agents between 12
and 14 days. CBP would have
to reduce its work hours by the
equivalent of over 5,000 border
patrol agents and the equiva-
lent of over 2,750 CBP officers,
as well as reduce overtime, be-
ginning April 1.

The sequester could increase
wait times at our busiest ports
- up to five hours or more dur-
ing peak times - bringing com-
merce to a virtual halt.

Our nation's doorways must
be secure. And, our trade and
commerce along the border -
on which many small and large
businesses depend - must be al-
lowed to move efficiently.

These are basic principles.
Yet, the sequester undermines
them both.

There is no question that we
need to cut the deficit. Tam a
member of the fiscally conser-

vative Blue Dog Coalition - and
I believe that the federal gov-
ernment - like our beloved State
of Texas - should have a bal-
anced budget. However, there's
aright way and a wrong way to
do it. We should do it the right
way.

Unfortunately, it seems that
military families, along with
those of us on the border, will
be on the front line of many of
these cuts.

his week is Sun-

shine Week. No, it

has nothing to do

with Spring Break;

it’s an annual time
to highlight the importance
of maintaining open gov-
ernment.

Our nation’s founders
created a form of govern-
ment in which those who
make decisions are not
only elected from the pub-
lic at large, but they must
answer to those who elect-
ed them. We constantly
hear complaints about cor-
ruption, gridlock and polit-
ical grandstanding, and it
does occur, but compared
to other nations around the
world — particularly those
under autocratic and dic-
tatorial rule — the United
States remains one of the
freest nations on earth, and
is still the envy of people
worldwide.

Unlike countries where
despots or strong single-
party rule restricts the flow
of information, we often
learn about corruption and
malfeasance here and are
able to address it by voting
out and even prosecuting
the bad guys.

It is our ability to learn
about officials’ misdeeds
that keeps most of them
honest, and helps protect
our rights and freedoms.
An informed public keeps
the pressure on officials to
maintain policies that will
keep them in office — pol-
icies that the public will
support or at least accept,
rather than oppose.

That’s why it’s so impor-
tant for the American pub-
lic to know what their elect-
ed officials are doing, and
how they are spending tax-
payers’ money.

Many officials chafe at
that pressure. As we have
seen far too often in the
Rio Grande Valley, some of-
ficials see their positions
— and their access to tax-
payers’ money — as an op-
portunity to benefit them-
selves, friends or relatives
through with contracts,
jobs and appointments at
taxpayers’ expense.

Obviously it’s easier to do
such things when the public
doesn’t know about them.
As a result, many officials
seek to weaken or even re-
peal laws that protect the
public’s right to know their
activities. Some of those ef-
forts are being made right
now in the Texas Legisla-
ture. Several bills already
filed would remove the re-
quirement that requests for
bids, notices of proposed
tax increases and other im-
portant information be pub-
lished in general-circulation

Several groups, rang-
ing from media to consum-
er groups and tradition-
al government watchdogs,
are fighting efforts to close
the window into govern-
ment actions, and working
to keep the public aware of
them. SunshineWeek.org,
sponsored by the John S.
and James L. Knight Foun-
dation, American Society
of Newspaper Editors and
other groups, has much in-
formation on open govern-
ment issues.

In addition, the Texas
Press Association, which
represents most print me-
dia in the state, has built
several databases on its
website, TexasPress.com,
for cities and counties to
post public notices. It also
features a legislative “bill
watch” list of proposed leg-
islation relating to open
government and public dis-
closure. Each bill includes
the position that has been
taken by a statewide advi-
sory committee of newspa-
pers and other media out-
lets.

TPA and other groups
also are working togeth-
er to maintain another site,
KeepTexasNotified.com, to
keep the public informed
of open government issues,
including bills that might
affect public access and
knowledge of officials’ ac-
tions. Supporters of that
effort range from the tra-
ditionally liberal Public Cit-
izen and League of United
Latino American Citizens to
the conservative Americans
for Prosperity.

These websites also offer
links to other sites and ef-
forts supporting open gov-
ernment.

We applaud such efforts,
and encourage everyone
to take advantage of them
and learn more about the
importance of keeping the
disinfectant light of pub-
lic disclosure shining on all
government bodies.

Make
no mistake, Becky Folkard, does not want
to be branded, she’s asking for volunteers
so that she can brand them. “At first I
thought I couldn’t do the branding,” said
Becky. “That sounds terrifying. But then I
thought about it more and realized, why
not?”

That sounds to me like one angry wom-
an. Come on Becky, this isn’t the Civil War
where you can pay people to take your
place in the fight. I think it would mean
a lot more to all of us if you would let
yourself be branded also. Be brave Becky,
take one for the team. Show you're a com-
mitted animal rights whacko and not just
some weirdo who wants to sear a fellow
human’s hide.

Naturally, PETA supports the protest but
there’s no word yet if their President has
volunteered to be branded. He did say,
“All of us, whether human, cow or pig, we
all share the same experience.” One won-
ders, what pig pen has he been living in?

According to Becky, this is all part of a
campaign to get rid of animal cruelty in
the British dairy industry and the symbol
of the protesters is the number 269, which
supposedly refers to an ear tag given to
dairy calves at birth. But I don’t get it,
if they are against ear tags why are they
going to brand humans, why don’t they
just protest by ear-tagging three people?
But I suppose that would get far less free

Becky says that what dairy cattle go
through is an animal “Holocaust” but I
think all the Jewish people with numbers
tattooed on their arms who were sent to
Buchenwald, Dachau and Aushwitz would
have appreciated the comparison. Becky
also compares this protest to women get-
ting the right to vote, but I've always been
under the impression that brands are used
to signify ownership and I doubt there are
very many women these days who want
a brand in order to be seen as someone’s
chattel.

I am told that if you go to the 269
Campaign on Facebook you can see pic-
tures of supporters who have tattooed
themselves with the number 269. Isn’t
that something? People are protesting the
marking of cattle with hot marking irons

by having pictures drawn on their skin
with hot marking irons!

I don’t know what brand Becky is
going to put on the volunteers but I have
a few suggestions. How about, OUCH,
TAMNUTS or STUPID written out in a nice
calligraphic style. Or perhaps YME?, or 51
to indicate they are playing with less than
a full deck.

I don’t think the animal rights
whackos taking part in this protest have
factored in all the anatomy and physiol-
ogy at work here. I am a leather worker
and I know that there’s a BIG difference
between the thickness of a human’s hide
and a cattle hide. I frequently work on
cattle hides that are one quarter inch up
to half an inch thick, while the epidermis
of the human hide is 4/100th of an inch.

Work of state budget writers continues

STATE CAPITAL HIGHLIGHTS By Ed Sterling | Texas Press Association

AUSTIN — Movement to-
ward passing a state budget
for the 2014-2015 fiscal bien-
nium continued in commit-
tees of both chambers of the
Texas Legislature last week.

After two months of hear-
ings, the Senate Finance Com-
mittee on March 7 approved
workshop recommendations
for a two-year budget of
about $90 billion, paving the
way to a final committee vote
before moving to the full Sen-
ate for consideration.

On March 8, the House Com-
mittee on Appropriations
absorbed information on
Medicaid expansion pursuant
to the federal Affordable Care
Act, including a presentation
showing the rise in Medicaid
as percent of state resources,
including during dry periods
of slow or negative revenue
growth, and briefs on similar
issues in the states of Arizona
and Maine.

Appropriations Committee

members also viewed slides
from the state comptrol-
ler’s office about the Major
Events Trust Fund as a way
to stimulate the economy
through sports playoffs and
other high-profile events.
Members also looked at “ma
jor economic development
programs” such as the Texas
Enterprise Fund, the Texas
Emerging Technology Fund,
the Moving Image Industry
Incentive Program and the
Major Events Trust Fund.

JUSTICE SPEECH IS GIVEN

In his State of the Judiciary
address to the Texas Legisla-
ture on March 6, the Honor-
able Wallace Jefferson, chief
justice of the Texas Supreme
Court, said, “The question is
not ‘How is the judiciary?’ We
must ask instead whether our
system of justice is working
for the people it has promised

to serve.”

Nearly six million Texans
qualify for legal aid and many
are “forced to go it alone in
our courts,” he said, adding
that Texas ranks 48th in the
nation in per capita fund-
ing for indigent defense, and
suggested the Legislature can
do more to increase access
to legal services and attorney
representation for poor and
middle class citizens. Jef-
ferson encouraged use of the
rulemaking process to reduce
the expense and delay of
litigation.

At the Legislature’s direc-
tion, he said, the Supreme
Court recently adopted rules
to simplify proceedings in
cases involving claims for
monetary relief of less than
$100,000. “Discovery is lim-
ited; the cases are expedited.
Now, a case that is vital to the
success of a small business

owner can actually be tried,
to a verdict. A remedy for a
legal injury, even for a litigant
who cannot afford to
pay a lawyer $500
an hour.”
Jefferson noted
that Texas courts
are making prog-
ress in overturn-
ing wrongful
convictions with
DNA or other
means and
exonerat-
ing in-
nocent
people.
