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Keny Graze 1946-2013

Ozona band director
remembered

As a band director
Kelly Glaze could easi-
ly be remembered for all
the awards and accolades
he received during his 22
years as head of the Ozona
High School Band.

However, Mr. Glaze
was more than just awards
and trophies to the stu-
dents, family and friends
that knew him.

Mr. Glaze died Sun-
day in San Angelo, where
he had made his home
since retiring from Ozo-
na in 2001. His family stat-
ed that Mr. Glaze had been
battling a long illness.

Funeral Services will be
10 a.m. Thursday, May 9,
at Johnson Funeral Home
in San Angelo. Visitation
will be 6-8 p.m. today, May
8, also at Johnson Funeral
Home in San Angelo (full
obituary, page 4).

“My mother, Pat Glaze,
and I thank you all for the
incredible outpouring of
kind words, thoughts, and
prayers about my dad. It
is overwhelming to real-
ize how many lives he has
touched,” said his son Mike
Glaze, who is an OHS Grad-
uate and now band direc-
tor in Sundown.

Prior to his coming to
Ozona, Mr. Glaze taught
band in Mt. Enterprise, Knox
City, Rotan and Electra.

Misty Fowler Savasan
said Mr. Glaze was easily
the best educator she had
growing up in Ozona.

“I didn’t realize, un-
til much later in life, that
Mr. Glaze could have easily
chosen to teach at a large
5A school where he would
have received recognition
far and wide for his accom-
plishments as a band direc-
tor. But he loved us and lit-
tle did I know he was big
enough and so successful
with our band that he in-
deed was known through-
out Texas, and I suspect
other states as well,” Sava-
san said.

During his time in Ozo-
na, Mr. Glaze’s bands made
53 first division ratings, 15
sweepstakes, 14 area advanc-
es and made two trips to the
state marching festival.

Kelly Glaze
was a great band director,

Boom times for 2

BARNHART, Texas -- It
was a railroad that brought
this tiny town into existence
in 1910, when it was named
after the stationmaster, Wil-
liam F. Barnhart. Today that
same railroad is putting the
town on the map again -- as
an unlikely hub of the new
American oil boom.

Hydraulic fracturing, or
fracking, has created a surge
of oil production from the
Permian Basin, as drillers use
water, chemicals and sand to
crack open oil-bearing rocks
deep underground. The heart
of the West Texas oil region
now produces about 550,000
barrels of oil a day, up 38 per-
cent from three years ago.

That has given new life to
Barnhart, an unincorporated
town 250 miles west of Aus-
tin, with only 200 residents,
a post office, one taco truck
and a filling station called the
Big Red Barn. It has brought
increased spending from oil
field and rail workers, even as
most of them have looked for
housing in other nearby cities.

The turn in fortunes has

been especially dramatic for
the 113-year-old South Ori-
ent Railroad, which passes
through Barnhart on its near-
ly 400-mile trek from Presi-
dio on the Mexican border to
a junction north of San Ange-
lo, Texas.

Traffic on the railroad,
which had been on the verge
of extinction several times
in the past century, has tri-
pled in the past five years, to

The first
thing you’re going to want to learn to do is
ride a horse, but horses are like computers
in that none of them comes with a “Riding
Horses for Idiots” book, or instructions,
other than, “He’s a little waspy in the
morning but he’ll line-out by evening.” Or,
“I'd watch those hind feet if I were you.”

The Texas Legislative
Study Group recently is-
sued the sixth "Texas on
the Brink" report, a sober-
ing assessment of how the
Lone Star State compares to
other states in a wide range
of important issues. Despite
our bragging rights on so
many things, Texas lags
most states in the critical
areas of academic achieve-
ment, public health and the
environment.

Here's a sampling of
where Texas stands:

-Percentage of popula-
tion graduated from high
school: 50th

- Percentage of low in-
come population with Med-
icaid coverage: 48th

- Percentage of population
uninsured: 1st

- Percentage of non-elder-
ly uninsured: 1st

- Percentage of uninsured
children: 2nd

- Percentage of children
living in poverty: tied for
7th

- Amount of carbon diox-
ide emissions: 1st

- Amount of hazardous
waste generated: 1st

- Amount of toxic releases

of the $5.3 billion in bud-
get cuts imposed on public
schools two years ago.

Those cuts forced teacher
layoffs, increased class
sizes, and a decline in
the quality of classroom
instruction, and certainly
contributed to another fact
reported by "Texas on the
Brink": Texas ranks 31st in
the average salary for pub-
lic school teachers.

The report also noted
that Texas has the nation's
fourth-highest teen birth
rate, a reflection of the lack
of sex education in public
schools and a contribut-
ing factor to the sad cycle
of poverty, illiteracy, and
child abuse perpetuated by
young people who are too
inexperienced and imma-
ture to be raising children.

The problems identified
in "Texas on the Brink"
won't be solved overnight,
but the Legislature is tak-
ing some steps in the right
direction.

Fortunately, a bipartisan
consensus has emerged
that the state needs to ad-
dress its transportation
and water infrastructure
needs — the foundations
of our economy and future
growth.

For your introductory ride have an am-
bulance and paramedics standing by and
stage the event at a riding or rodeo arena
so you won’t have to repeatedly walk a
long distance to retrieve your horse after
it bucks you off. Always remember, you’ll
break fewer bones falling on soft dirt than
you will on hard rocks. Don’t wear clown
shoes or you could get your foot caught in
the stirrup and your horse will transform
you into a human plow. On the other hand,
by disking the dirt you would be making
the ground softer for all future falls.

Become proficient at judging the merits
of horseflesh, or in your case, tail wringers,
sunfishers, broncs and the nearly dead,
which are the only horses you’re going to
be offered as a neophyte. Try to pick out
a horse that weighs more than you do with

too lazy to run away. In the cowboy ver-
nacular, “You’ll have to carry the deadbeat
around on your spurs all day.” At this
point it might also be wise to ask someone
if the horse has ever been ridden before.

If not, you’re probably NOT going to need
those goofy spurs you're wearing.

Make sure the cinch is tight because
that will be the only thing holding you
on top of the horse, instead of under it.
Walk your horse around in a small circle
three times, set your reins while you are
still on the ground and DON’T stand on
a rock or box to climb aboard or you’ll
be laughed out of the bunkhouse. Ride a
miniature horse if you have to, but don’t
use a ladder to get on.

Welcome aboard. Now, don’t look down.
Note all the leather strings hanging from

you want to stop pull back on the reins. If
this doesn’t work I'd be looking for a good
place to jump off if I were you, keeping in
mind that points are awarded for stylish
dismounts.

And that’s about it. It’s really not all that
complicated. I know a lot of people get
carried away with the finer points about
changing leads and all that ridiculous
bouncing up and down and stuff. I don’t
know anything about any of that because
I didn’t go to a private school or a riding
academy back east where they teach such
things. Just remember to keep your butt in
the middle with a leg hanging down each
side, steer with the reins and let the horse
go in the direction it’s going. After all, he’s
done this before. You haven’t.

president of sales at Texas
Pacifico Transportation Ltd.,
which operates the rail line.
"My bosses call it the belly
button."

The town, located on the
eastern edge of the Permian
oil field, is now chock-a-block
with rail cars. Dozens of train
hoppers were parked on new
sidings off Highway 67 one
recent day as their cargo of
sand was being unloaded
onto trucks for delivery to
new oil wells.

A train with 80 empty
tanker cars rumbled through
for three minutes, heading to
a year-old terminal Houston-
based EOG Resources built
outside of town. Once they
are filled, the cars will make
a 400-mile journey to Hous-
ton-area refiners.

Fracking has reinvigorat-
ed U.S. oil production, rais-
ing output in several parts
of the country so quickly the
pipeline infrastructure nor-
mally used to carry oil is in-
adequate. Railroads have
stepped in, becoming an im-
portant link in places such as
North Dakota and West Tex-
as.

The South Orient is un-
usual for its ownership -- it
belongs to the state of Texas --
and its history. The first West
Texas oil boom began with a
gusher a couple hundred feet
from the tracks. The railroad
was nearly erased from maps
in the 1990s, when its oper-
ator at the time filed paper-
work with the federal gov-
ernment to sell the metal
rails for scrap. The compa-
ny argued there was too lit-
tle traffic to invest in needed
upgrades, including replac-
ing steel rails on a 150-mile
stretch that dated from the
1910s.

The state of Texas ob-
jected, arguing that the line
could become a vital link in
U.S.-Mexico trade only a few

years after the North Amer-
ican Free Trade Agreement
was signed. The Texas legis-
lature appropriated $6 mil-
lion to buy the aging track
in 1999. It joined with Texas
Pacifico, a subsidiary of min-
ing conglomerate Grupo Mex-
ico SAB, and they began fix-
ing up parts of the railroad.

But their dreams of Nafta
traffic never materialized. By
2010, Texas Pacifico reported
a net operating loss of nearly
$500,000.

Then came the discovery
of the Cline Shale and other
rock formations in the Perm-
ian that yield large amounts
of oil when fracked. Oil drill-
ers suddenly needed sand at
well sites and a quick way to
get the oil to refineries. So
the struggling South Orient
was drafted into service.

Local business is boom-
ing; the state collected 61
percent more sales tax in Iri-
on County in a recent quar-
ter than a year earlier. While
Barnhart isn't seeing a surge
in new permanent residents,
businesses benefit from a
workday surge in popula-
tion as workers drive in from
places like San Angelo and
Big Lake.

Yet the boom also has
caused problems. When the
wind blows from the south,
unloading the tiny pebbles
used in fracking can create
small sandstorms that reach
the few houses nearby.

Barnhart "used to be a
laid-back little community,
everyone was calm and quiet.
Now it's all hustle and bus-
tle," lamented rancher Buck
Owens, 80, who raises goats
and cattle on 19,000 acres.
"The traffic is out of hand.
They are speeding, and if you
don't look out you'll be run
over." Mr. Owens, who has
lived a couple miles south of
Barnhart his entire life, said
hiring ranch hands has be-
come nearly impossible due
to new competition for labor-
ers. "They're all working in
the oil field," he said.

Drew Darby, a state leg-
islator who represents Barn-
hart and chairs a panel that
oversees the transportation
budget, says Texas now looks
smart for saving the rail line.
"Quite frankly, we got lucky,"
he said.

- CSHB 972 by Rep. Allen
Fletcher, R-Tomball, to au-
thorize a public institution
of higher education to use its
rulemaking process to “opt
out” of prohibiting concealed
handgun license holders from
carrying handguns on prem-
ises owned or leased and op-
erated by the institution.

-HB 1076 by Steve Toth, R-The
Woodlands, to prohibit state
and local governmental bod-
ies from adopting a rule, order,
ordinance or policy that would
regulate a firearm, firearm ac-
cessory or firearm ammuni-
tion if it imposes a prohibition,
restricion or other regulation
such as capacity or size limita-
tion, a registration requirement
or a background check that does
not exist under Texas law.

ORDER RESTRICTING
OUTDOOR BURNING

The Commissioners' Court finds that circumstances present in
all or part of the unincorporated area of the county create a public
safety hazard that would be exacerbated by outdoor burning; and
NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED by the Commissioners'
Court of Crockett County, Texas, that outdoor burning is restricted
in Crockett County for 30 days from the date of adoption of this Or-
der, unless the restrictions are terminated earlier based on a deter-
mination made by the Texas Forest Service or this Court. This Order
is adopted pursuant to Local Government Code 352.081, and other
applicable statues. This Order does NOT prohibit outdoor burning
activities related to public health and safety that are authorized by
the Texas Natural Resources Commission for: (1) firefighter train-
ing; (2) public utility, natural gas pipeline or mining operations; (3)
planting or harvesting or agricultural crops; or (4) burns that are
conducted by an approved Prescribed Burning Association, Natural
Resource Conservation Service, the and/or Texas A&M Agricultural
Experiment Station, or prescribed burn manager certified under
Section 153.048, Natural Resources Code, and meet the standards of
Section 153.047, Natural Resources Code.

All burns shall be reported to the Crockett County Sheriff's
Office (325) 392-2661 and the Fire Chief (325) 392-2626 prior to
commencing, together with the name of the landowner, location
involved and expert to be on hand. This Order does NOT prohibit
outdoor cooking in a properly contained area which is attended at
all times. In accordance with the Local Government Code 352.081
(h), a violation of this Order is a Class C misdemeanor, punishable by
a fine not to exceed $500.
