 	 The search is on for 
a new superintendent of 
Crockett County CCSD. 
	 Friday, May 10, was the 
deadline for applications, 
according to the superin-
tendent search calendar 
approved by the CCCCSD 
School Board in their March 
27 meeting. 
	 Interim Superintendent 
Larry Taylor said the dis-
trict received 22 applica-
tions. 
	 Currently, there are 62 
superintendent vacancies 
throughout Texas. 
	 “I’m real pleased with 
the depth. We’ll see if one 
will be a fit for the board,” 
Taylor said.
	 The list of applicants is 
not public information. Ac-
cording to the Texas Gov-
ernment Code, only the 
lone finalist named by the 
school board can be re-
leased to the public. 
	 The district is seeking 
a person with at least three 
to five years administration 
experience. 
	 The calendar and job 
vacancy has been posted on 

the district’s website, the 
Region XV Education Ser-
vice Center’s website, Texas 
Association of School Ad-
ministrators website and 
the Texas ISD website at a 
cost of $200 since April 1.  
	 From April 15-19, ques-
tionnaires were sent to all 
members of the campus 
site-base decision-making 
committees anonymous-
ly titled “What qualities do 
you want to see in a new su-
perintendent for CCCCSD?”
	 The questionnaires 
asked members to select 
traits they wanted in a new 
superintendent and allowed 
some space to give com-
ments. The questionnaires 
were anonymous. 
	 Tuesday, May 14, the 
district’s site-base deci-
sion-making committee re-
viewed applications and 
narrowed down to 10-12 
applicants to be forwarded 
to the school board. 
	 Campus and district 
site-base decision-making 
committees are made up 
of teachers, administrators, 
school staff, parents and 
community members. 
	 The board was original-
ly scheduled to have a 6:30 

p.m. called meeting on May 
20 to review applications 
and narrow down to five-
six candidates to be inter-
viewed. 
	 That meeting is set to 
be rescheduled during the 
board’s regular meeting to-
day (May 15) for Tuesday, 
May 28, or Wednesday, May 
29. That meeting will be at 
the Administration Building 
and it is open to the public. 
	 At called meetings 
on June 3 and June 4, the 
school board will conduct 
the first round of superin-
tendent interviews. 
	 On June 11, the school 
board will hold another 
called meeting and have a 
second round of interviews 
with two or three of the 
candidates. At this meeting, 
the board will name their 
Lone Finalist. 
	 The state requires a 21-
day waiting period after 
naming the Lone Finalist. 
	 On July 3, a called board 
meeting is scheduled to ne-
gotiate the new superin-
tendent’s contract with the 
Lone Finalist. 
	 The calendar has the 
new superintendent in 
place by July 8.
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 	 The countywide burn 
ban has been lifted for one 
month. 
	 During Monday’s month-
ly meeting, the commission-
ers unanimously approved 
to lift the burn ban for one 
month due to recent rains. 
	 “I’m still not very com-
fortable with the way it is 
now. There are lots of plac-
es with no grass and where 
there is grass it’s pretty tall. 
I haven’t been out in the 
county and looked,” said 
Fire Chief Bob Falkner. “It’s 
hard to set a burn ban for 
certain area. We can take it 
off now and by next month, 
we may have an idea of how 
it’s going to go.”
	 On Monday, the Tex-
as Forest Service reported 
moderate fire danger for 
Crockett County and most 
of West Texas. 
	 The latest U.S. Drought 
Monitor lists the majority 
of Crockett County as se-
vere with a small northern 
portion as extreme. 
	 In order to determine 
the placing of a burn ban, 
the Texas Forest Service and 
counties use the Keetch-By-
ram Drought Index. 
	 The drought index is 
based on a daily water bal-
ance, where a drought fac-
tor is balanced with precip-
itation and soil moisture 
(assumed to have a maxi-

mum storage capacity of 
8-inches) and is expressed 
in hundredths of an inch 
of soil moisture deple-
tion, according to the Tex-
as Weather Connection 
website.
	 The drought index 
ranges from 0 to 800, 
where a drought index of 
0 represents no moisture 
depletion, and an index of 
800 represents absolutely 
dry conditions.
	 The latest index shows 
Crockett County with a 
range of 400-500.
	 “I hate to keep one on 
constantly, but it is our 
rainy season and we have 
received some rain,” said 
Commissioner Pleas Chil-
dress III. 

FIRE STATION 
	 Falkner said he has met 
with County Road Supervi-
sor Jeffery Stuart on get-
ting an estimate on repairs 
and renovations needed at 
the fire station. 
	 Some of the items 
Falkner said include re-
placing the bathtub in the 
apartment with a shower, 
taking care of the mold in 
some of the cabinets, re-
place floor tile in the meet-
ing room and replace aw-
nings on the outside. 
	 Falkner said Stuart will 
come back to the court 
with a report.

Superior State Finishes Commissioners 
lift burn ban

CCCCSD Superintendent search begins

	 Cynthia Garcia and McK-
enna Moses have placed them-
selves in Lady Lions track his-
tory after placing at the UIL 
State Track Meet Friday and 
Saturday in Austin. 
	 Garcia brought home the 
bronze medal with a time of 
59.16 seconds in the 400.
	 She is the first Lady Lion 
to medal at state since Lori 
Sanchez placed third in the 
1600 at the 1999 meet.
	 "Cynthia caps off a great 
senior season. I can only hope 
that it serves as an inspiration 
to the rest of her teammates to 
follow in her footsteps in terms 
of running and lifting," said 
Coach Erik Thormaehlen
	 Garcia also competed in 
power lifting for Ozona.
	 Thormaehlen said the 
strength and endurance she 
built helped her drop near-
ly seven seconds on her time 
from her junior season. 
	 "We're hopeful that she 
continues to run after high 
school," he said. 
	 Moses placed fifth in the 
pole vault at 9-feet, 6-inch-
es. She is the first female pole 
vaulter to advance and place 
at state for Ozona.  
	 "Hopefully, next year, 
McKenna will be able to real-
ize her potential at even great-
er levels and participate in a 
few more events in Austin.  
She has the ability to do that 
and we will certainly make 
that one of our goals in the fu-
ture," Thormaehlen said.

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AUSTIN — Procedural 
deadlines for legislation 
began to hit last week, end-
ing the forward progress 
and the hopes of more than 
half of the 6,000-or-so House 
bills and Senate bills filed 
by Texas lawmakers since 
November 2012.

And while the main state 
budget bill for fiscal years 
2014-2015 stayed apparently 
motionless in a conference 
committee of five Senate 
members and five House 
members, a number of bills 
survived votes and passed 
through their respective origi-
nating chambers.

For example, the House on 
May 8 approved House Bill 
500, legislation that perma-
nently exempts businesses 
with gross revenues of $1 
million or less from paying 
the margin or "franchise" tax. 
The current exemption is set 
to expire next year.

The Legislature enacted the 

tax in 2009 to offset a reduc-
tion in residential property 
taxes. Other bills filed this 
session attempt to do away 
with the tax entirely.

Primary author of HB 500 
is Rep. Harvey Hilderbran, R-
Kerrville, chair of the power-
ful House Committee on Ways 
and Means. Hilderbran, who 
said the legislation would 
spell $667 million in tax relief 
to Texas businesses, pointed 
out that HB 500 also:

- Extends the exemption 
to businesses grossing more 
than $1 million annually by 
creating a guaranteed $1 mil-
lion deduction.

- Ensures that the cost of 
goods sold deduction “is 
offered to most businesses 
equally” by including those 
engaged in rental, auto repair, 
transportation, real estate and 
medicine.

HB 500 is awaiting delib-

eration by the Senate Finance 
Committee’s subcommittee 
on Fiscal Matters.

RETIREMENT BUY-IN 
MAY CHANGE

State employees and current 
teachers would contribute 
more of their paycheck for 
their retirement under SB 
1458 passed by the Senate on 
May 8.

Authored by Senate State 
Affairs Chair Robert Duncan, 
R-Lubbock, the legislation, he 
said, is to reform the state 
Teachers Retirement System 
and make it actuarially sound. 
The bill, which gained unani-
mous support in the Senate, 
was approved by the House 
Pensions Committee on May 
10 and soon will be scheduled 
for debate on the House floor.

“We were upside down 
earlier because we were rely-
ing too much on investment 

returns. This puts us in a 
situation where we are actu-
ally having long term fixed 
contribution rates 
that should support 
this system for a 
long time,” Dun-
can explained in 
a Senate News 
Service report.

Franchise tax bill moves toward passage

Some people are just an accident wait-
ing to happen. Take my friend ReRide for 
example. Getting hurt is ReRide’s “achil-
les heel”, which is about the only part of 
his body he hasn’t broken, strained, cut, 
burned or shattered. Not that I go around 
checking out other male’s anatomies or 
anything, but a mere glimpse of ReRide’s 
carcass is enough to make any woman 
become a nun. 

Years ago we were working our calves 
and since we had all day to process 100 
head, about midmorning we decided to 
take a well-deserved break. This gave me 
a little time to nail up a few more boards 
in the corral, restock the refreshments in 
the cooler, refill syringes, put my ancient 
squeeze chute back together and take 
stock of how much damage my neighbors 
had done to my cattle empire’s infrastruc-
ture. We all grabbed a donut and a soft 
drink, and to save energy I turned off 
the propane to my branding iron heater, 
which was just a short piece of oilfield 
casing on four legs. 

ReRide was telling another big windy 
to everyone and decided to get comfort-
able by absent-mindedly sitting down on 
the branding iron heater, as if it were his 
favorite bar stool. Now, a physicist could 
probably tell you how long it takes for an 
almost red-hot piece of pipe to cool to 
room temperature, but I’m no physicist 
and, obviously, neither is ReRide. We all 
stood with our mouths agape as a strong 
smell of burning flesh, with just a whiff of 

Wranglers, wafted into 
our work space.

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Testing, curriculum changes present 
benefits and challenges for students

T
exas has long 
struggled to at-
tain the right bal-
ance between two 
fundamental com-

ponents of a successful 
public education strategy 
— academic achievement 
and accountability. The 
Texas Senate has taken a 
major step toward creat-
ing such a balance, signal-
ing a new day for public 
education.

 After weeks of nego-
tiations, the Senate vot-
ed unanimously to adopt 
an amended House Bill 5, 
which would bring sweep-
ing changes for curricu-
lum and testing require-
ments in Texas public 
schools. The legislation 
is designed to keep stu-
dents from dropping 
out of school, give them 
more curriculum choic-
es, prepare them bet-
ter for college-level work, 
and encourage districts to 
maintain high academic 
standards.

 The goal, in short, is to 
ensure that students get 
the most out of their pub-
lic school experience.

 One of the biggest com-
plaints over the last sev-
eral years has been the 
over-emphasis on end-of-
course testing, which has 
encouraged many schools 
to focus on "teaching the 
test" at the expense of 
valuable classroom in-
struction time.

 Under current law stu-
dents must pass 15 re-
quired exams in order to 
graduate. HB 5 would re-
duce that to five tests — 
one each in biology, U.S. 
history, Algebra I, and 
English I and II.  Districts 
will also have the option 
of giving two other end-of-
course exams — but only 
to determine if students 
are prepared for col-
lege, not as a requirement 
for graduation or use in 
school or teacher ratings.

 The scaled-back test-
ing requirements will give 
teachers an opportunity to 
focus on the basics and in-
still a fundamental core of 
knowledge on which other 
learning is based, and re-
lieve some of the pressure 
on students whose ad-
vancement is now tied to 
their performance on 15 
separate tests.

 The 
legisla-
tion also 
gives 
more 
flexibili-
ty to stu-
dents by 
creat-
ing new 
diplo-
ma plans 
that pro-
vide 
more 

choices in the pursuit of 
career training courses. 

 
The existing graduation 

plan requires four years 
of English, math, science, 
and social studies, while 
the proposed Senate plan 
requires four years of Eng-
lish, three years each of 
math, science, and social 
studies, plus an "endorse-
ment" in a specialized 
area, such as business and 
industry; science, tech-
nology, engineering, and 
math; or arts and human-
ities.

Students could also opt 
to keep the so-called 4X4 
requirement of English, 
math, science, and social 
studies, but with a more 
rigorous academic format.

Some have charged that 
these changes represent a 
retreat from the tougher 
graduation standards that 
Texas has required from 
its students. I disagree. 
The legislation merely rec-
ognizes that not all stu-
dents are alike, and that 
we need a curriculum that 
can handle diversity.

However, these chang-
es do present new chal-
lenges. They will require 
students to think earli-
er about what they want 
to do in life, more involve-
ment by parents, and 
greater support for school 
counselors who will have 
to provide a higher lev-
el of guidance to students 
who are making life-alter-
ing decisions.

But all in all, the educa-
tion reforms provided in 
HB 5 are necessary to im-
prove the way we teach 
our kids the knowledge 
and skills they need to 
compete and thrive in a 
fast-approaching future.

Dear  Editor,

According to various sources, 
America has over six million fe-
ral hogs.  

A goodly number find their 
homes in Southern and South-
western Crockett County. Fe-
ral hogs are dangerous pests 
armed with sharp tusks, short 
tempers and large appetites.

In other parts of the country, 
these animals have wrecked a 
corn crop and have left a pas-

ture looking like the crater of 
the moon. Experts tell us that 
the hogs are descendants of the 
colonial era  livestock.  There 
is no evidence to date that they 
have gone west of Pandale Road.  

They breed twice a year and 
when hungry enough they will 
eat lambs and goats.

On the asserted upside, being  
very clever and lean, they make 
for good hunting and they were 
tasty when we fixed them re-
cently. That dual nature, as 

pests with minimum value, 
making crafting hog-control 
policies a must. It is hard to be-
lieve that given the destruc-
tion they have caused there are 
states such as Pennsylvania and 
Michigan have banned the pri-
vate rearing of these feral hogs.  

Texas has been blessed with 
America's largest feral hog pop-
ulation and estimates are that 
they number over two million. 
Distinctive policies now are in 
force, for there is a deep seated 

culling culture and the fact that 
over 95 percent of our lands 
are privately owned making it 
difficult for Texas Parks and 
Wildlife to impose solutions or 
much in the way of do's and 
don'ts. That is both a challenge 
and an advantage.  There is no 
one who cares than ranch men.

There are two types of land-
owners around-those who have 
feral hogs and those who will 
shortly do so.

We are trying to control hogs 

with a range of methods, in-
cluding traps,and shooting with 
rifles. We have yet to try out 
bows and arrows. 

Hunting with dogs is report-
edly very exciting. Some tell us 
that feral tacos are just superb. 

In Austin recently, I learned 
that at Lockhart State Park, tri-
als are underway for a large so-
lar-powered corral trap, they 
need something as these hogs 
have caused automobiled acci-
dents. Anything, be it a coon or 

squirrel moving in or near the 
trap causes it to close the door 
just with being wired to a tele-
phone. We have found that sim-
pler traps have already caught 
lots of pigs.  But the trick will be  
to catch pigs of varying sizes. 

We have found that feral hogs 
are clever and they do learn 
from their mistakes.

The fight is enjoined.

Retirement System. Under SB 
1458, the rate would go up 
in increments over the next 
four years to 7.7 percent in 
2017 and the state contribu-
tion would increase to 6.8 
percent. And, Duncan said, 
all school districts, for the 
first time, would help foot 
the bill by contributing 1.5 
percent of their annual sal-
ary scale into the teacher re-
tirement fund. The bill, many 
sessions in the making, also 
addresses retirement age cal-
culations, health care for re-
tirees and cost of living ben-
efit increases.

BILL REDUCES NUMBER 
OF TESTS

HB 5 by Rep. Jimmie Don 
Aycock, R-Killeen, chair of 
the House Education Com-
mittee and sponsored by 
Senate Education Committee 
Chair Dan Patrick, R-Hous-
ton, is now in a 10-member 
conference committee tasked 
with reaching agreement on 
amendments attached to the 
bill as the Senate passed it on 
May 6.

Currently, a high school 

student must pass 15 end-
of-course exams to gradu-
ate. HB 5 seeks to cut that 
number to five while also 
creating a degree program to 
give students more flexibility 
when choosing classes. The 
five end-of-course exams, if 
the bill passes, would be U.S. 
history, English I, English II, 
algebra I, and biology. Two 
more exams, algebra II and 
English III, would be optional 
and wouldn't be required to 
graduate nor would they af-
fect school accountability 
ratings, Patrick said.

CAR STICKER 
BILL ADVANCES

Legislation by Senate Juris-
prudence Committee Chair 
Royce West, D-Dallas, would 
combine automobile registra-
tion and inspection stickers 
into one sticker.

Interim research that pro-
vided groundwork for West’s 
SB 1350 suggests that a one-
sticker system would reduce 
fraudulent inspections and 
save the state money. If the 
House passes SB 1350, Texas 
will join 27 other states that 
have enacted similar laws.

SALES TAX RECEIPTS 
INCREASE

State Comptroller Susan 
Combs on May 8 announced 
that state sales tax revenue 
in April was $2.15 billion, 
up 3.9 percent compared to 
April 2012.

“As expected,” Combs said, 
“the rate of growth in state 
sales tax revenue is moderat-
ing compared to double-digit 
growth rates we recently ex-
perienced.”
