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	 It's been a whirlwind 
of an end to the 83rd Leg-
islature's regular session, 
and with last week's an-
nouncement of a special 
session, lawmakers aren't 
done. 	
	 Here's a look at the 
deals reached and the mea-
sures that fell short during 
the 140 days of the regular 
session. 

TWO BILLION 
WATER PLAN

	 Lawmakers set aside 
the money to get drought-
parched Texas through the 
next 50 years with enough 
water. 
	 But if voters don't rati-
fy a November ballot mea-
sure to create a new water 
fund, those dollars go un-
spent and a signature issue 
of the session goes down 
in defeat.

TAX RELIEF
	 Paying for tax relief 
was also high on the pri-
ority list of budget nego-
tiators. Several tax mea-
sures made it to Perry's 
desk, including HB 500, au-
thored by State Rep. Har-
vey Hilderbran, R-Kerrville, 
the major franchise tax re-
lief bill of the session, and 
HB 800, which provides tax 
credits for business spend-
ing on research and de-
velopment. HB 7 will wind 
down the System Benefit 
Fund, an account set up 
to help low-income Texans 
pay their utility bills. 
	 A related fee most Tex-
ans pay on their utility bills 
will stop being collected in 
September if Perry signs 
the bill.
	 “One of my key goals 
this session was to provide 
meaningful, significant 
tax relief to small busi-

ness-
es. To 
do that, 
we had 
to make 
the 
margins 
tax ex-
emption 
perma-
nent, 
and I’m 
proud 
to say 
that we 
accom-
plished 
that 
goal,” 
Hilder-
bran said.	

TRANSPORTATION
	 For all the talk of find-
ing a robust, reliable rev-
enue source for the Texas 
Department of Transporta-
tion this session, lawmak-
ers are leaving the agency's 
funding woes largely unad-
dressed. The budget deal 
includes $400 million in 
gas tax dollars for TxDOT 
that in the past had gone 
to the Department of Public 
Safety. But that is far short 
of the $4 billion a year Tx-
DOT said it needed in ex-
tra revenue just to maintain 
current congestion. A last-
ditch effort by the Senate 
to dedicate some Rainy Day 
Fund money to the issue 
was rebuffed by the House. 
	 The so-called shale 
counties in West and South 
Texas that are undergo-
ing an oil drilling boom 
did end up with some aid 
for their roads, which have 
been torn up by all the 
truck activity. HB 1025 in-
cludes $450 million for Tx-
DOT to address that issue. 
SB 1747, authored by State 
Sen. Carlos Uresti, D-San 
Antonio, will let counties 
to draw $225 million from 
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 	 Out of 22 superin-
tendent applications, the 
CCCCSD School Board has 
narrowed the field. 
	 At a May 28 special 
meeting, the board met in 
closed session for near-
ly five hours to pick seven. 
The board conducted first 
round superintendent can-
didate interviews Monday, 
June 3, and Tuesday, June 4. 
	 The board will meet 
again at 6:30 p.m. Tuesday, 
June 11, for a second round 
interview and the naming of 
the Lone Finalist. The meet-
ing is open to the public and 
will be held at the Adminis-
tration Building. 
	 Texas Government Code 
states that that the school 
board must give public notice 
of the name or names of the 

finalists being considered for 
the position at least 21 days 
before the date of the meet-
ing at which a final action for 

vote is to be taken on the em-
ployment of the person. 
	 The board is planning 
to have a superintendent 

named and in place by the 
first of July.

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AUSTIN — On May 27, the 
last day of the 140-day regu-
lar session of the 83rd Texas 
Legislature, Gov. Rick Perry 
called a special session to 
begin that very day.

Perry’s only stated purpose 
in keeping lawmakers in Aus-
tin is for the Legislature to 
pass legislation that “ratifies 
and adopts redistricting plans 
ordered by the federal district 
court as the permanent plans 
for districts used to elect 
members of the Texas House 
of Representatives, Texas Sen-
ate and United States House 
of Representatives.” In 2010 
and 2011 various redistrict-
ing maps were in and out of 
federal courts over matters 
relating to preclearance, a re-
quirement under Section 5 of 
the U.S. Voting Rights Act that 
subjects Texas to when new 
laws relating to voting are 
passed here, because of the 
state’s history of discrimina-
tion in conducting elections.

Quickly, eight redistricting 
bills, House Bills 1 through 4 
by House Select Committee 
on Redistricting Chair Drew 
Darby, R-San Angelo, and 
Senate Bills 1 through 4 by 
Senate Select Committee on 
Redistricting Chair Kel Seli-
ger, R-Amarillo, were filed to 
address the governor’s call. 
Of the eight bills, HB 2 and its 
mirror, SB 2, relating to the 
composition of districts for 
the election of members of 
the Texas Senate, incited the 
least resistance at hearings 
conducted last week.

The Senate Select Commit-
tee on Redistricting met May 
30. Input voiced by Sen. Car-
los Uresti, D-San Antonio, and 
Sen. Royce West, D-Dallas, 
made it clear that maps the 
governor wants enacted face 
more rounds of court chal-
lenges over the lack of minor-
ity opportunity districts and 

dilution of the voting strength 
of certain communities of in-
terest. West asked, in essence, 
if the purpose of the special 
session was simply to rub-
berstamp the federal court’s 
interim maps or to accept 
amendments to those maps 
that cure constituents’ voting 
rights concerns. Chairman 
Seliger said the governor’s call 
does not limit amendments to 
the redistricting bills.

The House Select Committee 
on Redistricting met on May 
31 and on June 1. Committee 
member Rep. Trey Martinez-
Fischer, D-San Antonio, 
expressed doubt that issues 
with the court-drawn maps 
could be resolved in the time 
frame contemplated by the 
governor. Of the citizens who 
testified before the commit-
tee, several said the hearings 
were scheduled on such short 
notice few potential witnesses 

could testify.
Chairman Darby tentatively 

proposed regional redis-
tricting hearings to 
be held June 5 in 
Dallas, June 6 in 
Houston and June 
7 in San Antonio. 
Reps. Richard 
Raymond, D-
Laredo, and Joe 
Pickett, D-El 
Paso, both

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Texas voters, the future of 
the state's water supply will 
soon be in your hands.

With the Legislature's passage 
of SJR 1 in the final week of the 
83rd regular session, voters will 
get an opportunity in November 
to approve a constitutionally 
dedicated revolving loan fund 
for water infrastructure projects.

Lawmakers also passed a 
companion bill, HB 1025, that 
will jump-start the program 
with $2 billion from the state's 
rainy day fund. It's ironic that 
Texas is responding to current 
and future droughts with "rainy 
day" money, but the fund was 

created for 
just such a 
contingency.

According to 
the latest U.S. 
Drought Moni-
tor report, 
16.2 percent 
of the state is 
experiencing 
exceptional 
drought, 
the highest 
category. 
More than 
32 percent 
of the state 
is in extreme 

drought, while more the 60 per-
cent is in the severe category.

Almost the entire state, 96.5 
percent, is abnormally dry. 
That means our water needs 
are as big as Texas. And with 
the state's population continu-
ing its boom, those needs are 
just going to grow in the future.

In addition to the proposed 
constitutional amendment and 
the supplemental budget bill, 
the Legislature enacted HB 4, a 
sweeping overhaul of the Texas 
Water Development Board that 
will require the agency to take 
an even more active role in wa-
ter policy development.

Under HB 4, the reconstituted 
Water Development Board will 
have three full-time directors 
instead of six part-time com-
missioners, each with a per-
sonal staff in addition to the 
regular board staff. The board 
will adopt rules establishing 
the criteria for prioritizing wa-
ter projects, based on a legisla-
tive directive that 10 percent be 
reserved for rural areas and 20 
percent for conservation and 
reuse projects.

By restructuring this agency, 
establishing a constitutionally 
dedicated fund, and tapping the 
rainy day fund, the Legislature 

has created a great opportunity 
to make Texas more secure. Ev-
erything the future has to offer 
must be nourished with water.

The legislative session began 
with a wide bipartisan con-
sensus that water would be a 
top priority, but along the way 
disagreements emerged over 
the best way to accomplish our 
goals. In the last few weeks of 
the session, differences between 
the House and the Senate threat-
ened to derail the entire effort, 
but in the end compromise and 
statesmanship emerged.

As one of the Senate conferees 
on the House-Senate Conference 

Committee that worked out the 
differences on HB 4, I was proud 
of the bargain we struck on wa-
ter. It was crucial to the success 
of the entire session, and ended 
up being perhaps the best ex-
ample of the spirit of bipartisan-
ship and compromise that has 
pervaded the Capitol since the 
session began. 

Lawmakers worked hard to get 
the job done on this important is-
sue. Now it's up to voters to com-
plete that work and put Texas on 
the road to a more secure future.

Champions of First Amendment 
deliver for Texas citizens

When the dust 
settles from 
another hard-
fought legis-
lative session, 

the people of Texas will 
have a clearer picture of 
current events in the Lone 
Star State, thanks to the 
hard work and determina-
tion of two Texas states-
men — one Republican, one 
Democrat.

Rep. Todd Hunter, R-Cor-
pus Christi, and Sen. Rod-
ney Ellis, D-Houston, scored 
major  transparency victo-
ries in the 83rd Legislature. 

One crucial bill that El-
lis and Hunter shepherded 
through the legislative dust 
storm strengthens a crucial 
First Amendment law they 
passed two years ago. 

That law took aim at legal 
actions known as Strategic 
Lawsuits Against Public Par-
ticipation (SLAPP) — suits 
filed against whistleblowers 
by individuals or entities 
who have plenty of money 
to pay lawyers.

SLAPP suits are designed 
to intimidate and stifle 
those who dare to exer-
cise their First Amendment 
rights. Thanks to the 2011 
law, however, it was finally 
possible for a David Q. Cit-
izen with meager resources 
to defend himself against a 
SLAPP suit filed by a deep-
pocketed Goliath. 

Unfortunately, an appeals 
court ruled that the 2011 
law did not include certain 
appeal rights for David. If a 
judge ruled against David’s 
motion to dismiss Goliath’s 
suit early in the process, Da-
vid could very quickly find 
himself bankrupted by the 
expensive discovery process 
following that denial.

The legal tweak pushed 
through the 2013 session 
by Hunter and Ellis makes 
it crystal clear that David 
does, indeed, have a right 
to appeal, thereby stopping 
the discovery process un-
til the motion is heard on 
appeal. It is a major victo-
ry for those who believe the 
quality of justice shouldn’t 
be determined by the depth 
of one’s pocketbook.

Another measure cham-
pioned by Ellis and Hunt-
er makes it clear that a gov-
ernment official’s use of his 
private electronic device for 
messages regarding pub-
lic business does not allow 
him to hide those messages 
from public scrutiny.

In recent years, a num-
ber of local officials across 
Texas have maintained that 
their government-related 
messages are no business 
of the public so long as the 
official uses his private de-

vice to 
send or 
receive 
them. 
Texas at-
torneys 
general 
have con-
sistent-
ly ruled 
against 
that 
strained 
and arro-
gant line 
of reason-
ing, but 

officials continue to try to 
evade Texas’ open records 
laws anyway. 

Once signed by the gov-
ernor, the law will establish 
in black and white that cit-
izens do indeed have the 
right to access these elec-
tronic messages about the 
public’s business. There 
should be no doubt go-
ing forward that if a pub-
lic official is discussing 
public business in cyber-
space, those messages are, 
yes, public — regardless of 
whether they’re transmitted 
on the official’s government 
computer or his personal e-
tablet.

The third bill enhances 
public discourse by estab-
lishing clear and fair rules 
for prompt corrections by 
publishers. Until now, there 
was no established legal 
framework for a citizen to 
request a correction, nor 
were there guidelines for 
publishers to follow in ad-
dressing that request. The 
new law establishes clear 
processes and deadlines, 
which will result in the re-
cord being corrected quick-
ly and fully when a mistake 
is made. 

None of these important 
legal advances would have 
happened without the hard 
work and legislative prow-
ess of Hunter and Ellis. 

For decades the two veter-
an lawmakers have fought 
hard — often against daunt-
ing opposition — to expand 
and protect citizens’ access 
to government informa-
tion and journalists’ right 
to cover the complex issues 
that affect our daily lives.

The 83rd Legislative Ses-
sion of the Texas Legislature 
saw these two veteran leg-
islators from different par-
ties — men who do not con-
sider the First Amendment 
a partisan issue — at the 
top of their game. Because 
they were at the top of their 
game, the citizens of Texas 
can see more clearly now.

Maria De Jesus 'Chita' Cisneros

Maria De Jesus Cisneros, 
known by her friends as "Chi-
ta" died peacefully at home 
on May 30, 2013 under the 
loving care of her daughter 
Paulita Compton.  

She was born in Monclova, 
Coahuila, Mexico on March 
20, 1913 to Tomas Morales 
and Adela Flores DeHoyos.  
She was one of 18 brothers 
and sisters and was the last 
surviving sibling. Her parents 
and brothers Tomas, Anas-
tascio and Carlos, along with 
sisters Ofelia and Emma Jo-
sefa DeHoyos, came to Ozo-
na from Monclova in 1924.  
Two brothers, Sostenes and 
Antonio remained in Mexico. 
Chita remained in Mexico to 
take care of her aunt until 
1929 when her father came 
to get her and take her to the 
small town of Ozona, Texas.  

She met her husband 
Reyes Cisneros when she was 
18 and married him when 
she was 19, on December 15, 
1931, at Our Lady of Perpetual 
Help Catholic Church in Ozo-
na.  She walked to the church 
in her wedding gown. Their 
first child Paulita was born in 
September of 1932, followed 
by their second child Pedro 
(“Pete”) in January of 1934. 

Chita was a spunky, fun 
loving soul. She participated 
in all school activities and 
was involved in the PTA. She 
was one of very few Hispanic 
women who was a member of 
the mothers club where she 
learned to paint and sew. 

She and Reyes were avid 
fans of all Ozona High School 
team sports and would travel 
to see all out of town football, 
basketball, volleyball games 
and band performances. Not 
only did she drive her own 
children, she regularly drove 
any children who wanted to 
attend the out of town trips 
that did not have a ride. 

Chita and Reyes were en-
trepreneurs. They opened 
their own food store & market 
in 1944, called the “Cisneros 
Grocery.” The store was in op-
eration for 44 years. Chita was 
kind hearted and regularly pro-
vide food to those who were 
unable to pay. They retired and 
closed the store in 1988.

She was a leader in the 
community and an inspiration 
to all. In the Ozona Commu-
nity Center, she was a mem-
ber of the Community Center 
Board. She was a Girl Scout 
leader and also helped out 
with the boy scouts. She was 
a member of the church choir, 
the Sacred Heart of Jesus Soci-
ety and the Parish Counsel. 

Chita was a devout Cath-
olic and is remembered for 
having grace in the most dif-
ficult circumstances.  When 
the priest was unavailable in 
Ozona, she would pray the 
rosary for those that were ill 

and at funerals. She would 
also baptize children in emer-
gency situations when they 
were in fear of death.  She 
and Reyes also made gener-
ous donations to the church 
and organized fund raisers 
and were constantly helping 
families in need of food.

Chita was the life of the 
party at all the big social 
events, regularly attending 
weddings, baby showers, 
dances and quinceaneras. 
Although she attended com-
munity dances for years she 
never danced because her 
husband did not know how. 

The highlight of her life 
was at her 60th Wedding An-
niversary, when Reyes, for the 
first time (after many lessons 
from Chita), asked his bride of 
60 years to dance. From that 
day on, until they day Reyes 
died, Chita and Reyes were a 
"hot item" on the dance floor 
at every community dance.  

Chita moved to Dallas with 
her daughter Paulita when 
Reyes died 13 years ago. Her 
daughter Paulita, her grand-
daughters, Marie, Kathy and 
Laura, and her great grandchil-
dren all consider Chita (known 
to her family as "Granny") an 
idol and inspiration.  

Chita was the epitome 
of a true lady!  Her secret to 
longevity was the power of 
prayer, eating spicy foods and 
maintaining her spunky per-
sonality while being active in 
her community.  Until the end, 
she loved to paint, play card 
games with her family and 
read The Ozona Stockman. 

She is preceded in death 
by her husband Reyes Cisner-
os and their son Pete Cisneros. 

She is survived by her 
daughter Paulita Compton, her 
granddaughters, Laura Comp-
ton, Katherine Compton and 
Marie Davis and Marie’s hus-
band Frank Davis, her great-
grandchildren, Caity Williams, 
Cody Williams, Robbie Williams, 
Dalton Davis and Luke Davis. 

Her funeral was Monday, 
June 3, at Our Lady of Per-
petual Help Catholic Church.  
The burial was at Cedar Hill 
Cemetery. Arrangements by 
Preddy Funeral Home. The 
pallbearers were Cody Wil-
liams, Sostenes De Hoyos, 
Juan F. De Hoyos, Anastascio 
F. De Hoyos, Hector Guiter-
rez and Eusevio Longoria.

that funding for local roads. 
It also allows those regions to 
develop County Transporta-
tion Reinvestment Zones that 
would let them take the reve-
nue from increased property 
and sales tax revenue to ad-
dress the problem. 
	 "This bill will provide 
much-needed relief to coun-
ties in Senate District 19 that 
are in the forefront of the oil 
boom," Uresti said. "Coun-
ty roads are the gateway to 
the oil patch, and helping 
counties repair and maintain 
them will allow producers to 
continue providing jobs and 
prosperity to the state and 
local governments.

	 “The board worked very 
hard,” said Larry Taylor, in-
terim superintendent. 
	 Along with the school 
board, members of the dis-
trict site-base committee 
met on May 14 and narrowed 
down the superintendent ap-
plications to 13. These were 
recommendations to the 
board, but the board also 
had the full 22 applications 
to choose from. The district 
site-base committee is made 
up of teachers, administra-
tors, school staff, parents 
and community members.

GRADUATION POLICY 
CHANGED

	 The board unanimously 
approved a change in the lo-
cal graduation policy. 
	 The policy now states that 
“a student who has satisfacto-
rily completed all coursework 
requirements for graduation 
but has failed to meet applica-
ble state testing requirements 
shall be allowed to participate 
in commencement activities 
and ceremonies.”
	 At the May 15 regular 
meeting, Lisa Broughten spoke 
in open forum/public com-
ments and asked the board to 
reconsider the district’s policy 
in allowing students to walk 
the stage at graduation, even 
though they haven’t passed 
their TAKS test. 
	 Broughten said her 
daughter has been ill this year 
causing her to miss school. 
Her daughter found out be-
fore graduation that she did 
not pass her TAKS and would 
not be allowed to walk the 
stage at the May 31 gradua-
tion ceremony, according to 
the district’s previous policy. 
	 Broughten listed sever-
al area school districts that 

do allow students to partici-
pate or walk and the student 
is given a certificate of com-
pletion instead of a diploma. 
	 Taylor said the district’s 
new policy is “very vanilla” 
with no conditions due to the 
change being right before the 
graduation ceremony. 
	 Board members David 
McWilliams and Orlando De-
Hoyos asked if the board 
could look at the policy again 
during the June or July meet-
ings and talk about adding 
conditions, such as good at-
tendance, good discipline 
and showing up to tutorials. 
	 OHS Principal Josh Carty 
said the student in question 
attended all tutorials. 
	 The student did not re-
ceive a diploma at the OHS 
Graduation Ceremony, but a 
certificate of completion. 
	 Broughten said her daugh-
ter is enrolled in summer 
school and will retake her TAKS 
test this summer. If she passes, 
she will receive her diploma. 
	 “Hers is extenuating cir-
cumstance due to the stu-
dent’s illness,” McWilliams 
said. “I do feel like it’s im-
portant we have some condi-
tions because we know stu-
dents can take advantage of 
it. This summer we need to 
revisit this policy.”

indicated that their home dis-
tricts also would be appropri-
ate sites for redistricting hear-
ings.

The House redistricting 
committee is composed of 12 
Republicans and seven Demo-
crats. The Senate redistrict-
ing committee is composed 
of nine Republicans and six 
Democrats.

MARCH OF 
NEW LAWS BEGINS

Hundreds of bills recently 
passed last month by the Leg-
islature have landed on the 
governor’s desk, awaiting a 
signature of approval, but a 
few will not be signed, indicat-
ing approval that is not whole-
hearted. Some have been or 
will be vetoed, and it takes a 
two-thirds vote in both houses 
of the Legislature to override a 

veto.
Signed and unsigned bills 

will become new laws, most to 
take effect on Sept. 1. A few of 
the bills that will take effect 
Sept. 1 include:

- HB 4, intended to preserve 
Texas’ water supply for the 
next 50 years by promoting 
conservation and innovative 
reuse. Funding is tied to Senate 
Joint Resolution 1, a proposed 
constitutional amendment on 
the Nov. 5 ballot to use $2 bil-
lion from the state’s “rainy day 
fund” savings account.

- HB 2961, preventing public 
disclosure of the Social Secu-
rity number of a school district 
employee or former employee.

- SB 160, requiring an elec-
tion officer, on accepting a poll 
watcher for service, to provide 
the watcher with a form of 
identification prescribed by 
the secretary of state to be dis-
played by the watcher during 
the watcher's hours of service 
at the polling place.

COMPTROLLER PLANS NOT 
TO RUN

The state’s top accountant, 
Comptroller Susan Combs, an-
nounced May 29 she would not 
seek reelection or election to 
any other post in 2014. First 
elected state comptroller in 
2006, Combs is a former Texas 
agriculture commissioner and 
a former state representative.

Sen. Glenn Hegar, R-Katy, 
said he plans to run for comp-
troller in 2014, and other cur-
rent lawmakers have indicated 
interest in the post.
