Commissioners
lalk tax rates,
budget cuts

Crunching the numbers,
the Crockett County Commis-
sioners’ Court left their sec-
ond budget workshop with a
decision to make: cut the bud-
get or raise taxes.

At the July 18 workshop,
County Tax Assessor-Collec-
tor Rhonda Show presented
2013 estimated tax rates.

Shaw said the county end-
ed up being down 3.5 percent in
property values. This is due to
the drop in natural gas prices.

The proposed effective tax
is around three cents higher
than last year. The effective
tax rate will raise around the
same amount in county tax
revenue as last year.

With a proposed rate of
.55082 per $100 valuation the
county will raise around $11.3
million for the 2014 budget.
Last year’s effective tax rate
was .51641 per $100 valuation.

Shaw also said if the com-
missioners stay with the effec-
tive tax rate and the CCCCSD tax
ratification election passes on
Sept. 3, county taxpayers could
be looking at a combined five-
cent increase property taxes.

The school district is
asking voters to go up two
cents from 1.04 to 1.06. The
two cents will raise around
$400,000 for the district to
use on paying of the Qualified
School Construction Bond fed-
eral loan. The $400,000 is not

Natural Gas Bill could
have big impact on Texas

WASHINGTON — Al-
ready the country’s lead-
ing natural gas producer,
Texas could see the indus-
try expand even further in
the state under a proposal
approved July 10 by a U.S.
House subcommittee. But
critics of the measure say
that there are environmen-
tal concerns that should
not be cast aside.

H.R. 1900, approved by
the U.S. House Commerce
and Energy Committee’s
subcommittee on energy
and power, would require
federal agencies to accept or
deny an application for new
natural gas pipeline projects
within 12 months of the ini-
tial request. If 12 months
pass without any decision,
pipeline applications would
be automatically accepted.
Previously, there was no set
timeline for when a permit
would be granted.

“The legislation simply
gives companies looking to
invest in a gas pipeline in-

frastructure some degree
of certainty regarding how
long a permitting process
will take,” said U.S. Rep.
Mike Pompeo, R-Kansas, au-
thor of the measure, which
now goes to the full Energy
and Commerce Committee.

The measure has big
implications for Texas,
which accounts for about a
quarter of U.S. natural gas
production, according to
the U.S. Energy Information
Administration. According
to the administration, Tex-
as has 163 natural gas pro-
duction plants, a number
that could grow with the
help of the measure.

U.S. Rep. Joe Barton, R-
Ennis, said that both con-
sumers and producers
would benefit if the bill be-
comes law.

“Rising demand for nat-
ural gas is outpacing the ca-
pacity of our aging pipe-
line infrastructure,” Barton
said in a statement. The bill
would “promote invest-
ment in pipelines thereby

Rainy week brings welcomed

Drought conditions
still remain

Rainfall is always a bless-
ing in Crockett County. To re-
ceive rain for a week in July,
is an even bigger blessing.

Last week, an unusu-
al weather pattern brought
moisture and cool tempera-
tures throughout the state.
For four days, Crockett Coun-
ty experienced rainfall to-
taling almost four inches in
some parts of the county by
Friday, July 19.

The Ozona Stockman of-
fice received nearly 3 inches
from July 15-18.

Pulling moisture out of
the Gulf of Mexico and lift-
ing it to create showers, a low
pressure system moving east
to west dropped rain state-
wide.

“This pattern is extreme-
ly unusual,” said Joel Dunn,
a meteorologist with the Na-
tional Weather Service, in a
San Angelo Standard-Times

Statewide, reservoir ca-
pacity stands at 64 percent,
with many West Texas reser-
voirs at perilous levels.

That was changed very lit-
tle by the weather event this
week because of the slow,
soaking nature of the rains.
Many Texas cities still face
the prospect of running out
of water.

Although much appreciat-
ed, the recent rains put only
a small dent in Texas’ water
problems.

We still need to conserve
our resources.

We need to search for and

research new water sources.

We need to support a con-
stitutional amendment due in
November that will provide
funds for projects in the state
water plan.

Most of all, we need more
rain and lots of it.

Fox said Texas needs a trop-
ical system to come in at
Brownsville and slowly trek
northwest.

That system needs to park
itself in West Texas around

Abilene and rain, rain, rain.

Chances are better than av-
erage for storm systems to
form in the Gulf sometime be-
tween now and October, some
weather experts say.

I pray they are right—but
that it comes without the de-
struction of a massive hurri-
cane.

‘Fear’ greatest threat
to First Amendment freedoms

No Food For You

t various times,

every American

likely has wished

for less of some

things that the
First Amendment protects.
Less hateful speech. One
less noisy protest group. Or
maybe even the swift de-
parture of a media outlet or
personality whose stance
or voice is just grating on a
personal level.

But wishes don’t change
constitutions. And the
same 45 words of the First
Amendment exist today as
when they were ratified by
the fledgling nation as part
of the Bill of Rights in 1791.

But the just-released 2013
State of the First Amend-
ment survey by the First
Amendment Center gives
us reason to worry about
the future because of a re-
peating threat to our core
freedoms: fear.

In this year’s survey, con-
ducted in May - about a
month after the Boston
Marathon bombing - 34
percent of Americans said
the First Amendment goes
too far in the rights it guar-
antees, up 21 points from
the 13 percent recorded in
the 2012 survey.

The increase is the largest
one-year rise in the survey’s
history, and more than dou-
ble the point increase seen
in the wake of 9/11 - when
those fearing too much
freedom went from 39 per-
cent to the all-time high of
49 percent.

Fear has been a power-
ful force in American histo-
ry. A mere seven years af-
ter we gained the Bill of
Rights, amid fear that a crit-
ical press would tilt us into
war with France, Congress
passed the Sedition Act -
authorizing jail for those
who criticized Congress or
the president. Some editors
were jailed, but a nation re-
pelled by those actions al-
lowed the act to expire two
years later.

President Lincoln sus-
pended certain civil rights
during the Civil War. Jap-
anese-Americans were in-
terned during WWIL There
were “blacklists” during the
McCarthy era. The unprece-
dented national-security re-
strictions and regulations
adopted quickly after 9/11,
embodied in the Patriot Act,
resulted from wide fear of
future terrorism.

Even seven months lat-
er, in the 2002 SOFA sur-
vey, 49 percent of us said
the First Amendment went
too far - still the highest re-
sult recorded in the annual
sampling.

We have
been re-
mind-
ed many
times by
public of-
ficials
- from
former
Speak-
er of the
House
Newt Gin-
grich to
several
attorneys
gener-
al - that “the First Amend-
ment is not a suicide pact.”
But protecting and preserv-
ing fundamental rights pre-
serves the very character
of the nation - those qual-
ities of religious liberty
and freedom of expression
that make the United States
unique in all the world.

As the old joke goes,
“You're not paranoid if they
really are after you” - and
certainly there are forces
that aim to do this nation
harm. And no constitution-
al rights are absolute. But
history shows us that po-
litical leaders may overre-
act to threats, and gain at
least temporary political
support from a fearful citi-
zenry. We're arguing about
that now, concerning the
disclosure of massive gov-
ernment surveillance of our
phone records and e-mails.

In the years after 9/11,
the percentage of those say-
ing we had too much liberty
“reset” to between 25 per-
cent and last year’s 13 per-
cent. But this year’s results
warn that even a single in-
cident - even as authorities
moved swiftly to arrest the
Boston bombers - can en-
danger public support for
freedoms we have had for
222 years.

The nation’s Founders
didn’t waffle - or let fear di-
lute their support - when
it came to standing behind
the permanence of the First
Amendment: Its first words
are “Congress shall make
no law ... .”

In 1775, Ben Franklin
bluntly offered his view of
balancing national security
and core freedoms: “They
who can give up essen-
tial liberty to obtain a little
temporary safety, deserve
neither liberty nor safety.”

Even when faced with real
threats, we need to remem-
ber who we are as a nation
- and what we stand for in
the rest of the world.

Dateline: New York City: Residents of
this fair city won’t be bringing home the
bacon, or any other foodstuff, any time
soon as today New York City officially
became the first American city to outlaw
food. In blaming food for the Big Apple’s
obesity problems, billionaire Mayor
Michael Bloomburger said, “Around the
world death has been directly linked to
food consumption.

Gluten kills, fat kills, carbohydrates kill
and fast food kills. K111, kill, kill. Food
kills. That is why I am making it illegal.”

This comes on the heels of the overturn-
ing of Bloomburger’s ban on 32 ounce
sodas in The Big Apple.

When a court challenge to Bloomburg-
er’s soda ban reached trial the Judge took
a swig from his Big Gulp soda, looked
Mayor Bloomburger in the eye and asked,
“Are you crazy?”

After the judge overturned his soda ban
Bloomburger really said, “People will die.”
Which may, or may not, have happened
with, or without, his soda ban.

Now Bloomburger has fought back with
a ban on all food. “Farmers and ranch-
ers use far too much water to grow food
which could be put to a higher use in New
York City’s fountains, hot tubs and swim-
ming pools.” Water consumption will still
be allowed in New York City but not if it
comes in a plastic bottle. Being caught
with one of those could land you on
death row. Bloomburger’s ban will make
it a class one felony punishable by life in

prison if you are caught
with what used to be
called a “garden.”

After the food ban was
put in place no stray
dogs could be found on
the empty streets, birds
rerouted their flight
plans to escape a bar-
rage of shotgun blasts,

IT'S THE and farmer’s markets

PITTS were raided by hungry
policemen who confis-

LEE PITTS cated the evidence. All

remaining gourmet cat
food was grabbed off
supermarket shelves, you couldn’t find
a rat trap to save yourself, and boning
knives and ammunition traded in back
street black markets even though guns
had been outlawed years before by Mayor
Bloomburger.
New Yorkers sized each other up suspi-
ciously and one resident, who was found
with salmon eggs and worms in his refrig-

erator, screamed as he was drug off to jail,

“It’s bait. Really. For fishing.” But it sure
looked like sushi to this reporter.

As food riots ripped through the Big
Apple’s mean streets Bloomburger called
an emergency news conference. Looking
pale and drawn the Mayor said, “Where’d
everyone go?” Bloomburger said he was
optimistic the food riots wouldn’t last
more than a few days and he continued
to insist that the positives of reducing his

city’s obesity problems far outweighed
any personal issues New Yorkers might
have. He also stated, “Just you wait and
see, my food ban will cure New York’s
crime and unemployment, and will signifi-
cantly reduce our carbon foot print.”

California Governor Jerry “Moonbeam”
Brown said he admired Bloomburger’s
courage and vision and said he was in-
trigued by the food ban and its potential
for solving his state’s many problems.

President Obama went to New York City
to survey the carnage from a helicopter
and assured everyone that, although he
had not quite finished reading his Obam-
aCare law, he was “pretty sure” their
rapidly deteriorating health problems
would be covered. He also warned the few
rich Republicans who still lived in New
York City that the food ban would in no
way change the status of their ongoing IRS
audits.

In the aftermath of Bloomburger’s an-
nouncement a big bite was taken out of
The Big Apple as residents scurried out
of town like rats bailing out of a sinking
ship. New Jersey Governor Christie, who
has had his own issues with obesity said,
“New Yorkers are welcome in New Jersey
where food is still legal.”

To which one New Yorker replied, “I'd
die before I'd move to Jersey.”

Which, if he doesn’t rent a U-Haul soon,
seems like a very good possibility.

Perry puts signature on abortion bill

AUSTIN —The Texas House
and Senate, closing in on the
end of the second 30-day spe-
cial session, postponed floor
debates on the future fund-
ing of transportation projects
until July 25.

Lawmakers likely will place
that funding decision square-
ly in the hands of the elector-
ate in the form of a proposed
constitutional amendment on
the Nov. 5 ballot.

But headlining last week’s
Capitol action was Gov. Rick
Perry’s July 18 signing into
law of House Bill 2, passed by
the House and Senate on July
13. Perry said the legislation
banning abortions after the
20th week of pregnancy and
requiring physicians who per-
form abortions to have hos-
pital admitting privileges at a
facility within 30 miles, man-
dating that only a physician
may dispense or administer
abortion-inducing drugs and
requiring licensed abortion

facilities to meet the same
minimum safety standards as
ambulatory surgical centers,
beginning Sept. 1, 2014.

Perry said HB 2 “ensures
that anyone performing abor-
tions in Texas is doing so in
a facility that is safe, clean
and prepared to deal with any
emergencies that might oc-
cur — a reasonable, common
sense expectation for those
caring for the health and
safety of Texans.”

However, Sen. Wendy Davis,
D-Fort Worth, who led opposi-
tion to the bill in the Senate,
said, “Shamefully, the Texas
Senate just voted to pass a
law that will leave tens of
thousands of Texans without
access to preventive and life-
saving care, all to further an
extremely partisan agenda.
Some may believe that that
this fight has been waged and
won with this final vote today,

but they are wrong in so many
ways. The fight for the future
of Texas is just beginning.”
Davis and a number of other
Senate and House Democrats
said HB 2 and similar bills like-
ly would spur lawsuits over
state infringement of constitu-
tionally protected rights.

BILL MERGES INSTITUTIONS
Gov. Perry on July 14 cere-
monially signed SB 24, legisla-
tion passed June 14 to reorga-
nize The University of Texas at
Brownsville and The University

of Texas-Pan American in
Edinburg into one university
within the University of Texas
System. The new university is
to be christened with a new
name by the end of the year.
The medical school is slated
to open in 2016. UT-Pan
American has been the home
of the statutorily authorized
medical school in South Texas

and the facilities and opera-
tions of the Lower Rio Grande
Health Center associated with
The University of
Texas Health Sci-
ence Center at San
Antonio. Under
the legislation,

the new univer-
sity and medical
school will be

inches of rain, down from the
8.60 received for the first six
months of 2012, according to
the NWS in San Angelo.
“When compared to nor-
mal, Ozona has a rainfall defi-
cit of about 11.6 inches for the
period February 1, 2011 to July
10, 2013,” said Jason Johnson
with the NWS in San Angelo.
Data maintained by the
Texas Water Development
Board indicate that reservoir
levels around the state, which
had stayed about the same for
several months, have started
edging downward, according to
a Texas Climate News article.
Taken together, all moni-
tored water-supply reservoirs
were 63.9 percent full on July
14 - slightly down from the
66.4-percent level measured
one and three months ago
and substantially lower than
the 73.5-percent cumulative
level that was measured one
year ago, the article stated.
The Texas Legislature is

asking voters in November to
approve a plan to set aside $2
billion for a water infrastruc-
ture bank. If approved, Tex-
as communities will be able to
borrow money from the state
to build crucial water projects.

“This year of a drought
— it has affected even the
groundwater levels to a greater
extent than I've ever seen,” said
Janie Hopkins, who manages
the Texas Water Development
Board's groundwater division,
in a Texas Tribune article.

A recent TWDB report
stated that in Crockett Coun-
ty, the average decline re-
corded at two wells from
2006 to 2011 was 1.1 feet.

“In general it’s a down-
ward trend still. Some of the
wells that were low the last six
months have come back, but
others have dropped quite a
bit,” said Slate Williams, dis-
trict manager for the Crockett
County Groundwater District.

Williams said the low wa-
ter wells do tend to be in the
areas of oilfield activity, but
once the activity quits the

water comes back.

“But it takes a while,” he
said. “When it rains, it will spike.”

Crockett County gets its
groundwater from the Edwards
Trinity Aquifer, a major aqui-
fer that extends across most
of southwest Texas. Its water-
bearing units are predominant-
ly composed of limestone and
dolomite and its water quality
ranges from fresh to slightly
saline, according to the TWDB
report. The maximum saturat-
ed thickness exceeds 800 feet,
but the freshwater saturated
thickness averages 433 feet.

Barnhart, only 30 miles
north of Ozona, lost water from
its main water in early June.

Williams said the town
did not have a good well, and
that the well’'s pumping ac-
tivity increased due to more
oil field activity.

“We’ve got water, we're
going to have water and we’re
not going to run out of water
anytime soon,” Williams said
of Crockett County “It is on
a general decline and we're
keeping an eye on it.”

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Henneke to run for legislature

Attorney
Rob Hen-
neke an-
nounced
last week
he will
seek the
Republi-
can Party
nomination next year for the
Texas state House.

Incumbent Harvey Hilder-
bran, 53, who has held that
seat for nearly 25 years, an-
nounced earlier this month
that he will not seek re-elec-
tion. Hilderbran has hinted
that he plans to run for state-
wide office, possibly comp-
troller, next year.

Filing for the party pri-
maries begins in November.
Primary elections are sched-
uled for March 4.

Henneke, 35, is a Kerr
County native who was first
elected county attorney in a
special election in 2010. He
was unopposed in 2012 for
the full four-year term.

Henneke, who is married
and has two sons, said he
wants to be a “strong advo-
cate” in Austin for rural com-

the state level between rural
and urban needs.

“I want Michael and Jon-
athan, my two sons, to grow
up in the same rural commu-
nity as I did and to be able to
enjoy the same opportunities
I have,” Henneke said.

On jobs, Henneke said he
will continue to support low
taxes and less regulation on
businesses, on education he
said local control and vocation-
al training are important to en-
sure students graduate ready
for the workforce and that he
supports the top 10 percent
rules for state universities to
guarantee college-bound stu-
dents from rural schools have
a place in the top-tier schools.

Henneke also said he will
support low-interest loans
and state funded assistance
on infrastructure projects to
ensure small communities
have access to enough water.

“We can’t have any of the
above if we don’t have water,”
Henneke said. “If we don’t
turn on the tap and have wa-
ter come out, we aren’t going
to have the business, and we
aren’t going to have the jobs.”

Henneke is the first can-
didate to announce plans to
seek the seat held by Hilder-
bran since 1989.

increasing access to afford-
able and reliable gas.”

But critics are worried
that expedited licensing
could impact environmental
safeguards that are already
in place.

Luke Metzger, director of
Environment Texas, said he
is concerned that safety and
health protections may be
thrown aside in the industry’s
eagerness to expand markets
abroad. He specifically cited
that further analysis is need-
ed regarding hydraulic frac-
turing, also known as frack-
ing, a process that uses a mix
of water, sand and chemicals
to break through shale rock
to obtain oil and gas. Metzger
said the chemicals can seep
into air, water and soil and
are often blamed for pollu-
tion in and around drilling
areas.

“If we’re exporting it,
we’re keeping all the pollu-
tion and sending the prod-
uct elsewhere in the world,”
Metzger said.

Proponents of the mea-
sure say that health and safe-
ty protections are in place
and won’t be compromised.
They also say that the Federal
Energy Regulatory Commis-
sion already examines natu-

They said the focus of
this bill is on efficiency with
the process.

State Rep. Jim Keffer, R-
Eastland, the chairman of
the House Energy Resources
Committee, who sponsored
similar legislation in the
House, is optimistic that the
U.S. House measure would
benefit Texas’ natural gas in-
dustry. Still, he hopes that ef-
ficiency does not trump the
environment.

“You have to balance out
what is good for the econo-
my versus what the effect

on citizens and the environ-
ment is,” Keffer said. “It is a
balancing act. One can’t take
precedent over the other so
much.”

While H.R. 1900 focus-
es on natural gas pipelines
within the contiguous United
States, it could impact liquid
natural gas, which is export-
ed abroad and has significant
demand in the world market.
The legislation would thus
not only have the potential to
help facilitate the construc-
tion of natural gas plants, but
it could also similarly help

with the creation of new lig-
uid natural gas plants as well.

In a statement, U.S. Rep.
Gene Green, D-Houston, a
member of the subcommit-
tee, said he was concerned
about unintended conse-
quences of the legislation.
“For example, agencies may
deny the permit because they
lack sufficient time for an ad-
equate and legally defensible
review.”

For county taxpayers, in a
house valued around $50,000
the increase will raise taxes
$25, Shaw said. The average
home in Crockett County is
worth around $41,000.

“This gives you an idea of
what we are working with,”
Shaw said.

The proposed 2014 coun-
ty budget is estimated right
now at $13 million.

County Auditor Janie
Chandler said the proposed
budget is around $1.7 million
over based on the revenue
numbers Shaw presented.

Commissioners can vote
to go over the effective tax
rate to a rollback rate of
.59487 or they can make cuts
in the proposed budget.

“This year if we had decent
natural gas prices we wouldn’t
even have this problem. It’s
fortunate we have the oil,” said
County Judge Fred Deaton.

The commissioners will
decide at their Aug. 8 regular
meeting whether or not to go
over the effective tax rate.

At the July 11 budget
workshop, the commission-
ers discussed a $1,500 a
month and a $1,800 a month
raises for county employees.

County Treasurer Burl My-
ers said the commissioners
should look at the county’s
other sources of income be-
fore cutting employee raises.

The county receives ad-
ditional revenue from various
court fines, clerk fees, sheriff’s
office fees, oil and gas royalties
and vehicle registrations.

“I'd rather cut the fat
out of this budget before we

touch salaries,” said Com-
missioner Pleas Childress III.

Deaton said the county
could always dip into their
revenue fund balance to meet
the budget.

“I really hate to go back and
start using from the revenue
balance. We are working into a
budget were we can’t allow any
overages,” Deaton said.

A follow up discussion
on the $388,680 proposed
increase in the Care Center
budget was also held.

Myers said every seventh
year there is an extra payroll
period for employees who are
paid every two weeks. Next
year is one of those years for
the Care Center and County
Road Department.

“In that seventh you really
need to budget more money,”
Myers said. “Within the next
six years we will have the same
problem with other depart-
ments. The facts of our mon-
ey are pretty well laid out and
now we’ve got to go to work.”

Deaton said Care Center
Administrator Robert Stech-
er will meet with the Crock-
ett County Care Center Health
and Emergency Services Board
of Directors to go over the Care
Center’s budget before the
commissioners meet again.

Deaton also told the com-
missioners to look over the
proposed budget and find ar-
eas that could possibly be cut
before the next meeting.

“We’re spending more
than we’re bringing in. That’s
something for every to think
about,” Deaton said.

The commissioners also
approved adoption of rules for
the ORO Softbhall Tournament.
Commissioner Eligio Martinez
abstained from voting.

ORDER RESTRICTING
OUTDOOR BURNING

The Commissioners' Court finds that circumstances present in
all or part of the unincorporated area of the county create a public
safety hazard that would be exacerbated by outdoor burning; and
NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED by the Commissioners'
Court of Crockett County, Texas, that outdoor burning is restricted
in Crockett County for 30 days from the date of adoption of this Or-
der, unless the restrictions are terminated earlier based on a deter-
mination made by the Texas Forest Service or this Court. This Order
is adopted pursuant to Local Government Code 352.081, and other
applicable statues. This Order does NOT prohibit outdoor burning
activities related to public health and safety that are authorized by
the Texas Natural Resources Commission for: (1) firefighter train-
ing; (2) public utility, natural gas pipeline or mining operations; (3)
planting or harvesting or agricultural crops; or (4) burns that are
conducted by an approved Prescribed Burning Association, Natural
Resource Conservation Service, the and/or Texas A&M Agricultural
Experiment Station, or prescribed burn manager certified under
Section 153.048, Natural Resources Code, and meet the standards of
Section 153.047, Natural Resources Code.

All burns shall be reported to the Crockett County Sheriff's
Office (325) 392-2661 and the Fire Chief (325) 392-2626 prior to
commencing, together with the name of the landowner, location
involved and expert to be on hand. This Order does NOT prohibit
outdoor cooking in a properly contained area which is attended at
all times. In accordance with the Local Government Code 352.081
(h), a violation of this Order is a Class C misdemeanor, punishable by
a fine not to exceed $500.
