Whisper walls: exploring a relic where history speaks

Winter’s cold breath settled
over a sleepy Texas town one night,
serving as a gentle relief from the
ceaseless, violent news of an inter-
national war raging overseas.

As a disturbing glow flickered
from the town square, uneasy ten-
sion began to arise within the qui-
et community. Emergency person-
nel were quickly alerted, but by the
time they had arrived on the scene,
furious flames were already vi-
ciously licking at the charred skele-
ton of what was once the Methodist
Church of Ozona.

When all that remained was a
rock structure among mountains
of ash, even church officials were
less than hopeful that the building
could be reconstructed.

Sixty-one years later, the Crock-
ett County Museum stands proudly
on the once-ruined site, serving as
an essential asset to the community
of Ozona.

Taking a step back in time is
seldom accomplished outside of
the pages of a dusty high school
text book or a flashy, 1980s science
fiction film where certain doom is
prevented by use of a time machine.
Despite this, the members and staff
of the Crocket County Museum
have managed to preserve several
slices of history within the walls of
a building passed nearly every day
yet often overlooked.

What does it mean to lean in?
As I thought about the phrase
I realized it implied utilizing

an effort to gain
or use leverage
to move some-
thing. An exam-
ple comes from
the frontier days
of oxen pulling
the old Conesto-
ga wagons. The

great. In order to get the wag-
on moving, they had to lean
into their harnesses and gen-
erate enough leverage to get
the wagon moving.

There is a phrase made pop-
ular by the movie “Field of
Dreams:” “If you build it, they
will come.” In some cases that
statement may be true. But,
there is no guarantee they
will stay or continue to come,
if they really do come initial-
ly. What are we talking about
here? Customers.

Very often, entrepreneurs

put all the blocks in place to
open a business. They open the
doors and lean back and wait
for the throngs of customers
to show up that they know are
coming. Unfortunately it isn’t
that easy.
In some cases, opening the
business was the easy part.
It’s kind of like that Conestoga
wagon. It is loaded but it isn’t
moving. Now is the time to lean
in and apply some leverage.
When your customer traf-
fic has failed to take off or
has dwindled from that initial

surge that occurs just because
it’'s something new, you have
to go after customers. May-

be you need to have a website
or social media page that pro-
motes your business and allows
you to interact with your cus-
tomers. Maybe you need to de-
velop a promotional campaign
that piques your customers’ in-
terest.

I think a great example of
leaning in is the businesses in
the food courts of most malls.
They often have their employ-
ees hawking samples to pass-

ersby from over the counter. By
sampling the food, their hope
is that you will become their
customer.

Iransportation legislation pushes lawmakers

STATE CAPITAL HIGHLIGHTS By Ed Sterling | Texas Press Association

AUSTIN — As the end of a
second, 30-day special ses-
sion inched closer last week,
the Texas House and Senate
fell short of reaching a com-
promise on a path toward the
future funding of transporta-
tion projects.

During that time span, how-
ever, Lt. Gov. David Dewhurst,
who presides over the Senate,
House Speaker Joe Straus and
key lawmakers worked out
strategies in back and forth
messages, in hopes of bring-
ing House Joint Resolution
2 and House Bill 16 to final
votes on July 29 and 30, the
last two days of the 30-day
special session.

Gov. Rick Perry said he
would call a third special ses-
sion if the Legislature failed
to act in accordance with his
wishes, that is, to let vot-
ers decide via constitutional
amendment if sizable-yet-
limited withdrawals from the
state’s $12 billion Economic

Stimulus (rainy day) Fund
henceforth should be devoted
to future transportation proj-
ects.

Wording for the Nov. 5 bal-
lot measure — if approved by
the Legislature as currently
written — reads: “The consti-
tutional amendment to pro-
vide for revenue from motor
fuel taxes to be used solely
for constructing, maintaining,
and acquiring rights-of-way
for certain public roadways
and to provide for the trans-
fer of certain general revenue
to the economic stabilization
fund and the available school
fund.”

If approved by voters, the
requirement that one-fourth
of certain net revenue from
the motor fuel tax be allo-
cated to the available school
fund will end. That revenue
would be used to acquire
rights-of-way for public road-

ways other than toll roads
and for the construction and
maintenance of those public
roadways.

Voting rights battle shifts

A month ago, in Shelby
County, Alabama v. Holder,
the U.S. Supreme Court held
that Section 4 of the Voting
Rights Act of 1965 is uncon-
stitutional.

To some observers, the
court’s 5-4 decision meant
Texas and a number of other
states would no longer be
subject to federal preclear-
ance before any changes to
state election laws could take
effect. To others, the court’s
action meant more legal ac-
tion lay ahead. Last week —
those who sensed more legal
action would come — may be
right.

U.S. Attorney General Eric
Holder on July 25 announced

the justice department would
ask a federal court in Texas
“to subject the State of Texas
to a preclearance
regime similar to
the one required
by Section 5 of the
Voting Rights
Act.” Holder

Sales Tax Holiday Aug. 9-11

Texas Comptroller Susan Combs reminds shoppers they can save money on certain
items priced under $100 during the state’s annual sales tax holiday. This year, the sales tax
holiday is scheduled for Friday, Saturday and Sunday, Aug. 9 -11.

The law exempts most clothing, footwear, school supplies and backpacks priced under
$100 from sales tax, which could save shoppers about $8 on every $100 they spend during
the weekend.

A sale of a qualifying item under a layaway plan qualifies for exemption if the customer
places the qualifying merchandise on layaway during the holiday or makes the final pay-
ment during the holiday.

“Texas families can take advantage of the sales tax holiday when doing their back-to-
school shopping,” Combs said. “The tax holiday applies to a variety of items ranging from
pens to jeans to help shoppers around Texas save some of their hard earned money.’

Lists of apparel and school supplies that may be purchased tax free can be found on
the Comptroller’s website at www.TexasTaxHoliday.org.

This year, shoppers will save an estimated $78.9 million in state and local sales taxes
during the Sales Tax Holiday.

The tax holiday weekend has been an annual event since 1999.

ing changes that Texas might
experience due to the adjust-
ments in the act.

“Everyone is going to get
a drop off in funds,” Gallego
said. “But my hope is that
there will be a continuing
resolution.”

On the topic of financial
aid, Russell Crenwelge, own-
er of Triple C Hardware &
Lumber, said that as govern-
ment loans rise, the cost of
college tuition rises as well
making it even more difficult
for anyone to afford a higher
education.

“Legislature wanted to de-
regulate tuition [in the early
1990s], but they hit financial

binds,” Gallego said. “Right
now, the cost for tuition is
outrageously high and it
needs to be reigned back.”

Gallego was adamant
about his belief that the
United States should view
education as a priority, yet
felt that teachers have been
restricted to focusing entire-
ly on state tests. He suggest-
ed, though, that in order for
the government to continue
funding education, clearly
productive results must be
evident.

“If you give a teacher the
ability to be creative in the
classroom, I think everybody
wins,” Gallego said.

“We are going to have to
be careful who we help,” Mar-
tinez said. “The board will de-
cide the criteria, who to help
and how much. Being a small
town, I think we will be aware
of who we can help and who
we can’t.”

Martinez gave examples
of people who are receiving
treatments for cancer or dial-
ysis to medical emergencies
and natural disasters.

“We don’t want to get
into paying bills. We also do
not want to override or step
onto other programs that of-
fer benefits,” he said. “De-
pending on the amount of
money we have, will depend
on how many people we can
help.”

A fund-raiser is being
planned for Oct. 19 at the
Crockett County Fair Park
Convention Center.

“Coz for 0Oz” will fea-

ture a day of music, activi-
ties, food and games. Marti-

nez said all local musicians
and groups are welcome to
sign up for the event.
