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Care Center services, staffing discussed

Being better than the min-
imum standard, meeting the
basic needs of residents and
working to improve the qual-
ity of services was discussed
during last week’s Crockett
County Care Center, Health
and Emergency Board of Di-
rectors meeting.

Care Center nurses, staff
members and resident family

members were all present at
the EMS Building.

The nurses and staff said
quality of care has diminished
at the care center in the last few
months, with a lot of problems
being attributed to needing
more nurses and aides on staff.

“We are struggling to meet
just the basic needs of these
residents. We have been told
we are lazy and spoiled and
need to go back to school.
Spoiled and lazy doesn’t sit

with our residents. It doesn’t
hold the hand of a dying soul.
We do not have that kind of
staff,” said LVN Megan Now-
ell. “Our patients always come
first. Common courtesy is lack-
ing. Please look to this. I am
here tonight care about what
happens in this community
and within the care center.”
Nowell said mileage has
been cut for employees who
travel from other towns to
work in the center. She also

said employees are doing their
best, even cutting time on their
breaks, to go above and be-
yond caring for the residents.
Right now, the care cen-
ter has 48 residents. The max-
imum for the facility is 54.
Three of the current resi-
dents required three employ-
ees for assistance in mobility,
said Tonya Aldridge, LVN.
Aldridge also said more
certified nurses’ aides are
needed and that another class,

requiring the students to work
at the care center after com-
pletion, would help.

“We’re not asking for a ton
of people. Six people right now
would be adequate. Our girls
are really good about working
together,” Aldridge said. “I'm
not asking for us, I'm asking
for our residents. That's our
bottom line, taking care of our
residents.”

Nowell said Administra-
tor Robert Stecher has made

good decisions in letting go
employees who fail to show
up for work.

Also, there are a num-
ber of regular employees out
due to illness, injury or other
health reasons.

“We do not expect any
changes overnight. We want
you guys to know our posi-
tion and how we feel. As long
as our residents are taken care

Commissioners adopt
budget, tax rate

The Crockett County Commissioners’
Court unanimously approved and adopt-
ed the 2014 official County Budget and tax
rates during Monday’s regular meeting.
Taxpayers will see an increase in the over-
all tax rate of $.054. The total property tax
rate is $1.62158 per $100 evaluation com-
pared to last year’s rate of $1.56723.

The CCCCSD tax rate increased two
cents from $1.04 to $1.06 after voters ap-
proved a tax ratification election on Sept. 3.

The additional two cents will raise around
$400,000 for the school district. These funds
are not subject to state recapture.

The county effective tax rate increased
from $.051 to $.055. The commission-
ers voted in a previous to stay with the
effective tax rate, which raises the same
amount of revenue from property taxes as
last year’s budget. Property added to the
tax roll this year is $334,216. The county
has no debt obligations.

In the 2014 county budget, employ-
ees will receive salary increases of $150 a
month, or $1,800 per year.

Also, the budget includes $55,000 for
a new fire truck, $6,500 in animal control
for postage and supplies and a $400,000
increase for care center expenses.

Estimated revenues for the care cen-
ter also increased around $400,000 and
$44,000 for the Crockett County EMS.

Shut Down Obamacare,
Not the Government

exas’ junior sen-
ator in Washing-
ton, D.C., is causing
quite a stir. This is
nothing new, con-
sidering Ted Cruz has been
doing just that since be-
ing sworn in January. Cruz
has not followed the advice
that freshman senators are
there to be seen, not heard.
And I, along with many oth-
er Texans, am glad he is de-
fying conventional wisdom.

He now finds himself in
the eye of the storm regard-
ing the upcoming debate
on the federal government’s
continuing resolution —
which will allow the federal
government to operate for
a bit longer (it appears D.C.
has all but given up actually
passing a budget during the
Obama presidency).

At issue is Cruz’s advice
to defund Obamacare as part
of the package to keep the
federal government running.

The basic argument
against the defund strate-
gy goes like this: If Repub-
licans choose to defund
Obamacare, then the fed-
eral government will shut
down. If the federal govern-
ment shuts down, the Re-
publicans will be blamed
for it. If the Republicans are
blamed for it, then the di-
sastrous consequences of
the mid-1990s shutdown
will be repeated. Therefore,
it is necessary to keep the
government going and live
to fight another day, on an-
other issue.

However, I prefer Cruz’s
strategy. First of all, the sce-
nario he has proposed is not
analogous to the shutdown
in the mid '90s. The sena-
tor has posited that Repub-
licans should fund all of the
government except Obam-
acare. In the mid '90s, the
entire federal budget was
held ransom to the shut-
down. Secondly, as one close
Obama advisor put it, “Nev-
er let a crisis go to waste.”

What we are seeing every
day out of D.C. is the inabili-
ty of the Affordable Care Act
and its caretakers to proper-
ly implement (or understand)
the law. U.S. Rep. Nancy Pelo-
si, D-Calif., presciently stat-
ed, “We have to pass the bill
to know what is in it.” Unfor-
tunately, the more we come
to know what is in it, the
more the American people
do not like what they see.

In the past few days we
learned that UPS will no
longer cover spouses for
health care. Delta Airlines
has said that its health care
costs would skyrocket $100
million in 2014. The Nevada

Add to these items the
president’s unconstitution-
al decision to postpone the
employer mandate until af-
ter mid-term elections in
2015, congressional staff-
ers and aides doing all they
can to obtain a waiver from
the bill many of their bosses
helped write, and the fact the
Obama administration has
failed to meet any meaning-
ful deadline for implementa-
tion of the behemoth health
care bill, and it is easy to see
why Cruz is calling for the
defunding of the legislation.

The bill was so ill-con-
ceived and rushed through
Congress that Americans
have no idea of what this leg-
islation will look like in six
months, let alone six years.
Now, Cruz is taking the bold
step and calling for its com-
plete defunding. What is so
alarming is the opposition
he is facing in his own par-
ty from elected officials who
have denounced Obamacare
with ferocity but are unwill-
ing to take the steps neces-
sary to fix the problem.

The senator has presented
a sensible solution. Fund the
federal government except
Obamacare. Then President
Obama and Senate Major-
ity Leader Harry Reid, D-
Nev., will be forced to make
the decision to defund the
president’s signature piece
of legislation or shut down
the government (my guess is
on the latter). Then, as Cruz
has said, conservatives will
have to do something they
have not done in a while —
win the argument. But, it can
happen with articulate and
knowledgeable men such
as Cruz and Sen. Mike Lee,
R-Utah, leading the charge.
And now is the perfect time
to make that move.

If this is not the issue to
fight on, what is? I applaud
Cruz’s efforts and join in
his desire to “defund it.”

Lourt lets redistricting maps stand, for now

AUSTIN — A San Antonio
federal court on Sept. 6 or-
dered that redistricting maps
passed by the 2013 Texas Leg-
islature will serve as interim
plans and those plans would
be used in upcoming elections,
including 2014 elections.

Plaintiffs challenging the
maps allege racial discrimina-
tion in the drawing of bound-
aries in certain districts.

In its order, a three-judge
panel of the U.S. District Court
Western District of Texas San
Antonio Division noted the

matters increased in June
after the U.S. Supreme Court,
in effect, ruled that certain
sections of the Voting Rights
Act of 1965, and preclearance
in particular, may no longer
apply unless plaintiffs prove
racial discrimination still ex-
ists. Prior to the ruling, Texas
had been a “covered” jurisdic-
tion, meaning that because of
its history of racial discrimi-
nation in voting practices the

Teachers award scholarship to Ozona High School graduate

AUSTIN—This fall, Cyn-
thia Garcia, a 2013 gradu-
ate of Ozona High School, is
starting college with the help
of a $1,000 scholarship from
the Texas Classroom Teach-
ers Association.

Garcia, who attends
West Texas A&M University,
is among 82 deserving stu-
dents across the state to re-
ceive scholarships totaling
$128,500 from the TCTA
Scholarship Program, which
is funded by the estate of
the late Charles and Phyllis
Gottlieb.

When establishing the
scholarship criteria, TCTA
honored Phyllis Gottlieb’s
wishes, which were to cre-
ate a program unlike most
others. Rather than looking
solely at transcripts and se-
lecting only top academic
performers, who often have
multiple financial aid sourc-
es, TCTA chooses recipients
who have faced hardships
that make higher education
unlikely without help.

After two years at West
Texas A&M, Garcia plans to
transfer to The University of
Texas Health Science Center
at San Antonio to complete
her nursing degree.

medical field. T find both
very interesting and just

wrote in her application. “I
want to do the best I can as
a pediatric nurse, because
that is what patients de-
serve.”

Now in its fourth year,
the TCTA Scholarship Pro-
gram awards scholarships
in amounts up to $5,000 per
year for tuition and required
fees.

In 2010, the program
first awarded a total of
$29,500 to 17 students and
has increased those numbers
each year, making the total
awarded by the program so
far $335,000.

Scholarships must be
used to pursue courses of
study leading to recognized
degrees at accredited two- or
four-year colleges, communi-
ty colleges or career/techni-

cal schools. Recipients may
apply for continued assis-
tance based on satisfaction
of specific academic criteria
and availability of funds.

TCTA scholarship appli-
cations are due May 1 each
year and can be submitted
online at scholarship.tcta.
org<http://scholarship.tcta.
org>.

To be nominated, a stu-
dent must: be a high school
senior and a U.S. citizen
and Texas resident; demon-
strate financial need; have
a minimum GPA of 2.0 on a
4.0 scale; and demonstrate
the traits of strong person-
al character and potential
for success. Nominators’ or
nominees’ parents’ member-
ship in TCTA is neither an
advantage nor a disqualifier.
However, teachers/counsel-
ors may not nominate their
own children.

Teachers Association is a
nonprofit, independent pro-
fessional association serving
more than 50,000 Texas edu-
cators. Founded in 1927, TC-
TA is based in Austin and is
the only statewide teachers
association that limits active-
level membership to those di-
rectly involved in classroom
teaching or teaching support,
including librarians, counsel-
ors and teacher aides.

We will try our best to make
you feel welcome. We have
puzzles to work on that are
a bit challenging. If you have
not tried the Helping Hands
meals, you should. They put
on a pretty good feed. I still
think you guys would enjoy
the pool table and games.
Come on out, the coffee is on.
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of, we're okay. We're going to
be okay. We can provide ad-
equate care for the patients.
If adequate care becomes an
issue, absolutely we are the
first to say we need to look at
this,” Nowell said.

Stecher said the center
has received incompliance
tags on a resident’s family
member complaining about
not enough staff, an incident
where a resident fell and a
resident developing a bed
sore. He said the center has
not been tagged for inade-
quate staff.

The center has 10 days
to come up with a plan of
correction, has been fined
$2,500 and must have in ser-
vice training. Also, until the
center is cleared no new resi-
dents can be accepted.

Stecher said the goal is
to have everything cleared up
within a month. He also said
his own license will be re-
viewed.

“Part of our problem with
our nursing staff is they have
very little knowledge of state
regulations. Especially Paula

(Hester) being a new director of
nurses,” Stecher said. “Dr. (Mar-
cus) Sims, Paula and I are taking
amuch harder look at these res-
idents to make sure we can give
them adequate care.”

Board President John L.
Henderson said a balance be-
tween the staff, supervisors
and the board needs to be
found.

“The board’s concern was
to never deny patient care.
What we're looking for and
trying to achieve is a balance.
That doesn’t come overnight.
Our business is to watch
the budget, as it is Robert’s.
We have to please our resi-
dents first, then our employ-
ees, but we also have to meet
the wants and needs of peo-
ple paying for all this and
that’s the taxpayers,” Hen-
derson said. “Chain of com-
mand is very important. It is
truly a violation to avoid who
is your supervisor. We as the
board, it’s good that we’re
hearing this tonight. It helps
us understand the needs and
the wants. Without you all we
would not have a facility, but
at the same time we ask that
you all pull together and do
the best you can.”

The board has increased
the care center’s budget by
$400,000 for employee sal-
aries and benefits. Dr. Mar-
cus Sims said cost of the care
center has increased to more
than $1,000 a day. Crockett
County pays $3,000 a month
for each resident.

“We want as many em-
ployees as we can get. If you
have a good way of financing
this, I sure would be interest-
ed in hearing it. We're a com-
munity so we're going to work
on it together. People need to
understand the tremendous
expense,” Sims said.

A suggestion was made
by Sims about closing down
one of the center’s hallways
through attrition, as resi-
dents leave or pass away, and
start limiting incoming resi-
dents to just those that live
in Crockett County.

“This care center is for
Crockett County and paid for
by Crockett County. It comes
down to being able to care
for our residents,” he said.

Stecher said the center is
also having issues with fami-
ly members not paying resi-
dent’s bills.

Henderson said it’s time

to take steps in getting the
unpaid bills paid.

“We hate to deny care to
anyone, but people need to
pay. If they have a problem
with it, tell them to come see
us,” Henderson said.

Board member Jim Ske-
han said communication
from all sides is the key in
running the facility.

“I believe there needs to
be a commitment. It seems to
me there are some good ideas
on how we can make this bet-
ter. There were a lot of good
comments and there’s a lot
to work with,” Skehan said.

AMBULANCE SERVICE

The board approved to
buying a refurbished cardi-
ac monitor for the Crock-
ett County EMS. Cost will be
around $10,000.

EMS Coordinator Ed-
die Martin said the Crockett
County DeerFest has offered
to purchase new automated
external defibrillators (AED)
for the EMS and the Crockett
County Sheriff’s Office.

Martin said the DeerFest
can purchase have of the de-
fibrillators now and then the
rest in March.

JAIL SITUATION

Crockett County Sheriff
Robert Rodriguez said Upton
County has limited his of-
fice to only 15 inmates. Ro-
driguez said Crockett Coun-
ty has hit the limit in Upton
County, has one inmate in
Sutton County and three in
the local county jail.

Upton County has told Ro-
driguez they might make room
for two more inmates. Reagan
County is no longer taking in-
mates from other counties.

“The only solution I have
right now is to turn some
loose that really don’t need
to be turned loose. We need
to keep in mind that we need
to start thinking of getting
our own facility here pretty
quick,” Rodriguez said.

County Judge Fred De-
aton said that decision of a
new jail is one that needs to
be voted on by local citizens.

“I think we need to give
the citizens of Crockett Coun-
ty an opportunity to decide
what to do,” Rodriguez said.

The county budgets
$147,000 a year for inmate
housing, as well as $10,000
a year for prisoner transpor-
tation.

“The public has not come
to us enough to put it out to the
people to vote,” Deaton said.

RENFROE HIRED

AS COUNTY AGENT

The commissioners ap-
proved the hiring of Aaron
Renfroe as the new Crockett
County Texas Agrilife Agri-
culture Extension Agent. Ren-
froe takes office Nov. 1.

Renfroe is an Ozona High
School graduate, former Crock-
ett County 4-H member and a
Texas Tech University gradu-
ate. He has previously worked
in San Angelo for the Texas
AgriLife Extension Agency. He
is the son of Bobbie and Billy
Dell Renfroe, of Ozona.

“This is a great chance to
build the program. I would
like that opportunity to bring
it back, and get it back to the
elite level,” Renfroe said.

PARKS AND RECREATION

Heidi Sullivan presented
the commissioners with a re-
port from the Parks and Rec-
reation Board.

Sullivan and the commis-
sioners discussed placing re-
strooms, new playground
equipment, picnic areas,
shade and new trees at the
swimming pool park.

Sullivan said they are also
working on other plans for
other local parks, including
the north baseball and soft-
ball park and the rodeo park.

One idea for the rodeo
park is to give it a Wizard of
Oz theme, Sullivan said.

EMERGENCY SIREN

A change in the fire de-
partment emergency sirens
will be put into place regard-
ing vehicle accidents.

The siren system will
now be sounded for fires and
weather emergencies primar-
ily. For vehicle accidents, the
call will go out on emergency
officials’ radios and pagers
with the siren to be used only
if people do not respond.

The request for a change
came from local citizens Dennis
Clark and Louise Ledoux who
said the siren near their house
on the west hill is very loud.

“I know it may seem a lit-
tle unappreciative of our vol-
unteers, but I do feel that with
our modern and current com-
munications we have some-
times those sirens are pret-
ty excessive, especially when
you live near them. I'm not re-
questing you take them down
or not use it,” Clark said.

“I don’t want to total-
ly take it down and not use
it. Maybe move them further
out and not be in the middle
of houses,” Ledoux added.

The fire department uses
the sirens to alert firefight-
ers because radios and pages
don’t always work, said Fire
Chief Brian Morrow. Also, not
all of the 34 firefighters have
radios right now.

Morrow said the depart-
ment is working in correcting
that.

Also, the

sirens are

turned off from 9 p.m.-8 a.m.

“There are several op-
tions we can do, but I believe
the public needs to be edu-
cated why we use the sirens.

When the emergency is a
fire or weather, such as a tor-
nado, use the siren.

Branch also said he
would donate his radio back

to the fire station.

Brief Explanatory Statements of Proposed

Constitutional Amendments
Special Election November 5, 2013

Proposition Number 1
(HJR 62)

HIJR 62 proposes a constitu-
tional amendment to authorize
the legislature to provide by
statute for an exemption from
ad valorem taxation of all or
part of the market value of the
residence homestead of the
surviving spouse of a mem-
ber of the United States armed
services who is killed in ac-
tion, as long as the surviving
spouse has not remarried. An
eligible spouse who later quali-
fies a different property as the
surviving spouse’s residence
homestead could be authorized
by statute to receive an exemp-
tion from ad valorem taxation
in the same amount received
for the first qualifying home-
stead during the last year in
which the surviving spouse re-
ceived the exemption.

The proposed amendment
would appear on the ballot as
follows: “The constitutional
amendment authorizing the
legislature to provide for an ex-
emption from ad valorem taxa-
tion of all or part of the market
value of the residence home-
stead of the surviving spouse
of a member of the armed ser-
vices of the United States who
is killed in action.”

Proposition Number 2
(HJR 79)

HJR 79 proposes a constitu-
tional amendment to repeal
the constitutional provision re-
quiring the creation of a State
Medical Education Board
and a State Medical Educa-
tion Fund, neither of which is
in operation. No new loans
have been made from the fund
by the board in more than 25
years, and the board currently
has no appointees and receives
no program funding.

The proposed amendment will
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amend-
ment eliminating an obsolete
requirement for a State Medi-
cal Education Board and a
State Medical Education Fund,
neither of which is operation-
al.”

Proposition Number 3
(HJR 133)

HIJR 133 would authorize local
political subdivisions to extend
the length of time that aircraft

parts could remain temporar-
ily in this state before being
subject to ad valorem taxation.
Under current law, merchan-
dise, wares, and goods (includ-
ing aircraft parts) may remain
in this state temporarily for up
to 175 days before being sub-
ject to ad valorem taxation; the
proposed amendment would
permit taxing entities to extend
the exemption up to 730 days
after the date that a person ac-
quired or imported aircraft
parts in the state.

The proposed amendment will
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amend-
ment to authorize a political
subdivision of this state to ex-
tend the number of days that
aircraft parts that are exempt
from ad valorem taxation due
to their location in this state for
a temporary period may be lo-
cated in this state for purposes
of qualifying for the tax ex-
emption.”

Proposition Number 4
(HJR 24)

HIJR 24 proposes a constitu-
tional amendment that would
allow the legislature to provide
for an exemption from ad va-
lorem taxation of part of the
market value of the residence
homestead of a partially dis-
abled veteran or the surviving
spouse of a partially disabled
veteran if the residence home-
stead was donated to the dis-
abled veteran at no cost to the
veteran by a charitable organi-
zation.

The proposed amendment will
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amend-
ment authorizing the legisla-
ture to provide for an exemp-
tion from ad valorem taxation
of part of the market value of
the residence homestead of a
partially disabled veteran or
the surviving spouse of a par-
tially disabled veteran if the
residence homestead was do-
nated to the disabled veteran
by a charitable organization.”

Proposition Number 5
(SJR 18)

SJR 18 would amend the defi-
nition of “reverse mortgage”
to authorize the making of re-
verse mortgage loans for the
purchase of homestead prop-
erty in addition to the current

legal uses of those loans, and
would give lenders recourse
against borrowers who fail to
timely occupy the homestead
properties purchased with such
loans. SJR 18 would also add
to the definition of “reverse
mortgage” an extension of
credit that is not closed before
the 12th day after the lender
provides to the prospective
borrower a written notice sum-
marizing risks and conditions
of a reverse mortgage. The
language of the required notice
is prescribed in the resolution.

The proposed amendment will
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amend-
ment to authorize the making
of a reverse mortgage loan
for the purchase of homestead
property and to amend lender
disclosures and other require-
ments in connection with a re-
verse mortgage loan.”

Proposition Number 6
(SJR 1)

SJR 1 would create the State
Water Implementation Fund as
a special fund inside the state
treasury and outside the Gener-
al Revenue Fund. Money in the
fund would be administered by
the Texas Water Development
Board (TWDB) and would be
used to implement the state
water plan, as adopted by gen-
eral law, by TWDB.

The proposed amendment will
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amend-
ment providing for the creation
of the State Water Implemen-
tation Fund for Texas and the
State Water Implementation
Revenue Fund for Texas to as-
sist in the financing of priority
projects in the state water plan
to ensure the availability of ad-
equate water resources.”

Proposition Number 7
(HJR 87)

HIJR 87 proposes a constitu-
tional amendment to allow
home-rule municipalities to
adopt charter provisions autho-
rizing the filling of vacancies
in the governing body by ap-
pointment, but only when the
remainder of the vacant term
is less than 12 months. Under
current law, municipal voters
may adopt terms of office for
municipal officers longer than
two years, but upon approv-
ing longer terms of office, any
resulting vacancies in office
must be filled by special elec-
tion. The proposed amend-
ment would provide an option

for home-rule municipalities
to fill short-term vacancies
through appointment.

The proposed amendment will
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amend-
ment authorizing a home-rule
municipality to provide in its
charter the procedure to fill a
vacancy on its governing body
for which the unexpired term is
12 months or less.”

Proposition Number 8
(HJR 147 and SJR 54)

HIJR 147 would repeal the Tex-
as Constitution’s maximum
tax rate for a Hidalgo County
hospital district; the maximum
rate is currently set at 10 cents
per $100 valuation. This rate is
lower than the maximum tax
rate allowable for hospital dis-
tricts in all other counties in the
State (75 cents per $100 valu-
ation). The repeal of the con-
stitutional cap would authorize
hospital district tax rates in
Hidalgo County equal to the
hospital district tax rate laws
applicable to all other Texas
counties.

The proposed amendment will
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amend-
ment repealing Section 7, Ar-
ticle IX, Texas Constitution,
which relates to the creation
of a hospital district in Hidalgo
County.”

Proposition Number 9
(SJR 42)

SJR 42 would expand the po-
tential sanctions that the State
Commission on Judicial Con-
duct can issue following a
formal proceeding. This con-
stitutional amendment would
allow the Commission to issue
an order of public admonition,
warning, reprimand, or a re-
quirement to obtain additional
training or education in addi-
tion to the Commission’s cur-
rent authority to issue a public
censure or recommend remov-
al or retirement of a judge.

The proposed amendment will
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amend-
ment relating to expanding the
types of sanctions that may
be assessed against a judge or
justice following a formal pro-
ceeding instituted by the State
Commission on Judicial Con-
duct.”

IS ISSUED
The Texas Department
of State Health Services

on Sept. 3 urged people to
make sure they're vaccinated
against pertussis, or whoop-
ing cough, which often starts
with cold-like symptoms and
a mild cough.

The number of people sick
with pertussis this year is on
track to reach the highest
level in more than 50 years,
the agency said. Doctors who
suspect a pertussis infection
are required to report it to
their local health department
within one working day and
patients who have pertussis
should not go back to work
or school until they have
completed five days of anti-
biotic treatment.

The agency is urging par-
ents to check their children’s
shot records to be sure they
are completely vaccinated
against pertussis and should
keep infants, especially those
less than 6 months old, away
from people with a cough.

Crockett County Sheriff's Weekly Activity Report

Upton County Jail was full to capacity this past weekend which forced
Crockett County Sheriff Robert Rodriguez to make arrangements with other sur-
rounding counties for housing our overflow of inmates. Some of the surround-
ing counties will not house female inmates. This situation is expected to occur
more reqularly with the upcoming holiday months. Our county's aging jail fa-
cility has been reduced to a 72-hour lockup facility by the State's Jail Commis-
sion and could eventually be shut down completely. We currently are only al-
lowed to keep inmates for 72 hours maximum before sending them out to other
holding facilities. Crockett County citizens are paying at an average of $9,000
to $15,000 per month for the housing of inmates in other counties, where as
a new jail facility would help keep this money within our county. The decision
to release non-violent inmates from custody, so as to relieve overcrowding, will
be the sheriff's only option. If you are concerned, or wondering why Crock-
ett County cannot build its own jail facility, you are welcomed to talk with your

commissioners or the sheriff.

“We are very proud of our
Crockett County heroes,” said
County Judge Fred Deaton.

Hickman said he at the
time of the flood he was
working in the oilfield east of
Ozona.

He said the night of the
flood, he saw Gurley Draw
come up around midnight.

“It was pretty interesting
to see that draw come up. It
was pretty exciting for Ozo-
na to have that draw come up
like that. Little did we know
what was in store for us,”
Hickman said. “The water
kept rising.”

Hickman and Conklin
found a tourist with a boat
near the town square and

started traveling through
the town finding people that
needed help.

“If we had gotten across
the draw, we might have
saved some lives. That’s
where they really needed it,

but it was flowing too fast,”
Hickman said.

Local resident Roy Har-
rell wrote a letter earlier
this year to the commission-
ers’ court about Conklin and
Hickman asking them to be
recognized.

Conklin, now deceased, is
a cousin to Harrell and gave
Harrell the suggestion of be-
ing recognized before he
died. Hickman now lives in
Midland.

“Wilburn suggested and
I concur that Scott should
be recognized after all these
years as the unsung hero
during this traumatic time
in Ozona’s history,” Harrell
wrote in his letter. “Wilburn
said that more than 18 would
have died had not Scott and
young cousin Conklin not
contacted this tourist and
awakened him.”

After the 1954 flood, the
county constructed seven
conservation dams to help
prevent another flooding di-
saster in the county.
