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Editor’s note: The following is the first of 
four-part series on the Nov. 5 State Constitutional 
Amendment Election. This week, the series looks 
at Propositions 1, 4 and 3. Information provided 
by the League of Women Voters of Texas. 

AUSTIN, Texas – It will be 
up to Texas voters to decide 
in the Nov. 5, election wheth-
er or not nine amendments 
proposed by the Texas Leg-
islature should be added to 
the Texas Constitution. 

“The issues at stake af-
fect all Texans now and in 
the future, from proper-
ty tax exemptions to fund-
ing the water state plan” 
according to LWV-Texas Ed-
ucation Fund Chair, Linda 
Krefting. “Given the signifi-
cance of the issues and rela-
tive per¬manence of consti-
tutional amendments, voters 
need to understand each of 

the propositions to cast an 
informed vote.” 

PROPOSTIONS 1 AND 4
Two proposed amend-

ments involve property tax 
exemptions related to mil-
itary service. Proposition 1 
on the ballot would allow the 
surviving spouse of a mem-
ber of the U.S. armed servic-
es who was killed in action to 
be exempt from paying local 
property taxes based on all 
or part of the total appraised 
value of the homestead. 

State Rep. Chris Turner, 
D-Grand Prairie, the legisla-
tive author, said “Proposition 
1 will provide a 100 percent 
property tax exemption to 
the surviving spouses of ser-

vice members killed in service 
to country. It’s a small but 
meaningful way we can help 
and thank the Texas families 
who have made the ultimate 
sacrifice to protect our nation 
and our freedoms.”

Those with reserva-
tions about whether voters 
should approve Proposition 
1 are concerned that local 
govern¬ments would lose 
revenue, especially in cities 
and towns with large num-
bers of military families, and 
might have to increase taxes 
for other taxpayers.

Proposition 4 on the bal-
lot would provide a partial 
homestead property tax ex-
emption to a partially dis-
abled veteran or surviving 
spouse, if the homestead

School board okays county easement

First in a four-part series

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AUSTIN — The Texas Third 
Court of Appeals on Sept. 19 
overturned former U.S. Rep. 
Tom DeLay’s 2010 convic-
tion on charges of money-
laundering and conspiracy in 
an ethics case brought by the 
State of Texas.

In a 2-1 opinion, the major-
ity concluded that there was 
insufficient evidence of any 
felony offense that generated 
proceeds and, therefore, that 
the State failed to establish 
an element of the crime of 
money-laundering as alleged 
in the indictment.

DeLay resigned from Con-
gress in 2006 while the state's 
lawsuit against him, stem-
ming from fundraising activi-
ties in the 2002 election, was 
in progress. A Travis County 
jury convicted DeLay in No-
vember 2010 but he served no 
prison time.

BUCKLE UP YOUR CHILDREN
In conjunction with National 

Child Passenger Safety Week, 
Sept. 15-21, Texas Department 
of Transportation on Sept. 17 
announced it is offering free, 
year-round child safety seat 
inspections conducted by cer-
tified technicians.

Texas law requires that chil-
dren younger than 8 years of 
age, unless taller than 4 feet 
9 inches, must ride in safety 
seats. A new study by the 
Texas Transportation Insti-
tute found nearly nine out of 
10 Texas children were riding 
in safety seats, but many were 
not properly buckled. The 
new study also revealed 37 
percent of infants and tod-
dlers in Texas were secured 
incorrectly — or not at all — 
when riding in a vehicle.

MORE PATROLS

Texas Department of Public

Appellate court overturns DeLay conviction

Some sellers on eBay will list a minimum 
starting price for the item they’re trying to 
sell but will state in their comments that 
the item sells without a “reserve.”  I told 
one of them via e mail, “If an item fails to 
sell because it did not meet a minimum 
price, then that item did not sell without a 
reserve. The starting price is the reserve.”

She informed me, “Oh, you don’t know 
anything about auctions.”

You almost never ever see reserves at 
weekly livestock auctions, mostly because 
the consignor had freight expenses to get 
his cattle to the sale barn and he’s not go-
ing to pay for a return trip, or to send them 
to another sale barn. Most cattlemen real-
ize that the market price is what the bid-
ders are willing to pay on sale day. That’s 
why cattle go home in a different truck or 
trailer than the one they came in. What you 
might see is the auction owner having the 
last bid on the cattle because he didn’t feel 
they were bringing enough. This “market 
support” comes solely out of the auction 
man’s wallet and shows the buyers the auc-
tion owner will protect his consignors at all 
costs. It’s not a “reserve” because the cattle 
do change hands.

I’ve only heard of cattle at an auction 
barn not meeting a reserve one time in all 
my 40 year career. Actually it was three 
times... but it was the same cow all three 
times! I’ve written of Curlie Tinkle before 
but had to save this story until he was 
decomposing because I’m quite confident 

he’d have sued me for 
slander. He was the kind 
of man who’d do any-
thing to make a buck, 
except work for it.

Auction men will turn 
cartwheels to get a con-
signor’s business but not 
once did these men drive 
down Curlie’s bumpy 
road. They never gave 
him a free cap, jacket 
or even a ballpoint pen 
and there were no Mad 
Jack or Range Magazine 
calendars hanging in 

Curlie’s house that some auction man gave 
him. There were two auction barns within 
an hour of Curlie’s place and neither one of 
them was fighting for Curlie’s business.

In the auction business you spend 90 
percent of your time on 10 percent of the 
people and Curlie was living proof of this 
principle. Whenever he sent a single cow to 
the auction he’d call the sale barn owner 
five times during dinner to inquire as to 
what she might bring. Curlie was what 
politically correct people would call a “sub-
optimal spender”. He picked up pennies off 
the ground, saved old cans, and waited un-
til happy hour when drinks were half price. 
For future use he collected toilet paper 
hanging from trees the day after Hallow-
een. Those who knew him better said that 
the reason Curlie lived so long was that he 

wanted to put off paying funeral expenses 
as long as he could.

One time Curlie took one of his shelly old 
cows to the auction to sell her. Or, in this 
case, not sell her. That’s right, he bid her 
up to a price he was willing to take, which 
was 75 percent more than she was worth. 
Then he complained vociferously and said 
he was taking her to a different auction 
where she’d be more fully appreciated.

But she wasn’t. She didn’t meet Curlie’s 
price once again so he took her back to the 
original auction where she proceeded to 
die. Before she was sold! Curlie said it was 
because the hay was bad, or she was fed 
too little, or too much. He showed the auc-
tion man the previous week’s sale report 
and told him he wanted the very top of the 
market for his shelly cow. To quote Charlie 
Dickens, he had “Great Expectations”.

The auction man knew that arguing with 
Curlie would be like arguing with a fence 
post, and also that Curlie had a leaky 
mouth. He’d bad-mouth him to everyone 
for miles around. So he said, “I’ll pay your 
price, Curlie, but you have to promise me 
one thing.”

“What’s that,” asked a surly Curlie.
“That you never, ever, bring me another 

animal to sell for you.”
The auction man met his reserve, you 

might say. He paid his price. And the auc-
tion man told me that “dead cow agree-
ment” was the best bad deal he ever made.
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Constitution Day: People, Press, 
Public’s Right to Know 

In the summer of 
1787, the nation’s 
most influential law-
yers, generals and 
politicians gathered 

in Philadelphia with a single 
purpose: To create a gov-
ernment that was ruled by 
the people instead of rul-
ing them.

The first words of the 
Constitution underscored 
this principal: “We, the peo-
ple, of the United States of 
America…”

To protect the people’s 
power, our founding fathers 
carefully divided the gov-
ernment into three branch-
es. With this system, no one 
person or governmental 
branch could ever rule with 
absolute authority.

The checks and balanc-
es provide a framework for 
the government. Howev-
er, the cornerstone of our 
democracy is the unique 
privilege and responsibili-
ty of every citizen to be en-
gaged through voting, pub-
lic offices, representation in 
Congress and myriad oth-
er ways.

For a society to be re-
sponsible and powerful, it 
must be informed. Our free 
press, protected by the first 
Constitutional amendment, 
plays a critical role in en-
suring that every Ameri-
can has constant access to 
important and trustworthy 
news.

Thomas Jefferson once 
said, “Were it left to me to 
decide whether we should 
have a government with-
out newspapers, or news-
papers without a govern-
ment, I should not hesitate 
a moment to prefer the lat-
ter. But I should mean that 
every man should receive 
those papers and be capa-
ble of reading them.”

As he emphasized, this 
free flow of information 
to the public is essential 
to preserving our Ameri-
can democracy. In addition 
to educating and reporting, 
the press serves as the pub-
lic’s independent watch-
dog, charged with keeping 
governments, businesses 
and other organizations in 
check.

What other institution 
has the power to talk to 
key leaders, inspire social 
change and uncover corrup-
tion, while analyzing and 
providing context for ma-
jor global events? Thanks 
to diligent reporting, citi-
zens are empowered to take 
a stance on critical issues, 

enact 
change 
and de-
mand the 
best from 
their lead-
ers.

Recent 
headlines 
have dem-
onstrat-
ed that 
we can’t 
take the 
power of 
the press 

for granted. After it was re-
vealed this summer that 
the government secret-
ly obtained AP phone re-
cords and the email con-
tent of Fox News reporter 
James Rosen, while also rul-
ing that New York Times re-
porter James Risen must 
disclose his confidential 
sources, it became clear 
that confidential sourc-
es and the integrity of the 
newsgathering process 
must also be specifically 
protected.

Without a free press that 
can defend its sources, 
American democracy will 
suffer. The Newspaper As-
sociation of America ap-
plauded the vote last week 
by the Senate Judiciary 
Committee to approve the 
Free Flow of Information 
Act for vote in the Senate. 
This bill represents a crit-
ical step in preserving the 
public’s right to know while 
still ensuring effective law 
enforcement.

While we celebrate this, 
we know that news orga-
nizations and the govern-
ment itself comprise only 
a piece of the equation. To 
have a strong democracy 
and educated citizenry, it is 
up to you to take advantage 
of your opportunities to be 
engaged. It is up to you to 
stay informed by reading 
newspapers, visiting their 
websites or accessing their 
news apps, and up to you to 
show up at the polls on No-
vember 5.

The Constitution was rat-
ified on Sept. 17, a day that 
we continue to commemo-
rate every year as the birth 
of our uniquely Ameri-
can government. There is 
no better way to honor our 
Constitution and our found-
ing fathers than by exercis-
ing our individual right to 
be informed.

Good record keeping is essential in small business

owner, I know how hard it is 
to operate a successful busi-
ness.

has been donated by a chari-
table organization at no cost 
to the veteran. The percent-
age of the exemption would 
be equal to the percentage of 
disability of the veteran. Vet-
erans who are 100 percent 
disabled, and their surviving 
spouses, are already eligible 
for a 100 percent exemption. 

Legislative author, State 
Rep. Charles Perry, R-Lub-
bock, said Proposition 4 “re-
moves barriers communities 
and organizations face when 
helping out our disabled vet-
erans by taking away the 
tax burden associated with 
the gift of a home” allowing 
those who sacrificed defend-
ing our freedoms to heal fo-
cusing “on their dreams, ca-
reer and family without the 
worry of losing their home.” 

Others might be con-
cerned that singling out one 
group for special tax exemp-
tion status, even though de-
serving, raises issues of uni-
formity in taxation and could 
open the door to continued 
erosion of the tax base. 

PROPOSITION 3
Proposition 3 would pro-

vide an extension to an ex-
isting exemption, commonly 
referred to as a “freeport ex-
emption,” from property tax-
es on eligible property that 
is in Texas temporarily, such 
as various types of merchan-

dise used in manufacturing 
or processing. The proposed 
amendment, which applies 
only to aircraft and aircraft 
parts, would allow local gov-
ernments to extend the time 
before the property has to be 
transported outside of the 
state from 175 days up to 
730 days. 

Those supporting Propo-
sition 3 believe the proposed 
extension would provide an 
economic development tool 
intended to make Texas com-
petitive in the aerospace in-
dustry that contributes bil-
lions to the state’s economy, 
because most other states 
don’t impose a tax on inven-
tory. Granting an extension 
would be totally at the option 
of each local government al-
ready granting an exemption.

Others are concerned 
that an additional extension 
for aircraft and aircraft parts 
would reduce local tax reve-
nue and favor one industry 
over others. 

Those who vote in the 
Nov. 5 election will deter-
mine whether or not to allow 
local governments to extend 
the time that aircraft and 
aircraft parts can remain in 
the jurisdiction before being 
transported out of state.

YOUR LIE JUST CROAKED
	 Two Tarrant County 
game wardens were checking 
a field on opening day when 
they found two men sitting 
around a stock tank with 
shotguns and a moving dove 
decoy set out. The father-son 
duo was contacted by the 
wardens and it was discov-
ered that the father, who was 
from out-of-state, did not 
have a hunting license. The 
father told the wardens that 
he was not hunting dove, and 
that the shotgun and empty 
hulls by his seat were from 
shooting at bullfrogs. The 
wardens informed the man 
that he needed a license to 
hunt bullfrogs, as well.

TROUBLE IN THE FIELD
 A Shackelford County 

game warden was checking 
local fields for early hunters 
when he found a field with a 
high concentration of dove. 
After investigating the sun-
flower field further, the war-
den found wheat seed. Later 
that night, the warden came 
back to the field to confirm 
it was baited and found that 
wheat seed had been spread 
all the way around the field 
and in each mowed strip. The 
next morning, the shooting 
started and the warden made 

contact with a group who 
said they were surprised to 
see the bait. One subject was 
even more surprised that the 
nighthawk he shot was not a 
dove.

FISHING IN THE DARK
 Two game wardens re-

ceived information-including 
the time and place, that a 
Mexican commercial fisher-
man would be out on Lake 
Falcon picking up gill net. 
When the wardens checked 
the lake at the reported time, 
they saw a vessel without 
navigation lights operating 
in the dark. They moved in 
for a closer look, made con-
tact with the vessel, and 
found a fisherman pulling in 
the last section of gill net. He 
was placed in custody for no 
commercial fishing license 
and possession of illegal 
fishing device (1,980 feet of 
gillnet).

CAN I KEEP HIM?
 A San Patricio County 

game warden received an 
Operation Game Thief call 
about someone keeping 
white tailed deer as pets. 
With the help of another San 
Patricio County game war-
den, they found the property 
where the deer were being 
kept. Hidden behind a trailer 
park on several acres of high 
fence with a mixture of fal-
low and axis deer were one 
doe, one buck, and one very 
young fawn whitetail. After 

the wardens talked to sev-
eral neighbors, the property 
owner was located and ques-
tioned.  He said that he knew 
the day would come when he 
would get caught.  He claimed 
the oldest animal jumped in 
his pen and never left and 
the other two were brought 
to him to be cared for after 
they were found abandoned.  
A citation was issued for 
possession of white tailed 
deer without permits and the 
deer were relocated.

DRIVING DANGEROUSLY
While driving through 

the Rio Grande Valley af-
ter  working during opening 
weekend, a game warden 
stopped a vehicle in Brooks 
County that was being driv-
en erratically and also had 
an expired registration. Af-
ter the driver consented to 
a search, the warden found 
approximately 25 grams of 
cocaine for which the driver 
was arrested.

PRICKLY SITUATION 
A game warden was con-

tacted by U.S. Border Patrol 
about some peyote cactus 
they had found on a ranch. 
The federal agents were 
tracking illegal immigrants 
when they found three bur-
lap sacks full of peyote, and 
the warden was contacted to 
help them dispose of it. The 
total weight of the peyote 
was 297 pounds with a value 
of almost $24,000.

Texas Game Warden Field Notes

AUSTIN – Beginning 
Thursday, Sept. 19, hunt-
ers who need to complete 
the state’s required hunter 
education will have expand-
ed contemporary options 
designed to be more con-
venient, flexible and acces-
sible.

Anyone born after Sept. 
1, 1971, must successfully 
complete a hunter education 
training course or purchase 
a one-time deferral good for 
one license year in order to 
hunt legally in Texas. 

The certification is valid 
for life and is honored in all 
other states and provinces.

The new options for 

hunter education certifica-
tion include a streamlined, 
one-day basic course and an 
option for anyone 17 years 
of age or older to take the 
hunting safety training com-
pletely online. 

The combination online 
home study and 4 to 5 hour 
skills field day course will 
still be offered, as well as 
advanced hunter education 
and in high school and col-
lege courses across the state.

The basic course will 
introduce and demonstrate 
skills focused on essential 
core competencies of safe, 
legal and ethical hunting.

Since mandatory hunter 

education first started in 
1988, the number of hunting 
accidents and hunting fa-
talities has steadily declined 
to less than 3 per 100,000 
hunters. 

Few accidents involved 
those who had completed 
hunter education.

human smuggling and traf-
ficking, drug smuggling, 
stash house operations and 
home invasions, plus the in-
crease of traffic and crashes 
on roadways.

SURVEY ESTIMATES 
POVERTY RATE

The U.S. Census Bureau’s 
American Community Survey 
shows more than 4.5 million 
or 17.9 percent of Texans 
are living in poverty, nearly 
two points above the 2008 
pre-recession poverty rate 
of 16 percent. A two-parent, 
one-child family with annual 
income of $18,480 or less 
meets the poverty defini-
tion.

The Center for Public Policy 
Priorities, an Austin-based, 
non-partisan think-tank,

and keep Texas strong.

“Poverty is not an insur-
mountable problem. We know 
what works; we’ve proven it 
before,” wrote Frances Devin-
ey, a senior research associ-
ate with the Center for Public 
Policy Priorities. "It’s time for 
Texas and the U.S. to decide 
that our current poverty rates 
are unacceptable and com-
mit to solutions that we know 
make a real difference.”

WILD BIRD 
PROMPTS LETTER

Texas Railroad Commis-
sioner David Porter on Sept. 
13 wrote to Daniel Ashe, Di-
rector of the U.S. Fish and 
Wildlife Service, regarding 
the Lesser Prairie Chicken, a 
prairie-dwelling bird that nat-
urally inhabits Texas, includ-
ing parts where oil and gas 
exploration is on the increase. 
The non-game, rare-species 
bird has been a candidate for 
federal protection since 1998.

“I am writing to express 
my strong opposition to list-
ing the Lesser Prairie Chicken 
as threatened or endangered 
under the Endangered Spe-
cies Act,” Porter wrote. “As 
the primary regulator of the 
oil and gas industry in Texas, 
an industry that would be 
significantly affected by this 
decision, I feel it is imperative 
that the detrimental impacts 
of such a listing are fully un-
derstood and appreciated.”

Porter went on to note the 
economic gains tied to the oil 
and gas industry and added, 
“I firmly believe this matter 
should be left for the states 
to address through a collab-
orative conservation plan.”
