The oil and gas industry
was honored and got to show
off during the 4th Bi-Annual
South West Show last week.

Filling the Crockett Coun-
ty Fair Park Convention Center,
businesses had booths with the
latest products and technology.

“The oil and gas industry
is the number one economic
source in Crockett County. We
wanted to show our apprecia-
tion for that base. We created
this event that both impacts
our community and draws in
people that use these services
every day,” said Shanon Bigger-
staff, executive director of the
Ozona Chamber of Commerce.

Texas Railroad Commis-
sioner Christi Craddick spoke
to industry members, coun-
ty officials and local citizens
during the show’s luncheon.
Craddick spent last week visit-
ing West Texas, making stops
in Abilene and Sweetwater be-
fore coming to Ozona.

“This is a great industry
that I grew up in,” said Cradd-
ick, a Midland native. “It’s cre-
ating growth and jobs in this
state and country.”

Craddick said in Texas 1.7
millions of oil barrels are be-
ing produced a day. She also

Voters will decide
on water project funds

Editor’s note: The following is the third of
four-part series on the Nov. 5 State Constitutional
Amendment Election. This week, the series looks at
Proposition 6. Information provided by the League
of Women Voters of Texas and The Texas Tribune.

AUSTIN - If Texas vot-
ers approve, Proposition 6 on
the Nov. 5 ballot would estab-
lish two funds to finance local
water projects prioritized by
the Texas Water Development
Board (TWDB).

The funds created would
receive an initial transfer of §2
billion from the state’s Rainy
Day Fund to provide low-inter-
est loans for water projects in
the state water plan and pro-
vide a revolving cash flow as
loans are repaid.

According to Senator Tom-
my Williams, R-The Wood-
lands, the legislative author,
the Texas of tomorrow needs
“an additional 7.5 million
acre-feet of water per year by
2050. Local officials have pri-
oritized projects to meet this
demand, but the high price tag
can delay or prevent impor-
tant investments. Proposition
6 will provide funding without
raising taxes to keep the water
flowing for growing cities, in-
dustry and farmers.”

Others believe the two new
funds that would be estab-

lished are unnecessary as there
is already available funding for
water development projects
administered by TWDB. Tak-
ing money from the Rainy Day
Fund could reduce the state’s
excellent credit rating and af-
fect the state’s ability to re-
spond to a natural disaster or
other emergency situations.

Gov. Rick Perry visited
San Angelo last week pushing
voters to cast ballots for the
proposition.

“If Texas is to remain the
best place to live, work, grow
your business or raise your
family, we must ensure ade-
quate supplies for generations
to come,” Perry said, accord-
ing to a Texas Tribune article.

Perry made the announce-
ment at O.C. Fisher Reservoir,
which is completely dry, accord-
ing to San Angelo State Park Su-
perintendent Kurt Kemp.

Several conservatives op-
pose the amendment, arguing
that pulling money from the
Rainy Day Fund would endan-
ger Texas' economic health.
They say that if water is the
priority that proponents say it

The wind energy ranching stories

Focusing on the stories of the
ranchers and landowners that prop-
erties are now home to wind ener-
gy turbines is the focus of Scott
White's book "Viento - Wind, Tur-

bines and Ranchland.”

White, who works at the Na-
tional Ranching Heritage Center at
Texas Tech University in Lubbock,
was the guest speaker at Monday's
Friends of the Library annual meet-
ing and dinner at the Civic Center.

"It's a very personal issue. For
some it was a new use of their land,
but in some cases it was a loss to
the use of the land,"” White said.

In his book, White reports oral
histories of ranchers from Texas, New
Mexico, Oklahoma and Kansas who all
have had land impacted by the wind en-

ergy industry by giving up parts of their
ranch for wind turbines.

While White talked a little about the
wind energy industry, he said he main nrhc.ttu.edu.

focus of the book was "talking
to people about how they felt"
about the issue.

"These are personal
feelings. A lot of people I talk-
ed to have been on their land
for generations," he said.

White said some ranch-
ers saw the wind turbines as a
way to save their land. Others
spoke out against the wind-
mills saying they gave "the
sense of a loss of privacy."

"The main concern people
had was the care of the land.
They all wanted to be good
stewards of the land,” White
said. "This book was the op-
portunity to capture how land
use is changing."

Ozona man killed
In two-vehicle accident

An Ozona man was Kkilled
Saturday afternoon in a two-ve-
hicle accident north of Ozona.

Ezekiel R. “Tiny” Rivera, 61,
was pronounced dead by Tom
Green County Justice of the
Peace Eddie Howard at Shannon
Medical Center in San Angelo, ac-
cording to a report from the Tex-
as Department of Public Safety.

The collision occurred at
the intersection of U.S. High-
way 190 and State Highway 163
known as Midway Lane.

Rivera, driving a 1995 Mit-
subishi pickup, heading south
on State Highway 163 when the

pickup struck a trailer being
pulled by a 2005 Peterbilt Truck
driven by Johnny Smith, of Ant-
lers, Okla., the report stated.

Smith was heading east on
U.S. Highway 190. The report
stated Smith’s vehicle came to
a complete stop and was in the
process of turning north on
State Highway 163 when the
two vehicles collided. Rivera
was wearing a seatbelt.

The accident was investi-
gated by DPS Troopers Castulo
(Junior) Bilano, Scott Prater and
Rito Renteria.

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Lack of action could leave rural Texas in the dust

A recent announcement by
the Texas Department of Trans-
portation (TXDOT) to start con-
verting asphalt roads to grav-
el has a lot of ranchers worried.
I fear this proposal could leave
us literally in the dust.

It’s easy to put all the blame
on TXDOT for this predicament.
We are all aware of the issues
landowners have experienced
with our state’s transportation
department over the years. But,
I'll go out on a limb here and
say they aren’t solely to blame.

During the third and final spe-
cial session of the 2013 Tex-
as Legislature lawmakers final-

ly passed leg-
islation to help
fund TXDOT.
What's bad is
the legislation
fell billions of
dollars short
of the funds
needed to
maintain the

roads we have. — caArT EMAN' s

The legisla-
tion also called
for a constitu-

tional amendment to be passed
by Texas voters to initiate much
of the funding, but this election
will not occur until 2014.

With a lack of necessary dol-
lars, TXDOT has only three
choices. They can do nothing
to those rural roads that are in
need of major repairs. They can
fully pave and repair a select few
roads and do nothing to the oth-
ers. Or they can stretch their dol-
lar as far as they can and tem-
porarily turn those deteriorating
paved roads into gravel roads.

At this point TXDOT has opt-
ed for the third choice. The
roads they’ve initially proposed

to convert to gravel are in four
counties in South Texas and
two counties in West Texas, to-
taling around 85 miles. These
roads are in such bad shape be-
cause thousands of trucks trav-
el them due to the oil and gas
boom in these areas.

Maybe the oil and gas indus-
try should share in the costs to
help maintain these roads.

The oil and gas industry is im-
portant to the Texas economy,
and we need to work with this
economic engine to keep it thriv-
ing. That means taking care of
the roads that allow them to pro-
duce and transport their product.

Unfortunately, the oil and gas
industry is its own worst ene-
my. They tear up roads without
a plan to repair or fix them hop-
ing TXDOT bails them out.

Cattle raisers have strongly
urged the oil and gas industry to
help fund the repair and main-
tenance of the rural roads. The
legislature has tried to encour-
age them to do so, but those at-
tempts have been stopped.

In fairness, the oil and gas
industry does pay a lot of tax-
es to the State of Texas. Some
companies are doing the right
thing and offering addition-
al financial assistance for road

repair, but many are not. Some
have mentioned that counties
take over the repair and main-
tenance of these roads. That’s
simply not a viable option con-
sidering that most counties
can barely take care of their
own roads.

Tell your elected officials to
make farm-to-market and ru-
ral-ranch road funding a priori-
ty before we start to see more of
our rural roads turn to dust.

And people say newspa-
pers are dead? Come on,
people. Have a brain.

Newspapers are alive
and lively. Our communi-
ties shrivel and die when
there is no newspaper.

The fact is: the Inter-
net is no enemy of a
good community newspa-
per. The enemy of a good
newspaper is indifference.
A community that doesn’t
care about honesty and
clean government, effec-
tive schools, invigorat-
ing community service or
the connections that bind
us into a functioning so-
ciety is a community that
doesn’t need a newspaper.
That community won’t be
around long.

Good communities make
good newspapers and

vice ver-

sa. We have
all faced a
rough econ-
omy. We all
are looking
at how dig-
ital trans-
formation
affects ev-
ery aspect
of our lives.
But as pres-
ident of
the Nation-
al Newspaper Association,
which represents near-

ly 2,200 community news-
papers, as well as a pub-
lisher of thriving weekly
newspapers in Georgia,

I am now calling for the
death of the “newspapers
are dead” rumor. We can’t
afford it.

NNA'’s research in part-
nership with the Univer-
sity of Missouri R J Reyn-
olds Institute reports 83
percent of the people in
towns with community
newspapers say they rely
on those newspapers as
their principal source of
news and information.

We print better looking
pages than ever because
of advanced technolo-
gies. We can shoot vid-
eo for our websites with
as up-to-the minute preci-
sion as TV crews. We put
out tweets and posts and
pin pictures to new so-
cial media sites. The In-
ternet isn’t going to kill
us. It's giving us new tools
to work better, faster and
smarter.

People who say other-
wise aren’t reading their
community newspapers.
They are missing the real
news.

budget impasse results i shutdown

AUSTIN — At midnight on
Oct. 1, the federal government
shut down for the first time
in 17 years, when the U.S.
House and U.S. Senate did not
agree on an appropriations
bill or continuing resolution
to fund fiscal year 2014 at an
estimated cost of $3.8 trillion.

Before the shutdown, to pre-
pare Texas, Gov. Rick Perry on
Sept. 30 delivered a statement
that included this sentence:
“In anticipation of the fed-
eral government’s looming
shutdown, I directed state
agencies that will be affected
by the suspension of federal
funding to develop contingen-
cy plans to prioritize essential
functions and use existing
budget transfer authority to
allow these services to Texans
to continue until Washington
gridlock ends.”

Now, “shutdown” sug-
gests that whatever is feder-
ally funded would cease to
function, but some federal
agencies or personnel within

certain agencies that are
considered essential were
ordered by the Obama admin-
istration to stay on the job
Oct. 1, and in the days follow-
ing, more were called back to
work.

While the Republican Party-
controlled House did pass
an appropriations bill con-
taining language to defund
the Affordable Care Act, the
Democratic Party-controlled
Senate stripped the defunding
measure from the House bill.
Further negotiations proved
unsuccessful.

Before Oct. 1, President
Obama promised to veto leg-
islation to defund the health
care law and urged the Con-
gress to pass a budget that
funds the government “with
no partisan strings attached.”

The standoff could end this
week or go on indefinitely.
The next big deadline facing

Congress is Oct. 17, the date
when the federal government
reaches its debt limit of $16.8
trillion. If no deal to increase
the debt limit is reached by
then, the United States will
default on its loans and its
credit rating may be down-
graded, making it harder and
costlier to borrow from other
nations. Two nations holding
U.S. debt to the tune of over
$1 trillion each are China
and Japan. Some in Congress
say raising the debt limit is a
do-or-die issue, while oth-
ers don’t seem moved by the
prospect of a default.

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Social media requires conversation
between parents and teens

Social media and internet
safety is more than just set-
ting a filter and parental con-
trols on a computer.

In order to really achieve a
child is being safe in the tech-
nological world, it takes par-
ent interaction.

During the “Understand-
ing Social Media for Parents”
program held last week at the
First Baptist Church.

“You can’t be there all
the time to be this guard for
your kid. The key is to help
them make these decisions
for themselves,” said speaker
Lyle Huddlestun, First Baptist
Church Youth Pastor.

Huddlestun took the par-
ents and community members
in attendance through the
various popular social media
sites, such as Facebook, Twit-
ter, Google Plus, LinkedIn and
Pinterest.

He also touched on vid-
eo social media like You Tube,
Facetime and Skype.

A couple of site unfamil-
iar to most in attendance were
Tumblr, a site that is a con-
stant feed or bulletin board of
photos posted by users, and
Snapchat, a site where users
communicate with each oth-
er through photos or texts.
Within 30 seconds, the photo
or message disappears on the
users Snapchat board.

Huddlestun said Snapchat
is widely used right now with
teens because users think the
photo or message is gone af-
ter 30 years. In actuality, the
image or text is still in the da-
tabase.

“There’s a false sense of
security when using a page
like this,” Huddlestun said.
“Teenagers will put things out
there to see what’s being ac-
cepted.”

Huddlestun said teens en-
joy social media because it’s
something they can do in iso-
lation, but they don’t grasp
the concept that they are post-
ing images and information to
an entire world.

“It’s hard to lead your chil-
dren when you can’t see where
they are going. If you don’t do
anything, kids fall through
the crack and you lose them,”
Huddlestun said. “Technology
is a good resource but it’s mis-
used.”

In his presentation, Hud-
dlestun mentioned stud-
ies that state this is the first
generation that doesn’t need

adults to get information, they
broadcast all of their emotions
and they have external stimuli
at their fingertips 24-hours a
day with Smartphones, tablets
and computers.

He also said teens may
have two to three different ac-
counts on social media sites
to be used for different pur-
poses. One for their parents
and adults to see, where all
seems okay, and others where
the teen or child may be post-
ing things the parents would
find acceptable.

He also said females are
far more likely than males to
post personal photos or vid-
eos of themselves online. Fe-
males are also more social on
social media than males.

“We’re talking about the
identity factor. They are trying
to identify who they are. They
are trying out different iden-
tities to see how they are ac-
cepted. If it’s accepted it can
become a part of who they
are. They are in isolation, so
it's comfortable but they are
showing it to the world,” Hud-
dlestun said.

When searching for things
online, Huddlestun said it is
important to use reputable
search engines, like Bing or
Google, and be very specific.

Use quotation marks
around the search words, the
current year and use exact-
ly the words that need to be
identified.

“The more specific you are
about what information you
want, the better your search
will be,” Huddlestun said. “Re-
member, not everything on-
line is true.”

He also said first results,

often shaded in some color
like blue, grey or pink, are gen-
erally paid advertisements.
Look at the website address
before clicking and ask “is it
a reputable source and does it
make sense for what you are
searching,” he said.

If a site repeats the search
words multiple times in the
description, it’'s probably not
a good site.

Alerts can be set through
Google to search the web
for family member’s names
or business names at www.
google.com/alert.

Huddlestun also said
when teaching children about
online usage, overreacting,
cutting off all online access
and depending on internet fil-
ters don’t work.

“Technology no longer
has boundaries, know when to
cut it off. Focus on technology
that truly connects us to our
kids, model the balance and
do what you teach,” he said.
“What you do online, your
kids will emulate.”

In dealing with teens and
technology, Huddlestun said
parents need to be one step
close to intimacy than how
your teen communicates, with
the best intimacy being face-
to-face talking.

Some-
times they will show shocking
videos or photos to see how
you react. Don’t put shocked,”
he said.

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said while natural gas prices
have dropped, she sees future
potential for the industry.

Craddick said the agency
is "way behind" on technolo-
gy issues. The agency has a
backlog of 12,000 well com-
pletionreports. But as of Aug.
1, the commission has signed
a contract with an IT compa-
ny, and should have signifi-
cant updates to its Web site
in the next two years, making
it more efficient and trans-
parent. That's thanks to a vic-
tory in the Legislature, which
saw the agency gain permis-
sion to use more funds. The
commission has also gotten
more resources to hire more
inspectors.

“There are only six peo-
ple in the state legislature ac-
tively involved in the oil and
gas industry. They don’t un-
derstand what we do. We
know we’ve got some grow-
ing pains and challenges for
the next few years,” Craddick
said. “The legislature gets the
financial piece.”

Craddick said the agen-
cy's staff has been cut from
1,500 to 700. The agency is
also struggling to retain tal-
ent that may be otherwise
drawn to high-paying pri-
vate-sector jobs.

With $3 million from the
state legislature, Craddick
said they are hoping to hire

additional people and give
some cost-of-living raises to
those living in high cost ar-
eas, like Midland and Odessa.

“People can’t afford to
live where they are work-
ing. It's important the agency
have good people,” Craddick
said.

Craddick spoke out in
favor of Proposition 6, the
State Constitutional Amend-
ment that will transfer of $2
billion from the state’s Rainy
Day Fund to provide low-in-
terest loans for water proj-
ects in the state water plan
and provide a revolving cash
flow as loans are repaid. Vot-

ers will get to cast their bal-
lots Nov. 5 on the amend-
ment.

The majority of the fund-
ing for the Rainy Day Fund
comes from oil and gas.

“As an industry we re-
alized that we need to start
contributing.  The state
couldn’t have paid for these
if this industry wasn’t as vi-
brate,” Craddick said.

She said that the drought
in some ways has been a
good thing for the industry
because it has prompted the
industry to focus more on
water-saving technology and
recycling systems.

“Companies are trying to
do the right thing. We do un-
derstand West Texas,” she said.

On dealing with the feder-
al government, Craddick said
“they don’t get oil and gas.”

The Environmental Pro-
tection Agency keeps trying
o “put rules on top of ours,”
she said.

Craddick said "we do try
to work with the EPA," and that
Texas likes to have fact-based
rules. But the EPA, she says,
likes to "study it to death.”

“They do it backwards.
We do it right,” she said. “I'd
rather do business within our
state.”

PHOTO ID REQUIRED TO
VOTE IN PERSON

Texas now requires one
of seven photo identifica-
tions at the polls:

Texas Department of
Public Safety (DPS) issued
driver’s  license, person-
al identification card, con-
cealed handgun license or
election identification certif-
icate (EIC).

U.S. government issued
military identification card
with photograph, citizenship
or naturalization certificate
with photograph or passport.

The photo ID needs to
be current or have expired
no more than 60 days before
voting (citizenship and nat-
uralization certificates have

no expiration date).
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The name on the ID
should match the voter reg-
istration card. If names don’t
match, a voter may be accept-
ed if names are “substantial-
ly similar.” Addresses need
not match.

Voters with a document-
ed disability can apply for a
voter registration certificate
exempting them from the
photo ID requirement.

Voters without accept-
able ID can obtain an Election
Identification Certificate (EIC)
from Texas DPS at no cost by
providing proof of citizenship
and identity and regis—tering

to vote at DPS or showing a
voter registration card.

Voters who do not show
an acceptable ID at the polls
can vote a provisional ballot
and have 6 days to show the
required photo ID.

Photo ID is not required
to vote by mail. Voters may
apply for a mail ballot if 65
or older, ill or disabled, or ab-
sent from their county during
early voting and on elec—tion
day. Photo ID will be required
of first time voters whether
they vote by mail or in per-
son if a driver’s license or So-
cial Security number wasn’t

included with the voter regis-
tration application.

Only the seven photo IDs
above can be accepted at the
polls. Other photo IDs includ-
ing student IDs and employer
IDs cannot be accepted.

Early voting is from Oct.
21- Nov. 1. Crockett County
Voters can cast ballots from
8 a.m.-5 p.m. Monday-Friday
at the courthouse annex.

Election Day is Nov. 5
with polls open from 7 a.m.

McCamey deputy Killed i shooling

Editor’s note: Information for the following
article was compiled from reports by the Odessa
American and the Associated Press.

Upton County Deputy
Billy “Bubba” Kennedy, 37,
was killed Oct. 2 during a
in a shootout with a man at
the McCamey Stripes Conve-
nience Store.

Gary David Green, 50,
has been charged with capi-
tal murder in connection with
the shooting, and was in fair
condition at Medical Center
Hospital after being shot him-
self. Green is being held on a
$1 million bond through Up-
ton County.

The memorial service for
Deputy Billy 'Bubba’ Kennedy
was held Tuesday, Oct. 8, at
the Rankin Park Building with
burial following at the Rankin
Cemetery.

Kennedy grew up in Iraan.
He was employed as a deputy
sheriff for 14 years in Pecos,
Brown, and Upton Counties.
Kennedy met his wife Jodie,
while in college. The couple
has two sons, Lane McClay,
15, and Blake Dawson, 10.

The day after the shoot-
ing, the town of McCamey
went on lockdown when coun-
ty officials received telephone
threats.

The identity of the per-
son who made the treats was
unknown, but officials said it
was a person related to Green.

CBS 7, in Odessa, was re-
ported as saying the suspect

who made
the threats
is the son
of Green
and was
arrested.
Sever-
al people
who have
second-
hand
knowledge of the incident said
Green arrived at the Stripes
Convenience Store trying to
buy gas, food and drinks.

The man then told the
clerk he could not pay, and
started to become agitated,
saying, “I don’t want anybody
to get hurt.”

Although other details are
limited and sometimes con-
flicting, the sources all agreed
that a fight began between the
man and two deputies; one of
them was Kennedy and the
other was Deputy Thomas
Stiles, who has been with the
department for eight months
and was not injured.

Green, whose last known
address was in Godley, re-
cently spent time in prison.

U.S. Rep. Pete Gallego, D-
Alpine, whose district includes
Upton County, recognized and
remembered Kennedy on the
house floor last week.

Friends and family mem-
bers of Billy “Bubba” Kennedy
have set up a memorial fund
at the Tejas Bank locations in
Monahans and Iraan. The ac-
count number is 248282.

National Teen Driver Salety Week

Motor vehicle crash-
es continue to be the lead-
ing cause of death for teens.
Statistics show that teens are
most likely to have a crash
during the first six months af-
ter getting their license, which
is primarily due to their inex-
perience.

A new study by the Tex-
as A&M Transportation Insti-
tute (TTI) reports that driv-
ers agesl5 to 17 years old
are not only at a disadvan-
tage due to their lack of expe-
rience but also due to the in-
complete development of the
prefrontal cortex of the brain
- the part of the brain that
helps weigh the consequenc-
es of risky behavior. Accord-
ing to the study’s author, Rus-
sell Henk, this is the last part
of the brain to develop.

TTI also reports that teens
are eight times more likely to
be in a fatal crash when they
are carrying two or more teen
passengers. The Texas Grad-
uated Driver’s License (GDL)
law is designed to limit the
number of teen passengers
that can legally ride with a
novice driver. The GDL pro-
vides parents with the con-
trols to help keep their teen
drivers safe. However, many
parents are not aware of the
provisions of this law, which
are divided into two phases.
During phase one, the teen
driver must always be accom-
panied by a person at least
21 years of age. During phase
two, teens cannot operate a
motor vehicle with more than
one passenger who is younger
than 21 unless the addition-
al passengers are also family
members. Driving is prohib-
ited between midnight and 5
a.m., unless the teen is driving
to attend work or a school-re-
lated activity, or responding
to an emergency situation.
Cell phone use is also prohib-
ited during this second phase.
Making sure your teen follows
the GDL law can help get a
teen safely through the most
critical time when driver inex-

perience can lead to crashes.

This year’s campaign puts
the emphasis on both teens
and parents working togeth-
er to make safe new drivers.
Research shows that parents
play an important role in in-
creasing their teen’s driving
skills, as they have the great-
est influence over their teen’s
behavior. In fact, leading ex-
perts believe parents play a
key role in preventing teen
car crashes and deaths. Teens
with parents who set rules,
monitor their driving, and are
supportive are half as like-
ly to crash and twice as likely
to use seat belts as teens with
less involved parents. Par-
ents can help by talking with
their teens about safe driving
practices. Spending as much
time driving with your teen
in many different driving sit-
uations can significantly im-
pact your teen’s future driv-
ing practices.

Texas A&M Agrilife Ex-
tension Service agent Whitney
Walston reminds parents to
take advantage of the Nation-
al Teen Driver Safety Week to
talk to their teens about stay-
ing safe on the road. Follow

these tips to keep teens driv-
ing safely:
Practice driving with
your teen as often as possible.
Discuss your rules of
the road, and create a Parent-
Teen Driving Agreement.

- Model good driving be-
havior for your teen by always
using seat belts and never us-
ing a cell phone while driving.

Share your rules with
other parents and teens.

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How to make the best tasting venison sausage ever

I have made over 991,
990 pounds — yes, that’s
nearly a million pounds —
of sausage, smoked meats
and jerky.

can be electric or a manu-
ally operated, hand-crank
meat grinder.

place you use ground
meat, you can substitute
bulk venison sausage.

Bulk Breakfast Sausage

This recipe will make
ten pounds of venison
sausage. You will be using
6 pounds of venison and
4 pounds of beef or pork.
The beef or pork you add
to your venison sausage
should be no more that 70
percent lean.

1.) Place meat into the
freezer while you mix your
seasonings and set up
your grinder. Placing the
meat into the freezer be-
fore you grind will make it
easier to grind.

2.) Mix spices:

5 tablespoons salt

1 tablespoon ground
white pepper

2 tablespoons rubbed
sage (if you do not like
the taste of sage replace
with garlic powder or
minced garlic)

1 teaspoon ginger

5) Grind meat through
the 3/16 inch grinder
plate into the empty mix-
ing bowl. During grinding,
alternate venison and beef
or pork. To every three
or four pieces of venison,
grind one to two pieces of
beef or pork. This will help
distribute the beef or pork
more evenly. If you like
sausage with a finer tex-
ture, grind the meat a sec-
ond time.

6) Pour the seasoning
mixture over the ground
meat. With your glove cov-
ered hands, mix the sea-
sonings into the meat.
Make sure all meat and
seasons are thoroughly
and evenly mixed.

7) When vyou think
you have mixed the meat
enough, mix the meat again.
Mixing a ten to fifteen pound

This recipe will make 10

5) Turn lid upside
down onto butcher paper
for wrapping. If you plan on
stacking and freezing two or
more layers of patties, place
two sheets of waxed paper
between each layer of pat-
ties.

6.) Wrap your sausage
patties in butcher paper
and place into the freezer.

If you plan on vacuum
sealing your venison sau-
sage patties, place the sau-
sage patties onto a cookie
sheet covered with waxed
paper. Place the cook-
ie sheet in freezer for 20
minutes. Remove from
freezer and vacuum seal
your venison sausage pat-
ties. Partially freezing the
sausage patties before you
vacuum seal them will pre-
vent them from smashing.

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Who needs to take Hunter Education?

Every hunter (including out-of-state hunters) born on or after Sept. 2, 1971, must
successfully complete a Hunter Education Training Course. Minimum age of certification
is 9 years and cost is $15.

If you were born on or after September 2, 1971 and you are:

- under 9 years of age, you must be accompanied (*see definition).

- age 9 through 16, you must successfully complete a hunter education course, or
you must be accompanied* while hunting.

- age 17 and over, you must successfully complete a hunter education course; or

The most important end
result of learning how to
butcher a deer is great tast-
ing venison for your table.

When you consider how
to process a deer, for the best
tasting venison, make sure
you process a deer boneless.
This means the person going
through the steps of how to
butcher a deer does not use
a meat saw.

A meat cutter or deer
hunter who takes pride in
butchering a deer will send
home cuts of venison re-
sembling boneless cuts of
beef and pork you would
buy from the meat counter.

Trimming all external
fat from your boneless cuts
of venison will remove much
of the wild or gamey taste
when the package is open
and the venison is cooked.
Removing all venison fat is
an important aspect of how
to butcher a deer.

When it comes to talking
about how to process a deer,
I lean on my years of pro-

The first time I learned
how to process a deer, the
deer was mine. I cut it on a
meat saw. I could not stand
the taste of the venison
meat. The remaining 7,804
deer were all cut boneless.

I had many, many deer
hunting customers who
quickly learned how great
venison does taste when
butchering a deer boneless.
And their wives actually
loved to use and cook the
venison because it looked
like familiar cuts of meat.

The venison had no
“wild” odor because we
went through the steps of
butchering a deer boneless
instead of cutting through
the wild tasting bone mar-
row on a meat saw. Deer
hunters even said finicky
children cleaned venison
off their plates.

The real reward was
when the hunters would
come in saying, “Marty Pro-
kop, my wife told me to keep
hunting because the boneless
venison meat was so good.”

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Four new positives found in
Trans Pecos CWD surveillance

-Disease not discovered outside Containment Zone

AUSTIN - Nearly 300 tissue samples
were collected from hunter harvested
mule deer from the Trans Pecos ecoregion
of far West Texas during the 2012-13 sea-
son for Chronic Wasting Disease (CWD)
testing. Texas A&M Veterinary Medical
Diagnostic Laboratory and National Vet-
erinary Services Laboratories (NVSL) have
confirmed CWD in four of those samples.
All CWD-positive deer were harvested
within the CWD Containment Zone.

Of 298 deer sampled during hunting
season, 107 were harvested in the Con-
tainment Zone, 93 were harvested in the
adjacent High Risk Zone, 25 were harvest-
ed in the Buffer Zone, and 73 deer were
harvested outside of the CWD zones.
Nineteen of the samples collected from
the Containment Zone were from deer
harvested in the Hueco Mountains.

“The good news is that CWD has not
been detected in Texas outside of the
Hueco Mountains of northern El Paso
and Hudspeth counties,” said Mitch Lock-
wood, Big Game Program Director with
the Texas Parks and Wildlife Department.

Including the two positives reported
from TPWD’s strategic sampling effort
last summer, and the three positives re-
ported by New Mexico Game and Fish last

year, CWD has been detected in 9 of 31
deer sampled in the Hueco Mountains.

CWD is a member of the group of dis-
eases called transmissible spongiform
encephalopathies (TSEs). Other diseas-
es in this group include scrapie in sheep,
bovine spongiform encephalopathy (BSE
or mad cow disease) in cattle, and Cru-
etzfeldt-Jakob disease in humans. CWD
among cervids is a progressive, fatal dis-
ease that commonly results in altered be-
havior as a result of microscopic chang-
es made to the brain of affected animals.
An animal may carry the disease for years
without outward indication, but in the lat-
ter stages, signs may include listlessness,
lowering of the head, weight loss, repeti-
tive walking in set patterns, and a lack of
responsiveness. CWD is not known to af-
fect humans.

There is no vaccine or cure for CWD,
but steps have been taken to minimize
the risk of the disease spreading from be-
yond the area where it currently exists.
The Texas Parks and Wildlife Commis-
sion and Texas Animal Health Commis-
sion adopted rules restricting movement
of deer, elk, and other susceptible species
within or from the CWD Zones, and en-
hancing surveillance efforts.

COUNTRY STYLE VENISON STEW

1/2 1b. bacon or salt pork

2 Ib. venison steak

4 tbsp. flour

6 cups water or beef stock
1 1g. tomato, chopped

2 med. carrots, sliced

2 med. stalks celery, sliced
2 med. potatoes, in 1” cubes
1 dozen small white onions
1 tbsp. chopped parsley

1 cup fresh green peas

Salt and pepper to taste

Cut bacon into 1” cubes and saute
in large saucepan until lightly browned.
Remove and set aside. Cut venison into
1 1/2 or 2” pieces and brown over high
heat in 4 tbsp. bacon drippings. Stir in
flour. Lower heat and let brown 2-3 min-
utes, stirring several times. Add liquid
and let it simmer 1 hour or more until
venison begins to get tender, add more
liquid as necessary. Add all the other in-
gredients, except peas, and continue to
simmer to make a thick stew. Simmer
peas in a separate pan until done. Strain
and spoon over or around stew when
served. Great accompanied by buttered
corn muffins and a salad.

ROCKY MOUNTAIN SHISH KABOB

2-3 Ibs. venison round steak

2-3 medium onions, quartered

3-4 green bell peppers, quartered

1/2 pineapple peeled

3-4 tomatoes

4-5 potatoes, boiled but not cooked
completely

1 bottle teriyaki sauce

Marinate venison chunks in teriyaki
sauce for 2 to 3 hours. Drain marinade;
salt and pepper venison lightly. Cut
pineapple, tomatoes and potatoes into
chunks, and skewer venison with any
combination of fruit and vegetables de-
sired. Refrigerate until applewood coals
are ready. (Applewood enhances the fla-
vor of the meat and other ingredients.)
Roast slowly, turning often until meat is
thoroughly cooked. Serves 5 to 6.

VENISON STEAKS WITH WINE SAUCE

4 venison T-bone or loin steaks, cut
about 1/2 in. thick (about 1 1/2 1b.)

3 thsp. butter or margarine

Salt and pepper

1/2 cup dry red wine

1 tbsp. chopped parsley

1 tbsp. chopped chives

1 thsp. quince or currant jelly

1/8 tsp. nutmeg

Trim any excess fat from steaks. In 10-
inch skillet over medium heat, in hot but-
ter, fry steaks 3 or 4 minutes on each side
until medium or well done; sprinkle lightly
with salt and pepper; place on warm plat-
ter. In drippings, heat remaining ingre-
dients; spoon over steaks. Makes 4 serv-
ings.

CANNED VENISON
SLOPPY JOE MIX

4 1bs. lean venison (80% lean)

2 cups tomato catsup

2 1/2 cups water

3 cup chopped onion

1 (6 0z.) can tomato paste

1 tbsp. salt

1 1/2 cups chopped green pepper
1 thsp. sugar

3/4 tsp. pepper

Cook venison and onions until all pink
is gone from meat. Pour off excess fat.
Add all other ingredients; bring to a boil
and simmer 5 minutes. Pack into clean,
hot Mason pint jars, leaving 1” head space.
Adjust lids. Process at 15 pounds pres-
sure for 75 minutes, or 10 pounds. pres-
sure for 110 minutes. Makes 8 pints.

Serving Suggestions:

1. Sloppy Joes on a Bun: - For 6 sand-
wiches, heat 1 pint Sloppy Joe Mix (above)
to boiling and simmer 10 minutes. Spoon
mixture onto hot hamburger buns and
serve.

2. Chili-Con-Carne: - In a pan, mix 1
can or 2 cups cooked kidney beans, 1 pint
Sloppy Joe Mix (above), and chili powder
to taste. Heat to boiling and simmer 20
minutes. Serve with crackers or corn-
bread. Makes 4-6 servings.

3. Hamburger-Rice Casserole (Veni-
son): - Place equal amounts of cooked rice
and Sloppy Joe Mix (above) in a greased
baking dish in layers, starting and end-
ing with rice. Top with sliced or grated
cheese. Bake at 375 degrees for 30-40
minutes or until bubbly.

4. Venison Delight: - Cook 1 cup mac-
aroni according to package directions.
Drain and combine with 1 pint Sloppy Joe
Mix (above), 1 cup canned whole kernel
corn, 1/4 cup grated cheese. Pour into
creased casserole. Bake at 350 degrees
for 1 hour or until bubbly.

5. Ground Venison in Cabbage Leaves:
- Place 8 large cabbage leaves in boiling
water. Boil 2 minutes or until just limp.
Mix 1 pint Sloppy Joe Mix (above) and 2
cups cooked rice. Place mixture on each
cabbage leaf; roll leaves and hold with
toothpick. Place them close together in a
buttered dish. Dot each roll with marga-
rine. Bake rolls, covered, at 350 degrees
for 50-60 minutes or until cabbage leaves
are very tender.

MUSHROOM MEATLOAF

1 Ib. ground venison

1 Ib. ground beef

1 sleeve of Ritz crackers (crushed)

2 small onions, chopped

1 tsp. salt

1/2 tsp. pepper

2 eggs (beaten)

1 can roasted garlic cream of mushroom
soup

Mix together in large bowl. Bake at
350 for roughly 1 hour.
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HEARTY VENISON VEGGIE BAKE

2 cups prepared instant mashed
potatoes

1/3 cup butter or margarine,
melted

1 pound deer burger or other big
game burger

% cup chopped onion

2 teaspoons worcestershire sauce

% teaspoon salt

1/8 teaspoon pepper

2 eggs

1 cup small curd cottage cheese

2 medium tomatoes, sliced or
stewed sliced tomatoes

1 cup shredded Cheddar cheese

Heat oven to 350 degrees. In
medium mixing bowl, combine
potatoes and butter; mix well. Set
aside ¥ cup of the potato mixture.
Spread remaining potato mixture
in ungreased 9 inch baking dish;
set aside. In medium skillet, cook
meat and onion over medium heat,
stirring occasionally, until meat is
no longer pink and onion is tender.
Drain, if necessary. Stir in Worces-
ter shire sauce, salt, and pepper.
Spoon onto potato mixture in bak-
ing dish. In small mixing bowl,
blend eggs and cottage cheese;
pour over meat mixture. Top with
tomato slices. Sprinkle with Ched-
dar cheese. Spread with reserved
potato mixture. Bake uncovered
until set, about 20 minutes.

DOVES WITH PIQUANT SAUCE

10 dove breast fillets
1/4 cup flour

1/2 tsp. garlic salt
1/4 tsp. paprika

1/8 tsp. pepper

2 tbsp. shortening

Place flour, garlic salt, pa-
prika, and pepper in a plastic or
paper bag; add dove breasts and
shake until meat is well coated.
Heat shortening in medium skillet
and brown breasts on both sides.
Remove meat to platter and keep
warm while preparing sauce. (reci-
pe below)

PIQUANT SAUCE:

1 med. onion, sliced
1 tbsp. shortening
2/3 cup water

2 tsp. cornstarch

2 tsp. soy sauce

Cook and stir onion until crisp-
tender in same skillet used for
doves. Blend water, cornstarch and
soy sauce and pour into skillet.
Cook and stir constantly until sauce
thickens and boils. Continue stirring
and allow to boil for one minute.
Add doves to sauce, heat through,
and serve on bed of cooked rice.

GROUND JERKY

3 Ibs. ground venison

2 tsp. Tender Quick

1 tbsp. salt

1 tsp. onion powder

1 tsp. garlic powder

1 tsp. pepper

1/4 cup soy sauce

1/4 cup Worcestershire
sauce

1/4 cup honey (optional)

2 tsp. liquid smoke (op-
tional)

2 tbsp. red pepper flakes

Grind meat until it is
coarser than hamburger.
Add all ingredients and mix
well. Place on freezer paper
and cover with another pa-
per and roll flat. Cut into
strips and place on a screen
that will fit in the oven. Set
at lowest setting and dry as
desired.

RABBIT ALMONDINE

1 dressed rabbit cut in
pieces

1/3 cup flour

1/4 cup oil

11/2 tsp. salt

1 tsp. pepper

1 cup chicken stock

1/2 tsp. rosemary

1 tsp. lemon rind

1 med. onion, cut into rings

1/4 cup water

1/2 cup sour cream

Water

1/4 cup toasted slivered
almonds

Coat rabbit pieces with flour
(reserve remaining flour).
Brown in heavy hot skillet,
sprinkle with salt and pep-
per. Pour chicken stock with
rosemary, lemon rind, and
onion over rabbit. Simmer
45 minutes. Remove rabbit
pieces to warmed platter.
Combine reserved flour with
water and stir into broth un-
til sauce is thick. Stir in sour
cream and almonds; pour
over rabbit.

CHUCKWAGON VENISON

1 Ib. ground venison

1 16 oz. can whole tomatoes

1 green pepper -- seeded,
chopped fine

1 onion -- finely chopped

1/2 cup raw long-grain con-
verted rice

1 tsp. salt

1/2 tsp. leaf basil

1 dash freshly-ground black
pepper

4 slices American cheese --
cut into triangles

Place all ingredients except
cheese in slow cooker. Stir thor-
oughly to mix ground venison
with other ingredients. Place 4
cheese triangles on top. Cover
and cook on LOW for 7 to 10
hours.

Before serving, top with
remaining 4 cheese triangles.
This recipe yields 4 servings
(about 2 quarts).

BEST EVER QUAIL

6 quail, cleaned and cut into
serving pieces

1/4 cup peanut oil

1 sm. onion, chopped

2 whole cloves

1 tsp. peppercorns

2 cloves garlic, minced

1/2 bay leaf

2 cups white wine

Salt

Pepper

1/8 tsp. cayenne

1 tsp.. chives, chopped

2 cups evaporated milk

Fry quail in peanut oil in
pan with lid. Remove from pan.
Add onion, cloves, pepper-
corns, garlic, and bay leaf; cook
several minutes. Add quail and
brown. Add wine, salt, pepper,
cayenne, and chives. Simmer
60-90 minutes until tender or
bake covered in oven 1 hour
at 325 degrees F. Remove quail
and add evaporated milk for
sauce and heat. Serve sauce
over quail.

COUNTRY-STYLE VENISON

2 Ib. venison chuck roast,
boneless; 1 1/2 inch cubes

2 thsp. vegetable oil

2 cups water

1/2 cup dry red wine

1 scallions, minced

1 tbsp. salt

1/2 tsp. black pepper, freshly
ground

6 sm. white onions

6 sm. whole carrots

3 med. potatoes, pared &
cubed

4 stalks celery, 2-inch long
strips

1 Ib. mushrooms, whole, fresh

Hot cooked rice

Fresh parsley

Brown venison cubes on all
sides in hot oil in large, heavy
skillet. Add water, wine, scal-
lion, salt & pepper; bring to
boil. Reduce heat; cover & sim-
mer 1 1/2 hours. Add vegeta-
bles; cover & simmer 20 min-
utes, or until tender. Serve over
hot cooked rice. Garnish with
parsley.

JAVELINA STROGANOFF

1 1/2 1Ibs. cubed Javelina

1/2 c. onion, chopped

1/2 c. celery, chopped

1/4 c. butter

1 garlic clove, minced

2 tbsp. flour

2 tsp. salt

1 tsp. pepper

1/4 tsp. paprika

1 1b. fresh mushrooms

1 can undiluted cream of chicken soup
1 c. sour cream

Pinch of parsley, chives, and dill

Sauté onion and celery in melted butter or
margarine until soft but not brown. Stir in
ground Javelina, garlic, flour, salt, pepper,
paprika, and mushrooms. Sauté mixture
for 5 minutes. Add soup. Simmer uncov-
ered for 20 minutes. Thin with water as
desired. Cover and simmer about 20 min-
utes longer. Stir in sour cream and sprin-
kle with parsley, chives, or dill. Serve on
rice, noodles, toast, or potatoes. Serves 4.

1 bottle port wine

1 large jar crabapple jelly
Coarse ground black pepper
Salt, to taste

Season with salt and pepper. Cook
as for rare roast beef. Baste while cook-
ing with sauce made of wine and melted
jelly.

Human eyes
contain more cones, which
are used for gathering
more color.

Rods are much more
capable in gathering light
than cones.

Night Vision

Deer also have a layer
of reflective pigment in
their eyes called tapetum,
which increases the abil-
ity of deer to see better at
night.

Here is how tapetum
works in a deer’s eye. If
light passes through the

rods of a deer’s eye with-
out stimulating the rods
sufficiently, the tapetum
bounces the light back to
the rods. This allows the
light receptors in the eye
of the deer to respond
again.

Deer have night vision
superior to humans.

Colors and Distance

It is believed, however,
a deer cannot perceive col-
ors as well as humans, nor
can deer see as well at lon-
ger distances.

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Deer prep at hunting camp to bring home more meat

Here is a great Free
Deer Hunting Tip on how
to take home more meat
for your family.

Did you know that
hanging your deer head up
could increase meat loss?
[t is true.

In my 24-plus years
processing thousands of
deer I have seen large meat
losses due to spoilage.
Why? One of the main rea-
sons is because the deer
wasn’t hung properly dur-
ing the cooling process.

Once back at deer hunt-
ing camp, always hang
your deer from the hind
legs. Nature has provided
us with the perfect natural
“deer hooks” to do this.

Here’s how.

Deer Hunting Tip #1

Look at one of the
deer’s hind legs. Follow up
the skinny leg bone from
the hoof area to where the
leg takes the first bend. You
will notice the leg starts to
widen. You will feel the

bone on one side and a
rubbery-like tendon on the
other side. You will be able
to feel there is a “hole” be-
tween the two covered with
the hide.

While making sure to
keep the tendon in one
piece, cut the hide between
the tendon and the large
leg bone. This will create
a hole which you can then
use to hang your deer.

Do the same for the oth-
er leg.

Deer Hunting Tip #2

If you are not going
to use the deer’s cape for
a head mount, split the
chest cavity up through
the ribcage. Place a stick
between the ribcage to

help hold the cavity open
to allow better air circula-
tion. You can do this be-
fore or after hanging the
deer. Just make sure once
your deer is hanging that
the chest cavity is open.

I make sure the wind-
pipe is removed from the
deer before I hang it, as
well. Using your knife or
belly zipper cut from the
brisket up to just under
the deer’s chin. Remove
the wind pipe and discard.

Deer Hunting Tip #3

Next use a gambrel
(leg spreader) and place
one end of the gambrel
through each of the holes
in the back legs. There are
many gambrels being sold

Deer Hunting Tip #4

Tie a rope or place the
hook of a chain hoist to
the top end of the gambrel.
Raise the deer up onto the
camp meat pole or sturdy
branch. If using a rope, tie

the other end of the rope
to a stake or to a tree to in-
sure the deer stays up off
the ground.

Remember to hang
your deer from the hind
legs. This will help the
deer cool more efficient-
ly, insure your deer meat
tastes better and, quite
possibly, bring you home
more meat.

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A Tale of Teeth

by Rodney G. Marburger

Age of a deer is not determined by tooth replacement as it
is in sheep and goats, but by wear on the jaw teeth. As a deer
grows older, certain portions of its teeth are worn enough to
show definite differences from the teeth of other age classes.

The following explanations are made only as an attempt
to inform hunters of possibilities of determining approximate
age categories of deer killed. The criteria for determining ages
are simplified to be easily used by hunters in the field. Since
there are so many other factors not covered here, for
determining age classes, this text should not be used for
technical purposes.

Deer are aged in fractions because they are born around
July and are killed during the hunting season.

A deer has only six jaw teeth, although they appear to
have many more. The teeth are broken into two distinct
categories: the premolars, which are numbered 1, 2, and 3,
and the molars, which are numbered 4, 5, and 6.

\5\\ AN
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1% year old: (long yearling): The long yearling deer
is the most easily recognized of all age classes. The first three
jaw teeth are milk teeth, which will be replaced around two
years of age. These are worn smooth as a long yearling, while
the last three teeth remain sharp. The number 3 tooth has
three cusps in the milk tooth stage, but only two cusps appear
on the replaced tooth. Fawns in their first season will show
little evidence of wear on their milk teeth.

62 year old: The first molar (tooth 4) is worn smooth,
but teeth 5 and 6 are not smooth.

72 year old: The first and second molars (teeth 4
and 5) are worn smooth, or tooth 5 may still have a small
ridge left.

2% year old: The first three jaw teeth have been
replaced by permanent teeth and all molars are sharp. The
dentine of the first molar (tooth 4) is as wide as the enamel
which surrounds it.

3% year old: The dentine in the first & second molar
(tooth 4 & 5) is now as wide or wider than the enamel which
surrounds it, and this is not true of the third molar or tooth 6.

82 year old: All teeth worn smooth.

Older than 8"z years: Unable to determine, because
characteristic formations have been worn smooth.

Trying to adapt this method to deer in the field probably
will bring some surprises. Deer that seem young will be old,
and deer that seem old will be young. At any rate, using such
aging method will make for a better understanding of some of
the problems of deer. For example, if all hunters and
landowners were to age each deer killed on their ranches,
they would find that the “good” bucks killed some years are
approximately the same age as the “bad” bucks killed in other
years.

Deer hunters have to be persistent,
and lucky, to tag a monster buck

Scouting your deer hunting
land and knowing deer move-
ment are important. You in-
crease your chances of har-
vesting a monster buck if you
know when and where it has
been observed. By actually pat-
terning a monster buck on your
deer hunting land, you at least
know the buck exists and there-
fore you have a possibility of
harvesting it. While it is always
awesome to tag a monster buck,
for the most dedicated deer
hunters, knowing that a mon-
ster buck exists on the land be-
ing hunted is ample satisfaction
and excitement. Remember,
you don’t have to tag a monster
to have the experience of deer
hunting.

When a monster buck pres-
ents himself, that doesn’t mean
the deer hunter is ready. Remem-
ber, the definition of success is op-
portunity meeting preparation.

Make sure shooting a mon-
ster buck is not your only goal.
Instead, each deer hunt and
from deer season to deer sea-
son, compete against yourself
raising your standards for all el-
ements of successful deer hunt-

ing each time you are out. Your
goals could include learning
more about deer scouting and
applying your knowledge bet-
ter in the field. Learning more
about deer signs and reading
them more accurately. This is
how you work your way to a
monster buck.

The deer hunter whose goal
is to take only monster bucks
will have much space between
successes. Learn when to pass
on deer and when the deer in
front of you is as good as it is
going to get. The challenge of
the hunt is more important than
the size of the rack or gender of
the deer.

For many deer hunters the
chance to harvest a monster
buck may never happen. But
keep the thought in your mind
and prepare for the time when
it does happen. It’s the possibil-
ities of what might show up in
the field that inspires serious
deer hunters to increase their
deer hunting knowledge and
prepare so they can be success-
ful if and when that monster
buck does appear.

Use a trail camera to pattern big bucks

Trail cameras are one of the new-
est and more technical pieces of deer
hunting equipment. Trail cameras
help you discover deer movement,
which enhances your chances of
being in the right place at the right
time.

Make sure when you are check-
ing them, you do so at a time when
the deer are most likely not in the
area. At first, you will have to take
your best guess. As you begin to see
the pictures, which contain date and
time, you will be able to better pat-
tern deer movement.

The night-vision infrared cam-
eras do not flash during dark hours.
This better conceals your outdoor
photo studio from the watchful eyes
of wildlife.

By using trail cameras you may
discover that a mature buck has
changed his pattern from early morn-
ing feeding -- when more hunters are
usually in the field -- to midday feed-
ing, actually following the hunters
out of the field to the food plot.

During the pressure of deer sea-
son, deer may conserve energy and
try to avoid hunters by feeding mid-
day. This may require you to be in
the woods during workdays. So con-

sider planning a few vacation days or
reworking your daily schedule to be
out in the field.

Marty’s Easy Scent Trick

One way to help cover human
odor is to make a scent drag. It is
very simple to make.

1.) Buy a package of scent wicks
from your local sporting goods store
and a bottle of deer scent. If deer are
in the rutting phase, use doe estrous
scent. If they are not in a rut phase,
use plain buck urine.

2.) Get a shoestring approximate-
ly 24 inches long. Tie one end to a
scent wick.

3.) Soak the scent wick with your
chosen scent.

4.) Then tie the other end of the
shoelace around your ankle leaving
enough extra string hanging to al-
low the wick to drag on the ground.
Make sure you can walk safely with-
out tripping on the scent drag.

Use this method every time you
walk out to your stand. As you walk,
you are leaving a scent trail. You can
have bucks follow right to your stand
with their head down sniffing the
trail you have just left behind you.
