A new jail, a new fire de-
partment and a new wellness
center were all discussed dur-
ing Monday’s regular com-
missioners’ court meeting.

The commissioners met
with officials from DRG Ar-
chitects, of San Antonio, on
the construction and build-
ing of a new county jail. Cur-
rently, Crockett County Jail
is only able to hold prisoners
for 72-hours. Sheriff’s depu-
ties have to transport and pay
for prisoners to be housed
out of county, mainly in Up-
ton County.

“We are filled to capacity
at Upton County,” said Sher-
iff Robert Rodriguez. “All I
am asking for is to look into
building a jail for our needs.
I don’t want to do business
with anybody else. I just want
enough to meet our needs.”

Rodriguez said he would
like to build a 24-bed law en-
forcement center behind the
Crockett County Senior Center.

Wayne Gondeck and Gary
Adams with DRG Architects
presented the commission-

ers with preliminary plans and
drawings for a 20-24 bed facil-
ity. The facility in their draw-
ings is around 18,500 square-
feet. Cost estimates are around
$200-$250 a square-foot.

Gondeck and Adams said
their firm’s fee is $60,000 if the
county decides to use them.

The facility would also
have an interior exercise
yard, small cell sizes, an area
for female prisoners, large
72-hour holding area and the
sheriff’s office.

“A very small part of
this building is the sheriff’s
office. Mainly this is a jail,

ks on new jail, fire department

which right now is eating up
your budget shipping prison-
ers,” Adams said. “At some
point, the cost of shipping
prisoners and the cost of a
new building will meet.”

The commissioners have
all said building a new jail
would require a bond that
would need to be approved
by Crockett County voters.

Both architects said pub-
lic meetings will be needed to
educate voters on the need of
the facility. He also said com-
missioners and the sheriff
will need to go out and talk to
voters individually as well.

OZONA LIONS VS. MASON PUNCHERS

Voters will decide on seniors mortgages,
city council vacancies, discipline for judges

Editor’s note: The following is the third of
four-part series on the Nov. 5 State Constitution-
al Amendment Election. In this final article, the se-
ries looks at Propositions 5, 7 and 9. Information
provided by the League of Women Voters of Texas
and The Texas Tribune.

AUSTIN - Proposition 5
on the Nov. 5 Constitutional
Amendment ballot would al-
low a Texas senior, age 62 or
older, to purchase a new prin-
cipal residence and obtain a
reverse mortgage within a sin-
gle transaction.

It would also require re-
verse mortgage lenders to ex-
pand currently required coun-
seling to borrowers to include
disclosure of the specific be-
haviors that can lead to fore-
closure on a property.

According to State Sen.
John Carona, R-Dallas, the leg-
islative author, Proposition
5 gives “seniors access to re-
verse mort-gages for pur-
chase, a financing tool avail-
able nationwide that provides
homeowners with the oppor-
tunity to save money, while
offering flexibility in the pur-
chase of a new home. This
law will be unique to Texas,

Others are concerned
that reverse mortgages are
complex financial products
that consumers struggle to
under-stand.

Home-
owners could lose a lifetime
of home equity as a result of
fraud, scams, misleading ad-
vertising, aggressive sales tac-
tics and discriminatory prac-
tices sometimes associated
with reverse mortgages.

PROPOSITION 7

The Milwaukee Jour-
nal Sentinel and others are
seeking to access to pub-
lic records collected dur-
ing a sealed investigation of
charges that included coun-
ty employees campaigning
on the public's dime for now
- Gov. Scott Walker, then
county executive and men-
tioned as a possible Repub-
lican presidential candidate.
Convictions resulting from
the investigation revealed a
"private" e-mail system by
which certain trusted mem-
bers of Walker’s staff could
communicate outside offi-
cial channels open to public
view and inspection.

The use of such alternate
e-mail arrangements, in
which public officials con-
duct discussions about of-
ficial business outside reg-
ular, known government
e-mail systems, have been
reported to have been used
by federal agencies, Obama
administration Cabinet of-
ficers, the New York City
mayor’s office, and even by
members of a New Jersey
local library board.

Laws on public records
and private e-mails vary
greatly across the nation.

In September, the Nation-
al Archives told Congress
that federal officials may
use non-official addresses
but that the exchanges have
to be kept and made public
in response to freedom of
information requests. But
in July, in Illinois, an appel-
late court ruled in City of
Champaign v. Madigan that
under that state’s FOI laws,
private e-mails and other

ing a public meeting. In Wis-
consin, courts have ruled
that e-mails between offi-
cials conducting the public's
business are assumed to be
public records subject to the
State's Open Records Law.

The newspaper cites long-
held legal standing for the
public to know what is going
on in its courts, citing even
an 1849 state law guarantee-
ing citizens the right to at-
tend court sessions, as well
as later state and federal
court rulings on open courts
and open records.

"Our founders knew that
citizens couldn't make in-
formed decisions about
public policy and the job
their elected representa-
tive were doing unless they
knew what they were up
to," said George Stanley,
Journal Sentinel managing
editor. "We think these re-
cords belong to the public,
not to government officials
who might be embarrassed
by what's in them. All of the
state's Freedom of Informa-
tion advocates, including
the Associated Press, the
state broadcasters and the
Wisconsin State Journal are
with us."

(5) Prohibition of voter dep-
uty registrars from sending
completed voter registration
applications via U.S. mail.

The appellate court’s ruling
reversed a lower court ruling
and ordered that the case be
sent back to the district court
level for further proceedings.
Fifth Circuit Judge W. Eugene
Davis dissented.

Care Center
continues
dealing with
staffing issues

Continuing to provide
the best care and dealing
with staffing issues was dis-
cussed during last week’s
Crockett County Care Center,
Health and Emergency Board
of Directors meeting.

Care Center Adminis-
trator Robert Stecher said
while the center is working
to fix the incompliance tags
received last month. He said
the facility has until Febru-
ary to come into compliance,
but with the federal govern-
ment shutdown the Centers
for Medicare and Medicaid
Services cannot make any on-
site visits.

He said the center was as-
sessed a $2,000 fine, but that
may get reduced by 35 percent
since no protest was filed.

The center is not accept-
ing any Medicaid paying res-
idents right now because
of the tags. Private pay resi-
dents can still be accepted.

However, Stecher said the
facility is still short staffed.

Stecher said the center
has used some employees
from an agency, but that even
the agency has workers that
fail to show up for their jobs.

“There is only two ways
to balance it, get more em-
ployees or cut census. People
are not knocking at my door
wanting to come to work ev-
ery day,” Stecher said.

Currently the center has
46 residents, down two since
the September meeting.

At the September meet-
ing, the board talked about
closing a center wing through
attrition. He also said the cen-
ter cannot handle patients
with certain medical situa-
tions, such as severe demen-
tia and people on dialysis.

Dr. Marcus Sims said the
center can start by screening
out some of the admissions,
concentrating on Crockett
County residents or family
of local residents, take care
of the current residents and,
by attrition, close the small-
est wing that has six beds.

“We’re not moving any-
one out, but we will not fill
the room if a patient leaves
that wing,” Sims said.

At last month’s meeting,
several members of the cen-
ter nursing staff spoke to the
board about issues on the
quality of care and the staff-
ing issues.

Stecher said since that
meeting, there have been a
lot of positives happening at
the center.

“The staff is coming to-
gether. The attitude has
changed. There’s more co-
operation and teamwork. We
are not having the no call and
no show situations. People
are coming to work,” Stech-
er said. “I would hate to pile
on a lot more with the staff
that we have who are trying
to make this work.”

The board  verbally
agreed to go with the recom-
mendations made by Stecher
and Sims.

Board Member Jim Ske-
han said it was up to Sims,
Stecher and the center staff
to “find an efficient balance.”

“The quality of care is the
most important. Whatever it
takes to have the best quali-
ty of care for the residents,”
said Carmen Sutton, board
member.

Stecher also said that he
has sent all the documenta-
tion in for the upper payment
limit that could give the Care
Center some revenue from
the state through Shannon
Medical Center. Stecher said if
approved the center may re-
ceive around $700,000 a year.

The board also approved
new officers: John L. Hender-
son, chairman; Rick Bird, vice
chairman and Sutton, secretary.

Commissioner Frank Tam-
bunga said he would like to
present all of the information
to the public, but planning for
a new jail has not been bud-
geted. Also, Tambunga said he
would like the opportunity to
visit with the Texas Jail Com-
mission.

Rodriguez said he will
contact the commission and
have them come and inspect
the jail.

“We can see what it
would take to get the current
jail back open on a tempo-
rary basis. We may be open-
ing a can of worms that we
don’t want to get into,” Ro-
driguez said.

Georgia Morrow, with the
Ozona Volunteer Fire Depart-
ment, also proposed building
a new fire station to the com-
missioners.

The current fire station
is 62 years old. It recently re-
ceived some upgrades and
renovations from the county.

Morrow said she is con-
tacting architects, and is
looking at a larger fire de-
partment that would include
six bays for the trucks and
space for a fire museum. The
building would also house a
workout room that the sher-
iff’'s office or county offic-
es could also use, a commer-
cial kitchen, meeting rooms,
place for the Citizens Emer-
gency Response Team and an
apartment.

Morrow said the depart-
ment is looking to build the
facility near the senior cen-
ter, next to the proposed law
enforcement center.

She said through research
she has found grants that
would help offset some of the
costs. One projected bid is
$2.5 million to $3.5 million.

“There would be so many
things we could do with this
building. Please consider giv-
ing us a new fire station. We
need it. We're blessed and it
takes every truck we have in
our department to cover this
county, but space is getting
tight,” Morrow said.

Like the jail, the commis-
sioners said a bond election
would be needed for a new

fire station.

“The ones you need to
sell this too is the public. A
lot of people don’t under-
stand this has to be a bond
election and their property
taxes will increase. The pub-
lic needs to be aware that
their taxes are going to pay
for it,” Martinez said.

Tambunga said the county
does need to upgrade facilities,
especially in emergency servic-
es, but that it is a process.

“We need to focus more

on what we need, not the
wants,” Tambunga said.
“I'm not saying there isn’t a
great need for it. We may not
be able to do all these things
in one year,” added Commis-
sioner Pleas Childress.

Morrow said she believed
a bond would pass that in-
cluded a jail, fire station and
a wellness center.

“The three buildings
themselves will help better
the community,” she said. “I
would rather do it all at one
time. We are thinking about
the community.”

TXDOT PLANS
TO NAME NAMES

The Texas Department of
Transportation on Oct. 2 an-
nounced it is notifying the
top toll violators and giving
them a deadline to pay their
overdue tolls or be included
on a list the agency will pub-
lish in the next two weeks.

Authority to report the
names of violators publicly
and other powers were pro-
vided by Senate Bill 1792
passed in the recent legisla-
tive session, TXDOT said,
adding that drivers owe more
than $27 million in unpaid
tolls—money that will be
used to pay debt and fund
operations on these roads.

“Everyone using our state’s
toll roads is responsible for
paying to use them. Chronic
violators are ultimately tak-
ing from the majority of mo-
torists who do things right
and pay their tolls,” said Sen.
Kirk Watson, D-Austin, the
author of SB 1792. “The bi-
partisan support for SB 1792

reflects how strongly the leg-
islature feels about going af-
ter toll road abusers who are
looking for a free ride.”

CUCKOO PROTECTION
IS PROPOSED

The U.S. Fish and Wildlife
Service on Oct. 2 announced
its intention to propose to
add the yellow-billed cuckoo
to a list of protected animals
under the Endangered Spe-
cies Act of 1973.

Preferred habitat of the
yellow-billed cuckoo, accord-
ing to Texas Parks & Wildlife,
includes open woodlands
with dense undergrowth,
overgrown orchards and
pastures, moist thickets and
willow groves along stream
banks.

GRAND JURY DOES NOT

ing short-term vacancies by
appointment or other means.
State Rep. Sergio Mu-
fnoz, Jr., D-Palmview, the leg-
islative author, says voters
should consider supporting
Proposition 7 because “it is
an efficiency measure that al-
lows certain cities to fill va-
cancies with a remaining
term of 12 months or less by
appointment rather than the
costly special election pro-
cess. Prop. 7 would great-
ly benefit the affected cities
and candidates during these
difficult financial times.”

PROPOSITION 9

Last on the ballot and
authored by State Sen. Joan
Huffman, R-Houston, Propo-
sition 9 would authorize the
State Commission on Judi-
cial Conduct to use addition-
al disciplinary actions — in-

cluding public admonition,
warning, reprimand, or re-
quired additional training or
education — against judg-
es or justices after a hearing.
The current law allows the
SCJC to issue a public cen-
sure or recommend a judge's
removal or retirement.

PHOTO ID REQUIRED

Texas now requires one
of seven photo identifica-
tions at the polls:

Texas Department of
Public Safety (DPS) issued
driver’s  license, person-
al identification card, con-
cealed handgun license or
election identification certif-
icate (EIC).

U.S. government issued
military identification card
with photograph, citizenship
or naturalization certificate
with photograph or passport.

The photo ID needs to
be current or have expired
no more than 60 days before

voting (citizenship and nat-
uralization certificates have
no expiration date).

The name on the ID
should match the voter reg-
istration card. If names don’t
match, a voter may be accept-
ed if names are “substantial-
ly similar.” Addresses need
not match.

Voters with a document-
ed disability can apply for a
voter registration certificate
exempting them from the
photo ID requirement.

Voters without accept-
able ID can obtain an Elec-
tion Identification Certifi-
cate (EIC) from Texas DPS at
no cost by providing proof of
citizenship and identity and
registering to vote at DPS or
showing a voter registration
card.

Voters who do not show
an acceptable ID at the polls
can vote a provisional ballot
and have six days to show
the required photo ID.

Photo ID is not required
to vote by mail. Voters may
apply for a mail ballot if 65
or older, ill or disabled, or ab-
sent from their county during
early voting and on election
day. Photo ID will be required
of first time voters whether
they vote by mail or in per-
son if a driver’s license or So-
cial Security number wasn’t
included with the voter regis-
tration application.

Only the seven photo IDs
above can be accepted at the
polls. Other photo IDs includ-
ing student IDs and employer
IDs cannot be accepted.

Early voting is from Oct.
21- Nov. 1. Crockett County
Voters can cast ballots from
8 am.-5 p.m. Monday-Friday
at the courthouse annex.

Election Day is Nov. 5
with polls open from 7 a.m.
