through savings, credit, or other
resources, can bear part of the
building cost, the Red Cross then
makes up the difference.

The same applies where furni-
ture, household goods and ap-
pliances, floor coverings, and
other necessities are needed that
families cannot supply on their
own. They are given a Red Cross
order to the store of their choos-
ing where they pick out the art-
icles. The store sends the bill to
the Red Cross for payment.

There were 218 tornado vic-
tims hospitalized with injuries
some of whom will require long-
term care. Twelve Red Cross
nurses are giving supplementary
help in hospitals and visiting pa-
tients returned to homes. Where
families cannot meet these medi-
cal and hospital expenses, the
Red Cross will pay them, pro-
viding as well for wheel chairs
and other orthopedic appliances
that may be necessary.

The Red Cross explains that it
bases all disaster help on what
families need that they cannot
replace themselves to restore es-
sential living conditions, It's
never based on loss. It’s not re-
lief, but friendly help of neigh-
bors across the country who
come to lend a hand through

their Red Cross. It's a large hand |
holding close to |

this time, one
$1,000,000 for this disaster task
extended by the Americans who
contributed to the Red Cross in
its fund campaign or gave spon-
taneously to the special Red
Cross disaster fund to ajd their
victims. Hope is a quiet thing,
but it's there.

All wheat producers
who will have more than fifteen
acres of wheat fm-, harvest in

1956 are eligible to vote. The
marketing quota program does
not affect those who will have

fifteen acres or less of wheat for
harvest in 1956. The program
will be in operation only in the
commercial wheat states,

If two-thirds or more of the
Nation’s wheat growers voting
in the referendum approve, mark-
eting quotas will continue in
effect for the 1956 crop. This will
mean that price support within a
probable range of 75 to 82 per-
cent of parity will be available
to ‘those who stay within their
farm’s wheat acreage allotment.

Those who exceed the larger of
the farm allotment or 15 acres
will be subject to a penalty equal
to 45 percent of parity on the ex-
cess production, and price sup-
port will not be available for any
of their 1956 wheat crop.

If more than two-thirds of the
growers disapprove, marketing
quotas will not be in effect and
price support will be available at
50 percent of parity for those
farmers who stay within the
wheat acreage allotment for their
farms.

Those who exceed their farm
wheat allotments will be eligible
for price support.
