Primary runoff early voting this week
Early voting for the Pri-

mary Runoff election runs 
through Friday, May 23.  

Crockett County vot-
ers can cast ballots at the 
courthouse annex. 

Primary Runoff Elec-
tion Day is Tuesday, May 
27. Polls will be open from 
7 a.m.-7 p.m. at the Crock-
ett County Courthouse.  

“If you voted in a par-
ty primary or participat-
ed in a convention, you can 
only vote in that same par-
ty’s runoff” said Secretary of 
State Nandita Berry. “If you 
did not vote in the March 4 
Primary you may still vote 
and can vote in the runoff 
election for either party.”

The Democratic Primary 
Ballot includes David M. Al-
ameel and Kesha Rogers for 
U.S. Senator and Jim Hogan 
and Richard “Kinky” Fried-
man for Commissioner of 
Agriculture. 

The Republican Prima-
ry Ballot includes Andrew 

Murr and Rob Henneke for 
State Representative of Dis-
trict 53; Francisco "Quico" 
Canseco and Will Hurd for 
U.S. Representative District 
23; Dan Patrick and David 
Dewhurt for Lieutenant Gov-
ernor; Dan Branch and Ken 
Paxton for Attorney Gen-
eral; Sid Miller and Tommy 
Merritt for Commissioner 
of Agriculture and Ryan Sit-
ton and Wayne Christian for 
Railroad Commissioner. 

The Texas Department 
of Public Safety (DPS) is re-
minding Texans in advance 
of the upcoming primary 
runoff election that Election 
Identification Certificates 
(EIC) are available at all Tex-
as driver license offices for 
individuals in need of prop-
er identification required to 
vote in elections in Texas.

Most residents already 
have an acceptable form of 
photo identification need-
ed for voting and will not 
need or qualify for an EIC. If 

an applicant already has any 
of the following documents, 
they are not eligible to re-
ceive an EIC:

• Texas driver license 
– unexpired or expired no 
longer than 60 days at the 
time of voting

• Texas personal identi-
fication card – unexpired or 
expired no longer than 60 
days at the time of voting

• U.S. passport book or 
card – unexpired or expired 
no longer than 60 days at 
the time of voting

• Texas concealed hand-
gun license – unexpired or 
expired no longer than 60 
days at the time of voting

• U.S. Military identifica-
tion with photo – unexpired 
or expired no longer than 60 
days at the time of voting

• U.S. Citizenship Cer-
tificate or Certificate of Nat-
uralization with photo

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AUSTIN — House Speaker 
Joe Straus on May 14 said the 
Texas House of Representa-
tives would propose a budget 
next year that uses all of the 
money in the state highway 
fund for transportation in-
stead of sending chunks of it 
to other state agencies.

Taxes and fees such as the 
gas tax and fees on drivers’ 
licenses go into the state 
highway fund to pay for 
transportation, but for almost 
80 years, Straus explained, 
some of that money has 
helped fund agencies that are 
not directly related to trans-
portation.

Using the state highway 
fund exclusively for transpor-
tation would increase fund-
ing for roads by about $1.3 
billion over two years, Straus, 
R-San Antonio, added.

“This approach will make 
the state budget even more 
straightforward, just as 
taxpayers expect. It will also 
provide needed transporta-

tion revenue — without a tax 
increase — as Texas con-
tinues to grow twice as fast 
as the rest of the country,” 
Straus said.

STATE ADDS JOBS IN APRIL
Texas Workforce Commis-

sion on May 16 reported Tex-
as employers added 64,100 
jobs in April for a total of 
348,000 seasonally adjusted 
non-farm jobs added over the 
year.

And, Texas’ unemployment 
rate fell to 5.2 percent in 
April, down from 5.5 percent 
in March and down from 6.4 
percent a year ago.

“April was a robust month 
for Texas job growth. The un-
employment rate continues to 
fall and we posted the highest 
monthly job growth in well 
over three years,” said Texas 
Workforce Commission Chair-
man Andres Alcantar.

In April, employment in 
professional and business 
services grew by 20,100 posi-
tions, the largest monthly 
increase ever recorded for 
that industry, and eight of the 
11 major industries in Texas 
experienced positive growth, 
the agency reported.

PANEL VOTES TO IMPEACH
The Texas House Select 

Committee on Transparency 
on May 12 met in closed ses-
sion and voted 7-1 to impeach 
University of Texas Board of 
Regents member Wallace L. 
Hall Jr. of Dallas.

A report cited during the 
committee's open session al-
leges Hall, who was appointed 
by Gov. Rick Perry in February 
2011, “abused the powers of 
his office and may have broken 
the law in his campaign to 
force the UT Regents to vote to 
fire UT President Bill Powers.”

May 21 and May 22 meet-
ings are scheduled for the 
committee to further consider 
and possibly take ac-
tion on the issue.

We came out at the same 
place, however—that the 
upcoming cruise would in-
clude an inordinately large 
number of children.

(How-
ever, we’ve learned, over the 
years, to allow cab drivers to 
bask in the warmth of their 
own opinions. Let others ar-
gue with ‘em.)

The ship in sight, we 
dreamily anticipated the in-
describable blue/green wa-
ters, grand food and lavish 
entertainment. 

Much would be left behind 
in the workaday world. Des-
tined for deletion from va-
cation thoughts were frus-
trations associated with the 
crazy weather, income tax 
deadlines and heightening 
issues around the world.

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Further instruction offered for CHL holders
This morning, when I asked

Are you pro-
ficient enough with your 
weapon? Are you very fa-
miliar with your weapon 
and how to handle it? Is 
whatever you are defending 
worth some body's life? 

We were also talking 
about some of the citizens 
of Ozona that might not 
know that there are lots of 
Ozona residents that are 

armed and prepared to pro-
tect their family and property. 

The sheriff said he was hop-
ing that all the licensees will 
continue to stay updated and 
familiar with the Texas Penal 
Code Chapter 9 that applies 
to Force and Deadly force, 
that they work with their 
weapons and continue to be 
very familiar with their choice 
and keep practicing their tar-
get proficiency regularly. 

I asked him how often he 
does that and he advised he 
takes his gun to the range 

on a regular basis and target 
practices.

Hey, how about if some of us 
license holders came too and 
you could maybe give some 
further instruction, or help us 
with regular maintenance and 
cleaning instructions. 

He said he would be pleased 
to meet with anybody that 
was interested and Chief Dep-
uty Jose Gutierrez, who is a 
firearms instructor, would 
also be happy to help with 
continued range and/or fire-
arm education for any inter-

ested license holders. 
Well, I have already put my 

name on the list, and if you 
are interested, call the sher-
iff's department. or tell your 
favorite deputy and we will 
make a list and set a date to 
meet. See ya at the range.

By the way, if you have not 
been by the new Animal Shel-
ter building, it is looking so 
great.

Interpretive Trail's Chocolate Flower 
a hit with third-graders

It didn’t take long to 
strike up some interest after 
a recent event to showcase 
the Crockett County Inter-
pretive Trail.  

“We just hosted an open-
ing so that we could thank all 
of those that have contribut-
ed to the trail,” said Chamber 
Executive Director, Shanon 
Biggerstaff. “This project has 
taken several years to devel-
op and we wanted to thank 
the Crockett County Com-
missioner’s Court who part-
nered with the Ozona Cham-
ber of Commerce to provide 
property for both the Visitor 
Center and the Interpretive 
Trail, Reese Albert of San 
Angelo for helping to get us 
going on the initial phase of 
the trail, the Crockett County 
Road Department who back 
in 2010 got us over a major 
hurdle, all of our past In-
terpretive Trail Committee 
members, and our current 
committee Chairman, Sally 
Oglesby. Last but not least 
we recognized our Trail De-
signer, Terry Tate of Mertzon 
who has worked tirelessly 
on the trail.  We now have 
a product that both the lo-
cal community can access 
as an educational site, and a 
new attraction that is already 
drawing visitors off the inter-
state into our community.”

Smiles and excitement 
filled the air as local educa-
tors, Susan Williams, Bri-
ana Clark, and Christie Pena 
brought two Ozona Elemen-
tary School third grade class-
es (76 students) for a morn-
ing field trip to the Crockett 
County Interpretive Trail, 
located at the Ozona Cham-
ber of Commerce & Visitor 
Center. The students are 
wrapping up their last unit 
on habitats and ecological 
systems. Part of their assign-
ment was to draw and label 
at least 24 different kinds 
of native plants in a small 
booklet they had prepared 
beforehand.  Using the com-
memorative stones donated 
by local businesses and in-
dividuals, the small groups 
of children were excited 
as they identified various 
plants throughout the trail.  
The Chocolate Flower was a 
huge success, drawing much 
praise for the chocolate aro-
ma that can be smelled on 
its leaves and petals.    

“It smells so good!” said 
one student, while another 
exclaimed, “The Indians 
were so lucky!  They had it 
everywhere!”  

Many agreed that it 
made them want to eat some 
chocolate as soon as pos-
sible.  Prior to arriving at the 
trail, the students had stud-
ied about the history of the 
plant life in the area, and 
understood that many of 
the plants have become very 
rare in the wild.  

One of the goals of the 
Interpretive Trail is to edu-
cate the public about these 
local plants and provide an 
example of how the land-
scape might have looked to 

the first pioneer families.  
Throughout the trail, 

several students took advan-
tage of the various memo-
rial benches as they drew the 
plants in the area.  Sketches 
of the Fairy Duster plant as 
well as the Texas Redbud 
“Ozona” tree were com-
mon.  As the children drew 
the plant material, they 
scratched the name off of the 
alphabetical list of common 
and scientific names for each 
labeled plant.  Many of the 
students ran to share with 
friends a beautiful bloom 
or unusual cactus they had 
found.  Mrs. Williams ex-
plained that when the stu-
dents return to the class-
room, they will continue to 
find facts about each plant 
they have identified and will 
color their illustrations to 
complete the booklet.  

Mrs. Clark added that 
the students will also be 
writing about what they 
learned and saw.  This is the 
final project for the group 
this year, but Mrs. Williams 
plans to incorporate the trail 
into units throughout the 
next school year.  She hopes 
to bring the classes to watch 
the progress of the trees and 
plants in the fall, early win-
ter and spring so that the 
students will be able to see 
the effects of weather and 
other environmental influ-
ences on the plant materials.  

The group finished off 
the tour with a lecture on 
the rain harvest exhibit   As 
they discussed the collection 
of the water, the students 
used facts from the informa-
tive display to calculate rain-
fall collected so far this year.  

The students were 
thrilled to be able to use 
their math facts and skills to 
compute the totals, and will 
return to the classroom to 
calculate how long the water 

would last an average indi-
vidual or household.  They 
will also spend time look-
ing at ways that their fami-
lies can conserve this pre-
cious west Texas resource at 
home.  

One student explained 
that her grandmother grew 
lots of plants and she will 
bring her to the trail as soon 
as possible.  Another was al-
ready making plans to grow 
some Chocolate Flowers in 
her garden at home so she 
could continue to smell the 
plants every day.

Since the opening of the 
trail, a retired gentleman 
and his dog from San Angelo 
made a special trip to Ozo-
na.  Cosmos Tours hosting 
37 travelers from Australia, 
New Zealand, Turkey, and 
all over the United Kingdom 
have stopped by the Visitor 
Center and toured the trail.  

“When you have limited 
opportunity for growth, you 
then have to create reasons 
to bring people into your 
community to generate rev-
enue.  While Ozona is enjoy-
ing the current oil and gas 
activity, just as recent as 
2009 we experienced a ma-
jor crash.  Our community 
is then reliant on the traffic 
off the interstate.  The trail 
is just one venue to generate 
interest in stopping in our 
town,” said Biggerstaff.      

The Crockett County In-
terpretive Trail is located at 
the intersection of I-10 and 
Hwy. 163 S.  Inside the Visi-
tor Center, guests can pick 
up a brochure, go out to the 
trail, and try and identify 
the 48 native plants that are 
signed.  In addition, you can 
pick up a brochure on how 
to capture rain water.

	 “Fizz, Boom, Read!” is 
this year’s theme for the 
Summer Reading Program at 
the library every Monday and 
Thursday in June beginning 
on June 5.  
	 There will be two age 
groups, 6-12 years come 
from 10-11 a.m. and 3-5 
years come from 11 a.m. - 
noon. It is a science-themed 
program, and several great 
programs will be brought to 
Ozona for both the children 
and adults, thanks to funding 
from Friends of the Library.
	 This program centers 
around a statewide member-
ship for public libraries in 
the Collaborative Summer Li-
brary Program (CSLP). The 
CSLP consists of a grassroots 
consortium of all 50 states 
working together to provide 
high-quality summer reading 
materials for all ages of read-
ers, and includes early litera-
cy, children’s, teen, and adult 
programs.
	 Scientifically-based re-
search shows that “On av-
erage, children from low-in-
come families lose nearly 
three months of grade-level 
equivalency during the sum-
mer months each year, com-
pared to an average of one 
month lost by middle-income 
children.” Libraries across 
this state, both public and 
school, urge parents and ed-

ucators to team up and elim-
inate this phenomenon.
	 Encourage families, par-
ents, care providers, sum-
mer camps, and others to get 
youngsters reading this sum-
mer. Nearly every public li-
brary in Texas sponsors a 
Summer Reading Program.

Diabetes program coming soon
	 Do you feel like you need 
to know more about how to 
take care of your type 2 diabe-
tes? If you were recently diag-
nosed or you have had diabe-
tes a long time, you can benefit 
from learning the latest things 
about taking care of yourself 
so you can reduce your risks 
for complications, such as re-
duced vision or nerve pain. 
	 An important tool for 
managing your diabetes is 
your glucose meter. Some peo-
ple avoid checking their blood 
glucose because pricking their 
fingers for a sample hurts 
too much. Some people were 
taught the best place to get 
a blood sample is the central 
part of their finger tip, which 
is actually the most sensitive 
part of the finger tip. Prick-
ing your finger there is going 
to hurt more than the side of 
your fingertip. Learning how 
to test on the side of the fin-
gertip instead significantly re-
duces pain. Furthermore, to-
day, most meters and strips 
allow you to check your blood 
glucose in other sites, such as 
on your arm between your el-
bow and wrist. New lancet sets 
allow you to reduce the depth 
of the needle prick and to 
use a thinner needle because 
smaller drops of blood are re-
quired to get a good reading. 
Many people report their pain 
and discomfort are reduced to 
almost nothing once they get 
new equipment and learn how 
to use it properly.
	 Have you heard about in-
sulin pens or new insulins 
that control your blood glu-

cose with no peaks over a 
24 hour period? Just what is 
rapid acting insulin, and why 
do so many people like to use 
it? There are many new oral 
medicines, too. Do you really 
have to use alcohol when you 
prick your finger or give your 
insulin injection?
	 Do you understand what 
your doctor is telling you 
when she says your hemoglo-
bin A1C is too high? Is 8 per-
cent too high when less than 
7 percent is the recommen-
dation by the American Dia-
betes Association?
	 While taking care of your 
diabetes is not easy, you 
might be surprised to learn 
that there are many new 
tools and methods to help 
you keep your blood glucose 
in the recommended ranges. 
	 The Texas A&M AgriLife 
Extension Service Crockett 
County is offering a six class 
series called Do Wisdom, 
Power, Control. These class-
es are being taught by a team 
of volunteer nurses, pharma-
cists, and other health profes-
sionals to provide you with 
the latest information on how 
to better manage your type 2 
diabetes.

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Andy Murr, State Representative candidate, grants interview
constituents. After all, that
is why I ran for this office in
the first place; to represent
our shared values and to de-
fend our rural way of life in
the legislature that seems
to be under attack all too of-
ten. There will be other times
when I have to commute to
Austin when the House is not
in session, but I will certain-
ly not be living there full time.
If I had to live in Austin full
time, there's no way I would
have run for this office. Kim-
ble County is my home, and
this is where we plan to raise
our son and live out our years.

Eagle: Sowhat should vot-
ers expect to see over the next
couple of weeks leading up to
election day?

AM: Well, both candi-
dates will be working hard to
remind folks to vote, again.
Low turnout makes every
vote count even more. How-
ever, coming out of the pri-
mary with the most votes al-
so means that my opponent,
Rob Henneke, is likely going
to shoot at me with negative
attacks and some misinfor-
mation. He's been on the cam-
paign trail longer than I have,
and it would be a tough pill
to swallow to get this far just
to come up a few votes short
of your goal. But at the same
time, I think that being dis-
honest and misrepresenting
your opponent's positions and
record to try and fool voters is
allowing the end to justify the
means. I really want to serve
as our next state representa-
tive, but if I lost my integrity
in the process through a cam-
paign of lies and deceit, what
sort of example would that be
to set for my boy or for the
people of this district? Our
state representative should
lead by example, so I hope
that Rob will stop the false
attacks and give people one
good reason why they should
vote for him.

Eagle: So you think the
last few weeks will get really
dirty? You know how people
feel about negative campaign-
ing out here.

AM: That's really up to
Rob. I've been happy to run on
my record and to let the oth-
er candidates do the same,
but the unfortunate reality in
politics is that when people
are behind, they feel like they

er endorsements? Are there
any groups or individuals who
are endorsing you that our
readers should know about?

AM: Truthfully the en-

I can't say enough
about the individuals and or-
ganizations who have put
their neck out on the line for
me. Their support has been vi-
tal in this campaign.

Eagle: Okay, so you've
spent the last eight or nine
months campaigning for this
position, but if you are elect-
ed, what are you actually go-
ing to do? What is a state rep-
resentative's responsibilities?

AM: I hate to get the cart
before the horse, but if I'm
fortunate enough to prevail
on May 27, then I will have un-
til the end of the year to work
with Representative Harvey
Hilderbran, so that the transi-
tion is as smooth as possible.
This is not a full-time, paid
position though. Texas State
Representatives are intended
to be part-time legislators, so I
will continue to live and work
in Junction with my wife, Lac-
ey, and our son, Coke, doing
what I do now - practicing law,
running cattle and operating
our title company.

Eagle: But surely you will
have to spend a good amount
of time in Austin, won't you?

AM: Of course. The Tex-
as House of Representatives
meets for about five months
every other year, so during
that period I would be spend-
ing a lot of time in Austin.
Otherwise, I intend on spend-
ing as little time in Austin as
possible and as much time
traveling our district so that
I am always in tune with my

need to attack their opponent
in order to make up ground.
I'm going to continue to give
people a strong, positive mes-
sage as to why they should
vote for me, but I'm also go-
ing to defend myself if Rob
continues the attacks. There
are plenty of less-than-flatter-
ing things in his record that
I could talk about, but I have
been reluctant to do that, be-
cause I would like people to
pick their new representative
based on a positive message.

Eagle: "Less than flatter-
ing" things about Mr. Henneke?

AM: No, not at this time. I
want to give Rob every chance
to stop the mudslinging and
stick to the issues.

Eagle: Ok then, we'll leave
it at that. Is there anything
else you want voters to know?

AM: Yes. I can't stress
enough how important it is
for every person to go out and
exercise their right to vote,
and to remind their family,
friends and neighbors to do
the same. Even if they didn't
vote in the March 4 Republi-

can primary, they are still eli-
gible to vote in the runoff so
long as they didn't vote in the
Democratic party primary on
March 4. A very small num-
ber of people will ultimate-
ly cast ballots in this race, so
every vote counts now more
than ever. This is really an op-
portunity to have a true rural
voice in the legislature, and if
we let it pass us by, I'm afraid
we might not get another one
for a generation. Election Day
is May 27, but that's the day
after Memorial Day, so I'm en-
couraging everyone to take ad-
vantage of early voting. That
will continue through Friday,
May23, from 8 a.m.-5 p.m.

Eagle: Great. Well, thank
you again for taking the time
to share this with us, and
good luck with the rest of the
campaign.

AM: Thank you! I appre-
ciate the opportunity to vis-
it with you and your readers.
And I'd like to ask everyone,
whether they support me or
not, to keep me and my family
in their thoughts and prayers
over the next few weeks.

is the largest town in the dis-
trict, and I've been gratified to
receive so much support there
in spite of the fact that it's my
opponent's home town.

Eagle: Tellour readers more
about the primary process. We
think a lot of people assumed
the race was over on March 4th
after one round of voting.

AM: The way the Texas
primary process works is that
a candidate is not declared the
winner until someone receives
50 percent of the vote. In the
March 4 primary, there were
four other candidates com-
peting with me for State Rep-
resentative, so the likelihood
of anyone candidate receiv-
ing 50 percent or more of the
vote was very low. If no can-
didate receives 50 percent of
the vote, then a runoff elec-
tion is held between the top
two finishers to determine
the winner. So although I was
the top vote getter with a lit-
tle over 41 percentof the vote,
the scoreboard is now reset
for the runoff and we start at
0-0 again. That's why I am tak-
ing Mr. Henneke very seriously
and continuing to run a strong
campaign in all 12 counties of
the district.

Eagle: So three of the can-
didates who started the race
have been eliminated, and now
it's down to a head-to-head
race between you and Mr. Hen-
neke.

Although many of our
readers may not be aware of
it, there is a very important
Republican runoff election
coming up on May27.
