Ban has been lifted, for 
now. 

At a special meet-
ing Monday, the Crockett 
County Commissioners’ 
Court lifted the ban until 
the commissioners’ next 
regular meeting on Mon-
day, June 9. 

The latest Keetch-
Byram Drought Index 
shows Crockett Coun-
ty ranging 0-400, which 
is low to moderate after 
the county received sig-
nificant rainfall over the 
Memorial Day weekend. 

County Judge Fred 
Deaton said when the 
drought index drops be-
low 400, burn ban goes 
out of effect. 

The drought index 
is based on a daily water 
balance, where a drought 
factor is balanced with 
precipitation and soil 
moisture (assumed to 
have a maximum stor-
age capacity of 8-inch-
es) and is expressed in 
hundredths of an inch of 
soil moisture depletion, 
according to the Tex-
as Weather Connection 
website.

Commissioner Frank 
Tambunga said he spoke 
to Fire Chief Brian Mor-
row and that Morrow said 
he was good with lifting 
the ban for right now. 

Commissioner Randy 
Branch said he had one 
person ask him to not lift 
it because they are con-
cerned about grass fire. 

The latest U.S. Drought 
Monitor shows Crockett 
County in half extreme and 
half moderate drought. 

The Texas Forest Ser-
vice states currently 73 
counties in Texas are un-
der burn bans. 
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AUSTIN — Republican vot-
ers picked Dan Patrick to face 
Democrat Leticia Van de Putte 
in the race for lieutenant gov-
ernor in November.

Patrick received 65 percent 
of the vote to incumbent Lt. 
Gov. David Dewhurst’s 35 per-
cent in the May 27 runoff. Sen. 
Patrick, R-Houston, and Sen. 
Van de Putte, D-San Antonio, 
have seven years and 15 years 
of experience, respectively, as 
members of the 31-member 
Senate. Van de Putte ran unop-
posed in the March Democrat-
ic Party Primary.

Dewhurst has presided 
over the Senate since 2003. 
His term of office will expire 
on Dec. 31. A businessman 
in private life, Dewhurst has 
been credited for his leader-
ship in balancing five two-
year state budgets and in 
building a multi-billion dollar 
“rainy day” fund to be tapped 
in fiscal emergencies.

In other party primary run-
off results, incumbent Repub-

lican U.S. Sen. John Cornyn 
will face Dallas business-
man Dr. David M. Alameel, a 
Democrat, in the November 
general election. Alameel won 
the primary runoff with 72 
percent of the vote to Kesha 
Rogers of Houston’s 28 per-
cent. Jim Hogan of Cleburne 
won the Democratic runoff 
for agriculture commissioner 
over Richard S. “Kinky” Fried-
man. Hogan’s opponent in 
November will be former state 
Rep. Sid Miller of Stephenville, 
who beat former state Rep. 
Tommy Merritt of Longview in 
the GOP runoff. Â State Sen. 
Ken Paxton of McKinney, with 
63.6 percent of the vote, won 
the GOP runoff for attorney 
general against state Rep. Dan 
Branch of Dallas, who re-
ceived 36.4 percent. Pasadena 
oil, gas and petrochemical 
consultant Ryan Sitton won 
the GOP runoff for a seat on 

the three-member Texas Rail-
road Commission in a contest 
with former state Rep. Wayne 
Christian of Center.

Greenville physician Dr. 
Bob Deuell, a long-serving 
member of the Texas Senate, 
was defeated by 300 votes in 
a runoff against Bob Hall of 
Edgewood. And, incumbent 
Republican U.S. Rep. Ralph 
Hall of Rockwall, with 47.2 
percent of the vote, lost in 
his runoff bid against John 
Ratcliffe, who received 52.8 
percent. The outcome of this 
runoff was reported in the 
national news. Hall, 91, is a 
World War II veteran and the 
oldest member of the U.S. 
House of Representatives. 
He was a Democrat when he 
first entered the House in 
1981 and in 2004 switched 
to the Republican Party. 
Ratcliffe, who served under 
then-President George W. 

Bush as a U.S. attorney for the 
Eastern District of Texas, also 
served eight terms as mayor 
of Heath, Texas, a 
municipality just 
south of Hall’s 
home in Rockwall, 
30 minutes east 
of Dallas.

When I was growing up most kids had 
nicknames. I think the reason for this is 
because our parents gave us names that 
were last popular in the Millard Fillmore 
administration. Who wants to go through 
life being called Millard, Rudyard, Mel-
vin, Percivel or my given name, Leland? 
Much better to be called Chip, Bud, Skip, 
Scooter or Lee. Heck, I'd rather be called 
String Bean, Gloomy or Horse Face than 
my real name.

Kids could be really cruel with the 
nicknames they thought up. I remember 
in my fifth grade class one shy, lovely 
girl was known as Anna Banana and one 
of my overweight good friends went 
through childhood as Crisco®. That’s a 
lard my mother used to bake great pies. I 
don't recall how Pinkie got his name but 
if you spent any time at all around Stinky 
you knew how he got his. Kids with red 
hair were always known as Red and left-
handed classmates automatically became 
Lefty. Short kids were dubbed Pee Wee 
or Shorty and we called a really smart 
classmate Slide Rule, which I'm sure most 
kids today have never heard of. Today it 
would be equivalent to calling someone 
Mainframe or Hard Drive.

Some of the nicknames our classmates 
gave us were even more cruel than the 
names our parents inflicted us with. 
Because I had to wear glasses in the fifth 
grade I was known not-so-affectionately 
as Four Eyes. But when contact lenses 
came out I had an involuntary name 

change to Fuzzy be-
cause in the age of the 
Beatles and long hair, 
mine was shorter than 
Ike Eisenhower's.

In the current politi-
cally correct climate it 
would be considered 
bullying to tab kids with 
such hurtful monikers 
but nicknames have 
been with us forever. 
Some people's names 
were so bad they 
renamed themselves. 
MGM's Samuel Goldwyn 

changed his name from Samuel Goldfish, 
and I can't say as I blame him. Benjamin 
Siegel was no name for a mobster so he 
became Bugsy, and the Aztec Emperor 
Montezuma had a nephew whose real 
name meant "Plenty of Excrement". I bet 
he had a nickname. 

In the sixties a lot of the children of hip-
pies were called things like Moonbeam, Blos-
som, Flower, Renaissance, Sky, Peace, Sandal 
or Rain Forest. And these were their real 
names. How would you like to go through 
life known as Starship Wheat Germ? 	

I think I'd rather be called Lard Bucket, 
Wheaty or Puff Daddy any day.

Texans are really big on nicknames and 
you can't hardly turn around in Texas 
without running into a Bubba. I like the 
fact that Texans aren’t pretentious about 
their names and it’s a rare occurrence to 

run into a Reginald Montgomery Rock-
efeller IV at a Texas sale barn. Instead 
such a person would be known as Cu-
atro because he was the fourth straight 
Reginald in the family. If he was the fifth 
his nickname would be Cinco. And so 
on. I've never met a Seis or Siete in Texas 
but believe it or not, I do know an Ocho. I 
like this naming tradition as it shows an 
appreciation for one’s heritage, even if it 
does show a lack of imagination. 

This is not to suggest it can't get com-
plicated. I know of a Texan who was the 
third Ron in a row and he desperately 
wanted a boy so he could call him Cuatro. 
But the man and his wife had nearly gone 
broke trying to maintain tradition be-
cause they’d had four straight girls they 
really couldn’t afford. The fifth child was 
to be their last shot but she too turned 
out to be female. So they gave up and 
named her RonRon.

RonRon grew up and and married the 
son of a friend of mine whose last name 
was Wright. I saw Mr. Wright a couple 
years after the marriage and asked if the 
couple had given birth to a child yet, and 
if so, was it named Ron or Ronnie by any 
chance?

"Nope," he said. “Unfortunately the 
marriage didn’t last. They got divorced 
18 months after they got married and 
they didn't have any children. Oh well,” 
he sighed, “you know what they say: two 
Rons don't make a Wright."

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Called to serve
I   will never know if the 

student was serious 
or simply smile-seek-
ing when he scheduled 
a visit to my office a 

quarter-century ago. 
It was early in my Howard 

Payne University presiden-
cy. The student, whose name 
I don’t recall, presented a 
gift. It was a colorful post-
er showing a beautiful man-
sion, luxury sedan, sports 
car, decked-out boat and 
huge motor home. “Five rea-
sons I want a college educa-
tion,” the caption read.

Later, two other students 
requested to see it. Tenderly, 
yet purposefully, one said, 
“That’s not the reason we 
want a college education.” 

The students, enrolled in 
the university’s then-new 
youth ministry program, had 
gently put me in my place. 

I’ve been thinking about 
two young men at HPU in the 
90s. Wise beyond their years, 
they had much in common, 
including the absence of 
front teeth. 

The older, Shawn Brown, 
lost a tooth to a baseball bat 
while a student at San An-
gelo Central High School. 
The other, Brad Echols, was 
short two permanent teeth 
that never grew in. (Dentists 
bridged his “gap” with brac-
es and other measures, but a 
gaping space remained.)  

Both had ill-fitting pros-
thetics they called “flippers” 
that were broken, misplaced, 
forgotten or lost regularly. 

Shawn played college 
baseball for a year, but 
youth ministry at Bronte 
First Baptist Church almost 
100 miles away—and court-
ship of Kathy Jo Muirhead, 
whom he married a couple 
of years later—used up his 
out-of-class hours.

Brad was bent on becom-
ing a teacher and coach. 
Upon college graduation, he 
spent two years at Terrell 
HS, then three as tennis pro 
at Plano’s Gleneagles Coun-
ty Club before returning to 
teach and coach in Vernon, 
his hometown.

Along the way, he mar-
ried Erin Howell of Fritch. 
They were wed in 2002, and 
in 2005, he opted for full-
time ministry, first serving at 
his home church, FBC, before 
enrollment in the HPU mas-
ter’s program.

In 2010, he began a four-
year stint as youth minister 
at Cleburne’s Field Street BC. 
Erin, a Cleburne elementary 
school teacher, was cited this 
spring as her school’s “teach-
er of the year.” The cou-
ple has two children—Macie 
Claire, 9, and Beckett Neil, 6.

Oh, back to the missing 
teeth. An anonymous Cle-
burne church member un-
derwrote the cost of exten-

sive dental 
prepara-
tion--then a 
permanent 
implant-
-for Brad. 
Now, he has 
a prize-win-
ning smile. 

“Others-
centered as 
it gets,” Dr. 
Gary Gram-
ling, said of 
Shawn and 
Brad.

He went 
on to de-

scribe both graduates as “ex-
emplary students—none 
finer,” in a program he’s di-
rected since it began.

A caring friend had earli-
er provided an implant for 
Shawn. After he and Kathy 
Jo married, they moved 
to Fort Worth where she’d 
teach during his graduate 
study at Southwestern Bap-
tist Theological Seminary.

In 1998, they joined Fort 
Worth’s Wedgwood BC. A year 
later, Shawn was felled by a 
gunman who killed six young 
people—then himself—dur-
ing a Wednesday night prayer 
service. Two weeks shy of his 
25th birthday, he was one of 
the first killed.

Dr. Al Meredith, in his 27th 
year as Wedgwood pastor, 
called the Browns “as good 
as it gets." 

Brad and his family are 
headed to Midland, Texas, 
where he will be Minister to 
Youth at FBC.

Shawn’s widow, Kathy Jo, 
continues to teach in Fort 
Worth. She is now Mrs. Marc 
Rogers, and the couple has 
two sons—Seth, 11, and 
Samuel, 3.

With peace that passes our 
understanding, Kathy, an East-
land native, is forever positive.

“If we’d known the man 
was sick, we’d have invited 
him over. Shawn would have 
counseled him, and I’d have 
cooked dinner for him.”

Those with lives touched 
by Shawn and Brad cred-
it them with far more than 
commonality of broad smiles 
and missing teeth. 

Dr. Meredith, known for 
breaking into song during 
his sermons, cites a long-ago 
hymn that fits both men.

It’s the chorus of the late 
Kittie Suffield’s 1924 hymn: 
”Little is much when God is 
in it. Labor not for wealth or 
fame. There’s a crown and 
you can win it, if you go in 
Jesus’ name.”

Brad, 37, lives with the no-
ble calling to serve; so did 
Shawn.

HEARING FOCUSES 
ON IMPEACHMENT

Steps toward impeachment 
of University of Texas System 
regent Wallace Hall of Dallas 
continued May 21 when the 
House Select Committee on 
Transparency in State Agen-
cy Operations met. Earlier in 
May the panel voted to move 
forward in processes leading 
toward having Hall removed 
from office.

The panel and the state’s 
Public Integrity Unit have 
been investigating Hall for 
nearly a year to determine 

if the regent misused his of-
fice in an attempt to have UT 
President William Powers Jr. 
fired. Invited to testify was 
Jeff Archer, Texas Legisla-
tive Council assistant execu-
tive counsel who explained 
the framework for develop-
ing articles of impeachment. 
Any member or group of 
members of the Legislature 
may confidentially submit a 
proposed article of impeach-
ment, and submitted mate-
rial would be parceled out to 
a trio of drafting attorneys, 
he said, adding that articles 
of impeachment drawn up by 
the House would be subject 
to review by Senate.

Texas House Parliamentari-
an Chris Griesel testified, say-
ing the House could be called 
back into session by either by 
proclamation of the governor 
or by a majority of members 
of the House. If the commit-
tee were to adopt articles of 
impeachment to present for 
consideration in the House, 
steps would have to be taken 
such as publication of notice 
in newspapers giving the par-
ticulars of a special conven-
ing of the Legislature, Griesel 
said.

There is a record of how 
the Legislature has handled 
such matters, Griesel said, 
in the 1917 impeachment of 
Gov. James A. Ferguson and 
in the 1975-76 impeachment 
of state District Judge O.P. 
Carrillo. But there is no re-
cord of an impeachment of 
an appointed state official. 
Hall was appointed a six-year 
term as a UT regent by Gov. 
Rick Perry in 2011.
