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Preliminary plans for 
a newThe Crockett Coun-
ty Commissioners’ Court ap-
proved a grant request for a 
new Ozona hotel. 

Ozona Hospitality Group 
is building a new Hampton Inn 
in the location of the former 
Ozona Intermediate School. 

The group is seek-
ing$239,940 in grant funds 
from the Texas Capital Fund 

infrastructure development 
program to relocate water 
transmission and sewer lines, 
and install a fire hydrant on 
the property. 

At Monday’s called meet-
ing, the commissioners ap-
proved a resolution authoriz-
ing submission of the grant 
application to the Texas Cap-
ital Fund program. The com-
missioners also approved for 
County Judge Fred Deaton to 
be the county representative 
for all grant matters. 

The Texas Capital Fund 
program is through the Tex-
as Department of Agriculture. 
The program is an econom-
ic development tool designed 
to provide financial resources 
to non-entitlement communi-
ties. Funds from the program 
can be utilized for public in-
frastructure needed to assist 
a business the commits to cre-
ate or retain permanent jobs, 
primarily for low and moder-
ate income persons. 

The program also encour-

ages new business develop-
ment and expansions, accord-
ing to the programs website. 

Eligible applicants are 
non-entitlement cities or 
counties only. Businesses or 
individuals may not directly 
submit applications. 

The entire project is es-
timated to cost between $5 
million to $6 million for the 
72-room hotel and will create 
12 jobs.   

The application for the 
grant is available for public 

examination from 9 a.m.-4:30 
p.m. after Sept. 21 at the Crock-
ett County Courthouse Annex. 

ANIMAL CONTROL FEES
The commissioners also 

approved maximum fees for 
the Crockett County Animal 
Control Department. 

Fees for violation, trans-
portation and housing are 
$35 for an impound fee and 
$10 per day for board fees. 

If animals are infested 
with parasites, they are bathed 

and treated soon after arrival 
to avoid shelter infestation. 

Rabies quarantine fees 
are $35 for impound and $15 
per day to board, observe and 
make notes on the animal’s 
condition. Rabies quarantine 
is 10 days after the dog bite.

AUSTIN – The Texas Legis-
lature has requested that the 
Texas Department of Public 
Safety (DPS) provide a publicly 
releasable summary of border 
incidents and a data report re-
lated to historical trends of 
crime along the Texas-Mexico 
border as well as current crim-
inal activity in the Operation 
Strong Safety (OSS) area of op-
eration. 

To that end, DPS has de-
veloped a Texas Border Securi-
ty Dashboard and a Summary 
of Significant Border Incidents 
– both of which are unclassi-
fied and will be updated peri-
odically. 

At the direction of Tex-
as leadership, DPS began con-
ducting OSS on June 23, 2014, 
with partner agencies in a 
combined local, state, and fed-
eral law enforcement effort to 
combat the Mexican Cartels 
and other criminal elements 
operating along the Texas-
Mexico border. 

During OSS, DPS continues 
to conduct around-the-clock 
land, air and maritime satu-
ration patrols in coordination 
with law enforcement partners

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AUSTIN — While the gov-
ernor and group of trade-
with-Texas promoters were 
in Japan and China last week, 
the 13th anniversary of the 
“9-11” terrorist attacks on 
the United States was broadly 
observed. Perry acknowledged 
the anniversary from afar 
and Lt. Gov.

Dewhurst responded to 
President Nieto’s statement, 
saying, in part: “I find it 

puzzling and frankly offen-
sive that the government of 
Mexico chose the 13th an-
niversary of the most tragic 
attack on our homeland to 
call on Texas to throw open 
our international border to 
illegal immigration, traffick-
ing in drugs and human lives, 
and potentially even terrorists 
who wish to harm America.”

Rosalba Ojeda, Mexican 
consul general in Austin, fol-
lowed with her own calmative 
statement, saying: “Mexico 
has collaborated with the U.S. 
to ensure that our common 
border becomes a prosperous 
and dynamic region to benefit 
the people that inhabit the 
area on both sides. Mexico, 
through the Consulate Gener-
al of Mexico in Austin, Texas, 
recognizes the message ex-
pressed by the Government of 
Texas as an invitation to open 
up a space for coordination 

and dialogue, which is most 
welcomed.”

Meanwhile, over the ensuing 
weekend, the Texas Capitol 
was being readied for the tra-
ditional Diez y Seis de Septiem-
bre Mexican Independence Day 
celebration, with festivities that 
draw a multiethnic crowd num-
bering in the thousands.

Texas, Mexico exchange words over border military force

I'm not proud of this but I take 20 pills 
per day to stay alive, which goes a long way 
in explaining why my writing may appear 
loopy. Every time I go to a different spe-
cialist they ask me what drugs I'm taking, 
which would be no problem if the drugs 
had simple names. But no, the drug com-
panies want to make it difficult so the docs 
write prescriptions in handwriting you 
can't read, for drugs none of us can spell. 
Or pronounce. They aren't even words. 
That could be a deadly combination and 
you could end up with an 88 year old lady 
taking Viagra instead of her blood pressure 
medicine.  

Making it worse, every drug has at least 
two names, its own and a generic. Gabapen-
tin is generic for Neurontin, Benazepril is 
generic for Lotensin, Gemfibrozil is generic 
for Lopid and on and on. It's as if they are 
trying to impress the FDA with their big 
sounding fake words. Why don’t they speak 
English? What are they trying to hide?

It seems that the smaller the pill the 
more difficult the name. And who among 
us can remember if Acetaminophen is Ty-
lenol or Advil? Or is it Ibuprofren? It's terri-
bly confusing and perhaps that’s the point. 
Drug companies use such long words to 
confuse us and give us a headache so we 
have to buy even more pills for the pain.

Big pharma does the same thing with 
drugs we give our animals and they have 
evidently hired the same marketing firms 
who name their drugs to also name their 

companies. For example, 
Pfizer, a trusted name in 
animal drugs for gen-
erations, renamed it's 
animal division Zoetis. 
What's a Zoetis? Then 
there are things like 
Zilmax and Zactran. 
Makes you wonder if the 
wordsmiths who came 
up with these names are 
big Scrabble junkies and 
they needed more "z" 
words for triple letter 
scores.

Drug makers have 
merged and purged so much we had firms 
like CIBA-Geigy and Sandoz, GlaxoSmith-
Kline and Boehringer Ingelheim Vetmedica, 
which sound more like law firms. Schering-
Plough sounds like they make tractor 
implements and Intervet sounds like it's 
giving the veterinarian permission to come 
into your house or barn.

Consider the drugs Vetoquinol, Pyxis 
and Clamoxyquine. It's as if they are on a 
mission to give rarely used letters of the al-
phabet equal rights. Even words that seem 
faintly familiar are misspelled, like Cylence 
Ultra. If you or I would have spelled "si-
lence" that way in grammar school we'd 
have been held back a year.

Because ranchers are practical people we 
give these drugs nicknames to remember 
them. Clenbuterol becomes "bute" and 

Acerpromazine becomes "Ace". Or we just 
refer to their size and color, as in, "Hey 
doc, I need some of those big blue pills 
for scours. Well they're not for me really, 
they're for my calves."

I just wish the names of the drugs would 
give some hint as to what they do. Tylan 
200 is a great product but it gives no hint 
as to what it does; it sounds more like the 
name of a Nascar race. And what's with all 
the numbers like Pyramid 5, Triangle 9 or 
Arsenal 4.1? They sound more like comput-
er operating systems than they do drugs.

We should take a page from the pesticide 
people who name their products things like 
Ambush, Ammo, Avenge, Bullet, Lariat or 
Crossbow. Now that's an Arsenal. (Another 
pesticide). The products you buy in a gro-
cery store aren't named this way. Instead 
they have simple names like Fritos, Snick-
ers or Twinkies. If Proctor and Gamble or 
Kraft owned a drug company their ear tags 
would be called Swat and their scour pills 
would be known far and wide as Plug-It. 

There is one exception. Every time I see 
a Viagra or Cialis commercial I get red-in-
the-face embarrassed and I certainly don't 
want the names of those pills describing on 
television exactly what it is they do!

Uh, oh, I better quit now because there's 
smoke coming from my computer and 
I think I may have just fried my spell 
checker.
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Change is needed
Ozona is a town of 

potential. It’s a 
town where people 
take pride in liv-
ing here. It’s also 

a community that needs to 
make some changes. 

Ozona doesn’t like that 
word, change, but over the 
past year many have been 
asking for some changes 
from our local leaders. 

Two weeks ago, the 
Crockett County Care Cen-
ter, Health and Emergency 
Services Board spoke with 
representatives from Shan-
non Medical Center about 
building a new health clinic. 

This was the icing on 
the cake to a list of grow-
ing needs in our communi-
ty. Along with the clinic, the 
sheriff has asked the county 
commissioners for a new jail, 
the fire department officials 
have asked for a new sta-
tion and a group of people 
are working together to raise 
funds for a wellness center. 

It’s time for our coun-
ty officials to stop discuss-
ing these projects and start 
moving on them.

When we posted the ques-
tion about supporting a bond 
election for a new jail on the 
Stockman Facebook page, not 
one person commented they 
were against it. In fact, many 
said they wanted a jail and a 
new fire station. 

This week we posted a 
question about what peo-
ple thought of having a new 
health clinic. So far, no nega-
tive response has been made. 

In fact, one of the employ-
ees at the Family Health 
Center of Ozona has stated 
that our community needs 
a nice, modern medical fa-
cility just as the neighbor-
ing counties have. 

With a new clinic, Ozona 
would have the opportunity 
to bring in specialists on a 
routine basis each month. 

Also, as much as we all love 
Dr. Marcus Sims there will 
come a time that he will want 
to retire. A new clinic will at-
tract a new physician, some-
thing our community needs. 

Without a permanent phy-
sician, we could be subjected 
to a different doctor coming 
in every week, which would 
limit patients in developing a 
one-on-one relationship with 
their physician. 

Take a look at our aging 
clinic the next time you are 
there. Ask some of the em-
ployees about the sinking 
concrete beneath their feet 
and aging equipment. 

Go by and visit the sher-
iff’s department and the jail 
that is not being used be-
cause the Texas Jail Commis-
sion says it’s not up to par. 

Last month, the sheriff’s 
department paid an esti-

mated $20,000 toward out 
of county facilities to house 
prisoners. That is taxpay-
er money that could stay in 
Crockett County. 

CCCCSD is already mov-
ing forward in asking vot-
ers to approve a $3 mil-
lion bond in November. 
This bond, which we believe 
is needed, will help fund 
new buses, technology, sci-
ence labs, tennis courts 
and other maintenance ar-
eas. We feel the school dis-
trict should continually be 
pursuing ways to fund, ren-
ovate and move forward 
when it comes to taking 
care of our school build-
ings, students and teachers. 

The good thing about a 
bond is that we, the voter 
and taxpayers, have a say in 
whether or not the school 
should receive those funds. 

The same can be said for 
a jail, clinic, fire station and 
wellness center. We, the cit-
izens of this county, should 
be standing up to our coun-
ty officials and letting them 
know that these projects are 
needed in our community. 

The estimated cost for a 
new clinic is $2.5 million, a 
jail $5 million, fire depart-
ment $2.5 million-$3.5 mil-
lion and wellness center 
could be built for around 
$3.5 million to $5 million. All 
of these are preliminary fig-
ures, but to put it in perspec-
tive the bond for the new 
Ozona Elementary School 
was $10 million. That is now 
a building that we can be 
proud of and show off. 

Many of the projects 
may be able to be complet-
ed without a bond, but we 
won’t know that until we 
have an open public discus-
sion with all the facts and 
figures out there. 

It’s been almost a year 
since Sheriff Robert Rodri-
guez and members of the 
Ozona Volunteer Fire De-
partment spoke to the 
county commissioners 
about new buildings. 

It took over a year for a 
new animal control build-
ing to be completed. Do we 
want to wait another year? 

This is our taxpayer mon-
ey and we are in an oil 
boom that is helping our 
tax base. If we want Ozo-
na and Crockett County to 
grow and thrive, it’s time to 
make some changes. 

Talk to your county com-
missioner. Tell them that 
the time is right to upgrade 
our facilities for the better-
ment of all citizens. We ask 
you to consider doing this 
for our community’s sake.

Author Patrick Dearen 
wears two hats. 

As a historian and folk-
lorist, he digs deeply into 
the lore and legend of the 
West and produces books 
that appeal to both scholars 
and general readers. 

As a novelist, he draws 
on this reservoir of knowl-
edge and crafts stories of 
people interacting with a 
harsh and yet beautiful land.   

“I’m the grandson of a 
19th century cowboy, but 
I can’t ride, rope or brand.  
I’ve never seen the 'stom-
pede devils' possess a herd, 
or felt my bronc’s heart 
beating against my leg as 
my animal gave chase. Af-
ter the single occasion that I 
spent a half-day on a horse, 
I couldn’t sit down for a 
week,” Dearen said. “So how 
could I expect to write be-
lievably about the Texas 
range of 1884-85, the setting 
for my new novel from TCU 
Press, 'The Big Drift?'"   

One word: research. Be-
tween 1983 and 1995, Dear-
en recorded interviews with 
76 men who cowboyed before 
1932. Born between 1892 and 
1915, they represented the 
last generation of cowhands 
who plied their trade exclu-
sively on horseback.  

The true-life big drift of 
1884 was the greatest mass 
migration of open-range 
beeves in history, a 600-mile 
journey from the blizzard-
struck Great Plains to the 

Devils Riv-
er in Tex-
as.

roundup of 1884-1885 will 
be a search for redemption. 

Trapped under his horse 
in a blizzard, Texas cowhand 
Will Brite finds an unwel-
come savior as former slave 
Zeke Boles emerges from the 
blinding snow and a bloody 
past. This fugitive stirs 
haunting memories, but lit-
tle does Will know that their 
lives will be inexorably linked 
throughout the most brutal 
roundup of the 19th century.

in the region to deter, detect
and disrupt drug and human
trafficking, and other related
criminal activity.

The Texas National
Guard, at the direction of Gov.
Rick Perry, has also deployed
to the border and is support-
ing the mission of OSS.

"The goal of this data-
driven, multi-agency opera-
tion in high-threat areas for
a sustained period of time
is to deny Mexican cartels
and their associates the abil-
ity to move drugs and peo-
ple into Texas between the
ports of entry, as well as re-
duce the power of these or-
ganizations, whose success
depends on their ability to
operate on both sides of the
border," said DPS Director
Steven McCraw. "At the re-
quest of the Texas Legisla-
ture, DPSis providing unclas-
sified, detailed information
about the trends that have
been developing along the
border for some time, as well
as the current activity occur-
ring in the OSSarea of oper-
ation."

Mexican cartels are the
most significant organized
crime threat to Texas, with
seven of the eight cartels op-
erating command and control
networks in the state, mov-
ing drugs and people into the
United States, and transport-
ing cash, weapons and stolen
vehicles back to Mexico.

In short, an unsecured
U.S.-Mexicoborder is a state
and national security prob-
lem. DPS personnel, as well
as the brave men and wom-
en of the U.S. Border Patrol,
local law enforcement agen-
cies, state partners and mem-
bers of the Texas National
Guard, are working around-
the-clock to keep the local
communities safe through
Operation Strong Safety.

DEWHURST 
SPEAKS ON TWIA

Lt. Gov. Dewhurst on Sept. 
9 spoke at a Senate Busi-
ness & Commerce Commit-
tee hearing with the permis-

sion of the chair, Sen. Kevin 
Eltife, R-Tyler.

The Texas Windstorm In-
surance Association (TWIA) 
has insured obligations 
that have grown from about 
85,000 policies represent-
ing $16 billion since January 
2003, to more than 270,000 
polices representing almost 
$77 billion currently, De-
whurst said.

“Should Texas, God for-
bid, endure two targeted 
Category 5 hurricanes in a 
single year, the impact on 
the state budget from claims 
on TWIA’s $77 billion in cov-
erage could be devastating. 
I encourage the senators to 
explore ways to carefully 
move Texas coastal policy 
holders to commercial insur-
ance carriers over time, thus 
avoiding a rate shock and re-
ducing the risk of a massive 
financial tsunami to Texas 
taxpayers,” Dewhurst added.

SALES TAX 
REVENUE RISES

State Comptroller Su-
san Combs on Sept. 10 an-
nounced state sales tax rev-
enue in August was $2.57 
billion, up 7.5 percent com-
pared to August 2013.

Revenue gains, she said, 
were led by remittances 
from the oil and natural gas, 
wholesale trade and retail 
trade sectors. 

Also, fiscal year 2014 end-
ed (on Aug. 31) with total col-
lections at $27.27 billion, up 
5.5 percent over fiscal year 
2013. Combs said the Of-
fice of the Comptroller will 
send cities, counties, transit 
systems and special purpose 
taxing districts their Sep-
tember local sales tax alloca-
tions totaling $627.8 million, 
up 9.2 percent compared to 
September 2013.

Washington – U.S. Rep.
Pete P. Gallego, D-Alpine, has 
announced that Crockett, Lov-
ing, Pecos, Upton and Ward 
counties in the 23rd District 
of Texas are eligible for fed-
eral drought relief assistance. 
They now join more than two-
dozen other counties in the 
23rd District of Texas that 
were previously designated 
as drought stricken. U.S. Sec-
retary of Agriculture Tom 
Vilsack made the federal as-
sistance available through a 
declaration on Aug. 14.

“This long-term drought 
has severely affected com-
munities in the 23rd District 
of Texas,” Gallego said. “You 
know the drought is bad when 
most of the 29 counties in the 
district are eligible for feder-
al drought relief. Yet, it is crit-
ical that we help farmers and 
ranchers – the men and wom-
en who put food on our tables 
– with the tools needed to pro-
tect their farms and ranches. 
As a member of the House Ag-
riculture Committee, I continue 
to work with Secretary Vilsack 
to preserve the small business-
es and job creators in our rural 
agricultural communities.”

On several occasions this 
year, Gallego met with Vilsack 
to discuss how the drought 
has affected communities in 

the 23rd District of Texas as 
well as how the U.S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture can bet-
ter serve the district.

Crockett, Loving, Pecos, Up-
ton and Ward counties now qual-
ify under the Consolidated Farm 
and Rural Development Act as 
a contiguous disaster area. Ear-
lier this year, Vilsack designat-
ed more than 108 Texas coun-
ties as primary natural disaster 
areas due to the recent drought. 

Also earlier this year, Vil-
sack designated other coun-
ties in the 23rd District as 
contiguous counties eligible 
for federal relief under the 
Consolidated Farm and Rural 
Development Act. 

A disaster designation 
makes farmers in prima-
ry counties and surround-
ing counties eligible for assis-
tance from the Farm Service 
Agency (FSA), including FSA 
emergency loans. FSA consid-
ers each emergency loan ap-
plication on its own merits, 
taking into account the extent 
of production losses on the 
farm, and the security and re-
payment ability of the farmer.
