CCCCSD School Bond 
questions answered

Lions pluck Eagles

The following is questions 
and answers that have recent-
ly been asked about the pro-
posed $3 million school bond. 

The proposed bond will 
will be used in three areas, 
transportation, technology 
and maintenance.

The district will:
• Purchase four buses and 

two vehicles.
• Update computer labs, 

purchase new computers and 
support for all campuses.

• Update science labs and 
equipment for all campuses.

• Purchase teaching equip-
ment and supplies for student 
use for all campuses.

• Address safety issues 
and update agriculture shop 
and woodshop.

• Update classrooms at 
OMS and OHS for technology 
use.

• Replace older air condi-
tioner units throughout the 
district.

• Update and repair exist-
ing teacher housing.

• Repair roof leaks 
throughout the district.

• Resurface the track.
• New tennis courts to ad-

dress cracking issues.

Question: Why are we 
using bond money to resur-
face our track?

Answer: A track needs to 
be resurfaced every 5-7 years.  
It is in great shape now but 
we will need to resurface the 
track in about 5 years. What 
we are doing is planning ahead 
by budgeting bond money for 
future use on a project that we 
know will need attention.

Question: So you mean 
that we don't have to spend all 
of the bond money in 1 year?

Answer: We have 10 years 
to spend bond funds.  Many 
people think that we only have 
one year to use the funds and 
that we are in a rush to spend 
it.  Although we will not take 
10 years to spend the money, 
it is nice to know that we can 
use the money as needed for 
the projects listed.

SCHOOL BOND ELECTION
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AUSTIN — Texans interest-
ed in who their next governor 
and lieutenant governor will 
be witnessed major party 
candidates for those offices 
engage in live, one-hour 
broadcast debates last week.

Fellow state Sens. Leticia Van 
de Putte, D-San Antonio, and 
Dan Patrick, R-Houston, oppo-
nents in the race for lieutenant 
governor, faced off in Austin 
on Sept. 29. Sen. Wendy Davis, 
D-Fort Worth, and Republican 
Texas Attorney General Greg 
Abbott competed on stage in 
Dallas on Sept. 30, each striv-
ing to succeed longtime Gov. 
Rick Perry as the state’s chief 
executive.

All four candidates held to 
traditional party lines on such 
bellwether topics as health 
care, transportation, educa-
tion and border security.

Republicans Patrick and Ab-
bott identified themselves as 
anti-abortion and pro-border 
security while Democrats Van 
de Putte and Davis spoke in 
support of legislative solu-

tions to expand women’s ac-
cess to health services, foster 
a less fear-based treatment 
of border issues and bolster 
a public education system 
weakened by $5.4 billion 
funding cut last session. On 
the topic of taxation, Patrick 
floated his idea that the adop-
tion of a one- or two-penny 
state sales tax increase would 
reduce local property taxes by 
a corresponding amount.

Election Day is Nov. 4, with 
early voting set for the week 
of Oct. 24-31.

EBOLA CASE IS CONFIRMED
The U.S. Centers for Dis-

ease Control and Prevention 
and the state’s public health 
laboratory in Austin on Sept. 
30 confirmed Dallas hospital 
patient Thomas Eric Duncan 
tested positive for the dis-
ease, Ebola.

Duncan, who traveled from 

West Africa to Dallas on a 
commercial airline flight, was 
admitted into isolation on 
Sept. 29 at Texas Health Pres-
byterian Hospital in Dallas.

Early symptoms of Ebola 
include sudden fever, fatigue 
and headache. Symptoms may 
appear anywhere from two 
to 21 days after exposure. 
Spread through direct con-
tact with blood, secretions or 
other bodily fluids or expo-
sure to contaminated objects 
such as needles, Ebola is said 
not to be contagious until 
symptoms appear.

Officials urged health care 
providers to ask patients 
who have fever about recent 
travel to Sierra Leone, Guinea, 
Liberia and Nigeria. According 
to the Associated Press, the 
disease Ebola is capitalized 
because it is named after the 
Ebola River in the African na-
tion of Zaire.

Frontrunning candidates appear in debate forums

The clean-cut boys and girls in their blue 
and gold FFA jackets make me so proud 
to be a former member. That was certainly 
the case when I saw on the front page of 
my weekly copy of the Voice News of Hick-
man, Nebraska, FFA members from the 
Freeman Chapter harvesting over 1,000 
pounds of tomatoes, peppers, sweet corn, 
beans, cantaloupe, cucumbers and zucchi-
ni that they gave to needy area residents 
and food pantries. Although I’m quite sure 
the zucchini was probably later returned 
under the cover of darkness. They also 
grew something called swiss chard and 
kale, which in my gardening days were 
known as weeds!

Most FFA chapters have such activities 
where they strive to make their community 
a better place to live. And I salute them. 
In our town our big community effort was 
the annual roadside cleanup. This was 
back in the day when motorists thought 
nothing of opening the car window to 
empty their trash. So it was a big job and 
we were aided by Lions Club members who 
drove the trucks we filled with trash.

I must admit, I dreaded the day because 
it was a lot of hard work and I almost 
picked up a rattlesnake one time. But my 
Grandpa lived for roadside cleanup, al-
though my Grandmother definitely didn’t. 
Just the words "roadside cleanup" were 
enough to make her break down and sob 
for she knew that if anything "good" was 
found it would end up in her house. Prob-

ably in the living room.
There is a big park 

named for my Grandpa 
in my town because he 
put on rodeos to build it. 
He was Chief of our vol-
unteer fire department 
for decades, Honorary 
Chapter Farmer and a 
stalwart of our com-
munity, except on this 
day when his behavior 
was somewhat suspect. 
He voted himself the 
Inspector General and it 
was he who performed 

the mandatory check on every truck so 
that he might redirect it to his house if he 
found any “keepers” that were worthy of 
his museum. 

We picked up a lot of flat tires and flota-
tion cushions that flew out of boats. We 
also picked up Studebaker hubcaps and 
chromed car graffiti that would be worth 
a fortune today on eBay. We also found 
some weird stuff like a chicken coop 
(empty) and handgun (not empty). We even 
found a watch that had probably followed 
a beer can out the window when the pas-
senger threw it. Speaking of beer, that's 
mostly what we picked up, empty cans of 
Olympia, Falstaff, Schlitz and Pabst Blue 
Ribbon.

We found prophylactics (unused), baby 
diapers (used), bed springs, tire irons and 

broken car jacks, no doubt flung aside by 
an angry motorist. Once we even found a 
garbage disposal, which seems redundant. 
There were broken Thermos bottles and 
furniture that my Grandpa just couldn’t 
abide being trashed. We even found a 
bunch of mail once that must have been 
discarded by a lazy postman who wanted 
to take the rest of the day off. It only took 
one day a year for us FFA members to 
know all the town secrets because we had 
looked through its collective trash.

The biggest prizes for my Grandpa were 
license plates and he had quite a collec-
tion. Although he was a little overaggres-
sive and premature in one instance when 
a driver who couldn’t wait for the next 
rest stop came out of an orchard after 
answering nature's call and found Grandpa 
unscrewing the license plates on his old 
and battered Chevy Nova. Talk about road 
rage! 

Grandpa was also constantly on the look-
out for road signs and he always claimed 
to have only taken ones that were laying 
on the ground, although in some cases he 
had to lean mighty hard on the post to get 
them there.

I am constantly reminded of the all good 
being done by FFA chapters all across the 
country because I inherited most of my 
Grandpa's belongings and if it wasn't for 
FFA roadside cleanup, my wife and I would 
be living in an unfurnished house.

The Ebola virus doesn't 
live particularly long once 
outside the body and can be 
killed with standard hospital 
disinfectants. 

But it’s scary because 
we've seen the heartbreaking 
images from impoverished 
countries in West Africa over-
whelmed by Ebola. 

We are right to be con-
cerned about a disease taking 
a humanitarian toll on places 
that lack the resources to pre-
vent its spread.

Ebola is one of the many 
diseases that state and na-
tional public health agencies 
monitor constantly. In a world 
made smaller by frequent 
travel, health officials know 
that diseases across the globe 
have the potential to affect 
us all. The good news is that 
Texas was well prepared long 
before Ebola landed on our 
shore. When a Dallas patient 
became the first Ebola case di-
agnosed in the United States, 
a public health process with a 
history of success kicked into 
high gear.

The Texas Department of 
State Health Services and our 
counterparts across the na-
tion have developed practices 
over the years that have suc-
cessfully contained measles, 
tuberculosis, hepatitis, and 
Middle East Respiratory Syn-
drome (MERS) to name just a 
few. Strong working relation-
ships with our local and fed-
eral partners are crucial to 
staying prepared and being 

able to react quickly.
No response to an emer-

gency situation is perfect, and 
there have been challenges. 
But this tried and true process 
is working in Dallas, too. The 
patient is getting excellent 
care in isolation, and we’re 
identifying everyone at risk 
of possible infection from ex-
posure to this single case of 
Ebola to ensure no other Tex-
ans are exposed.

In African countries with 
Ebola outbreaks, rampant 
poverty and cultural practices 
contribute to the spread of 
the disease. But the primary 
reason we can be confident 
that we will stop Ebola from 
spreading here is the strength 
of our health system.

In the United States, our 
advantage starts with surveil-
lance and the ability to quick-
ly get information and alerts 
to doctors and hospitals. Our 
state public health laboratory 
in Austin is among 13 in the 
nation than can test for Ebola, 
along with a myriad of other 
diseases. This resource was 
crucial in the diagnosis of the 
Dallas case.

We can take for granted 
things as simple as rubber 
gloves – found in every medi-
cal examination room in the 
United States. This isn't the 
case in too many poor coun-
tries.

When our patient tested 
positive for Ebola, we knew 
what to do to contain the dis-
ease. Teams of public health 
workers quickly identified 
even those who had the brief-
est of contact with the patient. 

Ebola is spread only through 
direct contact with blood or 
other bodily fluids or expo-
sure to contaminated objects, 
such as needles. It cannot be 
spread simply by being near 
someone who is infected, and 
people become contagious 
only after they begin to have 
symptoms.

We've identified those 
who had the type of contact 
with our patient that could 
put them at risk of potential 
infection and will be moni-
toring them. That includes 
checking their temperature 
twice a day to make sure we 
catch any secondary cases 
as early as possible. Health 
workers will check on those 
individuals daily throughout 
the three weeks it can take 
for Ebola symptoms to de-
velop. This practice of contact 
tracing has been developed 
and refined over decades of 
public health work involving 
countless diseases and public 
health threats.

Ebola has caught the na-
tion's attention in a way that 
very few of the health threats 
we work on daily do. It's a se-
rious disease with devastat-
ing consequences in nations 
that lack the facilities and 
resources to fight it. Rest as-
sured that's not the case here.

Doctors and hospitals in 
Texas are well trained and 
have responded to numerous 
public health threats over the 
years. We have a history of 
successfully containing the 
spread of disease and protect-
ing the public. I'm confident 
we'll do the same with Ebola.

 Texas Health System well prepared 
to deal with Ebola threat

WASHINGTON, DC – The 
U.S. Department of Agricul-
ture (USDA) is announcing key 
dates for farm owners and 
producers to keep in mind re-
garding the new 2014 Farm Bill 
established programs, Agricul-
ture Risk Coverage (ARC) and 
Price Loss Coverage (PLC). The 
new programs, designed to 
help producers better manage 
risk, usher in one of the most 
significant reforms to U.S. farm 
programs in decades. 

“The ARC and PLC pro-
grams are a significant re-
form in the farm safety net,” 
said Farm Service Agency 
(FSA) Administrator Val Dol-
cini. “FSA wants to keep pro-
ducers well informed on all 
steps in the process. We will 
continue our outreach efforts 
and maintain resources on-
line to help them understand 
the new programs before they 
come in to make decisions for 
their operations.”

Dates associated with ARC 
and PLC that farm owners and 
producers need to know:

• Sept. 29, 2014 to Feb. 27, 
2015: Land owners may visit 
their local Farm Service Agency 
office to update yield history 
and/or reallocate base acres. 

• Nov. 17, 2014 to March 
31, 2015: Producers make a 
one-time election of either 
ARC or PLC for the 2014 
through 2018 crop years.

• Mid-April 2015 through 
summer 2015: Producers 

sign contracts for 2014 and 
2015 crop years.

• October 2015: Payments 
for 2014 crop year, if needed.

USDA leaders will visit 
with producers across the 
country to share information 
and answer questions on the 
ARC and PLC programs. 

USDA helped create on-
line tools to assist in the de-
cision process, allowing farm 
owners and producers to en-
ter information about their 
operation and see projections 
that show what ARC and/or 
PLC will mean for them under 
possible future scenarios. The 
new tools are now available 
at www.fsa.usda.gov/arc-plc. 
Farm owners and producers 
can access the online resourc-
es from the convenience of 
their home computer or mo-
bile device at any time. USDA 
provided $3 million to the 
Food and Agricultural Policy 
Research Institute (FAPRI) at 
the University of Missouri 
and the Agricultural and Food 
Policy Center (AFPC) at Texas 
A&M (co-leads for the Nation-
al Association of Agricultural 
and Food Policy), along with 
the University of Illinois (lead 
for the National Coalition for 
Producer Education) to devel-
op these online tools. 

Covered commodities in-

clude barley, canola, large and 
small chickpeas, corn, crambe, 
flaxseed, grain sorghum, len-
tils, mustard seed, oats, pea-
nuts, dry peas, rapeseed, long 
grain rice, medium grain rice 
(which includes short grain 
rice), safflower seed, sesame, 
soybeans, sunflower seed and 
wheat. Upland cotton is no 
longer a covered commodity.

Today's announcement 
was made possible through 
the 2014 Farm Bill, which 
builds on historic economic 
gains in rural America over the 
past five years, while achiev-
ing meaningful reform and bil-
lions of dollars in savings for 
the taxpayer. Since enactment, 
USDA has made significant 
progress to implement each 
provision of this critical leg-
islation, including providing 
disaster relief to farmers and 
ranchers; strengthening risk 
management tools; expanding 
access to rural credit; funding 
critical research; establishing 
innovative public-private con-
servation partnerships; devel-
oping new markets for rural-
made products; and investing 
in infrastructure, housing and 
community facilities to help 
improve quality of life in rural 
America.

Along with firefighters 
and safety advocates nation-
wide, the Ozona Volunteer 
Fire Department is joining 
forces with the nonprofit Na-

tional Fire Protection Associ-
ation (NFPA) during Fire Pre-
vention Week, October 5-11, 
to remind local residents 
about the importance of hav-
ing working smoke alarms in 
the home and testing them 
monthly.

According to the lat-
est NFPA research, working 
smoke alarms cut the chance 
of dying in a fire in half. 
Meanwhile, almost two-thirds 
of home fire deaths resulted 
from fires in homes with no 
smoke alarms or no working 
smoke alarms.

NFPA data shows that 
home fires killed more than 
2,300 people in 2012; many of 
these deaths could have been 
prevented with the proper 
smoke alarm protection.

This year’s Fire Preven-
tion Week campaign includes 
the following smoke alarm 

messages:
• Install smoke alarms in 

every bedroom, outside each 
separate sleeping area and 
on every level of the home, 
including the basement.

• Interconnect all smoke 
alarms throughout the home. 
This way, when one sounds, 
they all do.

• Test alarms at least 
monthly by pushing the test 
button.

• Replace all smoke 
alarms when they are 10 
years old or sooner if they 
don’t respond properly.

• Make sure everyone in 
the home knows the sound of 
the smoke alarm and under-
stands what to do when they 
hear it.

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country. That was something
I did for over twenty years
in the Texas Legislature and
have continued to do during
my first term in Congress.

Do you support the
Affordable Care Act?

If not, what would you
replace it with?

Though I was not in
Congress when the ACA
was first voted upon, I
have tried to use my time
since I've arrived there to
fix the law. While my op-
ponent and I share the po-
sition that the law should
be fixed and not repealing
entirely - I have presented
no fewer than six concrete
ways in which he law can
be fixed - and have yet to
see any proposals from him.

Washington has been
described as in partisan
gridlock. What would you
do to change that? If you
disagree, explain why.
This should not be com-

plicated - we simply need
more leaders who are willing
to put the people they repre-
sent first - ahead of any and
all political considerations.
That was something we were
able to do often in the Tex-
as Legislature but does not
happen nearly enough in
Washington.

What is one thing that
distinguishes you from

your opponent?

I grew up here and know
every inch of the district. I
have represented parts of
this district for over twenty
years and have a record of
working with both Republi-
cans and Democrats to pro-
duce results.

What are your thoughts
about what is happening
along the Texas border?

How would you
reform immigration?
Immigration reform is

an issue that needs to be ad-
dressed immediately. The
immigration policies of the
past have left us with a need
to improve the situation at
the border.
Passing comprehensive

immigration reform would
work to both secure our
border and give our border
economy a huge boost.
Again, this is not a terri-

bly complex issue - we sim-
ply have to put the politics
aside and get together with
the people who know the
border best.
My work on these is-

sues over years is what has
earned me the support of
the people in the law en-
forcement community who
work along the border.

What is the greatest threat
to Texas' future, and how
would you address it?
The biggest threat right

now is the inability of so
many leaders to put aside
politics and work together
to solve the shared problems
of our country and our state.

We are a country that put a
man on the moon - there is
no problem we cannot solve
if we can just pull together
and set aside the petty po-
litical concerns.

What are your thoughts on
the Second Amendment and
school districts that are
allowing teachers to con-
ceal carryon campus?
I was endorsed by the

National Rifle Association
for my sound stances on gun
issues and would take a look
at the campus carry issue if
it ever reached the federal
level. However, it is a state
level issue that will be han-
dled by the Texas legislature.

many of our elected offi-
cials really are. A large part
of the problem is that we
keep electing the same type
of people to Washington. If
we want to change the way
things happen in Washing-
ton, we ultimately need to
change the type of people we
send there.
This is what makes me

different. I'm not a career
politician and I have actually
helped create jobs. I'm from
Southwest Texas. I was born
here, I grew up here. I start-
ed a business and worked
with a company that helped
others grow.
I have already taken an

oath to protect and defend
the Constitution of the Unit-
ed States from enemies both
foreign and domestic.
To me, this oath does

not have a statute of limita-
tions. Serving my country
was an honor and a privi-
lege, and now I am hoping
to do it again by being your
representative.

Do you support the
Affordable Care Act?
If not, what would
you replace it with?
Unlike my opponent, I

do not support the Afford-
able Care Act and would
vote to have it repealed. In-
creasing access to and de-
creasing the cost of health
care is a priority, but the
ACAhas achieved neither of
the two.
This is an unsustainable

model that kills small busi-
nesses by forcing employers
to cut hours and higher few-
er employees.Weneed to re-
place Obamacare with a bet-
ter system that allows insur-
ance to be provided across
state lines and allows the
same tax breaks and puts
healthcare decisions back in
the hands of patients.

Washington has been
described as in partisan
gridlock. What would you

do to change that?
If you disagree,
explain why.

This country is on the
wrong track, and I believe
this is due to a lack of lead-
ership.
People expect the indi-

viduals they vote for to go
to Washington and get work
done. They expect them to
do their jobs, and part of do-
ing your job is working with
people. Weneed to focus on
the things we agree on.
Overcoming gridlock re-

quires a mastery of the is-
sues, and the ability to find
common ground on the is-

sues. We need people with
in-the-field experience, and
we need people who know to
prioritize policyover politics.
I'm looking forward to

working with everybody who
wants to reduce the size and
scope of the federal govern-
ment, who support protect-
ing medicare and social secu-
rity for our seniors, who be-
lieve in the need for a strong
foreign policy.
The problem in Washing-

ton is that career politicians
fixate on petty politicking
rather than focusing on prag-
matic solutions, but the con-
stituents of Texas-23 have
had enough. They're ready
for real leaders, and real rep-
resentation.

What is one thing that
distinguishes you from

your opponent?
Of the 435 individuals

currently serving in Con-
gress, not one shares my
background in national secu-
rity. Whilein the CIA,I spent
two years in DC,two years in
India, two years in Pakistan,
two years in New York, and
a year and a half in Afghani-
stan.
For nearly six years, I

stood alongside our young
men and women in uniform
and fought on the front lines
of the war on terror.
Now, more than ever, it

is crucial that we choose our
elected official wisely. We
need individuals who have a
critical understanding of the
ongoing in the MiddleEast.
We need individuals who

have real life experience in
the field, and not just poli-
ticians who have spent de-
cades behind a desk.Weneed
proven leaders. This is the
main distinguishing factor
between my opponent and
I, and I believe it is what will
set me apart in Congress.

What are your thoughts
about what is happening
along the Texas border?
How would you reform

immigration?
First and foremost, we

need to enforce our rule of
law. Our laws are the basis
of our society and we need
to respect them. This means
that when individuals cross
our borders illegally, they
must be sent home.
We need to empower

Border Patrol and ICEto ad-
just their tactics and proce-
dures as they see fit because
we can't have a one-size-fits-
all solution.

It should be noted, how-
ever, that our country has
benefited from the brain
drain of other nation for
years. We need to keep this
going,we need a system that

says: if you have the skills
we need, if you want to work
and contribute to our soci-
ety, then please come - but
come through the proper, le-
gal channels.

What is the greatest threat
to Texas' future, and how
would you address it?
As it stands, the big-

gest threat to Texas' future
is anything that hurts our
economy or hinders job cre-
ation. Pete Gallego voted
against the Keystone Pipe-
line and he voted against
drilling on public lands
- even though this meant
keeping jobs out of Texas.
His alliance with the EPA

will only lead to more job-
killing regulations and high-
er energy costs that Texans
cannot afford.

What are your thoughts on
the Second Amendment and
school districts that are
allowing teachers to

conceal carryon campus?
I do not in anyway sup-

port legislation that seeks to
restrict the Second Amend-
ment rights of law-abiding
citizens. We need to work
with local law enforcements
and schools to do whatev-
er is necessary to keep our
children safe - this includes
improving mental health
programs. I believe that the
issue of security should be
decided by local school au-
thorities, as they know what
approach best suits their
needs on a district by dis-
trict basis.

Question: We already
have vehicles for the dis-
trict, if we buy new ones
what are we going to use all
of the vehicles for?
Answer: Most of the ve-

hicles that we have now have
over 100,000 miles. One of
our suburbans has 220,000
miles. If we do not rotate our
vehiclesout and purchase 1 a
year, then we will have a ma-
jor expense replacing 3-4high
mileage vehicles. Our teach-
ers and students ride in these
vehiclesand wewant to make
sure that they are proper-
ly maintained and in reliable
condition. This would allow
us to "trade in" one vehicle
and lower the cost on the pur-
chase of a newvehicle.

Question: Do we really
need buses?
Answer:In the short time

that I have been here in Ozo-
na, our buses have broken
down at least 7 times. Some
of these times were on trips
as our kids were returning in
the middle of the night. Sim-
ply put, they are not reliable
and it is not safe to have our
kids sitting on the side of the
road at any time. It has been
at least 5 years since CCCC-
SDhas purchased a new bus.

Question: What about
an activity bus or chartered
type bus?
Answer: The charter bus

that we currently own has
been in service for about 20
years. A charter bus is very
expensive but worth the ev-
ery penny when it lasts as
long as they do. We are
scheduled to take long trips
in the next fewyears, and one
of our trips takes us to An-
thony, Texas which is about
370 miles one way. That is
740 miles that our kids will
have to travel in a bus. Char-
tered buses are very reliable,
safe to ride in, and can be
used by our academic, athlet-
ic, and band programs.

brand new schools and bus-
es for their kids and we have
more money than them?
Answer: Because of the

"Robin Hood" plan Crock-
ett County Schools has to
send back money to assist
other schools. We sent back
$15 million to the state this
year alone. Other schools like
Ozona do the same. The dif-
ference is that other schools
rely on bond issues to fund
projects like schools and bus-
es. I want to make this clear,
any money raised by a bond
issue stays in Ozona. That
means 100 percent of the $3
million would stay here to
be used for our kids and not
sent back to the state.

Question: How much
was the bond for Ozona EI-
em en tary?
Answer: The bond that

was approved by voters for
OESwas $10 million. That
bond was paid off in 3 years.
We have one of the safest
and most beautiful elemen-
tary schools in the area and
our community was able to
pay for it in 3 years.

Question: How much
will my taxes go up if a bond
is passed?
Answer: If your home is

valued at $75,000 then your
taxes would increase $23.70
a year. If your home is values
at $150,000 then your taxes
would increase $47.40 a year.
This is a minimal sacrifice
by our community to make a
positive impact for our kids.

Question: Well where
does the rest of the money
come from if I am only pay-
ing $23.70 a year?

Answer:Many people do
not realize this but 95percent
of the funds generated by this
increase comes from the oil
companies that benefit from
Crockett Countyminerals.

Question: What are the
tax rates for other commu-
nities around us and how do
our taxes compare to them?
Answer: Crockett Coun-

ty enjoys one of the lowest
tax rates in the state when
it comes to schools. We
are currently at $1.06 and a
bond would set us at $1.09.
Kermit - $1.40, McCamey
- $1.32, Reagan County -
$1.20, Iraan - $1.17, Crane -
$1.11, Sonora - $1.09.Asyou
can see, even if this bond
passes, Ozona would still
enjoy one of the lowest tax
rates around at $1.09.

Question: My parents
are on a fixed income and
have always supported
CCCCSD. Will their taxes go
up due to the bond?
Answer: All of the rules

and exemptions of the Home-
stead Exemption and the
over 65 Exemption are still
in effect if the bond passes.
This means that those with
these exemptions willnot see
a change in their exemptions.
Taxpayers that are 65 and
over will not have their tax-
es go above the frozen levy
amount/ceiling that was es-
tablished whenever the Over
65 exemption was granted.

FUND MOVES TO TOP SPOT
Education Commissioner 

Michael Williams and Texas 
Land Commissioner Jerry 
Patterson announced Sept. 
30 that the Permanent School 
Fund reached a record high 
value in 2014 that made it the 
largest educational endow-
ment in the United States.

On June 30, the fund sur-
passed Harvard University’s 
$36.4 billion endowment.

Created by the state in 
1854 with an initial $2 mil-
lion investment, the Perma-
nent School Fund stood at 
$37.7 billion in market value 
as of June 30.

Some $30.6 billion of the 
fund is managed by the State 
Board of Education and $7.1 
billion by the School Land 
Board. Day-to-day oversight 
of the fund is handled by 
staff at the Texas Education 
Agency and the General Land 
Office.

Williams and Patterson at-
tributed the robustness of 
the fund to effective financial 
management and increased 
oil and gas operations on Per-
manent School Fund lands.

DROUGHT CONDITIONS 
REMAIN

Gov. Perry’s office on Oct. 3 
announced the renewal of the 
emergency disaster proclama-
tion the governor originally 
signed in July 2011, certifying 
that exceptional drought con-
ditions posed a threat of im-
minent disaster in specified 
counties in Texas.

This month, the proclama-
tion applies to 113 of the 
state’s 254 counties. The 
proclamation directs that 
“all necessary measures, 
both public and private” as 
authorized by state law “be 
implemented to meet that 
threat” and “all rules and 
regulations that may inhibit 
or prevent prompt response 
to this threat are suspended 
for the duration of the state 
of disaster.”

A Ballinger woman was 
killed in a vehicle accident on 
Oct. 3 in Irion County. 

Barbara Nell Conner, 68, 
was pronounced dead at the 
scene by Irion County Justice 
of the Peace Donna K. Smith, 
according to a report from 
the Texas Department of 
Public Safety.

Conner was driving a 
2005 For Mustang when she 
drove onto the shoulder of 
the road, the report stated. 

The Mustang turned left 
in front of a 2013 Mack Truck 
Tractor pulling a semi-trailer, 
the report stated. 

The truck tractor struck 
the Mustang on the left side. 

The two vehicles continue off 
the south side of the road 
with the truck tractor stop-
ping facing southwest in 
the ditch and the Mustange 
under the front of the truck 
tractor, the report stated. 

The truck tractor driver, 
Roberto Baeza Machuca, 59, 
of San Angelo, was transport-
ed to San Angelo Community 
Medical Center where he was 
treated with non incapacitat-
ing injuries, the report stated. 

The accident took place 
at 6:15 a.m. around 10 miles 
west of Mertzon on U.S. High-
way 67, the report stated. 

The accident was invest-
ed by DPS Trooper Jessica 
Springer, of Bronte.
