To own or op-
erate a car or

truck, you have to be of a cer-
tain age. So we could begin to
define a tire store’s target mar-
ket as people over 16 years of
age that own or operate motor
vehicles. This is still a broad
description of our market. De-
pending on the type and cost
of tires we want to sell, it
would be important to know
how many potential customers
make up the target market and
what percentage of them are
likely buy the kind of tires we
want to sell.

All of this is important be-
cause it can help us determine

if there will be enough demand
for our business. If the tar-
get market is too small, the tire
store may need to adjust its
offering to include a broader
range of products or services.

Often times, businesses open
and assume that market will
not change and their product or
service will be available forever.
They fail to consider that their
target market might change or
shift. Or, they fail to keep up
with technology and are no lon-
ger in demand.

At one point in time, you
bought music on vinyl discs or

cassette tapes. There were re-
cord stores everywhere. To-
day, you can still buy music in
a store, but only on a compact
disc. However, it isn’t the most
popular way to buy it anymore.
With the Internet and digitali-
zation of music, you can down-
load it to an electronic player
and never leave home. The re-
cord and cassette store of the
past is out of business if they
didn’t adjust with technology.
The business owner needs to
keep up with new innovations
in the industry within which
they operate and with the de-

mands of their target mar-
ket. Because of that, market re-
search is not just a one-time ac-
tivity. It needs to be completed
on a recurring basis to insure
the product or service offered
by a business is relevant and in
demand.

When did you last complete
a market analysis? Maybe it’s
time for another one if you are
experiencing stagnant sales.

Friend Gone

hings are not “look-

ing up” when it

comes to our ability

to “look down” or

just around to keep
an eye on what our police
and other authorities are
doing.

In several high-profile in-
cidents and elsewhere, po-
lice have moved to block
the public from effectively
seeing what they are doing
at scenes. Those actions put
First Amendment freedoms
- speech, assembly, petition
and free press - literally on
the line.

Police stifled coverage by
reporters and photogra-
phers in Ferguson Mo., and
in New York City by block-
ing access on the ground,
and by creating “no-fly
zones” banning news heli-
copters from reporting on
public demonstrations and
altercations.

In some cases, authorities
have cited safety concerns,
but a report by The Asso-
ciated Press recently cast
doubt on the real reason
for the no-coverage zone
around Ferguson, Mo., last
summer.

Make no mistake: While
the issue is framed in terms
of police and “news media,”
the view being blocked is
yours and mine and that of
our fellow citizens.

According to the AP, fed-
eral aviation officials agreed
to a local police request for
a “no media” zone of 37
square miles around Fer-
guson, Mo. for 12 days last
August. AP uncovered audio
tapes showing that the so-
called “safety” zone was re-
ally intended to keep news
helicopters away during a
time of street protests.

While police denied that
intent, AP’s report included
audio segments that would
appear to leave little doubt:
“They finally admitted it re-
ally was to keep the media
out,” said one FAA manager
about the St. Louis County
Police. “But they were a lit-
tle concerned of, obviously,
anything else that could be
going on.” At another point,
a manager at the FAA’s
Kansas City center said
that police “did not care if
you ran commercial traf-
fic through this TFR (tem-
porary flight restriction) all
day long. They didn’t want
media in there.”

There’s history here: In
2011, New York City police
banned news helicopters -
as well as reporters on the
ground - from the vicinity
of a small park where the
national “Occupy” move-

ment had
set up

its head-

quarters.

The few
reporters
on scene,
as quick-
ly as they
could be
identi-
fied, were
escort-
ed to lo-
cations
blocks
away.

Lest we think attempts to
restrict news coverage are
rare, one need only scan
for the all-too regular in-
cidents in which journal-
ists and others are accosted
and often taken into custo-
dy for simply taking pho-
tos of regular police activity
happening out in the open.
Go to the other end of the
spectrum and consider the
ongoing flap over the White
House’s persistent attempts
to exclude press photogra-
phers from events, with “of-
ficial” photos offered as re-
placement.

The nation’s founders
provided constitutional pro-
tection for a free press in
large degree to provide an
independent entity to ob-
serve and report on our
public officials and the
work that they do. You can-
not be an effective “watch-
dog on government” if
you're kept penned in the
official doghouse, or shut
out of the public yard.

Disturbingly, the efforts
at censorship occur even
in the most benign circum-
stances. Reports say that
two Lindenwood Universi-
ty student reporters were
questioned for more than
90 minutes by more than a
dozen St. Louis Metropoli-
tan Police Department of-
ficers and detectives who
saw the students film-
ing department patrol cars
from a public sidewalk. The
department is investigating
the incident, according to St.
Louis Police Chief Sam Dot-
son, responding to a Nov. 1
letter from the university.

Perhaps that investigation
should expand to include
at least the Ferguson po-
lice officials behind the “no-
fly” zone, and start with
this question: When did the
“Show Me” state motto get
edited to include the words
“ ... except for this or that!”?

The much-dreaded morning arrived and
I was in a funk. Even though I'm prone to
being that way, this day was especially de-
pressing for it was the day of the last sale
ever to be held at the Templeton Livestock
Market. The owners, friends of mine, had
sold the property and the land will soon be
planted in houses. I don’t blame them, I'd
have probably taken the cash too.

We had been expecting this day for a long
time but the sale of the property was held
up by a lawsuit. It seems the neighbors
went to court to stop the sale of the land
because they'd grown to love “their” sale
yard. These were the same people who
years ago moved into the new neighbor-
hood and then complained about the noise
and the dust of the auction barn which had
been there for 70 years. Now they were
especially upset because it was being torn
down to make way for houses. It seems
they preferred cows to people after all.

In the past, whenever you said, “I'm
going to Templeton," everyone knew you
were referring to the auction market, not
the town of the same name. Although the
town always has been a very agreeable
place where people are real people, if you
know what I mean. And while it's true that
I've only been to two of the seven conti-
nents, I'd have to say that Templeton is
truly one of the greatest places on earth.

Templeton was the unofficial cow capital
of my county, home to three cows per
person, and the only sale yard left within

200 miles. At one end of
town was the sale yard
and at the other was
the feed and grain mill.
Templeton has one way
of entering and one way
of leaving and I've never
altered that routine in 41
years of going there.

I think I've worked

been a consignor and fed

grow yard they had. Next

to the sale yard was a
roping arena where I worked horse sales
and went to “play days”. Hoover's restau-
rant was also on the grounds, a staple of
simple food and a popular destination for
the town folk. They used to sell 100,000
head of cattle a year at TLM and it was the
home of the World Livestock Auctioneer
Championship in its heyday. Dean Schow
of Paxton, Nebraska, was named the win-
ner that year and I'm so glad he became
a good friend of mine. Like TLM, he was
real easy to like. I'm sad to say Dean died
a few months ago... there seems to be a lot
of that going around. And now the auction
market has breathed its last breath too.

At the last auction ever held at TLM I
worked ring for the bull sale and when I
looked up into the crowd it hit me that
this was the last time I'd ever see many

of these fine folks who had become my
friends. It felt like a funeral. Old timers
greeted me with a lump in their throats
and Randy Baxley, who grew up at TLM
and ran the sale yard, but did not own it,
almost broke down as he fine-tuned his
going away speech. He and his wife Beth
lease another yard at Visalia and are won-
derful people.

It was such a large crowd there wasn't
room for everyone inside the sale barn.
We had all come to say our final goodbyes
and to make the day a special one. No one
wanted to leave, or for the day to ever end.
The top three bulls that day were the three
highest selling bulls ever sold at TLM. We
all did her proud on her final day.

I suppose it had to come to this. The
sale yard was standing in the path of an
onslaught of people. Now Templeton town
is growing up and I suppose before long it
will either have a prison or a casino. Signs
of what passes for progress these days.

The last animal ever sold at the Temple-
ton sale barn brought more than seven
dollars per pound, as if it was for a county
fair junior livestock exhibitor battling
cancer. On the morning after the last day
I couldn't help thinking that the con-
signor who owned that last animal sure
was lucky. As were we all to have known
this wonderful grand dame who took her
town's personality and identity with her
when she left.

Spigot 1s open: Flow of legislative bills, resolutions begins

AUSTIN — On Nov. 10,
dozens among Texas’ 31 state
senators and 150 state rep-
resentatives, including a few
members-elect who won’t be
sworn for nearly two months,
jumped right in and filed
legislative bills in advance of
the 84th regular session of
the Texas Legislature, which
convenes on Tuesday, Jan. 13.

In all last week, 316 House
and 170 Senate bills, pro-
posed constitutional amend-
ments and commemorative
resolutions were filed. These
are samples of the subject
matter in those early-filed
bills: acceptable forms of
voter identification, use of a
portable wireless communica-
tion device while operating
a motor vehicle, repeal of
the franchise tax, property
tax reform, minimum wage
increase, changes regarding
the offense of student hazing,
and free pre-kindergarten in
public schools. The bill-filing
deadline is the 60th day of
the session, March 13. By

In other news, Sen. Glenn
Hegar, R-Katy, who was
elected state comptroller on
Nov. 4, announced he will
resign from the Senate effec-
tive Dec. 5. Gov. Rick Perry
set Dec. 6 as the date for a
special election to fill the seat
opened by Hegar’s departure.
State Rep. Lois Kolkhorst, R-
Brenham, is in the race for the
seat. Kolkhorst is chair of the
House Committee on Public
Health and a member of the
House Committee on County
Affairs. Others candidates for
the seat are expected to file
declarations soon.

Last spring, the group
made recommendations on
outside lunches at the ele-
mentary school.

“The group we have this
year are interested in the
health and well being of our
students. We are looking at

“We're just a society of
convenience and drive-th-
ru. We want them to be eat-
ing well at school,” Huffman
said. “A lot of our kids don’t
even have supper at night, so
breakfast is even more im-
portant.”

SHOTS FIRED
IN THE END ZONE

Last year, a Longview game
warden received informa-
tion about illegal dove hunt-
ing over a baited field near a
football field in the Pine Tree
ISD.

After some phone calls,
a teenaged boy from Bas-
trop admitted that he killed
the buck and hid it because it
didn’t meet the ranch harvest
rules, and he was not sup-
posed to shoot bucks in the
first place. A Bastrop County
game warden assisted in get-
ting statements.

FACEBOOK FISH MARKET
After receiving informa-
tion that a man was selling
fish on Facebook, Cameron
County game wardens con-
tacted the man to set up a
buy. The wardens arrived at
the man’s residence where he
was selling the fish, including
red drum, spotted sea trout,
flounder and sheepshead.
After the man sold the
fish to the wardens, the war-
dens issued the man citations
that included not having a re-
tail fish dealer license, sale
and purchase of commercial-
ly protected fish and posses-
sion of undersize red drum.
