Care Center board, commissioners 
discuss new health clinic

The new health clinic is 
moving closer to breaking 
ground. 

At a joint meeting Mon-
day night between the Crockett 
County Commissioners’ Court 
and the Crockett County Care 
Center, Health and Emergen-
cy Services Board, both groups 
heard details about the project. 

The county is looking 
to build the $3 million clin-
ic across from Lion Stadium. 
Shannon Medical Center will 
provide $275,000 worth of new 
equipment. 

The commissioners are 
looking at issuing a tax note 
for the clinic, instead of a bond 
election. A tax note can be is-
sued by the county for projects 
to be financed for seven years 
or less. The clinic project has 

been estimated to be paid back 
within five years. 

The clinic is around 10,000 
square-feet. 

The new clinic will have 11 
exam rooms that will be used 
by local physicians and special-
ists from San Angelo. 

EMS will have an urgent 
care entrance on one side of 
the building, with the driveway 
going around the back of the 
building. 

The lobby area is larger in 
both the clinic and urgent care 
areas. 

Architect Rick Burnight, 
with O’Connell Robertson, said 
he worked with clinic employ-
ees on designing the facility.

Burnight said his firm is 
90 percent done with the en-
gineering and architecture on 
the clinic. If the commissioners 
approve to advertise for bids

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AUSTIN — A three-judge 
panel of the U.S. Fifth Circuit 
Court of Appeals on Nov. 9 
affirmed a Brownsville federal 
district judge’s Feb. 15, 2015, 
order forbidding the Obama 
administration’s implementa-
tion of DAPA, the Deferred 
Action for Parents of Ameri-
cans and Lawful Residents 
Program. 

Against the wishes of 
Congress, the White House 
sent out a memorandum in 
November 2014 extending the 
reach of the policy include to 
more people.

Gov. Greg Abbott reacted 
to the Fifth Circuit ruling  on 
Nov. 10, saying: “The court’s 
decision is a vindication for 
the Rule of Law and the Con-
stitution. The president’s job 
is to enforce the immigration 
laws, not rewrite them. Presi-
dent Obama should abandon 
his lawless executive amnesty 
program and start enforcing 
the law today.”

In affirming the lower 
court’s ruling, the Fifth 

Circuit sided with Texas and 
25 other states that sued to 
prevent the implementation 
of DAPA on three grounds:

1. That DAPA violated the 
procedural requirements of 
the federal Administrative 
Procedures Act as a substan-
tive rule that did not undergo 
the requisite notice and com-
ment;

2. That the U.S. Department 
of Homeland Security lacked 
the authority to implement 
the program even if it fol-
lowed the correct rule-making 
process; and

3. That DAPA was an ab-
rogation of the president’s 
constitutional duty to “take 
Care that the Laws be faith-
fully executed.”

The trial court and subse-
quent appellate court actions 
stem from the Department of 
Homeland Security’s imple-
mentation of DACA, the De-

ferred Action for Childhood 
Arrivals, a 2012 executive 
order by President Obama.

According to the Fifth Cir-
cuit majority opinion, under 
DACA, at least 1.2 million 
people who are “lawfully pres-
ent” in the U.S. may qualify 
for Social Security retirement, 
Social Security disability 
benefits and health insurance 
under Part A of the Medicare 
program, but those who are 
“unlawfully present” are gen-
erally not eligible to receive 
federal public benefits. 

White House Press Secretary 
Josh Earnest on Nov. 10 said 
the Obama administration 
would file an appeal of the 
Fifth Circuit’s ruling with the 
U.S. Supreme Court.

In 20 million American homes man's best 
friend isn't a dog, it's a legally owned py-
thon, chimp, Madagascar hissing cockroach 
or other exotic pet. 

It occurs to me that we could kill two 
birds with one stone, so to speak, by turn-
ing endangered and threatened species into 
house pets. 

Who wouldn't want a poison dart frog, 
mountain gorilla, sumatran orangutan, 
Slevin's skink (a lizard), Oliver Ridley Turtle 
or Hector's dolphin in their home? 

Why should Hector, Slevin or Oliver get 
to have all the fun? An Ozark hellbender 
would make a perfect pet, which I admit, 
sounds more like my college roommate 
than it does an endangered amphibian.

It's time to think "outside the cage" and 
adopt an endangered clam, fern, lichen, 
snail, arachnid or invertebrate as your pet.

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Disenfranchise voters
There are many 

sneaky ways to dis-
enfranchise voters 
— to rig the elec-
toral system so that 

one group’s voices are not 
quite as loud as others’ —
but the 23rd Congressio-
nal District of Texas might 
be one of the most devious 
of all.

Texas lawmakers have de-
signed a congressional dis-
trict that is so slippery that 
neither political party can 
hang onto it.

You will get an argument 
about that from the people 
who have held the seat. Will 
Hurd, Pete Gallego, Francis-
co "Quico" Canseco, Ciro Ro-
driguez and Henry Bonilla 
will all say, in one way or an-
other, that they have been 
effective representatives for 
the people who sent them to 
Washington, D.C.

Bonilla, a Republican, was 
there for 14 years. Rodri-
guez, a Democrat, was there 
for four but served in Con-
gress for eight more years 
representing another district 
— another redistricting tale 
for another day.

Rodriguez lost in 2010 to 
Canseco, a Republican. Can-
seco lost to Gallego, a Demo-
crat, in 2012. Gallego lost to 
Hurd, a Republican, in 2014.

Next year, Hurd and Gal-
lego will be on the ballot 
again, in a rematch. They’ll 
be testing to see whether 
the district is a reliable flip-
per or not: Its voters have 
preferred Republicans in 
non-presidential election 
years and Democrats in 
presidential years.

That’s a pain in the butt 
for the politicos. But it’s re-
ally a pain in the butt for 
the people in CD-23, which 
includes Crockett Coun-
ty. While they’ve been try-
ing their hardest to remem-
ber who represents them 
in Congress, people in oth-
er Texas districts have 
watched their federal rep-
resentatives pile up the se-
niority.

Midland Republican Mi-
chael Conaway was elect-
ed to Congress in 2004, and 
he’s chairman of the House 
Agriculture Committee. Jeb 
Hensarling, R-Dallas, went to 
Washington after the 2002 
elections and chairs the Fi-
nancial Services Commit-
tee. Michael McCaul, R-Aus-
tin, who was first elected 
in 2004, chairs the Home-
land Security Committee. 
Pete Sessions, R-Dallas, who 
heads the Rules Committee, 
he joined Congress in 1997.

First thing to notice there 
is that you have to be a Re-
publican to have a chair-
manship in the current Con-
gress. But the second is that 
nobody from the 23rd con-
gressional district has had 

a chance to 
stay long 
enough to 
get into 
the line, 
even for 
the top mi-
nority posi-
tions. And 
their vot-
ers, it fol-
lows, have 
that much 
less pow-
er in Wash-
ington than 
other Tex-
ans from 

more stable districts.
Other kinds of disenfran-

chisement are more com-
mon. Those more common 
forms — unfairly discrim-
inating against particular 
populations on grounds of 
race or ethnicity or geogra-
phy, for instance — are also 
against the law.

This one is more subtle, 
almost certainly uninten-
tional and just as insidious.

In any given place in Tex-
as, voters in one political 
party or another have been 
written out of their ability 
to elect someone from their 
party to Congress. Using the 
current congressional dis-
tricts — which, by the way, 
are still under challenge in 
the federal courts — it is vir-
tually impossible to elect a 
Democrat in a Republican 
district or vice- versa.

Eleven of the 36 districts 
were drawn to elect Demo-
crats. Twenty-four of the 36 
were drawn to elect Republi-
cans. One — the 23rd, which 
stretches from San Antonio 
all the way west to El Paso 
and all the way south to 
grab more than half of the 
length of the Texas-Mexico 
border — is a swing district.

The November elections 
there are competitive, which 
is more than can be said for 
the other 35 districts. But 
where other Texans might 
be pining for new faces in 
politics, the officeholders 
in the 23rd change so fast 
that many voters never learn 
their names.

If turnover like that was 
normal in other congres-
sional districts, the poli-
tics would probably balance 
out. But other members of 
Congress don’t have to wor-
ry as hard about their next 
elections, and they can also 
count on sticking around 
long enough to get some 
plum assignments.

And their voters bene-
fit, presumably, from hav-
ing friends in high places. 
Voters in the 23rd Congres-
sional district of Texas can 
only wonder what that’s 
like.

How to write good employee job descriptions
I can say emphatically that 

I have never utter the phrase, 
“Well, that’s not in my job de-
scription.”   

As an owner, you perform all 
the jobs which your business re-
quires you to do in order to keep 
the business running and be-
ing profitable. As your business 
grows, you will find yourself 
considering hiring an employee.

Having a job description will 
help you write your help want-
ed ad, ensure your applicants 
and employees understand 
their roles and serve as a basis 
for performance expectations.  

The Small 
Business Ad-
ministration 
web site of-
fers these tips.  
Good job de-
scriptions typ-
ically begin 
with a care-
ful analysis of 
the important 
facts about 
a job. Identi-
fy the individ-
ual tasks and 
methods used 
to complete 

these tasks. Explain the purpose 
and responsibilities of the job 
and how it relates to the compa-
ny’s end goal.   

SBA cautions about being too 
stringent in the job description 
wording.  A flexible job descrip-
tion encourages employees to 
grow within their position and 
contribute over time to your 
overall business.  

The Texas Workforce Com-
mission online resource, Es-
pecially for Texas Employers, 
states that a good job descrip-
tion makes it much easier to 
deal with an unemployment 

claim should a work separation 
occur. The job description typ-
ically includes the job title, ob-
jective and level.  Include a de-
scription of the function and 
scope of the position and list 
the tasks critical for success. 
Key functional and relational 
responsibilities should be listed 
in order of significance.  

Additionally, include where 
the work will be performed and 
expected abilities to handle var-
ious types of equipment and/or 
software programs.  

The SBA recommends struc-
turing the sentences verb/ob-

ject format. “Greets office visi-
tors and personnel in a friendly 
and sincere manner.”  Always use 
the present tense of verbs and try 
and construct sentences in a gen-
der neutral format.  It is accept-
able to use he/she if necessary.  
Avoid indecisive adverbs such as 
frequently, occasional or several. 

As you work through writing 
your job descriptions, The Uni-
versity of Delaware has post-
ed online Action Words for Po-
sition Descriptions.  Some key 
verbs from that document in-
clude articulates, certifies, col-
laborates, develops, recom-

mends, schedules and (the last 
one on nine pages), writes. 

Locally, the Concho Valley 
Workforce Development Board 
is the contact for direct assis-
tance with writing job descrip-
tions. As always, the Angelo 
State University Small Business 
Development Center is here to 
help with any small business 
needs you might encounter.

Our relationship with 

food begins when we were 
too young to comprehend 
what relationships are. 

Over time this relation-
ship becomes complicated. 
We say “food is fuel” but we 
have made it so much more 
than that. We eat it for plea-
sure, for comfort, when we’re 
sad and depressed. 

Food is our friend when 
we’re hurt, when we social-
ize, our reward, as gifts and 
when we’re lonely. We associ-
ate food with sex and equate 
it to our good health. Yet 
for others, it’s an obsession, 
or an addiction that causes 
us to feel intense hated and 
unworthiness. The extremes 
of our food attachments can 
even kill us. Worse yet, food 
imprisons more and more of 
us every year by confining us 
to wheelchairs and beds, and 
to the solitary confinement 
of our own bodies.    

Technological advance-
ments made by both the 
food and pharmaceutical in-
dustries have created forms 
of nutrition and potions our 
bodies have not yet evolved 
to process beneficially, in 
many cases. Yet, we have em-
braced them to the point we 
have forgotten from where 
we came and what we once 
knew, and allowed them to 
take hold of our health and 
welfare to the point that 
some of them have become 
‘monsters’ that threaten our 
very existence. 

Processed foods contain 
added chemicals and many 
beneficial nutrients are ex-
tracted to increase shelf-life 
and reduce expenses. 

Fast food is only a couple 
molecules away from being 
plastic and even lack enough 
nutrients to feed bugs and 

bacteria.
The hu-

man body 
is not a 
combustion 
engine. 

We are 
complex 
and dy-
namic 
organisms 
that extract 
nutrition at 
the molecu-
lar level, for 

the healthy functioning of all 
our various organs, operat-
ing systems, as well as, for 
all the emotional nourish-
ment mentioned in the open-
ing paragraph.

All food is not created 
equal, and what we eat is not 
necessarily what we absorb. 

A calorie is not just a 
calorie and there are a multi-
tude factors affecting how we 
digest, process, and use the 
food we eat. The value of the 
food outside our body isn't 
necessarily the same as the 
value inside our body, but 
that’s only a part of the story.

The macronutrients (pro-
teins, carbohydrates, and 
fats) in our food are reduced 
by our digestive systems into 
components that supply en-
ergy, chemicals, hormones, 
and support the magnetic 
and electrical exchanges of 
brain functioning. 

The process of digestion 
extracts all available micro-
nutrients, phytochemicals, 
zoo-chemicals, water, and 
more. “Phyto” means plants 
and “zoo” refers to animals. 
The phytochemicals in our 
“leafy greens” and grains, 
and zoo-chemicals in our 
animal products provide our 
body with many and varied 
benefits, as well as detri-

ments, and we need to know 
how our individual genes ex-
press these nutrients. 

Our best strategy is to 
educate ourselves, be mind-
ful of every bite we eat and 
understand its role in our 
bio-individuality, our health, 
wellness and functioning.

There is a new science 
in town that promises to an-
swer the questions concern-
ing our nutrition and how it 
is expressed genetically for 
each of us. “…Nutrigenomics 
will ultimately enable such 
personalized dietary advice, it 
is a science still in its infancy 
and its contribution to public 
health over the next decade is 
thought to be major. … Whilst 
nutrigenomics is aimed at de-
veloping an understanding of 
how the whole body responds 
to a food via systems biology, 
research into the effect of a 
single gene/single food com-
pound relationships is known 
as nutrigenetics,” states Wiki-
pedia, the free encyclopedia 
on its page entitled, "Nutrig-
enomics."

We are about to enter into 
a drastic paradigm shift with 
regard to our nutrition and 
ways of eating. Regardless of 
what we believe or deny, our 
body’s genes are going to re-
act and “express themselves” 
as they always have, in the 
ways they evolved to react to 
the nutrients we ingest. We 
would do well to be mind-
ful of our nutriment. While it 
may be fuel, food is more an 
expression of life giving life 
and we are its recipients.

next month, and bids are ap-
proved by the end of the year, 
construction could start first 
of next year.  

Vince Viaille, managing 
director of Specialized Public 
Finance Inc., said a tax note 
can be issued by the county 
for projects to be financed 
for seven years or less. 

Tax notes don’t run the 
risk to have to pay for an elec-
tion, like a bond, Viaille said. 

They also don’t have the 
risk of the public petitioning 
for a bond election. 

The tax note can also be 
financed through local or 
commercial banks, Viaille 
said. That will give the coun-
ty the option to pay off the 
note early without penalty. 

County Judge Fred De-
aton said the county has 
around $1.1 million in their 
budget for the clinic, which 
means the county would bor-
row $2 million. 

Dr. Marcus Sims asked if 
the bids come in high then 
wouldn’t it be better to bor-
row $2.5 million. 

Care Center Board Presi-
dent John L. Henderson said 
they were not going over $3 
million. 

The commissioners will 
have a meeting at noon Mon-
day, Nov. 23, at the court-
house annex to look at adver-
tising for bids for the clinic.

CARE CENTER ROOF
Jason Clinton with SKG 

Engineering gave a presen-
tation on the proposed new 
roof for the Crockett Coun-
ty Care Center, the clinic and 
West Texas Rehab buildings. 

The commissioners ap-
proved the roof plan and to 
advertise for bids at an Oct. 
28 meeting. The commission-
ers are scheduled to meet 
again at noon Monday, Nov. 
23, to open and approve the 
roof bids. 

Clinton said the pro-
posed roof is a membrane 
roof that will have a Dural-
ast top. 

Not all the tar and grav-
el will be taken off the roof 
because of the residents and 
the noise level is high, Clin-

ton said. The new roof is 
guaranteed for 20 years. 

Henderson said the leaks 
at the care center have been 
taken care of with the new air 
conditioning units, except for 
the kitchen. He also said the 
care center roof is no longer 
an emergency. 

Deaton said the county 
has money set aside for the 
project. 

Clinton said his best 
guess at an estimated cost 
would be $500,000. 

Last month, the commis-
sioners approved a $90,000 
bid for a new roof on the 
courthouse annex.

The county has $622,000 
budgeted for both projects.  

Commissioner Randy 
Branch said the type of roof 
proposed would be good. 
The rest of the commission-
ers also agreed that the roof 
needs to be done.

The commissioners also 

approved a bid from Betty 
Castro at $11.42 a plate for 
350 people for the County 
Employee Appreciation Ban-
quet. 

On Nov. 12 the commis-
sioners met and canvassed 
the Nov. 3 election results.

Crockett County Sheriff's 
Department, in conjunction

Patrol, has been partici-
pating in a program the Bor-
der Patrol calls Stonegarden. 
Our deputies work on Bor-

der Patrol initiatives on their 
off-duty time. This has been 
a real asset to their depart-
ment and ours. We are hon-
ored to be counted an asset 
to a federal agency and will 
continue to work to be valu-
able whenever we can. 

As you know, struggling 
with the lack of space for lo-
cal offenders has been a ma-
jor problem in our coun-
ty since before I took office. 
We continue to search for out 
of county agencies that will 
house our prisoners as our 
jail is limited to an occupan-
cy of 48 hours per offender. 

We are currently in the 
planning stage of a new jail 
to be constructed south of 
town. 

We have had diagrams 
of more than one jail facility 
from more than one architect 
and the one selected to most 

accommodate our needs was 
available at the town hall 
meeting. Those plans are 
complete and ready for con-
struction. 

I am returning to ask for 
your support as sheriff. I stat-
ed some goals when I initially 
ran for office and feel I have 
accomplished those goals. As 
I stated, my door is open at 
my office and at my house, 
and I have made every effort 
to be approachable and fair. 

My family and I appreci-
ate your support. I feel like 
we have made some signifi-
cant improvement as a coun-
ty agency. There is much left 
to be done and I request your 
support so I can continue to 
make a positive impact for 
our community.

requiring an abortion-per-
forming doctor to have ad-
mitting privileges at a hos-
pital no more than 30 miles 
from the clinic and requiring 
clinics that provide abortions 
to have facilities meet strict 
guidelines as ambulatory 
surgical centers. 

Planned Parenthood Texas 
said if the high court does 
not reverse a Fifth Circuit 
ruling that allows the law to 
stand, “it would leave the 5.4 
million women of reproduc-
tive age in Texas with only 
10 health centers that pro-
vide safe, legal abortion in 
the entire state, down from 
approximately 40 health cen-
ters before the passage of the 
dangerous law.”

Gov. Abbott on Oct. 19 an-
nounced an initiative calling 
for the elimination of taxpay-
er funding for Planned Par-
enthood and other abortion 
providers.

ABBOTT COMMENTS 
ON PARIS

French officials confirmed 
the deaths of 127 people and 
the hospitalization of an esti-
mated 300 hundred others in 
Nov. 13 terrorist attacks at six 
sites in a small section of Paris. 

Gov. Abbott issued the fol-
lowing statement:

“Today’s despicable attacks 
in France are an assault to all 
of humanity, and the world 
must unite to condemn acts 
of terrorism on every front. 
My office has been in con-
tact with DPS and federal au-
thorities who will continue 
to monitor the situation in 
Texas. Additionally, I have 
spoken with the Consulate 
General of France in Hous-
ton to offer any and all assis-
tance on behalf of the State 
of Texas. Our thoughts and 
prayers remain with the vic-
tims and all those affected in 
France tonight."

MURR NAMED TO MENTAL 
HEALTH COMMITTEE

Texas House Speaker Joe 

Straus on Nov. 9 formed the 
House Select Committee on 
Mental Health to study the 
state’s behavioral health sys-
tem for children and adults.

Straus instructed the panel 
to study substance abuse 
treatment and recommend 
ways to improve early identi-
fication of mental illness, in-
crease collaboration among 
entities that deliver care, 
methods to measure and im-
prove outcomes, and ways to 
improve care in underserved 
and rural areas, and for vet-
erans and the homeless.

Panel members include 
Rep. Four Price, R-Amarillo, 
chair; Rep. Joe Moody, D-El 
Paso, vice chair; and Reps. 
Greg Bonnen, R-Galveston; 
Garnet Coleman, D-Houston; 
Sarah Davis, R-Houston; Rick

Murr appointed to 
mental health committee

Last week, the Speaker 
of the Texas House formed 
the House Select Committee 
on Mental Health in order to 
take a comprehensive view of 
how to improve the state’s 
behavioral health system for 
children and adults.  

Among those members 
appointed to the select com-
mittee was State Rep. Andrew 
Murr, R-Junction, whose dis-
trict includes Kerr County, 
home to one of the state’s 
twelve mental health hospi-
tals and the Hill Country Men-
tal Health and Developmental 
Disabilities (MHDD) Centers 
Administrative Headquarters, 
which serves a 19-county 
area. 

 One of the Speaker’s key 
charges to the committee is 
to recommend ways to im-
prove early identification of 
mental illness and increase 
collaboration among entities 
that deliver care.  

Additionally, the com-
mittee will address better 
processes to measure and 
improve outcomes, how to 
better serve rural areas of 
the state, and how to provide 
better care to veterans.

“Mental illness is a sig-
nificant problem in our state, 
and when left unchecked, it 
can have challenging con-
sequences for families and 
communities. At the same 
time, we have finite resourc-
es available to address adult 
and juvenile mental health 
needs, so it’s vital that we 
come together to chart the 
path forward that will create 
the most efficient and effec-
tive system to treat the men-
tally ill.  Importantly, we have 

to bridge 
gaps 
across a 
variety of 
agencies 
and exper-
tise areas 
– from 
individual 
training 
to insur-
ance to our criminal justice 
and juvenile justice systems. 
Rural Texas sometimes is 
lacking in all the tools and 
expertise we need to best 
meet Texans' mental health 
needs," Murr said. 

The Kerrville State Hos-
pital, which was founded in 
1951, provides long-term 
treatment for adults who 
have been committed by a 
court.  Roughly half of those 
admitted were deemed in-
competent to stand trial, 
while the other half were ad-
judicated as guilty by reason 
of insanity. 

The Hill Country MHDD 
Centers provide mental 
health, individual develop-
mental disability, substance 
abuse, and early child-
hood intervention services 
throughout the greater Texas 
Hill Country.  

This organization works 
with local governments and 
includes a crisis stabilization 
unit, youth crisis respite cen-
ter, and intellectual and de-
velopmental disability (IDD) 
behavioral supports and cri-
sis center.  

Legislators increased 
mental health funding by 
more than $200 million when 
they met earlier this year, with 
the current two-year budget 
appropriating $1.8 billion per 
year to mental health services 
across the state.

EL PASO - Over the past 
two months Texas Parks 
and Wildlife Department 
staff have received numer-
ous calls about a white goat 
seen roaming the side slopes 
of Trans Mountain Road in 
the area known as Smugglers 
Pass.

Due to the feral state of 
the goat and the rugged con-
ditions of the terrain, remov-
ing the goat from the area 
would be difficult and dan-
gerous for both the animal 
and wildlife officials conduct-
ing the relocation.

Based on these consider-
ations, TPWD will not be tak-
ing any action to actively cap-
ture, remove, or relocate the 
goat.
