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2015 was a wet year

It was a wet year for
Crockett County in 2015.

Last year the county re-
ceived 23.11 inches of rain,
according to the Crockett
County Groundwater District.

This is up from 2014’s to-
tal of 17.57 inches. The driest
year still remains 2011 with a
total of only 5.54 inches.

The wettest month in
2015 for Crockett County
was May with 5.89 inches.
Ocotober was second with 4
inches. The driest month was
February with .45.

May 2015 was the wettest
month ever in the state’s his-
tory, averaging 7.54 inches,
according to the Office of the
State Climatologist at Texas
A&M University.

Last year, the state clima-
tologist’s office declared Tex-
as to be drought free.

“We recovered from one
drought, then had anoth-
er one, then recovered from
it. Texas had its wettest
month ever, and its wettest
storm ever, and the wettest
storm was not in the wettest
month,” said John Nielsen-
Gammon, an atmospheric
sciences professor at Texas
A&M University and the state

climatologist.
The most recent U.S.
Drought  Monitor report

shows 12 percent of the state
as abnormally dry. These ar-
eas are around Big Bend,
parts of Tom Green County
and the eastern Concho Val-
ley, Hidalgo County, around
Corpus Christi and a small
part of East Texas. The state
climatologist’s office states
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2015 WAS A WET YEAR for Crockett County with 23.11 inches of rain. May had the most moisture with 5.89 inches.

Texas is still drought free.

According to the U.S.
Drought Monitor’s website,
Abnormally Dry is short-term
dryness of plants, crops or
pastures. It is the lowest cate-
gory on their scale.

To put this in perspec-
tive, 68 percent of the state
was in a drought two years
ago and 100 percent of the
state was in a drought five
years ago.

The state has been dry
for the last 30 days, with only
a few areas receiving notice-
able rain in 2016.

“This has put stress on
plants, which has caused the
fire danger to be elevated,” ac-
cording to a press release from
the state climatologist’s office.

The Crockett County
Commissioners’ Court rein-
stated a 30-day countywide
burn ban last week due to the
dry conditions.

The Ozona Volunteer Fire
Department has responded
to several grass fires in the
past month.

Temperatures nearing 80
degrees, strong winds and
low humidity can increase

wildfire potential.

Texas A&M Forest Service
encourages vigilance and pre-
ventative measures against
human-caused wildfires.

- Postpone outdoor burn-
ing until conditions improve.

- With high fire danger,
caution should be used with
any outdoor activity that may
cause a spark. It only takes
one spark to start a wildfire.

- Dispose of smoking ma-
terials properly. Extinguish
them in an ash tray. Don’t
throw them out of a window.

Avoid parking and
idling in tall, dry grass. Cat-
alytic converters can get hot

This year’s STAAR test
will be harder and all sub-
jects will count.

At the Feb. 9 Ozona Ele-
mentary School PTO meeting,
CCCCSD Testing Coordinator
Tonya Poindexter reviewed
this year’s testing standards.

“I don’t know every-
thing about STAAR because it
changes often, especially this
year. Just this week I've had
two changes already,” Poind-
exter said.

Students in grades third
through eighth must take two
or more subject-specific State
of Texas Assessments of Ac-
ademic, or STAAR, exams.
Launched in spring 2012,
STAAR is considered more
difficult and rigorous than its
predecessors.

Under the high-stakes
system, some students are
expected to pass their exams
before advancing to the next
grade level, and high school-
ers are expected to pass five

end-of-course exams (15 be-
fore lawmakers opted to re-
duce it) before receiving a di-
ploma, although lawmakers
created a major exception to
that requirement earlier this
year.

This year, the Texas Ed-

ucation Agency has imple-
mented

Millions of working families
discovered that the plan
they liked was no longer
available and that the alter-
natives offered cost more
than they wanted to spend
and mandated coverage
they simply did not need or
want. Seniors sadly came to
learn that the doctor they
trusted and had visited for
years was no longer avail-
able under new plans they
had no choice but to ac-
cept.

Taxes associated with

- Beef cows enjoy meeting new cows,
traveling and exploring new places, like
the neighbor's sprawling ranch. Milk
cows get to travel too, back and forth,
back and forth, to the milking parlor.
The only time that changes is when she
makes THE BIG TRIP, as it is known by
the gossipy cows in the loafing shed.

- Dairy cows are bilingual, understand-
ing English and Spanish whereas beef
cows understand only one language:
cowboy cussin'.

- Beef cows turn grass into hamburger
and shoe leather while dairy cows turn
water and hay into milk, cheese and ice
cream. No matter whether they're beef or
dairy cows, add up their contributions to
mankind and you get the most produc-
tive animal on earth.

Supreme Court halts EPA pollution abatement rule

AUSTIN — Texas Attorney
General Ken Paxton on Feb.
9 heralded the U.S. Supreme

Court’s 5-4 order that put on
hold a U.S. Environmental Pro-
tection Agency rule requiring
power producers to cut back
on the release of pollutants
emitted mainly from coal-
burning operations.

In reacting to the order, Pax-
ton and West Virginia Attor-
ney General Patrick Morrisey,
the leaders of a coalition of
29 states and state agencies,
declared victory over the rule
referred to as the Obama Ad-
ministration’s “Clean Power
Plan” or as the EPA “Carbon
Pollution Emission Guidelines
for Existing Stationary Sourc-
es: Electric Utility Generating
Units.”

Texas and West Virginia
originally challenged the rule
on Oct. 23, 2015, the day it
was published in the Fed-
eral Register. The coalition
requested a halt to rule on
Jan. 26. Coalition members

argue that the Clean Power
Plan “fundamentally changes
the nation’s energy policy

in violation of federal law,”
according to Paxton. “The
Obama Administration clearly
exceeded its authority in im-
posing this plan, which would
cost taxpayers and consum-
ers alike hard-earned money
in exchange for less-reliable
service,” Paxton added.

However, EPA Director Gina
McCarthy said she “remains
fully confident in the legal
merits of this rule” and that
the rule “squarely fits within
the Clean Air Act.”

In accordance with the
Supreme Court order, the
U.S. Court of Appeals for the
District of Columbia Circuit
has been scheduled to hear
oral arguments on the merits
of the case on June 2.

TAX REVENUE TO BE SENT

Texas Comptroller Glenn
Hegar on Feb. 10 announced
that his office would send cit-
ies, counties, transit systems
and special purpose taxing
districts $867.1 million in
local sales tax allocations for
February.

The amount, based on sales
made in December 2015,
is 0.7 percent less than the
amount distributed in Febru-
ary 2015.

“Energy-centric cities such
as Odessa, Midland, Corpus
Christi and Houston contin-
ued to see decreases in sales
tax allocation,” Hegar said,
but added that other areas
of the state “helped to some-
what offset those losses as
cities such as San Antonio,
Austin, Fort Worth and Dallas
saw moderate increases in al-
locations.”

TEXAS LEADS IN EXPORTS

Last week the U.S. Bureau of
Economic Analysis released
a report ranking Texas as the
top exporting state
in the nation for the
14th consecutive
year.

What you should know
before detoxing

How many celebrities like
Gwyneth Paltrow and Oprah
Winfrey have you watched on
television or seen in maga-
zines touting the “rejuve-
nating” benefits of detoxing
your body? It is quickly be-
coming a huge industry.

The assurance you can
flush all the “toxins” you ab-
sorbed for the food we eat,
the beverages we drink and
the air we breathe seems to be
the perfect remedy. The prob-
lem is, it’s bogus, it’s a scam.

I tried one liver and one di-
gestive tract detox a few years
ago and came away wondering
why I wasted my time. Hon-
estly, I have since developed
the opinion that the idea one
can flush their system of tox-
ins and clean their organs bet-
ter than the organs can them-
selves is, simply, a scam.

“Let’s be clear,” explains
Edzard Ernst, MD, PhD, FMed-
Sci, FSB, FRCP, FRCPEd and
emeritus professor of com-
plementary medicine at Ex-
eter University, “there are two
types of detox: one is respect-
able and the other isn’t.” The
respectable one, he says, is
the medical treatment of peo-
ple with life-threatening drug
addictions. “The other is the
word being hijacked by entre-
preneurs, quacks and charla-
tans to sell a bogus treatment
that allegedly detoxifies your
body of toxins you’re sup-
posed to have accumulated.

Much of the marketing
strategy centers around “tox-
ins; those vile, microscopic
substances you ingest or in-
hale. But, what are these “tox-
ins”? They are never named,
so how can they can be re-
corded before and after treat-
ment for effectiveness?

In 2009, a group of sci-
entists brought together by,
“Sense and Science,” a United
Kingdom charity contacted
the manufacturers of 15 de-
toxing products sold in phar-
macies and supermarkets.

However, when the scien-
tists asked for evidence be-
hind the claims, none of the
manufacturers could define
what they meant by detoxifica-
tion, let alone name the toxins.

Some marketing tactics
are very insidious. Some co-
lon-cleansing tablets contain
a polymerizing agent that

turns your
feces into
something
resembling
plastic.
When a very
lengthy rub-
ber ‘snake’
slithers
into your
commode,
you feel
justified
! purchase.
Detoxing
foot pads turn brown over-
night with what manufactur-
ers claim is “toxic sludge”
drawn from the body. Not
S0; a substance in the pads
turns brown when it mixes
with the sweat of the feet.
“It's a scandal,” fumes
Ernst. “It’s criminal exploita-
tion of the gullible man on
the street and it sort of keys
into something that we all
would love to have - a simple
remedy that frees us of our
sins, so to speak. It’s nice to
think that it could exist but
unfortunately it doesn’t.”
Many of our purchaser
decisions are made with igno-
rance and assumption, which
is rarely rebutted. We assume
our world is regulated and
there are government or pub-
lic agencies and institutions
that protect us from making
mistakes. Commercial promo-
tion slyly takes advantage of
this belief. If we see someone
with seemingly the ‘right cre-
dentials’ promoting a product,
they assume they are listening
to a respected medical techni-
cian and trust the advice.
Ernst is less forgiving:
“Ask trading standards what
they’re doing about it. Any-
one who says, ‘I have a detox
treatment’ is profiting from a
false claim and is by defini-
tion a crook. And it shouldn’t
be left to scientists and chari-
ties to go after crooks.”
There’s an old saying,
“Buyer beware,” that I would
like to alter slightly, “Buyer,
be aware.”
Here’s to your health.

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enough to ignite the grass
under a vehicle.

- Avoid setting hot chain-
saws or other hot, gas-pow-
ered equipment in dry grass.

Wildfires burning in
grass can spread and grow
extremely fast. It is impor-
tant that if you spot a wild-
fire you report it immediately
to local authorities. A quick
response can help save lives
and property.

NASA and the Nation-
al Oceanic and Atmospheric
Administration reported that
2015 was the planet’s warm-
est year on record, beating
the previous record-high av-
erage temperature, set in
2014, according to Texas Cli-
mate News.

Warmer temperatures be-
cause of the current El Nifio
weather pattern in the Pacif-
ic contributed to warm con-
ditions in 2015, scientists
from NASA and NOAA said,
but that was not the predom-
inant reason for the new re-
cord.

Even without El Nino,
2015 would have been the
warmest year on record, said
Gavin Schmidt, director of
NASA’s Goddard Institute for
Space Studies.

“We’re looking at a long-
term trend and this is just a
symptom of that long-term
trend,” whose causes are hu-
manity’s burning of fossil fu-
els and the resulting emis-
sions of heat-trapping carbon
dioxide, he said.

Texas rarely does what the
rest of the globe is doing.
Typically, El Nifio years are
cool in Texas.

He said rainfall expecta-
tions drop more toward nor-
mal conditions, and perhaps
below normal, if a La Nifa
weather pattern develops in
time for next winter.

Passing standards on ex-
ams administered last year
varied by grade and test.

That will remain the case
under the new passing stan-
dards, said TEA spokeswom-
an Debbie Ratcliffe. "Students
will have to answer one to
two questions more correct-
ly to pass” under the tougher
requirements, she said.

“Next year they will add
two percent,” Poindexter added.

Unlike last year, scores
for all subjects will count.
Last year, math scores did not
count, but this year they will.

CCCCSD and all three
campuses met standard last
year on the STAAR ratings,
with OMS receiving distinc-
tion designations in math, so-
cial studies and top 25 percent
student progress and OHS re-
ceiving a distinction designa-
tion in reading and English.

Another change for this
year’s test is all currently-
embedded field-test ques-
tions for grades 3-8 will be
removed. This will reduce the
length of each assessment by
five to eight questions.

TEA has also redesigned
the writing tests for grades
fourth and seventh so they
will be completed in one
four-hour period.

“TEA  hasn’t complet-
ed on how they are going to
score the writing yet,” Poind-
exter said.

House Bill 743, which
was passed by the 2015 Tex-
as Legislature, requires STA-
AR assessments be set so 85
percent of students in grades
third-fifth can complete the
test in two hours, instead of
four, and 85 percent of stu-
dents in grades sixth through
eighth can complete the test
in three hours.

TEA will collect data dur-
ing this year’s testing on
the time it takes students to
complete the test. This data
will then be used to deter-
mine how to adjust the test-
ing for spring 2017 to meet
the bill’s requirements.

“If they shorten the
hours tested they will drop
the number of questions,
which will make those count
so much more,” Poindexter
said. “Teacher manuals aren’t
made yet on how to give this
year’s test. They have released
the 2015 tests, except math,
but there are 64 different ver-
sions of the test and they only
send out one to be released.”

“If they reduce the number
of questions then they have to
redo the standards. That’s a lot
to do and give a test next year,”
added OES and OMS Principal
Tammy McWilliams.

Testing begins March 29
with grades fourth and sev-
enth writing and grades fifth
and eighth math, followed by
grades fifth and eighth read-
ing on March 30.

The next set of tests are
in May with grades third,
fourth, sixth and seventh
math and grades fifth and
eighth math retest on May 9.

Grades third, fourth,
sixth and seventh reading

and grades fifth and eighth
reading retest will be May 10.

May 11 will be grades
fifth and eighth science and
May 12 will be eighth grade
social studies.

Poindexter also gave test
tips to help prepare students.

In preparing all children
for the test, Poindexter said
that parents should try to do
something fun the evening
before, so the child goes to
bed happy, and try to keep
things as calm as possible
the morning of the test. Also
being well rested the night
before the test is important.

OES and OMS does pro-
vide breakfast for all children
on test days.

During the test, the stu-
dents are allowed to have water.

McWilliams said while stu-
dents do get stressed out over
tests, teachers are working
hard to make sure all students
are prepared for test day.

“Stress is our perceived
lack of control. We want to
make sure our students are
prepared and feel good about
the preparation. We are going
to make sure they feel pre-
pared at whatever level they
can perform. We want them
to feel prepared so they can
do their best on those days,”
McWilliams said.

Poindexter will give an-
other STAAR presentation
during Texas Public Schools
Week, set for Feb. 29-March 4.

This Order is adopted pursu-
ant to Local Government Code 352.081, and other applicable
statues. This Order does NOT prohibit outdoor burning activi-
ties related to public health and safety that are authorized by
the Texas Natural Resources Commission for: (1) firefighter
training; (2) public utility, natural gas pipeline or mining op-
erations; (3) planting or harvesting or agricultural crops; or (4)
burns that are conducted by an approved Prescribed Burning
Association, Natural Resource Conservation Service, the and/
or Texas A&M Agricultural Experiment Station, or prescribed
burn manager certified under Section 153.048, Natural Re-
sources Code, and meet the standards of Section 153.047,
Natural Resources Code.

All burns shall be reported to the Crockett County Sheriff's
Office (325) 392-2661 and the Fire Chief (325) 392-2626 prior
to commencing, together with the name of the landowner,
location involved and expert to be on hand. This Order does
NOT prohibit outdoor cooking in a properly contained area
which is attended at all times. In accordance with the Local
Government Code 352.081 (h), a violation of this Order is a
Class C misdemeanor, punishable by a fine not to exceed $500.
