Spike

flu cases

hits Crockett County

The flu has hit Ozona.

Last week, officials at
the Family Health Center of
Ozona reported numerous
cases of the flu, with the
greatest numbers being in
school aged children.

Clinic Director Susan Bi-
lano said symptoms that
are being reported are fe-
ver, aches, chills, coughing
or any combination of these.

“If you, your child or
anyone else you have in
your home has any of these
symptoms, please go see
your primary doctor and be
tested,” Bilano said. “In lit-
tle ones, symptoms could
be any of the above, or more
vague such as sleeping a lot,
no appetite, ‘my head hurts,’
crying and fever.”

Bilano said a stomach
bug was also going around
last week, as well as the flu.

School Nurse Karen
Huffman is urging parents
to keep students home un-
til they are fever free for at
least 24 hours without a fe-
ver reducing medicine, such
as Tylenol, Advil or Motrin.

“If you suspect you
or your child has the flu,
please see a doctor for a flu
test and antiviral medica-
tion if needed. It is for your
well-being as much as it is
for others,” Huffman said.

Along with staying
home, other prevention tips
from the Center for Disease
Control include:

- Staying home if you
have been exposed to a fam-
ily or household member
who is sick.

FLU PREVENTION TIPS:

« Stay home until fever free
for at least 24 hours without fever
reducing medicine.

- Stay home if you have been
exposed to a family or household
member who is sick.

« Cover coughs and sneezes
with a tissue.

« Wash hands or use hand
sanitizer.

« Cover your nose and mouth
with a mask or cloth if you are sick
and around people or at a mass
gathering in a community where
the pandemic is already occurring.

Bilano said patients at
the clinic have the option
of not sitting in the waiting
room. Those that have an
appointment can come to
the main window, check in
and give the staff their cell
phone number. The patient
can then sit in their car un-
til it is their turn to be seen,
and a staff member will text
the patient.

If the patient does not
have a cell phone, a staff
member will come to their
car and get them.

Umversity president sets campus carry policies

AUSTIN — University of
Texas at Austin President
Gregory L. Fenves has ad-
opted policies to implement
Senate Bill 11, the campus
handgun carry law that goes
into effect on Aug. 1.

Fenves adopted 25 policy
recommendations developed
by the 19-member Campus
Carry Working Group that
he appointed in 2015. Under
the policies, certain labora-
tories, areas where pre-K-12
programs are held, and, with
some exceptions, university
residences will be considered
gun-exclusion zones and em-
ployees with private offices
will be able to prohibit hand-
guns inside them. However,
classrooms will not be includ-
ed in gun-exclusion zones.

“Under the law, I cannot
adopt a policy that has the
general effect of excluding
licensed concealed handguns
from campus. I agree with the
working group that a class-
room exclusion would have

this effect,” Fenves wrote.

But, Fenves also wrote, “I do
not believe handguns belong
on a university campus, so
this decision has been the
greatest challenge of my
presidency to date. I empa-
thize with the many faculty,
staff, students and parents of
students who signed peti-
tions, sent emails and letters,
and organized to ban guns
from campus and especially
classrooms. As a professor, I
understand the deep concerns
raised by so many. However,
as president, I have an obliga-
tion to uphold the law.”

The University of Texas
System Board of Regents may
amend the campus carry rules
with a two-thirds vote within
90 days of adoption.

missioner Mike Morath has
announced the launch of the
Texas Gateway (Www.texas-
gateway.org), a free online
resource library for educators
and parents provided by the
Texas Education Agency.

Morath said on Feb. 17 that
Texas Gateway “not only
builds upon the success of
TEA’s online learning com-
munity Project Share but also

to strengthen classroom
instruction to help every stu-
dent succeed.”

clinic does have a limited
supply of flu vaccines left.
They can be administered be-
tween 6-7 p.m. for those just
wanting the shot.

Ozona Elementary School
has been the hardest hit with
both teachers and students
out due to the virus.

“We are on cold and flu
prevention protocol. We are
having the staff wipe down
all surfaces and disinfect
high traffic areas, such as
computer labs,” said OES and
OMS Principal Tammy Mc-
Williams. “Our attendance

for both staff and students
is often affected this time of
year by the cold and flu sea-
son, and we sometimes have

a stomach bug or two thrown
in for good measure. We are
taking all possible precau-
tions to keep students and
staff safe.”

The district hired Lub-
bock-based Company Germ-
Blast to service the school
over the weekend. The com-
pany recently serviced Lame-
sa ISD.

Superintendent Raul Cha-
varria said the company treats
schools and hospitals across
the state and claim that they
effectively kill 99.99 percent
of bacteria and viruses.

He said all areas of the
school were treated, includ-
ing each individual desk and
all restrooms.

Last week, at any given
part of the week, CCCCSD av-
eraged about 82 students ab-
sent throughout the district,
Chavarria said. CCCCSD’s
current enrollment is 812.

Normal attendance rate
for each grade level is 96 per-
cent. Districtwide last week,
the attendance rate averaged
90 percent.

At OES the lowest atten-
dance rate was 64 percent
in the second grade, which
meant about 23-28 kids were
absent last week from that
grade, Chavarria said. Pre-K,
third, fourth and fifth grades
were around 90 percent,
while kindergarten and first
were 80-85 percent.

Chavarria said he will be
filing a waiver with the Tex-
as Education Agency at a lat-
er date, which will not allow
the district to be affected for
funding.

The State of Texas calcu-
lates the amount of funding
a school district receives by
the number of students that
attend each day.

According to the TEA
(Texas Education Agency)
website, “Districts or cam-
puses can request a waiver to
excuse any instructional days
from ADA (Average Daily At-
tendance) and FSP (Founda-
tion School Program) funding
calculations that have atten-
dance at least 10 percentage

points below the last school
year’s average attendance
due to inclement weather,
health, or safety-related is-
sues.”

back that they are investigat-
ing an officer and your chief
deputy knows about it and
does not confront you before
that happened that’s when
you realize that. Yes, you're in-
nocent until proven guilty, but
as long as there’s an investiga-
tion you know something has
been going on behind your
back and that’s when you can
no longer trust that individual
as a chief deputy and you have
to replace him.”

Gutierrez then said Ro-
driguez was confused and
that it wasn’t behind Rodri-
guez’s back. Gutierrez also
said Rodriguez was aware of
it at the same time Gutierrez
was.

“You even viewed some
of the material before I did,
so I don’t know what you're
talking about,” Gutierrez
said.

“We could go on and on.
The fact is it’s a case that’s be-
ing investigated and the truth
will come out eventually. Any
questions you all may have
about the investigation, Texas
Ranger Tod Reed is in charge
of it,” Rodriguez added.

Candidate Emilio Tam-
bunga was asked why did
he retire from the Crock-
ett County Sheriff’s Office in
2013 and now decide to run
for sheriff.

Tambunga said at the
time of his retirement he felt
like he was being disrespected
in the sheriff’s office. He said
people were accusing him of
dividing the department.

“I took it personally. I
would never harm the depart-
ment,” Tambunga said. “The
sheriff’s office needs change.
It needs a spark of energy. I
think I can bring that moti-
vation and desire to help ser-
vice the public in Ozona.”

Gutierrez then added
that was the same reason he
was running for the office.

“The  sheriff’s office
needs true leadership to get
the job done and protect the
citizens of Crockett County,”
Gutierrez said.

Rodriguez then added, “I
don’t know what makes them
think they (Gutierrez and
Tambunga) can do it as sher-
iff, they never did it as dep-
uties.”

Gutierrez and Tambunga
were both asked if they were
elected, what changes they
would make.

Gutierrez said staff train-
ing is needed and that with
his access to a network of
trainers, many of them would
come to Ozona to give in-
struction at no cost.

Gutierrez also said he
would stop the recent rash of
thefts by having “proactive
targeted patrols” in the areas
getting hit the hardest.

He also said community
policing was important. Dep-
uties needed to get out and
talk to citizens.

“Getting the community
involved that helps,” he said.

Tambunga said he would
do some re-staffing and
make sure employees are
cross-trained in jail and dep-
uty duties.

He also said the equip-
ment needs to be upgraded.

“Train them, motivate
them and lead them the right
way,” Tambunga said.

On the rash of thefts,
Tambunga said it takes effort
and it is important to talk to
citizens.

“You need to get out of
the patrol car, talk to people
and investigate. Get the com-
munity involved,” Tambunga
said.

Tambunga also said he
would like to bring back the
DARE program to Ozona
Schools.

Rodriguez said his office
has been investigating and
patrolling.

He also said the commu-
nity’s help by calling in with
information will help solve
the crimes.

Rodriguez also said of-
ficers are trained as needed,
and that he allows them to
go to training based on the
budget. Rodriguez said in the
past three years his office
has not been over budget,
even with housing inmates
out of county.

Paul Stroope is also run-
ning for sheriff, but he is
running in the Republican
Primary. Stroope was not in at-
tendance at Monday’s forum.

He will face the winner
of the Democratic Primary in
the November General Elec-
tion.

In the county treasurer’s
race, all four women running
were asked “what guarantee
can you give to county em-
ployees that everything will
go on uninterrupted when
you take over?”

Marie Pierce said she
would rely on the depu-
ty treasurer to help with the
transition, and that it would
be hard to not have any type
of interruption with someone
new in the office.

Annette DeHoyos said
she expects there would be
training, and that she would

work with the county judge,
the auditor’s office and the
commissioners to make sure
she learned everything possi-
ble for her the position.

Incumbent Karen Webb
said continuity of the office
is very important.

“You are messing with
people’s livelihood and they
don’t take it lightly,” she said.

Webb said her and her
deputy treasurer are both
trained in each other’s job
duties, especially when it
comes to payroll.

“A lot goes into payroll.
Everybody needs their mon-
ey. You've got to make sure
that’'s covered and that’s
what we do,” Webb said.

Shelly Childress said she
would also make sure there
was cross-training between
her and the deputy treasur-
er. She also said having all re-
ports ready and on time any-
time anyone needs them was
important.

“I would make sure we
stay organized and every-
thing we need is at the ready,”
Childress said.

All four candidates were
asked about their experience
in handing large health bene-
fit pools.

Pierce said she does not
have experience with large
benefit pools, but that she
has handled individual in-
surance and has spent a lot
of time on the phone with in-
surance.

“I am familiar with the
large insurance companies,”
Pierce said.

DeHoyos said at her pre-
vious job with the school dis-
trict she worked closely with
the payroll clerk to learn lots
of payroll procedures and
make sure the funds were
there.

She was also the trans-
lator for the office and is bi-
lingual. She said staff chang-
es in the school district every
year meant 20-30 new staff
people would have to be en-
rolled in insurance each year.

“I also handled ques-
tions throughout the school
year and helped our employ-
ees with health insurance
and teacher retirement,” De-
Hoyos said.

Webb said she has 20-
plus years in dealing with
health insurance. She also
said in the last five years the
county has not seen a lot of
change in their health insur-
ance, even with the Afford-
able Healthcare Act.

“Our coverage is top
notch and we want to remain
that way,” Webb said. “When

Childress said her pre-
vious experience as owner
of Subway and being a Tex-
as state license insurance ad-
juster.

“The main thing is to
keep the cost down. Change
is here and you have to be
easily adaptable. It’s a chal-
lenge, but it's one I'm willing
to accept,” Childress said.

In the race for Crockett
County Commissioner, Pre-
cinct 3, Weldon Nicks, who is
running unopposed in the Re-
publican Primary, was in atten-
dance and allowed to speak.

Nicks said he would like
to follow in his dad’s foot-
steps in becoming a commis-
sioner and asked everyone
for their vote.

Nicks will face the winner
of the Democratic Primary in
the November General Election.

The three men running in
the Democratic Primary were
asked what the greatest chal-
lenge the county has in the
upcoming four years.

All three mentioned the
falling oil and gas tax reve-
nues and the three big coun-
ty projects, a new jail, well-
ness center and health clinic.

“I think the wellness cen-
ter and jail are the most con-
cerned for the taxpayers.
When the wellness center is
built we will need extra em-
ployees to run it. The jail will
need extra staff to operate
that building. We will need to
operate and maintain these
facilities in a very efficient
way,” said Mike Preddy.

Wesley Bean mentioned
seeking alternative sources
of tax revenues, such as wind
farms or solar energy.

“This will minimize the
burden it puts on taxpayers

y
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as a whole. With these large
projects comes several in-
creases with maintenance,
employees and taxable in-
come. It's going to be chal-
lenging to figure out how to
cover all our expenses and
balance the budget without
putting a burden on the tax-
payers,” Bean said.

Max Schroeder said the
county also needs to look
into bringing businesses or
industries into Ozona, espe-
cially with recent high school
graduates.

“College isn’t for every-
body. It would be good to see
kids that attend a trade school
come back to Ozona to live
and work,” Schroeder said. “We
need to get new entities so that
Crockett County doesn’t have
to depend on oil.”

All  unopposed candi-

dates in attendance were
asked to make statements,
including County Commis-
sioner, Precinct 1 Frank Tam-
bunga, County Tax Assessor-
Collector Michelle Martinez
Medley, County Constable
Raymond P. (Bear) Borrego
and State Rep. Andrew Murr,
R-Junction.

At the end of the forum,
Emilio Tambunga’s daugh-
ter Elisa Tambunga said that
she was sad to see all of the
negative posts about the lo-
cal races on Facebook and so-
cial media.

“It’s sad our community
has come to this. You need
to vote for your candidate,
and not go with what’s said
on Facebook or social me-
dia. Vote for who you think is
the best qualified,” said Elisa
Tambunga.

The Commissioners' Court finds that circumstances pres-
entin all or part of the unincorporated area of the county cre-
ate a public safety hazard that would be exacerbated by out-
door burning; and NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED
by the Commissioners' Court of Crockett County, Texas, that
outdoor burning is restricted in Crockett County for 30 days
from the date of adoption of this Order, unless the restrictions
are terminated earlier based on a determination made by the
Texas Forest Service or this Court. This Order is adopted pursu-
ant to Local Government Code 352.081, and other applicable
statues. This Order does NOT prohibit outdoor burning activi-
ties related to public health and safety that are authorized by
the Texas Natural Resources Commission for: (1) firefighter
training; (2) public utility, natural gas pipeline or mining op-
erations; (3) planting or harvesting or agricultural crops; or (4)
burns that are conducted by an approved Prescribed Burning
Association, Natural Resource Conservation Service, the and/
or Texas A&M Agricultural Experiment Station, or prescribed
burn manager certified under Section 153.048, Natural Re-
sources Code, and meet the standards of Section 153.047,
Natural Resources Code.

All burns shall be reported to the Crockett County Sheriff's
Office (325) 392-2661 and the Fire Chief (325) 392-2626 prior
to commencing, together with the name of the landowner,
location involved and expert to be on hand. This Order does
NOT prohibit outdoor cooking in a properly contained area
which is attended at all times. In accordance with the Local
Government Code 352.081 (h), a violation of this Order is a
Class C misdemeanor, punishable by a fine not to exceed $500.
