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Commissioners end agreement with jail construction company

The Crockett County
Commissioners’ Court will
no longer be working with
Lott Brothers Construction,
and will look at receiving
sealed proposals for the new
Crockett County Jail project.

During Monday’s regular
meeting, the commissioners
approved to end the county’s
contract with Lott Brothers

Construction and to end the
construction manager at risk
for the jail project.

County Judge Fred De-
aton said the county is now
changing the method of how
they are doing the project.

Under construction man-
ager at risk, the contractor
(Lott Brothers) is hired early
in the process and is involved
in the design of the project.
The contractor also oversees
the subcontractors.

The property owner, in
this case the county, and the
contractor settle on a fixed
price for the project to get a
guaranteed price.

Deaton said with the jail
project that hasn’t worked
out.

Now, the commissioners
and Wayne Gondeck, archi-
tect with DRG Architects, will
oversee the project.

“We are now taking a dif-
ferent avenue of approach,”

Deaton said.

The commissioners also
approved to modify the jail
documents and issue for
competitive sealed propos-
als.

Proposals are different
than sealed bids because the
price can be negotiated af-
ter the company is selected,
Gondeck said.

During the Sept. 12 reg-
ular commissioners’ court
meeting, Gondeck and Mike

White, with Lott Brothers
Construction, presented the
bids they received from sub-
contracts. The bids totaled
around $7.18 million.

In  November 2015,
Crockett County Voters ap-
proved a $6 million bond to
build a new jail.

Since then, Gondeck
has been working with Lott
Brothers, as well as talking
with the sub-contractors that
bid on the project.

Gondeck said Lott Broth-
ers officials told him they
could not get any closer to
the budget price and did not
recommend that any alter-
nate methods be tried be-
cause they didn’t believe they
would work.

Gondeck said he differs
with Lott Brothers on this
and why he recommended to
the commissioners they go

Texas GOP, no stranger to facing off
with feds, now faces a shift

iven their focus

on trying to lim-

it the power and

reach of the feder-

al government un-
der a Democratic president,
Texas Republicans now
find that lamppost that was
supporting them has sud-
denly disappeared.

Under President-elect
Donald Trump, many of
them will need to find
something new to lean on.

The chances for White
House support for their
aversions to everything
from federal environmental
regulation to directives for
transgender people’s use of
public school restrooms im-
proved immensely in last
week’s elections. Federal
waivers to states like Texas
that want to modify Medic-
aid rules seem more plausi-
ble now.

A Texas government that
has been at the forefront
of state resistance to fed-
eral power, that has de-
fined itself by its opposition
to the feds, now finds it-
self — maybe — ideological-
ly aligned with the Repub-
licans who will take their
places in Congress and the
White House early next year.

Some officeholders, like
Lt. Gov. Dan Patrick and
House Speaker Joe Straus,
have a jump on this. Pat-
rick’s ambitions for the
coming legislative session
include setting standards
for who uses which pub-
lic restrooms or other facil-
ities, limits on growing lo-
cal property taxes, and an
expansion of school choice
that would allow money
now used exclusively for
public schools to be used
for private schools if par-
ents and students in certain
circumstances so choose.

It sounds like the new pres-
ident is on board with that.

Straus has stressed in-
frastructure and improved
public and higher education,
issues that have support
from Washington conserva-
tives and that could thrive
if friction between the state
and federal governments is
lessened or erased.

The two lawyers at the
top of state government —
Gov. Greg Abbott and Ken
Paxton, who succeeded Ab-
bott as the state’s attorney
general — have made their
reputations as litigants
against federal encroach-
ment. Paxton took the sue-
the-feds baton from Abbott
and ran with it. Abbott’s
federalism is now concen-
trated on his efforts to
bring states together to try
to amend the U.S. Constitu-
tion in ways that would lim-
it the federal government

and extend
states’ au-
thority and
influence.

He might
not need
the other
states. His
party has
both hous-
es of Con-
gress and
the White
House,
too. Presi-
dent-elect
Trump will
probably
appoint a new justice to the
U.S. Supreme Court to re-
place the late Antonin Sca-
lia, and he could name one
or two more justices during
his four-year term.

Texas Democrats didn’t
win much on Election Day,
but there were a couple of
bright spots for them. The
Texas House will have five
more Democrats in it in Jan-
uary than it does today. Har-
ris County, the state’s big-
gest, went from purple in
2012 to blue in 2016. Neigh-
boring Fort Bend County
flipped from red to blue.

In some ways, Texas mir-
rors the country, with most
urban counties voting
strongly for Democrats —
think Harris, Dallas, Bexar,
Travis and El Paso — while
the rural and suburban coun-
ties remain deeply Republi-
can. One party needs to fig-
ure out the cities, and the
other one needs to figure out
the ‘burbs and the country.

Those splits are already ev-
ident in the Texas Legisla-
ture, where issues like school
choice run into geographic
obstacles that transcend the
partisan differences of Re-
publicans and Democrats.

Those party differenc-
es remain strong, however,
and the push and pull be-
tween the Republican state
government and the Demo-
cratic White House have de-
fined Texas politics for the
last eight years, from the
Tea Party to Rick Perry to
Ted Cruz to Donald Trump.

Abbott and the others
now have friends in Wash-
ington, D.C. Trump might
not have been every Tex-
as Republican’s first choice,
but he’s also not Hillary
Clinton. That’s a win for the
GOP however you slice it.
They hold the House and
the Senate. They'’re in the
position every political par-
ty strives for — in control.

It’s just what they want-
ed — whether they expect-
ed it or not.

Trump victory turns eyes to possible cabinet nominees

AUSTIN — Republican
Donald J. Trump, on his way
to winning the presidential
election on Nov. 8, won the
vote in Texas with 4,651,955
votes, or 52.39 percent of the
8,878,152 votes cast.

Some 2,842,553 votes, or 43
percent, were cast by Texans
for former U.S. Secretary of
State Hillary Clinton, a Demo-
crat, in the race for the White
House.

From now until his inaugu-
ration, president-elect Trump
must choose people to flesh
out his administration. A few
names floated as possible
nominees for cabinet-level
appointments turned up in
various journals last week.
Texans among those were:

- U.S. Rep. Michael McCaul
of Austin, chair of the House
Committee on Homeland
Security;

- U.S. Rep. Jeb Hensarling
of Dallas, chair of the House
Financial Services Committee;

- U.S. Sen. John Cornyn,
Senate majority whip and

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Here’s the skinny on skin issues

Skin rashes, allergies and
conditions have more causes
than can possibly be listed
here. They occur from expo-
sure to elements in our envi-
ronment, on the job, around
the house, in the air, immune
system deficiencies, medica-
tions and in the foods, we eat.
Our individual reactions to
most of these allergens and ir-
ritants depend largely on our
gene expression and the reac-
tions will often vary greatly
from person to person.

Food allergens and im-
mune system deficiencies
can especially be difficult to
ascertain and to isolate as
causations. Often, the con-
ditions find their way into
our normal lifestyle because
they are elusive and allergy
tests are very expensive to
consider. Even when we do
discover the allergens, a doc-
tor’'s recommendation may
sometimes be trite and am-
biguous. Unless the skin con-
dition is truly debilitating,
our follow-through can often
be lacking and we just accept
it as our norm and continue
as we did before.

Atopic dermatitis, or ec-
zema is a common skin con-
dition thought to be a “leaki-
ness” of the skin, causing it
to dry out and promote irrita-
tion and inflammation. While
environmental factors come
into play, certain food sen-
sitivities can make it worse.
Per the American Academy
of Allergy, Asthma & Immu-
nology, “In about half of pa-
tients with severe atopic der-
matitis, the disease is due to
inheritance of a faulty gene
in their skin called filaggrin.
Unlike with urticaria (hives),
the itch of eczema is not
caused by histamine so anti-
histamines do not control the
symptoms.”

If your skin encounters
an allergen, as in a nickel
allergy, and vyou develop
red, bumpy, scaly, itchy or
swollen skin, this would be
termed allergic contact der-
matitis. Such is the case when
encountering poison ivy, poi-
son oak or poison sumac.

The oily residue that
covers them and gets on our

skin, or if
we should
touch it
after it is on
our cloth-
ing, it will
cause aller-
gic contact
dermatitis.
The Amer-
ican Acade-
my of Aller-
gy, Asthma
JIMFISH & Immu-
I nology ex-
plains urti-
caria or hives as, “Hives are
an inflammation of the skin
triggered when the immune
system releases histamine.
This causes small blood ves-
sels to leak, which leads to
swelling in the skin. Swelling
in deep layers of the skin is
called angioedema. There are
two kinds of urticaria, acute
and chronic. Acute urticaria
occurs after eating a particu-
lar food or coming in contact
with a particular trigger.”

Swelling and inflamma-
tion in the deep layers of
the skin such as the eyelids,
mouth and genitals (often
accompanied with hives) is
referred to as angioedema. If
the condition lasts for only
minutes or hours it is labeled
“acute”. If the condition re-
turns and lingers over a long
period it becomes “chronic”.
Hereditary angioedema is
a serious genetic condition
with swelling in various body
parts including the hands,
feet, face, intestinal wall and
airways; in which case one
should seek the advice of a
reliable dermatologist.

Many people experience
discomforting symptoms
upon eating dairy products
such as milk and cheese. Of-
ten they refer to it as a lac-
tose (milk sugar) intolerance
or a dairy allergy. It is more
likely a problem with digest-
ing a protein known as ca-
sein, the principle protein
found in milk. Casein is also
found in foods and products
lacking lactose, like some
cheeses and other products.

BodyEcology.com links
casein consumption to au-
toimmune diseases, “Casein

has also been linked to nega-
tive effects in children with
autism, ADD, and ADHD.
Autistic children (and any-
one else who experiences low
stomach acid, poor digestion
and inflamed intestines) re-
act in a very negative way to
this diary protein. Casein en-
ters the open, permeable and
inflamed gut wall and your
body attacks this protein,
seeing it as an enemy.”

Egg allergies usually oc-
cur in childhood and are
quickly outgrown, at least
by 16 years old. They of-
ten cause hives and other
symptoms that develop as
the immune system over-
reacts to the proteins in the
eggs’ whites or yokes. The
immune system assumes the
proteins are threats and de-
ploys chemicals to counter-
act them. It’s the chemicals
that cause the symptoms not
the proteins.

Dr. William Davis, author
of Wheat Belly, is a pioneer in
grain sensitivities and aller-
gies explains, “Grains are per-
fect disrupters of skin health.
Their prolamins trigger auto-
immune skin reactions and
turn antibodies against skin
enzymes; their lectins fan the
fires of inflammation; their
proteins provoke allergies;
and their amylopectins send
blood sugar and insulin sky-
high and provoke the skin-
disrupting hormone insulin-
like growth factor-1 (IGF). The
whole grain package adds up
to an impressive collection of
skin conditions that can take
a variety of forms, from sim-
ple red, itchy rashes to scaly,
oily raised patches to large
vesicles and even gangrene.”

Grain and dairy allergies
will be discussed at length in
a follow-up article, since they
are the two main obstacles
and sources of misinforma-
tion and difficulty in isolat-
ing their causes and effects
in our nutrition.

with sealed proposals.

Bids for the sub-contrac-
tors were out for three weeks
and Gondeck said he did not
feel like there was good cov-
erage for that short period
of time.

He said with the sealed
proposals, the process needs
to be longer and due to that
the county should get more
competitive prices.

“I know the budget we
have is tight. 'm not being un-
realistic about that. I do feel
we can get there,” Gondeck
said. “With proposals there is
more latitude. We are looking
at it as a best value price.”

Instead of bids, where
the county has to take the
set price, the county selects
the company with the lowest
bid and then works with that
company to meet the budget,
Gondeck said.

Gondeck said for the
county to not start receiving
proposals until the second
week of January.

“I feel like we’ve been
burned pretty hard on this
deal,” Deaton said.

“We can argue, or they
(Lott Brothers) can argue, all
the reasons why,” Gondeck
added. “I do believe this is
the next best step. I'm in this
project with you all. 'm go-
ing to work on this until I get
this right.”

Gondeck also made
around $719,000 cuts to the
jail construction plans.

“I have a hard time build-
ing a $6 million jail, and then
when the taxpayers tour it we
don’t have it fully furnished,”
said Commissioner Randy
Branch.

Gondeck said that was
not his intent, and that he
plans on trying to get all the
items in the jail.

“We said we're going to
provide this for this amount. I
don’t know the solution to it. I
just don’t want to tell my vot-
ers that we failed them,” said
Sheriff Robert Rodriguez.

Commissioner Pleas Chil-
dress said he believes the
project can still be a viable,
workable jail that can meet
standards with the cuts.

Deaton said if the pro-
posals come in below the
project budget, he would like
to see the options that were
cut put back into the project.

“We have to go back out
one more for the proposals.
We owe it to the voters,” said
Commissioner Frank Tambun-
ga. “I think we will still have a
good state of the art jail.”

LIBRARY SECURITY

Crockett County Librar-
ian Susan Williams talked to
the commissioners about in-
stalling a security system for
the library.

Williams said the library
was recently broken into. The
suspect, who has been arrest-
ed on other charges, alleged-
ly spent the weekend in the
library due to the evidence
that was found.

Williams said no major
damage was done.

Due to this, Williams said
the library is closing at 6 p.m.
Monday-Thursday and not
having late hours until this
issue is settled.

She also said because
of this a security system is
needed at the library.

“I's kind of freighting
to know that can happen.
The possibility of what could
have happened is frightening
to me. We’ve got a million-
dollar library. We have some
very expensive books in our
library. The county has spent
a lot of money in that build-
ing and those books. We need
a good security system,” Wil-
liams said.

Williams said she would
prefer a security system
that involves cameras inside

and outside, as well as has
an alarm to notify the sher-
iff’s office if anyone is in the
building after hours.

She also said the road de-
partment is installing a mo-
tion-sensor light outside the
building.

Commissioner Eligio Mar-
tinez asked about paying for
the security system.

Local citizen Bob Pearce
said he did some prior re-
search for the county’s previ-
ous librarian, Louise Ledoux,
on security systems and he
found Simpli Safe provides
affordable systems.

Deaton said more re-
search is needed but that the
county will find a system.

COUNTY HOLIDAYS,
EMPLOYEES PTO

Tambunga brought up
the discussion of not deduct-
ing county employee’s paid
time off (PTO) for county
designated holidays.

Tambunga said a lot of
employees had come to him
about this issue. He asked
why not just pay employees
for the holiday and not take
it out of their PTO?

“It’s also unfair we set
the holidays, we're closed
and they have to take that
day as PTO,” Tambunga said.

Deaton said for county
offices that close on holidays
that could be done, but the
Crockett County Care Cen-
ter and the sheriff’s office do
not close. He also said most
other counties do not have a
care center as other counties
have hospital districts that
deal with employees.

The county sets 11 holi-
days each year.

Martinez mentioned
county offices that close at
noon prior to holidays. Those
hours are set by department
heads and elected officials.

County Treasurer Kar-
en Webb said employees are
paid for a full day on the

days departments close at
noon. No PTO hours are tak-
en on that day.

Webb said another op-
tion would be to offer holi-
day pay to employees who
work at the care center and
sheriff’s office.

Deaton said a new budget
starts Jan. 1, and that this is-
sue will require a budget cy-
cle to fully study the issue.

“I don’t think we are going
to find a perfect solution. We
will just work at it and try to
figure out what we want and
what we can do,” Deaton said.

Computer Science Team holds fall meet

On Saturday, Nov. 5,
the Ozona High School held
a “Computer Science Fall
Meet”. In this meet other
schools came and participat-
ed in a Computer Science and
Programming Test.

The Computer Science
Written Test is composed of
40 multiple choice questions,
in 45 minutes. The maximum
score that can be achieved is
240 points. These problems
include debugging and trac-
ing code, converting to differ-
ent number bases, and sever-
al real life programming engi-
neer problems.

In the Written part of the
Computer Science Test, Tate
Shannon from Sonora placed
first with a score of 202,
Isais Gerena in second with
a 192, Manuel Torralba end-

ing in third with a 172. Logan
Duschatko (Alpine), Chantz
Elliott (Ozona), Kristy San-
chez (Sonora), Josh Knaack
(Ozona), Roarke Zimmer (Al-
pine), Citlalli Cano (Ozona),
Hernan Valles (Alpine), Hum-
berto Torralba (Ozona), Dan-
iel Loughran (Iraan), Evan
Shannon (Sonora), Ivan Cas-
tilla (Iraan), Barret Yarbrough
(Iraan), and Ryan Garlock
(Iraan) respectively.

The Computer Program-
ming portion of the test is a
2 hour team based competi-
tion. The questions consist
of given situations such as
playing “Go-Fish”, mapping
an area, printing out a sen-
tence, and solving complex
math problems. There are 12
scenarios, each one being 60
points apiece. 5 points are
deducted for each wrong sub-
mission and must be turned
in by flash drive with a sub-
mission paper.

In the Programming por-
tion of the test, Sonora Team
1 (Tate Shannon) placed first
with a score of 857, Alpine
Team 1 (Logan Duschatko
and Isaias Gerena) came in
second with a score of 755,
and Ozona Team 2 (Manu-
el Torralba and Citlalli Ca-

no) came in third place with a
490. The other teams placed
in this order: Ozona Team 1
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JOSH KNAACK AND HUMBERTO TORRALBA concentrate intently during
the OHS Fall Computer Science Meet held on Nov. 5 in Ozona.

Crockett County favored
Republican candidates in
contested state races, includ-
ing the State Senator’s Race
for District 19.

Locally, Crockett Coun-
ty voted in favor for Republi-
can challenger Peter P. Flores
with 546 votes compared to
Democratic Incumbent Car-
los 1. Uresti, who had 285
votes. Uresti won the overall
race.

The San Antonio veter-
an lawmaker promised a fo-
cus that includes the well-be-
ing of Texas’ most vulnerable
children.

Bean will be sworn into
office in January.

In the two contested
CCCCSD School Board rac-
es, Travis Davidson defeated
Butch Gonzalez and Dean Fi-
erro for the At Large District.
Davidson had 529 votes,
Gonzalez 450 and Fierro 253.
In the CCCCSD Single Mem-
ber District 2 race, Justin
Morris defeated Jerry Cantu
95 votes to 70.

School board candidates
are elected by plurality (the
person with the most votes
wins, despite the number of
candidates), according to the
Texas Election Code. School
districts, including CCCCSD,

tions.

Unlike the federal, coun-
ty and state officials, school
board candidates begin their
new terms immediately, in-
stead of having to wait until
January.

The next regular school
board meeting will be at
6:30 p.m. Monday, Nov. 21,
at the Administration Build-
ing. During this meeting,
school board candidates that
won Tuesday's election will
be sworn in. The meeting is
open to the public.

VOTER TURNOUT

Crockett County had
2,552 registered voters for
the 2016 General Election.
That is 160 more registered
voters than the 2012 Gener-
al Election. Voter turnout was
around 56 percent with 1,430
ballots cast in the General
Election. Early voting had the
biggest turnout with 919 bal-
lots cast in the General Elec-
tion. In the CCCCSD School
Board races, 1,260 ballots
were cast.

In comparison, Crock-
ett County had 51.58 percent
turnout in 2012 and 56.66
percent turnout in 2008.

Statewide, in 2012 few-
er Texans voted compared
to the presidential election
four years earlier. The trend
reversed this year, as more
than 800,000 more Texans
voted in this year’s general
election compared to 2008 or
2012.

This follows a dismal
presidential primary season
where Texas ranked eighth
to last in the nation for voter
turnout. But while the num-
ber of Texans voting in the
general election grew this
year, it wasn't enough to
keep up with a state growing
as fast as Texas. This year's
turnout rate dropped slightly
from 46.1 percent in 2008 to
42.6 percent in 2016.

Of all Texas counties with
populations over 10,000, Polk
County in east Texas saw the
highest rate of voter turn-
out at 87.4 percent of its vot-
ing age population showing
up to vote. In contrast, Terry
County, located southwest of
Lubbock, saw the lowest vot-
er turnout in the state at only
18.3 percent of its voting age
population.
