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The Muleshoe City
Council approved a
$2,126.571 municipal
budget with a 2-1 vote
during Monday’s regular
meeting, taking the action
| after a public hearing at
which no members of the
general public appeared
to address the issue.
_ According to City
Manager David Brunson,
the budget took into
consideration approval of

a .6868 cent per $100
evaluation, which he noted
was the same as last year's
rate, and which he said was
71 percent less than the
“effective tax rate.”

When asked about his
dissenting vote, Councilman
Earl Behrends said he had
a problem with the two to
eight percent salary
increases contained within
the budget considering that
the standard salary increase
was about three percent.

“I have a problem

approving the budget to that
extent,” Behrends said.
However, prior to the vote,

New county resolution is
possible medical windfall

The Bailey County
Commissioners Court
approved a resolution
during Monday’s regular
meeting that has the
possibility of providing the
county with a medical
windfall.

Prior to the motion and
vote on the resolution,
Debbie Crabtree of the
Bailey County Office on
Aging explained that
according to state law the
county is entitled to pay a
reduced rate for medical

care and prescriptions being
provided to county
prisoners.

As an example, she
referred to a county
prisoner's bill for $253 and

noted that because the
prisoner was indigent — if
the resolution had been in
place — the county could
have paid the indigent rate
of $47.07.

“This would save money
for the county,” Crabtree
said. “It's just another way
to save money.”

According to county
records, between Oct. 1,

Bailey County had to pay
$16,603.41 for inmate
medical care. With the
resolution in place, the
commissioners anticipate a
large reduction in these
expenses.

MAHD public hearing draws

Members of the
Muleshoe Area Hospital
District's board were no
doubt pleased with it's Sept.
8 public hearing when the
few who appeared —
including at least one
person who has recently
voiced opposition to board
decisions — voiced support
of the proposed increase.

“We have tried to cut our
budget,” board president
Michael Miller said at the
beginning of the hearing as
an explanation for the
proposed 14.75 cent
increase.

“If we want our hospital,
we're going to have to pay
for it," he said.

At one point during the
discussion that followed, an
unidentified district resident
asked if patients could be
charged for expenses that
Medicare doesn’t
reimburse, and it was
explained that it would be
illegal for the hospital to
attempt it.

Speaking in favor of the
hospital district and the
proposed tax increase, bob
Donaldson of Muleshoe
said, “We need to know
what we need to do and
where we stand to put this
place on solid footing.”

“l don’t want to be an
enemy,” Donaldson added.

Monday, Sept. 12, at the
Oneita Wagnon Senior
Center, hospital officials
spoke of the proposed
change to a critical access
hospital designation.

A total of 22 attended the
meeting, about twice the
number at the Sept. 8
hearing including MAHD
board members, and

reportedly spoke favorably
of the proposed change to
a critical access hospital
following the presentation
by hospital officials and Dr.
Bruce Purdy.

the new program, Mullins
‘noted that he preferred to
refer injured athletes to local
doctors for treatment, but
liked to utilize the Saturday
morning free clinics at
Amarillo and Lubbock for
orthopedic injuries.

As the school district's
athletic trainer, Mullins’
primary duties are to
prevent sports-related
injuries whenever possible,
and when injuries occur to
help assess and evaluate
'the degree of injury.

Some of the injuries can
be rehabilitated at the
school, Mullins said. “Our
goal is to return to play,” he
said, getting the student
athlete back quickly and
safely.

He said most of his efforts
focus on the varsity players
because their level of play
has a greater chance of
injury.

SPECIAL ELECTION NOVEMBER 8,

PROPOSITION 1 (HJR 54)

HJR 54 would create a Texas rail relo-
cation and improvement fund in the
state treasury and would authorize

public debt to relocate, rehabilitate, and
expand privately and publicly owned
passenger and freight rail facilities and
to construct railroad underpasses and
overpasses.

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows: “The constitu-
tional amendment creating the Texas
rail relocation and improvement

money and issuance of obligations for
financing the relocation, rehabilita-
tion, and expansion of rail facilities.”

PROPOSITION 2 (HJR 6)

HIR 6 would provide that mamage in
Texas is solely the union of a man and
woman, and that the state and its politi-
cal subdivisions could not create or rec-
ognize any legal status identical to or
similar to mammage, including such
legal status relationships created out-
side of Texas

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows: “The constitu-
tional amendment providing that

the union of one man and one woman
and prohibiting this state or a politi-
cal subdivision of this state from cre-
ating or recognizing any legal status
identical or similar to marriage.”

PROPOSITION 3 (HJR 80)

HJR 80 would provide that local eco-
nomic development program loans or
grants (other than debts secured by a
pledge of ad valorem taxes or financed
by the issuance of any bonds or other
obligations payable from ad valorem
taxes) do not constitute or create debt
Any provision of state constitutional
law that may prohibit or limit the

PROPOSITION 4 (SJR 17)

SJR 17 would authonize a district judge
to deny reinstatement of bail or new bail
to a person accused of a felony, if the
person’s bail had been revoked or for-
feited as a result of the person’s viola-
tion of a condition of release related to
the safety of a victim of the alleged
offense or to the safety of the communi-

ty

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows: “The constitu-
tional amendment authorizing the
denial of bail to a criminal defendant
who violates a condition of the defen-
dant’s release pending trial.”

PROPOSITION 5 (SJR 21)

SJR 21 would authorize the Legislature
to exempt commercial loans from state
usury laws that set maximum interest
rates, “Commercial loans” are loans
made primarily for business, commer-
cial, investment, agricultural, or similar
purposes and not primarily for personal,
family, or household purposes

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows: “The consti-
tutional amendment allowing the leg-
islature to define rates of interest for
commercial loans.”

PROPOSITION 6 (HJR 87)

HJR 87 would increase the size of the
State Commission on Judicial Conduct
from eleven to thuteen members by
increasing from four to five the number
of public members and by adding a con-
stitutional county court judge. The
additions would ensure that the com-
mission has an odd number of mem-
bers, which is required by another pro-
vision of the state constitution

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows: “The constitu-
tional amendment to include one
additional public member and a con-
stitutional county court judge in the
membership of the State Commission
on Judicial Conduct.™

PROPOSITION 7 (SJR 7)

SJR 7 would authorize new options for
reverse mortgage agreements for senior
homeowners allowing them to draw

advances at unscheduled intervals, if
and when needed, and only in the

2005

amounts needed, during the loan term.
These are in addition to options that
would allow a lump sum payment after
settlement or regular periodic, predeter-
mined equal amounts over a term of
years or the lifetime of the homeowner.
Additionally, SJR 7 would: (1) prohibit
the agreement from requinng the use of
a credit card, debit card or similar
device to obtain an advance; (2) prohib-
it the charge or collection of a transac-
tion fee solely in connection with any
debit or advance, after the time the
extension of credit is established; and
(3) prohibit the lender or holder from
unilaterally amending the extension of
credit

The proposition will appear on the bal-
lot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment authorizing line-of-cred-
it advances under a reverse mort-

gage.”

PROPOSITION 8 (SJR 40)

SJR 40 would clear individual land
titles by relinquishing and releasing all
claims of state ownership interests,
including mineral interests, in two local
areas, namely, a roughly 4,600 acre area
located roughly 14 miles southeast of
Gilmer, Texas, and a separate 900 acre
arca located north of Tyler, Texas

The proposed amendment will appear
on the ballot as follows: “The constitu-
tional amendment providing for the
clearing of land titles by relinquish-
ing and releasing any state claim to
sovereign ownership or title to inter-
est in certain land in Upshur County
and in Smith County.”

PROPOSITION 9 (HJR 79)

HJR 79 would authorize the Legislature
to provide staggered six year terms of
office for board members serving on
regional mobility authorities, with no
more than one-third of the board posi-
tions being appointed every two years

The proposition will appear on the bal-
lot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment authorizing the legisla-
ture to provide for a six-year term for
a board member of a regional mobil-
ity authority.”

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Disaster assistance for agriCUlture a possibility

An offshoot of the growing
hurricane response is an
ncreased chance that some
form of agriculture disaster
assistance package will be
developed in the coming
months.

Recognition of that need
is already being heard from
Congress and the
Administration. Already
lawmakers are urging a
hearing to assess damage
to the agriculture sector due
to Hurricane Katrina and
other natural disasters that
have occurred this year.

In the past, similar
assistance packages have

allowed assistance to be
provided to producers for
weather-related agricultural
losses throughout the
United States.

Making sure this
precedent is continued in a
future agriculture assistance
package is especially
important for growers on the
High Plains.

It will be a while before a
final acreage loss figure is
calculated for the 2005 crop
since there are still several
months left in the growing
season and the High Plains
cotton crop is a long way
from being off the stalk and

Get a 2005 Cotton Resource CD

Texas Cooperative Extension cotton specialists Dr.
Robert Lemon of College Station, and Dr. Randy Boman,
of Lubbock, have finalized the 2005 update to last year's
inaugural Cotton Resource compact disk.

USDA'’s crop report released

According to USDA's Crop Texas

Production Report released
recently, the state of Texas
will produce an upland cotton
crop that will rank second in
the record books.

The Texas Upland cotton
crop in 2004 amounted to
7.74 million bales grown on
5.871 millior planted acres.

In the Aug. 12 report, the

USDA National Ag Statistics
Service was predicting an
upland crop of 6.1 million
bales for 2005, and had
calculated that 5.8 million
acres had been planted to
cotton in the state this year.

The latest estimate is
revised upward by 1.1 million
bales!

NASS is now estimating

Upland cotton
production at 7.2 million
bales from 5.925 million
acres planted.

through the gin.

So far it appears
somewhere between
300,000 and 500,000 acres
of cotton have been
severely damaged or
completely destroyed during
the course of the 2005-
growing season. lronically,
half or more of the region’s
losses were incurred the
weekend before Hurricane
Katrina made landfall on
Monday, Aug. 29.

That weekend, cotton
producers throughout the
High Plains experienced
hail damage like many had
never experienced. Literally
thousands of acres of lush,
waist-high cotton were
reduced to little more than
rows of shattered stalks
stripped of limbs, leaves and
bolls.

Production losses from
this storm alone could top
200,000 bales based on gin
and grower reports.

The message being
communicated from the
High Plains is that, when the
time comes to address the
physical and economic
losses of agriculture in the
wake of Katrina, lawmakers
should also remember that
the weather rarely plays
favorites and there are
producers on the High
Plains of Texas and
scattered throughout the
United States that have
been similarly devastated
by forces completely
outside their control.

Assistance, both federal
and private, continues to
pour into the region to
address these needs. The
whole of the High Plains is

piaying a major role in those
efforts sending food,
monetary donations and
supplies and by welcoming
hundreds of victims that
have been left homeless.

For agriculture and the
rest of the nation our first
and most important priority
is to help those who
survived the storm and
initiate the programs that will
help them put their lives
back together. Eventually
the time will come when the
needs of agriculture are
addressed and much-
needed assistance
delivered.

Cotton futures at the New
York Board of Trade rose
110 points Wednesday due
to speculators buying back
previously sold positions
and follow through from
‘Tuesday,s near-200-point
rally. By Thursday, however,
futures prices settled
moderately lower as
commercial interests
generally withdrew from the
market.

Bearish speculative
sentiment late in the week
came in advance of the
Sept. 12 release of USDA's
supply/demand reports
which are widely expected
to show an increase from
the 21.3 million bale U.S.
crop estimate reported by
the department in August.
The majority of any increase
in production likely will be
added to prospective ending
stocks.

Meanwhile, analysts
agree that it still is too early
to accurately assess the
impact of Hurricane Katrina
on the cotton crop in the
Mid-South. Based on the
hurricane's path, the cotton

Initial reports from
southwest Alabama indicate
that the damage is not to the
extent caused by Hurricane
Ivan in 2004.

Growers have begun to
express concern with
respect to fiber quality, and
the storm appears to have
caused a natural defoliation
of most severely-affected
plants. Chemical defoliation
also has started in some
southern-most areas, and a
general harvest is expected
to be under way in a couple
of weeks.

Itis important to note that
the major cotton-producing
counties of Louisiana and
Mississippi missed the brunt
of the storm. However,
Hurricane Katrina will have
a broader impact via

increased harvest costs due
to higher diesel and
gasoline prices.

In Texas, hot, dry weather
has prevailed in most cotton
areas this week. Ginning
activities in the Rio Grande
Valley are virtually
complete.

Harvesting and ginning
also are winding down in the
Coastal Bend while work in
the upper Coastal Bend and
Winter Garden districts has
just reached maximum
capacity.

In other news, net export
sales of U.S. cotton in the
week ended Sept. 1 totaled
415,100 bales, according to
USDA. The figure was
considered healthy as sales
were 96 percent more than
the previous week,s total.
China was the major buyer
with smaller quantities to
Ireland, Colombia, and
Turkey. Sales of 9,700 bales
for delivery in 2006-07 were
primarily for Ireland and
Mexico.

Export shipments of
263,600 bales were 16
percent more than the

previous week but 26
percent less than the four-
week average. Primary
destinations included China,
Turkey, Mexico, and South
Korea.

In the spot cotton market,
online trading by producers
in Texas, Oklahoma and
Kansas in the week ended
Sept. 8 totaled 18,179 bales
compared to the previous
week when 14,241 bales
were traded.

Average prices received
by producers in the most
recent week ranged from
39.03 to 42.72 cents per
pound compared to 38.49 to
42.37 cents per pound the
previous week.
