Commissioners 
wrap up 2016 budget

The Crockett Coun-
ty Commissioners’ Court 
wrapped up 2016 during a 
special called meeting on 
Dec. 28 at the courthouse 
annex. 

The commissioners ap-
proved the proposed 2016 
budget amendments and 
end of year line item chang-
es for the 2016 County Bud-
get, including a transfer of 
$1,106,220.63 from the 
Health Center Improvement 
Fund to the Clinic Construc-
tion Account for the new 
health clinic. 

Construction on the $3 
million facility started at 
the end of March. The facili-
ty is located at the old north 
pool across from Lion Sta-
dium. The commissioners 
issued $2 million tax notes 
for the clinic, along with 
$1.1 million from the coun-
ty’s money market account. 

Shannon Medical Cen-
ter has agreed to provide 
$275,000 worth of new 
equipment for the new 
building. 

County Judge Fred Dea-
ton said the facility is about 

80 percent complete. 
The commissioners 

also reviewed the amounts 
of PTO (paid time off) that 
were owed to employees. 

The commissioners ap-
proved PTO amounts and to 
take the money out of the 
building maintenance fund. 

The commissioners 
also approved a revised 
2016 County Treasurer’s 
Report. County Treasurer 
Karen Webb said $1.1 mil-
lion on the Wellness Center 
Construction Account was 
placed on the wrong line 
and the report had to be re-
vised and corrected. 

The commissioners ta-
bled any decision on a reso-
lution concerning the Cem-
etery Association and the 
account at Ozona Bank un-
til Commissioner Frank 
Tambunga can speak with 
County Attorney Jody Up-
ham. 

Commissioners Randy 
Branch and Pleas Childress 
were absent. 

The next regular com-
missioners’ court meeting 
will be 9 a.m. Monday, Jan. 
9, at the courthouse annex. 
The meeting is open to the 
public. 

Uresti files bills on smoking age, 
voter registration and foster care

State Sen. Carlos Ures-
ti, D-San Antonio, has filed 
bills for the upcoming 85th 
State Legislative Session 
that deal with raising the 
smoking age and improving 
voter registration and fos-
ter care and Child Protec-
tive Services. 

Senate Bill 183 will in-
crease the legal age to pur-
chase, possess, or consume 
tobacco and nicotine prod-
ucts in Texas from 18 to 21 
years of age, and Senate Bill 
228 to allow municipalities 
the freedom to determine a 
smoking age that is best for 
their local community. 

Uresti — noting that to-
bacco use kills more peo-
ple than alcohol, AIDS, car 
crashes, illegal drugs, mur-
ders, and suicides com-
bined — said cities and the 
state have an obligation 
to discourage young peo-
ple from taking up a hab-
it that is likely to shorten 
their lives.

"An increased smok-
ing age takes advantage of 
a simple fact—the later one 
tries that first cigarette, the 
less likely they are to be-
come a lifetime user. Stud-
ies are finding that be-
tween ages 18 and 21 kids 
are moving from experi-

mental 
smok-
ing, to 
become 
regular 
everyday 
smokers. 
We know 
that 95 
percent 
of adult 
smokers begin before age 
21,” Uresti said.

Senate Bill 185 will es-
tablish a secure method to 
allow Texas residents to 
register to vote online.

Senate Bill 186 will au-
tomatically register a citi-
zen who applies for a driv-
er’s license or ID card to 
vote, and to keep their vot-
er registration address cur-
rent with their driver’s li-
cense or ID card address. 
Senate Bill 187 will allow 
Texans to preregister to 
vote upon turning 17 years 
of age.

“Texas ranks near the 
bottom in the percentage of 
our voting age population 
who are registered to vote. 
I want to make registration 
more efficient, convenient, 
and secure than the process 
that is in place today,” Ure-
sti said.

room bill.
	 “After months of debate 
and an unprecedented special 
session by the North Carolina 
Legislature, it’s unfortunate to 
see that the state chose not to 
repeal the discriminatory law 
created by HB 2. North Caro-
lina and states that embrace 
discriminatory legislation will

H
owdy and Hap-
py New Year.  
As we head into 
2017, we are 
also approach-

ing the beginning of the 
next session of the Texas 
Legislature.  

Unlike the U.S. Congress 
which meets year round, 
our state legislature meets 
for just 140 days every 
two years.  

That means we have to 
get down to business right 
away, pass a state budget 
and address as many of 
Texas’ challenges as pos-
sible, before going back 
home to tend to our fami-
lies and businesses. 

In my first legisla-
tive session in 2015, we 
passed a state budget that 
held spending below the 
rate of inflation and pop-
ulation growth, while also 
prioritizing additional 
funds for public schools, 
transportation, border se-
curity, and child protec-
tion. 

We identified $3.8 bil-
lion in tax cuts, including 
property tax relief and a 
franchise tax cut. 

We reformed the De-
partment of Transporta-
tion and developed the 
nation’s strongest bor-
der security plan. We also 
passed new protections 
for religious freedom, the 
Second Amendment, and 
the right to life.

By all measures, the 
2015 legislative session 
was one of the most con-
servative in Texas history, 
and my goal this year is to 
build on those legislative 
successes.  

During the interim peri-
od, our committees have 
been busy studying key 
issues, holding hearings 
and town hall meetings, 
and gathering input from 
local elected officials and 
civic leaders to develop 
proposals which will be 
turned into legislation in 
the coming weeks.  

I intend to continue 
pushing the state to do 
more with less and to del-
egate as much decision-
making authority as pos-

sible to 
counties, 
cities, 
school 
districts 
and other 
local enti-
ties.  

As a 
former 
coun-
ty judge, 
I know 
first-
hand that 

sometimes good inten-
tions at the state level 
places unnecessary bur-
dens on our local commu-
nities.

Unfunded mandates and 
the state’s need for water 
and other natural resourc-
es often disproportionate-
ly impact rural Texas in a 
negative way.  

As our population con-
tinues to shift towards the 
suburbs, the amount of 
rural representatives is on 
the decline.  

That's why it is vital we 
have strong voices in Aus-
tin working to pass mean-
ingful pieces of legislation 
to protect private prop-
erty rights and to defend 
our ability as rural Tex-
ans to govern ourselves 
locally, rather than hav-
ing to conform to poli-
cies designed to meet the 
needs of urban or subur-
ban communities. 

We have many challeng-
es facing us over the next 
five months, but I am con-
fident that we will rise to 
the occasion and deliv-
er solutions that benefit 
hard-working Texas fam-
ilies.  

As always, it is an hon-
or to represent you in the 
Texas House of Repre-
sentatives, and I welcome 
your comments and opin-
ions.

TxDOT seeking public input 
on mobility program

The Texas Department 
of Transportation is hosting 
a series of regional public 
workshops to gain insight 
from the public regarding the 
federal Enhanced Mobility of 
Seniors and Individuals with 
Disabilities program. 

A meeting of the series 
will be on Friday, Jan. 20 at 
2:30 p.m. at the Concho Val-
ley Transit District Terminal, 
510 N.  Chadbourne St. in San 
Angelo.  The satellite location 
will be the TxDOT Brown-
wood District Office located 
at 2495 Highway 183 North 
in Brownwood. 

During these meetings, 
which will take place all over 
Texas during the first two 
weeks of December and the 
first two weeks of January, 
the public will have the op-
portunity to learn about rural 
public transit from local pro-
viders and to provide their 
own input.

Following presentations 
from local providers, those 
in attendance will help iden-
tify and prioritize issues and 
needs facing the transporta-
tion program.  

“The needs of seniors 
and individuals with disabili-
ties are at the center of the 
Section 5310 program, so we 
need input from local stake-
holders such as transit users, 
organizations serving seniors 
and individuals with disabili-
ties, nonprofit agencies, tran-
sit districts, and local govern-
ments to help guide Section 
5310 funding decisions for 
the next two years,” said Kari 
Banta, the Section 5310 pro-
gram manager for TxDOT’s 
Public Transportation Divi-
sion. 

Simultaneous meetings 
at satellite locations will be 
taking place on a number of 
the dates.  

In addition, the meetings

We have so much to re-learn
I submit a portion of my 

response to a “Here’s To Your 
Health” reader, something for 
all to consider in 2017 about 
being responsible for your 
own health and wellbeing.

Dear [reader]:
Received your letter and 

Christmas card…
Milk is okay, if you aren’t 

lactose intolerant (I am) or 
have an allergy to whey or 
casein (which I do). The real 
problems with milk, however, 
are hard to spot and the bacte-
ria and yeast that feeds on the 
lactose (sugar) can cause over-
growths and infections that 
contribute to a weakened im-
mune system (you catch colds 
and flu more readily) and ir-
ritable bowel syndrome (IBS). 
Worse yet, milk has been pro-
moted as a healthy drink since 
before we can remember and 
it is not true, in most cases. 
Water and non-caloric water 
beverages (like unsweetened 
tea and coffee) are really the 
only “healthy” drinks, unless 
you have caffeine issues.

Every day we make choic-
es that result in consequenc-
es…for every action there is 
a reaction. With respect to 
our bodies, far too many of 
us have forgotten or never 
knew what their body felt like 
when it was operating in op-
timum conditions. Many feel 
colds are a normal part of life, 
something else we must toler-
ate. Colds are a sign that your 
immune system is weakened 
and is unable to handle the 
load of fighting the microbes 
and viruses responsible for 
your cold. This is not nor-
mal and is not a function of a 
healthy body.

I took responsibility of my 
health in June of 2010 and in 
2013, stopped taking flu shots 
and meds (prescribed or over-
the-counter). I’ve since been 
mindful of the nutrients I eat. 
I haven’t had a single sick day 
since June of 2014. I used to 
get the flu or have 2 or 3 colds 
and several allergy-attacks 
every year. If you are having 
immune system problems 
(colds, flu, aches and pains), 
you can be relatively assured 
that sugar, grains or dairy are 
also going to be contributing 

factors, and 
quite possi-
bly all three. 
We have SO 
much to re-
learn.

The pro-
cessing of 
the various 
nutrients in 
our bodies 
are genet-
ics issues. It 
takes some 
2 5 , 0 0 0 
years for 

the genes to evolve enough 
for the body to accommo-
date a new food source. The 
problem is, we have been 
agrarian (raising grains and 
grasses for livestock) for 
about 9,000 years and eating 
grains for about 6,000 years. 
In other words, we have not 
developed the biological pro-
cesses to deal with many of 
the phytochemicals present 
in grains. They are therefore 
toxic and can take many years 
for the effects to exact their 
toll. Largely, this is because 
the body loses its efficiency 
in extracting them over time, 
we fail to notice the gradual 
decline in our health, yet con-
tinue to consume the foods 
we have all our lives. In the 
end, we wonder, “What the 
heck happened?”

Sugar is an even more re-
cent addition to our diet. We 
didn’t start eating sugar with 
any real consistency until 
about 150 years ago. At that 
time, the average person was 
consuming about 3 – 6 pounds 
of sugar annually. Now, that 
figure is conservatively at 160 
pounds per person, per year. 
Some people consume more 
than 200 pounds of sugar a 
year. The body has not yet 
evolved the processes to deal 
with such an enormous assault 
on its organs and tissues with-
out severe repercussions. Little 
wonder we are a race of obese, 
type 2 diabetics with heart dis-
ease and cancerous tumors. 
This situation can be changed 
but it is going to take time and 
personal responsibility. We 
have SO much to relearn.

You asked, “Is there not a 
way to stop the organs from 

becoming less efficient (other 
than cut out grains and sugar) 
say from a daily exercise?

Short answer, “No.”
Exercises and workouts 

breakdown the myofibrils of 
the muscle tissue and feed-
ing with proper nutrients re-
builds them bigger and bet-
ter than before in a natural 
process that helps the body 
adapt to an increasing work-
load. It is the feeding with 
proper nutrients that assures 
the optimum growth, homeo-
stasis and efficiency of organ 
health and function; now and 
for the rest of our lives. … We 
have SO much to relearn.

…Be mindful of where 
and from what your food 
originates. For instance; a tor-
tilla is made of flour, water, 
lard and salt. Water, lard and 
salt are beneficial to the hu-
man body (don’t be concerned 
about them). If the lard is re-
placed with shortening, be 
concerned… shortening is 
trans fats and considered can-
cerous. Flour is ground from 
wheat, absent all its original 
nutrients removed and lends 
20 to 25 grams of carbohy-
drate and empty calories to 
the body’s current digestive 
load. It is also very short lived 
in its production of energy… 
The wheat still possesses its 
phytochemicals, which depos-
it trace amounts of toxins that 
collect over time. For many 
reasons, these toxins are det-
rimental to the gut flora, the 
immune system and circulate 
thru the blood to cause any of 
200+ autoimmune diseases. 
When we are young, we can 
fight it but at some point, the 
body’s ability to combat these 
toxins diminishes and they 
damage the organs and their 
functions before we have a 
chance to calm the dis-ease we 
created by our food choices. 
We have SO much to relearn.

	 We moved to your area 
about 2 years ago and bought a 
ranch that was high fence with 
exotics on it. 
	 We lived in Brazoria, Texas 
and we had intended to come 
back and forth. We could tell 
that it was not going to work. 
The animals needed to be seen 
to and we had to make sure 
they had water and feed. Any-
thing could happen we had 
discovered in our area. For in-
stance, the quick rain showers 
with a inch or more rain falling 
quickly, our water gaps might 
open on our property and pos-
sibly the exotics could get out. 
	 We sold our place in Bra-

zoria and moved to Ozona. We 
found the people to be very 
friendly my husband trades at 
Triple C Hardware often and 
the owners and staff were very 
helpful. My husband likes to go 
up there and visit and cut up 
with everyone. 
	 We didn't know a lot of 
people when we moved here 
so we had to meet new people. 
My husband lived in the Brazo-
ria area for 65 years so it was 
quite different for us to move 
to this area. We met some really 
nice people, Tom and Monette, 
they own a ranch around the 
corner from us and have prop-
erty across the road from us, 
Wilborn Whitetails. 
	 They have helped us a lot. 
They explained how, we could 
have a better heard for breed-
ing and how to better manage 
our animals. Just recently we 
built a catch pen to help reduce 
the overstock of exotics that we 
have on our ranch , when we 
don't have enough hunters to 
take care of them. It will help a 
lot to manage our herd of ani-
mals. They helped mentor us 
because they have already had 
their pens for years and been 
through the mistakes that it 
takes to make the pen to catch 
animals work effectively. They 
shared their knowledge with us 
so we didn't have to make the 
same mistakes. 
	 We really can't believe how 
nice and generous the people 
are in this area. We're very glad 
to be a part of this community 
and look forward to living here 
in our retirement years. 
	 Now to my deer story. We 
have 300 acres and it is in a half 
fence. We have 20 acres and I 
love the fence area in the back 
of our ranch. That's where I 
usually get large whitetail every 
year. I have got a large white tail 
off this 20 acres for the last two 
years. 
	 I saw this large white tail 
on the game camera and have 
been hunting seriously trying 
to find this deer since season 
opened up. I did get a shot at 
this animal three weeks ago. I 
missed. I was guiding a hunt for 
young girl and she was after a 
whitetail buck. I had already ex-
plained that I was after a large 
white tail. If I was to see this 
whitetail, I would have to shoot 
at the  deer and she would have 
to go on another hunt at anoth-
er time. When the whitetail deer 
came out I had to bury her gone 
to take a shot at. I shot it in the 
shoulder. 
	 I waited about 30 minutes 
before looking for it. It went 
about 30 to 40 yards. The peo-
ple that were hanging on our 
ranch walked with me and my 
husband to look for the deer.

I finally got the whitetail 
buck I have been searching for 
the last two years.

Mound, and State Sen. 
Charles Schwertner, R-
Georgetown, as joint authors 
on Senate Bill 11, which aims 
to improve Child Protective 
Services (CPS) policies, con-
tract oversight, and health 
care services for children 
and youth in foster care.

Uresti said these chang-
es will ensure that children 
with complex medical needs 
are assessed quickly, that 
state resources are spent 
wisely, and that our foster 
care providers are creating 

safe and supportive place-
ments for kids in the sys-
tem .

“While he did not heed 
my call for a special session, 
I hope Governor Abbott will 
move to declare fixing our 
foster care system an emer-
gency item so we can get 
Senate Bill 11 moving imme-
diately,” Uresti said. 

Senate Bill 11 is one of 
several pieces of legislation 
Uresti is working on to im-
prove CPS and Texas’ foster 
care system. 

Uresti represents Senate 
District 19, which includes 
Crockett County.

and to all pregnant women 
in the area with or without 
symptoms. 
	 Efforts include environ-
mental assessments to help 
reduce mosquito habitats. 
Recent cold temperatures, 
combined with mosquito 
control efforts, have reduced 
the mosquito population in 
the area. However, on warm 
days, residents should con-
tinue to use mosquito repel-
lent and wear long sleeves 
and pants. 
	 It is also important to 
dump out containers that 
hold standing water in and 
around homes to deny mos-
quitoes a place to lay eggs.

ECO-MINDED 
ACTIONS URGED

	 The Texas Commission 
on Environmental Quality 
on Dec. 21 posted its annual 
plea to be eco-friendly dur-
ing the holidays and into the 
new year:
	 “Whether we try to save 
money, lose weight, or quit 
certain habits, one habit 
worth breaking is throw-
ing away items that can be 
reused or recycled. Every 
year, landfills take on more 

and more things we no lon-
ger want or need. In fact, in 
2015, Texans added about 
33.5 million tons of stuff 
to them. That’s more than 
six-and- a-half pounds of 
trash per Texan per day! If 
recent trends continue, that 
number will have increased 
for 2016. And at this rate, 
we only have enough land-
fill space to last another 56 
years.”
	 Among things the TCEQ 
asks of Texans:
	 - Use and re-use gift bags;
	 - Serve meals on reusable 
plates and use cloth napkins;
	 - Use rechargeable bat-
teries and recycle them when 
they no longer hold a charge; 
and
	 - Sell, donate or recycle 
old electronics.
	 Also, because more than 
80 billion pieces of junk mail 
are delivered each year and 
most of it ends up in land-
fills, the TCEQ suggests that 
Texans opt out of unwanted 
catalogs, prescreened credit 
and insurance offers remem-
ber to recycle junk mail.
	 Last but not least, the 
TCEQ recommends: “Con-
sider reusing holiday cards 
in craft projects instead of 
tossing them in the trash.”
