Recmmended Reading
Best seller these days ought to 

be the bulletins put out from 
time to time by the Texas Board 
of Water Engineers, in coopera­
tion with the U. S. Geological 
Survey. Published in Bulletin No. 
5209, dated 1952, we find this 
under "Conclusions":

"Ground water is considered to 
be a replenshable resource, but 
the rate of ground-water re­
charge in the Southern High 
Plains in Texas is so small com­
pared to present pumpage that 
for practical p u r p o s e s  with­
drawals may be considered as 
coming from storage. In several 
large areas, irrigation and muni­
cipal wells are so closely spaced 
that mass interference Is reduc- 
ing the yields of most wells dur- 

•" ing the pumping season and Is 
increasing the pumping costs.”

Further, we read: “ if
present trends of pumping and 
water-level declines continue, 
those areas and other parts of 
the irrigated region will be se­
riously affected within 5 to 10 
years.” i4 years already have 
gone by).

Our Recharge Area
— The same bulletin n a m e d  
v  above states in a table on page 

9 that the Ogallalla formation 
is the "principal source of wa­
ter in the High Plains". Further: 
“Water cannot enter the Ogallal­
la formation in the South Plains 
from the Rocky Mountains, the 
Pecos River, or the Canadian 
River, . . . they are cut off in 
all directions from any under­
ground connection except thru 

_  the underlying older rocks which 
^  contain highly mineralized wa­

ter entirely unlike the fresh 
water in the Ogallalla."

Okay. So, we're committed to 
the idea that water must be re­
charged into the Ogallalla sands 
by rainfall.

Now, the Sand Hills, which ex­
tend eastward from Roosevelt 
county, New Mexico, across Bail­
ey and Lamb counties and a 

f,\ small part of Hale county, Tex­
as. “The principal areas”, and 
we quote, “in which direct in­
filtration can occur are the sandy 
zones of Bailey. Lamb, Lubbock 
and Hockley counties."

Plains farmers never intended 
to cultivate these Sand Hills 
areas. They were put there by 
Providence to be our principal 
sources of recharge for our un­
derground water reservoirs; but I 

£ if Lubbock takes this water out 
faster than nature pan ^charge 
it from rainfall, and’ they can, 
from whence will come the re­
plenishment that we must have 
going on continuously?

Seems to us that the Hi- 
Plains Water Conservation Dis­
trict was set up to take care 
of such matters.
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New Mexico Delegation Met With 
Local Group Sunday To Make Plans 
For Fight Against Lubbock Pipeline
West plains farmers and busi­

nessmen. fighting to protect their 
water rights from enroachment 
by the City of Lubbock, have 
been joined by similar groups 
from Curry and Roosevelt coun­
ties in New Mexico, all intent 
on finding a way to stop or at 
least delay the plan of Lubbock 
to pump an estimated 40 to 60 
million gallons of water daily 
from beneath Bailey county to 
Lubbock for industrial purposes.

The New Mexico delegation 
met with area men in Muleshoe 
Sunday afternoon to lay out a 
plan of action that includes an 
interstate study of the threat to 
underground water resources in 
the western Plains of Texas and 
eastern New Mexico.

Rep. Andrew Chitwood of Por- 
tales, and Rep. Jesse Osborn of 
Muleshoe have t e n t a t i v e l y  
agreed to head delegations to

meet with the governors of each 
state to discuss the matter. 

Realizing that Texas statutes 
offer little protection for their 
water rights, the Texas group 
feels that with the aid and co­
operation of the New Mexico del­
egation, they can present a 
stronger front in the battle. 

Attending the meeting Sunday 
afternoon in addition to Chit­
wood were Wayne Stratton and 
Marty Ezell of Portales Chamber 
of Commerce, Jack Stagner, Bob 
Spence and Liovd Roberts, ail 
of Clovis.

The Texas delegation was 
composed of representatives of 
the Chamber of Commerce, Bi- 
State Water Conservation Com 
mittee, Rotary club. Lions club, 
JayCees, and the Farm Bureau, 
all of whom are cooperating to 
protect area water resources and 
land values.

We Pont Want State or Federal 
Control, But. . .

AN EDITORIAL
Lubbock's City Fathers claim they can come 

to the Sand Hills recharge area of Bailey county, 
suck out up to 62 million gallons of water daily, 
and that this action will have no effect on the wa 
ter supply of the vast irrigation area on the 
Plains of which Bailey county is only a part.

We in this irrigation area claim it most cer­
tainly would soon affect the underground water 
supply of a huge prosperous area; to the extent 
that it would precipitate the conditions where ir­
rigation becomes uneconomical.
Lubbock’s Plan Unrealistic

Lubbock city folks ought to be told
1. Most of our area b a n k e r s  and business 

people believe Lubbock's plan to run a long pipe­
line to the Sand Hills of Bailey county is unrealis 
tic and basically unbusinesslike. If there is a pos­
sibility that supplemental water (if actually need­
ed) can be obtained elsewhere, we believe it 
certainly would make sense for the city to obtain 
it from those sources. There is no certainty that 
the supply of water hoped for from their water 
rights area will continue for long (water tables 
are stedily being lowered all over the irrigation 
district under normal watering).

2. We think Lubbock people ought to real 
ize that land values have taken a terrific beat­
ing in the last few weeks.' One large a c r e a g e  
farmer near Muleshoe told The Journal he thinks 
values have declined as much as $150 per acre. 
Does it help any part of the Plains for land val 
ues to hit the skids in such a manner?

3. Lubbock people ought to be told that it has 
been estimated that when the city pipeline re­
moves water from the Sand Hills at the maximum 
rate they expect to hit, they'll be taking enough 
water to irrigate some 61 sections, figuring an 8- 
inch well to the quarter. 244 quarters of land in 
the Muleshoe area would support a considerable 
number of people.

4. A map, published in Bulletin No. 5209, pre­
pared by the Texas Board of Water Engineers in 
cooperation with the U. S. Geological Survey, and 
called a Cross section from the Canadian River 
southeastward across the High Plains to Roaring 
Springs, Texas", shows that our water bearing 
sands extend far into New Mexico. Is there any 
wonder that the people of Eastern New Mexico, 
where irrigation is an important factor are 
alarmed at Lubbock's water plans?

Is there any wonder that they have joined 
forces with this section of the Texas Plains to help 
prevent consummation of Lubbock s announced 
plans?

No one in this part of Texas is willing even to 
discuss anything except local control of water.
But . . . .

NOW MR. PLAINS CITIZEN
Men and women of the counties affected here 

on the Texas Plains; If you don t get alarmed, and 
if you don't aid and abet the e f f o r t s  that are 
being made to stop this pipeline scheme, we just 
don t know, in view of all that's been printed and 
said, we just don't know what would alarm you.

By shutting your eyes and closing your mind 
to the danger (which flatly exists) you won t have 
to face it.

But it is our firm conviction that if the plan 
goes through, and if the city of Lubbock takes as 
much as 62 million gallons a day out of our farm 
ing area, depleting the recharging area that is 
the Sand Hills you will see the day come when 
you will deeply regret any indifference you may 
feel now.

We have a few more days in which to make 
our protest. Your ideas and your interest are 
wanted. The Journal urges you to help your 
neighbors protect your interest*.

Ad Valorem Election April 28
Bailey County To 
Observe National 

Cotton Week 14th
Plans were announced this 

week by the Chamber of Com­
merce for the first annual local 
observance of National Cotton 
Week, May 14-19.

Muleshoe and Bailey county 
residents will ho offered at least 
two nights of extraordinary en­
tertainment, free of charge, in­
cluding a queen contest to name 
the Bailey- County Maid of Cot­
ton, a junior king and queen of 
cotton from Bailey county, and 
a style show featuring cotton 
garments.

The program is designed to 
take place out of doors, on the 
nights of May 18 and 19, and 
will probably be held in a roped 
off block of Main street in Mule- 
shoe.

An essay contest on the value 
of cotton will he conducted in co­
operation with the schools also, 
the planners of the celebration 
have announced.

Merchants in Muleshoe will be 
aske*d to decorate their windows 
during cotton week, with items 
made from cotton, and to feature 
items of cotton in special sales 
promotions.

Badges proclaiming the slogan 
for cotton week will be distrib­
uted by civic club members to 
every resident in the area that 
can be contacted.

Although plans are not com­
plete at this early date, all indi­
cations are that Bailey county’s 
observance of cotton week will 
bea highlight of the year in 
Muleshoe.

In a last effort to secure a four iane road on highway 84 be­
fore the State Highway Commission transfers funds to another 
county at their May meeting, the Bailey County Commissioners’ 
Court called for a 30 cent ad valorem tax election to be held April 
28, at their meeting here Monday afternoon. The election, which 
failed once, and received no votes at ail due lo weather conditions, 
if carried, will authorize the Commissioners’ Court to lpvy up to 30 
cents ad valorem tax on each $100 evaluation excluding home­
steads. The ad valorem tax money would be used by the Commis­
sioners' Court to operate their road equipment with, and money In 
the road and bridge fund would be used to purchase right of way 
for four laning the stretch of highway 84 from Muleshoe to the 
Lamb county line.

Ad valorem taxes have not 
been levied by the Stale since 
1951, when it was provided that 
each county could by election, 
collect ad valorem taxes for the 
purpose of building and main 
taining county and farm to 
market roads, the tax not to ex 
ceed 30 cents for each $100 tax­
able valuation, homesteads ex­
empted.

Bailey county has not collected 
the ad valorem tax in the past, 
but if the election April 28 car­
ries, they could set and collect 
up to 30 cents for road building 
and maintenance.

Money from ad valorem tax 
collections may not be used to 
purchase slate highway right of 
way, but there is sufficient mon­
ey in the road and bridge fund 
of Bailey county, the Commis­
sioners say, to purchase the right 
of way, providing they have the 
ad valorem tax money to build

and maintain county and farm 
to market roads.

The actual amount of the ad 
valorem tax would be set an­
nually- by the Commissioners, 
who state that the maximum 
would not he collected or charg­
ed each year, only as much as 
was needed for current needs.

Representative 
Here on April 19
Social security payments can 

be paid retroactively for only one | 
year before the formal applica­
tion is filed, if entitlement exists 
in the earlier months, according 
to John G. Hutton, manager of [ 
the Lubbock District Office.

’’There are some rare occa­
sions”, he went on, “when a per­
son claims benefits, fails to 
prove entitlement for a number 
of months, then succeeds and 
gets back* payments for more 
than a year from the time he i 
furnishes the last bit of evidence 
on which his eligibility depend 
ed.”

“Ordinarily, such occasions arc 
few and far between, as a social 
security office is usually able to 
help most people gather, in no 
more than a week or so, any evi­
dence needed to prove their 
rights to benefits”, added Hut­
ton.

He further stated that the vast 
majority of the more than 7 mil 
lion people now r e c e i v i n g  
monthly social security pay- j  
ments had no trouble getting 
their checks started. It was thus 
not necessary to pay them re­
troactively for more than a 
month or so unless they had de­
layed filing their claims for 
many months past their initial 
eligibility.

“We have always suggested 
that the nearest social security 
office be notified when a clai- j 
mant reaches the age of 65. or j 
when d person insured under so­
cial security dies”, Hutton con­
cluded.

COTTON SAVING

Texas cotton farmers can look 
forward to a million dollar sav­
ing in ginning costs this year.

The Texas Department of Agri­
culture has revised pink boll- 
vvprm regulations to eliminate 
sterilization of cotton seed dur­
ing ginning operations. The new 
provision applies to seed moving 
to areas within the state.

.Until now, some 928 gins in 
Texas have been required to 
treat seed with high temperatur­
es. The heat killed any larvae 
inside the seed without damag­
ing its growing qualities.

The added cost of this service 
was passed to the farmers by the 
giins at approximately SI per 
bale. Gins where this measure 
w®s in effect normally process 
about a million bales or more a 
year.

The new regulations eliminat­
ing this treatment resulted from 
findings of a three-year research 
project by Texas and United 
States Departments of Agricul­
ture pest control men.

•Modern methods of some 35 
gifts were studied during this 
period. Goal of the survey was 
1(8 determine whether normal 
ghjning operations killed enough 
larvae in the seed without the 
added burden of sterilization.

^Studies of cotton processed in 
the gins showed the lowest rate 
of kill to be 89.5 percent. The 
highest was 100 percent.

• These figures indicated that 
the kill ratio of pink bollworm 
larvae was effective enough to 
reduce the threat of destruction 
in cotton fields. As added proof, 
all but five gins killed 97 per­
cent or more of the insects and 
1H< or half the gins, registered 
complete kills.

Gin operators will find the new 
regulations to their advantage

also. Sterilization involved cost­
ly equipment and was time-con­
suming.

U. S. Department of Agricul­
ture officials are in complete 
agreement with the regulation 
change in Texas. A revision of 
federal regulations will follow 
later in the season.

We would like to make a clar­
ifying s t a t e m e n t  concerning 
Farm Bureau and Blue Cross that 
has been made before, as far as 
it was applicable, in this col­
umn. Blue Cross and Blue Shield 
Hospitalization and Medical Care 
were made available to employ­
ed groups of five or more persons 
or families many years ago. Un­
til 1947 or 1948, no one, except 
these employed groups was eli­
gible for participation. At that 
time. Farm Bureau Officials in 
Texas, in an effort to meet the 
requests of members, entered in­
to a contract with Group Hos­
pital Service, making Blue Cross- 
Blue Shield available to Farm 
Bureau members when as many 
as twenty-five applications were 
approved in a county'. It was in 
1949 that the Parmer County 
Farm Bureau Group was begun, 
with thirty-five members. Today, 
there are 143 family members in 
t h i s  group. Blue Cross-Blue 
Shield has within the last year 
made its services available to 
individual applicants without 
group affiliation. Parmer Coun­
ty Community Hospital is now 
assisting by advertising this new 
individual service. Families who

are Farm Bureau members may 
still avail themselves of the ser­
vice al Sid per yi ar less than the 
individual plan rate. Faim Bu­
reau has never held a franchise 
on Blue Cross services in Parmer 
county. It has been the only 
group through which farm fami­
lies could participate in the ser­
vice until recently. Further ques­
tions are welcomed.

water is very important to the 
irrigation farmer. Loss of water 
from unlined ditches because of 
seepage and evaporation can he 
enormous and probably varies 
from 10 to 50 percent.

A limited supply of water 
makes such losses doubly seri­
ous. Fewer acres can be irrigated, 
or crops must suffer from lack of 
enough water. Concrete pipes is 
one method to cut seepage and 
evaporation losses to a mini­
mum.

Farmers are rapidly learning 
the advantages of concrete pipe. 
Some of the advantages are: it 
provides close control of water 
ditsrihution, it saves time and 
labor, it permits productive use 
of all the land, it aids in insect 
and weed control, it sipmlifies 
irrigation of sloping lands, and 
it requires little maintenance.

Of course, any concrete pipe­
line needs to he properly located, 
so as to fit into a well designed 
system. Since these lines are per­
manent, it is well for the aver­
age farmer to seek advice on 
their design and location. Soil

j Conservation Service technicians 
| are available and able to help 
with your concrete pipe prob­
lems.

Since several contrators are in­
stalling and furnishing concrete 
pipe in this area, no problem 
should be encountered in obtain­
ing the pipe or the installation. 
All of the contractors guarantee 
their installations for one year. 
Generally, any fault in material 
or workmanship should become 
evident during the first year of 
operation.

Perhaps pipelines will never 
replace all open ditches hut may 
eventually replace most perma­
nent ditches. When concrete pipe­
lines are supplemented with the 
use of metal or canvas pipe, no 
ditches are necessary at all.

While concrete pipelines are 
expensive, their expected life 
span should be long. Consider­
ing the advantages and the sav­
ing through their use, a real sav­
ing may be expected over a rela 
lively short period of time.

Several farmers in the area 
have already replaced their per- ' 
manent ditches with concrete 
pipe. Gated aluminum pipe is 
used in connection with the pipe 
for row cropping.

Income Taxes
“Many fanners have already 

filed tax returns for the 1955 cal­
endar year". John G. Hutton, So­
cial S e c u r i t y  Administration, 
Lubbock, announced today.

Sandhill Philosopher Comes 
Up With Novel Plan for Getting 
Rid of Embarrassing Farm Surplus

Babson Park, Mass., April 12 — 
Very few people appreciate. the 

—great value of books and our 
•God-given privilege of being 

able to read. The most valuable 
asset of your community is its 
Public Library. — not its Swim­
ming Pool, Ball Park, of Golf 
Course.

Value of Books
One of the first things in 

which I invested my savings was 
in books. I personally now have 
in my two homes a total of about 

VQlO.OOO volumes. About 700 of 
these are reference books, in­
cluding several different sets of 
Encyclopedias. As Thomas Drei- 
er, Board Chairman of the St. 
Petersburg. Fla., Public Library 
so well says, “Public Libraries 
can feed one's brains as Super­
markets feed the stomach; ac­
tually, they should be advertis­
ed as food stores are advertis­
ed." This is a good thought.

You often think you would 
like to listen to some famous 
man, yet you can go to your Pub­
lic Library and bring home 
without cost all the important 
things which that man has ever 
said or thought. It is almost as if 
your local banker said to you— 
"Come and get without interest 
all the money you will use prop­
erly. All I ask is that you re­
turn this money to the bank in 

jha reasonable time.” Yet a better 
offer is being made to you by 
your local librarian.

Reading Becoming A 
Lost Art

Notwithstanding the tremen­
dous help your Public* Library 
can be to you people, consider 
seriously these five facts:

1. Five out of every ten people 
in your city read no book the 
past month.

2. Nine out of ten depend pri­
marily upon newspapers, maga­
zines, radio, and TV.

3. Only 25’!< read books regu­
larly — and these are your most 
successful people.

4. 35°!> have never used your 
Public Library.

5. 10% of your people probably 
cannot read intelligently.

Every week I meet many suc­
cessful people, — manufacturers, 

» merchants, machinists, builders, 
teachers, doctors, and preachers. 
My stock question to them is; 
“How do you recharge your men­
tal batteries?” T h e y  almost 
unanimously reply; "By reading 
constructive books, — especially 
bigraphies.” 1 also ask the Pub­
lic Librarian to please notify me 
whenever she sees a book which 
might help me in my business.

» What Libraries Can Do 
■W For Us

Let me again quote my friend 
Tom Dreier as to how Public Li­
brary books will help us:

1. Library books have been 
carefully selected by profession­
al readers. They are classified 
so as to help us quickly get the 
books which we like and want.

2. To prepare us for making a 
living and progressing in our vo-

^cation, or to help in that process. 
*  3. To prepare us for mature

and complete living — personal

md family, social and civic — 
in today’s world, and to help de­
velop the natural, cultural, and 
spiritual values which benefit 
both the individual and society.

4. To increase our understand­
ing of science and humanities 
and our appreciation of our cul­
tural heritage; also our under­
standing of others. This last 
greatly helps in all walks of life.

Actually, the librarian’s job is 
the job of a teacher of adults.

5. To help us interest our 
children in reading good books. 
Every Public Library has a 
specialist who knows how to in­
terest children.

"Do-It-Yourself"
Education

As work-hours decrease, our 
children will have more time to 

j read good books. Those young 
people who get their education 
themselves from good books, I 
forecast, will be the leaders 
when they grow up. Let us use 
our extra hours in helping our 
children to help their future by 
good reading now.

I even forecast that the time is 
coming when men jnd women 
will get college degrees by 
studying by themselves in Pub­
lic Libraries. Therefore, when 
you are building yourself some 
furniture and other things, take 
some time to build yourself a 
college degree.

If you don’t think this sugges­
tion has any merit, let’s see what 
suggestions you have for getting 
rid of the stuff.

Wing Doubles Size of Home

The tiny throe-rbom  house 
(right) became a six-room home 
with the addition of a ranch- 
style wing. The total cost of the 
old and new sections was less 
than half that of a new home of 
the same living area.

Dating from the early depres­
sion years, the three-room house 
shown in the “before’’ photograph 
was bought recently by a man 
Who saw in it the nucleus of a 
modern home.

The house was in a desirable 
suburban location. The new own­
er figured correctly that the pur­
chase price of the house plus re­
modeling cost would total less 
than half the price of a brand- 
new house of comparable size.

Remodeling plans were drawn 
by A. B. Campen, who conducts a 
redesign service by mail from 
Peoria, 111. A one-story wing was 
added, doubling the original liv­
ing space. To unify the old and 
new construction, the roof of the 
new wing was sloped to match 
the roof of the original structure. 
For the same reason, the whole 
structure—old and new combined 
—was roofed with the same at­
tractive color of asphalt shingles.

Vertical board siding has the 
effect of making the new wing 
seem taller than it is. With the 
same purpose in mind, ponderosa 
pine sliding windows were chosen

in a styie that emphasizes verti­
cal lines. A warm trim color was 
hosen for the windows and the 
ront panel door. Painted windows 

and doors are a main decorative 
element of the house.

In order to leave the bulk of 
the remodeling funds for the new 
wing, a minimum of alteration 
was done to the inside of the 
original house. Changes were 
largely in new uses for old rooms.

The interior of the new wing 
was designed for "open living.” 
Distinctive pine panel doors were 
selected. The new wing encloses 
a larpe living room with a wood- 
burning fireplace, a dining room, 
and a kjtchen. A two-car garage 
is attached.

The old heating plant was far 
too small to heat the enlarged 
house. In shopping for a new sys­
tem the owner decided on one 
made by Coleman, because it is 
the only system with ducts small 
enough to slip inside the walls of 
an existing house. Three-and-a- 
half-ineh-diameter tubes fit with­
in a wall framed with 2 x 4  studs, 
reducing installation costs.
