Kelton ISD is one of 
almost 300 districts re-
lying on a pot of mon-
ey that expires in Sep-
tember. The Legislature 
this session decided not 
to extend that funding 
or provide districts with 
much relief to help ease 
the transition.

'Texas Miracle' 
comes down to earth
A 

“sanctuary city” 
immigration bill 
derided as a vehi-
cle for institution-
al racism. A voter 

ID law designed to mollify 
a federal judge who found 
the existing law an exam-
ple of intentionally discrim-
inatory legislation. Redis-
tricting maps repeatedly 
labeled intentionally dis-
criminatory and unconsti-
tutional by a number of 
other federal judges. Ef-
forts to put more money 
into the public education 
system — and to lower lo-
cal property taxes — died. 
So did an effort to leash lo-
cal government property tax 
increases by requiring voter 
approval over hikes of a cer-
tain size.

And a fight over a “bath-
room bill” and “religious con-
science” legislation that busi-
nesses inside and outside 
Texas have warned will turn 
off their employees and their 
customers and put an eco-
nomic hickey on the state 
known for the “Texas Miracle.”

The 85th Legislature has 
some 'splainin' to do if the 
state is going to sell that 
package of social, property 
tax and education engineer-
ing to economic development 
people. At the very least, 
state officials have a lot of 
public relations work to do 
after a bruising session. They 
accomplished some things, 
sure, but they might as well 
have written the marketing 
flyers for regional business 
developers in other parts of 
the country.

Doing what their primary 
voters have loudly demand-
ed, lawmakers have risked 
their long-standing support 
from the business and eco-
nomic development folks.

Politics is competitive. But 
so is economics.

Economics offered the 
strongest argument against 
the “bathroom bill” — legis-
lation that grew from pub-
lic debate over public school 
rules for transgender peo-
ple using restrooms and oth-
er facilities that don’t match 
their sex at birth. In other 
places — notably North Car-
olina — related laws prompt-
ed companies to cancel ex-
pansions, sports leagues at 
the national and collegiate 
level to move tournaments 
and games to other states, 
and performing artists to 
cancel shows and concerts.

It wasn’t a threat that 
something might happen, 
but a threat that something 
that had happened — in 
North Carolina —might hap-
pen in Texas, too.

It was, in 
a phrase 
that turns 
the stom-
achs of peo-
ple who work 
in chambers 
of commerce 
and visitors 
bureaus ev-
erywhere, 
“bad for 
business.”

Lt. Gov. 
Dan Patrick 
and others 
who support 
the legisla-

tion dismissed those con-
cerns as overblown and con-
tended that Texans needed 
protection from a menace 
for which they presented no 
evidence.

That’s not unlike voter ID, 
which targets a rare sort of 
voter fraud and ignores a 
much more common one — 
“harvesting” votes at nurs-
ing homes and centers for 
the elderly.

Opponents of those and 
other measures see them as 
cloaks for other objectives, 
ways to discriminate against 
transgender people on the 
one hand, and to discourage 
minority voters on the other.

And the end of the session 
isn’t the end of the conversa-
tion. It’s more like a change 
of venue — from the state-
house to various courthous-
es, the legislative branch to 
the judicial branch.

The bathroom bill didn’t 
make it past the Legislature. 
Maybe it’ll return in a special 
session, and maybe it won’t. 
Only your governor knows 
for sure.

But voter ID made it, and 
the Texas Legislature’s new 
version will get a going-over 
by U.S. District Judge Nel-
va Gonzales Ramos as soon 
as this week. She’s the judge 
who ruled last month that 
the 2011 law currently on 
the books intentionally dis-
criminates against minority 
voters in Texas.

Redistricting lines for the 
state’s congressional dele-
gation and the Texas House 
will be in front of judges 
once again in July. “Inten-
tional discrimination” has 
been a regular phrase in 
those rulings, too.

Austin, San Antonio and 
other cities are already su-
ing the state over the freshly 
signed sanctuary law, which 
doesn’t take effect until Sep-
tember.

Tips to keep in mind when door-to-door sales representatives start knocking 
This summer, Better Business 

Bureau serving the Heart of Tex-
as advises you to be on guard 
the next time a sales representa-
tive knocks on your door. 

During the spring and sum-
mer months, home securi-
ty systems or alarm business-
es hire traveling sales agents to 
go door-to-door, according to 
the Federal Trade Commission 
(FTC). Summer is an active time 
for this type of activity because 
many residents are home dur-
ing the day to answer the door. 
In some cases, these sales rep-
resentatives will use high-pres-
sure or deceptive sales tactics 
to get potential customers to 

buy expensive 
home securi-
ty systems or 
equipment.  

According to 
the Texas At-
torney Gener-
al, under Tex-
as law, a door-
to-door sell-
er must advise 
you verbally 
and in writing 
that you have a 
right to cancel 
the sale with-
in three days. 
The sales representative must 
also give you a contract or re-

ceipt stating the date of the 
sale, the name and address of 
the merchant and a statement 
of your right to cancel the con-
tract, which includes the ad-
dress where you send your can-
cellation notice. 

If a sales representative 
comes to your door, your BBB 
advises the following: 
•	 Know who you are buying 

from. Before you open your door 
or let anyone into your home, 
ask to see a photo ID, business 
card and some proof of the busi-
ness they’re representing. Also, 
ask for a physical address and 
for local references. 
•	 Do your research. Look up 

the business online and get ref-
erences from your friends, fam-
ily, neighbors or from the com-
pany’s current clients. For a busi-
ness you can trust, go to bbb.org. 
•	 Resist pressure to "buy 

now.” One sign of a securi-
ty system scam is a sales rep-
resentative that may pressure 
their way into your home and 
then refuse to leave. Don’t be 
pressured to take advantage 
of a time-sensitive offer, like 
"once in a lifetime" or "today 
only.” Instead, do some com-
parison shopping and take time 
to decide whether you want the 
product being sold. 
•	 Get written estimates. A 

reputable business won’t try to 
sell you anything before com-
pleting a professional assess-
ment of your needs and lay-
out of your home. Ask plenty 
of questions, and find out who 
will perform the installation 
and monitor the system. Some 
businesses subcontract work to 
a third party. Remember, don’t 
let anyone who hasn’t made an 
appointment into your home. 
If an estimation or installation 
needs to be done, call the busi-
ness directly to make an ap-
pointment. 
•	 Know your rights. The Tex-

as Business & Commerce Code 
states that you have three days 

to cancel a contract for goods or 
services sold to you, regardless 
of whether you have received the 
goods or services. This “cooling-
off rule” only applies to transac-
tions made at someone’s home 
or at a seller’s temporary loca-
tion. Keep your receipt or con-
tract and a copy of your cancel-
lation notice. Remember, you are 
not obligated to return goods to 
the seller until you have recov-
ered either your money or your 
agreement to pay money.

State budget awaits final approval from governor

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	 AUSTIN — Governor Greg 
Abbott as of June 4 had not 
signed Senate Bill 1, the 2018-
2019 state budget finally ap-
proved by both houses of the 
85th Texas Legislature on May 
27. SB 1 appropriates $216.8 
billion in total spending for 
the state’s budget during the 
2018-19 biennium. 
	 A long wait for Abbott’s 
signature may fit a pattern. 
The governor did not sign the 
2016-2017 budget until June 
20, 2015, the final day for 
him to approve or veto legis-
lation. The governor has the 
power to veto line items in 
the bill, instead of rejecting it 
wholesale. 
	 SB 1, a lot to contemplate 
at 969 pages in length, could 
take every remaining day for 
the governor’s office to di-
gest, until this session’s veto 
deadline of June 18. 
	 The budget bill, howev-
er, has already earned the ap-
proval of state Comptroller 
Glenn Hegar, who signed the 
document on June 1. “Even 

before I released the Biennial 
Revenue Estimate back in Jan-
uary, lawmakers understood 
this session would be difficult 
and coming to a budget con-
sensus would require sacrifice 
and compromise,” Hegar said.
	 “I commend legislators for 
crafting a conservative budget 
that remains within my reve-
nue forecast.”

BILLS SIGNED 
AND NOT SIGNED

	 A mere 1,211 of the 6,631 
bills, concurrent resolutions 
and proposed constitution-
al amendments filed by state 
representatives and senators 
this session gained passage 
by both houses. That comes 
to 18.3 percent, or a success 
rate of about one in five.
	 Gov. Abbott signed Senate 
Bill 5, the voter photo-iden-
tification bill that opponents 
promised would be chal-

lenged in federal court over 
constitutionality. Support-
ers said the bill by Joan Huff-
man, R-Houston, would allow 
a person to sign an affida-
vit stating they have a reason-
able impediment to obtaining 
a photo ID and cast a regular 
ballot. Opponents, however, 
testified that proposed chang-
es in the law still would have 
racially discriminatory effects. 
	 The bill is slated to take ef-
fect Sept. 1.
	 HB 62, the statewide ban 
on texting while driving, has 
not yet been signed by the 
governor. Authored by Rep. 
Tom Craddick, R-Midland, 
and sponsored by Sen. Judith 
Zaffirini, D-Laredo, HB 62 has 
been sitting on the governor’s 
desk since May 25.
	 SB 8, by Dr. Charles Schw-
ertner, R-Georgetown, was 
amended in the House to be-
come an omnibus abortion 

regulation bill. According to 
the Senate News Service, the 
bill would require that fe-
tal tissue “be given 
a proper burial or 
cremation after an 
abortion, would ban 
a certain type of 
second-trimes-
ter abortion and 
would reaffirm 
the ban on par-
tial birth abor-
tions in Tex-
as and

Lunch and Learn series tackles scams

Recognizing and dealing 
with scams was the topic of 
the May 25 Lunch and Learn 
at the Ozona Chamber of 
Commerce Visitor Center. 

Heather Massey, regional 
director of the Better Busi-
ness Bureau in Midland, of-
fered tips and information 
on how to recognize and 
handle different types of 
scams. 

Currently, the most 
popular scam circulating is 
the IRS phone scam. Massey 
said this scam has been the 
biggest one in the last two 
years. 

IRS impersonators make 
threats of arrest, deporta-
tion and license revocation if 
they don’t receive immediate 
payment. The scammers in-
struct people to put money 
on a prepaid debit card, an 
iTunes gift card or send pay-
ment via wire transfer.

“If you owe the IRS mon-
ey, they will never call you 
over the phone. They only 
operate through the U.S. 
Postal Service. If the IRS calls 
you, it’s a scam, flat out,” 
Massey said. 

Another phone scam in-
volves using the 876 area 
code, which is Jamaica. 
Massey said callers from this 
area code tell people they 
have won a big prize, like a 
new car in Florida, but they 
have to send a prepaid gift 
card to claim it. 

“If something is too 
good to be true, it is,” 
Massey said. 

Massey also said char-
ity scams are also common. 
She said before donating to 
any charity, it is best to do 

research, and to always ask 
for the charity to send infor-
mation. 

“If the person gets 
pushy, it’s probably not le-
gitimate,” Massey said. 

People should also be 
aware of door-to-door sales-
man selling electricity. 
Massey said with these sales-
man they don’t tell custom-
ers about the Oncor delivery 
charge. 

“A legitimate electric 
company will be willing to 
work with you,” Massey said.

While the elderly is the 
first group people think 
about when it comes to 
scams, Massey said millenni-
als, ages 18-24, are the big-
gest targets for scams.

She said this group 
tends to give out their social 
security numbers and falling 
for student loan scams.  

“We need to work with 
that group and educate them 
to ask questions,” Massey said. 

BBB offers this advice to 
avoid getting scammed:

• Look out for Caller ID 
spoofing. Part of scammers’ 
tactics include Caller ID spoof-
ing, which happens when the 
caller masks their own num-
ber and causes the number of 
a well-known service, like the 
IRS, to appear on Caller ID. 
Also, the caller might give a 
badge number and know the 
last four digits of your Social 
Security number.

• Protect your personal 
information. Don’t provide 
any account number or other 
financial information over 
the phone.

• Don’t be bullied. Never 
trust callers who use threats 
and hostility to push you 
into doing what they want. 
Be skeptical of what a caller 
claims he or she can do if 
you refuse to meet their de-
mand.

• Hang up. Consider 
joining the Do Not Call Reg-

istry to cut down on telemar-
keting and sales calls. This 
may not help with scam-
mers, but you’ll get fewer 
calls overall. This may help 
you more quickly notice the 
ones that could be fraudu-
lent. Report it. If you’re 
unsure if the call is real, 
contact the IRS directly at 
1-800-829-1040 or go to irs.
gov. Write down the number, 
name of the caller and other 
details, and report it to BBB 
Scam Tracker and the U.S. 
Treasury Inspector General 
for Tax Administration (TIG-
TA) to help warn others. BBB 
also shares Scam Tracker in-
formation with government 
and law enforcement agen-
cies, so every piece of infor-
mation is helpful in tracking 
down scammers.

Massey said people can 
visit www.bbb.org and look 
up the legitimacy of a com-
pany or take documents to 
their local bank to check.

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What to know about diabetes 
and brain health

The latest research has 
shown that even minor el-
evations in blood glucose/
sugar levels are related to the 
reduction in size of the hip-
pocampus, the brain’s mem-
ory center. These levels of 
blood glucose also correlate 
to a decline in cognitive func-
tion, dementia and mood dis-
orders; including impaired 
neurogenesis, the process 
by which we grow new brain 
cells.

All of the 
results were compared to 50 
healthy control subjects who 
did not have diabetes.” – per 
Dr. David C. Perlmutter, a 
Board-Certified Neurologist, 
Fellow of the American Col-
lege of Nutrition and four-
time New York Times best-
selling author. 

“The results of this study 
were really quite telling. The 
diabetic patients demonstrat-
ed significant brain changes 
in multiple areas, in both the 
deep white matter as well as 
in the brain’s cortex… Blood 
brain barrier dysfunction is 
also noted to occur in dia-
betes. This sets the stage for 
entry of otherwise excluded 
proteins and even bacteria in-
to the brain leading to nerve 

cell damage.” 
The study 

confirms 
the fact that 
our lifestyle 
choices 
profoundly 
influence the 
risk for Type 
2 Diabetes 
Mellitus and 
weight gain, 
and not just 

for superficial reasons. 
T2DM is believed to as 

much as quadruple the risk 
for dementia, and adding 
obesity to the mix worsens 
the situation. 

T2DM and all other met-
abolic disorders are also 
known as the “Western Dis-
eases”. They develop out of a 
genetic condition which man-
ifests itself in various ways 
but the common factor is Car-
bohydrate Intolerance (CI). 

People with CI will show 
various indications and is-
sues at numerous points 
throughout their lives. One 
person may progress through 
the stages rather quickly, and 
have very debilitating condi-
tions as a child while another 
will go through the first two 
stages more slowly and not 
realize a disease until later 
stages of maturity. 

Carbohydrate restriction 
for weight loss is scientifical-
ly proven better than low-fat 
diets in studies, regardless of 
time periods compared. The 
most significant course of ac-
tion for anyone with CI is the 
elimination of all refined car-
bohydrates including high-
glycemic plant foods, pro-
cessed flour and sugar. 

Perlmutter contends, “The 
actionable information here 
is that we’ve got to maintain 
a diet that’s lower in sugar 

and carbohydrates, welcome 
healthful fat back to the 
table, be sure we’re getting 
plenty of good prebiotic fi-
ber, and, by all means, make 
sure that exercise is part of 
the plan, every day.” 

Perlmutter, also the author 
of “Grain Brain” focuses on 
the ultimate role of elevated 
blood sugar in brain degen-
eration. 

He explores the in-depth, 
scientific meta data pro-
duced by numerous studies 
that demonstrate significant 
risks of Alzheimer’s disease 
or dementia, especially if the 
individual is also diagnosed 
with T2DM. 

A recent study in the New 
England Journal of Medicine 
bolstered Perlmutter’s dis-
coveries demonstrating sig-
nificantly increased risk for 
cognitive decline with mild 
elevations of blood sugar… 
much lower even than those 
that would indicate diabetes. 

Diabetes is also known to 
foster inflammation, and 
inflammation is the corner-
stone of Alzheimer’s type de-
mentia, not to mention heart 
disease and other risks to 
health and wellbeing. 

The ‘nutshell’ here is to 
prevent developing diabetes 
at all cost. Nutrition should 
include a way of eating that 
is low in sugar and other 
high-glycemic carbohydrates. 
This is fundamental for the 
regulation of blood sugar as 
a critical factor in brain pres-
ervation and avoiding Type 2 
Diabetes Mellites.

Are you overwhelmed by 
life? Do you feel that there 
is no place to turn, no one 
to listen, no one to give you 
encouragement?  Then, you 
might be you looking for a 
church home. You have many 
choices here in Ozona as the 
ads in the Ozona Stockman 
show you.  Although par-
ticular beliefs may vary, all 
of these Christion churches 
worship the same God, and 
proclaim Jesus Christ as Sav-
ior and Lord of their lives. 
In fact we are all part of the 
church universal, which the 
Bible refers to as the Body 
of Christ. You may hesitate 
to go because you do not 
know what to expect. Maybe 
you have never been before, 
or maybe it’s been so long 
you’re embarrassed. Don’t 
be! You will be welcome at 
any of them. 

I’d like to tell you a bit 
about Ozona United Method-
ist Church.  We worship in 
that big brick building next 
to the Travelodge. Our Sun-
day schedule offers some 
choices of which you might 
not be aware.  There are two 
very different services from 
which to choose. 

At 9 a.m., our Sunday 
begins with an informal 
worship service in our Fel-
lowship Hall.  To get there, 
you turn in the drive by the 
Travelodge and come in the 
side entrance of the building, 
the one with all the columns 
in front. You will be greeted 
by friendly faces, fresh cof-
fee, snacks and juice as we 
settle around tables and visit 
for a bit before worship be-
gins. Our music at this ser-
vice is led by a varying size 
group of musicians playing 
an assortment of acoustic in-
struments ------ guitars, bass, 
mandolin, fiddle, keyboard 
--- depending upon who is 
available on any given Sun-
day.  New musicians are wel-
come to come practice and 
join in. The music is much 
more contemporary than tra-
ditional! The words for songs 
are projected on screens as is 
all necessary information for 
the service. Holy Communion 
is served on the first Sunday 
of the month. 

Sunday School for all ages 
begins at 10 a.m. Children 
and youth classes are in the 
education wing, a women’s 
class meets in the Fellow-
ship Hall and the Men’s Bible 
Class meets in the chapel. 
You are welcome to attend 
these classes, whether you 
come to worship or not. 

If you think there is no 
place in the world where 
church is “just like it used to 
be” come to our 11 A.M. wor-
ship service in our sanctu-
ary----- that part of the build-
ing that faces 11th Street! 
When you come, you will be 
warmly greeted at the front 
door and offered a paper bul-
letin to guide you through 
the service. At the beginning 
of the service, candles are 
lighted at the front of the 
church and organ music in-
vites you to worship. 

The songs at this service 
are hymns sung from hym-
nals and the music is played 
on our wonderful organ. The 

congregation is 
invited (not 
required!) to 
participate 
in worship 
by reading 
together a 
Psalm for the 
Call to Wor-
ship, reading 
an Affirma-
tion of Faith, 
and sharing 
aloud joys 

and concerns (if desired) and 
praying the Lord’s Prayer 
together. 

Holy Communion is 
served on the first Sunday of 
the month. 

Both services share a com-
mon theme of the day and 
hear a message given by the 
pastor. The theme for Sunday, 
June 11, is “Created, Taught & 
Redeemed, Empowered!”

Now, you may have heard 
rumors that we are “divided” 
because several years ago the 
people of the church decided 
to offer two different forms 
of worship.  That is not true.  
This church just decided to of-
fer two things on the worship 
menu! We are one church that 
worships God in two equally 
valid ways. We are open to 
new people and new ideas. 

Excuses for not giving 
church a try:

1.	 “My children might 
not be welcome.”  Forget 
that! Both services are child 
friendly. The early service in 
particular always has lots of 
kids.  There are small tables 
with paper activities for them 
to choose if parents like that 
option.  There is also easy 
access to the church nurs-
ery which is attended by an 
adult.  It’s not unusual for 
kids to come and go during 
worship.  Your kids won’t 
bother us nearly as much as 
they bother you! Therefore, 
nursery care is provided dur-
ing both services. 

2.	 ”I don’t have anything 
appropriate to wear.” Please 
don’t let that idea keep you 
away from any church! That 
is one thing that has changed 
about the way church used to 
be. Dress is much less formal. 
While most folks who have 
been going to church all their 
lives do often dress in their 
“Sunday best”, it is not to im-
press anyone, but is their way 
of honoring God.   You do not 
find all the men in suits and 
ties, nor the women in dress-
es. If you are concerned that 
your clothes are too casual, 
you might especially enjoy 
the early service. 

The people of the Unit-
ed Methodist Church have a 
deep understanding of the 
Grace of God which is offered 
to all even though it is under-
served and can’t be earned by 
being “good enough”.  We re-
alize that we have all sinned 
at one time or another and 
therefore do not sit in judg-
ment of anyone who would 
like to come and worship 
with us and perhaps accept 
that grace. You are welcome 
to give it a try! Don’t worry 
about your kids, or what to 
wear, just come.

butterfly through plant-
ing natives, removing inva-
sive species, and tagging or 
tracking monarchs. Wheth-
er you’re an individual with a 
love for monarchs or a busi-
ness leader looking to give 
back to your community, be-
coming a Monarch Wrangler 
is a rewarding and education-
al experience.

On April 30-May 1, a staff 
member from Texan by Na-
ture and members from oth-
er organizations, planted na-
tive milkweed plants on the 
Ward Walker 7-Oaks Ranch. 
The Ward Walker family has 
been working to remove inva-
sive species, such as redberry 
juniper (Juniperus pinchotii) 
by mechanical methods and 
prescribed burning. 

The family also practic-
es rotational grazing and has 
been seeding native grass-
es, wildflowers, and forbs on 
the property to benefit many 
species of wildlife such as 
the monarch butterfly. Milk-
weed plants (genus Asclepi-
as) are essential for monarch 
butterfly reproduction; mon-
archs lay their eggs on the 

milkweed and the larvae uti-
lize the milkweed as a food 
source.

The milkweed planted on 
the ranch was provided by 
Monarch Watch. Their mis-
sion is to address changes in 
agricultural practices and de-
velopment which decimated 
monarch habitat, and to re-
store habitats for monarchs, 
pollinators, and other wild-
life. Monarch Watch is initi-
ating a nationwide landscape 
restoration program called 
“Bring Back The Monarchs.” 

The goals of this program 
are to restore 20 milkweed 
species, used by monarch 
caterpillars as food, to their 
native ranges throughout 
the United States and to en-
courage the planting of nec-
tar-producing native flowers 
that support adult monarchs 
and other pollinators.

To participate in Monarch 
Watch’s Milkweed Restora-
tion Program, applicants for 
restoration milkweed plants 
must demonstrate that they 
have a land management 
plan, and that other nectar 
sources are either pre-ex-
isting or are included in the 
new planting. Ward Walker 
7-Oaks Ranch is a great ex-
ample of exactly the condi-
tions for which the program 
is looking. For more informa-
tion on Monarch Watch visit 
www.monarchwatch.org.

use a chunk of the district's 
savings to make up some 
of the $900,000 gap in next 
year's budget. "If nothing 
else changes, we've got three 
years," he said. 

The funding challenge 
facing districts like Kelton, 
as well as the unique pot of 
money they are set to lose 
in three months, stems from 
decisions by state officials 
made over a decade ago. In 
2006, the Legislature com-
pressed tax rates by a third, 
after the Texas Supreme 
Court ordered them to alle-
viate the high property tax 
rates in local school districts. 
They also created a state aid 
program to make up the ex-
tra revenue districts lost by 
lowering tax rates.

At the beginning, most 
districts received money 
through that program, called 
Additional State Aid for Tax 
Reduction, or ASATR. Over 
the years, most of the dis-
tricts stopped qualifying for 
the funds, in many cases be-
cause of how their enroll-
ment or property tax base 
grew, or both. 

In the fiscal year that ends 
Aug. 31, the state estimates 
it will pay about $400 mil-
lion to almost 300 districts 
through ASATR. Then the 
program will expire.

Earlier this year, both the 
House and Senate passed a 
version of House Bill 21, a 
measure intended to increase 
funding for most schools and 
bring the formulas for allo-
cating that money up to date. 
But the Senate added a "pri-
vate school choice" provision 
to the bill, which the House 
and many public education 
advocates refused to accept, 
arguing it would sap mon-
ey from public schools. The 
bill died, and so did any real 
chance in this year's regular 
legislative session of bolster-
ing funds for districts relying 
on ASATR.

Many of the districts that 
still rely on the money are 
small, rural and mineral-rich, 
meaning their property val-
ues fluctuate with the prices 
of oil and gas, currently near 
a low.

Comstock ISD has thinned 
out its program offerings 
over the past few years, 
preparing for the funding 
drought.

"We don't have football 
because of costs. We don't 
have ag because of costs. We 
don't have band because of 
costs," said Superintendent 
O.K. Wolfenbarger III.

He plans to keep cutting 

back on supplies, using less 
copy paper, finding cheaper 
deals on utilities and not re-
hiring support staff.

"If I start cutting teacher 
positions ... I've got kids that 
are going to be in danger of 
not having the courses they 
need to graduate," he said.

Comstock ISD is already 
taxing residents at the max-
imum rate allowed under 
state law and cannot collect 
any additional funds in lo-
cal property tax revenue. It 
could be losing around 15 
percent of its budget with the 
state aid program not getting 
extended.

CCCCSD Superintendent 
Raul Chavarria said the dis-
trict will be losing money, 
but did not have hard num-
bers yet. 

In 2016, the district re-
ceived $2.3 million in ASATR 
funding. 

A budget workshop has 
been scheduled for 6:30 p.m. 
June 19 at the Administra-
tion Building, 797 Avenue D. 
The meeting is open to the 
public. 

"We've already taken some 
steps in reducing staffing, 
but even with those steps 
you can't make up for the big 
shot all at once," Chavarria 
said. 

Reagan County ISD stands 
to lose $2.59 million, Irion 
County ISD $519,000 and 
Sonora ISD $2.5 million in 
ASATR funds, according to 
the Texas Education Agency. 

Critics argue districts 
knew the state aid program 
was scheduled to dry up in 
2017 and should have been 
prepared.

"Obviously for those dis-
tricts, it does create a hard-
ship because they're used to 
having the extra funding," 

said Ray Freeman, executive 
director of the Equity Center, 
a school finance advocacy 
group. "But they have known 
for six years that the funding 
was going away."

Now, he said, districts 
that were getting state funds 
through this external pro-
gram will get it through the 
regular funding formulas, 
just like everyone else.

Freeman said districts 
should raise property taxes 
to raise more money, if they 
have not reached the maxi-
mum rate.

But superintendents of 
those districts said it's not 
that easy. Many of them are 
considered "property-rich," 
meaning they send mon-
ey to the state to subsidize 
districts that can't collect as 
much tax revenue, through 
a Texas program nicknamed 
"Robin Hood." Taxpayers can 
be especially wary of sup-
porting higher tax rates when 
they know the revenue will 
go to the state. 

This session, legislators 
passed a budget that would 
rely even more heavily on lo-
cal property taxes, meaning 
the state would be paying 
much less than half of public 
education costs.

Rich Dear, superintendent 
of Godley ISD in North Texas, 
said enrollment is growing 
so quickly taxpayers have al-
ready had to foot the bill for 
new facilities. With ASATR 
gone, Godley ISD could lose 
around 15 percent of its cur-
rent operating budget, Dear 
said. 

Lovejoy ISD, located north 
of Dallas, has built four new 
campuses in the past decade, 
and operating costs have 
skyrocketed, said Superin-
tendent Ted Moore. "We're 
playing the hand we've been 
dealt. We're doing the best 
we can to take care of our 
taxpayers, providing an ed-
ucational program that's the 
best we can provide," he said.

Superintendents said they 
have prepared as well as they 
could for this situation, scal-
ing back early to cushion 
their savings.

"We try to operate the 
district as leanly as possi-
ble and as efficiently for 
our tax base," said Joe Wal-
dron, superintendent of Le-
fors ISD, located in the rural 
Texas Panhandle. Adminis-
trators there saved between 
$100,000 and $200,000 per 
year over the past four years. 
The money is supposed to go 
into capital investments — 
such as repairs to buildings 
and vehicles — but now it will 
go toward running schools.

Waldron has cut staff 
more than 10 percent over 
the last three years. Teach-
ers and board members are 
"heartbroken" the state aid 
program was not extend-
ed this session, he said. And 
most parents will be "blind-
sided" when they find out 
their school district is on life 
support and may only have 
two or three years to live.

"The important thing is 
that the school is the only 
thing in this town," he said. 
"The school hurts, the com-
munity hurts. That's just a 
fact of rural public educa-
tion."

USDA Farm Service Agency 
County Committee nomination 

period begins June 15
BY ISABEL BENEMELIS 

U.S. DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE

The U.S. Department of 
Agriculture announced today 
that the nomination period 
for local Farm Service Agency 
(FSA) county committees be-
gins on Thursday, June 15.

“County committees al-
low farmers and ranchers to 
make important decisions 
about how federal farm pro-
grams are administered local-
ly to best serve their needs,” 
said Acting FSA Adminis-
trator Chris Beyerhelm. “We 
strongly encourage all eligible 
producers to visit their local 
FSA office today to find out 
how to get involved in their 
county’s election. There’s an 
increasing need for represen-
tation from underserved pro-
ducers, which includes be-
ginning, women and other 
minority farmers and ranch-
ers.”

County committees are 
made up of farmers and 
ranchers elected by other pro-
ducers in their communities 
to guide the delivery of farm 
programs at the local lev-
el. Committee members play 
a critical role in the day-to-
day operations of FSA. Com-
mittees consist of three to 
11 members and meet once a 
month or as needed to make 
important decisions on di-
saster and conservation pro-
grams, emergency programs, 
commodity price support loan 
programs, county office em-
ployment and other agricul-
tural issues.  Members serve 

three-year terms. Nationwide, 
there are over 7,700 farmer 
and ranchers serving on FSA 
county committees. 

Farmers and ranchers may 
nominate themselves or oth-
ers. Organizations, including 
those representing beginning, 
women and minority produc-
ers, may also nominate can-
didates to better serve their 
communities. To be eligible to 
serve on an FSA county com-
mittee, a person must partici-
pate or cooperate in an agen-
cy administered program, and 
reside in the local administra-
tive area where the election is 
being held.

After the nomination pe-
riod, candidates will encour-
age the eligible producers in 
their local administrative area 
to vote.  FSA will mail election 
ballots to eligible voters be-
ginning Nov. 6. Ballots will be 
due back to the local county 
office either via mail or in per-
son by Dec. 4. 

Newly-elected committee 
members and alternates will 
take office on Jan. 1, 2018.

To become a candidate, 
an eligible individual must 
sign an FSA-669A nomination 
form. The form and other in-
formation about FSA county 
committee elections are avail-
able at www.fsa.usda.gov/
elections. 

All nomination forms for 
the 2017 election must be 
postmarked or received in 
the local FSA office by Aug. 
1. Locate your local office at 
https://offices.usda.gov and 
visit to get more information.

 

Texas Cattle Raisers applaud livestock bill
AUSTIN — Texas and 

Southwestern Cattle Rais-
ers Association (TSCRA) ap-
plauded the final passage of 
HB 2817, authored by State 
Representative Mary Gonza-
lez, D-El Paso, and sponsored 
by Senator Charles Perry, R-
Lubbock. The legislation was 
sent June 1 to Gov. Abbott 
for his signature. Provisions 
within the bill ensure those 
who criminally kill livestock 
will be held accountable, and 
that TSCRA Special Rangers 
have the tools necessary to 
continue their steadfast pro-
tection of Texas’ ranchers.

TSCRA Special Rangers 
have noticed a disturbing in-
crease in offenses that involve 
the criminal killing of livestock, 
prompting concern for the wel-
fare of the cattle and the liveli-
hoods of Texas cattle raisers.

At present, criminal of-
fenses involving the killing of 
cattle do not carry the same 
penalty as stealing that same 
animal, although both crimes 
have the same net effect on 
the rancher. Regardless of 
whether an animal is stolen 
or killed, the rancher loses 
the value of that animal and 
its potential offspring. HB 
2817 ensures that shooting 
a cow will be as punitive as 
stealing it, a minimum third-
degree felony.

The bill was also amend-
ed in the Texas Senate, by 
Chairman Perry to include 
language from a separate 
House bill, authored by Rep. 
Tracy King, D-Uvalde, that had 
passed unanimously from the 
House Agriculture and Live-
stock Committee. The provi-
sion guarantees that TSCRA 
can continue its cattle inspec-
tion program, a valuable asset 
for Texas ranchers. Over the 
past decade, the program has 
helped recover or account for 
more than 37,000 head of sto-
len cattle and related property 
worth more than $42 million.
