
The body of a missing 
Abilene man is believed to 
have been found about 8 
miles south of Barnhart, ac-
cording to the Tom Green 
County Sheriff's Office. 

Sheriff’s investigators, along 
with members of the Texas 
Ranger Service, searched Fri-
day, Aug. 4, along State High-
way 163 in Crockett County for 
Eric Vincent Torrez, who was 
reported missing July 21.

A little after 4 p.m., inves-
tigators discovered human 
remains consistent with Tor-
rez in a pasture. Leah Contre-
ras, acting judge clerk with 
the Crockett County Justice 
of the Peace Office, conduct-
ed an inquest and ordered an 
autopsy to be performed, the 
Sheriff's Office said. Contre-
ras was filling in for Crockett 
County Justice of the Peace 
Evelyn Lozano who was out 
of town, Lozano said.   

Torrez was reported miss-
ing by family after he traveled 
to the northern part of Tom 
Green County to bid on a job 

and never 
returned 
home.

Follow-
ing sev-
eral days 
of inter-
viewing 
suspects, 
officials 
concluded that Torrez was 
likely dead. Several people 
who were interviewed, in-
cluding Torrez's ex-wife, 
Kristen Anne Jennings, have 
been arrested and face vari-
ous charges.

Investigators say a break 
in the case occurred Tuesday, 
July 25, when Abilene Police 
discovered a text message on 
Torrez's cell phone. 

Investigators were than 
able to use the text to trace 
Torrez's last known location 
— Duckworth Road — where 
Jennings now lives.

The Abilene Police Depart-
ment also notified the Tom

To be eligible 
for the increase, the annuitant 
must have retired between 
Aug. 31, 2004 and Aug. 31, 
2015.

	 Speaker Joe Straus, who 
presides over the House, ap-
plauded the action, saying: 
"Since the end of the regu-
lar session, House members 
across the state have heard 
from retirees who are con-
cerned about some signifi-
cant increases in premiums 
and deductibles. Based on the 
feedback we've heard back 
home, the House cast an over-
whelming vote (Aug. 1) to 
help retired teachers who are 
facing very steep increases in 
their monthly expenses.”
	 In other news, the House 
passed HB 25, which would 
appropriate $34 million from 
the state’s $11 billion rainy 
day fund and $45 million in 
federal funds for fiscal year 
2018, plus another $36 mil-
lion from the rainy day fund 
and $48.3 million in federal 
funds for fiscal year 2019 to 
the Health and Human Servic-

es Commission for Medicaid 
acute care therapy services.

	 These and all House bills, 
however, must be approved 
by the Senate in order to 
move forward to the gover-
nor’s desk for final consider-
ation.

	 Mark White, who served 
as governor of Texas from 
1983 to 1987, died Aug. 5 at 
age 77. He was the last liv-
ing Democrat to have held the 
post.
	 White also served as Texas 
attorney general from 1979 to 
1983, and as Texas secretary 
of state from 1973 to 1977.
Gov. Abbott ordered flags 
statewide to be lowered to

When leaks dry up, 
we turn to FOIA

When we talk 
about the im-
portance of a 
free press, what 
we're really talk-

ing about is how important 
it is for the press to serve as 
a watchdog on the govern-
ment. The highest respon-
sibility of journalism is to 
supply the people with infor-
mation about what their gov-
ernment is doing, so that the 
people can hold the govern-
ment accountable, and make 
the best possible decisions 
when they vote.

But if you're not a jour-
nalist (full disclosure: I am 
not), you may not give a lot 
of thought to how journal-
ists get that information in 
the first place. Official gov-
ernment press releases and 
briefings aren't really the 
place to find information 
about government miscon-
duct. Obviously, leaks are 
a much better source when 
it comes to getting the real 
dirt. But the recent empha-
sis on prosecuting leakers is 
likely to have a major chill-
ing effect on that source of 
information.

But there is a way that 
journalists can get their 
hands on FBI records, secret 
military policy memos, and 
NSA email exchanges with-
out having to worry about 
their sources getting arrest-
ed or fired.

They can ask the govern-
ment for them.

The Freedom of Informa-
tion Act (FOIA) is a law that 
requires the government 
to hand over its records if 
someone asks for them. 

The act applies to feder-
al government agencies, but 
every state has laws that al-
low the public to access its 
government records. Any-
one can request information, 
whether they're a U.S. citizen 
or foreign national. And any-
thing can be requested.

A government agency can, 
of course, deny your request 
if it decides that the infor-
mation you're seeking falls 
into an exemption category, 
like information that would 
threaten national security, or 
invade someone's privacy. 

But if you think your FOIA 
request was unfairly denied, 
you can appeal, and if that 
doesn't work, you can sue.

Nabiha Syed, assistant gen-
eral counsel for BuzzFeed, is 
intimately familiar with this 
process. A large part of her 
job involves getting govern-
ment agencies to give up in-
formation that they would 
rather not share — informa-
tion that often ends up be-

ing cru-
cial to 
BuzzFeed's 
reporting. 

She sees 
the right of 
the public 
to access 
govern-
ment in-
formation 
as an ex-
citing First 
Amend-
ment fron-
tier. "For 
the most 

part, the First Amendment 
says, 'This is hands off, the 
government's not going to 
be involved, you guys fig-
ure out speech,'" Syed says. 
"And then you have the First 
Amendment right of access, 
which says, 'Yes, but also, 
we are going to allow you to 
use the law as a sword to get 
access to judicial proceed-
ings, to official records...to 
administrative proceedings.'"

Requesting — or fighting 
for — government records 
is an instrumental part of 
BuzzFeed's reporting strat-
egy. 

Such records have al-
lowed the BuzzFeed News 
team to report on miscon-
duct in death penalty ex-
ecutions, for-profit foster 
care scandals, and the wide-
spread abuse of seasonal 
migrant workers. Just last 
month, BuzzFeed News ob-
tained a secret Department 
of Defense report that stated 
that Chelsea Manning's dis-
closure of Iraq-related docu-
ments would be unlikely to 
have any impact on U.S. op-
erations in Iraq (directly con-
tradicting the government's 
position at Manning's trial).

To be sure, the system is 
far from perfect, as many in-
formation-seekers can at-
test. As Jason Fagone wrote 
in his article "The Secret to 
Getting Top-Secret Secrets," 
"The Freedom of Informa-
tion Act, passed in 1966 to 
increase trust in govern-
ment by encouraging trans-
parency, has always been a 
pain in the ass. You write 
to an uncaring bureaucracy, 
you wait for months or years 
only to be denied or redact-
ed into oblivion, and even if 
you do get lucky and extract 
some useful information, the 
world has already moved on 
to other topics."

But when it does work, the 
payoffs can be enormous.

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Will red meat cause cancer?
The question of whether 

red meat will give you cancer 
if eaten seems to surface ev-
ery few months. Proponents 
of the claim usually cite yet 
another ‘expert’ analysis of 
outdated studies conducted 
in the US, Europe and the Ori-
ent between 2001 and 2005, 
which prove to be more dog-
matic than scientifically sup-
ported.

Keep in mind that our uni-
verse ordained the nature 
of our health and wellbeing 
quite well for 2.5 million 
years. Our ancestors survived 
by eating red meat and other 
animal products throughout 
this time, before Man de-
cided to go agrarian about 
9, 000 years ago. I reckon 
he thought he could manage 
his own nutrition better than 
the universe. Well… it hasn’t 
quite worked out that way.

The latest “study” conduct-
ed by the University of Cali-
fornia, San Diego, included 
Ajit Varki and Nissi M. Varki 
as researchers, and published 
it online in January 2015 en-
titled, "A red meat-derived 
glycan promotes inflamma-
tion and cancer progression."

After the article explained 
their method and science, it 
then reveals in a conflict of 
interest statement: "A.V. and 
N.M.V. are cofounders of and 
advisors to SiaMab Therapeu-
tics, Inc., which has licensed 
University of California, San 
Diego technologies related 
to anti-Neu5Gc antibodies in 
cancer." Even so, the article 
does not illustrate any in-
crease in cancer risk.

One could wrap their 

conclusions 
around 
almost any 
belief system 
regarding the 
possibility of 
contracting 
cancer after 
eating red 
meat. 

However, 
they are ‘all 
over the place’ 
inn their 

reasoning and usually leave us 
asking more questions. 

The most credible science 
concludes that red meat is 
no more carcinogenic (can-
cer causing) than the air we 
breathe or the water we drink 
daily.

The facts are: carcinogenic 
cells and toxic elements of 
varying degrees are literally 
everywhere, and our bodies 
evolved and continually dealt 
with them these 2.5 million. 
If our immune system is fully 
functional and in place, if our 
ways of eating lack the nutri-
ents on which cancer feeds 
and if we pursue a healthy, 
happy lifestyle; our chances 
of developing cancer are slim 
to none. That said, there are 
those who may need to limit 
the amount of type of red 
meat consumption for any 
number of other reasons.

The carcinogenic proper-
ties present in red meat may 
be rendered even more toxic 
by cooking meat over high 
heat. This is also the case 
with the polyunsaturated 
seed oils we purchase every 
day in the grocery store.

The seed/grains of corn oil, 

shortening, canola and veg-
etable oil (a misnomer, it too 
is a seed oil) are processed by 
exposing them to very high 
temperatures so that their oils 
can be extracted. Originally, 
these polyunsaturated oils 
were produced for industrial 
use and not considered as safe 
food for human consumption, 
since they were found to be 
extremely high in carcinogens.

Our best defense against 
cancer is having a healthy 
body, a well-rounded regime 
that is conducive to your idea 
of a lifetime of wellness and 
provides a beneficial environ-
ment throughout our diges-
tive tract for positive bacteri-
al and microbial growth. The 
latter is paramount, as our 
gut is the first line of defense 
in our immune system, prob-
ably 70 percent of it.

The best strategy concern-
ing red meat, processed or 
not, is to not burn it or simply 
not eat the charred portions, if 
I it is overcooked. If you don’t 
like red meat, don’t eat it; 
there are plenty of other nutri-
tious choices… besides, that’s 
just makes more for me.

Form a relationship with 
your body as if it were a sig-
nificant-other in your life, be-
cause it is. Let your genes do 
the talking, not your ‘beliefs’. 
What may work for someone 
else may not produce the 
same results for you. You 
are different from any other 
person and the nutriment 
and medications you ingest 
daily will be expressed differ-
ently at the genetic level. Be 
ready to challenge any belief 
you may have regarding your 
good health, especially if it 
isn’t working for you. While 
your beliefs do effect some 
processes in your body, by in 
large, it functions at the level 
of authenticity.

(M&O) of school districts and 
replace it with an increase in 
the state sales tax from 6.25 
percent to 12 percent. On av-
erage across the state, M&O 
school taxes account for 
roughly 43 percent of an own-
er’s property taxes, which is 
part of the taxes subject to re-
capture under “Robin Hood.”

	 Chavarria told the com-
mittee that CCCCSD has sent 
$225 million in recapture 
since 1999. 

	 Between that, and the 
loss of $2 million in Addition-
al State Aid for Tax Reduc-
tion (ASATR) funds, CCCC-
SD is facing having to make 
some tough budget cuts for 
the 2017-2018 school year, 
Chavarria said. 

	 “The combination of re-
capture and ASATR is destroy-
ing districts across the state,” 
Chavarria told the committee 
members. “We are sending 52 
percent of our M&O budget 
back to the state.”

	 Chavarria said CCCC-
SD is preparing to cuts pro-
grams, such as drug testing, 
career and technology and 
the work study program, as 
well as freezing teachers’ sal-
aries. He also said the district 
has cut 15 percent across the 
board and absorbed seven-
eight positions in two years. 

	 “There’s no way, even 
with all those cuts, we can 
survive. We’re still close to 
$1 million short in meeting 
the demands of our district,” 
Chavarria said to the commit-
tee. “For a district of our size, 
$1 million is crucial. It could 
kill us. Those aren’t scare tac-
tics. Those are just facts.”

	 If the district comes up 
short, Chavarria said they 
will have to pull from the 
$3.2 million in fund balance. 

	 “Do the math, that is less 
than two years survivability 
for Crockett County Schools,” 
Chavarria said about the 
fund balance amount. “I to-
tally agree with ending recap-
ture and finding the solutions 
to offset that cost. When we 
send 50 percent of our mon-
ey out and don’t get any in re-

turn, then there’s something 
wrong with the system.”

In addition to Chavarria, 
Dr. Vance Ginn, an economist 
for fiscal policy with the con-
servative Texas Public Poli-
cy Foundation, also testified. 
Ginn said the ultimate policy 
goal of the legislature should 
be to eliminate the proper-
ty tax by increasing and ex-
panding the sales tax.

“By doing this tax swap 
there would be more eco-
nomic growth, about $63 bil-
lion more in personal income, 
337,000 new jobs that would 
be created. You have to think 
about the dynamic effects of 
going to a more efficient and 
more effective sales tax in-
stead of the property tax.  It 
also tends to be more conser-
vative,” Ginn said. 

State Republican Execu-
tive Committeeman Terry 
Holcomb also spoke on the 
need to more evenly distrib-
ute the burden of financing 
public education.

“Part of the problem with 
the system we have today is 
that we have far too many ex-
emptions and the load is con-
tinuing to be put on fewer and 
fewer people,” Holcomb said. 

Dr. Crystal Bomar Dock-
ery, Superintendent of Hunt 
ISD, and Casey Callahan, for-
merly of Llano ISD, also testi-
fied during the hearing in fa-
vor of the bill. 

Murr said the current 
system forces districts like 
CCCCSD to “take out debt ser-
vice to run their schools” be-
cause bond money is not sub-
ject to recapture by the state. 

“Our district is not an ex-
travagant spending district. 
Our taxes are low here, and 
our school board is commit-
ted to keeping our taxes low. 
However, if the state doesn’t 
do something, we may have 
to call for a small bond elec-
tion,” Chavarria said. 

The district is currently 

paying on a $3 million bond 
that was passed in 2014 that 
has been used for transpor-
tation, maintenance, technol-
ogy and housing expenses. 

 “It’s a state policy that is 
actually encouraging debt,” 
Murr said. 

	 Chavarria said he re-
ceived a call from Murr 
asking him to come testi-
fy. CCCCSD School Board 
President Dwight Childress 
and his wife, OHS Counsel-
or Leanna Childress, also at-
tended the hearing. 

“I do appreciate that Rep-
resentative Murr reached 
out to us. The concerns of 
our community were well re-
ceived,” Chavarria said.  

	 While Murr’s bill did not 
make it out of committee, 
the next day the Texas House 
passed a package of bills that 
would put $1.8 billion into 
public schools. 

	 The funds cited in the 
legislation would come from 
deferring a payment to pub-
lic schools from fiscal year 
2019 to 2020, and would al-
low an increase in the base 
funding per student from 
$5,140 to $5,350 statewide. 

	 The bill would also create 
a transitional $200 million 
grant program over the next 
two years to help school dis-
tricts losing ASATR funding. 

	 The bill now goes to the 
Senate, where Lt. Gov. Dan 
Patrick has called this pay-

ment deferral mechanism a 
"Ponzi scheme." 

The Texas Supreme Court 
ruled last year that the school 
finance system was in need of 
serious reform, but ultimately 
constitutional. Gov. Greg Ab-
bott added school finance re-
form to the agenda a few days 
into the 30-day special ses-
sion that started July 18. 

Murr said what his bill was 
proposing was “pretty com-
plex legislation.”

“I wanted to initiate a 
comprehensive, serious pol-
icy discussion on what can 
be done to reduce proper-
ty taxes,” Murr said. “This is 
a long term issue. It needs a 
year and some serious dis-
cussions. If I get a chance to 
come back to the legislature 
in 2019, this bill will proba-
bly be the first one I file.”

In the meantime, Chavar-
ria said the district is still 
waiting on the outcome of 
the current special session 
and what that will have on a 
budget that needs to be ap-
proved by Aug. 28. 

 “Our board is making 
cuts, but some of these cuts 
don’t need to be made,” Cha-
varria said. “Something needs 
to be done.”

The next regular school 
board meeting will be 6:30 
p.m. Aug. 16 at the Adminis-
tration Building, 797 Avenue 
D. The meeting is open to the 
public.

Stephen Lynn Jennings, 
Kristin Jennings’ husband, 
and Gary Lynn Jennings, Ste-
phen’s father, were also ar-
rested on suspicion of tam-
pering or fabricating with 
physical evidence with intent 
to impair.

On Thursday, July 27, Ball-
inger police reported find-
ing Torrez's 2008 Ford pick-
up truck in the Ballinger 
Walmart parking lot.

The investigation into Tor-
rez's death continues. Upon 
completion of the autopsy, 
additional charges are ex-
pected to be filed against the 
suspects already in custody 
as well as additional suspects 
identified during the investi-
gation as participants in the 
offense, the Sheriff's Office 
said.
