Superintendent talks 
about $5 million bond

It took two votes and 
several revisions before the 
Crockett County Commis-
sioners’ Court finally adopted 
the 2018 County Budget. 

At Monday’s regular 
meeting and budget hearing, 
the commissioners started an 
hour earlier at 8 a.m. so they 
could hold their budget hear-
ing and adopt the budget. 

After discussion and re-
visions by County Judge Fred 
Deaton and County Auditor 
Janie Chandler, the commis-
sioners adopted the budget. 

After the vote, Commis-
sioner Wesley Bean ques-
tioned which version of the 
budget was adopted due to 
revisions being made. 

Bean, Commissioner Pleas 
Childress and Deaton went 
over the budget trying to put 
together a final version. 

The commissioners then 
recessed their meeting un-
til after lunch for further dis-
cussion and another vote, due 
to Commissioner Frank Tam-
bunga being at a funeral. 

After lunch, the commis-
sioners voted unanimously to 
nullify the previous vote on 
the budget made that morn-
ing due to corrections need-
ing to be made. 

The commissioners then 
went item by item through 
the budget that was corrected 
by Deaton during their recess. 

Bean then made a motion, 
with Tambunga seconding, to 
adopt the 2018 County Bud-
get. It passed 4-1. Commis-
sioner Eligio Martinez voted 
against the motion. 

Martinez also voted 
against the budget in the first 
motion. 

“There have been too 
many inconsistencies in this 
year’s budget for me. I feel 
that the county nor our de-
partments are getting a fair 
budget across the board. I 
can’t with good conscious 
approve this year’s budget,” 
Martinez said. 

Prior to the first vote on 
the budget, Martinez brought 
the commissioners a copy of 
the McCamey Wellness Cen-
ter budget showing how 
their budget has a total of 
$348,120 for 2017 and a pro-
posed total of $371,600 for 
2018. McCamey is the cen-
ter that Crockett County has 
been modeling their wellness 
center after. 

For 2018, Crockett County 
has a budget of 158,088 for the 
new wellness center expected 
to be finished by March.

At the Aug. 16 meeting, 
the CCCCSD School Board ap-
proved a request for a $5 mil-
lion bond. 

Crockett County Voters 
will decide on the bond at the 
Nov. 7 election. 

The district's last bond 
was passed in 2014 for $3 
million. 

Last day to register to 
vote in the Nov. 7 election is 
Oct. 10. Early voting for the 
Nov. 7 election will be Oct. 
23-Nov. 3.

WHAT WILL THE BOND 
MONEY BE USED FOR?

Since 
the state 
is no lon-
ger send-
ing Chap-
ter 41 
Schools 
money 
through 
ASATR 
(Additional State Aid for Tax 
Reduction), we are either 
forced to raise taxes to run 
our schools through Robin 
Hood, or a Bond.  

Remember that if we raise 
taxes through Robin Hood, 
we send back over 50 percent 
of those funds to the state.  
Through a bond we keep 
100 percent of tax funds for 
Crockett County Schools. 

In order to run our 
schools for future genera-
tions taxes must increase, the 
question is how. 

Send 50 percent of our 
money back to the state, or 
keep 100 percent here in 
Crockett County. The choice 
is yours. 

Technology:  Computers 
and equipment wear out over 
time and need to be replaced.  
Students at all campuses use 
computers every day to en-
hance their learning and for 
STAAR tutorials.  Each year 
we spend about $30,000 to 
$40,000 repairing or replac-
ing computers, lab equip-
ment, computer desks, iPads 
etc.  The money that we nor-
mally spend on these items 
can be replaced with bond 
money, thus saving us the 
amount we normally spend 
annually.  

Transportation:  Our ag 
teacher needs a truck and

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Rattled
Despite having lived in, or near, rattle-

snake country my entire life I've never 
known anyone who actually got bit by one, 
let alone got bit and lived to tell the tale. 
Until now, that is.

We've lived in our house for over 30 
years and never saw a rattlesnake on our 
place up until two years ago. Since then 
I've killed six on our place. One was under 
a trash can, two were in our driveway, two 
were in my wife's flower garden and I ran 
over one in front of our house, although I 
don't think I get a notch in my shovel for 
that one. Our neighborhood has become 
a Rattlesnake Social Club and whenever 
two neighbors meet the discussion always 
turns to snake sightings.

We think the influx of rattlers is 
because three years ago the CCC came in 
and made a fire break between us and the 
8,000 acre state park next door. It was 
much appreciated at the time but it drove 
all the moles, gophers and rats on to our 
property, which the rattlesnakes eat like 
candy. Now many of us hate the firebreak, 
thinking we'd rather take our chances in a 
fire rather then die an ugly death caused by 
a venomous rattlesnake.

Count my neighbor as one of the 
firebreak haters. That's because he's the 
one who was bitten by the rattlesnake. One 
day last month his dog had a snake in her 
mouth and was shaking it violently, which 
is how dogs kill snakes. Unfortunately my 
neighbor didn't see the diamonds on the 
snake's hide and he reached down to sepa-

rate it from his dog.
El biggo mistake-o. 

Do not pet the snake. I 
repeat, DO NOT PET THE 
SNAKE!

I'm glad to report 
both victims lived. My 
theory is the snake in-
jected all its venom into 
the dog so there wasn't 
any left for my neighbor. 
The vet thinks both bites 
were "dry", as a quarter 
of all rattlesnake bites 
are. That means there 
was little venom injected. 
You can't tell that to my 

neighbor, or his dog, because they both 
suffered through three of the worst days of 
their lives. 

You'd think my buddy and his mutt mar-
ried into the Kardashian clan or something 
with all the publicity they are getting. My 
neighbor is now a celebrity and he has started 
selling his autograph followed by two fang 
marks, all written with the snake-bitten hand.

I was talking to a large animal vet 
shortly after the newsworthy incident and 
he told me he gets about five dogs a year 
that were bitten by a rattler and about half 
of them live. He says the deciding factor on 
whether they live or die is the location of 
the bite. A paw is definitely better than the 
nose. And he's heard all the rumors about 
rattlesnakes, including...

September venom is the worst.

A rattler will never bite a pregnant 
woman.

The best way to treat a bite is to extract 
the gall from one and place it over the bite.

If you place a hair rope in a circle 
around your bed roll before you go to sleep 
you will NEVER be rudely awakened by  a 
rattler alarm clock.

When a rattlesnake takes a drink of 
water it takes out its poison sack and if it 
is carried away or lost the rattler will com-
mit suicide. Probably by biting its own lip. 
(Just kidding.)

Hogs are the only domestic animal that 
rattlesnakes can't hurt. To a Duroc, a rattle-
snake is like eating a Milky Way bar! Hogs 
will eat all rattlers that invade their terri-
tory. (My neighbor is considering becoming 
a hog farmer.)

The best place to get bit (if there is 
one) is in the knee because snake's venom 
can't penetrate the knee cap.

After a dog is bitten, such is their in-
tense hatred for snakes that it will dedicate 
its life to their worldwide extermination.

The vet also told me anti-venom treat-
ments for humans can easily cost over 
$30,000. Being a cheapskate, I'd have to care-
fully weight my options. My neighbor didn't 
have anti venom shots and he didn't die. (He 
just felt like it.) And a quarter of all rattle-
snake bites are dry. Let's see... three days of 
violent purging, or spend thirty grand? 

I'm a tough guy, I think I'd take my 
chances.

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Texas begins long march toward recovery from Hurricane Harvey

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	 AUSTIN — As contaminat-
ed waters receded and moun-
tains of debris from flooded 
homes and ruined belong-
ings grew last week, a pic-
ture of post-hurricane Tex-
as developed and the process 
of weighing impacts to lives, 
property and infrastructure 
began.
	 Gov. Greg Abbott delivered 
a series of announcements 
and proclamations related 
to catastrophic flooding and 
wind damage brought by Hur-
ricane Harvey to more than 50 
Gulf Coast and inland coun-
ties in late August and early 
September.
	 On Sept. 7, Abbott thanked 
Congress for passing a $15.3 
billion hurricane relief pack-
age and called the bipartisan 
action “an encouraging sign.”
On Sept. 9, Abbott wrote 
to EPA Administrator Scott 
Pruitt, expressing support 
for a request by the Tex-
as Water Development Board 
to streamline federal fund-
ing for flood and water infra-

structure projects related to 
Hurricane Harvey. The board 
administers EPA’s state re-
volving funds, which will be 
used to repair and rebuild wa-
ter, wastewater and storm wa-
ter systems in communities 
affected by Harvey.
	 Also on Sept. 9, Abbott and 
Texas A&M University System 
Chancellor John Sharp, who 
heads the newly created Gov-
ernor’s Commission to Re-
build Texas, met with Beau-
mont officials along with 
leaders of many state agen-
cies. It was the first stop in a 
three-city, five-day trip to dis-
cuss the devastation caused 
by Hurricane Harvey and get 
input on how the commission 
can assist in the rebuilding 
and recovery effort. 

MOSQUITO SPRAYING 
BEGINS

	 The Texas Department of 
State Health Services on Sept. 

6 announced the launch of 
FEMA-assisted mosquito con-
trol measures over the Hurri-
cane Harvey-stricken counties 
of Refugio and Bee.
	 Areas of standing wa-
ter may increase the num-
ber of mosquitoes capable of 
spreading diseases such as 
the West Nile and Zika virus-
es, the DSHS said.

PAXTON APPLAUDS RULING
	 Texas Attorney Gener-
al Ken Paxton praised a deci-
sion Sept. 5 by the U.S. Court 
of Appeals for the 5th Cir-
cuit to uphold the state’s vot-
er identification law that was 
blocked last month by a Cor-
pus Christi federal district 
court. 
	 A three-judge panel of the 
Fifth Circuit voted 2-1 to over-
turn an injunction granted by 
the lower court. The ruling, 
Paxton said, means that an in-
terim court remedy is in place 

for 2017, preserving the re-
quirement of an ID while al-
lowing those without an ac-
cepted ID to vote by signing 
a sworn declaration 
stating that they 
have a reasonable 
impediment to ob-
taining one.

BBB suggests donors watch 
out for red flags, such as a 
charity or fundraiser that:

• Refuses to provide written 
information about its identity, 
mission and how the donations 
will be used.

• Won’t provide proof that a 
contribution is tax deductible.

• Uses a name that closely re-
sembles that of a better-known, 
reputable organization.

• Asks a potential contribu-
tor for bank account or cred-
it card information before the 

person has re-
viewed the or-
ganization’s in-
formation and 
agreed to do-
nate.

• Uses high-
pressure tac-
tics to secure 
a donation be-
fore the poten-
tial donor has 
had a chance 
to make an in-
formed deci-
sion about giv-
ing.

• Asks for donations in cash.

Better Business Bureau Serv-
ing the Heart of Texas recom-
mends you follow these tips to 
avoid donating to the wrong 
people:

• Be cautious when giving on-
line. Be cautious about online 
giving, especially in response 
to spam messages and emails 
that claim to link to a relief or-
ganization. If you are seeking 
to give to a charity organization 
involved in relief efforts, go di-
rectly to the charity’s website.

• Rely on expert opinion 
when it comes to evaluating a 
charity. Be careful when relying 
on third-party recommenda-

tions such as bloggers or oth-
er websites, as they might not 
have fully researched the listed 
relief organizations. The pub-
lic can go to BBB Wise Giving 
Alliance at give.org to research 
charities and relief organiza-
tions accredited by BBB.

• Be wary of claims that 100 
percent of donations will assist 
relief victims. Despite what an 
organization might claim, char-
ities have fundraising and ad-
ministrative costs. Even a cred-
it card donation will involve, at 
a minimum, a processing fee. If 
a charity claims 100 percent of 
collected funds will be assisting 

victims, the truth is that the or-
ganization is still probably in-
curring fundraising and admin-
istrative expenses.

Additional Details about local 
BBB Charity Reports online:

Give.org shows whether a 
charity “Meets Standards,” 
“Standards Not Met” or wheth-
er a Charity “Did Not Disclose” 
information. A charity that 
“Meets Standards” is a BBB Ac-
credited Charity, which will 
have a Seal on their BBB Chari-
ty Report.

A BBB Charity Report shows:
A summary of the 20 Stan-

dards for Charity Accountabili-

ty each organization meets.
Tabs, which contain details 

related to the charity’s pur-
pose, programs, staff mem-
bers and financial distribu-
tions.

A “Full Report” button for 
donors who would prefer to 
read the report without tabs.

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Hurricane Harvey 
is no match for Texas grit

A 
challenge brings 
out the best in 
us, but a horrific 
natural disaster 

shows everyone just how 
strong they truly are.

And here in the Lone 
Star State, we made a 
new category—Texas 
Strong.

The heart, resilience 
and spirit of Texas, 
and of our farmers and 
ranchers, is second to 
none. We showed the 
world what makes Texas 
so great—our grit and our 
people.

When Hurricane Harvey 
struck the Texas Gulf 
Coast last month, it was 
disastrous and downright 
devastating.

Tragic images flooded 
social media and news re-
ports. Damages piled up. 
Families lost everything. 
Agriculture struggled to 
stay afloat.

But another story 
emerged. One of selfless-
ness.

The world watched as 
Texans took care of Tex-
ans. It happened in the 
cities and suburbs. It hap-
pened in the small towns 
and communities that call 
Southeast Texas home. It 
happened in agriculture.

Strangers became 
friends. Neighbors became 
family, and miles didn’t 
matter.

Farmers and ranchers 
from across the state and 
country sent aid to the 
Gulf Coast communities. 
Livestock feed, truckloads 
of hay, pet food and toi-
letries came pouring in. 
Some drove a few miles 
with supplies. Others 
drove 500 or more, and 
still others crossed state 
lines to help.

Boats, helicopters, 
horses and people on foot 
moved stranded cattle 
to higher ground. They 
helped each other evacu-
ate. And they moved from 
one farm to the next, lend-
ing a hand, a tractor or a 
boat.

The willingness to help 

isn’t new. 
We saw it 
after the 
wildfires 
roared 
through 
the Texas 
Panhandle 
earlier this 
year.

It’s be-
cause ag-
riculture 
has a bond. 

We’re all connected—do-
ing what’s best for our 
crops and livestock, no 
matter the challenge.

Now, nearly two weeks 
after the storm made 
landfall, Texas farmers 
and ranchers are still sort-
ing through the rubble, 
searching for remnants of 
their lives.

The determination 
that’s so engrained in ag-
riculture, though, has our 
state’s farmers and ranch-
ers getting back in the 
fields, trying to salvage 
what’s left of their crops.

Although we don’t know 
the full extent of the dam-
age caused by Harvey, we 
do know the losses will be 
staggering.

It’s part of the gamble 
we take as farmers, and 
Mother Nature holds the 
cards.

We’ve seen our neigh-
bors, both near and far, 
bring needed supplies. But 
we’ve also seen monetary 
donations being made to 
our Texas Farm Bureau 
Hurricane Harvey Relief 
Fund for agriculture. 
One hundred percent of 
those donations will be 
dispersed to farmers and 
ranchers in the counties 
that have been designated 
as disaster areas by the 
federal government.

The storm of a century, 
as some call it, won’t keep 
us down. We’ll weather 
this together and come 
out stronger.

We are Texas after all.

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What about your brain health?
There is a common mis-

conception that our brains 
need about 120 to 130 grams 
of glucose daily to function. 
Well, that is not true. The 
human body can use either 
glucose or ketones (derived 
from the consumption of fat-
ty acids instead of sugar) for 
energy. The brain, or human 
body doesn’t require a single 
carbohydrate to thrive opti-
mally throughout life. Ever 
heard of an “essential carbo-
hydrate”? Didn’t think so.

“…in fact, glucose is no-
where near as efficient as ke-
tone bodies. Provided you eat 
enough protein, your body 
can produce glucose for its 
basic metabolic functions on 
demand via a process called 
gluconeogenesis, in which 
it transforms non-carbohy-
drate sources, such as amino 
acids (proteins) and fatty 
acids (fats), into glucose.” 
Slajerova, Martina (2015-12-
01). The Keto Diet Cookbook: 
More Than 150 Delicious 
Low-Carb, High-Fat Recipes 
for Maximum Weight Loss 
and Improved Health.

Contrary to what many 
health authorities have led 
us to believe, cholesterol is 
vitally important for brain 
function and the body’s ho-
meostasis; and statins are 
detrimental to both those 
processes. While the brain 
represents about 2-3 percent 
of our total body weight, it 
contains about 25 percent of 
the cholesterol in our body 
and is localized in the brain 
as myelin, separate from the 
lipoprotein cholesterol in the 
body. In the brain. it plays an 
important role in membrane 
function and acts as an an-
tioxidant. Additionally, it is 
the raw material from which 
progesterone, estrogen, cor-
tisol, testosterone, vitamin 

D and other 
h o r m o n e s 
are made.

In fact, 
in a recent 
study avail-
able on the 
NIH Public 
Access site, 
researchers 
showed the 
best memory 
function in 
the elderly 
was those 

with the highest levels of 
cholesterol. 

Low cholesterol is associ-
ated with an increased risk 
for depression, stroke and 
even death. With this rela-
tively new understanding 
of the role of cholesterol in 
brain function, it raises con-
cerns in the recommenda-
tions for prescribing statin 
medications. Some estimates 
indicate the number of indi-
viduals taking statins to low-
er cholesterol may actually 
double within the next few 
years and this presents a ma-
jor concern for brain health 
in the immediate future.

A little over three years 
ago, I happened on a book 
that opened my eyes to the 
propaganda plaguing Ameri-
cans regarding healthy eat-
ing and brain health. “Grain 
Brain”, by Dr. David Perlmut-
ter, blew my mind (no pun 
intended) and caused me to 
rethink a lot of beliefs about 
what our bodies require 
for optimal health. Then, in 
2014, Perlmutter released his 
book, “Brain Maker” and this 
has turned what we thought 
we understood about brain 
health on its ear. I recom-
mend both these books to 
anyone who is interested 
in taking a proactive role in 
their cognitive health.

"The brain thrives on a fat-
rich, low-carbohydrate diet, 
which unfortunately is rela-
tively uncommon in human 
populations today," he says.

“Cholesterol, for example, 
long vilified by the media 
and medical community, ac-
tually promotes neurogen-
esis (the birth of new brain 
cells) and communication be-
tween neurons, to the degree 
that studies have shown that 
higher levels of serum cho-
lesterol correlates to more 
robust cognitive prowess.” 
Says Max Lugavere, “The Op-
timalist” in his article, “Your 
“Healthy” Diet Could Be Qui-
etly Killing Your Brain”.

The carbohydrates we al-
ways thought of as beneficial, 
the “healthy grains”, brown 
rice, whole grain bread, or 
quinoa… it just ain’t so. 
Consumed over a lifetime 
they have been linked to dis-
orders like dementia, ADHD, 
autism, chronic headaches, 
and Alzheimer’s; just to 
mention a few. Additionally, 
“healthy grains” cause in-
flammation which is at the 
root of many problems asso-
ciated with brain and cardio-
vascular health.

For some, the solution 
could be as simple as in-
creasing the amount of fat 
and cholesterol they eat 
daily. For others, the solu-
tions will vary but we all can 
have a beneficial effect on 
not only brain and cognitive 
health but the overall quality 
of our life and wellness just 
by being our primary health 
advocate.

Brief Explanatory 

Statements of Proposed
Constitutional Amendments 

Special Election, 
November 7, 2017

Proposition Number 1
(HJR 21)

HJR 21 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would permit the Texas 
legislature to expand the circumstances 
under which a partially disabled veter-
an or their spouse may qualify for an 
exemption from ad valorem taxation of 
part of the market value of the veter-
an’s residence homestead. Currently, 
the Texas legislature may provide that 
a partially disabled veteran or their 
spouse is entitled to an exemption from 
ad valorem taxation of a percentage 
of the market value of the disabled 
veteran’s residence homestead only if 
the residence homestead was donated 
to the disabled veteran by a charitable 
organization at no cost to the veteran. 
The amendment would allow the Texas 
legislature to provide that the exemp-
tion also may be taken when the resi-
dence homestead was donated, sold, or 
transferred to the disabled veteran by a 
charitable organization for less than the 
market value of the residence home-
stead. The amendment also harmonizes 
certain related provisions of the Texas 
Constitution.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows: “The consti-
tutional amendment authorizing the 
legislature to provide for an exemp-
tion from ad valorem taxation of part 
of the market value of the residence 
homestead of a partially disabled 
veteran or the surviving spouse of a 
partially disabled veteran if the resi-
dence homestead was donated to the 
disabled veteran by a charitable or-
ganization for less than the market 
value of the residence homestead and 
harmonizing certain related provi-
sions of the Texas Constitution.”

Proposition Number 2
(SJR 60)

SJR 60 proposes a constitutional 
amendment to require that certain con-
ditions be met for the refinancing of 
a home equity loan to be secured by 
a voluntary lien on a homestead. The 
amendment also would: redefine what 
is excluded in the calculation of the cap 

on fees associated with a home equity 
loan, lower the cap from 3% to 2% of 
the original principal amount of the 
extension of credit, and specify that 
such fees are in addition to any bona 
fide discount points used to buy down 
the interest rate. The amendment would 
further specify the list of authorized 
lenders to make home equity loans, 
change the threshold for an advance 
of a home equity line of credit, allow 
agricultural property owners to acquire 
home equity loans, and update techni-
cal terminology in the Texas Constitu-
tion. The amendment would be effec-
tive on January 1, 2018, and applicable 
only to a home equity loan made or 
refinanced on or after that date.

The proposed amendment would ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: “The 
constitutional amendment to estab-
lish a lower amount for expenses 
that can be charged to a borrower 
and removing certain financing ex-
pense limitations for a home equity 
loan, establishing certain authorized 
lenders to make a home equity loan, 
changing certain options for the refi-
nancing of home equity loans, chang-
ing the threshold for an advance of a 
home equity line of credit, and allow-
ing home equity loans on agricultur-
al homesteads.”

Proposition Number 3
(SJR 34)

SJR 34 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would prevent certain 
office holders from serving indefinite-
ly beyond the expiration of their term. 
Office holders who are appointed by 
the Governor and confirmed by the 
Senate and receive no salary would 
only be able to serve until the last day 
of the first regular session of the Texas 
legislature that begins after their term 
expires.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows: “The consti-
tutional amendment limiting the ser-
vice of certain officeholders appoint-
ed by the governor and confirmed by 
the senate after the expiration of the 
person’s term of office.”

Proposition Number 4
(SJR 6)

SJR 6 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would allow the Texas 
legislature to require any court that is 
hearing a challenge to the constitution-

ality of a state statute to notify the at-
torney general of that challenge, if the 
party raising the challenge notifies the 
court that the party is challenging the 
constitutionality of such statute. Addi-
tionally, the amendment would allow 
the Texas legislature to set a period of 
not more than 45 days following the 
notification to the attorney general that 
the court must wait before rendering a 
judgment that a state statute is uncon-
stitutional.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows: “The consti-
tutional amendment authorizing the 
legislature to require a court to pro-
vide notice to the attorney general 
of a challenge to the constitutionali-
ty of a state statute and authorizing 
the legislature to prescribe a waiting 
period before the court may enter a 
judgment holding the statute uncon-
stitutional.”

Proposition Number 5
(HJR 100)

HJR 100 proposes a constitutional 
amendment to provide a more detailed 
definition of “professional sports team” 
for purposes of their charitable founda-
tions, which the Texas legislature may 
permit to hold charitable raffles. The 
amendment also deletes a requirement 
that an eligible professional sports 
team charitable foundation permitted 
by the Texas legislature to hold chari-
table raffles had to be in existence on 
January 1, 2016.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows: “The consti-
tutional amendment on professional 
sports team charitable foundations 
conducting charitable raffles.”

Proposition Number 6
(SJR 1)

SJR 1 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would allow the Texas 
legislature by general law to provide 
that a surviving spouse of a first re-
sponder who is killed or fatally injured 
in the line of duty is entitled to receive 
an exemption from ad valorem taxation 
from all or part of the market value on 
the surviving spouse’s residence home-
stead, as long as the surviving spouse 
has not remarried since the death of 
the first responder. It would also allow 
the Texas legislature to provide that 
the surviving spouse, who qualifies 
and receives the exemption and then 

qualifies a different property as the sur-
viving spouse’s residence homestead, 
receive an exemption from ad valorem 
taxation of the different homestead in 
an amount equal to the dollar amount 
of the exemption of the first homestead 
for which the exemption was received 
in the last year in which the surviving 
spouse received the exemption for that 
first homestead. Like the initial ex-
emption, this benefit will only remain 
available if the surviving spouse has 
not remarried since the death of the first 
responder. The proposed amendment 
would apply only to ad valorem taxes 
imposed for a tax year beginning on or 
after January 1, 2018.

The proposed amendment would ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: “The 
constitutional amendment authoriz-
ing the legislature to provide for an 
exemption from ad valorem taxation 
of all or part of the market value of 
the residence homestead of the sur-
viving spouse of a first responder 
who is killed or fatally injured in the 
line of duty.”

Proposition Number 7
(HJR 37)

HJR 37 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would allow the Tex-
as legislature to make an exception to 
the law regarding the award of certain 
prizes. Currently, the Texas Constitu-
tion requires the Texas legislature to 
pass laws prohibiting lotteries, raffles, 
and other programs where the award 
of gifts is based on luck or chance. The 
proposed amendment would make an 
exception to this general rule to allow 
the Texas legislature to authorize credit 
unions and other financial institutions 
to institute programs which, in order to 
encourage savings, would award prizes 
based on luck or chance to the credit 
union’s or financial institution’s cus-
tomers.

The proposed amendment would ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: “The 
constitutional amendment relating to 
legislative authority to permit credit 
unions and other financial institu-
tions to award prizes by lot to pro-
mote savings.”

trailer to transport kids and 
metal projects to competi-
tion around the state.  Our 
ag mechanics students are 
quickly making our program 
one of the best in the state 
when it comes to building 
projects such as trailers, bar-
becue pits, gun safes and var-
ious items.  
  Our previous bond ad-
dressed our critical bus sit-
uation but in the next three 
years we may need to pur-
chase a route bus.  There are 
no plans to purchase any oth-
er buses in the near future. 

There are no major needs 
in transportation but as ve-
hicles or equipment breaks 
down, we are able to use 
bond money to repair or re-
place these items.  

Maintenance: Maintain-
ing school buildings used by 
900 students and staff mem-
bers is very expensive.  Each 
year we have AC units that 
break down, sinks and fau-
cets that need repair, plumb-
ing issues that need to be 
corrected.  

This is normal wear and 
tear.  If these are not ad-
dressed immediately, then 
over time these small issues 
can become expensive.  Stu-
dent desks, painting of class-
rooms, and miscellaneous 
furniture are all items that 
can be paid for with bond 
funds.  

With the last bond, we 
have updated 80 percent of 
our teacher housing.  This 
has cut back on the mainte-
nance costs and upkeep of 
teacher housing.  We would 
like our teacher housing to 
be safe and adequate in or-
der to attract and keep fam-
ilies here in Ozona.  

There are still seven 
houses that need upgrading.  
Our plan is to upgrade one to 
two houses a year until that 
project is completed. 

Using bond funds to keep 
our schools and facilities in 
working condition will save 
the district thousands of dol-
lars each year.  

Our previous bond ad-
dressed many areas that 
were a critical need.  We still 
have $1 million left on the 
previous bond to build ten-
nis courts once we find the 
right area to build on.  Our 

proposed bond would al-
low CCCCSD to maintain 
our schools and equipment, 
and make up the difference 
on money that the state no 
longer sends to our district 
through ASATR.  

As stated before, 100 
percent of the money raised 
through a Bond stays right 
here in Crockett County for 
our students.

“I thing we’ve rushed 
and not talked about a lot of 
things. I looks like once this 
building opens we’re going to 
be in for a scramble,” Marti-
nez said. 

When the new clinic was 
completed, nobody thought 
about maintenance and 
housekeeping for that build-
ing, Martinez said. 

“I’ve brought up these 
things during budget season. 
We assume that they (the 
road department) are going 
to take over these things,” 
Martinez said. 

Deaton said there is an 
open position in building and 
maintenance that hasn’t been 
filled. 

“Jeffrey (Stuart) is go-
ing to hire another person 
to take care of the clinic and 
wellness center. It will be 
open to everyone to apply,” 
Childress said. 

Martinez was also con-
cerned about the salaries 
budgeted. A salary and an as-
sistant salary have been bud-
geted for $31,194 each. 

Martinez pointed out Mc-
Camey has $46,601 for 2017 
and $53,100 for 2018 for 
their director’s salary. 

“To me you just want 
anyone to run this. Look at 
$50,000 in McCamey. To me 
that says your serious about 
wanting someone to really 
take care of the health and 
wellness. Not just anybody 
can just run this place,” Mar-
tinez said. 

“The time for all this 
would have almost been a 
year ago. You’re bringing this 
up today on the day we adopt 
the budget,” Deaton added. 
“I tried the best I can to get 
what information I could get. 
I’m comfortable and satis-
fied of what we have the first 
year.”

Deaton said the salaries 
were based on what is com-
parable to other department 
head positions. 

“It’s a guess. We’ve got to 
see what kind of applications 
we receive. There’s no way we 
can do anything more than 
just guess this first year,” De-
aton said. 

The 2018 budget will in-
clude moving $821,285 from 
fund balance to make up a 
deficit. 

Deaton said in the past 
two years the county’s prop-
erty values have dropped 52 

percent, with the biggest bulk 
falling on next year’s budget. 

The budget also includes 
$452,222 equipment replace-
ment that County Road Su-
pervisory Jeffrey Stuart re-
quested to be placed in the 
budget. 

Martinez said he has a 
problem with that fund be-
cause Stuart has not complet-
ed paving projects in his pre-
cinct. 

Stuart said in his report 
that he does still have proj-
ects in Precinct 4. 

Deaton said the com-
missioners approved to take 
money not used in the pav-
ing budget and put it into the 
equipment replacement fund 
in 2015. 

“Everything that Jeffrey 
does should be deiced by us,” 
Deaton said referring to the 
commissioners’ court. 

Martinez said that there 
are times he approaches Stu-
art with paving projects that 
aren’t brought up in commis-
sioners’ court. 

“We work as a court and 
any decision we make we 
make as a court. Nobody has 
control of their individual 
precincts because we work as 
a court,” Deaton said. 

Along with the budget, 
the commissioners adopt-
ed the 2017 tax rates for the 
county and Crockett County 
CCSD. 

County tax rates are 
about the same as 2016 and 
will raise taxes on a $100,000 
home by approximately 
$2.31. 

The county adopted a to-
tal rate of $.95231 with an 
interest and sinking rate of 
$.18511 per $100 valuation. 
The interest and sinking rate 
will generate a $2.5 million 
payment for the jail, wellness 
center and clinic. 

The property tax revenue 
to be raised from new prop-
erty added to the tax roll this 
year is $213,662. 

The school district’s tax 
rates and budget were also 
approved. CCCCSD’s tax 
rates are $1.06 for mainte-
nance and operation and $.54 
for interest and sinking. The 
I&S rate will generate money 
for the $3 million bond that 
passed in 2014. 

The district is calling for 
a $5 million bond for the 
Nov. 7 election date. 

The county budget and 
tax rates are available to the 
public. Copies can be ob-
tained from the county audi-
tor’s office at the courthouse 
annex.
