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	 The Texas Department of 
Transportation Interstate-10 
Frontage Road Extension Proj-
ect received county approval 
Monday. 
	 During their regular meet-
ing, the Crockett County Com-
missioners’ Court unanimous-
ly approved the project. 
	 TxDOT will fund and con-
struct a frontage road exten-
sion on the eastbound side of 
I-10 in exchange for Crockett 
County accepting operation 
and maintenance of Ranch-to-
Market Road 1973 and Farm-
to-Market Road 1964. 
	 The project will extend 
the eastbound side of the I-10 
frontage road and relocate 
the current 365 exit ramp to 
a point west of Johnson Draw 
to allow for more deceleration 
and weaving distance between 
I-10 and State Highway 163. 
	 A bridge will also be con-
structed over Johnson Draw 
to allow for residents in the 
Chandlerdale West area a way 
to evacuate during flooding. 
	 TxDOT officials said ex-
tension of the existing front-
age road will necessitate its 
conversion to one-way op-
eration, which is current in-
terstate standards, said John 
DeWitt, director of transpor-
tation planning and develop-
ment with TxDOT. 
	 The one-way road would 
end at the intersection of State

	 “As important as this po-
sition is, I’d like to see appli-
cations,” said Commissioner 
Pleas Childress.   

Commissioners

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Texas lawmakers asked for a 
study on open government. 

They’re still waiting.

It makes little sense to 
scold someone with-
out first reminding 
them that they are 
supposed to take care 

of something — and that 
they haven’t taken care of 
it yet.

Hold the scolding, then, 
but here’s the prompt: Tie 
reminder ribbons around 
Lt. Gov. Dan Patrick’s and 
Texas House Speaker Joe 
Straus’ index fingers. The 
Texas Legislature unani-
mously passed — and the 
governor signed — a Senate 
resolution last year to cre-
ate a committee to work on 
patches to the state’s open 
information laws.

It’s supposed to be a joint 
committee, with members 
from the House and Senate. 
Neither Patrick nor Straus 
has named members to it, 
however, and so the commit-
tee hasn’t started its work.

There’s still time. Texas 
lawmakers will convene for 
their regular session next 
January, and the commit-
tee’s work has to be done 
before then. But time killed 
a number of proposed fixes 
last year. Sen. Kirk Watson, 
D-Austin, and Rep. Todd 
Hunter, R-Corpus Christi — 
the authors — told an Aus-
tin audience on Thursday 
that they’d really like to get 
to work.

Appearing on an open gov-
ernment panel at the Tex-
as Public Policy Founda-
tion (The Texas Tribune was 
among the co-sponsors), the 
two legislators said they’re 
waiting for their presiding 
officers — Patrick and Straus 
— to call the dance.

You might remember this 
fight from a year ago. Law-
makers spent a lot of time 
working on bills that would 
close a “monster loophole” 
that allows companies doing 
public work to keep some 
public records secret, would 
require nonprofits receiving 
taxpayer money to disclose 
more about their operations, 
would limit the competitive 
bidding exemption in open 
information law, and would 
return birthdates in public 
records to the public view 
to more accurately identify 
people with the same or sim-
ilar names.

It’s a long list. These are 
hard issues. What’s inter-
esting, though, is that both 
Democrats and Republicans 
are openly for open govern-
ment. Some aren’t, which 
is why a significant pile of 
proposed legislation ended 
up in the trash bin last ses-

sion. Those 
bills ran out 
of time; more 
accurate-
ly, they were 
pushed down 
the agen-
da until they 
were ulti-
mately killed 
by deadlines. 
And that’s 
the argument 
for an early 
start.

The fun-
damentals 
are already 

in state law, in language so 
clear that even a nimble and 
sneaky government func-
tionary can understand it:

“Under the fundamen-
tal philosophy of the Amer-
ican constitutional form of 
representative government 
that adheres to the principle 
that government is the ser-
vant and not the master of 
the people, it is the policy of 
this state that each person 
is entitled, unless otherwise 
expressly provided by law, at 
all times to complete infor-
mation about the affairs of 
government and the official 
acts of public officials and 
employees. The people, in 
delegating authority, do not 
give their public servants the 
right to decide what is good 
for the people to know and 
what is not good for them to 
know. The people insist on 
remaining informed so that 
they may retain control over 
the instruments they have 
created. The provisions of 
this chapter shall be liberally 
construed to implement this 
policy. This chapter shall be 
liberally construed in favor 
of granting a request for in-
formation.”

And one need not be a 
journalist or an open gov-
ernment maven to have par-
ticular affection for that de-
fiant sentence in the middle: 
“The people, in delegating 
authority, do not give their 
public servants the right to 
decide what is good for the 
people to know and what is 
not good for them to know.”

That’s the preamble to 
the Texas open government 
laws, a shiny chunk of clari-
ty in the dusty Government 
Code.  Maybe it would work 
better as a tattoo, required 
for the keepers of govern-
ment records who can’t 
seem to remember who’s in 
charge.

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The Meatless Wonder

The biggest problem I had when leav-
ing high school was that for four years 
the FFA had consumed my life and then, 
suddenly, I had nothing to hold my inter-
est. Collegiate livestock judging filled that 
void. I liked the competitive nature of it 
and loved giving reasons. I was good at 
it, if I do say so myself. So much so that 
my grandpa thought I should be a lawyer 
arguing before the Supreme Court, but 
I objected and appealed his decision on 
grounds that I didn't want to spend the 
rest of my life looking for loopholes.

I also loved livestock judging because 
I got to go places I'd never been: Chicago, 
Fort Worth, Kansas City, San Francisco, 
Portland and Denver. It was because of all 
this traveling that I learned something im-
portant about myself: I hated big cities. 

I'll never forget our flight home from 
Chicago because it was my first time on a 
747 and because it was a Playboy Bunny 
flight where Playboy Bunnies served the 
first class flyers drinks and dinner. I kid 
you not. We got fogged out of L.A. and had 
to circle for a couple hours and while we 
waited drinks were on the house. Needless 
to say, things got a little rambunctious, and 
the Playboy Bunnies ended up being locked 
in the cabin with the pilots. I think the Bun-
nies got permanently grounded after that.

One reason I liked 
giving reasons so much 
was I grew up in a house 
where "the views and 
opinions expressed were 
strictly those of manage-
ment." Judging was the 
first time in my life I was 
allowed to express my 
opinion and the grown-
ups had to listen and not 
interrupt.

My coach, Bill Jacobs, 
was only ten years older 
than I was and our deep 
friendship was based 

largely on one thing: I taught him how to 
shoot pool. I had grown up shooting pool 
in my grandpa's house and had become 
fairly proficient at it. One time on a judging 
team trip I introduced Bill to the game and 
he immediately became infatuated with 
it, so much so that if a student wanted to 
reach him after class they knew where to 
find him: at the pool hall.

In his career Bill judged all the major 
shows in America and even overseas. It was 
during a faddish phase where you could 
judge a class of animals with a tape mea-
sure. As a coach Bill was the kind of a man 
who let you say what you thought... as long 
as you agreed with him.

One year, in preparation for a big 
contest, we were judging bulls and in one 
class there was a bull who had won all the 

western shows but I rolled "The Meatless 
Wonder" to the bottom of the class because 
as far as I could tell, there wasn't an ounce 
of meat on his long, tall frame. He was 
short an organic compound and had "no 
acetol". (Sound it out.) I never bought into 
the "long and tall" fad, being of the opinion 
that you couldn't eat all that empty space 
underneath an animal.

Lo and behold "The Meatless Wonder" 
ended up in a judging class at the Cow 
Palace and I recognized him immediately. (I 
can't remember people but I never forget an 
animal!) I knew they'd start the class with 
"The Meatless Wonder" but I just couldn't 
do it. I wanted to place him dead last but I 
had to think about the team so I placed him 
third and my score took a big hit. I ended 
up placing second in the contest and had I 
placed him first I would have won the whole 
thing, but I had my principles!

I ended up with a 48 out of 50 on 
my reasons for the class so I could only 
assume the judge hearing my reasons 
kinda agreed with me. It's been a source of 
enjoyment ever since knowing that "The 
Meatless Wonder's" real name has never 
appeared in any popular pedigree. He 
ended up at the butcher shop within two 
years, right where he belonged. I'm sure 
he yielded at least 20 pounds of extremely 
lean, tasteless hamburger and one very big 
pile of long, tall bones.. 
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	 AUSTIN — Gov. Greg Ab-
bott on April 4 welcomed the

	 “Today’s action by the 
Trump Administration rein-
forces Texas’ longstanding 
commitment to secure our 
southern border and uphold 
the rule of law and I welcome 
the support,” the governor 
said. “Going forward, Texas 
will continue to implement ro-
bust border security efforts 
and this partnership will help 
ensure we are doing every-
thing we can to stem the flow 
of illegal immigration.”
	 U.S. Sen. John Cornyn of 
Texas said using the National 
Guard in a supportive role “is 
a commonsense way to tem-
porarily assist law enforce-
ment along the border. It’s 
critical that the Administra-

tion continue to work in close 
consultation with state and 
community leaders to ensure 
the border region can remain 
safe and prosperous.”
	 Cornyn noted that the de-
cision to deploy troops is con-
sistent with actions taken by 
President Obama in 2010 and 
President George W. Bush in 
2006.
	 But state Rep. Cesar Blan-
co, D-El Paso, reacted differ-
ently. “Trump’s deployment 
of the National Guard to our 
border communities is unjus-
tified, irresponsible and dan-
gerous,” Blanco said. “In 2017, 
apprehensions for illegal bor-
der crossing hit a 46-year low 
— a 23.4 percent drop from 
2016. Some of our border 
communities, such as El Paso, 
are consistently ranked as 
some of the safest communi-
ties in the country.”
	 State Sen. Jose Rodriguez, 
D-El Paso, also questioned the 

deployment.
	 “The President and oth-
er Republicans have manipu-
lated the fears of Americans, 
many of whom know very lit-
tle about life in on the border, 
into a potent political weap-
on,” Rodriguez said. “In his 
latest anti-immigrant action, 
Mr. Trump proposes to use 
the U.S. military as actors and 
the border as a stage to create 
electoral theatre in hopes of 
appeasing his political base.”

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Building repeat business with effective selling
In all honesty some folks are 

natural born sales people who 
have the “gift of gab” or are 
naturally charismatic.  Sales are 
one of the functions of market-
ing. Training the sales force is 
most often overlooked in terms 
of budget allocation yet it is 
heavily relied upon to increase 
and sustain cash flow. 

Here are the top three objec-
tions clients show when a sales 
person is attempting to close 
the sale:

1.	Skepticism
2.	Misunderstanding
3.	Drawback

Initially this 
comes down 
to being able 
to listen to 
the needs of 
the client. Of-
ten the client 
won’t express 
these needs in 
a clear way so 
it’s important 
to be aware 
of what they 
are really say-
ing. Address-
ing the needs 
of the client 

with an appropriate response is 
key to closing the sale. An ap-
proach that acknowledges their 
concern and then relaying the 
product or service informa-
tion to their needs will more of-
ten than not solve and address 
their objection(s). 

Closing is easily one of the 
hardest parts of selling for most 
sales people. Asking someone 
for their money is not a natu-
ral act we encounter on a dai-
ly basis. It’s important to keep 
in mind that you are not there 
to strong arm the customer into 
making a purchase rather you 

are there to help them make an 
informed decision. So when the 
client has had all their ques-
tions answered and is nodding 
their head in acceptance the 
most natural statement from 
the salesperson would be to say 
“Does this sound like it meets 
your needs?” Acquiring confir-
mation is the clearest indica-
tor your client is ready to buy. If 
they say no you can follow that 
up by solving more objections 
but if they say yes then the next 
step is to ask “How would you 
like to pay for that today? Cash, 
check, or credit/debit card?” 

Sales people can delay this step 
in the most agonizing way by 
talking way too much. Save the 
chit chat for after they have giv-
en payment. Eliminate any extra 
steps needed to close the sale. 
Be ready to accept the form of 
payment and make the payment 
process easy, and efficient. 

Finally, following up is often 
left out of the sales process, yet 
is the most important part of 
building customer relationships. 
Calling or better yet sending a 
personalized thank you card to 
your new client is a great way to 
solidify your new business rela-

tionship and help establish loy-
alty. In addition, this is the per-
fect time to ask for a referral. 
Referrals build upon positive 
recommendations from happy 
clients to their immediate circle 
of friends and family. Essential-
ly these are the clients you want 
coming to you since most of the 
selling has already been done by 
your happy client and the rela-
tionship you built with them.

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Too old to begin a strength training program?
When it comes to exer-

cise and strength training, 
most seniors tend to exclude 
themselves because of their 
age. The truth is most elders 
stand to gain more in health 
and fitness than any other 
age group from a regular 
program of exercise, low-in-
tensity strength training, and 
even high-intensity interval 
training in many cases. Most 
importantly, an appropriate 
strength-training program 
can help seniors regain their 
independence and liberty, 
and enhance their life styles.

“Being older doesn’t 
change much of anything on 
that front. All of the physi-
ological mechanisms neces-
sary for the human body to 
produce a physiological ad-
aptation to the exercise stim-
ulus remain intact through 
every stage of life. The only 
meaningful difference that 
pertains from a physiologi-
cal standpoint with regard to 
older people versus younger 
people is that the older popu-
lation has had more time for 
the deconditioning process 
to do its damage.” – says 
John R. Little, in Body by Sci-
ence: A Research Based Pro-
gram to Get the Results You 
Want in 12 Minutes a Week.

Steven Siemons, ACSM CPT, 
of Simply Senior Fitness, LLC. 
advises; “As you age, the way 
you move–in very subtle ways 
over time, becomes more a 
function of tendons, liga-
ments, and supporting struc-
tures rather than muscular 
strength. … Muscles react 
relatively quickly to exercise. 
Within a matter of weeks, a 
beginner, at any age, will no-
tice significant strength gains 
from a properly designed re-
sistance training program. The 
mindset to achieve significant 
range of motion changes must 
be focused on the longer term. 
The process itself is more te-
dious and involves a regular 
program of stretching.

“Proper exercise remains 
your best tool for not only 
maintaining what abilities 
you now have but working to 
increase them–at any age!”

For instance, a normal 
35-year-old male who has 

never en-
gaged in 
any form 
of strength 
training is 
right at the 
point where 
his lean body 
mass, or 
muscles start 
to lose tone 
and mass. 
He would 
not have to 
train very 

long before gaining muscu-
lar strength, form and mass. 
If the same male continued 
without an active program 
of exercise until he was a 
typical 70-year-old, he would 
have much more muscle loss 
and would be at a greater dis-
advantage… but would gain 
more by default with an ap-
propriate exercise program 
than his 35-year-old self.

Fifty-eight elderly subjects 
with at least one impairment 
in activities of daily life com-
pleted an eight-week strength-
training program. Strength 
increased an average of 32.8 
percent, with the most debili-
tated showing the greatest im-
provement. The article states: 
“This group of debilitated 
elderly patients effectively 
performed resistance training 
and increased their strength, 
with the most impaired gain-
ing the most function.”

John R. Little relates in Body 
by Science: “Studies have re-
vealed that, for seniors, a 
proper strength-training pro-
gram can produce the follow-
ing changes in the muscle and 
in the health benefits that at-
tend having more muscle:

Regained muscle strength 
and function - Increased 
muscle strength and muscle 
size in senior men and wom-
en, including nursing home 
residents - Enhanced walking 
endurance - Reduced bodyfat 
levels - Increased metabolic 
rate - Reduced resting blood 
pressure -Improved blood 
lipid profiles - Increased gas-
trointestinal transit speed - 
Enhanced glucose utilization 
- Alleviated low-back pain - 
Increased bone mineral den-
sity - Eased arthritic discom-

fort - Relieved depression 
- Improved postcoronary per-
formance

“It’s also noteworthy that 
not one of these studies re-
ported any training-related 
injuries.” Little goes on to 
say, “Seniors (or anyone 
else) who engage in a proper 
strength-training program 
and who are on medication 
to treat the symptoms of 
such conditions as diabetes 
should be closely monitored, 
as their medication may well 
have to be reduced.

“A recent study conduct-
ed by physiologist Wayne 
Wescott took nonambulatory 
seniors from a nursing home 
and had them participate in 
a brief workout involving one 
set of six different exercises 
for a fourteen-week period. 
The average age of the sub-
jects was eighty-eight and a 
half. At the end of the study, 
the seniors had averaged a 
four-pound gain in muscle, 
a three-pound loss of fat, an 
increase in strength of more 
than 80 percent in their low-
er-body musculature, and 
an increase in strength of 
almost 40 percent in their 
upper-body musculature. 
They improved their hip and 
shoulder flexibility by an av-
erage of 50 percent and 10 
percent, respectively. More 
important, at the end of the 
study, many of the formerly 
wheelchair-bound subjects 
were able to walk again.”

No matter what training 
protocol you use, follow a 
program you enjoy and is 
tailored to your individual 
needs and objectives. You’ll 
never be too old to begin a 
strength training program, 
but it is certainly better to 
start sooner than later. Don’t 
be surprised if you improve 
not only your functional ca-
pacity, but you could also re-
duce your health care costs, 
and spend less time at the 
doctor’s office.

	 Texas pre-kindergarten pro-
grams are just scraping by after 
losing millions of dollars last 
year — and without sustainable 
funding, they could see greater 
problems down the line, school 
officials say.
	 During the 2017 legisla-
tive session, lawmakers decid-
ed not to fund a $118 million 
high-quality pre-K grant pro-
gram that was created in 2015 
and championed by Repub-
lican Gov. Greg Abbott. The 
money had gone to 573 dis-
tricts and charter schools that 
pledged to meet measures like 
setting a lower student-teach-
er ratio, avoiding Common 
Core curricula and reporting 
student progress to the state.
	 There’s another catch: 
Now every Texas district and 
charter has to make these im-
provements. And they’re re-
quired to use 15 percent of 
the state money they already 
receive for pre-K, which en-
sures $236 million — double 
what was allocated last year 
— will be spent on high-quali-
ty standards. 
	 “We're scrambling,” said 
Edmund Oropez, Austin Inde-
pendent School District’s chief 
schools officer. The district had 
received nearly $3 million un-
der the grant, KXAN reported. 
“I wouldn't say we've been able 
to make it up. We're just trying 
to stay afloat, to be honest.”
	 CCCCSD Superintendent 
Raul Chavarria said while 
Ozona did receive $20,000 
through this grant, he doesn't 
anticipate changing the pre-K 
program at this time. 
	 "The Pre-K program is 
extremely beneficial to our 
school as it creates an excel-
lent start for our kids," Chavar-
ria said. "As we move through 
our budget meetings later this 
year, we will know more of the 
financial impact, but our goal 
is to continue the program."
	 To fill in the gap, school 
officials are accessing oth-
er grants, pulling from local 
taxpayer dollars and divert-
ing funding from different 
parts of their budgets. Still, 
some find themselves needing 
to cut back on teaching assis-
tants and professional devel-
opment opportunities they of-
fered last year.
	 Texas pays for half-day 
public school pre-kindergarten 
for 3- and 4-year-olds who are 
economically disadvantaged, 
English-language learners, mil-
itary children, in foster care or 
homeless. Schools can offer on 
a tuition basis — or use dis-
trict funds to provide — full-
day pre-K or pre-K for children 
not covered by the state.
	 Ozona has an open enroll-
ment Pre-K program that is 
fully funded by the district. 
	 Districts have routinely 
tapped into federal, state and 
local dollars as well as collab-
orations with Head Start or li-
censed child care agencies to 
expand pre-K. Many school of-
ficials were thrilled — albeit 
a little wary — when Abbott 
announced the $118 million 
grant in 2015.
	 “The additional funding 

was nowhere near enough what 
was needed to impact the qual-
ity of education over the long 
term,” said Stephanie Rubin, 
the CEO of education advoca-
cy group Texans Care for Chil-
dren. “But it was something.”
	 Leander ISD, which has a 
half-day pre-K program, re-
ceived $247,000 under the 
high-quality grant. Erin Gar-
ner, the Austin-area district’s 
senior early childhood coordi-
nator, said most of the mon-
ey was used for one-time ex-
penses such as new classroom 
furniture, learning equipment 
and curriculum materials. But 
with the grant the district also 
hired three instructional as-
sistants, offered family en-
gagement nights and pre-K 
specific professional develop-
ment — all of which had to be 
cut or reduced this year.
	 And although the district 
has maintained student-teach-
er ratios around the 11:1 state 
requirement, it may eventu-
ally need to staff at 18:1, dis-
trict officials said.
	 “You do the best with 
what you have,” Garner said. 
“This year we’re not feeling it 
as hard, but we will. That was 
a lot of money.”
	 Meanwhile, Oropez said 
Austin ISD was able to hold to-
gether its pre-K components 
this year through donations 
from organizations including 
United Way for Greater Austin. 
	 San Antonio-area North 
East ISD — which received 
about $1.5 million in grant 
money that officials used to 
transition some of the half-
day pre-K campuses to full-
day — also kept funding its 
high-quality program through 
private and federal grants. But 
Julia Schneider, the district's 
assistant director of early 
childhood education, said she 
had to go “find, beg, borrow 
and steal.”
	 Princeton ISD is in a dif-
ferent boat. Located rough-
ly 20 miles from Plano, it was 
one of the many Texas dis-
tricts and charter schools that 
never opted into the grant 
program.
	 Superintendent Philip An-
thony said the district techni-
cally qualified for the money, 
but officials refused because 
the money wasn’t enough to 
sustain both full-day pre-K 
and the grant program’s 11:1 
student-teacher ratio require-
ment. Anthony said he prior-
itized offering full-day pre-K, 
and Princeton ISD had ratios 
around 22:1.
	 Following the 2017 de-
cision, the district hired ad-

ditional personnel to meet 
the new ratio. Officials re-
lied more heavily on local tax 
dollars and state money that 
would have been spent on 
other grade levels or teacher 
salaries, Anthony said.
	 “Eventually we're going to 
look at, ‘Are we going to be 
able to financially afford the 
additional stipulations?’” he 
said. “Right now, we do plan 
on maintaining it. But how 
long? We really don't know.”
To ensure districts and char-
ters are meeting requirements, 
the Texas Education Agen-
cy is monitoring school data 
through a statewide reporting 
application, agency spokesper-
son Lauren Callahan said in an 
email to The Texas Tribune. In-
formation collected includes 
class size and ratio, pre-K cur-
riculum, kindergarten assess-
ment, additional pre-K teacher 
qualifications and pre-K family 
engagement. 
	 Once the reporting pe-
riod closes in mid-July, TEA 
will identify which pre-K pro-
grams need support meeting 
high-quality standards, Calla-
han said.
	 Abbott’s office did not 
immediately respond to a re-
quest for comment on wheth-
er high-quality pre-K funding 
will be a priority for the 2019 
legislative session.
	 Molly Spratt, the legisla-
tive director for state Rep. 
Dan Huberty, R-Houston, the 
chairman of the House Pub-
lic Education Committee, said 
there is no "100 percent list of 
priorities" just yet. 
	 Advocate Regen Fearon, 
chairwoman of the Early Mat-
ters Dallas coalition, believes 
addressing pre-K funding is not 
the top focus of any lawmaker.
	 “The handful of people 
who have always been cham-
pions continue to be cham-
pions,” Fearon said. “But in 
numbers, they're very few. So 
we have no expectation that 
there's going to be any money 
for pre-K.”

The Texas Legislature took away $118 million 
in pre-K funding, now districts are scrambling

SAN ANGELO — The Tex-
as Water Development Board 
reports San Angelo’s average 
annual rainfall as 21.3 inch-
es; that’s 13.27 gallons per 
square foot a year or 578,037 
gallons per acre. 

How to make the most of 
that water, not only to grow 
forage but also to water live-
stock and wildlife in a semi-
arid climate, will be among 
several topics discussed May 
3-4 during the Bennett Trust 
Land Stewardship Confer-
ence in San Angelo’s McNease 
Convention Center, 501 Rio 
Concho Drive. 

The conference is funded 
by the Ruth and Eskel Ben-
nett Endowment and hosted 
by the Texas A&M AgriLife 
Extension Service. 

Cost of the two-day con-
ference is $75, which in-
cludes all training materials 
and meals.

More information on the 
trust and conference is avail-
able at https://agrilife.org/
bennetttrust/ or by contact-
ing Josh Blanek, AgriLife Ex-
tension agent in Tom Green 
County and event coordina-
tor, at (325) 659-6523 or j-
blanek@tamu.edu. 

“Obviously, livestock and 
wildlife should have access 
to clean, fresh water every 
day,” said Dr. Bruce Carpen-
ter, AgriLife Extension live-
stock specialist at Fort Stock-
ton. “But on ranches that 
depend solely on the capture 
of surface water, it becomes 
more critical during drought. 
We often hear of livestock 
being sold, not because the 
ranch ran out of grass but 
because it ran out of surface 
water.”

Carpenter’s talk on ranch 

water resource develop-
ment will couple with a solar-
powered pump discussion 
by Charles Swanson, AgriL-
ife Extension landscape irri-
gation program specialist at 
College Station. 

“West Texas is among 
the sunniest regions in the 
nation, making it ideal for 
solar-powered water well 
systems,” Swanson said. “De-
signing and selecting a so-
lar-powered pumping system 
can be rather simple if you 
know your pumping needs 
like pressures and flows. 
These are easy to learn and 
will be something I’ll cover 
during the conference pro-
gram.”

Blanek said this is the first 
time the conference will be in 
San Angelo.  

“We’re very excited to 
have the opportunity to host 
this event, which will include 
not only classroom instruc-
tion, but a tour to two ar-
ea ranches to see first-hand 
conservation practices in ac-
tion,” Blanek said.

The first day starts at 
the convention center with 
breakfast and registration at 
8 a.m. followed by the ranch 
water presentations and 
talks on livestock guardian 
dogs, agricultural law issues, 
prescribed fire, individual 
brush management practic-
es and ranch rainwater har-
vesting.

Afternoon topics will in-
clude Edwards Plateau ge-
ology, integrating livestock 
and wildlife, and introduced 
grasses for the region. The 
day’s activities will end with 
dinner and entertainment.

The second day will start 
with a 7:30 a.m. breakfast 
followed by a ranch tour de-
signed to demonstrate the 
previous day’s educational 
efforts. 

Stops at the Head of the 
River Ranch and Duff Ranch 
will include examples of live-
stock/wildlife compatibility, 
discussion on water resourc-
es, individual plant treat-
ment and prescribed fire, and 
a look at introduced grasses.

Work Zone fatalities on the rise

In recognition of National 
Work Zone Awareness Week, 
April 9-13, the Texas Depart-
ment of Transportation re-
minds drivers that every day 
requires caution when driv-
ing through work zones. In 
2017, work zone fatalities 
in Texas increased 9 percent 
over the previous year, result-
ing in 199 deaths and 813 se-
rious injuries. With 4 percent 
of those fatalities being road 
crew workers, the remaining 
96 percent was comprised of 
motorists, pedestrians and 
bicyclists.

“We always urge driv-
ers to exercise great caution 
and obey traffic laws, espe-
cially in work zones,” said 
TxDOT Executive Director 
James Bass. “Doing so helps 
ensure everyone – motorists 
and work crews – gets home 
safely to their loved ones.”

As the state’s population 
continues to boom, the price 
of progress can mean more 
than 2,500 active TxDOT 
work zones at any given time. 
In 2017, there were 27,148 
work zone crashes in Texas, 
an increase of 5 percent over 

2016. The leading causes of 
statewide work zone crash-
es – speeding and driver in-
attention – are entirely pre-
ventable. Fines in work zones 
double when workers are 
present and can cost up to 
$2,000.

As part of its ongoing 
Work Zone Awareness cam-
paign, TxDOT also reminds 
drivers of the Move Over/
Slow Down law, which re-
quires drivers to move over 
or slow down when ap-
proaching TxDOT crews, law 
enforcement, emergency ve-
hicles or tow trucks stopped 
on the roadside or shoulder 
with flashing blue or amber 
lights. Failure to do so can re-
sult in fines up to $2,000.

To further help raise 
awareness about the need for 
driver responsibility in work 
zones, TxDOT is partnering 
with Austin-based Texas Mu-
tual Insurance Company to 
spread the campaign mes-
sage around the state. An in-
tegral part of Texas Mutual’s 
mission – helping employers 
prevent workplace incidents 
and minimizing their con-
sequences – aligns with Tx-
DOT’s Work Zone Awareness 
efforts.
