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A Rare Bird
The closest town to mine is a well 

known bird sanctuary and  once a year 
“birders”  migrate to the big bird bash 
where they fill up the hotels, dine in local 
restaurants and put a smile on the face of 
the fine feathered folks at the local Cham-
ber of Commerce. Believe it or not, 20% of 
Americans are proud to call themselves 
bird watchers and they annually spend in 
excess of 36 BILLION dollars to add to their 
“Life Lists” of birds they’ve seen. 

There are thousands of rural towns in 
this country struggling right now and they 
could sure use the cash derived from such 
birdbrained activities. The problem is that 
most towns just don’t have the birds for 
it. Oh sure, they might have their share of 
lemmings, pigeons and jail birds, but that’s 
just the city council, and I really doubt 
rich people from the east would pay to 
see them. So I asked myself, what do rural 
towns have that are vanishing everywhere 
else that folks would flock to see?”

Cowboys, that’s what!
There are many advantages of “cow-

boying” over “birding”. Cowboys are more 
colorful, interesting and they don’t bomb 
you from above, if you know what I mean? 
You don’t need expensive binoculars, spot-
ting scopes or cameras and unlike bird 
watching, you can watch for cowboys in 
the air conditioned comfort of a mall, bar 
or airport. Like birds, the cowboy species 
you’ll see will vary by where they’re from, 
and are identifiable by the shape of their 
hats, their saddle rigging and the sounds 
they produce. In Nevada you’ll see the 

black booted buckaroo, 
in Texas it’s the red-
necked cow puncher, and 
in California you might 
catch a fleeting glance of 
a silver-saddled vaquero. 

To watch cowboys 
all you do is find a bench 
on Main Street and start 
watching. You can do 
it anywhere, although 
cowboy watching might 
be a little slow in Santa 
Monica or New York City. 
Even if you did spot one 
wearing colorful plum-
age in their hat and 

silver tips on their boots, it’s probably just 
a hair dresser.

Species of cowboys include dudes, ro-
deo and drugstore cowboys, along with the 
much rarer working varieties. Subspecies 
include team ropers stove-up old cowboys 
who had to resort to sheepherding, corn 
farmers who would run from a uterine 
prolapse’ Harley riders who look like they 
could bulldog a steer from their bike and 
politicians who wear boots in states like 
New Mexico, Texas and Wyoming where the 
cowboy vote can swing an election.

Spotting the genuine article is not as 
easy as spotting someone in a hat and 
boots and walking like their legs were 
wrapped around a barrel. It could be a 
Sheriff, lawyer, or line dancer. The drug-
store species wears the right clothes 
and can be spotted watching rodeos but 

wouldn’t know the difference between a 
Hereford and a heifer. They are not to be 
confused with the multimillionaire absen-
tee owner who flies in once a year like a 
migrating goose, honking and generally 
making a mess of things. 

Rodeo cowboys are easy to spot because 
they sleep in the same trailer they haul their 
horse in. If you see a cowboy walking into a 
jewelry store, bank or a Mercedes dealership, 
it’s a cow buyer, not a buckaroo. Speaking of 
bankers and cow buyers, the dead giveaway 
they aren’t cowboys is that real cowboys 
wouldn’t be caught dead roosting in a veg-
etarian restaurant.

You’ll know right away if you spot a 
working cowboy because he’ll be driving 
a broken down pickup and have silver on 
his spurs. But his kids are barefoot. The 
working cowboy has small feet, is missing 
at least one digit, has a white forehead but 
the rest of his face is sunburnt and is as 
rough as rawhide. Skin cancer is a common 
blemish and there is usually a ring on the 
back pocket left by a can of Copenhagen. 
Speaking of rings... cowboys are usually 
monogamous mates but can often be see 
seen alone and without a band around 
their ring finger. All because their last 
wife wanted to live in a house with indoor 
plumbing and heat she didn’t have to chop 
first. Imagine that.

So good luck. If you see one, congratu-
lations! A real cowboy these days is a rare 
bird indeed.
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	 AUSTIN — Texas Attorney 
General Ken Paxton last week 
asked two federal agencies 
to move quickly to fund the 
state’s Healthy Texas Women 
program. 
	 The program was cut off 
from Medicaid funding by 
the Obama administration in 
2012 after the Texas Legisla-
ture enacted a law preventing 
taxpayer money from going to 
abortion providers. 
	 In a May 7 letter to the 
U.S. Department of Health 
and Human Services and the 
Centers for Medicare & Med-
icaid Services, Paxton said 
the addition of some $30 mil-
lion a year in federal dollars 
would increase access to fam-
ily planning and preventa-
tive health services for low-in-
come women across the state 
who are not covered by tradi-
tional Medicaid in Texas.
	 Paxton sent the letter at 
the request of Gov. Greg Ab-
bott and on behalf of the Tex-
as Health and Human Services 
Commission. He wrote that al-

lowing states to exclude pro-
viders who perform or pro-
mote abortion is consistent 
with federal policy.
	 Texas spends $29 billion 
a year on Medicaid — more 
than one-fourth of the state’s 
annual budget — to serve 
some 4.3 million people. The 
state allocates another $95 
million annually to fund the 
Healthy Texas Women pro-
gram, which has a current en-
rollment of 240,798 women, 
Paxton noted.
	 “States have discretion 
in implementing the Medic-
aid Act, including in setting 
qualifications for providers,” 
Paxton wrote. “Texas and the 
Healthy Texas Women pro-
gram should not be penal-
ized through the continued 
withholding of federal funds 
merely because Texas has ex-
ercised the authority that 
federal law has granted to it 
— namely, the authority to re-

fuse to be a conduit for chan-
neling taxpayer funds to abor-
tion providers pursuant to 
state law.”

FORUM HONORS WOMEN
	 Texas Comptroller Glenn 
Hegar on May 7 highlight-
ed Texas women in the work-
force by hosting a roundtable 
discussion with a dozen wom-
en leaders who comprise the 
Texas Governor’s Commission 
for Women.
	 The panel was part of a 
briefing with the Governor’s 
Commission for Women to re-
view Gov. Abbott’s priorities 
for the commission and to de-
velop strategies to make Tex-
as “the best state for women-
owned businesses.”
	 The discussion addressed 
topics such as hardships 
women face in the workplace, 
women with families who pur-
sue careers, ways to move 
more women into higher-pay-

ing jobs and women as en-
trepreneurs. The discussion 
is part of Hegar’s multi-stop 
“Good for Texas Tour: Wom-
en in the Workforce.”
	 More than 6 
million women held 
jobs in Texas in 
2017 and 938,000 
women-owned 
businesses gen-
erated about 
$134.2 million in

SHEFFIELD, Texas—Fort 
Lancaster State Historic Site 
will come alive with histo-
ry, soldiers, and settlers dur-
ing the free annual Western 
Frontier Days, May 18 and 19 
from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. Visitors 
can see what early frontier 
life was like in Texas.

U.S. soldiers, pioneers, army 
laundresses, Texas Confed-
erates, farm animals, Buffa-
lo Soldiers, settler families, 
camels, and much more. Vis-
itors can talk with soldiers, 
see early settlers and wan-
der through the ruins imag-
ining the once-impressive 
fort buildings including the 
barracks, stables, blacksmith 
shop, and hospital. 

As part of Western Fron-
tier Days, the site will recog-

nize the History of Fort Lan-
caster and celebrate Armed 
Forces Day during a special 
ceremony at 1 p.m. on Sat-
urday, May 19. Following the 
ceremony, the Sahawe Danc-
ers will provide a Native 
American cultural dance per-
formance. Come out to Fort 
Lancaster to experience the 
rich history and culture of 
West Texas. 

Spanning 82 acres in the 
Pecos River valley, Fort Lan-
caster State Historic Site 
commemorates Fort Lan-
caster, established in 1855.

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Exploring the relationship between 
fructose and your liver

“What the liver does with 
fructose, especially when there 
is too much in the diet, has 
potentially dangerous conse-
quences for the liver, the arter-
ies, and the heart.” …reports 
the Harvard Medical School.

Yep, that’s three more rea-
sons to omit or limit foods 
that generate a lot of sugar. 
Human organisms process 
glucose and fructose, the 
prevalent sugars in our diet, in 
different ways. Just about ev-
ery cell in our body can break 
down glucose for energy but 
the only cells that can deal 
with fructose are in the liver.

Ever wonder how Non-Al-
coholic Fatty Liver Disease 
(NAFLD) or Alcoholic Fatty 
Liver Disease (AFLD) occurs? 
Well, look no further.

Harvard Medical School 
adds, “Fructose, also called 
fruit sugar, was once a minor 
part of our diet. In the early 
1900s, the average American 
took in about 15 grams of 
fructose a day (about half an 
ounce), most of it from eat-
ing fruits and vegetables.”

Well, that was a hundred 
years ago, we’re eating four or 
five times that these days. Just 
about all our fructose comes 
from the refined sugars used 
to make processed foods like 
breakfast cereals, pastries, 
sodas, fruit drinks, and other 
sugary foods and beverages.

Amanda MacMillan wrote 
in the May 1, 2017 edition 
of Time Magazine; “About 
30 percent to 40 percent of 
American adults have a condi-
tion that has no visible signs 
and rarely causes symptoms, 
but can raise the risk of heart 
disease, diabetes, cirrhosis 
and liver cancer. It’s called 
nonalcoholic fatty liver dis-
ease …an umbrella term for 
several stages of disease. 
Most people with NAFLD have 
what’s known as simple fatty 
liver, which means that more 
than 5 percent of the liver is 
made up of fat cells.”

When fructose enters the 
liver for processing it initi-
ates a sequence of complex 
chemical changes. 

One of 
those chang-
es is that the 
liver uses 
fructose, a 
carbohydrate, 
to create fat 
in a pro-
cess called 
lipogenesis. 
Given enough 
fructose, fat 
molecules 
start to 
amass in our 

liver cells. NAFLD is diag-
nosed when fat molecules 
reach a threshold of 5 per-
cent of normal liver cells.

“People with simple fatty 
liver don’t have inflamma-
tion or scarring in their liver 
and don’t appear to be at 
high risk for liver complica-
tions. But the condition af-
fects insulin sensitivity and 
puts people at higher risk for 
diabetes and cardiovascular 
disease. Increased liver fat is 
never normal,” says Dr. Jaid-
eep Behari, associate profes-
sor and founder of the Uni-
versity of Pittsburgh Medical 
Center’s Fatty Liver Clinic.

NAFLD was virtually un-
known before 1980, but it now 
affects up to 30 percent of 
adults in the United States and 
other developed countries, 
and between 70 percent and 
90 percent of those who are 
obese or who have diabetes.

The Harvard Medical School 
advises, “Early on, nonalco-
holic fatty liver disease is 
reversible. At some point, 
though, the liver can become 
inflamed. This can cause the 
low-grade damage known as 
nonalcoholic steatohepati-
tis (“steato” meaning fat and 
“hepatitis” meaning liver in-
flammation). If the inflamma-
tion becomes severe, it can 
lead to cirrhosis — an accu-
mulation of scar tissue and 
the subsequent degeneration 
of liver function.”

Excess fructose in the liver 
does more than just cause 
the buildup of fat, it also el-
evates triglycerides, promotes 
the buildup of fat around or-

gans (visceral fat), increases 
blood pressure, makes tis-
sues insulin-resistant (a pre-
cursor to diabetes), and in-
creases the production of free 
radicals, which are energetic 
compounds that can damage 
DNA and cells… and all these 
changes are bad for the arter-
ies and heart. In fact, people 
with NAFLD are far more like-
ly to die of cardiovascular dis-
ease than liver disease.

Also referred to as “High 
Fructose Corn Syrup (HFCS)”, 
fructose is a very question-
able sweetener. Just because 
it comes from fruit and veg-
etables does not mean that it 
is categorically “healthy” for 
your fitness and wellbeing. It 
is much cheaper than regular 
sugar and extends the shelf 
life of processed products. 
Aside from the liver, the arter-
ies, and the heart; fructose has 
been linked to many health 
problems such as obesity, de-
mentia, diabetes, and cancer. 
For this reason, many consum-
ers have begun to check food 
labels and steer away from 
foods containing HFCS and 
other forms of fructose.
“For the majority of pa-

tients, lifestyle modification 
is way more effective than any 
drug,” says Dr. Jaideep Behari,. 

“Here’s to Your Health,” is 
only one source seeking to 
educate and enable you to 
be your own health, wellness 
and fitness advocate. The in-
formation is “out there,” you 
must take the initiative to 
pursue what is beneficial to 
you. There is no “one size fits 
all” way of eating. You must 
develop a “seek and tweak 
philosophy” in the manage-
ment of your lifestyle, way of 
eating, and wellness.

Here’s to your health.

Wellness center aiming 
for July opening

 	 The J. Cleo Thompson 
Wellness Center is aiming to 
open July 2. 
	 During Monday’s regular 
meeting, the Crockett Coun-
ty Commissioners’ Court ap-
proved to allow Wellness Cen-
ter Director Stormi Oglesby to 
purchase furniture, fixtures 
and equipment up to $40,000 
for the new center. 
	 Oglesby also presented the 
packet of information, including 
membership application, mem-
bership fees, physical fitness 
readiness questionnaire, phys-
ical activity release form, mem-
bership agreement, and consent 
form for children’s classes and 
bylaws for approval. 
	 Oglesby said the center 
plans on offering swimming 
classes and fitness classes for 
children. Classes will be a sep-
arate charge and the money 
will go toward the center, not 
the teacher. 
	 Regular membership will 
be for adults 18 and over. She 
also said you do not have to 
have a physician’s release to 
be a member. Crockett Coun-
ty Attorney Jody Upham also 
reviewed the information.  
	 Commissioner Frank Tam-
bunga said he wanted to re-
view the information before 
approval. The commissioners 
tabled the item until a May 22 
special meeting. 
	 Oglesby also said all center 
employees, including herself, 
have completed Texas Associ-
ation of Counties Harassment 
Training, Lifeguard and CPR 
and First Aid Certification. 
	 She said fitness equip-
ment should arrive this week 
and equipment training will 
be May 22. Final cleaning will 
be this week and walk through 
with the architect and making 
of punch list will be the last 
two weeks of May. 
	 The pool has been filled. 
It still has to be labeled, but 
Oglesby has received training 
on the pool and equipment. 
	 Employees and myself 
gone through TAC Harass-
ment Training and Lifeguard 
Certification. 
	 Final construction clean-
ing scheduled this week, 
equipment delivered this 
week and this equipment 
training on May 22 and archi-
tect walk through. Pool is full. 
Still have to get it labeled. 
	 The center also has a web-
site at ozonawellness.com, 
Facebook page and phone app. 
	 Oglesby said an open 
house is being planned for the 
middle of June for people to 
walk through the facility and 
sign up for memberships, with 
opening day aiming for July 2.

TRAINING

	 The commissioners ap-
proved Active Shooter Train-
ing for county employees giv-
en by Texas Parks & Wildlife 
Game Wardens Dan Waddell 
and Chris Amthor. 
	 Tambunga said he attend-
ed the recent Active Shooter 
presentation and luncheon at 
the Ozona Chamber of Com-
merce Visitor Center and felt 

the training would be good 
for county employees. 
	 He said the game wardens 
are willing to talk to all coun-
ty departments. 

FIRE SIRENS
	 Georgia Morrow, with the 
Ozona Volunteer Fire Depart-
ment, spoke with the commis-
sioners about the fire sirens 
around town. 
	 Morrow said the sirens are 
not blown on Sunday morn-
ings and evenings, Tuesday 
and Wednesday evenings due 
to church services. They are 
also not blown from 8 p.m.-
8 a.m., unless it is a weather 
emergency like a tornado. 
	 Morrow said the depart-
ment does blow the sirens 
when there is a fire, and on 
second call-outs to get fire-
fighters to show up. She also 
said having the sirens lets 
ranchers and townspeople 
know that something is hap-
pening, and that firefighters 
will be coming through town.
	 She said sirens are gen-
erally not sounded on traffic 
accidents, unless firefighters 
are not responding. 
	 Firefighters from oth-
er towns, like Big Lake, Sono-
ra and Irion County, who are 
working in Ozona sometimes 
respond when they hear the 
sirens as well. 
	 Many people in the com-
munity have told Morrow they 
don’t want the sirens silenced.  
Morrow said there are two si-
rens that do need repairs. 
	 “We now have people who 
say they can’t hear the sirens. 
The sirens are for the towns-
people’s protection,” she said. 
“I think it’s for the betterment 
of the community.”
	 Along with the sirens, 
Morrow said firefighters also 
have radios and are connect-
ed to the e-dispatch. 
	 “We have technology to 
do away with it (sirens), but 
we don’t want to do away with 
it,” Morrow said. 
	 Commissioner Wesley Bean 
said he thinks there are some 
people that are tired of hearing 
them blow a lot. 
	 Morrow said the depart-
ment has been busy lately, es-
pecially with drought condi-
tions and grass fires. 
	 Deaton said the coun-
ty has invested “significant 
money” on the siren system. 
	 “If we’re going to have 
them then all of them should 
be on,” Tambunga added. 
	 The commissioners did 
agree to continue the county-
wide burn ban until next month.

off race,” said Sam Taylor, a 
spokesman for the Texas Sec-
retary of State's Office.
	 If you voted in your par-
ty’s primary and choose to 
vote in the runoff elections, 
you don’t need to re-register 
to vote, Taylor said.
	 The same form of ID 
that’s required to vote in a 
primary is needed for a run-
off.

As provided by 
court order, if a voter does 
not possess and is not rea-
sonably able to obtain one of 
the seven forms of approved 
photo ID, the voter may vote 
by (1) signing a declaration at 
the polls explaining why the 
voter is reasonably unable 
to obtain one of the seven 
forms of approved photo ID, 
and (2) providing one of vari-
ous forms of supporting doc-
umentation: certified birth 
certificate (must be an origi-
nal), a valid voter registration 
certificate, a copy or original 
of one of the following: cur-
rent utility bill, bank state-
ment, government check, or 
paycheck, or other govern-
ment document that shows 
the voter’s name and an ad-
dress, although government 
documents which include a 
photo must be original and 
cannot be copies.

ORDER RESTRICTING 
OUTDOOR BURNING

The Commissioners' Court finds that circumstances pres-
ent in all or part of the unincorporated area of the county cre-
ate a public safety hazard that would be exacerbated by out-
door burning; and NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED 
by the Commissioners' Court of Crockett County, Texas, that 
outdoor burning is restricted in Crockett County for 30 days 
from the date of adoption of this Order, unless the restrictions 
are terminated earlier based on a determination made by the 
Texas Forest Service or this Court. This Order is adopted pursu-
ant to Local Government Code 352.081, and other applicable 
statues. This Order does NOT prohibit outdoor burning activi-
ties related to public health and safety that are authorized by 
the Texas Natural Resources Commission for: (1) firefighter 
training; (2) public utility, natural gas pipeline or mining op-
erations; (3) planting or harvesting or agricultural crops; or (4) 
burns that are conducted by an approved Prescribed Burning 
Association, Natural Resource Conservation Service, the and/
or Texas A&M Agricultural Experiment Station, or prescribed 
burn manager certified under Section 153.048, Natural Re-
sources Code, and meet the standards of Section 153.047, 
Natural Resources Code.

All burns shall be reported to the Crockett County Sheriff's 
Office (325) 392-2661 and the Fire Chief (325) 392-2626 prior 
to commencing, together with the name of the landowner, 
location involved and expert to be on hand. This Order does 
NOT prohibit outdoor cooking in a properly contained area 
which is attended at all times. In accordance with the Local 
Government Code 352.081 (h), a violation of this Order is a 
Class C misdemeanor, punishable by a fine not to exceed $500.

An applica-
tion is not mandatory. How-
ever, an application provides 
a good list of the applicant’s 
qualifications, their availabili-
ty, and the applicant’s expec-
tations. I sincerely appreci-
ate the good people who have 
confidently applied to serve 
Crockett County in this pub-
lic position.”
	 “After a lot of delibera-
tion, we’ve gone through, it’s 
our position to appoint the 
most qualified person,” add-
ed Commissioner Pleas Chil-
dress. 
	 Conner was interviewed 
during a special meeting on 
May 10.
