Last Friday, Santa Fe
High School senior Grace
Johnson walked into the
hallway from the band
practice room, where she
had been taking a nap,
and saw one of her class-
mates get shot and fall to
the ground.

Almost a week after
the massacre in her Hous-
ton-area school, Johnson
stood in the Texas Cap-
itol Thursday and gave
Gov. Greg Abbott and
Texas lawmakers recom-
mendations about how
to prevent future school
shootings. Johnson was
among dozens of other
students, parents and ed-
ucators impacted by re-
cent shootings at Santa
Fe High School, Suther-
land Springs’ First Bap-
tist Church last Novem-
ber, and Alpine High
School in 2016, at the
last of three roundtable
discussions convened by
Abbott to discuss school
safety and gun violence.

By the end of a four-
hour discussion, the sec-

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Developing complementary partnerships can be beneficial

Sometimes a business idea
comes along that is a great
idea and as a business would
be popular, but isn’t enough
to succeed on its own merits.
Here, to succeed means make
a meaningful profit. This
business may be able to op-
erate at the breakeven point
or slightly better but cannot
make a significant profit.

Some of the reasons for this
could be that the city or area
demographics are inadequate
to support the business; de-
mand for the product or ser-

vice is too
small. Or,

the scope of
the business
is too narrow
like a bakery
that only sells
loaves of white
bread. No
wheat bread.
No cakes or
pies. No din-
ner rolls. That
isn’t necessar-
ily bad as long
as the bread

is really, really good! But even
then, it may not be enough to
be successful.

Does that mean that the en-
trepreneur shouldn’t start
the business? No. But, what
the entrepreneur may want
to do is to look for anoth-
er business in which to devel-
op a complementary partner-
ship. These type partnerships
have many options available.
They typically are not formal
partnerships, but may be bet-
ter described as relationships
where each business feeds

customers to the other. They
can even create package deals
for their mutual customers

in order to capture a greater
share of the market.

For example, a wedding pho-
tographer and florist may de-
velop a complementary rela-
tionship using the ideas above
to improve their market share
position. A wedding photog-
rapher and a pastry chef spe-
cializing in wedding cakes
might do the same.

It might even be advantageous
to see if co-locating is possible

and feasible. A family photog-
rapher - or a photographer spe-
cializing in infants might locate
next to the small infant and tod-
dler clothing store. A massage
therapist might locate next to a
beauty salon.

There are a lot of great busi-
ness ideas that work on their
own merits in the big cit-
ies where there is a great-
er source of demand. Many
times such businesses aren’t
as successful in the small
towns when they try to stand
alone. However, when the

entrepreneur networks and
finds a complementary busi-
ness with which to build re-
lationships, their chances of
success are much improved.

Cornyn deserves thanks
and support on paper tariff

Editor’s note: The following was origi-
nally published in the Daily News in Galves-
ton County. The Ozona Stockman is current-
ly fighting the tariff issue and has asked U.S.
Rep. Will Hurd, R-San Antonio, for support.

Texas Sen. John Cornyn
deserves thanks and sup-
port for having the cour-
age to stand up against an
ill-conceived and narrow-
ly beneficial tariff on Ca-
nadian paper and standing
up for the best interests
of the U.S. paper industry,
the U.S. publishing indus-
try and about 600,000 U.S.
workers whose jobs are
threatened by an unneces-
sary act of protectionism.

As we reported, Cornyn
spoke against the tariff last
week during an appearance
at the National Rifle Asso-
ciation’s annual meeting
May 4 in Dallas.

“Newspapers are belea-
guered already, and I don’t
think we need to make that
any harder than it already
is,” Cornyn said.

Cornyn told the The Dal-
las Morning News that the
public having access to
“well-researched and re-
ported information” is a
“foundational element” of
democracy.

But while the financial
pressure of the tariff on
U.S. newspapers is sub-
stantial, that’s only part of
the story.

In fact, it’s hard to find
anybody other than the
hedge-fund managers at
New York-based One Rock
Capital Partners, who own
North Pacific Paper Co.,
who’s informed about the
issue and still supports a
U.S. Department of Com-
merce decision to impose a
tariff of more than 20 per-
cent on Canadian paper.

The U.S. newsprint indus-
try opposes the tariff be-
cause people running that
industry understand the
tariff will do them a lot of
harm and no good. They
understand that the do-
mestic paper industry is
suffering from declining
demand caused by a shift
to digital publishing, along
with attrition and produc-
tion cutbacks among pub-
lishing companies, not be-
cause of imported paper.

They understand the tar-

iff will drive some of their
customers out of business
and force an even great-
er share of their market to
use less of what they have
to sell.

Firms servicing both the
newsprint and the publish-
ing industries oppose the
tariff for the same reasons.

Laymen supporters of the
tariff, many of whom are
motivated by an ideologi-
cally based disdain for jour-
nalism and an undiscern-
ing support for a pro-tariff
president, like to argue the
duties on Canadian paper
will benefit U.S. workers.

That'’s false. Firms oppos-
ing the tariff employ about
600,000 Americans, ac-
cording to a broad-based
coalition working to roll
back the Commerce De-
partment’s decision. North
Pacific, called Norpac, em-
ploys less than 300.

No one in any of the af-
fected industries believes
the tariff will revitalize do-
mestic paper production,
while everyone in those in-
dustries understands it will
have the opposite effect.

There’s no doubt that we
have a deeply vested interest
in this issue, but so do you,
whether you realize it or not.

Print journalism subsi-
dizes all journalism, either
in terms of advertising rev-
enue, content production
or both. If you saw some-
thing interesting or infor-
mative on TV or, especially,
on the internet, the chanc-
es are about 99 percent
that it appeared first in
print somewhere.

We believe it’s impossible
to build good communities
without independent sourc-
es of good, reliable local in-
formation. In the small cit-
ies and towns that make up
most of this county, that
service is provided exclu-
sively by newspapers. Those
small operators are the first
and hardest hit by the tariff.

If you believe the same,
it’s time to stand up and
say so, as Cornyn and doz-
ens of other members of
Congress from both parties
have done.

I have been a bona fide breeder of
purebred cattle three different times
with three different breeds during three
different decades, with a grand total of
17 registered cows. So I am aware of the
importance of performance data and
record keeping. In fact, I am quite proud
of the fact that I was once the owner of a
bull calf with a weight per day of age of
122 pounds. Of course, the calf was only
a day old but still, I think it might be
some sort of record.

The very first thing that a breed as-
sociation does after you buy a registered
cow is send you a stack of forms to fill
out that includes all sorts of performance
information; things like weaning weights,
eye pigmentation scores, ribeye area,
blah, blah, blah. The big computer that
keeps track of such things gets real upset
if any of the blanks are not filled in.

What the breed associations don’t tell
you is how, exactly, you are supposed to
get some of these measurements. Take
birthweights for example. Whenever I
tried to get a birthweight on a newborn
calf the mother reacted in one of two
ways: she either tried to kill me or she ran
away, refusing to reclaim her calf, never
to be seen again. I'd just like to ask that
darn computer “What good does a birth-
weight do if the calf has no mother?”

I attempted to get a birthweight on all
my registerable calves and each experi-
ence was unique. The main problem with

weighing calves at birth
is that it requires at
least two people, one to
tie up the calf’s legs and
to lift up the scale, and
another person to read
the scale. Because read-
ing the correct weight is
the most critical task I
always assigned my wife

the job of lifting up the
PITTS calf and holding it while

it dangled in midair
LEEPITTS while I took an accurate

reading. This worked
reasonably well until
we had a calf born whose weight did not
register on the scale. This calf was bigger
than most implements pulled behind
a tractor. We finally decided to weigh
the calf by putting it in the back of the
pickup, taking it to town and weighing it
on the truck scales. We weighed the truck
empty and then weighed the truck with
the calf in the back. I knew the calf was
big because my wife had such a hard time
lifting it up twice to put in the truck, but I
really didn’t think it weighed 245 pounds!
I learned that timing is everything
in weighing calves. If you don’t find and
weigh the calf immediately after it’s born
the mother will hide the calf and you
won’t see it again until it’s a month old,
at which time the wife has greater dif-
ficulty catching the calf and lifting it up

for me to get an accurate reading.

Another option is to wait and weigh
the calf at weaning and then calculate
back what you think its birthweight
was. I believe this is the most popular
method amongst most purebred breed-
ers today and I can certainly understand
why. But the computer does not like this
method and would prefer you weigh
the calf even before it has taken its
first drink. I took this approach on only
one calf and the calf was so new it was
still slimy with afterbirth. As my wife
hogtied the calf and lifted it up to be
weighed she got so filthy in the process
the mother took one whiff of my wife
and tried to lick her all over.

Our very last registered calf born
was rather large also, but we never did
get a weight on it because of its man-
eating mother. First, I had my wife try
to divert the cow’s attention away from
me as I grabbed for the calf. I missed but
the cow didn’t. Next, we tried to weigh
the calf while standing in the back of the
pick-up out of harm’s way. But the pos-
sessive mother jumped in the back of the
truck with us. Finally we gave up, and
as the mother led her calf away to the
farthest corner of the ranch, I said to my
wife, “Looks like about an 80 pounder to
me. What do you think?”

“Close enough,” she agreed.

Valdez wins race to face Abbott in November gubernatorial election

AUSTIN — Former Dallas
County Sheriff Lupe Valdez
defeated Houston business-
man Andrew White, the son
of the late former governor,
Mark White, in the May 22
Texas Democratic Party pri-
mary runoff.

Valdez, the first Latina to
win a gubernatorial primary
in Texas, will run against in-
cumbent Republican Governor
Greg Abbott, who is seeking a
second four-year term, in the
November 6 general election.

Valdez garnered 230,467
votes, or 53.32 percent of the
total vote, to White’s 201,713
votes, which came to 46.67
percent. Historically, this was
the lowest recorded turnout
for a Texas Democratic Par-
ty gubernatorial runoff. Only
2.83 percent of the state’s
15,249,541 registered voters
cast a ballot.

Notably, two incumbent
state legislators were defeat-
ed in the runoffs:

— Rep. Rene Oliveira,
D-Brownsville, lost to Alex

Dominguez, a Cameron Coun-
ty commissioner. House Dis-
trict 27, which Oliveira rep-
resents, includes part of
Cameron County. First elected
in 1981, Oliveira, the dean of
Rio Grande Valley legislative
delegation, is the fifth-most
senior member of the Tex-

as House of Representatives.
He currently chairs the House
Committee on Business and
Industry and is a three-time
past chairman of the power-
ful House Committee on Ways
and Means.

— Rep. Scott Cosper, R-
Killeen, lost to Dr. Brad Buck-
ley, a Killeen veterinarian.
Cosper, a former mayor of
Killeen, was elected to rep-
resent House District 54 in
2016. He is a member of the
budget-writing House Appro-
priations Committee. House
District 54 includes Lampa-
sas County and part of Bell
County.

A food handlers course
accredited by the Texas De-
partment of State Health
Services is being offered
by Texas A&M Agrilife Ex-
tension Service, Crockett
County. Food Safety: It’s In
Your Hands is scheduled for
Thursday, May 31, starting
at 9 am. at the Extension of-
fice at 1301 Avenue AA.

This 1-2-hour course
will now be required for all
food service employees to
help promote the service of
safe food. The certificate is
good for two years and is
valid anywhere in the State
of Texas.

Practices discussed in-
clude good personal hygiene,
cross contamination, and
time and temperature abuse.

What if salt didn’t increase blood pressure?

The recommendation to
“eat less salt” to lower hyper-
tension came out of a study
performed by Lewis Dahl in
the 1950s, a study that is
now generally regarded as
“flawed.” Dahl decided that
feeding rats 500 grams of so-
dium per day (50 to 100 times
the average human intake)
was worthwhile evidence of
an association between sodi-
um intake and hypertension
(high blood pressure).

As if this wasn’t enough,
Dahl “cherry picked” data de-
rived from several correlating
studies of populations with
a “high” average salt intake
and hypertension; mirroring
the methodology of the “The
Seven-Country-Study” on fat
intake performed by Ancel
Keys in the 1970s, which was
also found to be full of scien-
tific flaws and debunked.

Unfortunately  for  us,
Dahl’s study like Keyes was
recently found to suggest the
exact opposite. Keyes’ study
actually suggests that a low-
fat diet contributes to heart
disease; likewise, Dahl’s
study showed an increase in
blood pressure with a reduc-
tion in salt intake.

In his article, The Truth
About Salt & Hypertension,
nutrition and fitness coach,
and author, Mike Sheridan
says, “the reason there’s a
lack of association in the first
place, is because elevated
blood pressure is a symptom
not a cause. With salt reduc-
tion doing nothing for heart
disease because the cause
of hypertension (and heart
disease) is obesity, insulin
resistance, and elevated tri-
glycerides (Syndrome X) - not
excess salt!”

In a 1998 paper in the
Journal of Applied Physiol-
ogy, researchers showed that
hypertension is the 4th and
final step in the progression
from ‘Syndrome X’ to ‘The
Deadly Quartet”: at 2 weeks
- insulin resistance (hyper-
insulinemia), at 2 months
- elevated triglycerides (hy-
perlipidemia), at 6 months -
obesity (high bodyfat), and at
12 months - high blood pres-
sure (hypertension).

problems.”

“Even if
a low so-

| could lower
the blood pressure of most
people and both the diet and
the change in blood pres-
sure could be sustained, this
alone would not justify a
recommendation to reduce
sodium intake.”

Sheridan goes on to say,
“The disturbing part being,
that reducing your salt intake
too much appears to elevate
your cardiovascular risk; in-
creasing triglycerides and
LDL cholesterol particles, el-
evating your risk of insulin
resistance and type 2 diabe-
tes, raising your risk of death
from a heart attack or stroke.
Also known as, the whole rea-
son you stopped eating salt,
and the whole reason you
have elevated blood pressure
in the first place!”

Your heart pumps blood
throughout your body’s
veins and arteries collect-
ing nutrients, chemicals, and
hormones from the organs
which the blood conveys to
the muscles, tissues and flu-
ids for energy and oxygen,
and to facilitate the body’s
homeostasis. As blood trav-
els through the body, it
pushes against the walls of
vessels and is called “blood
pressure.”

As your heart squeez-
es and pushes your blood
through your arteries, your
blood pressure goes up.
As your heart relaxes, your
blood pressure goes down.
So, with each heartbeat, your
blood pressure will rise to a
maximum level, measured as
the “systolic”, and then falls
to a minimum level, called
the diastolic. These levels are
significant because the high
blood pressure indicates (not

causes) risks for health prob-
lems in the future.

It’s when one’s blood pres-
sure is allowed to remain
high over the long-term, it
puts extra strain on the arter-
ies and heart. The strain can
cause the arteries to become
thicker and less flexible, or to
become weaker.

If your arteries become
thicker and less flexible, they
will narrow and be prone to
become clogged up. It’'s when
an artery becomes complete-
ly clogged that it can result
in a heart attack, a stroke,
kidney disease, dementia or
other life-threatening condi-
tions... but this has nothing
to do directly with one’s level
of sodium or salt consump-
tion.

You are considered to
have normal blood pressure
if your systolic is above 90
mmHg and below 120 mmHg
and your diastolic is above 60
mmHg and below 80 mmHg.
Lower numbers indicate low
blood pressure. Between 120
over 80 and 140 over 90,
your blood pressure is a little
higher than it should be, and
you should try to lower it by
making healthy changes to
your lifestyle.

If it is consistently higher
than 140 over 90 or higher
for several weeks, it indicates
you have high blood pres-
sure, and you should change
your lifestyle and seek the
advice of a trusted medical
practitioner.

Mike Sheridan concludes
his report with, “Realisti-
cally, there’s only one food
you need to lower if you have
high blood pressure. And
aside from reducing hyper-
tension it addresses the Syn-
drome X (triglycerides, insu-
lin resistance, obesity) that’s
causing it.”

ond half of which was open to
the media, many in the room
agreed that they wanted more
counselors, armed teachers
and police officers in their
schools. But they disagreed
on other solutions, such as
whether schools should be
required to install metal de-
tectors or whether students
should have an app to re-
port unsettling behavior from
their peers.

Abbott said he would take
the feedback from the round-
tables and work on an action
plan, but he did not give a
timeline on when he would re-
lease it. “You are going to see
solutions — plural,” he told
the families.

Johnson told Abbott she
and her classmates wrote him
after their school was locked
down for hours following a
shooting scare in February.

“We didn’t get anything
back. We didn’t even get an
acknowledgement,” she said.
“Gun shots went off, and we
weren’t surprised.”

She gave a long list of
solutions for school safe-
ty: increasing school securi-
ty, arming teachers, random-
ly checking students’ bags
and increasing the number of
school counselors.

But she opposed the idea
of forcing students to pass
through a metal detector ev-
ery time they wanted to go
into the building.

“Do we push back our ed-
ucation because we need to
get 1,500 kids through a met-
al detector?” she said.

Some of the parents and
educators in the room sug-
gested creating uniform re-
quirements for outfitting
school buildings with updat-
ed alarm and safety systems.

With metal detectors, “are

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we treating kids like prison-
ers?” asked Tyler Morrison, a
sophomore at Santa Fe High
School.

“We’re keeping the bad
guys out,” a couple of parents
and teachers called back.

“This is not a gun thing,”
said Jay Horn, the parent of a
student who is in the hospital
after injuries from the shoot-
ing. “Evil’'s going to happen
with anything.” He got a loud
round of applause.

Horn said Santa Fe ISD
school officials should be held
accountable for the shoot-
ing because they chose not to
make use of a Texas law that
allows schools to train and
arm some of its teachers.

After Wednesday’s three-
hour closed-door discussion
with advocates on both sides
of the gun debate, Abbott
told the press he could sup-
port a few gun-related reg-
ulations, such as improving
background checks and “red
flag” warnings, which would
allow authorities to take guns
away from people deemed to
be dangerous.

In a Thursday opinion
piece in USA Today, Texas
Attorney General Ken Pax-
ton argued that “gun control
is a waste of time” and would
not have saved Santa Fe High
School’s victims since the
shooter also was armed with
bombs.

DPS warns of dangers
of leaving children in vehicles

AUSTIN - The Texas De-
partment of Public Safety
(DPS) is warning residents
that warmer weather plac-
es children at greater risk
of injury or death if left un-
attended in a vehicle. Every
year children die from heat-
stroke after being left in a
vehicle or entering a vehicle
unnoticed. Such negligence
could lead to criminal charg-
es. A child should never be
left unattended in a vehicle.

“Children are needless-
ly dying every year because
they are left unattended in
vehicles,” said DPS Director
Steven McCraw. “The pub-
lic can do their part by no-
tifying emergency personnel
if they witness a child alone
or in distress inside a vehi-
cle - regardless of the weath-
er conditions.”

According to the Nation-
al Highway Traffic Safety
Administration, heatstroke
is one of the leading causes
of non-crash-related fatal-
ities among children. Tem-
peratures inside a car can
rise more than 20 degrees in
only 10 minutes; and even
with an outside temperature
of 60 degrees, the tempera-
ture inside a car can reach
110 degrees. Leaving win-
dows partially rolled down
does not help. In addition,
young children are particu-
larly at risk since their bod-
ies heat up faster than an

adult.

DPS offers the following
tips for preventing vehicular
heatstroke deaths and inju-
ries:

- Never leave your child
unattended in the vehicle.

Call 9-1-1 if you see
a child alone in a car, and
emergency personnel will
provide guidance.

- Teach children not to
play in vehicles, and make
sure to place the keys out of
reach when not being used.

- Always check the back
seats or cargo areas of your
vehicle before walking away.

Establish reminders
that help ensure you remove
children from the vehicle.
For example: leave your bag,
lunch or cell phone in the
back seat with the child’s car
seat.

- If a child goes missing,
open the doors and trunks
to every vehicle in the area.
Many heatstroke deaths oc-
cur when a child accesses a
parked car unnoticed.

Additionally, animals are
also susceptible to heat-re-
lated injury or death - don’t
put your pets in these life-
threatening conditions.

Sullivan, who refers to
himself as a “plain language
champion” admits it’s unlike-
ly that the agency can get rid
of terms like “contingent non-
forfeiture benefit” overnight,
but progress is being made.

Sullivan said he issued
guidance to long-term care in-
surers about writing rate no-
tices in plain language and
that letters and forms are be-
ing rewritten with an eye to-
ward shorter words and for-
mats that are easier to read.

Sullivan said the goal is to
use plain language in every-
thing the agency does — on
the website, in writing and on
the phone.

“It’s not enough to be tech-
nically accurate if no one un-
derstands your message. It’s
win-win when consumers un-
derstand insurance and how
it works,” he said. “We invite
you to hold us accountable. In-
surance can be complex. That
makes it even more important
to keep the language simple.”
