	 Flood waters revenged 
the small rural community of 
Sonora Friday, September 21, 
2018, leaving people strand-
ed and many residents with-
out a house.
	 The City of Sonora and 
Sutton County have issued a 
letter to Gov. Greg Abott ask-

ing for a disaster declaration. 
	 The letter states that 
more than 150 homes were 
severely damaged or de-
stroyed, serious infrastruc-
ture damage includes roads 
and bridges and a number of 
private businesses were dam-
aged. 
	 Most of the homes were 
in neighborhoods in the 
south part of Sonora.

	 Emergency teams res-
cued about 30-40 people by 
boat from homes engulfed by 
water, leaving them no way 
to escape.
	 The Sutton County Civ-
ic Center was opened to aid 
flood victims providing them 
with food, cleaning supplies 
and other necessities. Cots 
and blankets were also avail-
able to those who need a 

place to sleep.
	 Additionally, a relief fund 
was established through the 
San Angelo Area Foundation 
as well as the Bank & Trust 
in Sonora to accept monetary 
donations.
	 Those funds will be used 
to help victims locally.
	 Heavy rain Friday, Sept.

    Crockett County CCSD offi-
cials are moving forward with 
intent to implement the Guard-
ian Plan within the district. 
	 At the Sept. 19 regular 
meeting, the school approved 
a motion stating that the dis-
trict will be moving forward on 
instituting the Guardian Plan. 
Board Vice President Orlando 
DeHoyos voted against the mo-
tion. 
	 Superintendent Raul Cha-
varria said the district has been 
working on implementing the 

Guardian Plan for about half a 
year now. The district has tak-
en the necessary steps in con-
sulting with their attorneys to 
review the legal status of the 
plan. 
	 By approving the move for-
ward, the district can now start 
setting guidelines, approve 
guardians, implement training 
and decide on the types of fire-
arms and ammunition to be al-
lowed.  
	 The Guardian Plan States: 
	 • School board authoriz-
es the designation of specified 
employees to carry firearms on 
school premises. 

	 • The school board defines 
the rules and trainings require-
ments. 
	 • Concealed handgun li-
cense required. 
	 • The district has budget-
ed $29,000 to implement the 
plan, which includes instruc-
tion and training. 
	 “This has been a long pro-
cess,” Chavarria said. “Tonight 
is the time to say we are mov-
ing forward.”
	 In April, the board began 
exploring options about allow-
ing staff members to conceal 
carry firearms. 
	 A survey conducted in 

April throughout the commu-
nity and the district’s teachers 
and staff showed overwhelm-
ing support of having a conceal 
carry school district policy. 
	 In June, the board heard a 
presentation from Christoval 
ISD Superintendent Dr. David 
Walker about how his district 
implemented the Guardian 
Plan. In 2013, Christoval ISD 
became the second school dis-
trict in Texas to implement the 
plan. 
	 They also heard from 
Crockett County Sheriff Rob-
ert Rodriguez at the June meet-
ing and from DPS Sergeant Bri-

an Benny  in August. Both men 
stated they are in favor of hav-
ing the plan within the district. 
	 More than 200 of Texas’ 
1,000-plus school districts al-
low firearms on school cam-
puses, with a majority of the 
districts being in rural commu-
nities, according to Dax Gon-
zalez, a spokesman for the 
Texas Association of School 
Boards. At least 172 Texas dis-
tricts have adopted the Guard-
ian Plan.

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Future of TRS health care hinges on lawmakers’ support

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	 AUSTIN — Retired teach-
ers facing the unwelcome 
prospect of paying higher 
monthly health insurance pre-
miums received better-than-
expected news last week.
	 The Teachers Retirement 
System board of trustees on 
Sept. 21 voted not to increase 
premiums because the TRS 
staff negotiated a better rate 
and other cost savings with 
its health insurance provider, 
while keeping plan and phar-
macy benefits the same.
	 The TRS Care fund bal-
ance had been projected to be 
$410 million in the red at the 
end of 2021. To address the 
shortfall, the Texas Legisla-
ture in 2017 directed TRS to 
increase premiums by $50 per 
year over the next four years. 
	 But TRS’s successful ne-
gotiations improved the pro-
jected fund balance to minus 
$238 million, an amount the 
Legislature can include in the 
appropriations process during 
its 2019 session, which begins 
in January. Lt. Gov. Dan Pat-

rick said he is “confident that 
the Senate will support addi-
tional funding for TRS Care” 
and “hopeful the next speaker 
of the House will follow our 
lead on this.”

AG’S OFFICE 
CAUTIONS AISD

	 The Texas Attorney Gen-
eral’s office on Sept. 21 cau-
tioned Austin Indepen-
dent School District “against 
changing its facilities use pol-
icy to ban churches with tra-
ditional Christian beliefs from 
renting its facilities after 
school and on weekends.”
	 A letter from the attorney 
general’s office warned the 
school district that the pro-
posed actions are not neu-
tral toward religion and vio-
late the First Amendment and 
Texas’ Religious Freedom Res-
toration Act. 
	 “We caution you to recon-
sider these changes and be re-

spectful of the religious lib-
erty protections afforded 
churches under the Consti-
tution and Texas law,” stated 
the letter addressed to AISD 
Superintendent Paul Cruz and 
signed by First Assistant At-
torney General Jeff Mateer. 
	 In an Aug. 25 AISD web 
post, Cruz said, “The use of 
district properties by outside 
organizations does not cre-
ate an endorsement of, or an 
association of that organiza-
tion with the district. In addi-
tion, funds collected from the 
Performing Arts Center rent-
al will be dedicated to our dis-
trict-wide efforts to ensure we 
support an inclusive, welcom-
ing environment for all stu-
dents and staff including our 
LGBTQ students and staff.” 
	 Current Austin ISD poli-
cy expressly permits churches 
to rent school facilities on the 
same terms as all community 
organizations. 

	 The AG’s office said mem-
bers of the district’s board of 
trustees are on record saying 
they’re against renting AISD’s 
performing arts cen-
ter to an area church 
because of its stance 
that marriage is be-
tween a man and a 
woman.

Sept. 15 to Oct. 15 
of each year marks 
Hispanic Heritage 
Month, a time to 

recognize, honor and cel-
ebrate the valuable con-
tributions that Hispanic-
Americans have made 
across our communities. 

While we pay tribute, 
this month is also a re-
minder that we must work 
together to ensure the con-
tinued success of future 
generations of Hispanic-
Americans across South 
and West Texas.

An important way for us 
to do so is by leveling the 
playing field of educational 
opportunities, and there 
are nearly 500 Hispanic 
Serving Institutions (HSIs) 
nationwide whose mis-
sions are to do just that. 
I am incredibly proud to 
serve as a co-chair of the 
Congressional HSI Caucus 
to support these universi-
ties that empower Hispanic 
students to complete their 
education and become 
valuable contributors to 
our workforce. 

The 23rd District of 
Texas is home to five HSIs, 
including Southwest Ju-
nior College in Uvalde; Sul 
Ross State University in 
Alpine; and Palo Alto Col-
lege, Baptist University of 
the Américas and Texas 
A&M University of San An-
tonio, all of which are in 
San Antonio. Additionally, 
I’ve been able to advocate 
for nearby HSIs, including 
the University of Texas at 
San Antonio and University 
of Texas at El Paso, which 
both serve many TX-23 
students. 

Unfortunately, there is 
an enormous resource gap 
that exists between HSIs 
and other institutions of 
higher education. While 
only accounting for 15 per-
cent of higher education 
institutions, HSIs educate 
25 percent of American 
students and more than 
60 percent of our nation’s 
Hispanic students. Mean-
while, HSIs receive only 68 
cents in federal funding 
for every dollar that other 
institutions of higher edu-
cation receive. 

Luckily, I’ve been able to 
work with my colleagues 

to take 
important 
steps to 
close this 
resource 
gap. After 
requesting 
to House 
leadership 
that we 
increase 
funding 
for HSIs, I 
was proud 

to support legislation in 
March that included over 
$134 million for HSIs, an 
increase of nearly $32 mil-
lion from last year and the 
highest amount to date. 
I am also proud that $30 
million was provided for 
the National Science Foun-
dation HSI Program, which 
helps Hispanic students 
pursue science, technol-
ogy, engineering and math 
(STEM) degrees and ca-
reers. 

Additionally, I recently 
introduced the GEAR UP 
for Success Act, a biparti-
san bill that reauthorizes 
and increases eligible uses 
for Gaining Early Aware-
ness and Readiness for 
Undergraduate Programs 
(GEAR UP), a competitive 
federal grant program de-
signed to better prepare 
low-income, minority and 
first-generation students 
for college and careers 
through college awareness 
and support activities such 
as tutoring, mentoring, 
counseling and scholar-
ships as early as middle 
school. Companion legisla-
tion has also been intro-
duced by John Cornyn in 
the Senate.

  Residents of TX-23 
recognize the daily con-
tributions that Hispanic-
Americans make each day 
in our communities from 
San Antonio to El Paso. 

It is a distinct honor to 
be able to represent a ma-
jority Hispanic district in 
Congress, and I will con-
tinue to do all that I can to 
ensure the continued suc-
cess of Hispanic-Americans 
for future generations to 
come.

My favorite coins to 
engrave on are newer dimes because they 
haven’t been made of real silver since 1964 
and if you scratch one your mark will turn 
to copper and you can get remarkable two-
tone effects.

In the course of turning George Wash-
ington and his cronies into cowboys I made 
a rather remarkable discovery: all I had to 
do was engrave a cowboy hat on all the for-
mer Presidents and every single one looked 
much more handsome. This was especially 

true of Abraham Lincoln 
who, let’s be honest, had 
a face that could keep 
the crows out of 100 
acres of corn.

I was mesmerized by 
how much better people 
look in cowboy hats.

Most small business owners 
are told to invest as much of 
their time into their business as 
possible.

Second, once you’ve identi-
fied where you need help you 
will need to create a plan. The 
best way to go about this is to 
start at the annual plan lev-
el. Identify the key drivers and 
components of your business. 
Tasks and actions that need 
to get done will include opera-
tions, marketing, employee hir-
ing/management, and financ-
es. Here is the key to manag-
ing your time, in this plan add 

“personal or family time”. The 
reason this item is left out is 
that we feel that spending time 
with family is a luxury or even 
a byproduct of our success, “I’ll 
finally be able to spend time 
with my family when I’m suc-
cessful”. We are entrepreneurs, 
we don’t have a definition of 
success because we are always 
chasing it and we wouldn’t 
know once we had it. Basically, 
make time with family part of 
your plan. 

Break this plan down into 
quarterly, monthly, weekly, and 
finally daily agendas. You will 

begin to see the areas you are 
unable to handle alone will re-
quire hiring an employee or 
better yet you will see that 
there are areas where you’ve 
been spending an unnecessary 
amount of time, this is a “time 
expense” and you can cut it 
out. The goal is to have a profit 
of time that allows you to live a 
normal daily schedule.

Detox products – let the buyer beware
“It is surprisingly easy to 

sell snake-oil. I know, because 
I’ve done it. In 2014, I helped 
create and sell The Right De-
tox. This was a bogus detoxi-
fication program that pur-
ported to improve anyone’s 
well-being and perhaps, cure 
disease. I was the face of the 
scam. I launched The Right 
Detox at a spring-time wom-
en’s health expo in Tucson, 
Arizona.” – Confessions of a 
naturopath doctor, by Britt 
Hermes, 18 June 2017.

The assurance that we 
can flush all the “toxins” ab-
sorbed from the food we eat, 
the beverages we drink, the 
contaminants in our environ-
ment, and the air we breathe 
seems to be the perfect rem-
edy for our processed and 
fast-food lifestyles. 

How many celebrities like 
Gwyneth Paltrow and Oprah 
Winfrey have you watched on 
television or seen in maga-
zines touting the “rejuvenat-
ing” benefits of detoxing your 
body with any number of 
commercial and homemade 
products? It has become a 
huge industry.

I tried one liver and one di-
gestive tract detox a few years 
ago and came away wonder-
ing why I wasted my time and 
money on both occasions be-
cause I didn’t realize any dis-
cernable benefits. Honestly, 
I have since developed the 
opinion that the idea one can 
flush their system of toxins 
and clean their organs better 
than the organs can them-
selves is, simply, a scam. It 
is a pseudo-medical, market-
ing concept invented to sell 
products and fill the pockets 
of their purveyors.

“Let’s be clear,” explains 
Edzard Ernst, MD, PhD, FMed-
Sci, FSB, FRCP, FRCPEd and 
emeritus professor of com-
plementary medicine at Ex-
eter University, “there are two 
types of detox: one is respect-
able and the other isn’t.” 

The respectable one, he 
says, is the medical treatment 
of people with life-threaten-
ing drug addictions. 

“The other is the word 
being hijacked by entrepre-

neurs, quacks 
and char-
latans to 
sell a bogus 
treatment 
that allegedly 
detoxifies 
your body of 
toxins you’re 
supposed to 
have accumu-
lated.

“The 
healthy body 
has kidneys, 

a liver, skin, even lungs that 
are detoxifying as we speak,” 
he says. “There is no known 
way – certainly not through 
detox treatments – to make 
something that works per-
fectly well in a healthy body, 
work better.”

Much of the marketing 
strategy centers around “tox-
ins; those vile, microscopic 
substances you ingest or in-
hale. But, what are these “tox-
ins”? They are never named, 
so how can they can be re-
corded before and after treat-
ment for effectiveness?

In 2009, a group of scien-
tists brought together by, 
“Sense and Science”, a United 
Kingdom charity contacted 
the manufacturers of 15 de-
toxing products sold in phar-
macies and supermarkets. 
Among the products were 
dietary supplements, smooth-
ies and shampoos. However, 
when the scientists asked for 
evidence behind the claims, 
none of the manufacturers 
could define what they meant 
by detoxification, let alone 
name the toxins.

Some marketing tactics are 
very insidious. Some colon-
cleansing tablets contain a 
polymerizing agent that turns 
your feces into something re-
sembling plastic. When a very 
lengthy rubber ‘snake’ slithers 
into your commode, you feel 
justified with your purchase. 
Detoxing foot pads turn brown 
overnight with what manufac-
turers claim is “toxic sludge” 
drawn from the body. Not so; 
a substance in the pads turns 
brown when it mixes with the 
sweat of the feet.

“It’s a scandal,” fumes Dr. 

Ernst. “It’s criminal exploita-
tion of the gullible man on the 
street and it sort of keys into 
something that we all would 
love to have – a simple rem-
edy that frees us of our sins, 
so to speak. It’s nice to think 
that it could exist but unfor-
tunately it doesn’t.”

Many of our purchaser de-
cisions are made with igno-
rance and assumption, which 
is rarely rebutted. We assume 
our world is regulated and 
there are government or pub-
lic agencies and institutions 
that protect us from making 
mistakes. Commercial pro-
motion slyly takes advan-
tage of this belief. If we see 
someone with seemingly the 
‘right credentials’ promoting 
a product, they assume they 
are listening to a respected 
medical technician and trust 
the advice.

“It is deceptive to promote 
the notion that any measures 
beyond the basics of well-
ness, i.e., sleeping enough, ex-
ercising regularly, managing 
stress, and eating well-round-
ed meals, can dramatically al-
ter the course of complicated 
diseases. Naturopaths are 
selling lies.

“The harm for patients is 
not just wasted money and 
time. Naturopaths bring their 
patients emotional damage 
by endlessly treating health 
problems with detoxes and 
other gimmicks. This harm 
builds on the inherent risk 
of using the unregulated 
“natural” products that na-
turopaths believe are safe 
and gentle medicine.” - Britt 
Hermes.

There’s an old Latin adage, 
“Caveat emptor (Let the buyer 
beware)”. I’d like to add, “Let 
the buyer be aware.”

Republican Pete Flores’ 
upset victory in a Demo-
cratic-friendly Texas Senate 
district Tuesday night has 
spurred GOP jubilation and 
Democratic soul-searching 
with less than two months 
until the November elections.

Flores beat Democrat Pete 
Gallego, a former U.S. rep-
resentative, by 6 percentage 
points in the special election 
runoff for Senate District 19, 
where state Sen. Carlos Ure-
sti, D-San Antonio, resigned 
earlier this year after 11 felo-
ny convictions. The win made 
Flores the first Hispanic Re-
publican in the Texas Senate 
and grew the GOP majority 
there to 21 members, a key 
addition as the caucus heads 
toward November looking to 
retain its supermajority.

Democrats moved quickly 
Tuesday night to blame Gov. 
Greg Abbott for scheduling 
the special election at a time 
when turnout was expected 
to be low and would favor his 
party. But they were nonethe-
less demoralized Wednesday, 
trying to figure out how they 
let a valuable seat flip in a dis-
trict where Uresti repeated-
ly won re-election by double 
digits and that Hillary Clinton 
carried by 12 in 2016.

Gallego’s campaign said 
that at the end of the day, it 
was not able motivate its vot-
ers as much as Flores did.

“Our investment was in 
the grassroots and trying to 
increase the number of Dem-
ocratic voters in the dens-
est precincts where people 
hadn’t turned out and trying 
to cut through the clutter of 
all the other campaigns going 
on targeting November ... and 
it proved to be a lot more dif-
ficult to get people tuned in 
to the fact that an incredibly 
important race was happen-
ing today,” Gallego strategist 
Christian Archer said.

The relative enthusiasm 
for Flores was evident in the 
district’s biggest Republican 
counties — places like Medi-
na County, where he routed 
Gallego with 80 percent of the 
vote. Flores’ margins in the 
red counties were more than 
enough to offset Gallego’s 
advantage in vote-rich Bexar 
County, which gave Gallego 
a modest 54 percent of the 
vote. Flores carried Crockett 
County with 252 votes over 
Gallego who had 76.

Flores’ campaign said it 
benefited from a number of 
factors throughout the race, 
starting with the deep Dem-
ocratic divide that unfolded 
as Gallego battled state Rep. 
Roland Gutierrez, D-San An-
tonio, ahead of the eight-way 
July 31 special election. Guti-
errez, who won Bexar County 
then, never endorsed Gallego 
in the runoff, and on Wednes-
day, the two sides had differ-
ent accounts of how much 
of an effort, if any, Gallego 
made to court Gutierrez.

But Flores also had to 
prove himself within his own 
party and emerge as the con-
sensus candidate on July 31, 
when two other, lesser-known 
Republicans were on the bal-
lot. Flores pulled that off with 
just days to spare, earning late 
endorsements from a who’s 
who of top Texas Republicans, 
starting with U.S. Sen. John 
Cornyn and then Patrick, U.S. 
Sen. Ted Cruz and Abbott.

“We knew that if we could 
get in the runoff, we’d have 
additional help because the 
stakes would be clear ... and 
the value of winning would 
be obvious,” said Matt Mack-
owiak, Flores’ consultant.

The 11th-hour endorse-
ments helped propel Flores 
from third place in early vot-
ing to first place in Election 
Day ballots — and a decisive 
first overall on July 31. Still, 
Democrats insisted the dis-
trict remained bright blue, 
noting their four candidates 
combined for 59 percent of 
the vote and the three Repub-
licans netted 40 percent. 

In the runoff, the high-
ranking support proved vital 
— especially that of Patrick, 
who tapped his campaign ac-
count to the tune of near-
ly $175,000 to help Flores 

with mail, 
polling and 
ads. 

Gallego 
had some 
deep-
pocketed 
donors, 
but noth-
ing like 
the cam-
paign machinery that Flores 
was able to import with Pat-
rick’s aid.

There was an also a unit-
ed front of political action 
committees assisting Flores, 
including groups like the As-
sociated Republicans of Tex-
as and Empower Texans — 
two outfits that were bitterly 
at odds during the primaries 
and runoffs earlier this year. 
The anti-abortion group Tex-
as Right to Life got involved 
especially early, running dig-
ital ads that sought to dis-
qualify Gallego among so-
cially conservative Hispanic 
voters in the district.

One of the biggest differ-
ences between the two cam-
paigns was media spending. 
Flores got a significant head 
start on radio ads — beating 
Gallego to the airwaves by at 
least a week. And Flores went 
on TV, while Gallego never 
did. Archer defended that de-
cision Wednesday, saying he 
did not view it as an effec-
tive use of money in a dis-
trict like SD-19 compared to, 
for example, investing in an 
aggressive field program.

In their ads and elsewhere, 
the campaigns took divergent 
approaches to messaging. Gal-
lego put forward a largely pos-
itive pitch about being the 
safe, reliable choice — “I Trust 
Pete” was the slogan — while 
Flores was not afraid to ham-
mer attacks, airing radio and 
TV ads seeking to tie Gallego 
to Democratic congressional 
leader Nancy Pelosi.

Gallego’s loss was not for 
a lack of money. While he de-
pleted his campaign funds 
clashing with Gutierrez, he 
was able to replenish consid-
erably and had much more 
cash on hand — $153,000 
— than Flores did eight days 
out. That figure left some po-
litical observers wondering 
Tuesday night if he had left 
serious money unspent, but 
Archer said the campaign 
burned through the cash it 
had — as well as that which 
it raised — in the final days, 
ending the race with less 
than $15,000 in the bank.

The early voting period, 
which was from Sept. 10-14, 
held encouraging signs for 
Flores. Most of the biggest in-
creases in early vote turnout 
over total turnout for the July 
31 election occurred in coun-
ties where Flores had best-
ed Gallego, according to an 
analysis by the website Tex-
as Election Source.

At the end of the day, the 
race saw the largest percent-
age increase in turnout from 
a special election to a special 

election runoff in four years, 
according to the secretary of 
state’s office.

Still, Democrats pointed 
the finger at Abbott for call-
ing the special election at a 
time that guaranteed there 
would be much lower overall 
turnout than if he had placed 
it on the November ballot. In 
an election night statement, 
Hinojosa, the state Democrat-
ic Party chairman, said Abbott 
“stole an election, plain and 
simple ... denying the people 
of West Texas and the U.S. 
Mexico border representation 
that shares their values.”

Abbott spokesman John 
Wittman fired back in a 
statement: “When it comes 
to stealing things in SD 19, 
I’d expect that Texas Demo-
crats, under the leadership 
of convicted felon state sena-
tor Carlos Uresti, know what 
they are talking about. How-
ever, the reason this was the 
biggest increase in turnout 
between a runoff and a spe-
cial election in four years was 
because Col. Flores, whose 
life has been dedicated to law 
enforcement, focused on is-
sues that matter to Texans.”

With Flores, there are now 
21 Senate Republicans, giv-
ing the party breathing room 
as it approaches the Novem-
ber elections with as many as 
three GOP seats in play. That 
means Republicans can lose 
two of those seats and still 
have the 19 members required 
to bring legislation to the floor 
without Democratic support.

The value of the SD-19 
pickup was not lost on the 
caucus, which issued a first-
of-its-kind unanimous en-
dorsement of Flores about 
two weeks into the runoff.

“The Republican caucus 
has never had 21 members un-
til today, so that’s a two-thirds 
majority,” said state Sen. Paul 
Bettencourt, who chairs the 
caucus. “That’s a huge advan-
tage on passing legislation like 
property tax reform.”

Some Republicans also 
saw Tuesday night as a har-
binger for the 23rd Congres-
sional District, a perennial 
swing district that Gallego 
once represented in Con-
gress and that overlaps much 
of SD-19. U.S. Rep. Will Hurd, 
R-Helotes, is fighting for re-
election there in November 
against Democrat Gina Or-
tiz Jones, who was on hand 
Tuesday night as Gallego ad-
dressed his supporters.

Jones’ campaign echoed 
other Democrats in saying 
Abbott scheduled the special 
election “to beat what’s com-
ing in November” — and dis-
missed the notion her chanc-
es had decreased.

“We’re seeing it on the 
ground every day on our 
campaign—voters are excit-
ed about opportunity, excit-
ed about change and excited 
to vote for Gina on November 
6,” Jones spokeswoman No-
elle Rosellini said in a state-
ment.

	 Areas north of Sonora re-
ported more than 6 inches. 
Rising quickly, water crossed 
roadways leaving no way in 
or out of the community as 
law enforcement officers and 
emergency responders tried 
to keep up with calls for help. 
	 Sonora Police Chief Art 
Fuentes said it happened so 
fast that there was no time to 
respond before things became 
critical.
	 In record time, The Dry 
Devil’s River filled the draws in 
town carrying any and every-
thing in its path. Flood waters 
breached the banks flooding 
homes and businesses alike.
	 Responders pulled chil-
dren to safety after a local 
daycare, The Busy Bee, be-
came surrounded by water.
	 Mary Perez, a long-time 
resident of Sonora said she 
was sitting at her kitchen ta-
ble eating lunch when she 
noticed a wall of water mov-
ing quickly towards her back 
yard. By the time she got up 
to look outside, water was al-
ready inside her house.
	 Another homeowner, Hen-
ry Mata who lives a few blocks 
over said he could see the wa-
ter rising in the draw behind 
his house but couldn’t do any-
thing to save his home and 
business.
	 He said the whole block 
was underwater within thirty 
minutes.

	 Some houses, buildings 
and vehicles were submerged 
in as much as 6 feet of water 
by Friday afternoon.
	 Looking at the homes and 
business that he had built over 
a life-time left in ruin, an emo-
tional Mata said he doesn’t 
know what he will do now. 
Like so many other people in 
his neighborhood, Mata isn’t 
sure his insurance will cover 
damages caused by flood.
	 Those who managed to get 
out of their homes stood in 
shock as they watched emer-
gency responders and volun-
teers rescue people who were 
trapped in the water.
	 Rescue efforts continued 
into the evening.
	 Fortunately, there were no 
serious injuries or deaths re-
ported.
	 Flood waters receded al-
most as quickly as they rose 
in Sonora and by Saturday 
morning residents began the 
difficult and expensive task of 
cleanup after the devastating 
flash flooding swamped the 
town Friday.
	 Although not officially 
declared a disaster area thus 
limiting emergency federal 
and state aid, Sonora has re-
ceived help from other agen-
cies such as the Salvation 
Army and Red Cross. Addi-
tionally, the San Angelo Fire-
fighters Association and Tex-
as Sheep and Goats Raisers 
Association have volunteered 
services. 
	 County and city officials 
gathered Saturday morning to 

discuss a plan of action going 
forward.
	 County Judge Steve Smith 
heard from community lead-
ers, key personnel, residents 
and business owner alike to 
help develop a plan of action 
going forward.
	 City of Sonora Director 
of Public Works Peter Duran 
said he already had employ-
ees and equipment including 
dump trucks and bull dozers 
in areas affected by the flood. 
County workers were also 
busy using their own man-
power and heavy equipment 
to help with cleanup efforts.
	 As residents began rip-
ping out damaged carpet and 
floors, filling trash cans with 
their personal belongings 
and moving furniture outside 
where they sifted through it 
trying to find anything sal-
vageable, piles of trash were 
visible for blocks.	
	 Dumpsters were also 
placed at the county facility 
on Crockett Avenue for peo-
ple to discard trash. Many 
dumpsters throughout town 
were carried off by flood wa-
ter Friday leaving nowhere to 
dispose of trash.
	 Teams of volunteers on 
foot went door to door asking 
what they could do to help resi-
dents. They returned with food 
and supplies wherever needed.
	 Relief efforts will contin-
ue as Sonora recovers and re-
builds.
	 “This is not going away in 
a few days,” Smith said. “This 
is going to take weeks.”

... do not tend to allow staff 
to carry firearms,” Gonza-
lez said. “Those 217 are like-
ly smaller, more rural dis-
tricts that feel they cannot be 
serviced by local law enforce-
ment quickly enough.”
	 The State of Texas allows 
two plans to arm staff. Besides 
the Guardian Plan, there is the 
State Marshal Program which 
allows local school boards to 
authorize employees to car-
ry a handgun on campus, but 
they must be specially trained 
and licensed by the Texas 
Commission on Law Enforce-
ment, the same training as a 
peace officer. 	
	 Under the marshal pro-
gram, armed school personnel 
can’t carry firearms around 
students. Instead, they must 
be kept under lock and key. 
	 The marshal program also 
state that the district can only 
designate one employee a mar-
shal for every 400 students.
	 DeHoyos has spoken out 
against implementing the 
plan, since discussions began. 
	 In previous meetings, De-
Hoyos has stated he would 
rather see more law enforce-
ment present than have guard-
ians. 
	 Law enforcement presence 
has picked up this school year, 
with DPS Officers and Sher-
iff’s Deputies making random 
patrols through each school 
campus. 
	 “We need to deal with the 
reality. Always the shooter 
is heavily armed. We need to 
deal with that. At some point 
one of the best things you can 
do is shut the door,” DeHoyos 
said at a previous meeting. 

VACANT SEAT
	 The board tabled making 
any decision on filing the va-
cancy left by previous board 
member Amy Newton when 
she resigned last month. 
	 Chavarria said filling her 
position would have to be 
done by appointment and that 
the board has 160-day time 
frame. 
	 Newton represented Dis-
trict 4. 
	 If anyone is interested in 
serving in the position, they 
can speak with Chavarria at 

the Administration Building, 
or call (325) 392-5501. 

BOND PAID OFF EARLY
	 The board approved an 
that would allow the district 
to pay off early their $3 mil-
lion bond that was passed in 
2015. 
	 “Because our evaluations 
have gone up, we are able to 
pay this off,” Chavarria said. 

WIND FARM 
FINANCIAL IMPACT

	 In his report, Chavarria 
presented the tax value num-
bers and financial impact that 
the Ranchero and High Lone-
some Wind Farms are expect-
ed to generate for the district. 
	 A third wind farm, White 
Mesa, is also being proposed 
in Crockett County but is still 
being reviewed by the Texas 
Comptroller’s Office. 
	 According to the figures 
Chavarria presented, Ranche-
ro will pay the district $2.5 
million total in revenue loss 
over a 15-year period, with $2 
million of that coming in the 
2020-2021 school year. 
	 The district is also expect-
ed to receive $848,000 in av-
erage daily attendance benefit 
over the 15-year period. 
	 With High Lonesome, the 
district is expecting $1.3 mil-
lion over the 15-year period, 
with $1.14 million coming in 
2020-2021. The district is ex-
pecting $1 million in ADA ben-
efit over the 15-year period.
	 Chavarria said this money 
is not subject to recapture by 
the state.  
	 “The revenue is something 
we look forward to. This mon-
ey comes straight to us,” he 
said. 
	 On the maintenance and 
operations side of the tax value, 
at $1.06 tax rate, the total M&O 
Tax Value would be $1.3 billion 
with the three wind farms. The 
tax value numbers included the 
White Mesa project.
	 The revenue from that 
would be $14,236,877. With 
50 percent of that taken by the 
state for recapture, the district 
is then left with $7,118,438. 
	 On the interest and sink-
ing bond side, at $.14 tax 
rate, the total tax value with 
all three wind farms would be 
$2.4 billion. Revenue generat-
ed would be $3.5 million.

	 Chavarria said $.14 cents 
generates 50 percent of what 
$1.06 generates due to Robin 
Hood recapture.
	 He also said in his re-
search the county, in recent 
years, has not been worth $2.4 
billion. 
	 “The big benefit in all of 
this is where the tax values 
come in. You can see what 
each wind farm is worth,” Cha-
varria said. 

CAREER DAY
	 Members of the Ozona 
Chamber of Commerce Board 
of Directors talked to the 
school board about working 
with the school district on a 
Career Day and implementing 
a program to help students 
prepare for the workforce. 
	 This presentation was a 
follow up to a presentation 
given at the June school board 
meeting. 
	 Laurie Hale, chamber 
board chairman, said the 
chamber is willing to work 
with the school district to ad-
dress the workforce issues in 
the community. 
	 “Trying to bring all this 
together to help the teachers, 
help the parents and help the 
community,” Hale said. 
	 Along with wanting to 
host another Career Day this 
school year, the chamber 
board also presented a pro-
gram from Ballinger ISD that 
helps prepare students for the 
workforce, as well as address-
es issues like bullying, self-es-
teem and issues as they come 
up on the campuses. 
	 The Ballinger school offi-
cials are willing to share the 
information, Hale said.
	 Hale said the program is 
called “Portrait of a Bearcat,” in 
which a student leaves Ballinger 
they go out into society show-
ing the best a Bearcat can be. 
	 “That’s what we can do 
for a Lion. We’re ready to do 
something. We are ready to 
help. The chamber wants to 
help the community to have 
better skills,” Hale said. 
	 Simple skills, such as 
counting back change, can 
help students be better adults, 
Hale said. 
	 “This generation is so 
more advance. They are real 
go-getters entering the work-
force much sooner. Some are 

prepared and some aren’t pre-
pared,” said Jacob Vasquez, 
Ozona Sonic Manager and 
chamber board member. 
	 Chavarria said campus 
principals, along with him-
self, will get together with 
the chamber board to come 
up with time for Career Day 
and visit more about the pro-
grams.

Ted Cruz on Sept. 21 
met U.S. Rep. Beto O’Rourke 
in the first of three scheduled 
debates in the weeks leading 
up to the Nov. 6 midterm elec-
tion.
	 O’Rourke, D-El Paso, is 
seeking to unseat Cruz, R-
Texas, who is running for a 
second six-year term. The 
two faced off in a televised, 
60-minute debate at Southern 
Methodist University in Dal-
las co-moderated by Gromer 
Jeffers of The Dallas Morn-
ing News and Julie Fine of the 
NBC-TV Dallas affiliate. 
	 Cruz challenged O’Rourke 
on his personal life and at-
tempted to characterize the 
Democrat as tax-friendly and 
pro-regulation. 
	 O’Rourke brought up 
Cruz’s record of missing Sen-
ate floor votes while cam-
paigning for the presidency in 
other states and not welcom-
ing well-intentioned immi-
grants with a path to citizen-
ship.
	 The two candidates have 
agreed to debate again on 
Sept. 30 in Houston and on 
Oct. 16 in San Antonio.

FLORES WINS 
RUNOFF ELECTION

	 Republican Peter P. “Pete” 
Flores of Pleasanton won a 
Sept. 18 special runoff elec-
tion for the Texas Senate Dis-
trict 19 seat.
	 The resignation of state 

Sen. Carlos Uresti after he was 
convicted of felony charges in 
June created the vacant Sen-
ate seat. 
	 In July, eight candidates 
vied in a special election to fill 
the post. 
	 Since no candidate re-
ceived 50 percent of the vote, 
a runoff resulted between the 
top two in the field of eight: 
Flores and Democrat Pete Gal-
lego of Alpine.
	 Returns posted by the 
Texas Secretary of State’s Elec-
tions Division showed Flores 
received 23,576 votes, or 57 
percent of the total number of 
votes cast in the runoff elec-
tion, while Gallego received 
20,911 votes, or 43 percent.
	 Flores retired as a game 
warden for the Texas Parks 
& Wildlife Department at the 
rank of colonel in 2012. 
	 Gallego, an attorney, 
served 11 consecutive terms 
as the representative for state 
House District 74, from 1991 
to 2012, and one term as a 
U.S. representative for Tex-
as Congressional District 23, 
serving from 2013 to 2015.
	 Sprawling SD-19 con-
sists of Brewster, Crockett, 
Dimmit, Edwards, Frio, Kin-
ney, Maverick, Medina, Pecos, 
Real, Reeves, Terrell, Uvalde, 
Val Verde and Zavala coun-
ties and parts of Atascosa and 
Bexar counties. 
	 An estimated 840,000 
people reside in the district, 
an estimated 478,000 of 
whom are registered voters.

“Today, I en-
courage all eligible Texans 
who have not already done 
so to register to vote by Octo-
ber 9th and prepare to exer-
cise their most fundamental 
American right this Novem-
ber.”

As of this week, Texas 
has 15,624,871 registered 
voters - a new record in the 
State of Texas.

If you have moved to a 
new address within the same 
county or have changed your 
name, you can update your 
information online.

Eligible Texans who are 

not already registered to vote 
may complete and print a 
voter registration applica-
tion here, or request an ap-
plication from their coun-
ty elections administrator. 
Once completed, eligible Tex-
as voters should submit the 
application to the county vot-
er registrar in their county 
of residence. Completed vot-
er registration applications 
must be postmarked by Oc-
tober 9th, 2018 in order to be 
accepted.

Texas voters who have 
been affected or displaced by 
Hurricane Harvey can learn 
more about voting issues for 
Texas Harvey evacuees here.

Secretary Pablos encour-
ages eligible registered vot-
ers to vote during the early 
voting period from Monday, 
October 22nd to Friday, No-
vember 2nd, 2018, during 
which Texas voters can cast a 
ballot at any location in their 
county of registration.
